Bucharest says that an attempt by
the Germans to cross the Danube at
Zimnitza, 70 miles southwest of Bu-
charest, failed,

Fighting has been reported in the
region of Silistria, on the Damibe
southeast of the Roumanian capital,
during the past few days and it may
be_ that the German crossings of the
river were made between Tchermavo-
da and Glurgevo.

‘The and R have
taken the offensive successfully in
Dobrudja north of the Tchernavoda-
Constanza railway, Bucharest and
Petrograd assert. The mRoumanians
sdvanced on the whdle front especially
in the centre and on the left wing,
and occupled five towns about fifteen
miles north of the railway line. The
Russians progressed to 12 miles nonth
of the mailway. Berlin declares the
Russian offensive in Dobrudja was
thrown back.

Roumanians Advance.

Bucharest, Nov. 24, via London
(345, p. m.)—The Roumanian  state-
ment follows:

“On the Moldavian front there was
no change. In the region bf Dragos-
lavele thére was a lvely  artillery
bombardment. In the Alt Valley. also
artillery fighting occurred on our
right wing and centre. On the left
the enemy made violent attack.

“In the Oltenie Valley our troops,
under pressure- of - superior enemy
forces, have withdrawn on the left
bank of the Oltetz river.

“Along the Damnube infantry firing
occurred, with active artillery opera-
tions. In the neighborhood of Zim-
nitza there was a violent artillery
‘bombardmept.

“In Dobrudja we advanced on the
whole front, especially the centre
and on the left .wing, where we occu-
pled Gelengic, Bazarlia, Bster, Pala-
zulmie and Tachaul.”

Mrs. Mary E. Barrows, Long

Prison, is Dead— — Detectives Solved Great Kittery
L Mystery After State Officials Failed.

:‘l'hu'vvdled at the Maine State pris-
on recently an old and broken wo-
mgn who had not seen the outside
of’the walls of that institution for
more than 32 years.

ghe was Mrs. Mary E. Barrows of
Kittery, who in September, 1884, was
convicted of being guilty of the mun
der of her husband, Thomas Barrows.
The prispn doors were locked behind
Mrs. Barrows on Oct. 1, 1884, and
they were never unlocked for her un-
] last Saturday when her dead body
passed out through the portals to go
to its last resting place.

A few years ago Mrs, Barrows
sought a pardon, but it being denied
her it is said that she had been con-
tent to remain a prison inmate for the
remainder of her life, knowing full
well that she would even be more
lonely out in the world than she
would be in the cell which had been
her abiding place for so many years.

The Barrows-Blaney murder was a
“cause celebre” in Maine a little less|
than a third of a century ago, but of
course it had been forgotten by many
who were: once -familiar with ' its de-
tails while to many others it meant
nothing when the evening papers of
last Friday announced the death of
the aged Mrs, Barrows.

On the evening of Nov. 14, 1883,
Thomas Barrows, a farmer o fKittery,
was shot down in cold blood while he
was going from the house to his barn.
The shooting occurred at 8.30 when of
course it was quite dark. According
to the first story told by Mrs. Barrows
she was looking out of the window
when the shooting took place and saw
her husband fall. She said she e
mained at the window umtil she saw
the man. crawl to the back door then
she left by the front door and ran to
the home of her son-inlaw, Oscar E.
Blaney, who lived about two miles
away.

He was the first one she told of the
affair. They returned together and
when they got there as they after
wards told the officers, they found
that Barrows had crawled through
the kitchen and into a bedroom where
he had died.

The pair notified the neighbors and
e coronner was summoned. Accord-
ing to Blaney and Mrs. Barrows the
dead man had shot himself but the
suicide did not suit the neighbors of
Mr. and Mrs. Barrows, and their son-
inlaw, Blaney. Mrs. Barrows did not
speak of her husband any too kindly
in relating the details of the shooting
and the stories the “couple told were
not always consistent.

There was no blood trail from the

place in the yard where Barrows fell
to the bedroom, although the bed
where the body lay was saturated with
blood. The body had been untouched
when the coroner arrived and the
course of the bullets indicated that he

The relations be
tween Mrs, Cate and Barrows con-
tinued after the death of Cate, but
the widow was not entirely constant
to him. At one time he fired at her
in a fit of anger on account of her
actions with other men. He did not
hit her ,but in fleeing from him the t
woman fell and broke her leg. Bar-
rows served a term in Alfred Jjail
for the offense, but after he got out
he resumed his ffriendly relations
with the Widow Cate and finally
married her. The stmnge}:ngllmhman
seemed to have a real love for the
woman and was kindness itself to her,
so the neighbors all sald.
Although he had been a wanderer
all his life he settled down in Kit-
tery, worked hard and was getting|
a good living. His one out was that “‘
he had a violent temper and this hol
was_especially wont to display when |
anyone tried to find out from him
anything about his life before com-
ing' to America. Woe to him who
started any inquiries along this line.
Mrs. Cate had a daughter by her
first husband and after she had mar-
ried Barrows, this girl was wedded
to one Oscar E. Blaney, a small farm-
er who had been employed more or
less as a section hand on the Bos-
ton and Maine railroad.
Blaney is described as a mild man-
nered man, none too bright perhaps,
but the last person anyone would
have picked for a murderer.
The marriage of the Cate girl to
Blaney aroused Barrows’ anger. Mrs.
Barrows had some money left her by
her first husband and the Englishman
feared that the marriage of the Cate
girl meant that Mrs. Barrows’ money
would go to the Blaneys instead of
to him. Barrows did all that he could
to separate the couple, denying Blaney
admittance to his house and {ll treat-
fng him in many ways.
Mrs., Barrows sided with the Blan-
evs and there was a good sized family
row on when the shooting of Bar-
rows took place.

While Everything Else Goes Up

How British Government’s Foresight Saves
Canadians Millions of Dollars. It pays to Pro-

tect Expensive Shoes by Wearing Rubbers
and Overshoes Which Cost So Little,

It is almost as great a surprise as it is a relief to find that rubbers
and overshoep, almost alone among necessities, cost no more than before
the war. The relief grows when we think of the way shoe prices are
soaring, and realize that by wearing these inexpensive rubbers we can
lengthen—probably double—the life of a pair of shoes that cost five or
six times as much.

MORSE HEADS PLANT.

New York, Nov 24—The United
States Ship Building Co has bought
thinty acres of land on the east bank
of the Thames river, mear New Lon-
don, Conn, as a site for'a shipyard, and
will build a fleet ‘of ocean-going
freight steamer for its own use, M
was announced tonight by Charles W
Monse, president of ithe company,

Mr Morse said that the construction
wof the plant would begin as soon as
possible, that it probably would be
wcompleted within two years and would
employ 4,000 or 5,000 men.

“At the stant,” sald Mr. Morse, “we
probably shall bufld a fleet of ten
ships at the new yards. They will be
6,000 or 8,000 tons each, probably all
of the same size.”

Mr Morse said that the purchase
meeant that the company would expand
Jts carrying operations begun when he
formed the company last December by
combining astablished concerns.

‘The U S Ship Building Co already
owns a yard at Noank, Conn, employ-
ing 500 men and fn which six freight
steamers are now building, When
these are completed, it is understood,
the Noank yard will be devoted to the
construction of vessels for ‘carrying
fireight on the Hudson river and the
barge canal between New York and
Buffalo and on the Great Lakes,

MUBDERES
EAECUTED

Dollard Lepine, Aged 2I

Years, Hanged for Killing
Benefactor in Dead of
Night.

St. John'’s, Que., Nov, 24 —After a
full confession of his guflt, Dollard
Lepine, alias Jean, alias Paul Renaud,
twenty-one years old, murderer of Al-
bert Wing, a St. Luc farmer, paid the
death penalty in the yard of St. John's
Jail today.

Oustide the jail gates Lepine’s aged

mother, who had tried in vain to gain
admittance all night, wept bitterly,
standing among a crowd of at least
1,500.
The execution was performed by Ar-
thur Ellis, who has officiated at many,
and passed without incident. The body
was given to the boy’'s mother.

The crowd round the jail building
was held back by a guard of 120 sol-
diers with fixed bayonets, in charge
of officers from the St. John's bar-
racks, The police had some difficulty
in dealing with the crowd after the
execution, but Detectives Lorrain and
Akin kept the doors until they could
be closed. About 135 people were in
the yard to witness the execution.
Late one afternoon in April Lepine
called at Wing's farm and asked for
work and shelter. He was given his
supper and a bed and promised a job
in the morning. In the middle of the
night he got up to ransack the house.
When Wing came to see what he was
doing, he shot him dead. He also fired
at Mrs, Wing and her youngest daugh-
ter and made a brutal attack on the
elder.

So strong was the feeling against
him at St. John’s that there was till
the last moment a fear of lynching
The arrangements for the execution

sion thus inadequately to say what
will be in the hearts of all of us. It
is a brother honored and beloved who
has fallen.”

Bishop Brent is quoted ag saying that
thousands of Methodists in Canada
have been praying for the dead since
the war began. We know nothing as
to the truth of this. We give it as
we read it, and we don’t know whether
to believe it or not. But the views

A letter recently received from one
of the boys who went overseas with
the first contingent, and been on
the firlng line for nearly two years,
pays a tribute to the fighting qualities
of a class of men whom Canadians
have been inclined to class among
the wasters and no goods of life. The
letter also expresses the belief that
there will not be another winter of
this war, and that will be the last
great war of this world,

The writer of the letter is in the
artillery branch of the service, and
held the rank of lieutenant when he
left home. He has since been pro-
moted to captain, and will probably
get his majority before the end of the
war as he has been in command of
his battery for some time past.

The letter says in part:

Dear Mother:

“It is impossible these days to get
a letter off at the regular time, so I
do the best I can and write whenever
it is possible. Usually we cannot tell
you of anything which has a direct
bearing on the war, ahd of course to-
night 1 have the sanfe old story, so
I think I shall tell you a little about
the man who in Canada we called a
remittance man. He has been sent
from his home ih England with a cer
tain allowance because they consider
him good for nothing. In England,
when he had not been sent from home
he had been known as the “Knut”
because he was what we would call
a sport.

“He sported around London, spent
lots of money, and was never self-
supporting. He spent money with
the west end tailors and was known
by everyone. He was popular but
generally good for nothing. His occu-
pation in life was nil and in Canada
we learned to look upon him as a
fool and slacker. Finally war broke
out, and the first in most cases to
enlist was this same fool and slacker,
and he is the man who has covered
himself with glory every day in the
week. Because men of this class en-
listed ' promptly Emgland today is
pretty well drained of them. They
were glorious fighters and upheld
England’s hionor where most men
would fail.

Work of Men Considered Wastrels and No Goods in Times
of Peace Has Brcught Lustre to the Name of Canada,
Says New Brunswick Officer in Letter Home.

“The first Canadian division was
filled with such men, and it is due to
them that we were able to cover our-
selves with a glory no other Canadians
can have or ever hope to have. They
were wonderful men, and because
they were so brave and fearless they
are dead and buried in Flanders to-
day. But their names still live and
often times we are forced to say he
was a remittance man, and we never
knew his history, but he was a good
one. In Canada we can never again
speak lightly of that man in spite
of his failings and weaknesses, but
always with respect and reverence

cause it was hé who brought such
a glory to Canada through the
achievements of the 1st Canadian divi-
sfon. He was almost invariably in a
western battalion, which never knew
a coward, a slacker or a weak man.
I have more or less studied them with
my eyes wide open and they have
showed me much in life.

“Let Canada speak reveremtly and
with bowed heads of those whom we
used to call ‘Chippies,’ good for moth-
ings, and the like, because more than
anyone else in the British Bmpire
they have saved the Empire from dis-
aster.

“When the call first came to Canada
they enlisted while born Canadians
remained behind to say that we of the
1st Canadian division were the scum
of the country, the weaklings, and
the unemployed, the jail birds, and
the evil influence of the country, but
these selfsame men have set an ex-
ample to native born Canadians
which has never since been lived up
to, and T don't think it will be lived up
to in this war.”

He goes on to say that they have
been having very wet weather. He
woke up one night to find his dugout
half full of water, and it took him the
rest of the night to bale himself out.
He expresses the opinion that this
will be their last winterand then the
world will be rid of serious wars for
the rest of time. He was still in com-
mand of the battery and felt proud
of the trust reposed in him by the
authorities, but would be glad when
their relie? arrived.

WILL COME HARD
ON POORER CLASSES

But Dealers Claim They Are
Forced to It by Higher
Costs.

There was some mystery surround-
ing the meeting of the St. John Dalry-
men's Association, held in the Palm-
er Building, Princess street, last night.

At the meeting the most prominent
dealers in the city were present. A
Standard reporter was sent to find
out what was going on. He rapped at
the door of the meeting room; one of
the gentlemen present aanswered the
call, The reporter introducd himself
a8 a representative of The Standard,
and sald he wished to learn some-
thing megarding the meeting. The
man who attended the door said in
reply that it was but a little private
meeting, and there was nothing to give
out, that there would be another meet-
ing in about a week, and then there
might be something, and further that
he did not know just at what time
the meeting would be held. The re-
porter asked if he should call later in
the night to get the report, and the
man said that it would be of no use
to return, for there would be nothing
given out. This closed the interview.

It was shortly after eleven o'clock
when two of the largest retail milk
dealers in the city called at The
Standard office, They stated that a
meeting of the St. John Dairymen's
Association had been held and that
they had been appointed a press com-
mittee to call on the newspapers, The
result of the meeting, which they said
was attended by practically all the
principal dealers, was a decfsion that
commencing on Hecember 1st milk
would be sold in the city at ten cents
per quart, and 64 cents per eight
quart can, wholegale, which is eight
cents per quart.

As to the reason for the increase
they said: ¥ milk continued to be
sold at eight tents per quart the deal-
ers would be drivem out of business.
The cost of purchasing milk from pro-
ducers, the bringing of the same to
the city, the bottling, cans, costs inci-
dental to delivery, and other things in
copneetion with it, would make a big
lods to the Cealer if he sold it at 8
cts. Even at 10 cts, the profit would be
small for the dealers. They admitted
that the increased - price would come
hard on the poorer class of citizens,
who have to pay much more for oth-
er articles at the present time than
they did some time ago, but they sald
that milk dealers were all of the opin-
fon that they could not continue to
sell at the eight cent rate.

The two gentlemen who gave the
information to The Standard last
night also stated that the decision of
the meeting was qot by any means the
result of a combine, but a case of
absolute mecessity on the part of the
dealers. They were prepared If neces-
gary to furnish sworn statements of
cost, which they claimed would show
the justice of the increase.
