The Germans
steadily are-giving grotind; thotigh stubborm resistance i€ be
ing offered on some sectors. |

Further goodly-sized indentations have been made in the
German line between Soissoné and Chateau Thierry by the
American and French troops, and almost all the gains made
by the Germans in their recent drive south of the Marne and
toward the vicinity of Rheims have been blotted out under
the counter-attacks of the Americans, French, British and
[talians.

Chateau Thierry, which represents the point in the bat<
tle line where the Germans had driven their wedge nearestito
Paris, has been recaptured by the Frknch troops, and almost
simultaneously the village of Brasles, .two miles eastward,
and the heights to the north of the village fell into their

hands.

American
and French troops northwest of the
city struck the Germans another hard
blow, broke through the German lines
and drove through at some points
more than three miles. Large num-
bers of prisoners were taken and the
machine guns of the allied troops lit-
erally mowed down the Germans who
endeavored to stay their progress.

To the north along the Ourecq valley
the French are making good progress
toward the important junction town of
Nanteuil-Notre Dame, which the oper-
ations south and southeast of Soissons
are keeping time with those along the
other parts of the front.

British in Action.

The entire southern bank of the
Marne having been cleared of enemy
forces, French, British and Italian
troops are now harassing those south-
west of Rheims, and they have been
forced to fall back in the Courton
‘Wood, the Ardre Valley. and near St.
Buphraise, notwithstanding their des-
perate resistance. The number of
British operating with the allied forces
4n this region is not known. The first
announcement that they were in the
action was made Saturday ffight and
doubtless they represent a portion of
the great reserves that everywhe e
being brought up along the \battle l§e
in an endeavor to make secure the vic-
tories already won and enlarge them.

The Crown Prince is not
only being deteated, but he is being
soundly thrashed, and he will be lucky
if he escapes annihilation. That, in
brief, tells the main points of the news
from the Marne in the last twenty-
four hours.

London, July 21—The Allies have ad-
vanced on the 25 mile front between
Chateau Thierry and Soissons to an
average depth of five to seven miles,
says the Reuter’s correspondent at
French headquarters telegraphing at
eight o'clock this morning. He adds
that the Germans are still ratreating.

Referring to the fight east of Chat
eau Thierry, along the Marue, the cor-
respondent says that eight German
divisions ‘which had reached the south
bank of the river were able to cross
the hills which overlooked the Marne
but none who lived to recross will for-
get the terrible days spent south of
the stream. The ground they held wat
overlooked everywhere by the Frerch
and American artillery observers. En-
ciosed in a narrow space between the
river and the hills, they offered a sure
target for the Allied artillery.

Shelling Enemy

length and is being subjected to artil-
lery fire.

The same applied to the junction of
this road with the only possible alter-
native line, which comes from Fismes
and joins it at Nabteull-Notre Dame.
The latter place is also within gun
range. The supply situation of the
enemy on the Marne is thus becoming
more difficult each hour.

The latest-gain in this region brings
the depth of the French advance over
the 27 mile front between the two
rivers up to between six and eight
and one half miles.

Field Marshal Haig in a statement
from the British front in France says
there is nothing of special interest to
report.

On the front southwest of Rheims,
where British forces are engaged, there
was much fluctuating fighting yester-
day.

OAT SINKS THREE
BARGED OFF GAPE GOD

Four Shells Dropped on Mainland, But No Person
Ashore Hurt—Fourth Barge and a Tow Boat

_ Set on Fire and Several Persons on Board In-
jured.

Action Lasts an Hour Three Miles South of Or-
leans Live Saving Station—Thousand of Spec-
tators Watch Scene—Thirty or More Killed on-
San Diego.

Orleans, Mass., July 21—An enemy submarine at-
tacked a tow off the easternmost point of Cape Cod today,
sank three barges, set a fourth and their tug on fire and
dropped four shells on the mainland. The action lasted an
hour and was unchallenged except for two hydroplanes

ateagl from the Chatham aviation station, which circled over the

U-boat causing her to submerge for a short time, only to re-
appear and resume firing.

The crews of the tow numbering forty-one and includ-
ing three women and five children, escaped amid the shell-
fire in lifeboats. Several were wounded, but only one seri-
ously. This happened to be John Botovich, an Austrian of
the crew of the tug. His right atm near the shoulder was
torn away by a fragment of shell. The minor injuries of the
others were from shell splinters. '

The one-sided fight took place three miles south of the
Orleans coastguard station, which is located midway be-
tween Chatham, at the elbow, and Highland Light at the ex-
treem tip of the cape. The firing was heard for miles and
brought thousands to the beach from which the flashes of
the guns and the outline of the U-boat were plainly visible.

Bombards U. 8. Soill.

Possible danger to the onlookers
was not thought of until a shell whizz-
ed over their heads and splashed in
a pond a mile inland. Three other
shells buried themselves in the sands
of the beach.

The survivors of the tow, with the
exception of two injured, were takem
to the Orleans coast guard station,
communication with which by tele
phone under navy regulations, was
not permitted. No information could
be obtained from official sources on
the cape.

When the firing began, the crews |}
lost no time in abandoning the tow.
Each of the four barges had bne
small boat intended to carry only
five persons and all the craft were
greatly overloaded. In addition the
occupants were exposed to constant
danger from shell fire. Several mer-
chant eraft were in the vicinity and
regardless of the menace to théem-
selves went to the rescue of the crews
and towed the small boats to shore.

Captured Villages.

We moved forward again. Immedi-
ately before us was the village of
Hautvesnes. On the right lay Belleau,
Bussiaries, Torcy and Liey Farm, all
of which had been captured by thg
Americans at 9 a. m. Beypnd Hautves-
nes faintly seem was Courchampe
where the French, who took Hautves-
nes in conjunction with the American
line, encountered an obstinate enemy
heavily armed with & guUns.
Despite Germanic obstinacy, the poil-
us swept through Courchamps, again
encountered the enemy beyond the vil-
lage, fell back slightly, fighting off two
counter-attacks and then swept for.
ward once more far beyond their ob-
jectives.
Magnificent Panorama.

A magnificent panorama, dotted
here and there with green patches of
trees, red roofed  villages and yellow
whea: fi2lds was the battlefield of the
morning, but now the battlefield was
beyond vision and those smoke smud-
ges on the horizon and the rumble of
the guns told a graphic story of the
brilliant France-American drive south
of the river Ourcq. Sight could reacn
no farther morth, but the telegraph
wires linking the general with his still
advancing troops, brought to our ob-
servation post the most heartening in-
formation.

Our advance, however, encounterea
toward evening a stiffer resistance as
the enemy's reserves came into play.
While we watched the smoke of shells
bursting over a village miles away the
telephone operator announced that the
poilus had just passed through it and
that prisoners were coming back.

Victorious Advance.

Telephone linked with headquarters
of the French army fighting north-
ward toward the river Aisne also
brought occasional bits about its vie-
torious advance paralleling the suc-
cess of the army to the southward
whose general chatted with the Tri-
bune correspondent while his town
troops continued their forward thrust.
This general, who entered the observa~
tion' post at daylight, saw his battle
gradually leave the range of even the
specially constructed telescopes
through which he had watched his
progress. He saw the poilus and
doughboys leave their positions be-
hind barrages, work their avay into vil-
lage after village and pass beyond.
“We've had good success,” he said,
calling attention to special points in
the panorama of the battle and upon
his map. It was easy to see that he
was e€xtremely fatigued by the long
vigil, and his words were extremely
modest. In his head new plans of
heavy battles yet to come probably
were mixed with events of the day
The rapid advance of the Allied troops
was shown by the almost intact condi-
tion of the villages within our im-
mediate view. The forms of Allied
soldiers could be seen moving about
while the roads were dotted with auto-
mobile trucks taking forward food for
both the men and the guns.

Immense Booty.

We learned through the telephone
that eighteen guns had been captured
in the vicinity of Courchamps and
were being sent to the rear.
At many points on the 40 kilomet-
ers Mne of attack the infantry passed
beyond the German artillery position
of Thursday. Many small tanks ac-
companying the troops stopped to
round up German gunners and assure
immediate possession of the enemy
cannon, When the entire booty had
geen counted the total reached three
- ‘Beside the tank fleet, aeroplanes, fly-
ing extremely low, accompanied the
troops, and began wirelessing back re-
ports of victory from the start. At
night the aeroplanes sent back word
by radio that they had discovered Ger-
man . reserves hurrying up to sétiffen
the German lines against the dash of
the Allied troops.

Storm Aids Allies.

The violent storm allowed the
French tanks to take their places with.
out discovery, and at daybreak, behind
barrages all along the battle lines.
taking up the noise whpre the storm
left off, the tanks preceded the Allied
waves in what in some places was a
veritable cross country run.

Many felgrauen were caught in the
fields peacefully reaping wheat which,
incidentally had been planted by
French farmers who had fled before
the enemy's advance in Junp to the
Marne.

The German high command had pro-
mised the soldiers in that sector a
peaceful harvest, but the French com
mand willed ‘differently, and planned
and prepared the, big counterdrive in
forty-eight hours.

‘The ‘significance of the success of
this drive is that the German com-
mand must now begin to allow his
forces to be manoeuvred at the wili
of the Allled wommand. The forcing
of his réservea into today's battle was
the fiyzt step dn this direction,

Allied Airplanes Busy,

Along the Marne front, especially
on Monday, the Allied aeroplanes hover
¢d and cireled aloft, reporting back
the enemy’'s movements and concen-
trations. The artillery work was in-
tense, and strongly massed French
guns south of the river were firing
constantly while the enemy’'s guns
gathered in great numbers and added
to the dim, which, I am informed
could be heard fifty miles away. As
in previous fighting the allied bombing
squadrons were very active in search-
ing out the troops concentrations and
convoy trains, casting their bombs
and returning to home fields for more
immediately. In this drive the enemy
has not been able to make a surprise
attack as in Falnders or Picardy, and
on the Aisme, Therefore reports in-
dicate that his losses from artillery
and machine gunfire alone are mount-
ing high.

I have seen General Gouraud's mar
velous army which stretches across
the plains of Champagne east of
Rheims, met the tremendous shock
of some -twenty-five enemy divisions
and stopped the Germans almost in
their tracks ‘with tremendous losses.
I was at city ot Chalons on the Marne
at the same hour the Germans “steam
rollers” had planned to enter the city,
but the only Germans I saw were
prisoners.

Steam Roller Failed.

The “steam roller” had failed to
roll and on a 35 kilometre front to the
north at that moment the piles of
enemy dead told another story.

“We had a fine day,” were General
Gouraud’s first words of the corres-
pondent after an introduction. Then
in simple phrases the man to whom
the credit goes for changing the en-
tire course of the stage of the news
told how wonderful the poilus between
Fort de la Pompette and Main de
Massiges aided in one small portion.
At the beginning of the battle it was
easy to see that the Allies were again
overwhelmingly outnumbered. Over
twenty-five German divisions (over
300,000 men) was the Boche lineup.

“We knew for a long time that a
forceful enemy attack on the Cham-
pagne front was {fmminent,” he said,
“and took minute measures to meet
it. For the past fortnight our patrols
brought the prisoners. Before the
great attack our gun plan was ready
and we put it into operation. In im-
mediate contact with the enemy were
few observers and small parties form-
ing centres of resistance.

Signalled Movements.

Obgervers were ordered to watch
the enemy and flapp back his move-
ments. At eleven o'clock a full hour
before the German artillery commenc-
ed firing our artillery opemed on
troops concentrating behind the Ger-
man line, and this fire continued right
on throughout the early phase of the
battle.

The guns opened about midnight

/While the poilus were ad i
their lines six kilometers north and
south of the town of Neiully, the

Galloping Horsemen.

Between the Ourcq and the Aisne
the poilus advanced deep enough into
enemy territory by noon to allow cav-
alry men in small squads to pass

there was cheerfulness seidom equai-
led universally under similar circum-
stances. A grey gresm lime of enemy
prisoners stretched along, sandwich-
ed in between truckloads of “hitting
wounded.” Most of them were mere
boys today, still led by elder German
under officers. This morning they had
been driven into battle against Franco-
Americans, and now, as if not quite
comprehending it, they were being led
into captivity by the same officers who
drove them into battle. Companison of
their physique with that of the sturdy
Allied troops and the bhusky  athiete

The officer calmly added: “The
enemy waves failed to reach our main
defense positions almost everywhere,
Speaking of enemy losses, we know
of a division that left half of its effec-
tiveness on the ground, and it is cer-
tain that density of concentration and
attack caused the Germans to suffer
enormously everywhere, even before

The officer spoke calmly thus far,
but waked to enthusjasm when bhe
spoke of the magnificent troops with
whom General Gouraud fraternized
during the crisis of the battle and was
roundly cheered by the poilus every-
where.

He added: “Those who remained in
the forward are beyond all
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Lower Hun Morale.

Several days ago 1 wrote a report
of the lowered morale of the enemy
troops, but under the drubbing they
received while holding until the great
offensive begam it was natural for
them to be downhearted. The attitude
of prisoners from the well fed shock
division appears also to be one of
profound discontentment mixed with
anger for' their leaders whose empty
promises have already resulted in the
bloodest loss from one end of the
long battle field to the other.

This causes conjecture as to the
German fighting spirit in the rank
of any of Germany's remaining divi-
sions which participated in Monday's
battle. It also leaves much conjec-
ture as to the spirit of the people
of the interfor of Germany who are
doubtless uninformed regarding the
army’s losses but are still unable to
see victory in the much doctored com-
munique.

A Hun Diversion.

While standing at a point near
the line on the high plateau known
as Camp de Chalons, a French officer
who had received a German com-
munique by courier read to myself
and companies that Monday's actlon
from east of Rheims to Main de
Massiges wherein at least twenty-five
German divisions were used, including
two Prussian guards and otker elite,
was merely a diversion.

Looking to the left we could plainly
make out the mountains near Rheims,
At the eastermost the Main de Mes-
was: fairly visable, and the

@p‘arnn.y mountain stuck up over the

horizon like a horn. The cap of his-
toric Mare lies immediately below
the mountains of Rheims and- the
mountains of Epernay. All these, as
far as the eye could see were held

semi-circle floated at' least a score
of Alled sausage balloons marking
the vicinity line where thousands of
dead in field gray paid the penaity
of the promised thrust for victory.

False News.

Ludendorft’'s communique told the
folks in Germany “that all goes well,”
and that the west of Rheims was
merely a diversion, but the German
troops beyond that line knew better
and the folks at home will learn.

Our party was reminded at that
time that it was too easily to speak
of victory by a pair of German shell
bursting not far away, otherwise the
calm of this sector, which had burst
forth with the flashes of’thousands
of German guns early Mdnday mofn-
ing in noise and pyroaechnics seldom

seen in this war, was oppressive
Tuesday evening.
The Germans carried on their

slaughter south of the Marne Thurs-
day in the fleeing hope of salvaging
something from the wreck, before they
began their retreat. Everyone on the
Allied side is breathing easier now.

til after nightfall. It was evident that
the Germans were contemplating &
further retreat after their defeat at
the hands of the French, American,
British and Italian divisions, which by
vigorous counter-attacks and manoeu-
vres had brought about a precipitate
retreat of the German Crown Prince's
chosen troops and sent them fleeing to
the northern bank of the Marne.

These troops did not get across the
Marne without hindrance as the
French and American fleld battéry fir
ed continuously for seventy-two hours,
aiming both at the banks of the Marne
and the pontoons erected by the ene-
my across the stream.

For long periods enemy troops were
prevented by this fire from utilizing
the pontoons for crossing the river.

In the meantime, allled troops, in-
cluding French and Americans, con-
tinually harried the German infantry
units which had tried for several days
to ascend the Marne Valley toward
Epernay. The enemy was eventually
forced back yesterday morning into
the valley of the Marne where he oceu-
pid, but not for long, a narrow strip of
ground, Here the Germans fought
desperately.

Even when they reached the north-

ern side of the river the Germans had
no peace. Shells fell upon and around
their columns as they tried to reach
the shelter of the valleys beyond.
Their chances of obtaining supplies of
ammunition and fopd were meagre,
for the French and American guns
poured projectiles over the crests into
the ravines and along the roads lead-
ing to the river,
Aviators reported German troops
concentrating in the hollows, evident-
ly in preparation for a fresh move to
the rear in order to escape the danger
of being cut off. The airmen carried
out their task with extreme difficul-
ties. The wind was blowing a hurri-
cane; yet theywflew and did wonderful
work, reporting frequently to the allied
commanders, who could thus train the
artillery on places where the Germans
were massing.

WORK PERFORMED BY
SALVATION ARMY

Brigadier/ Miller Tells of S. A.
Accomplishments Durin_
Presr:t War — Pays High
Tribute To Y. M. C. A.

Brigadier Miller, Toronto, appointed
on the Emergency Housing Committee,
after the great disaster in Halifax
city, who, has since made his home
spoke last evening
‘n the Salvation Army Citadel on Char-
lotte street. He delivered an instruct-
ive sermon on “Salvation,—and was
well listened to, as the Brigadier li-
lustrated from life, the only hope of
a christian.

In the afternoon the Brigadier spoke
on the war work of the Salvation
Army in France, England, and all
combatant centres.

Ir: the course of his address he men-
tioned three mew hospitals opened up
for convalescent soldiers at Taronto.
formerly Cosman Hotel, another at
Kingston, Ont,, known as the British
American Hotel in pre-war days; and
the third at London, Ont, formerly
the Cecil Hotel.

Forty-one thousand parcels of food
and ciothing have been despatched to
prisoners and soldiers and sailors.
Thirty thousand relatives of men serv-
ing their country have been entertain-
ed by the Salvation Order.

One hundred and fifty-three huts
have been erected in France at a total
cost of $353,000; 77 hospitals for sail-
ors and soldiers; 30 motor ambulancas
at a cost of $50,000 have been sent ov-
erseas; and 300,000 soldiers and sail-
ors are cared for weekly.

He also mentioned that the Army
had formed a circle to search for lost
relatives parted on account of the
war.

The Brigadier in concluding stated
he wished it to be understood that the
Y. M. C. A, and the Salvation Army
were working in harmony, and are soc-
jeties, barring any denomination,
would have the generous support of
the Salvation Army—when these soc-
feties were in war work.

He paid a tribute to the Y. M. C. A,
work in France, and urged all to ban-

ceeds of any branches, working for
the soldiers or sailors.

Brigadier Miller leaves today for Hali
fax, and told the Standard that for
over 32 years he has- labored in the
Salvation Army, being at one time in
France, previous to the war, when he
was engaged in architectural work.

COMPLAINTS AS TO

Complaints as to the condition of
the roads continue to come fro mall
parts of the province.

DRAG ON PRICES

Impendency of Heavier Taxa-
tion Is Another Deterrent
Factor.

New York, July 20.—The level of
prices is never motionless, but rises
and falls endlessly as the underlying
effect of great happenings makes for
better or for worse future develop
ments.

The level of prices is an ex]

of the aggregated judgment from all
sources op present security values;
it is the concentrated, boiled-down,
result of the opinions, as to what
securities are worth, of all thinking
people who give such matters atten-
tion, including the most astute and
farseeing minds of the existing gener-
ation all over the world,

Passing news, consequently, has
only negligible effect on prices, unless,
in it, is involved events deep and far-
reaching in their bearing upon under-
lying conditions. Nevertheless, the
minds that concentrate upon material
conditions everywhere in the world,
are alert and keen for news from
every quarter, and analyze and digest
it quicklp—sometimes instantaneously
That the market having deliber
ately retired a few points, is mnow
conservatively, but apparently con-
fidently, holding, or even advancing,
indicates the =general judgment of
trained minds intensely interestedg in
the outcome, to be that of assurance
that the Allied position is secure.
Aside from the great international
consideration, the pressure of the
price level is evidently upwards, and
were it not for certain conditions, we
might expect an accelerated rise.
One of these conditions is the money
situation, and even here, except for
control, the list might itself perforce
work upward. Money, of course, is
controlled as much, in its way, as
steel or other comodities, and the very
heavy adjustments of the week have
made it advisable to withhold it from
any _unnecessary uses, in order to
more smoothly deal with the enormous
government operations which took
place July 18th, involving hundreds
of millions of dollars

Another obstacle to an impressive
bull market is the impendency of
heavier taxation, the details of which

have not yet been worked out. In
the meantime, really momentous war
news, indieating that the vital organs
of enemy power had been pierced,

would undoubtedly release the upward
pressure toward higher levels.
