Text of the Document--Islanders Mav Retain Allegiance
to Denmark if They Give Notice Within Two
Years—Property Arrangements.

Washington, Feb. 6.—Tfe text of the
treaty for the cession of the Danish West
Indies to the United States for $5,000,000
in gold has been made public. It is pro-
vided that the pagment must made
within six months of the date of the
treaty, which is January 24, ultimo. The
most important provisions are as follows:

It is agreed that the comsummation of
said cession does mot jmport the transier-
rence to the United States of the finan-
cial claims now held by Denmark against
the colonial treasuries of the islands, it
being agreed that these claims are alto-
gether extinguished in comsequence of the
cession! And dt is moreover understood
and agreed that the United States will
assume and continue ‘to discharge from
the time of the cession the obligations
heretofore incumbent wupon the Danish
-government towards the St. Thomas Float-
ing Dock Company and the West Indian
and Panama Telegraph Company.

No responsibility -of any kind whatever
is incumbent on the Danith government,
mor on the United States government as
to the guarantee which, conformably to
the ondinance of June 16, 1876, the col-
onial treasury of Sainte Croix has assumed
with regard to the payment of an inter-
est of 5 per cent per annum to.the hold-
ers of the shares of The Sainte Croix Fal-
lessukkerkogerier Company Limited.

Anmticle 3—Danish subjects residing :n
sabd island may remain therein or remove
therefrom at will; retaining in either event
all their rights of property, including the
night to sell or dispose of such property
or its proceeds; in case they remain in
the islands, they shall continue, wuntil
otherwise provided, to emjoy all the pri-
vate municipal rvights and liberties sc-
cured to them by the Jaws mow in force.
If the present laws are altered the said

inhabitants shall not thereby be placed-in
a less favorable position in respect to the
above mentioned mights and liberties than
they now enjoy. Those who remain in
the islands may preserve their allegiance
to the crown of Denmark by making be-
fore a court of record within two years
from the date of exchamge of ratifications
of this convention, a declaration of their
decision to preserve such allegiance, in
default of which declaration they shall be
held to have renounced it and to have ac-
cepted allegiance to the United States;
but such election of Danish allegiance
shall not, after the lapse of said term of
two years, be a bar to their renunciation
of their preserved Danish allegiance and
their election of allegiance to the United
States, and admission to the nationality
thereof, on the same terms as may be
provided according to the laws of the
United States for other inhabitants of the
islands.

The ecivil rights and the political status
of the inhabitants of the islands shall be
determined by the congress, subject to
the stipulations contained in the present
convention.

Danish subjects mot residing in the isl-
ands but owning property therein at the
time of the cession shall retain their rights
of property, being placed in this regard
on the same basis as the Danish subjects
residing in the dslands and remaining
therein or removing thereform to whom
the first paragraph of this article relates.

Article 6—In case of differences of opin-
ion arising between the high contracting
parties in regard to the interpretation or
application of this convention, such dii-
ference, if they cannot be regulated
through diplomatic megotiations, &hall be
submitted for arbitration to the perman-
ent court of arbitration at The Hague.

BRITAIN, AMERICA AND JAPAN FORM
A UNION.

See that China is Making Best Possible
Arrangement and Teansfer Protssis to
the Czar-- Russian Minister Looked on
as Up to Tricks.

Pekin, Fzb. 6=The British, American
and Japanese ministers here have renewed
ttheir opposition to the Manchurian ar-
rangements between China and Russia.
1t is probable that this action will vesult
in the further postponement of the com-
summation of this treaty.

_The powers opposing the Manchurian
treaty are now beginning to recognize the
force of the representations of the Chinese
plenipotentiaries, that China is making
the best terms possible for herself, and,
incidentally, for the equal rights of the
other nations in China, and are sh'fting
their protests to Russia as the responsible
party. Paul Lessar, the Russian minister
herve, is endeavoring to maintain the
transparent diplomatic fiction that the
Manchurian treaty and the Russo-Chinese
bank agreement are not related. He has
informed his colleagues that the Russian
government has no official knowledge of
the negotiations of the Russp-Chinese
bank. The Russian agents are playing
their parts with the greatest regard for
appearances, while M. Lessar is arranging
the treaty with China. The manager of
the banl, M. Pocatillo, one of the most
able and trusted of the Russian agents
in the epst, is negotiating the bank agree-
ment with Wang Wen Shao. In the ]ight
of the statements of Chinese officials which
were repeated yesterday, namely, that
Rissia insists upon the simultaneous sign-
ing of the Manchurian treaty and the bank
treaty, the representations of M. ILessar
fail to carry weight. The native news-
papers are filled with stories that Russia
is trying to gain her ends by offers of
heavy bribes.

Germany remains o uisinterested spec-
tator of the affair. Chang Chi Tung, the
viceroy of Hankow, and Liu Kun Yi, the
viceroy of Nankin, continue their efforts
against the treaty. They are co-operating
with the Japanese minister.

The correspondent here of the Asso-
ciated Press has seen a draft of the agree-
ment. This provides that China echall
build all railways and develop all mines
in Manchuria. If she is unable to com-
mand the capital, she shall apply to the
bank, If the bank is unable or unwilling
to enter into arrangements, China may
apply elsewhere for capital. ;

The final * clause stipulates that the
agreement shall in mo wise impair the
existing rights of other nations, which
clanse is palpably nullified by the preced-
ing conditions.

GREAT BRITAIN WILL AAVE NO
~ NTERVERTION IN SOUTH AFRICA,

Text of Lord Lansdowne’s Reply to Dutch Premier — Boer
Representative’s Opinion — London Press Applauds
Dignified Rejection of Attempt to Draw
Britain Into Peace Proposals.

London, Feb. 4.—The text of the reply
of the British foreign secretary, Lord Lans-
downe, to the-communication, of Dr. Kuy-
per, the premier of the Netherlands, is
as follows:

“The Foreign Office, Jan. 29.

“Sir,—You were good enough to lay be-
fore me, Jamuary 25, a communication
from the Netherlands government in
which it was proposed that, with the
object of bninging the war to an end, his
majesty’s government might grant a safe
conduct to the Boer delegates now in
Holland, for the purpose of enabling them
to comfer with the Boer leaders in South
Afnica.

“It is suggested that after a conference,
the delegates might return to Jurope
with power to conclude a treaty of peace
with this country amd the Netherlands
government intimate that, in this eveunt,
they might, at a Iater stage, be instru-
mental in placing the Boer plenipotential-
ies in relation with plenipotentiaries who
might be appointed by his majesty’s g0V
ernment. The Netherlands govcmmenft in-
timate that, if this project commends 1t-
self to his majesty’s government, they will
enquire of the delegates whether they are
prepared to make the suggested visit _to
South Africa. 1t may, therefore, be 13-
ferred that the communication I received
was made on the Tesponsibility of .t]}e
Netherlands government alone, and with-
out authority from the Boer delegates o
leaders.  IHis majesty’s government have
given it their best consideration, and
whilst entirely appreciative of the motives
of humanity which led the Netherlands

A THRILLING EXPERIENCE

TWO SHIPWRECKED SAILORS AT THE
SEAMEN'S MISSION.

Their Awful Plight on the Wrecked Brig-
antine Ora on Digby Coast During Sun-
day's Terrible Storm---Hand Over Hand
Along a Cable to Shore and Safety.

Gus. Neilsen and QCarl Jebe, two Nor-
wegians, are in the Sailors’ Home, safe
and sound, after a very close in terview
with death, on the Digby coast during
Sunday night’s ternible storm. They were
in, the brigantine Ora, laden with lumber,
from Amnapolis and bound for the West
Indies. They state that about 7. p. m.,
the Ora stanted to drag her anchors and
ran so fat that the crew could mnot slip
the chains. Helpless to avert the im-
pending danger they watched her drift
towards the sharp tooth-like rocks of the
Digby coast. At last, with a bound,
she struck, about two miles above the
Digby Gut light, and there she stayed
pounding. In half an hour she was full
of water and her side was stove in. The
crew had lost all hope of meaching land
again alive, but, cheered on by the cool
head and steady commands of their brave
Captain O’Hara, they commenced to cut
away the rigging of the main mast, in
hopes that by its assistance they migav
reach shore, but when a few of the ropes
had been severed it snapped in two and
wenlt by the board, carrying away one of
the small boats. A search revealed the
fact that the other boat had been washed
away by the heavy sed which was’ break-
ing over the ship. There they were,. half-
frozen, in the sleet and rain, destitute of
hope or means of escape, with nothing
but death before them, memories of loved
ones behind them, the roaring surf around
them and the pibchy-black; snow-clouded
sky above. Again the resourceful captain
came ito the fore, with a musket, but no
answer rewarded his shots. Then pillows
and bedding werg P , - sogked ' in
kerosene and lighted—still no answer.
This eomtinued for two hours. '

On shore in his warm house the light-
house keeper sat with his son listening to
the howling storm. Chancing to look sea-
ward he saw the signal fire, anticipating
the situation at once, and, rousing a
neighbor he and his son ran down to the
shore to find the crew of the Ora almost
ready to succumb, but who, finding as-
sistance on hand, breathed their thanks
and took mew heart.

After many vain attempts, a small line
attached to a thalf-inch rope. was thrown
from the vessel and secured by the men
on shore, and one by one, hand-over-
hand the cvew were safely landed until
no ome remained-on the vessel but the
captain and a young .Jad.who was on his
first- voyage. Grasping him around the
walst the captain reached for the rope,
but slipped ‘“amd fell and before he could
rise again a spar struck him, injuring him.
severély internally, Yet without a word
he tried again, A second rope was thrown
from shore and this ‘the captain ' tied
around the Jad’s’ waist and -grasping -the
first Tope, managed at last: to. bring
him to shore. - The ship was full of water,
but her cargo of lumber kept her afloat,
and; ‘leaving her still pounding away, the
crew proceeded ‘to the Tight<house, and
there in the warmth of the boiler room,
refreshed” by -steaming hot tea and plenty
of food they forgot their troubles in sleep.
Next morning they went aboard the
wrecked vesel which was still afloat, aad
secured what elothes and belongimgs they
could, then those of the crew that lived
near Digby left for their homes. Steward

« Have you appreciated the fact that
on most of your tables are luxuries
that do not come to all? Have you
realized what varieties of flavor of-
ten touch your tongue and how the
saccharin -and the acid have been af-
forded your palate? What fruits,
what nuts, what meats regale your
appetite, while many would be glad
to see the crusts and rinds and peel-
ings that fall from your table. For
the fine flavors and the luxurious vi-
ands you have cnjoyed for a life-
time perhaps you have never express-
ed to God a - word of thanksgiving.
That is one of ‘the ten strings ' you
ought to have thummed in praise
to God, but you have never yet put
it in vibration.

Have you thanked God for eye-
sight as originally given to you, or,
after it was dimmed by age, for the
glass that brought the page of the
book within the compass of the
vision? Have you realized the pri-
vation those suffer to whom the day
ijs as black as the night and who
never see the face of father or moth-
er or wife or child or friend? Through
what painful surgery many have gone
to get one glimpse of the light! The
eves so delicate and beautiful and
useful that one of them is invalu-
able! And most of us have two of
these wonders of divine mechanism.
The man of millions of dollars who
recently went blind from atrophy of
optic nerve would have been willing
to give all his millions and become
a day laborer if he could have kept
oft the blindness that gradually crept
over his vision.

Have you ever given thanks for
two cyes—media between the soul in-
side and the world outside, media
that no one but the infinite God
could create? The eye, the window of
our immortal naturc. the gate
through which all colors march, the
picture gallery of the soul! Without
the eye this world is a big dungeon.
1 fear that- many of us have never
given one hgarq expression of grati-

et et e e

men ever: Wrote.. He puts;even; .itho .
and hailstorms and tempests |
and creeping things and: flying fqwl..
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tude for treasure of sight, the loss of
which is the greatest disaster possi-
ble unless it be the loss of the mind.
Those wondrous seven muscles that
turn the eye up or down, to right or
to left or around. No one but God

‘could have created the retina. If we

have ever appreciated what God did
when he gave us two eyes, it was
when we saw -others with: obliterated
vision. Alas, that only through ‘the
privation of others we came to a
realization of our own blessing! If
you had harp in hand and swept all
tho strings of gratitude, you would
have ‘struck this, which is one of the
most dulcet of-the ten strings.

If it has
not touched you and you can rest
for! seven or eight heurs without wak-
ing—if for that length of time in ev-
ery twenty-four hours you can be
free from all care and worriment and
your nerves are retuned and your
limbs escape from all fatigue .. and

‘he rising suh’finds you a hew man;

hody, mind and soul—you have an

“advantage thaf ought to be put. in

prayer and song and congratulation.
The French financier, almost wealthy
enough to purchase a kingdom, but
ithe victim of.insomnia, wrote, ‘‘No
slumber to be bought in any mar-
ket.” He was right. Sleep is a grat-
uity from him who never sleeps. Oh;
‘the felicities of slumber! Let all who
have this real benefaction celebrate
it. That is one of the sweetest

strings in all the instrument of ten

strings.

‘Further, let us gratefully acknowl-
edge the power of physical locomo-
tion. To be able to go- where we

wish and. all ungided—what a kind-,

ness! What multitudes have to call
in the aid of cane and crutch and-in-
valid’s chair, and their whole life is
a hinderment! How hard to .get
about with lack of strong and heal-
thy and supple limbs! Congratulated
ought you all to be if you have the
usual physical endowment, and sym-
pathized with ought all those to be
who can neither walk nor climb nor
enter upon any great activities. That
is one of the thousands of reasons
why I hate war with a complete hat-
red. Tt takes off with bullet or shell
or surgeon’s knife the capacity of
men to achieve their own livelihood
or do the work for which they would
otherwise be fully qualified. Brave
men, self sacrificing men, for the rest
of their life ane put on the limits
and strangely suffer in stormy wea~
ther from limbs amputated.

Further, on the instrument of ten
strings celebrate the possession of
our reason. A severe stroke upon
the head + or a sudden calamity or
any one of fifty kinds of accidents
might dethrone our reason and leave
us worse off than the brute, for the
brute has a substitute for reason
in what is called instinet, but a
man’s brain shattered and he has
neither mind nor instinct. The asy-
lums for the insane, though all the
time multiplying, are not enough to
shelter the demented. .

They will be first on examination
day, but last in all matters of usc-
ful and successful life. It would
be amusing to see how much children
are expected to learn and know if it
were not connected with the trage-
dies of damaged intelleéts which
follow. Amid the increasing de-
mentia of the world let us appreciate

“the goodness.of God to us if our

mental faculties are in equipoise.
Voyaging from New Zealand to
Australia, a storm swooped upon
us,, and we saw all around us frag-
ments of ships:that had been caught
in the same tempest. And - how
thankful we were, sailing into Syd-
ney harbor, that we had escaped !
So that man and that woman whose
intellect goes safely through the
storm of this life, in which so many
have foundered, ought every day and
every night employ one of the ten
strings in gratitude for that particu=-
lar mercy.

In the
Roman Empire there was no man
more wretched than the Nero who
ruled it.

We want to see and will
see David, a mightier king in hea-
ven than he ever was on earth,
and we will talk with him about
psalmody and get from him exactly
what he meant when he talked about
the instrument of ten strings. We

will confront Moses, who ‘will tell of;

the law giving on rocking Sinai and
of -his mysterioiis burial, with no
one but God present.” We will see
Joshua, and he will tell us of the
coming duwn of the walls of Jeri-
cho at the blast of the ram’s horn
and explain to us that miracle —
how the sun and moon could stand
still ‘'without demolition of the planc-
tary system. We will see Ruth and
have her tell of the harvest field
of Boaz, in which she gleaned for
aflicted Naomi. We will see Vash-
ti and hear from her own lips the
story of her banishment from the
Persian palace by infamous Ahasue-
rus.

But there will be one- focus to-
ward which all eyes will be directed.
His infancy having slept on pillow
of straw; all the hates of the Hero-
dic government planning for his as-
sassination; in after time whipped as
though he were -a criminal; asleep
on the cold mountains because no
oné offered him a lodging; though
the greatest being who ever touched
our earth, derisively called ‘‘this fel-
low;’’ his last hours writhing on
spikes of infinite torture, then re-
animated and ascended to be the
centre of all heavenly admiration —
upon that greatest martyr and
mightiest hero of all the centuries
we will be permitted to look.

Terrific Explosion of Gas
Causes Big Life and
Property Loss.

PEOPLE IN A PANIC.

Fire Leapt from Man Holes -- One
House Wrecked, Windows in
Others Demolished -- Street Car
Thrown from Track -- At Least
Thirteen Lives Taken.

Chicago, Feb. 5—Thirteen lives were
lost, many people slightly injured, two
buildings at 372 and 374 Twenty-second
street were wrecked, and $50,000 damage
was done by an explosion of gas tonight
at the intersection of Twenty-second
street and Archer avenue. Following are
the dead and injured:

‘I'he cause of the explosion is unknown

dnd it has not yet been determined
whether it~ +was  sewer gas oOr
illuminating gas. Mains filled with
the latter were instantly ablaze

and a succession of explosions fol-
towed, the flames shooting up through the
manhole in the streets. !

The flames from the first gas main shot
high and reached, with the aid of the
wind, the Trostle buteher shop. The butld-
ing was a threestory frame structure and
‘it had been weakened and nearly wrecked
by the shock. It is supposed the occu-
pants were knocked uncenscious or were
itoo panic stricken to rush from the place.

The flames caught the weatherworn
timbers, and with a roar the building
collapsed and the occupants, with one
exception, were carried with it to the
basement.

The adjoining building, a two-story
structure, flared up. The next building
was wrapped in Hames and then another
caught fire. A fire wall of a brick build-
ing at the corner of Archer avenue and
22nd street, held the fire m that direction.

On the ‘west were two small onestory
cottages. They were a few feet from the
burning building and ¢hat gave the fire-
men an opportunity of heading off the
fire.

Window glass throughout the neighbor-
hood was broken, and bottles and glass-
ware were thrown to the floors and brok-
en. Many persons in buildings near the
explosions were knocked down. Scores of
men and women, many of them carrying
children, rushed to - the streets. They
were greeted by the glare of the fire from
the manholes. Fearing further explosions,
the people rushed down the street, many
of the women screaming with fear. In
several street cars windows were smashed
and the passengers severely shaken up.
When people in the cars saw the flames
gush forth from the ground, all hands
rushed for the doors. A number of per-
sons were bruised and knocked down 1n
the exit. One car was thrown from the
tracks.
