JAPS HAVE RUSSIAN
SQUADRON IN BAD BOX.

Mikado’s Warships Are Reported to Have Pounded the
“‘Gibraltar of the East” All Day Yesterday--London
Thinks That Its Defences Are Weak--Russians
Strongly Fortified on the Yalu River, ard
Japs Have a Hard Proposition
Ahead of Them.

Yin Kow, March 7.—An official de-
spatch received here says the Japanese are
again ‘bombarding Vladivestock.

This news lacks confirmation from other
sourcss.

Japs Have the Russian Fleet Shut Qut of
Viadivestok.

London, March 7.—Up to a late hour to-
night the Japanese legation here has re-
ceived no official information regarding the
bombardment of Vladivostock. It is be-
lieved at the legation, however, that the
Japanese are now between the Russian
cruiser squadron and V.Iadivostock, and
there is reason to believe that the Rus-
sian squadron is in the vicinity of Possict
Bay.

Russian official despatches do not men-
tion this squadron and this fact lends color
to the belief that the Japanese warships
have shut it out of Vladivcstock.

1t is pointed out at the legation that if
this is true the Russian vessels are in a
critical position, since they must run the
gauntlet of the Japanese squadron off
Vladivostock or the Japanese squadron off
Port Arthur before reaching a Russian

Alsxieff Admits Slight Russian Loss at
Viadivostok

St. Petersburg, March 7.—Viceroy Alex-
jeff has telegraphed the Czar from Muk-
den, under today’s date, as follows:—

“ln supplementing my telegram of
March 6, 1 most humbly. report that at
1.25 p. m. five out of seven of the enemy’s
ships opened fire ‘of forts Suvaroff and
Linevitch, on the town, on the roadstead,
ind along the valley of the river Obyass-
neniye.

London, March 8.—Cabling from Ping
Yang, Corea, under date of March 6, a
correspondent of the Daily Mail says that
2,000 Russian cavalrymen with seven guns
retreated last Wednesday through Kusong
and Sonohon towards Wiju. ‘They de-
stroyed the telegraph lines.

Russisns Guessing Why Japs Bombarded
Viadivostok.

St. Petersburg, March 7, 430 p.
Although the prevailing opinion in mili-
tary circles continues to be that the bom-
pardment of Vladivostok Sunday was for
the purpcse of locating the guns of the
Russian baftteries and to ascertain whether
the Russian squadron was in port, some
shrewd observers believé it indieates a
move by land and sea against the city.
The Novoe Vremya advances the theory
{hat the bombardment was ordered for
political effect on the Japanese diet. It is
considered especially unfortunate that the
Japanese did not go close enough to Viadi-
vostock to establish the identity of their
leaving the question as to whether
they were 4 division of the Port Arthur
fleet in doubt.

His prin-
ciples are decidedly anti-Russian.

Russian Squadron Not at Viadivestok.

Tokio, March 7.—1t is believed that the
Ruesian V ladivostock squadron is now in
the vicinity of the south of Tumen river,
engaged in covering the movement Of
troops from Tosiet Bay to the valley of
Toumen. Russian scouts are reliably re-
ported to have penetrated south as far as
Kiung-Sung.

St. Petersburg Hears That Japs Lost One or
Two Cruisers at Vladivostok,

London, Manch -8—The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the Standard gives a
rumor that the Czar has received a tele-
gram to the effect that the Japanese fleet
bombarded Vladivostok all day Monday.
Ouly trifling damage was inflicted, accord-
ing to this rumeor, - but one or two Jap
anesec criisers were sunk.

No word confirming this story has been
received in any other quarter and although
there is nothing to show that there has
not been another bombardment of Viadi-
vostokk on Monday, this meport is most
likely an exaggerated version of Satur-
day’s bombardinent.

Défences Believed to Bs Weak.

There is considerable curiosity here con-
cerning ‘the resisting power of Vladivos-
tok which has long been regarded as the
Gibraltar of the Far Kast. Vladivostok is
kunown to be better equipped as a naval
bave, and to ‘have greater docking and, re-
pairing resources than Port Arthur, but
doubts are expressed as to to the char-
acter of the defences. Russians have been
settled here ror fTorty years, and it 18
consequently considered likely that the
defences and guns at this place are of a
somewhat obsoleve character. It is under-
stood that during the past few years all
he available new guns and war material
which it <was possible to send over the
single line railroad have been used for
the strengthening of Port Arthur and
points in Manchuria, JJeaving Vladivosiok
with old type guns of short range. It is
reported that Vladivostok is ill-supplied
wilth provisions and necessaries.

Despatches from Tokio speak of the
sacrifices being made by the Japanese na-
tion. According to the Daily Chronicle’s
correspondent at Tokio, the Mikado
abandoning all luxuries, the court is fol-
lowing his example and all will live ab-
stemiously until the war is ended.

The Kobe correspondent of the Daily
Lxpress =ays the crown prince of Japan
and Prince Arisugava are going to the
seat of war.

Other despatohes say that public and
private concerns are all curtailing their
expenses in order to aid the government
in the prosecution of the war.

According to the Che Foo correspond-
ent of the Morning Post it is expected
that the Japanese will reach itha Jeis bani
of the lower Yalu about March 15. A large
force of Russians is strongly entrenched
on the hills in the Antung district, ad-
jacent, and parallel to the- river. Their
position is simliar to that held by the
Boers on the Tuelga tiver.

London, March 7—In the house of com-
mons tonight, on a motion of adjourn-
ment for the purpose of giving the pre-
mier an opportunity to relate the circum-
stances surrounding the resignation from
the cabinent last autumn, Mr. Balfour
reviewed “at length the entire situation
prior to and after the crisis.

) LYNCHES A NEGRO.

Thousand Armed Men Battered the Jail Doors In and Took
Their Victim to the Street Where He Was Riddled With
Bullets and Then Hanged to a Lamp-post--The
Man Had Killed a Policeman.

Springtield, 0., March 7.—A mob of 500
men gathered at the county jail tonight
with the avowed purpose .of lynching
Richard Dixon, of Cynthiana (Ky.), the
negro who shot Policeman Charles Collis
yesterday. Sheriff Kloyd Routzahn ap-
peared on the jail steps and pleaded with
the mob to disperse, but he could be heard
with difficulty. His appeal was ineffectual
and he was compelled to go within. There
is little or no drunkenness in the crowd.
"The jail is practically impregnable and it
is not thought an attempt will be made
to storm it. Collis died at noon today
and there is a strong feeling throughout
the city that unless the negro is killed by
mob viclence, he never shall hang.

Collis was shot by Dixon Sunday morn-
ing while the latter was in his room i
a hotel here removing his baggage. He
had décided to quit the place and fearing
trouble with Anna Corbin, a woman with
whom he was acquainted, Dixon asked

Montreal, March 6.—(Special)—Henri
Bourassa in Le Nationaliste, a new sheet
first published today in the interests of
the National League, has a signed article
on the proposal to send Emnglish troops to
(Canada, as a preparatory measure to their
transportation to the Far Kast.

Mr. Bourassa declares it was mot for
(anada that England made a treaty with
Japan. It was to check Russia’s formid-
able expansion in the Far East. It was
to safe guard the open «door in China
where cotton from Lancashire looms and
opium from India finds a good market. 1t
was therefore in her own interest that
England was thinking of sending troops
to Canada. Stationed at Vancouver they
would be twithin fiftcen days sail of the
seat of war, while the other powers would
bave the long and slow voyage tarough the
Suez (anal to perform before landing
their troops.

Mr. Bourassa concludes by saying that
Canada has done much for the empire by
constructing a continental railway. from
ocean to ocean. This service was given
freely and to do more would be playing
the role of a dupe.

These righte have been
ignored, Q@ﬁb!le@s at the suggestion of Rus-
gian emyiasdariés, and hénce the present mis-
gion of Col. Younghushand, with a British
force, to,impress uppn the Palai Lama
the desiraf'bﬂity of ‘fulfilling his plegges.
An interesting *light is thrown upon the
secret action of Russia by a correspondent
of the London Times, who is with the
Britich mission. ~ Referring to the treaty
secretly signed between Thibet and Russia
eighteen mopths ago, he writes:—

. The temhs of that treaty provided for
the protéction of Thibet and teligious tol-
erance. ‘Fhere -was little room. left - for
Thibetan®fadtonomy, and the concessione
granted yrefe of ‘@0 extensive and exclusive
B charadter as prastically to hand over
the ' development - of the c6untry to their
sew protectond. b o

T'he - existence ‘ of thig ‘treaty has been
formally denied by, the Russians. But,
apart fremii the' fact that ite stipulations
are already démispublic and’ the full docu-
ment in the pemscasion of the Indian au-
thorities; “they havene've'rbeen denied by
the Thbetarg fhemselves, and Russian

licy. in*Matihatia wecmns to offer so close
a parallel*that-there has been little doubt
from theiouteet-of its suthenticity. The
game that had outwitted the legations in
Pekin waa to be plyed again with the
Indian government. .

‘But, besidés theé Chinese viceroy, there
was enother, mani fmplicited in the affair
whose influence has-of late years been ad-
mittedly paramount in Lhasa. A Russian
gubject, by birth a Mongolian Buriat, who
has several a7asés, but wsually adapts the
name of Dorjieff when in Burope, has oc-
cupied for:eome yedrs a confidential posi-
tion of great importance as private “chap-
lain” to the Dalai Lama. In that ce-
pacity he, has etrained every nerve to in-
fluence the College of Candinels, in which
body the supreme authority in Thibet
actually resides. He has so far succeeded
in persuading the Thibetans that ‘more i
to be gained from Rilesia than from  Eng-
Jand that they have apparently accepted,
besides this ignominious ftreaty, certain
consignmen's of arms and ammunition from
the foimer power. Valid, of coumse, the
treaty is not, but there seems, at any rale,
fair reason to regerd it as a serious indi-
cation of a consistent policy on the part
of Russia. She has not failed hiterto to
include the less remote parts of Agia 1n
her scheme, and an atvempt upon Thibet
waa cleary only a question of time. Two
deputations from . Lbasa have already
reached St. Petersburg, and there seems
some evidence that a third is at this mo-
ment on ite way. The Thibetans them-
gelves in their intercourse with the British
commissioners at Khamba Jong made no
gecret of - the eupport which they were
actually receiving and upon which they
relied entirely in the event of further
trouhle.

THE OTHER SIDE.

In the preceding article reference is
made to the‘good work that ds being done
by Booker T. Washington at Tuskegee In-
stitute for the benefit of the colored race.
But Mr. “Washington has lately issued
smother appedl, which brings into strik-
ing contrast the conduct of a great many
of the whites of the South. The Birming-
ham, Alabama, Age-Herald published last
week this letter from Mr. Washington:

“Within the Jast fortnight three mem-
bers of my' race have been burned at the
stake; of fhésé one was a woman. Not
one of tile three was charged with any
crime even remotely eonmected with the
pbuse of a.Wiite woman., In every case
munder wes;4he sole accusption. All of
these burmings -toek place in broad day-
light and two of them on Sunday after-
noon in “Sightt of ‘& Christian church.

“I'hese bumings. without trial are in
the deepest sense unjust to my race; but
it is mot this injustice alome which stirs
my heart. These barbarous scenes, fol-
lowed as they are by the publication of
the shogkingdetails, are more disgrace-
ful and "degrading to-the- people who in-
tiict punishinetit fan those who receive it.

“If the law is disregarded when a negro
is concerned, it will soon be disregarded
when a white man is concerned, and, be-
sides, therrule of the mob destroys the
friendly velations which ‘should exist be-
tiween the reces and injures and interferes
with the-anaterial prosperity of the com-
munities concermed. v

“Worst:of 'all, these outrages take place
fn commumnities where there are Christian
thumhes;___;:ﬁn _the ‘midst of people who

bave. their. Sunday schools, their Ohris-
tian Endeavor societies and Young Men's
Ohristian Association; where collections
are taken up for sending missionaries to
Africa and Ohina end the-rest of the so-

called hggthen world. .

“Ts it*fwt possible for the pulpit and
press to spéak out against these burnings
in a - dibat -shall ‘arouse ja public

gentiment that will compel the mob to

cease ' insulting our ocourts, our govern-

.ments and our legal authority amd cease
bringing shame and ridicule wupon our
Christian civilization?”

Unquestionably, many bhorrible crimes
have been committed by ignorant negroes
in the south, but that does mot weaken
the force of the terrible arraignment of
the avhites nvhich is here gquoted. This is
recdgnized by the New York Herald and
other papers in the north. The Herald
beantily endorses Mr. Washington’s ep-
peal and concludes a wigorous article as
follows:

“I¢ has been demonstrated that the per-
petration of these infamies does mot re-
press crime, as nvou'd the calmer, inexor-
able - judicial trial and punishment. On
the contrary, fthey excite the spirit of re-
venge, foment race hatreds, and spread
like a contagion a thirst for blood and a
contempt of the laws that are violated
with impynity. The growth of the mob
spirit i§ a menace fo owr institutions. It
must be suppressed with iron hand, by
relentlessly punishing not only the active
participants in outrages, but also those
who by their presence as spectators assent
to and assist in them.”

A NOBLE WORK.

The great work that is being dome by
Booker T. Washington for the good of
the colored race in the United States is
ghown by the record of the Tuskegee Nor-
mal and Industrial Inmstitute in Alabama.
The following statement concerning it has
just been issued by Principal Washington:

At present we have an average attend-
ance of 1,441 students in all of the depart-
ments, representing thirty-five states and
seven foreign countries. In all the depart-
ments there are 143 ingtructors, officers,
and ~ employees.

Since the institution was founded we
have sent out as workerms in various fields
about 6,000 men and women who have fin-
ished a full or partial course, and who
are doing kood work.

The institution: has property, including
‘and, buildings, personal property, valued
at $634,346.36. The present endowment i8
$1,042,931.28. The annnal current expemse
is about $155,000. To meet this, we have
resowrces ag follows:

Mr. Washigton points out that there is
much difficulty in eecuring the amount of
aver $33,000 which mudt be raised each
year, but he has still greater ambitions.
He desires to eee the endowiment fund in-
creased . to $3,000,000, and great improve-
ments made in the equipment of the farm,
the steam plant, the waterworks and
ighting eervices.

The purpose of the Tuskegee Inatitute is
to equip the young colored people for lives
of usefulncas, especially in the industrial
fi2ld, and the influence of its graduates up-
on the life.and character of the people
genera'ly must be of great and growing
benefit. There is very little likelihood
that a graduate of Tuskegee will ever
figure ae the principal et a lynching bee.

A CONSUMPTION CURE.

M. de St. Cyr, who represents the Hay-
tian republic in Paris, is the discoverer of
a cure for tuberculosis, which he says is
now being used with great success in Paris
hoepitalls.

At present,” said he, “more than 5,000
cages of tuberculosis are. being (treated
with my discovery in the big Paris hospi-
tals, such as the Hotel Dieu, La Charite,
and the International, and where the dis-
ease has not reached the third stage a
cure almost alwaye resulte.”

M. de St. Cyr, says a New York paper,
though still a young man, is e noted
writer and ‘explorer, a member of the
Legion of Honor and of the French Soci-
ety of Medicine. His tuberculosis remedy
is made from the “flor de St. Cyr,” a
flowering ehrub growing in the West In-
dies, whose value in the treatment of con-
sumption he was the first to discover. M.
de St. Cyr got the physicians at the hos-
pital in Kingstem, Jamaica, to give it a
trial, and the results were so favorable
that he induced the medical authorities
in Plaris to use it.

CAUGHT IN THE ACT.

The Telegraph, under its new manage-
ment, resorts to all kinds of tricks to in-
jure the federal government, of which it
bas for the past seven years been @ bene-
ficiary on an extensive ecale. Its latest
effcrt to discredit Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
the Liberal party is to quote and commend
the opinions of the Tory Tcronto Tele-
sram, on the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-
way project, and attempt to palm them off
as those of an independent newspaper.—
Fredericton Herald.

The Toronto Telegram is 8o good a Tory
that it said last week in ‘reply to the
Ottawa Citizen, a Conservative paper: “It
is easy for the Citizen to make pictures to
itself and to fancy that the country is re-
turning to its old love for the policy of
the Conservative opposition. * * * *
There is no infallible sign that the country
is falling madly in love with the Borden
opposition.”

The trouble with the Fredericton Herald
is that “it resorts to all kinds of tricks”
to injure The Telegraph. It would be bet-
ter employed in advising Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and the Liberal party to abanden
the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme.

THE WAR.

Contrary to expectations, the Japanese
and Ru@sian land forces have not yet come
into conflict. The Japanese are keeping
aboslute silence as to theif intentions, but
as they are pouring forces into Corea, and
moving them northward toward the Yalu,
both sides of which are mow occupied by

the Russians, it is evident that a battle
or battles will be fought in that region.
Once the Japanese have forced the cross-
ing of the Yalu and driven back their
foes, they will be in a position to cut off
Port Arthur, and menace the Russian
centres in Manchuria, -including Vladivo-
stok and Harbin. The reports concerning
Port Arthur are very conflicting, but it
seems clear that the Japanese are making
preparations for #s capture. The ice is
breaking up in the coast waters and rivers.
Doubtless there is much difficulty in mov-
ing men and supplies, and the Japanese
desire to be in a position to strike ef-
fectively. With the Russians it is a wait-
ing game. They are not in a position to
take the offensive, and are simply making
preparations to defeat the enemy if pos-
sible, or to harrass and delay the advance
into Manchuria. The war correspondents,
therefore, find little that is of special in-
terest to write at the present time.

" THE GLOBE READ 0UT.

After the recent by-eleetion, in which
the Conservative candidate in this city
was elected by a substantial majority, con-
verting a Liberal majority of nearly ome
thousand into a minority of 269, there was
some heant-searching among the Liberal
leaders, to discover the causes of the
dhange, and if possible to strengthen the
party before the date of the general elec-
tioms.

It seemed that in %ddition to the gen-
eral opposition to the Grand Trunk Pacific
scheme there were certain icauses of dis-
affection within the party itself, resulting
in a lack of 'the harmonious effort which
had marked former campaigns.

The problem to be solved was how best
to reconcile conflicting interests and am-
bitions, remove causes of discontent, solid-
ify the party and arouse such a degree of
enthusiasm as would restore this constitu-
ency to the Liberal ranks in the next cam-
paign.

Of course the greater portion of .itha
work would necessarily have to bg done
quietly, since it is always unfortunate
when party bickerings are made public
property.

1t seems, however, that it has been con-
sidered mecessary, in the interests of true

 Liberalism, to get rid of one objectionable

eloment, by the more or less familiar pro-
cess of a public reading out of the party.

Singularly enough, it is that old-time
Liberal organ, the St. John Globe, which
is read out; and the work is performed
by the Gazette, which Tumor says will
shortly e issued as the morning organ of
the Hon. H. R. Emmerson. The Gazette
last evening said:—

“The Telegraph of this morning thinks
that the Globe may object to the Gazette
ramking it emong the Tory newspapers.
We do not see why. The name ‘‘Lory” is
quite respectable, and there is no apparent
veason why the. Globe should object. to
the name. There is certainly no Tory
newspaper which has in recent years done
so much injury to the Liberal party in
this city and province as the Globe. Some-
times by open attacks, sometimes by covert
sneers, sometimes by stabbing the Liberal
candidate in the back, the effect of the
Globe’s course has been uniformly the
same, to disintegrate and to weaken the
Liberal party. What Tory newspaper has
been able to do mcre than this for its
party? And, for accomplishing so much,
what paper is Detter entitled to the name
of Tory than the Globe?!”

The Telegraph has at various times felt
called upon to differ from the views of the
Globe on questions of policy or party ex-
pediency, and has not hesitated to say so.
It is, however, an extreme measure to de-
clare an absolute want of confidence in a
saper whioch still believes itself to be lab-
oring in the interests of the Liberal party.

Looking backward, it is recalled that
Mr. Ellis was twice elected by the Lib-
erals of St. John as their representative
in parliament, and was afterwards ap-
pointed by a Liberal government a mem-
ber of the senate. Mr. O'Brien came very
near to being chosen as the Liberal candi-
date in the very by-election to which
reterence ‘has been made; which shows
that no longer ago than last month he en-
joyed the confidence of a great many Lib-
erals. Indeed there are Liberals who have
since affirmed that he and no other should
be the party candidate in the general elec-
tions.

In view of these facts many Liberals
will learn with feelings of regret that
they are no longer to trust the Globe, or
regard it as other than a Lory sheet. 1t
is true that no convention of the Liberal
party has passed judgment upcn the
Globe, any more than it has called for a
new morning paper, but the Gazette 15
the organ of the dominant gection of the
party, and would scarcely speak other than
advisedly upon a subject of such great im-
portance to the future of the Liberal
pdrty.

Not only Liberals, but men of all shades
of politics, will await with eager interest
the next step to be taken to unity,
strengthen, enlarge, and arouse the en-
thusiasm of the Liberal party in this city
and province. There are certain questions
affecting patronage, and various others
which we may expect to be dealt with;
and, if they receive the same vigorous and
drastic treatment meted out to the Globe,
there will doubtless e some rubbing of
eyes on the part of those thereby aftected.

THE FRANKING PRIVILEGE.

Complaint was made at Ottawa last year
that the frenking privilege was being
abused to send out campaign literature,
but there wae nothing so interesting as
appears to have been revealed last week
at Washington., The charge was made be-
fore a bouse committee that advocates of
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' winter ‘port in Albert county.
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‘temperance had grossly vialated the frank-

ing privilege by eending out along with
copies of their epeeches, documents bear-
ing on the temperance question. The lat-
ter should pay postage. A bundle of seal-
ed envelopes, duly franked by a member,
were submitted in evidence, and were
found to contain such matter. The mem-
ber declared that he knew nothing about
the presence of any such documents in the
envelopes, and they were there without
any authority from him. But they were
there, and the whole matter is being inves-
tigated.

GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC,

The Telegraph quotes this morning the
views of & former director and another
ghareholder of the Grand Trunk railwey.
They express the opinion that the Grand
Trunk Pacific scheme sould ruin the
Grand Trunk.

If the scheme is so bad for the Grand
Trunk, which gets practically everything,
how much worse must it be for the coun-
try. 1t would be ridiculous to say that
the government has driven such a hard
bargain that the company stands to lose
on that account. It is evident that Mr.
Allen, whose views are quoted, has not
carefully read the modifications of the con-
tract. Had he done so he would see that
the traffic need not be taken off the Port-
land section. He is right in saying that
surveys have not been made, but what
difference will that make, if the govern-
ment builds most of the road? Possibly
his fear is that in the absence of surveys
it cannot be determined whether the line
will develop a satisfactory traffic, and in
that matter his caution is very proper.

But what shall be said of the course of
the government, which rushes blindly in-
to a scheme, then modifies it, and declares
that unless the modified contract is ac-
cepted the work will be done in some
other way? "There is no need for the work
to be dome at present. - The urgent de-
mand is purely fictitious. The scheme is
far worse now than it was when Hon.
Mr. Blair described it as am unjustifiable
waste of public money.

1t may be, despite the views expressed
by these two Grand Trunk shareholders,
that a majority of the shareholders will
today endorse the scheme, although pos-
gitly they may mnot, in . view of the
present and prospective state of the money
markets; but if they should, it will be
the plain duty of parliament to repudiate
the transaction, and call upon the govern-
ment to exténd the Intercolonial to the
lakes, end, before making any contract for
» wranscontinental line, to have the route
surveyed and full information laid before
the people. :

It would be inwrestipé to learn what re-
lation there may be bétween the recent
by-election in St. John end the statement
of Hom.

But is that at all probable? When Mr.

of §t. John was taxed to ite capacity.
The reply was that they were not think-
ing of the present go much as of the time
when St. John would be over-taxed, and
they wanted to be ready to handle a share
of the trade.

The same rule would seem to apply to
Albert county. The people there have a
perfect right and are to be commended
for their enterprise in so perfecting their
railway eystem that every advantage may
be taken of any opportunity that comea
their -way.

But ‘to handle export business would
require a large initial expenditure for fa-
cilities, end if, as we have been assured
by Mr. Emmerson himself, export trade
is to come to St. John and Hanrax, these
ports would be able to handle all that the
Grand Trunk Pacific, even if built, would
bring east of Quebec for years to come.

In the absence of fuller information it
would be wrong to criticise severely the
course of the minister in this matter, but
an explanation is certaimly desirable. One
would not like to think that the peopie
of Albert are being encouraged to indulge
in delusive dreams; and yet, if they are
not, what will -be the powsition of other
winter ports?

St. (George people object to the an-
nouncement made that the N. B. Southern
line is again open between St. John and
St. Stephen and that’ on Saturday the
regular train was to leave here for the
border town. -A St. George business man
telephoned to this paper Saturday night
saying that no train has reached their
town from either St. John or St. Steph-
en since Wednesday nweek.

‘Ilhere is one instance of freight being
shipped from upper Canada January 29
and not yet reaching 8t. George. The
pulp mill output is reported piling up be-
cause the road is mot apen bto carry it
away. A story is told of one St. George
man who was in St. John and wamted to
get home. He had to go to St. Andrews
by C. P. R. and then drive to St. George,
covering 143 miles to make a forty-five
mile journey.

The Telegraph’s informant, when ques-
tioned about the steamship project to
mwhich it was decided to lemd encourage-
ment at a Tecent public meeting, said this
was being worked out. At that meeting
resolutions conceming the N. B. Southern
gervice were passed and submitted to the
management of the railway. They were
informed Mr. McLean was not then at
home and the St. George men say they
have since heard nothing further.

Celebration Last Evening in
Centenary Church.

EXCELLENT ADDRESSES.

Resolutions Dealing With the Good
Work Done and That of the Future
Were Passed—Judge Forbes Sub-
mits Report of Society.

There was a large congregation in Cen-
tenary church Monday night, thé occasion
being the eighty-fourth anniversary of the
Auxiiary Bible Society of New Bruns-
wick and the centenary celebration of the
British & Foreign Bible Society. The
local pre-ident, George E. Fairweather, oc-
pupxed th(; chair, and with him the follow-
ing occupied eeats on the platform: Hon.
J. G. Foibes and the Revs. Messre. Camp-
bel!, deSoyres, Morison, Gibson (Toronto),
Mathews and C. Burnett.

The president very briefly addressed the
meeting on the purpose of their gathering
and called on the secretary of the New
Brunswick auxiliary, who presented the
following report:

So far as returns have been received the
regular income will be about the same &s
last year, but we are asking an additional
25,000 for the centenary fund.

Turning to the parent society’s report for
the past year it is one of great encourage-
ment. We have issued during the past year
near 6,000,000 copies of the Bible in whole
and part. In all, since the founding of the
society, we have issued 180,000,000 copies in
976 distinct forms of speech. We added
eight new languages for the year.

We have employed 860 colporteurs who
have sold or distributed 1,800,000 copies of
God’s word. We employ 658 Bible women,
who work in connection -with forty differ-
ent missionaries, so proving this is the
right arm of foreign missions.

We supply the Bible to the missionaries of

the Church of England in ninety different
languages; to the Presbyterians .in over
sixty; to the Wesleyan Methodist church in
over forty languages and to the Baptist
church for all their missionaries in Africa
and China. We also supply forty-six native
Bible women who work in connection with
their missions in Bermah and India.
. The Moravian ‘church, -the ploneer mission-
aries of the eighteenth century are almost en-
tirely supplied with Bibles from this so-
cleety. *

The work of circulating the Word of God
is largely aided by the Scottish Bible so-
clety, the Irish national society and the
great American Bible society. This latter
society since its foundation has issued over
0,000,000 copies in whole or part.

Last year the income df the soclety was
$1,200,000, yet the demand of the work is
so great that we had to incur a debt of
$100,000, and there is a cry from every de-
partment of our work for expansion.

We are asking this year for an additional
donation of $1,000,000 to form a great rest
from which to draw as our needs require,
as well as to see the old debt wiped out.
Canada has pledged itself to raise §50,000,
and we in New Brunswick should aim to
raise §5,000 to this rest fund.

This can be dome by collections and life
membership; 100 life members would give
us $2,000, and we ought to get that many in
this city. There is a letter from a friend
in Kings county which touches the right
enirit.

Yesterday the royal family joined their
subjects of that great empire in celebrating
the centenary of this noble society, and the
president of the neighboring republic wor-
shipped in St. John’s BEpiscopal church,Wash-
ington, in commemorating the same import-
ant event. Surely the wise men from not
only tho east and west gathered around the
Babe of Bethlem to do Him homage.

Can the Company Be Forced
to Operate the Eastern
Section ?

| Even if Traffic' Comes. to Quebec, |

the Toronto News Fears It Wil
~Not.Come to St. John or Halifax
—The Government Should Build
the Line or Drop It.

Interest in the changes in the Grand
Trunk Pacific agreement centres chiefly
in the modifications which affect the east-
ern division. The bargain with regard 1o
the western division is an arrangemcent
whereby a ccmpany will be heiped to
build a railway. In the case of the east-
ern division the government is to build a
raiiway for the company to operate. The
bargain ie of a most unusual type. The
responsibility to be assumed by the people
of Camada is exceedingly great. It is im-
portant to learn whether the changes
inade increase or lessen the burden to be
borne and the nisks to be run by th.
couniry increase or lessen the responsi-
bility of the company.

It is a matter for deep disappointment
that the contract as' modified retains tae
objectionable fifty-years’ lease, and retains
it with an addition which tightens the
grip of the railway company upon the
government-built line. Tt is actually pro-
posed to bind the action of the people ¢f
(Canada for a century. The contract as
firet drawn up put back public ownership
for fifty years. Now it is propesd to give
the Grand Trunk Pacific running righte
for a further period of fifty years. This
further stipulation is abeolutely unjusti-
fiable. The continuity of operation of the
Grand Trunk Pacific in 1960 should be ‘eft
to the common-sense and fair dealing cf
the men of 1960. 1f this addition is sanc-
t'oned, the government should abandon
the mame by which it has designated the
proposed trunk line, and instead of the
National Transcontinental term it what it
will be in reality, simply the eastern divi-
sion of the Grand Trunk Pacific.

In the next piace, the unsound and in-
dincere provision for the Moncton ex-
tension is retained as an integral part of
the eastern division. Legally, the eastern
division is to extend from Winmipeg to
Monecton. In ‘working the raiway, even
if the trunk line proves highly successtul,
the road from Quebec to Monecton is al-
most certain to be a muisance and an en-
cumbrance. A possibility exists of a route
being located giving grades of from twenty
to twentyfive feet in the mile, but the
pessibility is exceedingly remote. . Retain-
ing the Moncton extension means that if
a heavy Winnipeg-to-Quebec trade is built
up, it will find some outlet east other than
the Quebec-to-Moncton section of the east-
ern division. Thus the government is de-
\iberately paving the way for a method
of operation of the eastern division which
may have important consequences. The
Grand Trunk Pacific, if the enterprise ae
a whole prospers, will give an energetic
and efficient service on the advantageous
stretcdh from Winnipeg to Quebec, and a
perfunctory and imperfect service over the
mountainous and expensive section east of
Quibee. It may make money on the trunk
iine, and not pay operating expenses on
the Moncton extension. It is possible to
forsee serious compications arising frem
the differentiation of service which is to
be expected. What if the company should
prove unwilling to pay interest om the
cost of construction of the section “on
which it is losing money? : :

This consideration is the more worthy
of attention because of one or two rather
cignificant circumstances. Practically, the
eastern diveion will fall into three sec-
tions. One will be the Moncton extension.
The othens wil lie east and west rerpect-
ivey of the point near Lake Abitibi where
‘he ‘Temiskaming and Northern will inter-
sect the trunk line. It must be borne in
mrnd that the finst plan of the promoters
of the Grand Trunk Pacific was to build
from North Bay to Winnipeg, and from
‘hence into the prairies. It is a remark-
ible fact that a clause in the new agree-
ment expressly authorizes a partial use of
the eastern division before it is fully built.
Now, the eigns all point to the stretch
fron Winnipeg to Lake Abitibi: being
built firet. The surveying parties which
iave been heand from, worked in that
vegion, the encouraging reports have eoine
from New Ontario. Nothing has been
heard of either explorations or the discov-
ery of advantageous routes in New Que-
bee. It looks very much as it the Grand
Trunk Pacific directors expect the Win-
nipag-Abitibi section to be finished before
the Abitibi-Quebec section.

When the Winnipeg-Abitibi section is
built, and is connected with the Temis-
caming & Northern, the object with which
the Grand Trunk Pacific promoters set out
wil have been achieved. They planned
‘0 build a line from North Bay to Win-
nipeg, and it will have been built for
them. The products of the prairies will
flow from Winnipeg = to Abitibi, from
Abitibi to North Bay, from, North Bay
over the Grand Trunk system. The inter-
ot of the Grand Trunk in the building
of the Abitibi-Quebe¢ section will be
slight, if any. The Grand Trunk, Pacific
will be interested in the building of the
section only if excepiionally favorable
grades prove possible. The original pro-
joct was to pu=h

the building of the eaat-
ern division ahead at top speed.

The new
contract expressly provides for delay. The
building of the Winnipeg-Abitibi link be-
tween the new and the old railway ey
tems may be expected to be driven for-
ward. Arrangements are made eo that
if the Abitibi-Quebec and Quebec-Moncton
sections are not finished early, the Grand
Trunk will not be inconvenienced.

The development we may expect will
run on lines somewhat as follows: The
western division will be built from Win-
nipeg across the prairies into the moun-
tains. The western end of the eastern
division will be commenced with reason-
able expedition. By the time that the
western division has built up a consider-
able trade. the Winpipeg and _Abitibi see-
tion will be opened, and a heavy traffic
will develop from Winnipeg via Abitibi
and North Bay, with' the Grand Tiunk
system. In time ‘the Abitibi ‘to Quebec

1

-type will be biglt‘up afong the’ Winnipeg-
Abilibi section. Anotier species of traf-
fic must be worked up over the Winnipeg
to Quebec route, and a considerable dif-
ference will show in the trade over the
two sections. Further, the Moncton sec-
tion is alincst certain to be hopeless for
senious traffic. We thus will have three
sections, each with characteristics f its
own. One will be a mountain section,
probably expensive and given only meces-
sery service. The central section will have
a trade in freight destined for ocean ship-
ment. The westernmost section will carry
the goods destined for Quebec, and in ad-
dition the trade bound for the Grand
Trunk system. Obviously these three sec-
tions will differ widely as to the nature
of their business, and the extent to which
they will pay. The temptation to keep
the accounts for them separately will. be
considerable.

The government undertakes to Duild the
eastern divison without ascertaining
whether suitable grades can be secured.
The need for taking that precaution has
been proved over and over again, but ap-
parently without: effect. The position of
the Grand Trunk Pacific is that (it must
get the Abitibi to Winnipeg section built,
for sooner or later it will need an all-rail
connection between the prairies and the
Grand Trunk. But the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic is very slightly concerned in the build-
ing of the Abitibi to Quebec section. If
it proves a first-class road a profitable
trafic can be built up. If it proves a
failure, the Grand Trunk Pacific has the
North Bay connection, which it wanted
at the first. The people of Canada will
have spent a huge sum of money and com-
promised their chance of obtaining gov-
ernment ownership. The Grand Trunk
Pacific will prefit enormously if the gov-
ernment venture turns out a success, and
will have a good thing anyway if the ven
ture turns out a failure. L -

That is not all. The question is gravely
to be weighed whether the Grand Trunk
Pacific can be forced to operate the eastern
division or parts of it. What if the com-
pany should abandon the entire trunk
line and send its traffic east by the lake-
and-rail route and its Chicago connections?
What if the company should abandon the
sections from Abitibi. eastward ,or keep
ap a merely nominal service: on them?
What recourse will the government have?
It is difficult to read into the contract any
provision of & penalty for non-fulfilment,
any clause that makes it obligatory for the
company to put forth a serious effort to
make the most of the enormous public
woerk which the government of Canada
promises to place in its hands. Such con-
trol-as was provided is lessened. The
famous deposit was to remain in the hands
of the government until the entire line
was finished and equipped. It now is to
be released when the western division is
finished and equipped. Such security as
the deposit afforded is gone. y

Such are the complications caused by
the unfortunate lease. It would have been
far better had the government built the
trunk line outright as a government en-
terprise. Once constructed, an advantag-
eous ‘arrangement could have been made
with the Grand Trunk Pacific. If it did
not wish to use the road, the Intercolonial
could have been sent into Winnipeg. The
mere threat would have caused the Grand
Trunk Pacific to strike a bargain. As the
contract stands, the Grand Trunk -occu-
pies a-singularly -favorable position. It
can make or mar the trunk road. It ean
work ‘it to its full capacity, or can starve
such. parts.of it as it-chooses: - The people
of Canada assume the risks, it takes the
pm{its. The changes in the contract all
point to the separate handling of the sec-
tions of the eastern division, which will
make the pathway of the Grand Trunk
Pacific smoother. |

tdward Howard, Famous Wach-
maker, is Dead at the Age of
Ninety-one. . '

Edward Howard, dean of American
watchmaking, and inventor of the proces
of making parts of watches by machinery
is dead at his home in Dorchester (Mass.),
aged ninety-one years. Mr. Howard had
a most remarkable career. He was pro
ficient in other lines of fine mechanics be-
sides that avith which his name is most
prominently ideniified. He was born ir
Hingham, the son of Ned and Lucy Mayo
Howard. His father died when he wae
seven years oid and he was put to work
in a blacketmith's shop. He did not stay
long at this, however, and after trying
various occupations finally started in com
pany with A. L. Dennison to make watch-
as by machinery.

After three years they buit a large fac-
tory at Waitham, shich they sold out to
Royal Robbins and Mr. Appleton, the
founders of the Waltham Watch Company
Some yeans before his death a factory was
built in Roxbury, where the famous regu-
lators, railroad clocks, watchmen’s clocks,
and such things were manufactured. A
stock company was formed and Mr. How-
ard sold out ten years ago and retired
He had been in poor health for three
years before he died.

He was married three times, his second
wife being Caroline A. Taylor, of St. John
He had eight children by his first two
wives. .

BIBLE SOCIETY IS HOW
100 YEARS IN EXISTENCE.

Rev. Dr. Gibson, of Toronto, Gives
Interesting Facts.

The Founding of the Saciety Told Of-—
Influence Among the Tierra del Fuego
Savages—In Old Days in England—-
Grawth of the Saciely's Work,

Sunday morning, in connection with
the centenary celebration of the British
and Foreign Bible Society, Rev. Jesse Gib-
son, pastor of the First Baptist church,
Toronto, occupied the pulpit of Germain
street Baptist church and preached an
eloquent sermon on behalf of that body.
He took for his text Psalm lxxii, 6 and 17:
“He shall come down like rain upon the
mown grass, as. showers that water the
earth. His name shall endure forever;
His name shall be continued as hng as
the sun and men shall be blessed in Him,
all nations shall call Him blessed.”

Coming to the subject of his discourse;
he said eamong other things that he was
there .to tell his hearers of the wonderful
growth of that body, the hundredth an-
niversary of the founding of which they
were celebrating. Just 100 years  ago
March 7 half a dozen éarnest Christians
met in a room over the counging house
of a Mr. Hardeastle in Lordon, where one
of their number was telling a story that
moved the rest .to tears.

The story concerned the great mneed of
the word of God in Wales, wherc many
were hungering for it. The resolution was
formed to supply that need, and the ques-
tion arose, and if for Wales why not for
the whole empire and the whole world?
And so from that small beginning grew the
British and Foreign Bible Society, a so-
ciety that last year sent forth from its
presses the enormous total of 500,000,000
copies of the scriptures in 370 languages
and dialects; and from the sister societies
that have been formed from it, 180,000,000
Bibles.

The stupendous difficulty involved in this
enormous work could hardly be estimated,
as in the majority of cases a ¥inguage had
to e literally created. The testimony of
Darwin after his first visit to Tierra Del
Fuego is to the effect that the inhabitants
of that land were the most degraded cf
the human race he had met anywhere, so
savage and bloodthirsty were they that
the British admiralty gave orders that no
Britich ship was to touch on their shores.
Such was the state of affairs when Thomas
Briggs was sent out by a missionary so-
ciety to labor among them. For four years
he lived among them in constant peril of
his life and caught the guttral sounds as
they fell from their lips, inventing signs
to signify the same. After his work was
done he went to England and the British
and Foreign Bible Society supplied bim
with copies of the scriptures which he dis-
tributed and on the occasion of Darwin’s
second visit he was so much struck with
the change that he asked for the privilege
of making a .yearly contribution to the
society which, he said, was worthy of any
man’s support merely from a utilitarian
standpoint.

But in the words of the old Hebrew
prophet, the speaker asked his hearers wo
“leok to the pit from whence ye were
digged.” Caesar describes the ancient
Bnitons as a race of bloodthirsty barbar-
ians who were in the custom of offering
human sacrifices to the god Woden. Nor
was there any improvement in the condi-
tion of things till St. Columba landed on
the shores of the island with his manu-
seript of the Gospel of St. Jochn. From
that time on the progress of the British
Isles has ever been upward and all bhas
been done through the disscmination of
the word of God. And what the Bible
has done for the English people it is ca-
pable ¢f doing for any other nation that
will embrace its principles and honor its
laws.

When the army of the Syrians was en-
camped against Samaria and had reduced
it to a state of terribla famine there were
four leprous_meun who stayed in the en-
tering in of one of the gates. These said:
“Iet us now go into the camp of the
Syrians, for Dehold if we tarry here we
shall perish with the famine and if we
enter into the camp peradventure ave will
die also.”  So they went to the camp but
when they came there they found no one,
for God had been there and all had -fled.
So they commenced to eat and to drink
but in the midst of it they siid, “We do
not well, let us now go even inio the
city.,” So they went into the cty and
told their wonderful news and all the fam-
ished inhabitants rejoiced together. We
do not well, said the preacher, unless we
who have been so wonderfully blessed go
out bearing the means of blessing to the
very ends of the earth. All should re-
member that in spite of the great work
already done by the British and Foreign
Bible Society there are yet millions who
have never heard the name of Christ. The
society is trying to raise this year, in ad-
dition to its usual revenue, $1,000,000 of
a thank offering within the empire and
the people’s prayers and efforts were
wanted. Such work would hasten that
happy time spoken of in the text when
“all nations shall call Him Dblessed.”

Will 1eave Here Either Three-quarters «f
an Hour Earlier or Later Thaa Now te
Give Clear Road for Suburban Service---
A Maine Lcc:l to Connect With Flying
Yankee, and Also With Night Inward
Boston Train.

A provisional schedule of the summer
train service over the C. P. R. on the
Atlantic division has been made up in the
C. P. R. office here and will be discussed
at a meeting of C. P. R., Massachusetts
and Maine railroad men in Boston in a
few days. Supt. Downie and District Pas+
sengers Agent will represent the C. P,
R.
The principal changes proposed is te
start the Montreal train from here ab
either 5.35 p. m. or 6.45 and the Beston
train at 555 p. m. or 6.35. Now these
trains leave at 6 p. m. and 6.10 respec-
tively.

Premier Tweedie, in Comprehensive Speech, Answers the
Criticisms of the Leader «f the Opposition — W. C. H.
Grimmer Also Spoke — House Adjourned Till
Wednesday Afternoon —Many Notices

of Motion Given.

¥redericton, March 4.—The house mect
at 3 o'clock. On the order of the day
being called the Hon. Mr. Tweedie said:—

Before dealing with the questions raised
by the leader of the opposition I desire
to congratulate the mover and eeconder
of the address on the excellent speeches
they liave made. They are both new mem-
fbems of this house, having sat for the firet
time Iast sescion, but I think the house
nwill agree with me that these gentlemen
are a valuable addition to the membership
of i,he house and worthy representatives of
their comstituencies.

During the vacation there has been very
little change in the persomnel of the house.
‘Weé have unfortunately to lament the death
of the member from Madawagka, Mr. Gag*
mon. While not conspicuous as a debater,
he wes an active and energetic repreeen-
tative of his county and I am sure every
megtiber will agree with me in regretting
his loss.

The Jeader of the opposition in his usual
way- has dealt with the speech and has
found 'a great deal of fault with it. I may
say that the epeech was not written for
this approval for he is hard to please and
we felt it would be hopeless to attempt
to satify him. He eays it is a disappoint-
ing, gpeech @nd I say that his speech was
@ inting one mot only to the peo-
ple who heard but to the membens of the
opposition. He went over the matters to

. avhich we referred in the apeech and

treated them in a flippant manmer as if
they were matters of no consequence.

I am sure that he will not find any fair-
minded man to agree with him in this at-
titude which he assumes. Does he mean
to eay that the loss of a representative
by this province in the house of commons
ie a matter of no importance or that the
government is wasting time in trying to
preserve the tation of thie prov~
ince fntact? The people of New Bruns-
nwidk ave with the government in this mat-
ter ‘and approve of their course.

"Phe Jeader of the opposition dealt with
the fishery matter in the same way. He
mays it ie @ matter of no importance and
is equally indifferent in regard to the re-

_adjustrent of our phovincial subsidies. In

any opinion these dre questions of the
most vital importance and questions which
could not be meglected by the government.
But I know why the leader of the op-
position treated these matters so lightly.

New Highway Act,

My honareble friend says that the bill
of fare promised in the speech is meagre.
One of the mearures promised i a high-
way act and I do not know of any more
dmportant measure than this onme. Such
u piece of legialation may well occupy the
best attention of the house for it.is a mat-
#er which touches everyone, I have felt
for some time that in regard to our high-
iy legislation we were falling behind the
age and that the tiwe had come for ue to
proceed on a now basis. We propose in
the new act to abolish the distinction be-
tween great roads and by-roads. A dis-
tinetion for which 1 never could see any

reason. We also propose that the
province ehall be divided into districts
end a competent supervisor appointed for
each district. We will do away with
statute labor which in some counties haw
to be a farce and in its place we

will provide fcr @ money assessment. This
assecement e think should not be heavy.
Under the naw system a person who pays
ithe ass ¢ mie vt may get employment—a fair
day’s wages, for a fair day’s work on the
roade amd be paid in cadh. This bill is
now being printed and we will aek the co-
operation of all $he members on this side
of the house to make it as perfecl as pos-

sible.

Tha Factory Act

The factovy act is another matter to
nwhich we wil ask your attention. It i
being prepared by the attorney gemeral
and will be submitted to the associations
avhich are interested in this subject. We
will endeavor to make it such a measure
as will be suitable to the conditions which
exist in this province. These conditions
are widely different from those wthich pre-
vail in cities like New York, where many
of the factory workers are stramgers amd
in need of protection. Here our workers
five at home and are well able to take
care of themselves.

Some people have wished the age which
4 vouth could go to work to be raised
to fifteen or sixteen. It is pointed out
that thes would be hard on the farmers
and that many widows who ave left with
young children would need their help be-
fore they had reached that age. ese
polnts snggest that the meamite is <one
which will have to be well considered.
1t is mot advisable to deal with such im-
portant subjécts hastily. Nor do I think

Lunatic Asylum.

With regard to the lunatic asylum we
are all agreed that everything that can
be dome for the wumfortunate inmates
should be done. I agree with the leader
of the opposition in thinking that there
are peop.c there who should not be there.
But the difficulty is the nisk of making
a mistake and turning loose people who
may become dangerous. There was a case
some time ago of a man from Charlotte
county, I think, who was allowed to go
home, it was supposed cured. He went
to the town to which he belonged, but did
not go home, but lurked about and killed
one or two members of his family. Here
a very serious mistake was made. There
were cases of insanmity that are not dam-
gerous and that should not be in the asy-
lum, but under the law we must receive
them.

Sometimes people are sent to the asylum
by their relatives to get rid of them, it
being thought more respectable to go to
the asylum than the poor house. We
witll try to remedy this.

1 agree with my honorable friend that
this institution should be in charge of a
medical superintendent who has had ex-
perience in cases of insanity. He is, how:
ever, mistaken in thinking that the super-
intendent is burdened with the business
affairs of the asylum. This has been
largely placed in the hands of the stewand
and other officials. I think that our asy-
lum will compare favorably with any sim-
ilar institution in Canada.

It is true that there are places where
insane people are cared for and where
they pay as much as $30 a week, such
as the McLean Institution, but we do not
put ourselves in comparison Wwith them.,
But for the money expended this asylum
yields as good results as any.

My hcmoz?‘ble friend complains that we
did not say‘anything in the speech in re-
gard to the fncrease in stumpege. We
did not think it necessary because lasi
seasion we announced that the stumpage
would be increased and this has been
done.

There are mo differences of opinion, as
the honorable member seems to suppose,
between us and the Ilumbermen. e
made the change in the stumpage mate
as a matter of right and because we
thought the time had come for an in-
crease. The leases give us the night to in-
crease the stumpage. When the lumber
business was depressed some of us tooic
the ground that the government should
relieve this industry and it was done.
Since then conditions have changed. The
Jumber industry is prosperous and why
should not the province reap the benefit.
The lumbermen are all agreed that there
ghould be an increase in the stumpage.
Lands that a few years ago would not
bring $8 a mile are now bringing $400
and $500.

Dhe New Brunswick Company have im-
creased their stumpage rates from $1.50
to $2 and therefore an increase of stump-
age on government land was proper.

This increase is an answer to the charge
that this government is at the mercy of
the lumbermen. We have taken a stand
on this subject from which we will not
recede, and while there may be some ques-
tions of detail, such ms in regard to the
stumpage on fir and cedar, there will be
no change in the principle.

I Some of the lumbemmen are asking leas-

es in perpetuity, but we say the time has
not come for that. But if they are able
to persuade the people of this province
that they should have per leases
that would be another matter.

Nothing has occurred to change the con-
ditions as published in the Royal Gazette
and we have mot made any other agree-
ment with the lumbermen but the one
that has been made public. If the leader
of the opposition objects to the increase
in stumpage let him move a resolution
condemning the government on Y)hl.it
ground and he will see where he will
land.

Wculd Reducs Stumpage Again if Neces-
sary-

The people of the province are in favor
of an increase while the lumber industry
‘g prosperous, but if this industry again
became depressed as it has been in past
yeans we would consider the case of the
lumbermen and give them a chance to live.

The leader of the opposition appears o
have infonmation that is mot porsersed by
the government. He says that the eur-
veyor-general has the position of collector
of St. John in his pocket. Thisis not the
cage, but if the eurveyor-general - should
get this office he will resign his seat in the
government and in the house, and when
a vacancy oceurs in the office of surveyor=
general the government will endeavor to
fill it

The teader of the opposition appears to
think that we sheuld not have referred in
the speech to the development of our agri-
cultural interests, T think there should
be a reference to agriculture in ‘every
speech., The rural constituencies - know
how much the agricultural policy of the
government has benefited them. Yook for
instance at the progress that has been
made in the county of Madanvaska. Thie
year farmers will be growing more wheat
than ever before.

The lieutenant-governor informed me
last evening that he never used any but
homemade flour grown in New Brunewick
and ground in our own mills and that the
quality waw equal to the best that could
be Immorted.

Coal Development.

My honorable {riend seems to think that
the development of our coal is of no im-
portance. Does he. know what progress
has Leen made during the year in this di-
rection? Our engineer, Mr. Wetmore, re-
cently visited Beersville and made a re-
port of what was being done there which
I will read presently-

“Tlie mine i6 a hill at Beersville into
which a shaft is run so that the drainage
i natural. The vein is not thick but the
ooal is of seplendid quality. Two miles
from RPeemsville tha Canadian Cosl & Man-
ganee Conpany i3 operating. This- comi-
pany was incorporated in 1901 with $1,000,-

kOOQ capital to develop coal arege @ the

county of Kent and since that time it has
acquired in it® own name about 70 lcenses
to search and four mining leases, while it
has contapl of about thirty other licenses.
It owns in fee simple about 600 acres of
land, some of which is well timbered for
the purpoee of eupplying its mine with the
necessary timbers and for the erection of
its buildings.

The cempany has expended about $150,-
000 in the development of its property in
Kent. 1t has recently” purchaced a port-
able steam saw mill. It has opened up
three tunnels to formn one mine which is
calculated to produce 250 tons per day. At
present it can mine frem 60 to 70 tons a
day and expects to imcrease this output
to 250 tons a day by the first of July. It
now employs about 60 men with a pay roll
of about $2,000 a month. As the company
increames its openings the output will be
iricreased by 250 tons a day from each
opening. The company figures that its
tocal market will consume about 500 tons
a day. Anything beyond this the company
wil be compelled to place on outside mar-
ket. Will anyone say that this is not an
important industry?

The policy of this government is to as-
g'st such growing industries and the prov-
ince of New Brunmwick wiil receive benefit
in the end. By granting a bonus to rail-
waye reaching these coal mines the gov-
ernment will assirt in the production of
200 tons of coal a day by the Beersville
Company and 250 tens by the Canadian
Coal. Company.

This year I intend to estimate that we
shall get at least $10,000 of revenue in the
shape of royalty from these coal companies
and this is the interest on $250,000 at four
per cent.

I think shat that is a very satisfactory
report and that the government has done
wisely in assisting to develop these mines.
The' coal area of this province is not con-
fined to Queens, Sunbury and Kent coun-
ties, but extends to Northumberland and
also other counties.

The Dry Dock.

With regard to the dry dock I think
that my honorable friend might have given
a word of encouragement to that great
work which will so likely benefit the city
in which he lives. I think he might have
given some credit to George Robertson for
his efforts to arrange this matter to a suc-
cessful conclusion. He has worked for it
night and day. He has been at Ottawa
for months together in the interests of the
dry dock, and he spent more than a year
in England laboring in the same cause. I
was glad to be assured the other day by
a leading banker that with the guarantees
which have been obtained there will be no
difficulty in financing the scheme, and I
hope before long that the dock will be
under construction.

Subsidies Readjustment.

With regard to the questions at issue
between the dominion government and the
provincial government, I can only say
that the leader of the opposition is in error
in stating that the premier of Quebec has
abandoned the claims for a readjustment
of the subsidies and that the premier of
Ontario is also indifferent. If my honor-
able friend should ever occupy the position
of premier of this province, the logical re-
sult cf his argument would be that he
would abandon all those claims which we
have against the dominion, the fishery
claims and also the claims to an increased
subsidy. s

Why should he abandon these claims?
Simply because Mr. Fielding is against
them? But we will not pursue this course
nor imitate the wicked and slothful servant
who hid his talent in the earth.

As long as I have the honor to be the
leader of this government 1 will fight for
the rights of this province and I will not
‘be deterred by the opposition of Mr.
Fielding or of any other person.

Claims Agairst the Dominion Will Be Paid

I had a letter today from the premier
of Quebec asking me to go to Ottawa with
him as soon as I could for the purpose of
pressing our claims to an additional sub-
sidy on the dominion government, and I
am satisfied that before next session all
the claims mentioned in the speech will
be settled in our faver.

I have not forgotten that my honorable
friend was accustomed to cast ridicule on
our eastern extensicn claims and to pre-
diet that it would never be paid. My
honorable friend was wrong then, for the
claim was paid, and the claims that we
now have will also be paid.

Last year reference was made to a claim
which we had against the dominion gov-
ernment for appropriating a river in the
county of Restigouche. This claim had
grown to the large sum of $14,000, and I
am glad to be able to announce that the
dominion government has now promised
to pay it. ;

W. C._H. Grimmer.

Mr. Grimmer said: I have patiently
listened to the speech of the first minister,
trying to learn if possible what the gov-
ernment had done during the past year in
fulfilling the promises made at the last
session of the house. I have heard criti-
cism rather tham information, and I am
afraid that the honorable first minister is
becoming a petty critic.

1 can heartily congratulate the honorable
member from Restigouche in so ably carry-
ing out the onerous duties placed upon his
shoulders in moving the address. But
what information had he given the prov-
ince?  He had told the house something
concerning the coal mining operations, and
the first minister had also addressed him-
self to it. The latter gentleman, however,
was.not so enthusiastic concerning the sub-
ject. He was mcre conservative in his
estigates to the output of his mines.

Where in the world could the
province secure $90,000 as revenue
irom these mines? It was a well known
fact that at Beemwville there is a small
weam nine inches thick and very narrow
and it is imposcible to mine 3,000 tons per
day as was claimed by the honorable mem-
ber from Restigouche.

How could the government justify the
expenditure of $18,000 to run a railway to
these mines? If the mines were as wealthy
as was claimed, the coal company would
not hasitaie about junning a railway with-
out the awsistance of the government.

Criticlsm of the Asylum Act.

Another matter to which I wish to refer
is the present law in respect to the Tuna-
tic asylum. Some radical amendments to
chapter 22 of the asylum act are neces-
gary and I hope it will be remedied. U nder
that section of the act it is possible for
persons to gain entrance to the asylun
viho have no right to it. Tt is witlin my
knowledge that often when some poor un-
fortunate gets in a condition when he is a
burden to his relatives they go to a medicul
practitioner and get a certificate for his
admission to the aeylum without th
proper examination of the patient unj
then go to a-unagistrate who issues a war-
rant of arrest aud the unfortunate is
taken to the asylum.

a client of my own, who became hard cir-'
cumstanced and in poor health and thought
he could Be taken to the asylum for treat- !
ment. ‘A physician granted a certificate
and a magstrate is ued a warrant of com=
mitment by which the man gained admis-
sion to the .asylum. A short time after-
wards he comp.ained that he had been put
among’ crazy men and his son had him
released from the asylum.

Another case in my knowledge was that
of a poor unfortunate deaf mute who was
arrested and taken to the asylum, al-
though there was nothing the matter with
him. Thus the provincial lunatic asylum
is made a dumping ground for poor unfor-
tunates whose relatives are not willing to
support them and some legislation should
be passed to remedy the defect and cur-
tail the power of the physician and mag-
istrate in issuing certificates of admiesion.
This %s a very serious and important mat-
ter, as the institution is costing the prov-
ince a large sum of money. The act

shou'd be amended that a proper officer |

should be provided in every district to eee
that dmproper persons showd not gamn ad-
qni::‘sicfn to that institution. My purpcee
in speaking was to call the attention of
the government to this matter and 1 feel
that if proper legislation is provided it
wil Le a great gain to the province.
