NOVA SCOTIA.

The City Council, Halifax, have sent to

UNITED STATES.

A California statistican says that as
50,000 men are eéngaged in mining they
ought,at $2.50 per day,to earn $37,000,600
per annum ; but the gold product is only
$20,000,000 a year§ so that each dollar of
the yield costs $1.873.

Now New Bedford, Mats., has a haunt-
ed police station in which strange sounds
are heard, and cold, clammy hands are
felt in the dark by the conscience strick-
ed officers. We do not believe there is
really a ghost there, for no being having
a respite from purgatorial horrors would
ever waste his precious moments in such
a place.

A man in Wilmington, Del., lately con-
cluded to escape from all his woes by
leaping into the river, but the water was
so cold that he gave it up and struck out
vigorously for the shore.

The Boston University has thrown a|
sop to the young ladies who are eager to
get into college. It has decided to open
a “College of the Liberal Arts” next fall,
which pretty phrase means the ordinary
department of classical and literary
studies, ending with the degree of Bache-
lor of Arts, to which ladies are to be ad-
mitted. Another pretty phrase will have
to be invented for female bachelors of arts.
Of course ‘‘artful old maids” would never
do.

The Lewiston Journal refates the state-
ment that more liquor is drunk in Maine
under the prohibitory laws than in the
days before their enforcement, by an ap-
pesl to veracious figures. It shows that
not one-eighth as much liquor is sold per
inhabitant there as in the States where
the liquor traffic is licensed, and that
crime has diminished fifty per cent. since
1866. This is a strong point for the Pro-
hibitionists, certainly.

The End of Lady Ellenboroush’s
Wayward Career—Singular Life
and Death.

One of the strangest careers of modern
times has just terminated in the death of
Lady Ellenborough at Damascus. Forty
years ago she was one of the most noted
women in Europe, aud her residence in
the East has long been a sort of scandal-
ous romance. The daughter of the late
Admiral Sir Henry Digby, beautiful,
witty, and rich, she married in 1824 the
Earl of Ellenborough, who was after-
wards Governor General of India, and
who at that time was one of the most
brilliant men of the day. She was
ahout 17 years of age at the time
of her marriage, and Ellenborough, who
was a widower, was 34. They lived to-
gether some six years, and her dissolute
conduct was a cause of scandal for some
time previous to the catastrophe of her

elopement with Prince Felix Schwarzen-
berg, a celebrated roue, then Austrian
Minister of London. The event caused
an immense sensation in the world of
aristocracy and fashion. ~Ellenborough
procured a divorce from Parliament and
never married again; but his runaway
wife soon separated from Schwarzenberg,
and in 1832 married Baron Venningen, a
Bavarian. Tiring of him presently, and
with her gréat wealth and personal fasci-
nations having little difficulty in procur-
ing divorces under the easy laws of Ger-
many, she was married in succession to
five other individuals; but as none of
these unions met her expectations, they
were all dissolved after a short duration.
In 1848 she was living in Athens with her
eighth husband, a Greek colonel, Count
Theodoki; but without waiting to become
a widow, she had this marriage also dis-
solved, and set out for the Levant. Dur-
ing a journey from Beyrout to _Damascus
she found a new affinity in the person of
an Arab camel driver, known as Sheikh
Abdul, whom she married after the
Arab  fashion, and who was the
ninth and last of her conjugal
partners. For a whole year she accom-
panied him on his journeys between Bey-
rout and Babylon, faithfully fulfilling all
the duties of a camel driver’s wife, even
to m the camels. of this
nomadic life, she built herself a charming
palace in Damascus, where she has since
lived in her own style, 8 great object of
curiosity to all European . travellers.
Abdul, continuing in business as a camel
driver, was always hospitably entertained
by her whenever. he came to the place

And now she is déad,- hdving complesed
nearly threescore and ten years, leaving
a colossal fortune to her relatives of the
Digby family in England and a memory
of warning and of shame. .

PARLIAMENT OF CANADA.

Special Telegrum tothe Tribune.

A Want of Confidence Motion—The
E. & N. A. Railway—The Indians
—Mackenzic endorses the Governe
ment Indian Policy — Imperial
Confederation and Canadian In-
dependence Discussed — Politicie
ans Flocking to Ottawa to witness
the Graud Fight over the Pacific
Railway.

T Orrawa, April 1.

Mr. Huntingdon created a ripple in the
political waters yesterday by giving no-
tice that when the Minister of Finance
moves the House in Supply he will move
as an amendment that a Committee he
appointed to enquire into the Pacific R’y
matters. Any motionin amendment of a
motion to go into Supply is a direct mo-
tion of want of confidence, and it is con-
sidered rather odd that the motion is not
to be made by the leader of the Opposi-
tion. The Opposition, like the Opposi-
tion at Fredericton, must have several
leaders, or there is still a total want of
discipline in their ranks.

Mr. Domville presented the petition of
J. Fenwick and others for the incorpor-
ation of the King's County Board of
Tragde; and asked leave to introduce a bill
to Ancorporate the Maritime Metal Im-
porters Company. The bill was objected
to by Mr. Holton, who wanted it ex-
plained, and was withdrawn. Mr. Mc.
Adam presented a petition against the
bridging of the 8t. Croix at St. Stephen.

In reply to questions Hon. Mr. Tilley
said $250,000 in silver is to be put #oat.
Hon. Mr. Migchell said a signal ship
would be anchored off Halifax in a few
months. Hon. Mr. Langevin replied to
the questions of Mr. Domville, telegraph-
ed Tue TrRIBUNE in full when notice was
given of them, that the E. & N. A. Ry.
would be put in the best possible condi-
tion without delay, the stations enlarged,
ete.

Dr. Schultz spoke of the trouble brew]
ing with the Indians in the North West.
Mr. Cunningham said the trouble was
that rascals from over the border supplied
the Indians with rum and rifles. Riel
had been proffered aid from parties acting
for the U. S. Government. A large mili-
tary force must be kept there. Hon. Jos.
Howe said the Government had kept faith
with the Indians. It had been found im-
possible to get them to fix a price on
their lands, as they thought the whole
country was gold and silver. Mr. D.
Smith said United States renegades
caused most of the trouble. One of
them, Johnson, occupied a fort on Cana-
dian soil and defied all authority. Sir
John Macdonald said it was impossible
to comply with all the demands of the
Indians. The treaty with them would be
carried out firmlyyand fairly.

Mr. McKenzie said he heartily approved
of Sir John’s view of the question, that
the Indians should not be coerced imto
making any treaty, but, they having agreed
to one freely, must be taught to respect
it, and that while the Government would
faithfully perform every agreement -they .
could not satisfy every extraordinary de-
mand the Indians made.

Mr. Wallace (Norfolk) moved a series
of resolutions asking that an address be
presented to Her Majesty, praying her to
consider the question of Imperial Con-
federation.

Dr. Tupper was opp d to the r
tions. He reviewed the progress the
country had made since - confederation,
and thought what were required now was
to establish a reputation for the stability
of our institutions and that no new con-
stitutional change was now desirable.
The true course to follow was the develog~
ment of the country, the promotion of
the growth of a Canadian national senti-
ment, and the perfecting of our scheme
of union.

After some farther discussion Sir John
Macdonald said he was pleased that the
general sentiment of the House was in
favor of Canadian development under
the fostering care of Great Britain. He
was utterly opposed to the independence
of Canada. It was anmexation in dis-
gnise. The day might come when inde-
pendence would be desirable. But our
present duty was to make of Canada a
country of which her people might be
proud—a country where the British in-
stitutions of libérty and progressive prin-
ciples of government might be perpetu-
ated. [Cheers ] :

After. some unimportant business the
House adjourned at 11.30.

The whole subject of discussion to-day
in the hotels, streets,and elsewhere is the
want-of-confidence motion to come up
this afternoon. The Opposition’s choice
of All Fools day for their attack shows
that they have a proper idea of the eter-
nal fitness of things. The debate will be
fierce and the canvass of members inces-
sant. The Pacific question is acknow-
ledged by Opposition men to be their
strongest ground of attack.. The Gov-
ernment measures are generally ap-
proved of, and the Opposition have only
this to fall back on. A similar motion
will be made in the Senate, where the
Opposition are very strong. Politicians
from Ontario and Quebee are on their
way to Ottawa to watch the great fight.
