The Beecher Scandal.

There is nothing equal to a religious
scandal for interesting all clusses of peo-
ple, and New York has a first-class ar-
ticle of that\kind on its hands now.
The Beecher-Tilton affair, insteal of
quietly dying out, has assumed huger
proportions than ever, and all New York
is said to be diseussing it Our readers
will remember that, a year and a half
ago. there was a great stir over an ar-
ticle in Woodhull ' & Claflin’s Weekly,
charging Rev. Henry Ward Beecher
with having seduced the wife of Theo-
dore Tilton, editor of the Independent.
The ungodly lauglicd’ heartily thereat,
and pretended to believe the charg.s,
while the rest 6f the people were divided
as to the desirability of prosecuting the
publishers of the paper or treating the
charges with silent “contempt.  Mr.
Beecher chose the Iatter course, neither
denying them nor desiring to prosecute
their- publishers. : The ‘Woudhull-Claf-
lin trio were arrested, on a charge of
publishing and mailing obscene matter,
and kept im prison many ‘months for
want of bail, but finally got out
and departed for California. When
it became clear that charges made
by Mr. Tilton and Henry C. Bowen were
really at the bottom of the Woodhull
publication there was a ‘demand for the
ecclesiastical trial of these beloved
brethren. Passing over Mr. Bowen, on
account of his having merely used what
Mr. Tilton had invented, Theodore was
summoned to answer for slandering his
pastor. Mr. Tilton, not haviny attended
Plymonth Church for two years, held
that he was not a member of the con-
gregation, and was not, therefore, liable
to be tried by it for his acts or utteran-
ces.. At the same time he asked if Mr.
Beecher had any charges to perfer
against him,and Mr. Beecher said he/
had not. Mr. Tilton’s claim of non-
membership was recognized and the
matter allowed to drop by the congre-
gation. Then some of the other Con-
gregational divines protested againstthe
doctrine that a member of a congrega-
tion can sever his connexion with it of
his own motion, and against the deter-
mination of Plymonth Chutch and its
pastor to allow the Tilton charges to re-
main uninvestigated: So they got up a
General Council, sat in judgment on
Plymouth Church, threatened to sever
all connexion with i, etc., etc. Ply-
mouth Church sent a committee to in-
form the Council in polite and religious
phrase, that Plymouth was satisfed
with it8 pastor and its own course and
would do just as it pleased in regard to
its own affairs. = The Council passed
some equivoeal resolutions, meaning lit-
tle-or nothing,and closed its proceedings
whwithahesuussiousncss of having made
a great deal of noise and_done Tile]
good. But the scandal would no rest,
soandal‘s‘n&er do-rest. <A teverend
Doctor of Divinity, Bacon by name,
kept it on the frying pan of the
press by writing and "publishing
denuncintions against Theodore Tilton,
and lamentations over the impossibility
of bringing him up for trial and foreing
him to vindieate the ‘slandered divine.
Tilton stood it until Thursday, when he
published a seven-column article in ‘his
own paper, the Golden Age, in defence
of himself, charging Rev. Henry Ward
Beecher with crime, and offcring to
appear and prosecute his chargés. The
portions of his article, as appears by the
abstract published in the daily papers,
that make charges against Mr. Beecher,
are the following: >

* * % Tilton says hc had been for fifteen
years a member of Plymouth Church and
had become meanwhile an intimate
friend of the pastor. The knowledge
came to me in 1870 that he had committed
against me an offence which I forbear to
name or characterize. Prompted by my
self respect I immediatcly and forever

ceased my attendance on his winistry.
* * * * * * *
The pastor communicated to me in
writing an apology signed by his name.
He also appealed to me to protect him
from bringing reproach to the cause of
religion. He alleged that an exposure
would forbid him to reascend the pulpit.
* * * * * * *

Admiring
aunts and sisters waft their prayers and
hopes upon the winds that wing his sail;

the shore. Everything aids his start—
youth, freshness, and special training.
He has no respousibility upon him save
for his own health and good behavior.

When does a woman choose her career?
In middle age; broken down by sorrow;
when she has seen her life’s hopes go
down one by one in the. horizon. Asa
girl, she waited in her father’s house
for the lover who never -came. All of
youth has gone by in vague dréams. In
frivolous business of fashionable society
her strength has spent itself.

Her hands are skill-less save in deli-
cate embroidery; her brain is sluggish,
though it aches with new anxiety and
despair. Heavily weighted with respon-
sibility, it may be, with the broken-down
father or the always invalid mother now
suddenly dependent upon lier, she sets
out upon the new path with weak, uncer-
tain steps.

The daughter of her washer-woman
can distance her; the girl who used to
bring home her shoes has already shot far
ahead. She scarce used to notice these
girls, save when they were thinly clad or
looked hungrier than usual. It was casy
to loosen her purse-strings or send them
into the servants’ room to be warmed
and fed. Where are they-now, while she
is halting, timorous, on the sharp stones
of the highway? The washer-woman’s
girl is a salaried teacher in the model
school-house yonder: the other is book-
keeper in her father's shop, and it pays
her well.

Heavy Castings at Fleming & Sons’ Foun-
*  dry—Tho Colebrook Roiling Mills.

Messrs. Fleming & Sons, at their Foune
dry in Pond street, are now engaged fin-
ishing some very heavy castings for the
Colebrook Rolling Mills. They have cast
the largest driving wheel ever made in
this city. Itis 14 feet in diameter and
thirty inches across. It was cast in two
pieces, and the weight is about eight
tons. After casting it was necessary to
put it in a lathe and smooth the face.
There was no lathe in their Foundry nor
in the city in which such an immense
wheel could be turned, and it became ne-
cessary to construct one. The plan
adopted was novel and inzenious, Afran e
was erected and the immense wheel ‘sus-
pended in it. = A woodeu roller covered
with rubber packing was pressed against
the rim of the wheel and caused to tnrn
by an endless screw working in cogs.
The fri tion of this rubber-"overed roller
forces the great wheel to revolve while
the chisel cuts the rough iron and makes
the surface smooth. . This operation will
occupy about three weeks. Another
piece of work for the same company is a
pair of shears. The frame work is cast
in one solid piece, and weighs a little
over eight tons. This is the heaviest
piece of casting ever attempted in the
Lower Provinces, and it was completely
successful in the hands of the skilful
workmen employed by this irm, This
machine will be used for cutting up iron
and will with ease cut a four inch square
bar of iron in two. Attached to the frame
work of the shears is an engine and driv-
ing wheel which will be used only in
operating the shears. One of the blades
is fastened to tlie solid frame work
and the other to an immense
lever.© This lever is raised by a wheel
with an eccentric motion, and when it
falls the blades come together and the bar
of iron is instantly cut. Messrs. Flem-
ing & Sons are doing several other pieces
of work for the Colebrock Company.
They have also several engines and boil-
ers on hand for other parties, which are
being finished in first-class style. During
the past year they have done a large
quantity of work tor the Water Commis-
sioners, stop cocks, hydrants, &. The
works are very extensive and employ a
large number of hands. The Colebrook
Company are making very large additions
to their already very extensive works.and
when all the new machinery now being
manufactured for them is in working o:i-
der they will have facilities to do an im-
metrse business.. Mr. Domville, who is
the moving spirit and head of the Com-
pany, deserves great credit for the trou-
ble and pains he is taking to develop
home manufacture.
