Berlin Declares It Taken, 
While Dispatches Say the 

Russians Hold City.

London June 29.—The Russian armies 
are neither beaten nor downhearted, 
according to the correspondent of the 
Times in reviewing the six weeks’ Teu­
tonic advance, after a visit to Russian 
headquarters. Gen. Ivanoff, commander 
of the southern armies, shows no trace 
of despondency.

VIENNA, via London, June 28, — 
Infantry General Baron Conrad von 
Hoetzendorf, chief of staff of the Aus­
tro-Hungarian army, was today pro­
moted to "colonel-general" by Emperor 
Franz Josef for recapturing the Galician 
capital of Lemberg.

The rank of colonel-general has only 
recently been created. The first holder 
of this title was Archduke Eugene of 
Austria, commander-in-chief of the 
Austrian forces in the Italian theatre 
of war.

Nicholas’ forces further to the north, in 
the southern part of Russian-Poland, 
however, the Russians reporting that 
they have thwarted a determined at­
tempt by the Austrians to drive through.

The only other hints of stirring activ­
ity come from the Dardanelles, where, 
according to Turkish reports there has 
been heavy artillery firing with infantry 
attacks, which latter the Turks declare 
they have repulsed. The course of these 
operations is being followed closely, it 
being hinted from London that they 
may prove to be of more than ordinary 
importance.

On the Austro-Italian front the pro­
gress of the invading forces continues 
to bo slow. The Austrians, indeed, re­
port entire inactivity on the part of 
the Italians except for artillery firing. 
There seems to be little, if any, change 
in the situation along the western front, 

I where the deadlock continues.

Only on the eastern fighting front 
are events of moment occurring so far 
as is revealed by the news which filters 
through from the vast field of opera­
tions. The Teutonic sweep eastward 
along that front is continuing, and the 
chief question which the military ex­
perts are endeavoring to answer is 
how far it will extend before being 
halted by the next determined defensive 
stand on the part of the Russians.

With the line of the Dniester north 
of Halicz evacuated, the main field of 
contention just at present seems to be 
to the north of Lemberg, where stub­
born rearguard actions are being fought 
by the retreating Russians.

Latest Austrian reports mention these 
operations at length, and the Russian 
official statement admits the continued 
advance of the Teutons.

’of Munich, have addressed the Pope, 
strongly protesting against a publica­
tion which has appeared in Paris under 
the title of "War and Catholicism." This 
publication was compiled by Mgr. Bau- 
drillart. rector of the Catholic Institute 
at. Paris, with an introduction by Car­
dinal Amette, archbishop of Paris, and 
relates to alleged German atrocities, 
chiefly against the church.

Cardinals Von Hartmann and Von 
Bettinger deny that such atrocities ever 
occurred, and declare that Cardinal 
Mercier was not imprisoned, as asserted 
in the article in question, and they add: 
"If the French and Belgian clergy con­
tinue such a campaign, they wilt force 
the German Catholic clergy to have re­
course to reprisals, giving the world an 
unedifying spectacle of Christian bro­
therhood."

"There’s no fixed rule for mowing a 
lawn," declares the Marion Star, but 
our own observation is that three days’ 
unremitting effort directed toward one’s 
young son brings the best results.

There have been many iron crosses 
distributed in Germany since August 
last. They have been given to brave 
men for brave deeds. But the bravest 
man in Germany has no iron cross, 
and if he has escaped the martyr’s 
cross it is only because the Govern­
ment dare not risk the consequences. 
For Karl Llebknecht might be even 
more dangerous dead than alive. The 
news of his execution or even of his 
imprisonment would be as disastrous 
to the Kaiser as the loss of a pitched 
battle. It would send through the 
trenches a chill reminder of that other 
war that is temporarily suspended— 
the war for the liberties of the Prus­
sian people.

For there are two kings in Potsdam. 
There is the Kaiser, who reviews his 
legions on the parade ground before 
the Old Palace, and there is Karl Lieb­
knecht, who gathers his legions in the 
streets. His election to the Reichstag 
as the Socialist representative of the 
Kaiser’s own borough in 1912 was the 
most bitter blow to Junkerdom. The 
Kaiser’s sons ostentatiously led the 
way to the polling booth in the early 
morning, but at night the people of 
Potsdam had elected old Wilhelm Lieb­
knecht’s son as their democratic king.

There has been much scornful criti­
cism of the docility with which the 
German Socialists have answered the 
call of the Prussian drill sergeant. 
“See what nonsense this Socialism is," 
says Mr. Stracchey joyfully. "See how 
it all vanishes into thin air at the sound 
of the trumpet. And see," he says— 
but this in a whisper—“see what an 
admirable institution is that Prussian 
drill sergeant. Oh, for a drill ser­
geant like him in England, a drill ser­
geant who, at the word of command 
can bring the whole working class to 
heel ana make them the obedient in­
struments of a triumphant aristocracy." 
"Yes," said Carlyle, long ago, "the 
idea of a pig-headed soldier who will 
obey orders and fire on his own father 
at the command of an officer is a great 
comfort to the aristocratic mind."

And it must be admitted that there 
is ground for this comfortable convic­
tion of the value of militarism as a 
straight-waistcoat for an insurgent 
democracy. The obedience with which 
the German Socialists, after marching 
for generations to the polls against 
the Prussian junkers and their mili­
tary machine, fell into step behind the 
junkers at the call of the bugle seems 
to reduce all their agitations and 
theories to idle wind. But that is to 
take a shallow view of the facts. The 
storm fell upon the Socialists of Ger­
many suddenly. They saw only one 
thing, that their country was in dan­
ger; and they resolved to subordinate 
everything to the instant duty of 
saving it from ruin.

Let us illustrate the position with a 
parable. You may quarrel very heart­
ily with your family about the inter­
nal economy of your house; but if the 
house is in flames you will pretermit 
those quarrels and Join forces to put 
out the flames. You may even sus­
pect that the fire is due to the mis­
chievous stove arrangements against 
which you have waged a vain struggle; 
but that will not make you less eager 
to quench the fire. When it is 
quenched you will have no more non­
sense about that stove; but for the 
moment you are in another realm of 
ideas and on another plane of action.

The isolation of Karl Liebknecht, 
therefore, is more apparent than real. 
Millions of people in Germany are 
thinking his thoughts, and though he 
alone is uttering them today they will 
be the governing thoughts of Germany 
tomorrow. The fact that he is free

to utter them is in itself a portent. It 
is the most decisive evidence of the 
power of that other motive of Bern- 
hardism just as in the great Imagery 
of “Tannhauser" the pilgrim’s chorus 
runs counter to the sensuous flood of 
the Venusberg music. We have -for- 
gotten that other motive. We see 
Germany only by the torch of Bern- 
hardi. But Burke’s great maxim, 
“You cannot indict a nation," is a-3 
true of Germany as of any other 

i people.
He stands there, the bravest man in 

Europe at this moment, challenging and 
resisting the whole current of the war. 
The significant thing Is that he is 
still free. It was different in 1870, when 
his father, Wilhelm Liebknecht, one of 
the founders of German Social De­
mocracy, was clapped in prison to­
gether with Bebel, for resisting in the 
Reichstag the proposal to annex Al- 
sace-Lorraine.

In his resistance to the war Dr. 
Liebknecht has revealed his true 
mettle. While his fellow Socialists 
who opposed the war walked out 
of the Reichstag when the war credits 
were voted on December 2, he re­
mained to utter his protest. The 
president would not allow him to speak, 
and when he handed in his speech in 
writing the president refused to in­
sert it in the records. But the speech 
remains, and reading It we cannot 
wonder. His conclusion will stand as 
one of the most famous indictments in 
history:

Under protest against the war; 
against those who are responsible 
for it and have caused it; against 
the capitalistic purposes for which 
it is being waged; against the plans 
of annexation; against the violation 
of the neutrality of Belgium and 
Luxemberg; against the absolute 
reign of the rights of war; against 
the social and political violation of 
their clear duty of which the Gov­
ernment and the ruling classes 
stand guilty, I shall vote against 
the war credits asked for.
No less remarkable was his speech 

in the Prussian Diet this month when 
the bureaucracy revealed “the naked 
truth that in Prussia everything re­
mains as before.” The war has opened 
with the promise that the infamous 
property suffrage in Prussia should be 
abolished; but with the soldiers se­
curely in the trenches the oligarchy 
had repudiated the promise. The 
people were to die, but they were to 
have no reward. They were to liber­
ate the Russians from Tsarism, but 
they were to remain political slaves 
themselves—slaves to the trinity of 
militarism, monarchy and property. 
This time Liebknecht was permitted 
to speak, but the Diet fled at his 
rising. They dared not stay to hear 
him tell how "our soldiers will clench 
their fists in the trenches" as they 
hear of their betrayal.

They could not suppress a man like 
Karl Liebknecht by putting him in 
prison any more than they could sup­
press his father in that way. When 
he came out Berlin celebrated the fact 
by electing him to the holy of holies of 
junkerdom, the Diet Itself. And since 
then, and especially since his election 
at Potsdam to the Reichstag his power 
has increased. With the death of 
Bebel—brave old Bebel of the merry 
eye and the impetuous eloquence—he 
became the foremost figure in the most 
powerful party in Germany, his opini­
ons uncompromising, his honesty un­
questioned, his courage equal to any oc­
casion. He has less spaciousness and 
imagination than Jaures, whoso death 
is the greatest personal calamity that 
has befallen Europe in this war—per-

of law is not the same as that of local 
civil and criminal courts. This latter 
can be enforced by a policeman; but the 
former has no material force behind it, 
and depends upon the moral sense of the 
peoples interested.

International law, then, cannot be ef­
fective unless by the voluntary consent 
of civilized nations. But if a nation, 
whether nominally civilized or not, has 
no moral sense, then it is not going to 
be bound by any law which it is strong 
enough to disregard. In the present con­
test Germany has frankly avowed as its 
policy that everything considered neces- 
sary is right. Not only the general rules 
of international jaw are tossed aside, but 
even those special conventions made by 
Germany itself with other countries. 
This is an admission that no promise is 
binding, if it seems more profitable to 
break it, no agreement will be kept 
longer than it is convenient to keep it.

This idea has not only been illus­
trated by the case of Belgium at the 
very outset of the war; it is most frank­
ly acknowledged In the discussion with 
the United States over the Lusitania 
massacre. While the German Govern­
ment in its official communications may 
veil the fact slightly with courteous 
language, the press of the country is 
more outspoken. The request of the 
United States is that the lives of un­
offending women and children on pas­
senger ships shall not be destroyed; and 
It makes the request in the name of 
humanity. The German press is practi­
cally unanimous in expressing the 
opinion that humanity has nothing to 
do with the question. As one of the 
papers puts it: “There can be no ques­
tion whether such and such a means of 
lefence is permissible or forbidden, out 
simply and solely whether it is effective. 
And this applies to the occupation of 
Belgium, and still more so to our sub­
marine warfare."

And it is just as frankly admitted that 
the reason why the practices they con­
sider necessary will not be stopped at 
the request of a neutral nation is that 
the latter has no power to enforce its re­
quest. In the language of another Ger­
man paper: “From a military standpoint, 
the Americans are so weak that they 
have never been able to impose their 
will on Mexico. Should their super- 
dreadnaughts cross the Atlantic, what 
could they do? And how about our 
Germanic brethren in America? Will 
they stand by with folded arms and see 
their Fatherland attacked?”

So, then, there is no such thing in 
German ethics which requires that right 
should be done because it is right. If 
it is profitable to do right, then do it; 
but if it seems necessary to success that 
wrong should be done, then do wrong. 
And we will be the judges as to whether 
right or wrong will pay us best. No 
civilized nation would allow that prin­
ciple to apply to individuals; these are

There are many men who can serve at 
the front and who are not doing so; it 
must be remembered, however, that 
every call from the militia department 
has been promptly met and that every 
future call will be as promptly met; that 
many Canadian-born still at home will 
be found in Europe before the war ends 
and will go zealously.

When "Old Countryman" objects to 
the praise which newspapers are be­
stowing upon the men on the firing line, 
he is not exhibiting that spirit on which 
is established the British reputation for 
fair play. Canadians are interested in 
what their relatives and friends are do- 
ing, and the newspapers have no less 
authority for their good words than the 
King, Lord Kitchener and Field Marshal 
French. Nor have Canadian newspapers 
said that the men from this country are 
more gallant than their English, Irish 
and Scottish comrades. Moreover, “Old 
Countryman" himself is a Canadian 
when it comes to printing the news of 
Canadians, for he is a member of a 
Canadian battalion.

And the record of the war to date 
shows that victory and defeat has been 
largely due to the plentiful supply of 
munitions or the lack of it. Germany 
is today driving back the Russians sole­
ly because of the vast output of muni­
tions from her workshops. The German 
soldier is no braver tnan the Russian, 
no more willing to die for his country, 
but the fighters with the superior equip­
ment will win nine times out of ten 
against the most superb courage and 
sacrifice. War has become pretty much 
a matter of machinery. Without the 
most destructive weapons, big and little, 
and unlimited quantities of shot and 
shell, the bravest of the brave must go 
down before the better-equipped en­
emy.

In time, perhaps sooner than is ex­
pected, the Allies will be abreast of 
Germany with war munitions. France 
and Great Britain have the workshops 
and the men to man them, and now that 
they are being organized to produce 
rapidly and largely, the Teutons’ lead 
will be soon overcome. And then it Is 
that the Allies will take the lead, be­
cause, as well as the output from their 
own workshops, they will still have a 
thousand factories In America to draw 
from, a source of supply from which 
the enemy will remain cut off, mean­
while his supply of raw material grow­
ing less. In the long run the Allies' 
workshops will prove too much for the 
workshops of the Teutons.

THE arrest of Gen. Huerta by 
I United States officers once more 

momentarily centres the spotlight on 
the Mexican muddle. Apparently 
Huerta was about to launch a revolu­
tion when nabbed. He has never 
lacked boldness, and has openly shown 
his contempt for "watchful waiting." 
Perhaps it was his belief that Presi­
dent Wilson would not carry out his 
threat to restore order to Mexico if 
Mexico failed to do it herself, that 
set him plotting to regain power. On 
the other hand he may believe the 
hour ripe for someone to organize and 
lead the war-weary masses of his 
country against the bandit chiefs' 
while they are quarreling amongst 
themselves. To have succeeded In 
this would have made him strong with 
his own and would have given him the 
confidence of Washington. There is 
this to be said for Huerta, that al­
though unquestionably a grafter and 
cruel in his prosecution of war. while 
he ruled Mexico as commander of 
Madero’s armies and as his successor, 
he maintained a certain amount of 
order. However, after deliberate flout­
ing of the American flag and his con­
nivance in the wiping out of the Ma- 
deroe, it is not surprising that the 
United States should wish to keep 
him from mixing into the Mexican 
game at this stage.

Meantime there is no mending of 
the situation, despite the American 
threat, and it looks as if President 
Wilson would have to "make good." 
Carranza and Villa have refused to get 
together to end the disorder. Carranza 
especially is playing a high hand. He 
demands that Villa leave the country 
or submit to a court-martial. So long 
as he keeps this stand Villa will, of 
course, remain on the warpath. Car- 
ranza calls Villa murderer and looter.

Here 
are several recipes for making delicious 
use of either fruit:

Cantaloupe Pickle.—Four pounds of 
cantaloupe, 2 tablespoonfuls of cloves, 
1 quart of vinegar, 4 tablespoonfuls of 
cinnamon, 3 pints of C sugar. Select 
melons not quite ripe. Halve, scrape 
out seeds and pulp, peel and cut in 
squares. Let these lay in brine over 
night. The next day boil the fruit in 
a weak alum water till transparent, 
then lift out and drain. Make a syrup 
of the sugar and vinegar, and add the 
€ ves and cinnamon. Put this on and 
let “it come to a boil before dropping

this economical, easily-made water­
melon preserve into a rich conserve of 
indistinguishable variety.

Preserved Watermelon Rind. — One 
ripe watermelon, 1 teaspoonful of salt, 
% cupful crystallized ginger, 1 tea- 
spoonful of alum, 4 ounces of ginger- 
root, 3 large lemons, 3 sticks of cinna­
mon, sugar. Pare off thinly the out­
side rind of a ripe watermelon, and 
scrape away the white pulp. Cut in 
fanciful shapes or in strips two inches 
long. Have ready a pan of cold water 
in which has been dissolved the alum 
and salt. Weigh up four pounds of 
rind, and put in a kettle. Cover with 
cold water to which has been added 
the gingerroot, bruised. Cover the 
whole with a layer of green grape 
leaves. The leaves should be removed 
and fresh ones added as soon as they 
take on a brownish tinge; this colors

To each pound of 
fruit use one pound of sugar. Add 
the sugar to the water in which the 
lemon was cooked, and boil to a thick 
syrup After the rind has been taken 
from the ginger water and dropped 
into the syrup, add a sufficient quan­
tity of the ginger liquid to cover the 
fruit well. The cinnamon and crystal­
lized ginger are also added, and the 
whole boiled slowly till the fruit is 
clear and tender. Remove the fruit 
from the syrup and lay on a flat 
platter in the sun to harden. Let 
the syrup cook until thick like molasses. 
Place your fruit in jars, and pour the 
boiling syrup over them. This will 
keep indefinitely, as it improves with 
age. It is troublesome to make, but 
quite worth your while.

. Cantaloupe Preserve. —One pound of 
pantaloupe, allspice, cloves, % pound of 
Jugar, cinnamon. This is prepared in 
the same manner as the sweet pickle, 
only, of course, the vinegar is omitted. 
After making a syrup of the sugar and 
fruit, add the allspice, cinnamon and 
cloves. Allow the fruit to cook twenty 
minutes, then remove from the syrup. 
Cook the latter until thick, and pour 
over the fruit in the jars.

Watermelon Marmalade.—One water­
melon, sugar, English walnuts, lemons, 
% cupful crystallized ginger. Cut the 
heart of a ripe watermelon Into small 
squares, minus seeds and strings, allow 
two lemons and three-fourths pound of 
sugar for each pound of fruit. Cut 
the lemons in slices and cook sugar, 
fruit and lemons together till the 
syrup thickens.

Aside from the question of how the 
indemnity should be paid, the note brings 
out clearly the refusal of the United 
States to accept the contention that 
Germany has a right to stop the carrying 
of contraband by American ships, "by 
the destruction of the contraband and 
the ship carrying it."

Do Not Authorize Destruction.

"The Government of the United 
States cannot concur in this conclu­
sion. On the contrary it holds that 
these treaty provisions do not.author­
ize the destruction of a neutral ves­
sel in any circumstances. By its ex­
press terms the treaty prohibits even 
the detention of a neutral vessel carry- 
ing contraband, if the master of the 
vessel is willing to surrender the con­
traband.

“In this case the admitted facts show 
that pursuant to orders from the com­
mander of the German cruiser, the 
master of the Frye undertook to throw 
overboard the cargo of that vessel, but 
that before the work, of delivering out 
the cargo was finished the vessel with 
the cargo was sunk by order of the 
German commander.

Suggests Reconsideration.
"For these reasons, even if it be as­

sumed as Your Excellency has done, 
that the cargo was contraband, your 
contention that the destruction of the 
vessel was justified by the provisions 
of article 13 does not seem to be well 
founded."

The note concludes by suggesting that 
the Imperial German Government "re­
consider the subject" and " the Gov­
ernment of the United States renews 
Its former suggestion that an effort 
be made to settle this claim by direct 
diplomatic negotiations.”

OTTAWA. June 28.—Sir Robert Bor­

den. prime minister of Canada, left for 
New York this afternoon to take pass­
age for England. He will be absent 
from Canada two months. In Eng­
land he will discuss with the British 
Government a number of questions, in­
cluding war financing, the command of 
Canadian overseas divisions, the manu­
facture of shells in Canada for the 
allied forces, and kindred topics. He 
is accompanied by R. B. Bennett, mem­
ber of Parliament for Calgary, who 
was one of the two Canadians who 
raised the Princess Patricia's infantry 
regiment.

The departure of Premier Borden 
means that the proposed Cabinet 
change will not take place for some 
time.

ywt BRESCIA. Italy, via Paris, June 28.—2:45 p.m.—Despite the Austrian rein­
forcements along the whole frontier, the Italians have entered the Austrian ter­
ritory south of Riva, on the western side of Lake Garda, through the Nota Vil 
Passes, about 5,000 feet high, descended the precipitous cliffs of Carone Moun­
tain, over 8,000 feet high, entered the Ledro Valley and reached the Ponale River. 
The Ponale River runs for five miles from Lake Ledro, which has an altitude 
of 2,000 feet, to shore of Lake Garda, whose altitude is 700 feet.

This river has waterfalls at which is produced electricity used at Rive, the 
only important town on Lake Garda in the hands of the Austrians. The same 
electricity is used by the Austrians for charging their wire entanglements.

The Italians, it is reported, reached a spot near Bezzeca where in 1866 thei 
Garibaldians defeated the Austrians. Thus the Italians occupied part of the road 
excavated in rock, uniting Riva with Storo and Brescia. This road was finished 
in 1851 and is one of the best examples of Its kind existing. On the mountain 
dominating this road, a short distance from Riva, Austria has constructed a 
whole system of fortifications, the strongest being those on the Rocchetta and 
Oro peaks, which are some 5,000 feet high.

UDINE, Italy. June 28, via Paris,| 

5:50 p.m.—The bombardment of Mal- 
borghetto continues. This laconic phrase 
has been repeated daily since the bom­
bardment of the Austrian positions just 
west of Tarvis began on June 12. To 
understand its meaning one must realize 
that the struggle is occurring in the 
very heart of precipitous mountains, 
which rise between the Italians and 
Austrians like a titanic wall.

The work accomplished by the Italians 
in this region is described by the head 
of the French military mission as 
cyclopic. A special road has been built 
for the transportation of artillery to 
the peaks for the bombardment of Mal- 
borghetto. Donkeys and mules were 
used for carrying the guns, ammunition 
and provisions and a thousand moun­
taineers, and even women, climbed the 
heights with packs on their shoulders.

When everything was ready the Aus. 
trians bombarded the road and made 
the Italian positions untenable. The 
Italian gunners then decided to bom­
bard Malborghetto by parabolic fire and 
placed their batteries behind the moun­
tains, where the Austrians could not 
see them.

With the assistance of signallers on 
top of the mountain, the Italian gun- 
ners, in the presence of King Victor 
Emmanuel and the members of the Brit- 
ish military mission, began a bombard­
ment of the position. The first shot fell 
500 yards wide, but the second went near 
and struck what the Italians call Aus­
tria's Thermopylae. Enthusiasm among 
the Italians was undescribable. The 
King shook hands with the officers di­
recting the gunnery and he was also 
warmly congratulated by the British 
officers.

Motor 
trouble obliged him to make a landing 
during his return; he succeeded in 
reaching Swiss territory at Rhein­
felden."
