Friedman at Montreal.
Montreal. May 1.—Dr. Friedman, dis­

coverer of the alleged cure for tuber­
culosis, arrived in the city this morn- 
ing from New York for the purpose 
of retreating the patients he vaccin­
ated upon the occasion of his first visit 
to Montreal. The announcement in the 
morning paper of the intention of the 
German physician to return here to­
day caused hundreds of tuberculosis 
patients to surround the King Edward 
Institute, where a clinic will be held 
this afternoon. Dr. Friedman, how­
ever, will not vaccinate any new pa- 
tients, and will content himself with 
giving a second injection to those he 
treated before.
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REFUSED RIGHT TO MAKE STATEMENT 
WHEN STRAIGHT PARTY VOTE TAKEN -

Ottawa, May 1.—The Ottawa Citizen 

(Conservative), in a leader today, com­
ments strongly on the partisan char­
acter of the Proudfoot investigation.

not present at the committee on privi­

The London Press Believes That Raid by Scotland Yard Men

Organization.

May-Day Finds Harmony Rul­

ITS WORST ASPECT.

[Canadian Press.]
Montreal, May 1.—Commenting on yes­

terday's developments before the elec­
tions and privileges committee of the 
Ontario Legislature the Gazette (Con­
servative) this morning says:

"It Is not presumed that Mr. Hanna 
would accept a bribe of $500 to put in the 
way of settlement of a dispute as to 
what the Province's obligations were in 
connection with a matter of service and 
contract. If he took the $500 as a cam­
paign contribution he did what many 
others in like position have done, though 
few have had such reason to regret their 
action.

The course of his political opponents on 
the committee lias been calculated to 
give his action its worst aspect and to 
fasten that aspect on the public mind. 
No statement of the majority of the 
majority of the committee, however 
judicial, will check the use made of what 
has transpired. The knowledge that this 
was likely to be the case was behind the 
minority’s action."

PEACE IN ALL TRADES

That perfect harmony prevailed in 
the industrial life of London was shown 
today when The Advertiser questioned 
several of the labor leaders of the city 
as to whether May Day had brought 
about any changes between the work- 
ingmen and their employers.

J. Harry Bastla, president of the 
Trades and Labor Council, stated that 
there were no issues at present between 
the two sections of the industrial life 
of the city. Mr. Bastla said that al­
though there had been a certain amount 
of friction some time ago in connec­
tion with the carpenters, the difficul­
ties had been adjusted.

Other labor men stated that May 
Day is not as significant in Canada as 
it is in other countries, and that there 
was no friction in the building trades.

The vitality of militancy, 
which has ceased to have any real 
connection with the vote, and has lost 
the sympathy of the great mass of suf- 
fragists, cannot survive the destruc­
tion of ils organization."

For 
many years he was a private banker 
at Embro, but gave up business on 
assuming the presidency of the 
Farmers’ Bank of Canada, of which 
he was one of the founders.

Taking a course at the Royal Mili­
tary College, he saw service at the 
time of the Trent affair, and subse­
quently during the Fenian raid rais­
ed a company at Lakeside, which be­
came absorbed in the Thirty-second 
Oxford Rifles, of which he was after­
wards commanding officer. In 1897 he 
accompanied the military contingent 
to England as paymaster, to represent 
Canada at Queen Victora’s damond

London, May 1.— A proposal that the 

Montenegrin seaports of Antivari and 
Dulcigno shall be occupied by a joint 
international force of Austrians, Ital­
ians and British troops as a further 
demonstration to King Nicholas that 
the European powers are resolved to 
carry out their decision in regard to 
the inclusion of Scutari in the future 
State of Albania, is to be made at 
today’s meeting of the ambassadors in 
London of the European nations.

Should Austria-Hungary accept this 
middle course .its adoption would al­
low time for further pressure being- 
brought to bear on Montenegro, and 
for the making of an arrangement to 
provide her with compensation of some 
kind.

The reply of Montenegro to the de­
mand of Europe for the evacuation of 
Scutari has been received by the 
powers.

ORANGE ORDER PRAISED

Rev. Mr. Fysh Says Protestants Need 
Waking—The Ne Temera 

Decree Discussed.
4

Bilingualism was perhaps the most 
prominent topic of discussion at the 
Protestant mass meeting in the Aud­
itorium on Wednesday evening. The 
Auditorium was well filled. Mayor 
Graham presided as chairman at the 
meeting and introduced as the first 
speaker Mayor Hocken, of Toronto.

Mayor Hocken commenced his ad­
dress by referring briefly to the past 
history of the Orange Order, which, 
he said, had always been tolerant-mind- 
ed, and had always preached and en­
deavored to practice tolerance.

"A band of men who have been in­
corruptible politically tor over half a 
century is a band of citizens worthy 
of consideration," he said.

He then took up the question of bi­
lingual schools in Eastern Ontario, and 
in other counties. "Every person," he 
declared, "who knows the value of the 
English language as a means of com­
municating instruction, must realize 
the fact that bilingualism, and multi­
lingualism, which it leads to, is a 
thing to be abhorred.” Bishop Fallon 
shared this view with him, he said. 
He deplored the fact that many Prot­
estants seemed to lack the sturdiness 
of their Roman Catholic friends in 
standing up for what they believed to 
be right.

The Supreme Issue.
He reviewed the work done by the 

Orange Order in bringing the at­
tention of the Ontario Legislature to 
the condition of affairs in the eastern 
part of the Province. Bilingualism he 
considered the supreme issue in On- 
tario. "I’m a strong advocate of prohi­
bition, and I believe in temperance, 
but I think that bilingualism is the su­
preme issue in Ontario. It is a greater 
menace than any question we have. 
This thing strikes at the very exist­
ence of the Province as an English- 
speaking province. There could be 
no greater degradation to the people 
of Ontario than to have the English 
language driven out of a single coun- 
ty," he declared.

Alleges a Conspiracy.
He expressed the belief that there 

was a conspiracy to get hold of all 
the land in Eastern Ontario and set­
tle It with French Catholics, and that 
money from secret sources was being 
supplied with this end in view. Thus 
the French element gradually became 
dominant in the community, French 
school trustees were elected, and the 
schools soon became bilingual and 
Roman Catholic in their influence. 
Many affidavits had ben obtained 
showing this to be true.

He touched briefly upon the ne 
temere decree, and the Mrs. Tremblay 
case, in which he said the Orange Or­
der had put up $2,000 to help a woman 
who was not even a Protestant, and 
never would be, in order to 
show that British law is British 
law in Canada as elsewhere, and that 
ecclesiastical decrees were of no effect 

"If we could organize Protestants 
into a great non-partisan political 
party there would be no reason to fear 
for the future of this great country,” he 
remarked in closing.

Rev. H. A. Fish.
Rev. H. A. Fish, of Owen Sound, in 

commencing his address, endeavored to 
clear away some of the misapprehen­
sions which, he said, existed in the 
public mind toward the Orange Order. 
He went on to speak of the situation in 
London as he has found It during his 
stay here. "I have found a condition 
of affairs in this city that is astonish­
ing,” he said. "I have found the Prot­
estant body fast asleep in regard to 
questions confronting Canada.”

Many citizens were of the opinion 
that the Roman Catholic population of 
London was much greater than it real­
ly is, he averred. He quoted from fig­
ures obtained at the city hall to show 
that the Roman Catholic population of 
London was only 5,435 as compared 
with over 45,000 Protestants. The 
trouble with the Protestants was that 
they were content to be called by that 
name without any definite understand­
ing of its principles, and the result was 
a surprising apathy to the great ques­
tions which are facing the province at 
the present time.

Reviewing the situation in Eastern 
Ontario, he produced a number of 
affidavits secured there, relating to the 
school question. He also touched brief­
ly upon the ne temere decree and its 
workings in this country. The su­
preme court had declared "that in the­
ory it was not worth the paper it was 
written upon, and Protestants should 
see that it was not allowed to work out 
any better in practice.

Mr. Fred Dane, of Toronto, spoke 
briefly on the necessity of some effi­

A Detroit News dispatch says: Pri­

He 
declares he comes from a good Toronto 
family and his father will prosecute 
to the limit those who attempt to ruin 
his reputation. Beyond this he said 
it was to please one of the whims of 
Chantrey, who is rather feeble and 
eccentric, that he posed as the man's 
son in this city.

The amount required this year for 

the maintenance of the public lavatory 
on the market square will be $1,433, 
according to the reduced estimates 
passed by No. 3 committee Wednes­
day night. A hot water heating system 
will be installed at a cost of $517.

mates for maintenance and buildings 
for the East End market. .

A tender for 300 feet of 2^-inch 
sewer hose for the watering carts was 
let to the Canadian Consolidated Rub­
ber Company at $105. The tender call­
ed for six-ply hose, and the committee 
worried for a long time over the 
problem, because the samples sent con­
tained only two plies of fibre. Fire 
Chief Aitken thought the company 
counted the inner and outer coats of 
rubber as two additional plies, but 
the committe decided to get six-ply 
hose.

Stein 
the other. It was a long time before 
Ald. Ashplant would break the tie. At 
last he voted with Ald. Stein, on the 
ground that the hose favored by him 
was the more pliable. Quotations 
ranged from 75 cents to $1.40 per foot.

Seizure of Bread,
Inspector McCallum reported on the 

seizure of bread, the loaves of four 
bakers, averaging respectively 5.4, 5.8, 
4.9, and 4.2 ounces less than the pound- 
and-a-half required. Two other bakers 
were found to be conforming to the 
law.

The loaves of four bakers averaged 
below the pound-and-a-half require­
ment as follows: Parnell. 5.4 ounces; 
Johnston, 5.8 ounces; Ruddy, 4:9 
ounces; York, 4.2 ounces.

Bread ' weighed from the Gwalchmai 
and Bridle wagons showed these two 
bakers to be conforming to the law.

A communication from the city audi­
tor was read to the effect that a front­
age tax can be legally levied on the 
property having a rear frontage on the 
northeast court of the market square 
for the purpose of laying a pavement 
as far west as the meat market build­
ing.
