The Official Messenger says: His 
death is an irreparable loss to all truly 
patriotic Russians. He was a faithful 
servant of the throne and the father- 
land. He was intellectual and of firm 
will, not sparing himself in health, 
strength or private interests where pub­
lic duty was concerned. He did not 
accomplish all he set out to do, still 
his name must be handed down on the 
list of the great and true,servants of 
his country.

London, July 29.—Premier Balfour, 

in a printed reply to the question an­
nounced by Thomas G. Bowles (Con­
servative) in the House of Commons, 
July 27, asking for information regard­
ing the actions of the Russian armored 
cruiser Dmitri Donskoi in the Mediter­
ranean, confirmed the facts recited by 
Mr. Bowles, and added that the British 
Government’s view is that any ships 
using coal for purposes other than that 
for which it was obtained should not 
thereafter be accorded coaling facili­
ties.

Mr. Bowles asked the Government if 
it were aware that the Russian armor­
ed cruiser Dmitri Donskoi after being 
allowed to take 500 tons of coal at Port 
Said, and after her captain had given 
his word of honor that he would pro­
ceed at once and by the direct route to 
Cadiz, remained off Port Said and stop­
ped and examined six vessels which 
were about to enter the canal, and a 
few days later repeated the stoppage 
off Alexandria. Mr. Bowles also want­
ed to know what steps the Government 
took to prevent belligerent ships secur­
ing at British ports coal to be used in 
the operation of the war.

Russia Backs Down.

The danger caused by Russia’s high- 
landed treatment of neutral ships in 
he Red Sea and Pacific Ocean has 
>een minimized by prudent second 
bought at St. Petersburg. Russia has 
agreed to recall the volunteer ships 
vhich slipped through the Dardanelles 
under false colors and exercised bel- 
igerent powers in the Red Sea. She has 
riven assurances that no more ships 
if this character will issue from the 
Black Sea. This gives a definite inter- 
oretation to the treaty of Paris and 
settles an important principle in favor 
>f Great Britain.

The sinking of the British steamer 
(night Commander in the Pacific 
Ocean by the Vladivostock squadron, 
aised another issue. The Russian war- 
ships were regularly commissioned and 
here was no doubt of their right to 
earch neutral ships; but the destruc- 
ion of a Britisli ship merely on sus- 
icion that it carried contraband of 
var was an outrage which Great Brit- 
tin could not tolerate, and which other 
leutral nations must condemn in self- 
lefense. . The British Government at 
once demanded reparation, and the Pre- 
mier, in the House of Commons, laid 
town the proposition that any ship rea- 
onably suspected of carrying contra­
band of war should be taken by the 
belligerents to one of its own ports for 
trial by a prize court. The sinking of 
he Knight Commander was so plainly 
i violation of international law and 
practice that the commander of the 
•squadron must have been acting on his 
own initiative. The present war will 
assuredly lead to a convention of the 
powers, at which the right of search 
and the nature of contraband goods 
.vill be more clearly and rigidly de- 
ined.

Dundonald’s Exit.
Lord Dundonald was given an en­

thusiastic send-off at Ottawa. There 
was no pretense that the demonstration 
was anything but a party hurrah. The 
organizers sent out printed circulars 
appealing to party feeling by insulting 
references to Sir Wilfrid Laurier. Five 
bands, a procession, and an Earl com­
bined, make a strong attraction for the 
multitude, so there is nothing surpris­
ing in the statement that many Lib­
erals were on the streets. It is for­
tunate for Imperial sentiment that 
Dundonald is not a type of the British 
functionary who is brought into official 
relations with the colonies. He has 
done his best to work mischief in this 
country, but he is powerless because 
Canadians have faith and confidence 
in the wisdom of British statesmanship. 
If British public men made a practice 
of interfering in party politics in this 
country, they would endanger British 
connection. Lord Dundonald has de­
liberately thrown himself into a party 
agitation, but it can be pleaded in ex- 
cuse for him that he is by training a 
soldier, and has not been schooled in 
the constitutional principles upon 
which the relations of the mother coun­
try and the self-governing colonies de­
pend. British statesmen recognize his 
blunder, and the Imperial Government 
has made haste to recall him, though 
the Canadian people are quite cap­
able of taking care of themselves in 
this matter.

Lord Dundonald came to Canada with 
the goodwill of Canadians, who had 
favorable accounts of his record in 
South Africa, and were hopeful that 
they had found at last an Imperial of­
ficer who understood this country. His 
short tenure of office has revealed per­
sonal defects which were not suspect­
ed. His overgrown egotism shows itself 
in an almost childish delight in popular 
adulation, such as being carried on 
the shoulders of husky youths, and dis­
tributing handshakes from his carriage. 
It leads him to imagine that these pop­
ular demonstrations are a purely per­
sonal tribute,but every Canadian knows 
that he is merely a pretext for politi­
cians to work up party feeling by in­
sidious appeals to race prejudice. Lord 
Dundonald, in his speeches at Ren­
frew and Ottawa, dropped phrases 
which were intended to convey the im­
pression that the question of loyalty 
and British sentiment was involved in 
this dispute. The Conservative party in 
Ontario is too ready to jump at that 
sort of thing, and the history of Can­
ada is full of illustrations of the danger 
and mischief of such a course. It is 
to be hoped that Lord Dundonald, who 
is now in Quebec, will not be guilty 
again of unjust and inflammatory ut­
terances of this character. The Mon- 
treal Herald sounds a note of warning 
as follows:

"Montreal, judging by its history, 
both recent and remote, is not the 
place where the match may be 
touched to the loose materials with 
the minimum of conflagration risk. 
Four years ago we had ample proof 
of that. True Canadians may well 
pray that such scenes as then dis­
graced the metropolitan city of Can­
ada may now be avoided, but some 
apprehension must remain with those 
who- remember the incident, and how 
it was differently reported for city 
and country readers by the paper 
that is now doing its best to excite 
prejudice against Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
and to that end most actively exploit­
ing Lord Dundonald. The people of 
Montreal, we venture to believe, are 
tired of that sort of thing, and Lord 
Dundonald, if he is at all anxious to 
carry with him the undivided respect 
of the people of this city, will do well 
to be on his guard against those who 
count upon him to supply more ma­
terial for their campaign of race 
prejudice against Sir Wilfrid Laurier."

London, July 29. — In the debate on 
the finance bill in the House of Com­
mons last night Sir J. Colomb antici­
pated an increased expenditure on the 
navy, and he urged that the question 
of colonial contributions be brought to 
the notice of the colonies. Mr. Austen 
Chamberlain, the Chancellor of the Ex- 
chequer, replied that he never conceal­
ed his hope that in the years to come 
those great nations of our own flesh 
and blood would take a larger share in 
the welfare of the Empire as.a whole, 
but after the sacrifices made by the 
colonies in recent years and during the 
South African war it was a difficult 
matter to make their present contribu­
tions the subject of criticism or re­
proach in debates in the House. They 
were less likely to secure the good-will 
and assistance of the colonies that way 
than by making a direct appeal when 
they met to discuss common interests. 
Any contributions which they might 
make now or hereafter must be their 
free gift to the service of the Empire. 
"We value their present contribution," 
he said, "chiefly for the sentiment they 
show in the common ties. If in the 
future these ties be strengthened in 
any way the least of thé many advant­
ages we shall reap is that the Empire 
will be more united, the whole feeling 
more keenly its common interest and 
common duties to the flag sheltering 
us all.

Mr. Broderick regretted these calcu­
lation regarding the share of the col­
onies in the navy upkeep. They were 
irritating to the colonies. We had con­
trol of the fleet, and a good many col­
onies might not need a fleet. Those 
who did—he would not say all — had 
subscribed something to the fleet. Other 
colonies subscribed very largely to their 
own defense. Those who paid the piper 
called the tune. They could not expect 
that the colonies, whose foreign affairs 
were administered for them by the 
House of Commons, would contribute 
equal shares with those controlling the 
administration.

Unhappy Russia.
The supposition that the assassin of 

M. de Plehve is a Finn is a reminder 
of the woes of Finland, for which the 
murdered statesman was perhaps more 
responsible than any other influence in 
Russia. The late Czar was a reac­
tionary, but the subversion of Finnish 
liberties was not one of his legacies. 
For a hundred years no Emperor ex­
cept the present one has laid an op­
pressive hand on Finland, the most 
enlightened and prosperous portion of 
the Russian Empire. It was wrested 
from Sweden in 1808-9, the Czar Alex­
ander swearing to observe the Finnish 
constitution, under which the country 
was given control over its internal af­
fairs, and the extent of military ser­
vice was limited. De Plehve was 
credited with being the bad angel of 
Nicholas, who has been seduced from 
his solemn oath to respect the rights 
of Finland and carry on the benevolent 
policy of his predecessors. Less than 
two months ago. the Governor of F n- 
land, a creature of de Flehve's, sent 
to dragoon the Finnish people, was as­
sassinated by the son of a Finnish 
senator. Whether de Plehve has per 
ished by the hand of a Finn, a Jew or 
a Russian, the motive for the crime 
is the same, and reveals the blind, per­
verted instincts of justice and freedom 
which have been trampled upon by a 
brutal despotism. The rulers of Rus­
sia walk in the shadow of the assassin, 
but it may be questioned whether as­
sassination has ever yet tempered the 
policy of tyrants. Unhappily in Rus­
sia the system of oppression is based 
upon the loyalty, superstition and 
ignorance of ten of millions of peasants 
who are little better than serfs, and 
are untouched by the intellectual move­
ments sweeping over the upper and 
middle classes. The peasant is the 
product of centuries of slavery and 
oppression, and regards his wrongs 
with stolid indifference or with the re- 
signation of despair. The chief hope

Case Will Now Be Carried by 
Plaintiff to the Privy 

Council.

THE C UC LARD a dam. At that time City Engineer 
Robinson said that he favored hy­
draulic power, but that he did not 
favor the changing of the plans, steam 
pumping having been provided for, be­
cause the commissioners would be tak­
ing too much responsibility upon them­
selves. Then, again, under the water- 
works act of 1873, which was a special 
act secured by the city of London, the 
city did not secure power to construct 
a dam. The same year, however, the 
Government put through a general act 
giving water commissioners power to 
construct waterworks and perform such 
other works as might be deemed ne­
cessary to the construction of a proper 
waterworks system, and the city claims 
that the words quoted cover the build- 
ing of the dam. Then, again, the city 
claims that the plaintiff is non-suited 
by the fact that he did not bring action 
within 20 years of the, time the flash- 
boards were put on. The reply of Mr. 
Ivey to this is that the flash-boards 
were put on the dam in 1880, and action 
was brought against the city in 1897 or 
seventeen years later.

Mr. Ivey also points out that he has 
submitted as evidence the minutes of 
the proceedings of the water commis- 
sioners, which go to show that the 
flash-boards were put up in 1880, not 
by the commissioners for pumping pur- 
poses, but to accommodate the Thames 
Navigation Company, which then op­
erated a line of boats on the river The 
water, being very low, the boat own­
ers agreed to pay a license of $25 per 
boat if the flash-boards were put up. 
and the water commissioners agreed 
to the proposition, although a clause 
was inserted that the Thames Naviga­
tion Company would be called upon to 
guarantee the city against all claims 
for damages which might be entered 
as the result of the boards being placed 
on the dam. The same year the flash- 
boards were put up, and claims for 
damages were entered bv Mr. Saunby. 
for alleged loss of power at his dam 
and the secretary of the water commis­
sioners was instructed to issue orders 
to have the flash-boards on the dam 
reduced a foot in height. Then claims 
for damages were presented by Messrs. 
Barrett and E. W. Harris, whose land, 
it was alleged, was flooded through the 
presence of the flash-boards, and in 
1880 the city settled with Harris for the 
sum of $100.

"In short,” said Mr. Ivey, "we base 
our claim on the fact that the dam was 
built without the permission of the 
Government, and that it was not coh- 
structed under the act, and we feel 
that as seven out of ten judges agreed 
with us in Canada, we stand a very 
good chance of winning in England."

It is understood that up to date each 
side to the suit has spent fully $3,000. 
If the city loses, it will mean that the 
water commissioners must either buy 
the Saunby property, or else remove the 
flash-boards. The boards are put on 
each spring, and are kept on the dam 
all summer. If they are removed, the 
city cannot secure the necessary power 
from the dam to pump water, and to 
run the steam pumps instead would 
mean an expenditure in coal alone of 
about $25 per day. As this would be a

The important announcement was 
made today that the application in the 
ease of Saunby vs. the water commis­
sion of London, for leave to appeal 
from the decision of the supreme court 
at Ottawa, has been granted by the 
Privy Council. Thus the water commis- 
stoners will be compelled to defend 
themselves once again, this time in 
England, against the action for dam­
ages instituted some years ago by Mr. 
Saunby.

The action dates back to 1897, when 
Mr. Saunby instituted proceedings, 
claiming damages from the water com­
mission for maintaining flashboards on 
the waterworks dam, thereby backing 
the water up in the north branch, so 
that his dam was incapable of furnish­
ing proper power to turn the wheel at 
his mill. The case hung fire until 1902. 
when it was tried before Judge Fal­
conbridge at London, and a verdict in 
favor of the plaintiff was rendered, and 
the commissioners were ordered to re- 
move the flashboards, and a reference 
was also made to the master in chan­
cery to assess the damages, the de­
fendant had suffered during the years 
the flashboards had been maintained.

The water commissioners appealed 
and carried the case to the court of 
appeal at Toronto, but the judgment 
given at London was upheld. Once 
again the commissioners refused to ac- 
cept the verdict, and appealed to the 
supreme court at Ottawa.In this lat- 
ter appeal the commissioners beat Mr. 
Saunby, and all appeared plain sail­
ing for the commissioners. This was, 
however, reckoning without consider­
ing what Mr. Saunby might do

Messrs. Hellmuth & Ivey, acting for 
the plaintiff, after considering the case, 
decided to appeal, and made applica- 
tion to the Privy Council, for leave to 
appeal, which has now been granted. 
Mr. Ivey said today to a reporter that 
in the face of all the facts he felt 
thoroughly justified in carrying the 
case to the highest tribunal in the 
Empire. Of the ten judges who have 
passed upon the case in Canada, seven 
have been in favor of Mr. Saunby’s 
contentions, the plaintiff having won 
in the trial at London and 
in the court of appeal at Toronto, hut 
lost at Ottawa, though two of the five 
judges of the supreme court upheld the 
plaintiff’s case, and one of the three 
judges who went against the defendant 
had stated that if it were within the 
power of the supreme court to do such 
a thing he would issue a mandamus 
guaranteeing the plaintiff damages 
against the commission.

While not 
defending Mr. Jackson's indiscretions, 
he contended that he had not done 
anything to render himself liable to 
the law, and that there was no dif­
ference morally between Mr. Jackson 
paying for evidence and respectable and 
honorable gentlemen in the Conserva­
tive party advertising that they would 
pay rewards for evidence which would 
unseat Liberal candidates who carried 
their ridings. Mr. It. L. Borden con­
demned Sir Richard for his inability to 
find any more forcible language than 
"indiscreet" to describe Mr. Jackson’s 
conduct in seeking to procure evidence 
true or false. There never was a more 
damnable doctrine more unblushingly 
avowed, said Mr. Borden, than that 
preached bar Sir Richard in this con­
nection. One Government supporter, 
Mr. Erb, 'South Perth, voted in the min­
ority. In supply items aggregating $2.- 
250,000 were voted for the public works 
department.

HUNTING THE SEA OTTER
Try "Lowe Inlet” Always

CANNED SALMON Reliable Few Now Left of This Pesutiful Fur 
Bearing Animal.

Quebec, July 29. — The demands of 
fashion and of sport and the innate 
love of destruction threaten the ex­
termination of the beautiful sea otter. 
Many years before the settlement of 
California by the Americans, Russian 
fur traders had trading and hunting 
posts along the coasts of Upper and 
Lower California for the purpose of 
securing the pelts of these animals.

The enormous beds of kelp found 
along these shores were adapted to the 
habits of this otter, which fed on the 
sea urchins and shellfish abounding in 
these sea meadows. In early times, 
otter were plentiful on the coasts of 
California, Oregon, Queen Charlotte 
and Vancouver Islands and the south 
coast of Alaska, and they were es­
pecially abundant throughout the Aleu­
tian and Kurile Islands.

In the last quarter of a century 
there has been a great scarcity of 
these beautiful skins, which have come 
only from a single point off the coast 
of Washington and from the islands to 
the south of Behring Sea.

In hunting the otter the natives of 
these northern islands employ frail 
skin canoes, called bidarkas, somewhat 
resembling the kayaks of the Esqui­
maux. The natives of the Aleutians 
and the Kuriles are very expert with 
the spear, which is thrown with a 
hand board. A number of bidarkas, 
with two men in each, go in company, 
and when the game is sighted the 
canoes form in a half-circle behind the 
other, and all the hunters who are 
near enough throw a spear. Then
