A varoansk addition to the ranks of the
commercial papers of our American neigh-

"bors is the Dry Goods Chronicle of New York,

which commenced its career with the New
Year. The reading matteris well writlen
and carefully selected, the market reports are
full and reliable, aud the mechanical part of
the paper leaves nothing {o be desired.
The Canadian Journal of Fabrics is a new
venture in this city, developed from what was
lately known as the Dry GPoods Report. It is
neatly printed, and cieditably compiled.

Tus black list prepared by the Toronto
tailors is snid to have a salutary eflfect upon
collections. The system mipght with advan-
tage be adopted by grocers, mercers, habor-
dashers, cditors, and others whose outstandings
among o questionable class of customers form
unfortunately n large part of their assets from
year to year. The man who ‘docs not pay
for the clothes on his back- or the bread that
lines his ribs is mean enough, but is not to be
compared to him who neglects to pay for his
puper.

Ox Thursday last a meeting of his croditors
was called by Mr. W. Russell of the Novalty
Works, Guelph, to consider his affairs, when a
statement was presented, showing a nominal
surplus, but really a considerable deficit. The
factory and machinery are’ encumbered by
$1300 in mortgages, and the paper and other
debts some $9,000 more. The assets, being
stock manufactured and unmanufectured, are
nbout equal to his other liabilities. An in-
formal offer of 35 cents on the unsecured

liabilities was discussed, and an adjournment
made for a week o perfect the arrangement.

THE respectable firm of John Allan & Sons,
dealers in fish, Halifax, N.S,, have shared in
the general dullness aflecting the fishery busi-
ness for some time past, and on the 2nd inst.
made an assignment. The total linbilities are
about $17,000, of which nearly $9,000 are pre-
ferred, and they show a nominal surplus of
$56,000. At o meeting, held the Tth inst. they
submitted an offer of 50 cents in the dollar in
ten months and the remaining 50 cents in 20
months, to which all creditors present gave
their consent.

Ix conncetion with the short line railway
scheme the following from Bangor, Me., is in-
teresting A meeting of dircctors of the
International railway was beld bere, the fol-
lowing gentlemen being present: & Thos. C.
Colby, president, Stansiead, Canada; D. E.
McFee, of Lennoxville, Canadn; F. A, Wilson
and E. R. Burpee, of Bangor: They voted to
accept the location of the line from a point on
the Kennehbee river, half a mile from Moose-
head Lake, across the lake, and almost direct-
ly cast to Mattawamkeag, on the Maine
central railrond. Plans will by filed at once.

Josern  Chartrand, dealer in toboggans,
Indian curiositics, and faucy articles, of this
city, has assigned,“with liabilities of $3,500.
The assets consist only of a small stock and
fixtures, and will probably realise but litile.
An informal meeting of creditors was-held on
the 12th, when it was.decided to keep the store
open until May, and thus gradually sell off the
stock. Mr. Chartrand has only been in busi-
ness since May, and hiz early collapse has

irritated some of his creditors, so that no com-
promise is likely to be granted. A meeting
will be held at the Court Mouse on the 18th
proximo.

"A vissoLurioy has taken place in the lead-
ing wholesale dry goods house of Messta.
Gault Bros. & Co, this city, Mr. Samuel
Finley retiving from the firm. The business

will be carried on as usual by the remaining
partners.

Oun Calgary correspondent sends us the fol-
lowing business changes which have taken
place inthe town—I. G. Vanwart & Son have
sold out their general store to G. C. King, and
the butehershop of A. P. SBamples & Co., has
been disposed of to Duan & Lyman. Among
new undertakings are Messrs. I. C. Power &
Co.,, an American firm, who have opeued a
large dry goods stock and arc sniéto Dave
good backing, and Kenuniston & Douglas, who
are commencing business in a gencral store.—
The Calgary Tribune, a new weekly addition
1o the ranks of the Canadian press, has started
under favorable suspices.

Tup firm of W. T. Chambers & Bro, gents
furnishings, of Toronto, has assigned.  Lia-
bilities are stated to be $5,536 of which $1,240
is for rent of store. The assets consist of
stock 52,747 ; book debis $100 and fixtures
$363. The estate will probably pay 10 cents
of the dollar. The firm hasg been in existenco
for about two years, Mr. Chambers having
previously been a’ traveller for a Montrea
house. The canse of failure is slated to be
gevere competition and the. fact that the trade
done’did not compensate for ihe heavy rent
and expenses jncurred.

AUSTRALIAN TRADE.

Now that the Canadian Pacific is an ac-
complished fact, and a Pucific Steamship
Tine from Vancouver Westward and South-
westward one of theprobabilities ofthe near
future, anything which will add “to our
stock of information as to the trade of the
Australian Colonies should be of interest to
our merchants and manufacturers. We,

therefore, qrint clsewhere a synopsis of a'

letter addressed to the Muil by Mr. 7. W.
H. Leavitt, of Syduney, NS, formerly a
resident of Canada. Mr. Leavitt scems to
be well-informed both as to the require-
ments of the community in which he now

resides, and the goods which Canadians
produce amd eould ship to snpply these re-
quirements,

The Austvalian market is not unknown to
Canada. More of our manufactures than

people are gencrally aware of are shipped

there every year, cspecinlly of agricultural
jmplements, musical instruments, and ma-
chinery generally. The market is, however,
o very considerable one, and we should
send our Southeru brethren far more goods
than we do,

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Mr. Leavitt names the special lines
which he thinks Canadians should culti-

vate. Besides the items just mentioned -

above he gives sewing machines, furniture,
carriages, hardware, lumber and wooden-
ware, and fish.

The population of all the Australian
Colonies, inclnding Tasmania and New Zea-
land, was estimated in 1884 at 3,092,000,
the area being about 3,075,000 square miles,
or a little more than that of the United
States (excluding Alaska). The community
is believed to stand highest amongst the
most prosperous nations in respect of the
average wealth of the people. From a re
cent report by the consul general of the
United States we get the following figures :

The population grows slowly, chiefly ow-
ing to the distance from Burope, and the
great inconvenience and expense of (rans-
port. Ior this reason wages are high,
especially in the harvest field, and labor-
saving machinery for farm work is a great
désideratum.  Local enterprise to supply
this to some extent is not lacking, since in
Victoria alone there are no less than 63
manufacturers of agricultural implements,
employing 1352 men. This colony is, how~
ever, the most advanced in an industrial
point of view, and returns at the close of
1884 a total of 2777 manufacturing estalb-
lishments employing 46,857 hands, in a
population of 931,000,

« population. It will be seen that many of

the articles are such as Canada manufac-
tures largely. At present suppliesiare main-
ly had from Great Britain, but since, under
the new auspices, British Columbia has be-
come a hulf-way house between England
and Australia, we cannot see why wo
should not share in the market.

The.matter is well worthy the attention
of some of our enterprising manufacturers,
to whom we commend the note of warning
as to the class and style of goods with
which Mr, Leavitt concludes his letter,

TRADE IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The Daily Colonist of Vietoria, B.C.,
publishes an interesting summary of the
state of trade at the principal ports of the

" Province. It asserts that in almost every

branch of trade a gratifying advance has
resulted from the year’s work, The saimon
pack for 1885 is considerably smaller, but
better prices have been sccured, and thereis,
confidence that the market will continue to
have an npward tendency. The ounly dis-
satisfaction expressed is with the decreased
output of lumber, this being ocecasioned by
the overstocking of the foreign markets,
There is at present no immediate prospect of
a strengthening of the demand.

The source of supply has considerably
changed during the past couple of years,
eastern Canada now furnighing a largequota
of the goods sold in the market, and espe-
eially is this the case in the grocery and pro-
vision trade; Canadian clothing, hosiery and
cottons form the chief stocks of those lines
now kept Dby retailers, Competition has
been keen between eastern houses repre-
sented there by agents and the old establish~
od firms, but all have done a fair business—
an increase over other years, though with
somewhat diminished profits.

While the opening of the C. P. R. for
through traflic will divert a certain amount

-of trade from Victoria, it is confidently an.

ticipated that, consequent upo'n the increase
of population, new markets will be opened
up that will draw their supplies from that
city, and thus keep its distributing trade up
to its present very satisfactory standard,
The outlook is thought to be bright, and,
considering the various preparations that
are already made to add to Vietoria’s build-
ing and manufactures during the entering
year, there is good reason for indulging that

" hope.

THE IRON TRADE.

In recentigsucs we have drawn attention
to evidences of improvement in thé iron
trade, and it is pleasing to state that the
situation continues favorable. Two excep
tionally large orders for steel rails covering
40,000 tons, and considerable purchases of
pig-iron in the English market on American
account firat caused holders to take o more
favorable view of the position of the iron
and steel industry. On this point the London
Eeonomist says :—The effect of these pum
chases has manifested itself most in the
price of Cumberland hematites, which are
advanced 2s 6d to 33 6d per ton from the
lowest point.  Scoteh pigsiron warrants,
being largely dealt in by speculators, have
also felt the effect, and are firm at 1s 6d ad-
vance from the lowest, and ‘in Middlesbro’
‘buyers are willing to payan advance for
forward contracts. As the sales to the
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United States are largely for forward
delivery, there is little evidence yet of
increased shipments * and the Board of
Urade Relurns continue satisfuctory; but it
isa pretty safe propheey to assert that dur-
ing the next few months the eflect of this
husiness will be seen in increased exports to
the United States.

Confining our attention for the nonce to
the condition of the British marketls we find
that outside of America, the foreign trade of
the country is qitiet, and this, says the
same authority, is especially observable in
our exports of pig-iron to Cermany and
Molland, the fignres for the ecleven months
of the yenr being 369,669 tans, against 487,
006 tons in 1881, This may betraceable to
the depression experienced in the German
iron trade, in common with others; on the
other hand it is gratifying to see the trade
with India and onr colonies well maintained.
Railway extensions in India have helped our
exports of railroad fron this year, the tolal
for eleven months being 271,018 tons,
ngainst 145,634 tons in 1884, and there is

fuir reason to hope that these will rather ex- -

tend than diminish, looking at what is
happening alpresent in connection with our
Indian Kmpire. Our-home trade is quiet,
It there are indications that the low prices
flow ruling are favorable to the giving out
of orders.  Ship-buikling is more active on
the Clyde, and thie heavy losses of shipping
Iately reported will likely lead to new ordery
lg replace the vessels l(i;sh”

1t s noted as o strange circumstance that
mannfactured iron, such as  rails, bars,
hoops, sheels, &e., is slow of sale and prices
depresseld, whilst raw materinla, such as
coal and pig‘hﬁn, are firm, the laller having
n distinet tendency to advance in price.
Speculators hiave, in  consequence, been
drawn towards iron, and there is just the
danger that prices may be driven up too
soon and too quickly. No advance in the
price of raw material ean be maintained nn-
less sustained by a growing and increasing
demand for the manufactured article, and
- any movement based on speenlation alone
would soon break down, beside inflicting in-
Jjury on legitimate trade through the unneces-
sary fluctuations. Tt ig algo well to bear in
mind the large stocks at present lheld in
Gireat Britain and the reserve of producing
power ready to be brought into play at any
advanee in prices. The stocks held in
makers’ and pnblic stores is probably not
less than 2,000,000 tons, and out of 894 fur-
naces buill in the country only 419 are in
blast at the present time.

The Iron Age cstimaies Lthe new lines
likely to be made in 1886 at 6,000 or 7,000
miles, but probably a cousiderable propor-
tion of these will not get beyond the projec-
tion stage.

The monthly statement of pig-iron fur-
naces in the United States shows a total of
275 in blast, with a weekly capacity of 91,-
814 tons on January lst, an increase over
the previous mouth of 21 in the number of
furnaces and 6,848 tons in the weekly eapa-
cily. The increase ineludes 10 anthracite
and 15 bitwminous furnaces. There was a
falling oft of 4 charcoal furnaces.

¢ Since the frst of Oeclober,” says the
Tron Age,  there has been n decided in-
crease. At that time 75 anthracite furnaces,
with & capacity of 20,318 tous, were in blast
Junuary st it had increased lo 104 furnaces
with 29,811 tons enpacity. The bituminous
furnaces had incrensed in (he same time
from 88, with a capacity of 43,234 tons, to
114 with a capacity of 54,199 tons.

which are now offered in almost bewilder-
ing variety.

Muslins, of course, form a leading staple
and the lines of figured suisses shown
will  undoubtedly be favorites; cern
grounds form a feature in this season’s
goods, and new lines are beautifully fignred
in self and other colors and in a large
variety of patterns, Grenadine inusling with
chenille spot effects will also be largely
worn, beige grounds being much afiected,
and plain and printed. Hindoo musling will
also find a ready market. One of the pret-
tiest novelties shown this scason are diced
grenadines printed with flower patterns in
bright colors, on cream, beige, and eaffee
grounds, while fine oatmenl cloths are aleo
offered in the smine tints, and printed with a
variely of novel patterns. These lines can-
not fuil to become popular favorites. Swiss
checks printed in all patterns will also be

strong competitors for use in spring cos-"

fumes,

Plain and striped canvas cloths are offered
in cream, beige, and gold brown shades;
there is algo a growing fecling for navy. The
leading patterns show broad basket stripes:
of a lighter or contrasting ehade, and will
malee up into stylish and useful goods, Dur-
ing the coming season gold brown will be
the fashionable color, and all the leading
noveltics are largely of thisshade,

In ginghams and chambrais the butlon
bouele, and plain bonelé, effects are the etyle,
in fact, a rough surface with light weight
will ‘form the leading characteristic of
spring dress fabrics.  Striped paiterns are
universal, and are shown in all shades, both
in self-colors and conirasts, Crape and oat-
meal cloths also show the button boucle
effects 5 and in preity light shades will form
a stylish, though somewhat more expensive,
novelty.

Liace dress goods for draperics are offered
in all shades, gold brown, as before indieated,
being the fashionable color.- Open work
Inces will also  be largely worn.

The show of spring fabrics proves that
although prices will not be much ensier
than last year, the lower rates ruling on the =
other side have had the eflect of enabling

better article {o their buyers than heretofore
for the eame amount of money, while the
wide range of patterns and artistic beanty of
design exhibited by all dress goods leave
nothing to be desired,

THE BOARD OF TRADE.

The annual report of the Council of the
Montreal Board of Trade has been issued, and
treats at some length- with the important
questions brought under the notice of that
body during the past year. With most of
those we have already dealt, but we find room
for a few extracts which possess more than
ordinary interest,

It is satisfactory to be reminded that the
Government has given assurances that strict
quarantine will be establishied against cholera,
and that in order to facilitate the inspection
of vessels arriving by the St.Lawrence it is the
intention of the Department of Agrienliure
to supply the Medical Superintendent. with a
small steamer fitted with disinfecting appli-
ances,—also that the gquarantine station at
Grosse Isle (which, it is believed, is the best
appointed on the continent) will be continned
in a state of thorough ecfficiency. It is
affivmed that every vessel arriving will be
strictly inspected, witha view Lo prevent the
entry of sickness, while, at the same time,,
care will be talken to cause as litile detention
as possible in the interest of commerce,

In August last Commander Maxwell wrole
to say that he had been instructed by the
Hydrograpler of . the Admiralty to begin a
marine survey of cerlain portions of the
River St. Lawrence, and requesting that the
Couneil indicate to him the localitics deemed
to require examination, and the order of
their importance. It is hoped the Command-
er'’s investigations are the beginning of the
greatly needed re-survey,not only of the coast
and soundings, bui also of the prevailing
currents. :

The position of the fisheries question is
thus stated :—It is well known that in 1834
ihe authorities at Washinglon gave a year’s
notice to the Government of Great Britain
that the Fisheries’ clauges of the Trealy of
Washington must berevoked. Before nego-
tinting about any renewal it is understood
that Lord Derby, then the Tmperial Secretary
for the Colonies, corresponded with the
Government at - Otiawa. . -The result of .
negotiations that subsequently took place
between the British Minister and the Secre-
tary of State ‘of Washington was that,
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while Figshery Clauses wounld lapse on 1st
July, the abrogation of so mnch as related
lo international fishing privileges, ghould not
be enforced for six months longer,—that
extension will terminate on 4th January,
1886. In mil-summer, when a r¢-imposition
of customs duties threatened to serionsly
embarrass the large trade in all kinds of
produce between Newfoundland and Canada,
your Council co-operated with the Corn
Fxchange Association in earnest efforts to
procure a temporary removal of the restric-
tions, their joint exertions being successful.

Pregident Cleveland, in lus message to the
U. 8. Congress, which met lnst month, re-
commends o Commission for the settlement
of the Fisheries’ question on an equitable
and permanent basis. Oun the subject of
I'arifl’ modifications he favors ‘the addition
of Lumber and Salt to the free list, but he
seems to be of opinion that such changes as
might be incident to an increase of trade be-
tween Canada and the United States should
be the resunlt of Legislative rather than of
Tixccutive action.

The work towards ihe additional deepen-
ing of the channel' between Montreal and
Quebee, to obtain 27} feet depth al low
waler, has bheen carried forward with vigor
and satisfactory success. Three of the
dredges were greatly improved and increased
in working capacity last year, and have done
excellent serviee during the past summer;
two of them, engaged in cutting through the
roek shoals in the vicinity of Cap-n-la-Roche,
have averaged about three times more daily
worlk than hefore; and the third one,engaged
in Lake St. Peter, has averaged about. two
and one-half times more than before alier-
ation. A powerful steam grapple was
recently added to the plant, and it has greatly
increased the eapacity for clearing the chan-
nel of large honlders.

The estimate by Mr. Keunnedy, the engin-
cer of the Trust, of cost and time involved,
when the additional depth to the channel
was Leing urged upon the Government by
the Commissioners, is thus far verified, and
it is expeeted that the 273 feet will be avail-
able by the end of 1887.

The Portwarden’s report centains, among
other interesting facts, the following:—On
the 9th July, the gteamship Norwegian left
port, drawing 25 feet 10 inches.. On the
20th of the snme month the Seandinavian
left, drawing 25 feet 9 inches, aud on the
14th November the Nestorian sailed, draw-
ing 26 feet 2 inches. This is, T believe, the
decpest draft that ever left the port of Mont-
real, The import trade of the port has been
fully up to last year in volume, and all our
ships brought fairly good cargoes. The
article of sugar continnes to be largely im-
ported from the West Indies, Brazil, Java,

din, and_other places of growth, giving

employment to a large amount of ionnage
that would not otherwise visit this port. The
shipments of our staple arlicles of export
have been, on the whole, lnrger than last
year. There has been no scarcity of cargo
to load our ships outward; in fact, during-
the Jatter part of the season, there was more
eargo offering than could be taken,

A comparison of the figures for 1885 with
those of the preceding year will show that
there was & slight increase in the number of
vessels and in topnage, but there was a de-
crease in the value of merehandise imported
amounting to $4,953,543, and & decrease in
exports of $1,870,529.
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The trade of the city for the past year
was, on the whole, satisfactory. There was
an increase of 5} per cent on the tonnage
over 1884, a decrease on exports of 8 per
cent; decrease of imports 11 per cent, of
duty of } per cent. If we take 1882 as the
most prosperous one experienced 1885 shows
3 per cent fewer ships, but 23 per cent more
tonnage; 4 per cent less exports, 27 per cent
less imports, and 20 per cent less revenue.
The export of grain has increased 19 per
cent in bulk; phosphates have increased 15
per cent; deala 40 per cent; sawn lumber 18
per cent, and cattle 10 per cent.  There was
a decrease of 46 per cent in flour and meal
and n decrease of 40 per cent in the export
of sheep.

AMERICAN GRAIN IN FOREIGN
BOTTOMS.

The statisticians of the port of New York
have compiled their annual report, and the
American press is now exerdising itself over
the fact thal not one bushel of grain was
carried from that port in American bottoms
during the past season.  Great Britain tales
the lead, her 690 ¢hips, sail and steam,
currying no less than 30,374,334 bushels,
out of u total export of 47,108,264 bushels.
Only 904,972 bushels were carried by Bii-
tish sailing vessels, the bulk being taken_by
sleamers. Her 664 shjps, sail and steam,
carried during the year 1884, 25,177,009
bushels of grain, as against 20,216,778
bushels carried by other flags in 557 vessels.

Germany comes next, with 4,904,792
bushels, e¢arried in 204 vessels, and she is
closely followeld by Belgium, which shows a
total of 4,518,177 bushels, carried in 73
vessels, all of which were sail. The Frencl,
Danish, Duteh and Italian flags all carry
less than 2,000,000 bushels cach, and the
Spanish, Swedish, Portuguese, Nbrwegiﬂn,
respeetively, carry less than a  million
bushels.  The Brazilian flag, it is worthy of
remark, took 8,125 bushels, paying one visit
only for the carriage of grain,

During 1884 two sailing vessels under {he
Stars and  Stripes earried something like
69,000 bushels; but these ships have since
been disposed of, and now fly a foreign flag.
Russin imported no grain from the United
States during 1884 and 1885,

The great decreasein the exports of wheat

are at once apparent. In 1880 there was
exported to Burope from New York 61,408,
508 bushels ; in 1881, 41,773,996 ; in 1882,
86,738,279 ; in 1883, 20,974,475 and the
following, which are reproduced for com-
parison, shows the various kinds of pro-
ducts exported during the year 1885
Wheat, 16,659,564 bushels; corn, 28,882,-
G4 ; rye, 556,382; oats, 5,994,085 ; barley,
10,559, -Total, 47,108,264 bushels,

but etill more from the fact that the Scotch
people are proverbial for concealing their
poverty from the eye of the world, their

_condition of business interests of various
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sturdy independence prompting them to
malke every possible effort before appealing
The depreszed

kinds in Great Britain has Leen long well
understood by the commereial world ; it has
formned one of the principal weapons in the
armory of the advocates of * fair trade,”
and Scotland has had to takeits share of the
general dullness, Many intelligent political
economists have endeavored to show that

this state of affuirs is the direet and natural,

result of the free trade policy so long pur-
sued with success by Great Britain, and that
some measure of _protection must be given
to English ind ustries if the slaughtering of

cheap foreign goods in her markets is to be

prevented ; but, be this asit may, it is certain
that for some years past the great shipbuild-
ing interests of the Clyde have felt keenly
the hard times and the consequent lack of
money for investment in tonnage. The
Clyde has, it may be said, always been the
great centre of the shipbuilding industry of
Great Britain, and yet it has been no uncom-
mon thing during the past few years {o see
whole ship yards along that river where not
a hammer was heard nor a workman o be
seen, and this in epite of the low prices
ruling for all descriptions of shipping.

A few weeka ago reports: were circulated

that the Clyde shipbuilding trade showed.

some prospeets of revival, but more recent
letters emphatically deny these fuvorable
rumors and the later accounts of distress
anong, the working classes corroborate thé
denial.

At the same time, that this distress does
not apply to all classes is proved from the
fact that the deposits in the Glasgow sav-
ings banks are considerably above the
average, the Glasgow National Security
Savings Bank having on deposit sums ag-
gregating about $21,260,000, mostly from
the” middle classes, a state of affairs which
shows the proverbial thrift of the Scottish
people has borne substantial fruit @ but it is
on the skilled laborer that the long period
of either entire or partial lack of work las
told most severely, and as this is the class
which i3 most unxious to avoid even the
appearance of dependence, it is only under
severe pressure that their sufferings become
known, ”

THE RECENT CONFLAGRATION.

Barly on Wednesday morning occurred
one of the most disastrous fires, from a
financial point of view, that this city has
‘suffered from for years past, The loeality
of the conflagration was a somewhat diffi-
cult one to work in, as one of the streets
was of the nature of & cul-de-sac, while the
narrowness " of St. Diziér lane
height of the burning buildings further

and the

-cramped the efforts f the firemen. Owing to

the aretic weather which prevailed, ~the
number and quantily of hosé required, the
miserably inadequate water supply and the
floods existing at Point St. Charles which
deluyed the most powerful steamer in the
brigade, the fire soon got beyond control,

~while the steady wind blowing and the

inflammable nature of come of the contents
of the burning warehouses rendered im-
competency still more imcompetent, and the
efforts of the firemen almost nugatory.

This block of Luildings, sitnated in the
very heart of the business part of the city,has
always been considered, from an insurance
point of view,among the safest risks, and that
it should have been go utterly destroyed is a
significant commentary on the efticiency of
our local fire brigade. Mesers. B. & 8. H.
Thompson in whose premises the fire started
state that no inflammable material was in
their store, and say that they are utterly
astonished at the complete hold which the
fire obtained ; but when the flames reached
the premises of Messrs. Smith, Fischel
& Co.,, across the St. Dizier lane, in
which were stored some $80,000 worth
of cigars, ete., a1l hopes of savingthe block
vanished, and it was only by the most unre-
mitting exertions that the conflagration was
prevented from spreading yet further.

Some- time ago the rates on so-called
special risks or factories, ete., were ad-
vanced by the various insurance companies,
as it wasfelt thatit was on these risks that
most of the severe losses were made; and
an attempt was made by an aggrieved party,
by an appeal to the Board of T'rade, to have
the facts looked into by that body, but it
was proved by the insurance companies

that the chlianges made did not really:

affect the general mercantile community,
inasmuch as the rates on ordinary ware-
houses and retail stores had not been
advanced, The rates on the burned pro-
perty are the same as were charged five
years ago, and the fact that such a block
as this could be utterly destroyed with all
its contents, within a few hours, siluated, as
it is, in ‘one of the safest quarters of the city
close to the ceniral fire station, and in the

cenire of our business streets, should awaken

all business men to the necessity that exists
for agsuring the absolute efficienicy of our
fire brigade and its appliances, else the ad-
vance complained of in special risks will
unguestionably—and really we must admit
justly so—be likewise demanded on the
ordinary mercantile hazards.

The amount of insurnnce reaches the high
ﬁ"\n‘e 151,800, and is divided among the
various companjes a8 follows -—-—vaerpool
London and Globe, $55,000; Queen, $18,-

the following amounts are re-insured  in
other  companies :—Citizens  $2,000, Nor-
wich Union, $2,000, and City of London,
$3,300. These figures speal for themselves,
and will impress upon every business man
, the importance of the issues at stalie more
1or(:1bly than any appeals that could be
made in - these columns. Apart from mere

" money loss, the probable loss "of valuable

books, invoices and documents, the destruc-
tion of commodious and well fitted business ~
stands, and the burningof commereial re-
cords of all kinds, form a calamily the
extent of which it is impossible to estimate;
and the effects of a fire, even though fully
covered by insurance, will make itself felt
to any business man for months or even
years after the disaster. Under these cir-
cumstances, the fire brigade ot the commer-
cial metropolis of this Dominion should be -
beyond eriticism, and while rendering a just
tribute to the bravery and efliciency of the
firemen, no one will deny that it'is imperative
that the equipment of the brigade and the
water-supply, and above all the efficiency and
competency of the heads or chiefs of the de-
partment, should be rigorously engquired into

A meeting of the Underwriter’s Association
was held Wednesday afternoon, and, from
what we can gather, it would appear that a
further advance in rates is not improbable ;
and, under all the circumstances, it would
not Lie very surprising, Tt is high time that
Montreal emerged from the incubus of in-
action and employed the ounce of preven-
tion in the matter of fire protection, periodical
submersion and epidemic visitations, We
have effectually driven out the small-pox,
but at grievous loss, general and special; let
us see to it that there is nothing left for it
to fasten on egain—let something be done'to
free us from the threatened yearly inunda-
tions of the lower levels of the city, and let
us have an efficiently equipped and well-
drilled, active fire brigade—with no baulky
horses, or engines on ungeazonable vehicles
~—and no companions in active service, fit
only for sinecural situations~—and indivi-
dual effort may be trusted to propel us along
the highway of progress and prosperity as
it were with leaps and bounds,

THE OUTLOOK ABROAD.

‘The English papers arc discussing the
poeition of the Exchequer s one of the im«
portant factors likely to influence the money
market and the bank rate. As the revenue -
is now working, a much larger amount
than usual will be swept into the Govern-
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ment. acecount at the Bank of England dur-
ingthe early months of 1886, thus enabling
that institution to control the market more
firmly. Tfor this reason,and beeanse the
banke rate bag not yet sufliced to stop the
drain of gold, mueh less attract supplies
frons abroad to make up the loss already
sustained, the general view is that cheaper
money will not be reached for some time.
In the face of this opinion, however, the
narket rate has sinee gone ag low as 24 pér
cent, or 13 per cent below the bank’s oflicial
mininiun,

The Bnglish Treasury returns for 9
months ending 81st December indicate that
its finnnces are following in the same.un_
satisfactory line as those of other countries.
The revenue has fallen below dlie estimates,
while the expenditures are exeeeding them,
und, in addition, a special vote is likely to be
needed for the maintenance of the army in
Egypt.  The past has certainly been o try-
ing year for all who depend on trade and
commerce, whether govermnents or indivi-
duals.

The reviews ofi the year’s business which
appeinrs in various journals are not encourag-
ing. Oncolour exchanges sums it up—
“ Bank of lreland stock has fallen off’ to a
lower point than it has touched in ten yenrs,
‘English railway traflics continue to fall oft';
the Board of ‘Urade returns show a decrense
in exports and imports 3 the bankers clewr-
ing house returns show o decrease ;...
wheat continues to decline in price, and has

now reached a point where it is doubtful if

its cultivation does not result in an actoal
loss to the farmer.”

The revival of trade in Ameriea led 10
liopes of a corresponding revival in Lng-
fand, but this had not manifested itself at
the close of the year,

In New York the money market seems to
liave seltled back again into dulness and
low rates.  Sterling Exchange holds its own
and rates keep np very nenr the shipping
point.  T'he causes of this we huve recently
digenssed, and need only now mention the
fact. From the figures prepared by the
Linancial Clronicle we learn that the
transactions  which pussed  through the
clearing houses in the United States in
1885 show a decrease of 6.6 per cent us
compared with those of 1884, This de-
crense, however, is almost wholly in New
York, the clearing houses, clsewhere being
only one-hatll of one per cent behind for the
yeur. The™slntement has o much better
look if the fignres for the firat and second
halves of the year are taken. The decline
from January to July was 27.1 per cent,
while from July to December there was a
steady increage, averaging for the half year
19,6 per cont. . : )

On the silver question there have been

many propositions and speeches, but nothing
definite either way has been done. The
most noticeable step is & notice given in
conneclion with the eall for $10,000,000 of
3 per cont bonds made by the sceretary of
the trensury. A resolution thai these bonds
shall be paid insilver dollars is to be brought
before the Senate, where it will no doubt
receive a certain support. It is believed
that defeat is certain, yet the mere notice
lina unsettled the value of American bonds
in England. It is, however, difficult to see
what would be gained or Jost by such a pay-
ment beyond the inconvenience to the bond-
holders. Ten millions of silver might be
pnid out by the treasury all over the country,
and'it would drift back to it again through
the customs, the excise and other revenue
payments, The only reault, outside the
zaing of the express companies in carrying
the silver about, would be to unsettle peo-
ples’ mind ag to the future when a continu-
anceof the coinage of silver may have in-
creaged the stock beyond the power of

. absorption.

Tt wmay be noted that, notwithstanding the
citorts whicl the . United States iz making
to sustain the value of silver, it is now at
the lowest poiut for a long term of years,
uamely 47s. 7-16d. per ounce. At the
gume time wheat, which is also being piled
up in the United States, with the iden of in-
creasing its value abroad, has further de-
clined and is now at the lowest price for the
century.

Railroad earnings are reported to be im-
proving steadily, and with them the great
trades which  lhinge on prosperous railway
teaflic.

TI1E FISHERY QUESTION.

Our New York namesake has some re-
marks on this question in its issue of the
9th inst., which tor good sense and modera~
tion we commend to some of our castern
contemporaries. They show that the views
of the better clagses of the American people
and the wore respectable organs of public
opinion differ but little from those enunci-
ated from time to thne in oy own columms.
on this “e mbarrassing question. Our New
York exchange says i—

Some of, our contemporaries have very short
menories.  They are attacking the President
beeause he recommends the appointment of o
joint commiasion to seltle the fishery question
between the United States and Canada. I
these censors will turn hack to their files of
June last, they will there find. that they
praiged the President for engaging to do the
very thing for which they now blame him.
That which was considered a masterly stroke
only six months ago is now condemned as o
weak councession to Canunda—a bage betrayal
of American intevests! Such is the blinding
elfect of pure partisanship which circum-

stances have intensified since June, 1885.
The fear that o reciprocity treaty of some kind,
liberal to both countrics, may grow out of the
appoiniment of & joint commission, is nlsoan
active enuse of this hostility to the President’s
recommendation. Asif'by common agreement
all the protection journals of the country ave
erying down any renewal of the fishery nego-
tintions with Canada. They seem to feel
stronger and more conlident than ever of their
power to prevent any revision of the tariflyor
the adoption of any reciprocity treaty even of
the mildest type. They are willing to leave
open the Jfishery question with all its pessible
embarrassments, involving great injustice to
American citizens, rather than settle itina
wiy honorable and profitable to both coun-
tries. In advising Congress to provide for o
joint commission for the purpese meationed,
the President hus only kept hia word. llad he
fuiled to do 5o, he would have been guilty.of
a gross breach of faith,  Onthe fiest of July
last the fighery clauses of the treaty of, Wash-
ington lapsed. On that dale the restrictive
and penal 1aws of Canada prohibiting toreign-

*ers from fishing in Ler waters would have re-

smned their full foree and effect. Dut the
Dominion Government generously waived its
strict rights in the matter. It allowed Yan-
kee skippers to cateh all the fish they wanted
in Canadian watersduring the whole season of
1885, Hud the statutes been enforced ngainst
American fishermen as trespassers and their
vessels and nets been seized, the loss. Lo our
countrymen wonld have been serious.  And,
besides, the United States would have become
unpleasantly and needlessly ewmbroiled with
Canadn. The fishery question is not worth
lighting shout, But a grave diplomatic difli-
culty, if not a conflict of arms, between the
two countries, is always imminent while that
question  remains open. It is therefore the
paet of true conservatism and wisdom to set-
Ue it now. This fuet was recognized and
apprecinied all over this  country when
Canadn wnexpectedly took the lead in the
game of courtesy. American fishermen were
then grateful.  American journals of all par-
ties did justice to the Kindly motives of the
Dominion Government. Most people thought
and said that the extrnovdinary favor came
very cheap to us——the only condition coupled

with it being the Presidential recommendation |
of a joint commission. The President and his’

Secretary of State were both very genernlly
congratulated on the goud bargain they had
made.  And now that the DPresident pays off
ull this obligation ina few words, he is abused
by the very persons who were so much pleased
with the areangement » short time ago. In-
deed, there is some tenth in the cynical say-
ing that # gratitude is a lively sense of favors
to come.” Jiven the very fishermen who have eu-
Joyed the Canadian privileges to the full dur-
ing the past year are now teasing Congressto
disregard the President’s advice! These men
have lately been persuaded o join the Ameri-
can Tishery Union—an organization which
aims at the imposition of a prohibitory duty on
Canadian fish, This new union is the most
active opponent of the President’s proposition.
fts members want to be protected as to fish
which they cateh in American waters, And
they eare Tittle whether the Dominion tries to
enforce-her penaltics or not, ns they evidently
intend to fish in bev waters at all hazards, and
trust to the United States to stand by them
even in the wrong. This Is not the way or the
Bpirit in which internationnl controversies
should be settled. We have little expeetation
that any fair, all-round reciprocity treaty will
be negotinted between the United States and
Canade.  Reciprocity is out of fashion just
now. Tt scems to be a waste of words to talk
about jt. All that we do ask or expect is some
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kmd of arrangement—a modus vivends, as con-’
tinental diplomatists call it—that will:put the.
vexatious fishery question at rest for a while.

Our New York contemporary i evidently
free 1o give an unbjassed opinion, heing
neither fornor “agin the government® on
this or any other question requiringto be
dealt with-outside of party influences, but
rather with that fine zense of international
courtery -which has hitherto distinguished
two great mations, working, however in-
sensibly, towards that “ parliament of man,
the federation of the world,” predicted by
the poet lanreate. '

AUSTRALIAN TRADE.

The trade Australia maintains with Europe
will be best understood by enumerating the
steamship lineg engaged in  transporting
freight and passengers from “The Land of
the Golden Fleece” to London, Liverpool,
Marseilles and Hamburg. "The Peninsular
and Oriental Steamship Company, and ulso
the Qrient and Pacific Steamship Cowmpany,
eanch despatch magnificent steamers fort-
nightly, thus constituting a weekly service to
London. "The Pacilic Mqil line, running to
San Franciscovie Auckland, has been replaced

by the Union Steamship bompfuly of New
Zealand, whose ships connect at Honoluly,
Sandw lch Islands, with Spreckles’ line to the
Golden Gate, Two of the best stenmers of
the Pacific Mail line continue to ply from
Sydney direct to San Irancisco, thus reduc-
ing the voyage to Lventy days. The DBritish
India Company, vie Queensland, m: aintaing a
monthly line to London, while the Compagnie
des Messageries  Maritimes mainfains o
magnificent monthly service to the Mediter-
ranean. From New Zealand two lines,
making conneetions with Sydney by means
of uxtra service, despatch steamers fortnightly
to London. DPrince Bismarck, seeing the
importance of the Australian trade to German
manufacturers, hns secured a bonus for & new
line of stenmships, to be I\now as the North
German Lioyds,

The Canadian manufacturer is especially
interested in the clags of -goods which find a
market bere, and can be produced in Canada
g0 as lo be sold al n profit:

1. Musienl instruments—The sale of pianos
and organs is immense. Cheap pianos, manu-
factured principally in Germany and in Eng-
Iand for the colominl trade, meet with an
almost unlimited demand. Bell & Co,, of
Guelph, have secured a share of the organ
trade, but no valid reason exists why other
Canadian manufaciurers should not parti-
cipate.

2. Scwmg machines—The market is almost
exclugively in the hands of Ameriean firms.
Ag Cruadians lave successfully competed
with these makers in hurope, I see'no renson
why they should not do the same in Australin,

. 3. Purniture—In  this . department the
oppmtuu‘ltles are excellent, the vetail pucw
being from 76 to 100 per cent higher than in
Canada. * In elegance of design and benruty of
finish, the -colonial manufacturers are half a
century behind. such makers as. Hay & Co,
Toronto, and the Oshn\\u, Bowmanville and
Listowel factorices.

4, Perambulators—The antiquated specx-
merns of this indispensable article which one.
meets in Syduey; Melbourne, and- Adelaide,
recall the days of long ago. Some of aur
makers could uudoubtcdly reap @ :mull for-
tune in this lmo. :

6. Hardware-~In this department Ameri-
can bouses are well represented. The sale is
principally confiied to carriage hardware,
edge tools, and labour-saving inventions, in
which the English wanufacturers are behind
their active compglitors.

7. Lumber and ‘Woodenware—There is an
enormous ‘demaund in .all .parts of Australia
for pine, the native +woods being hard and
difficult to work.

-Smr Buinping.—The past year at Maitland,
N.S., has beena fairly busy oune as regards
ship building. That the builders of that town
have not yetlost confidence in the future seems
10 be dvidenced by an increased tonnage in its
shipping list. Captain A. A. McDougall,
Alfred Putnam, Osmond O'Bfien (at Noel)
and Wm. McDougall haveslaunched five large
barques—the Craigie Burn, registering 1,121
tong, the Strathmuir 1,175 tons, the New Pac-
tolus 1,034 tons, and the Salmon 1,163 tons
Putnam Bros. lnunched the Lizzie, a barquen-
tine of 351 tong, nnd the Man Za, o brigantin®
of 244 tons, for a German firm. This has been
a new departure in Maitland shipbuilding, it
Leing the first instance of vessels beingbuilt
lere for foreigners. In addition to the above
there was a brigantine of 234 tons named the
Advance, launched by Elijah Densmore, at
Noel shore. Two large vessels are at present
well onin course of construction in the yards
of W. P. Cameron, in South Maitland, and of
Frieze & Roy, in Maitland village, Mr. Camer-
on’'s ship will be the sccond largest that bas
been built here.  Her keelis 223 feetinlength;
she has 43 feet 9 inches beam, and 24 feet
depth of hold.  She will register in the region
of 1,800 tons and class 12 years in French
Veritas., Messrs. Frieze & Roy's batque has
188 feet keel, and will register_ about 1,200
tons—IHalijax Ilerald.

bath consisting of & mixture of ten gallonsof
water, in which 200 pounds of sosp are dis-

.golved, and conteining one gallon of carbolic

acid, in which the skins are left until they have
become converted into leatber. Tbhis process,
it is asserted, may e cousiderably accelerated
by sdding a pintof fresh carbolic acid to the
tanning fluid from time to time. For a softer
leather, the raw, limed and haired skins are
for one or two dayaplaced in a mixture of four
parts carbon bisulphide and one of carbolic
acid, and then washed. '

U. S. Oror Reeorts.—The catimates of the
Statisticiun of the Department of Agriculture
at Washington for the principal cercals are
complete, and the aggregate bushels are as
follows: Corn, 1,936,000,000; wheat, 857,
000,000 ; oats, 869,000,000, The arca of
corn is 73,000,000 acres; of wheat, 34,000,~
000; of oats, 23,000,000. The value of corn
averages nenrly 33 cents per bushel, and
makes an agpregate of $635,000,000—§5,000,-
000 less than the value of the last crop. The
decrease in the product of wheat is 30 per
cent, and only 17 per cent in valuation,
which is $275,000,000. The valuation of oats
is $180,000,000. The production of all
cereals is 53 bushels to each inhabitant, and
the aggregate volume is larger than any
former year,

Tur improvement in the earnings of the
Grand Trunk railway is one of the most
cheering signs of the revival of trade yet given.
