Ua et ailway enterprise by liberal grants of land.Uont representations have been made by the Boards of Trade of the chieftowns in Ca a as welli as by some of the Chambers of Commerce in Great Britain,of the necessity that exists for the adoption of some system of Bankruptcy or In-soivency giving adequate protection against undue preferences, and your attention tothis important subject is earnestly invited.
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In pursuance of the vote of last Session 1 caused a vessel to be fitted out and dis-
patched to Davis' Straits and Hudson's Bay, in order to obtain more accurate infor-
mation as to the navigation of those waters, and test the practicability of the route-
for commercial purposes.

A report of the progress of the expedition during the last season will be laid
before you.

An International Exhibition will be opened at Antwerp during the present year,
and a Colonial and Indian Exhibition is to be held in London in 1886. Canada
should, I think, be represented in her various manufactures and natural productions
on both occasions, and I invoke your consideration of the best means of aiding in
these important objects.

Several other measures of importance will be submitted to you; among them
will be Bills to amend the Insurance Act of 1877, the Civil Service Act, and the law
relating to contagious diseases among cattle, as well as measures for taking, at an
early period, a census of the population of the North-West Territories, and one re-
lating to the North-Vest Mounted Police.

The Report of the Acting Librarian, on the state of the Library of Parliament,
respectfully sheweth -

At each of the two previous Sessions of Parliament a special grant of $1,000
was placed to the credit of the Library for the purchase of rare works on the North
American continent. I am happy to be able to report that considerable additions
have been made to this important section. Comparatively few works are now want-
ing in what may be called the Bibliotheca Canadensis Vetustissima, having relation to
the discovery and early settlement of Canada. 'Bence our shelves offer a large num-
ber of works bearing on the history of the English colonies and plantations-their
rise and progress, and, later on, their controversies with Ureat Britain previousto the
Revolution; the wars of Independence and of 1812, and, returning to Canada, to the
troubles of 1837-38, both in Upper and Lower Canada.

This special grant was made at a most appropriate time, for the prices of this
particular class of books have of late increased largoly. At a recent sale in New
York 32 vols. of the Relations des Jésuites (editio princeps), brought over $3.500. I
may here mention that the Library has been able to secure twenty-five of these
precions components of our annals on much more favourable terms.

The American section of the Library now numbers 13,500 vols., of which' 7,500
are Canadian.

During the years 1882 and 1883 the question whether the law books in the
Library should be retained therein or transferred to the Supreme Court having
been kept in suspense, but few purchases of law books were made. At its last
OSsion,.Parliament, however, decided that the law section should not be removed to

the Supreme Court, and following that decision, I have endeavoured to bring up that
section to its proper standard, by adding to it the latest editions of all law books
r(ecently issued.

It is a matter of regret to me that I have been unable, through the want of
Iroper accommodation, to carry out, to its full extent, the resolution adopted by
Pariament with regard to the organization in this Department of a section of
Chartography. A considerable number of maps have been bought, but it has been
found impossible to secure the necessary space to arrange and dis play them properly.

This want of room has been felt more or less in the different branches. The book
cases around the flouse of Commons.Reading Room, placed at our disposal by the
Board of Public Works, have been filled to their utmost capacities, and it will be no
easy task next year to shelve the new additions. It will, therefore, be necessary, in
order to meet the roquirements of the Library, to find more accommodation, and I
beg teave to request respectfully that the rooms in the basement of the Library, now
occupied by the Queen's Printer, be in future used for the purposes of this Depart-
Ment.

It bas been proposed several times, within the last few years, to reorganize the
Lbrary and enlarge its scope and character. Referring to this matter, the Right
D10bl. Sir John A. Macdonald said, during the Session of 1883 ( Vide official report
I* Oates,A pril 16, 1883) when the report of the Library was under consideration:

di Library is neither the one thing nor the other just now. It is not a British
"9 frusua, or a Canadian Museum, or a National Library. * * * It is assumed,fro" th number of the volumes, that it has the character of a National Library,"and yet it is commonly, and technically, merely a Parliamentary Library. Now,"our s5eCtion of books is far too great to be considered a ParliamentaryLibrary, which should be a collection of works to assist members of Parliament toperform their duties intelligently-books of reference, books containing all the

information necessary for legislators; that is the idea in England, where the
Pariamentary Library, which is used by the two Houses, the House of Peers and
the House of Commons, is one distinctly of reference. * * * * we
will have to face that subject very soon. * * * * Perhaps the

21
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"Library Committee will take up that question, because we ought really to have-
"the Dominion of Canada ought to have-a National Library."

In view of the prospective change indicated in the above remarks of the Right
Hon. Premier, and without wishing to anticipate the action of Parliament in this
matter, I beg respectfully that some much needed changes te introduced in the
internal economy of the Library, to pave the way for such reorganization of this
Department as may be determined upon. It would be premature to lay before
Parliament the details of the scheme, but I may, however, say that one of these
changes should afford more time to the staff to obtain a knowledge of the works
contained in the different sections entrusted to their care.

A list of donations received since last Session is annexod to this report, and also
a list of Canadian works deposited under the Copyright Act.

The number of volumes in the Library last year was estimated at 107,500. Since
then the number bas increased to about 111,200.

The supplementary index to the Catalogue will be issued next week.

REPORT OF THE CLERK OF THE COMMITTEE.

COMMITTEE ROOM,
10th February, 1885.

To the Chairman and Miembers of the Joint Conmittee of both oIluses on the Printing of
Parliament :-

GENTLEMEN,-I beg to submit the Annual Statement of the Receipts and Expen-
diture on aocount of the Printing of Parliament for the fiscal year ended 30th June,
1884. It is certified by the Auditor-General and signed by him as being correct.

The several contractors in connection with Printing services, have signed their
respective contracts extending the same for one year, that is, to the 31st December
next. This is in accordance with the last paragraph of the Sixth Report of the Com.
mittee of last Session, which recommended: " That in accordance with the provisions
" contained in the present Contract by which Parliament bas the right to extend the
"same for five years, they be extended for the present for one year from 31st Decem.
"ber next, and further thereafter if found necessary, to which extension the several
"contractors have signified their consent in writing."

The uncertainty which prevails as to the method to be adopted for the future
performance of the Printing services has not tended to increase their efficiency at the
present.

I would again respectfully draw attention to the overcrowded state of the Distri-
bution Office, the too limited space rendering it impossible for the employés to per-
form the necessary work either with safety or satisfaction.

I regret to have to report the death of Mr. Sloane, the Assistant in the Stationery
and Proof-reading Department of the House of Commons, to whom the Committee
recommended last Session by their Seventh Report a yearly allowance of 3200 for
certain services performed as set forth in Appendix C, as appended to that Report.

In answer to an application from the Finance Department, I asked that 880,000
he placed in the Estimates for next year for the Printing services of Parliament.
This is an advance of 810,000 on the usual estimate, but as a supplementary of 820,000
was required last year, I thought it advisable to do so, subject to the approval of the
Committee.

MOST GRACIoUs SOVEREIGN:

We, Your Majesty's most dutiful and loyal subjects, the Senate of
Canada, in Parliament assembled, humbly beg leave to approach Your Majesty for the
purpose of representing:-

That by Section 3 of the Imperial Act 31 and 32 Victoria, Chapter 29, known
as the Medical Amendment Act, 1868, it was enacted as follows:-

" Every Colonial Legislature shall have full power from time to time to make
laws for the purpose of enforcing the registration within its jurisdiction of persons
who have been registered under ' The Medical Act,' anything in the said Act
to the contrary notwithstanding: Provided, however, that any person who has
been duly registered under ' The Medical Act,' shall be entitled to be registered in any
Colony upon the payment of the fee (if any) required for such registration, and upon
proof, in such manner, as the said Colonial Legislature shall direct of his registra-
tion under the said Act."

That by the same Imperial Act, Section 2t, it was provided that the term Colony
shall, in this Act, include all Her Majesty's possessions abroad in which there shalh
exist a Legislature as hereinafter defined except the Channel Islande and the Isle
of Man, and the term Colonial Legislature shall signify the authority other than the
Imperial Parliament or Her Majesty in Council competent to make laws for any
Colon y.

That by the Imperial A et 41-42 Victoria, Chapter 33, known as the " Dentists' Act,
1878," it was enacted that " a person registered under this Act shall be entitled
to practice dentistry in any part of Her Majesty's Dominions;"

That by Section 2 of an Act of the Legishature of Ontario, 37 Victoria, Chapter
30, and known as the Ontario Medical Act, the medical profession of Ontario were
incorporated under the name and style of the College of Physicians and Surgeons
of Ontario, with power and authority to fix and determine a curriculum of studies
to be pursued by all students and to be taught by all colloges within the said Province,
and to fix and determine the terms upon which persons desirous of practising medicine
and surgery and midwifery within the said Province would obtain registration; and

That by the said Ontario Medical Act it was enacted that:-
"iEvery person desirous of being registered under the provisions of this Act, and

who had not become possessed of any one of the qualifications in the said Schedule
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B mentioned, before the twenty-third day of July, one thousand eight hundred and
seventy, shall before being entitled to registration present himself for examination
as to his knowledge and skill for the efficient practice of his profession before the
Board of Examiners, in the twenty-eighth section mentioned, and upon passing the
examination required and proving to the satisfaction of the Board of Examiners that
he bas complied with the rules and regulations made by the Council, and on
the payment of such fees as the Council may by general by-law establish, such
person shall be entitled to be registered, and in virtue of such registration to
practice medicine, surgery and midwifery in this Province."- 37 Victoria, Chapter
10; Section 22.

That under the provisions of the above cited Imperial Medical Act, any
person registered by the Medical Board of Great Britain and Ireland, may
claim to be registered as a medical practitioner by the Council of the Colle
of Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario, and to practise medicine, surgery and mid-
wifery in the said Province, subject only to the payment of a fee on proof of
his registration under the provisions of, and in the manner prescribed by, the
Imperial Statutes, notwithstanding the above recited provisions of the Ontario
Medical Act, thereby granting in Canada to British graduates privileges which
the Province of Ontario denies to her own graduates or to the graduates of any other
Provinces of the Dominion.

That it appears that the Government of Canada have drawn attention to the
matter above referred to, and that the Secretary of State for the Colonies bas, on
behalf of Her Majosty's Government, promised to introduce legislation into the
Imperial Parliament to so amend the said Statutes as " to make the right of registra-
tion subject to any local law."

That, nevertheless, the Statutes referred to have not been repealed, but remain
in full force and effect, and advantage is constantly taken of this provision, and some-
times by those who have been rejected by the Board of Examiners referred to in the
said Ontario Act.

That the provisions of the said Imperial Act are a direct interference with
the right of self-government, through the medium of this Parliament and the
Legislative Assemblies of the Provinces, granted to the people of Canada, ought never
to have been enacted, and should be repealed at the earliest possible moment.

We, therefore, humbly pray that Your Majesty will be graciously pleased to invite
such legislation in the Parliament of the United Kingdom as will cause the opera-
tion of the said clauses of the said Acts of the Parliament of the United Kingdom
to cease in Canada.

That the Petition of John Tobin and Co., and others, of the City of Halifax, be

now read at length.
The question of concurrence boing put thereon the same was resolved in the

affirmative, and
The said Petition was thon read by the Clerk accordingly.

His Honor the Speaker said: Before calling the motions on the paper, I desire
to give my decision on the question of order raised by the hon. member from Amherst
on Friday last, in relation to the motion of the hon. member from Woodstock, which
motion is as follows:-

"That the memorandum respecting the estate of the Bank of Upper Canada, be
referred to a committee of this House for the purpose of enquiring into, and report-
ing upon the same, with power to send for persons, papers and records, the said oom-
mittee to consist of Messieurs:"

The question of order raised by the hon. Senator from Amherst is, that the sub-
ject of the said motion has already been considered and disposed of by the Senate on
a similar motion of the Senator from Woodstock, on the 23rd of February last, and
that it cannot therefore be again entertained by the House during the present Session.
The motion of the 23rd February is in these words:

" That a committee be appointed to onquire into and report, from time to time,
to the House, the value of the remaining assets of the bank of Upper Canada still
uncollected, with particulars of the seulement with debtors of the bank, since its
failure; also the balance now due by the bank to the country, with power to sond
for persons, papers and records, the said committee to consist of Me.ssieurs."

This motion the Sonate negatived by a vote of 49 to 1, the motion having been
put to the House without a ecconder.

In the first place, with reference to the rule contended for by the Senator fromr
Amherst, that when a question has been once considered and disposed of, the House
will not agree to its renewal in the same Session, I think that the authorities cited
by that hon. member clearly uphold his contention. The old rule of Parliament,
the obvious wisdom of which 1 need not comment on, is " that a question being once
Made, and carried in the affirmative, or negative, cannot be questioned again, but
must stand as a judgment of the House." This rule has never been abrogated or
changed in any way, and all the authorities say, " that no question or motion can
regularly be offered, if it is substantially the same with one on which the judgment of
the House has already been expressed during the current Session." (Bourinot, p. 339.)
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The Senator from Woodstock, while not denying that the two motions juet read
are substantially the same, contends that in conformity with the practice of the
Imperial House of Commons, they may both be considered by this House. The hon.
Senator quoted from the journals of the English louse of Commons for the year 1845,
several entries in the said journals, when, as ho contended, the same question was
brought several times before the House. These precedents all refer to the celebrated
4 Post Office Case " of that year, and are to be found at pages 42, 54, 185,199 and 214.
I have carefully looked into all these precedents, and find they do not sustain the
position of the Senator from Woodstock, or militate, in the slightest degree, against
the rule to which I have referred. The quotations from pages 42 and 54 merely show
that a motion relating to certain alleged irregularities in the post office was made on
one day, adjourned to the following day, and thon by leave of the flouse, withdrawn,
no decision being arrived at by the louse respecting it. At page 185, I find that a
motion of censure was moved against the Government in regard to the said irrega-
larities, which passed in the negative. This was the first occasion on which the
House considered the subject, 'nd disposed of it by a division, in the shape of a vote
of want of confidence. On the 4th of April following, page 199, on motion that the
Speaker do now leave the Chair, an amendment was moved for an Address to the
Queen asking that certain warrants sent to the Postmaster General by the Secretary of
State should be laid on the table of the House, on which a division was recorded in
favor of the main motion. But these two last motions were, I think, essentially
different in character. One was a direct vote of censure on the Government; the
other simply asked for the production of papers-they were certainly not substantially
the same. I now come to the lst case cited by the hon. member. On the 8th of
April following, a motion was made " that leave be given to bring in a Bill to secure
the inviolability of letters passing through the Post Office," but this citation can have
no bearing whatever on the point I am now dealing with, unless it can b. shown
that another Bill relating to the saie subject had also been considered in the same
Session, or that the principle involved in it had in some other way been considered
and disposed of, which, of course, was not the case.

The rule being, therefore, clear in support of the contention of the hon. Senator
from Amherst, that no question can be again considered in the same Session after
having been once disposed of; I have, in the second place, to enquire, is the motion of
the hon. Senator f ro a Woodstock, now before the House, substantially the same as tþe
one made by him on the 23rd of February last? In doing so, 1 pase over for the
present the hon. member's own admissions on this point, and ask what were the aim
and scope of his first motion ? Clearly, to obtain a committee of this House to inves-
tigate and report on the affaire of the bank of Upper Canada. And is not the present
motion substantially a similar motion, with a similar scope and purpose? I certainly
think it is. I consider this construction of the cbaracter and object of the two motions
too self-evident to require to bo supported by any of the numerous authorities on
construction I could quote for the purpose. The investigation asked for on the 23rd
of February, after full debate and consideration by the House, was refused in a
manner rare in parliamentary proceedinge. The decision on that occasion was se
unanimous and emphatic, that it is hard to look upon the present motion in any
other light than as a contempt-I trust an unintentional contempt-of the previous
judgment of the Sonate.

But the Senator from Woodstock has himseolf left the House in no doubt as to
the purpose ho has in view in the motion now on our minutes. Not only does he
not deny, but admits that his two motions relate to the same object, and that the
object of the last was also the object of the firet. If anything, however, were required
to be added to these admissions, it is amply supplied in the fact that all the authorities
quoted by the Senator from Woodstock were cited to establish his right te bring a
,subject, which the Senate had already considered and disposed of, again before the
House in the same Session; the character of his argument, as well as his direct
admissions, conceding the substantial sameness of his two motions.

My opinion is, that the objections of the hon. Senator from Amherst were well
taken, and that the motion of the hon. Senator fromx Woodstock is not in order.
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The Honorable Sir Alexander Campbell, Minister of Justice, presented to the
House,-A Return to an Address, presented to His Excellency the Governor General,
dated the 20th Mai-eh, 1885; praying that he will cause to be laid before this House
a Return showing in detail the total cost of the Cape Traverse Branch Railway;

4. Such proportions of the daily issue as the Committee may require, to be

delivered to the Postmasters of the Sonate and the Bouse of Commons.
5. We agree to report the Debates to the satisfaction of the Sonate.

And that they bave disagreed to the sixth amendment, for the following
reason :-" Because abuses have arisen in Counties in which the Act bas been adopted,
owing to the absence of a penal Clause of this nature, and the provision is necessary
in order to the proper and effective enforcement of the law."

the law it would continue in force unimpaired for three years, and would thon only
be repealed by the îame authority which adopted it; ani the passing of the amend-
ment would be a breach of faith on the part of Parliament with the Electors of these
Counties and Cities; and further because the amendment is in direct opposition to
the wishes of a large portion of the Electors of the Dominion as manifested by the
Petitions presented to Parliament."

FasT REPORT OF TUE JOINT COMMITTEE OF BOTH floUsEs oF PARLIAMENT, TO WHoM'
WAS REFERRED TUE REPCRT OF TUE COMMISSIONERS APPOINTED TO CON-

SOLIDATE AND REVIsE THE SrATUTES OF CANADA.

The Joint Committee of both Houses of Parliament, to whom was referred the
report of the Commissioners appointed to consolidate and revise the Statutes of
Canada, beg leave to make their First Report, as follows:-

The Commi ttee have carefully examined the consolidation and revision submitted
by the Commissioners.

Without rotracing the whole labor of the Commissioners in preparing the draft
of the proposed consolidation and revision, it was impossible for the Committee to
compare with the original each of the sections represented to be transcripts of sec-
tions now in force to verify absolutely the completeness of the consolidation, or to
ascertain beyond doubt that no statutory provisions have been omitted, or repealed
provisions included. The time at the disposal cf the Committee did not allow of;
more than a general examination, and the application of teste to ascertain the char-
acter of the work in these respects. In the opinion of the Committee it has been-
well and carefully done.

The chapters of the draft were apportioned among Sub-Committees, who
made a careful examination, comparison and verification of all those sections of exist-
ing Statutes which are noted in the Draft as having undergone any change in arrange-
ment or language, as having been repealed, or in regard to which any change is
suggested by the Commissioners. The assistance given these Sub-Committecs by
the Commissioners who attended them was very valuable, and expedited the work
materially. The amendments enumerated in the Schedule A hereto annexed, are the
the result of this examination and of the changes suggested by the Commissioners.

The general arrangement and execution of the proposed consolidation and
revision are, in the opinion of the Committee, convenient and satisfactory, but the
Committee recommend that the table of contents be put in the beginning and the
index at the end of the work.

On the whole, the Committee recommend that the said Report of the Commis-
sioners be adopted, and submit the amendments above noted for the consideration of
the two Houses of Parliament.

The Committee also recommend that Senators and Members of the House of
Commons be requested to preserve the copies of the Report of the Commissioners
which have been distributed to them, to the end that expense in printing a further
edition may be avoided.

within whose Revenue Division such Physician, Druggist or Chemist resides."

the law it would continue in force unimpaired for three years, and would then only
be repealed by the same authority which adopted it; and the passing of the amend-
ment would be a breach of faith on the part of Parliament with the Electors of these
jounties and Cities; and further because the amendment is in direct opposition to

the wishes of a large portion of the Electors of the Dominion is manifested by the
Petitions presented to Parliament."

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CONDITIONS OF THE CONTRACT FOR PRINTINO.

The Printing work to be comprised under three heads-Plain, Catalogue, and
Tabular.

Plain .Matter,-To consist of all the ordinary matter in the Journals, Appendices,
the official Debates and Sessional Papers, including the Divisions and Indexes, to be
printed in Long Primer type, except the official Report of the Debates of either or
both Houses, if required, which shall be printed in Brevier type, with the extracts in
Nonpariel, and to be charged at one price.

Catalogue Work,-To consist of all matter, requiring two lines across (besides
cross lines at hoad and foot), and two linos down the page, and to be charged oe
prKce and a-half.

Tabular Work,-To consist of all matter, at least two linos across (besides osser
linos at head and foot), and three linos down the page, and to be charged at two
prices.

Catalogue and Tabular Work to be printed with Minion or such other type as
may be directed by the Clerk of the Committee.

Proofs in duplicate of all printed matter to be sent to the respective revising
officers after having been carefully read and corrected in the printing office, without
extra charge, including Revises, till the work is correct.

All Documents, Books, Papers and Reports, whether departmental or otherwise,
or printed matter of whatsoever kind or nature, to be printed in such form, for such
purposes, and in such numbers as Parliament may order, without any other charge
than is authorized by the contract, based on the tender.

The official Debates for either or both Houses, if required, to be printed in
Brevier type, with extracts in Nonpariel, and to be delivered at after each
Sitting.

The Votes and Proceedings of both Ilouses, as well as the Orders of the Day, in
both languages, to be printed in Long Primer, and to be delivered at half-past nine
o'clock on the morning after each sitting.

The Bills, in both languages, to be printed in Small Pica type, with Brevier
notes.

The Printing work to be comprised under three heads-Plain, Catalogue, and
Tabular.

.Plain Matter,-To consist of all the ordinary matter in the Journals, Appendices,
the official Debates and Sessional Papers, including the Divisions and Indexes, to be
printed in Long Primer type, except the official Report of the Debates of either or
both Houses, if required, which shall be printed in Brevier type, with the extracts in
Nonpariel, and 1o be charged at one price.

Catalogue Work,-To consist of all matter, requiring two linos across (besides
cross lines at head and foot), and two lines down the page, and to be charged one
price and a-half.

Tabular Work,-To consist of all matter, at least two linos across (besides osser
lines at head and foot), and three lines down the page, and to be charged at two
prices.

Catalogue and Tabular Work to be printed with Minion or such other type as
may be directed by the Clerk of the Committee.

Proofs in duplicate of all printed matter to be sent to the resrective revising
officers after having been carefully read and corrected in the printing office, without
extra charge, including Revises, till the work is correct.

All Documents, Books, Papers and Reports, whether departmental or otherwise,
or printed matter of whatsoever kind or nature, to be printed in such form, for such
purposes, and in such numbers as Parliament may order, without any other charge
than is authorized by the contract, based on the tender.

The official Debates for either or both Ilouses, if required, to be printed in
Brevier type, with extracts in Nonpariel, and to be delivered at after each
sitting.

The Votes and Proceedings of both Houses, as well as the Orders of the Day, in
both languages, to be printed in Long Primer, and to be delivered at half-past nine
o'clock on the morning after each sitting.

Ris Excellency the Governor General was then pleased to deliver the following
Speech :

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
I desire to convey to you my best thanks for the diligence with which you have

performed your duties during this long protracted Session.
It has been in many respects an eventful Session-in none more so than bocause

since its commencement the peaceful progress of the Dominion, unbroken for so
many years, has been interrupted by a serions insurrectionary outbreak in the North-
West Territories.

I congratulate you upon the prompt and complote suppression of these disorders
and on the restoration of public confidence throughout the régions in which they
occurred.

The insurrection has been encountered by the Military Force of the Dominion
under Major Generat Middleton in a manner deserving of the highest commendation.

The courage which our citizen soldiers have shown in the face of a formid-
able and determined enemy, their cheerful endurance of privation and fatigue, and
the readines with which they have submitted to sacrifices, inevitable whenever a
force composed of citizens of ail classes is called upon to relinquish the enjoyments of
civil life, reflects the highe"t credit upon them.

I am gratified to find that both Houses of Parliament have considered the con-
duct of Major General Middleton and the officers and mon under his command
deserving of their formal thanks. It bas been my agroeable duty to bring under the
notice of fier Majesty's Government the value of the services which have been thus
rendered to the Empire.

I cannot leave this subject without expressing my sorrow that the success of our
arms should have been purchased at the cost of many lives which Canada could ill
afford to spare. The memory of these who have fallen eithor on the field or from
sickness contracted during their service will be gratefully cherished throughout the
Dominion.

It affords me much pleasure to acknowledge the prompt action of the Govern-
ment of the United States in taking the precautions necessary in order to prevent an)
co-operation with the insurgents from their frontiers.

The measure for the adjustment of the representation of the people in Parlia.
ment will extend the franchise to numbers who have not hitherto enjoyed the right
of voting for the election of mombers of the House of Commons, and render such
representation free from frequent changes by the unconcerted action of the Provincial
Legislatures.

The settlement of ail mattors in discussion botween the Federal Government and
that of Manitoba will, I trust, satisfy the expectations of the people of that Province.

The Bill regulating the influx of the Chinese people into Canada will, I doubt not,
allay the feeling of discontent in relation to that subject which has for some time
prevailed in British Columbia.

The aid to the Canadian Pacific Pailway Company will secure the advantages
which are justly expected from the completion of that great enterprise, whilst the
grants in land and money to other railways in varions portions of Canada may be
expected to accelerate the progress of settlement and augment the commerce of the
Domi nion.

The roady conversion of our five per cent. bonds, which have recently maturod,
into four per cent. securities, and the success of the loan for four millions of pounds
sterling, lately offered in the London market, show the satisfactory state of the credit
of Canada.

I congratulate you on the other useful measures, both of a public and private
nature, which you have passed.
