Basketball Golden Bears finish fourth
in national championships at Waterloo

WATERLOO - Alberta's
basketball s q u a d finished
fourth in the nation.

Over the weekend, the Uni-
versity of Windsor Lancers
captured top honors in the
three-day collision of the top
college clubs in Canada.

Waterloo Lutheran Golden
Hawks, defending champions,
lost to Windsor in the final
to finish second.

Loyola Warriors won the
consolation event to take third
and Acadia Axemen turned in
the last-place performance
among the five clubs.

The scene of the action,
Waterloo University's phys ed
building in Waterloo, Ont. was
filled to near capacity (6,000
seats) for each contest.

The Golden Bears came in-
to Waterloo unsure of where
they stood with the other
teams but nevertheless be-

lieving they could take it all.
It didn't work that way. The

Bears were the tallest team in
championship but didn't have
the speed or the shooting ac-
curacy of the Eastern clubs.
Nor did they have the pre-
cision play of the Easterners.

Loyola dumped the Bears
72-61 in the tournament open-
er destroying any chance the
Bears had of finishing on top
of the heap. They were rele-
gating to the consolation ser-
ies. Windsor squeezed past
Acadia 79-76 the same night
despite a 37 point effort by
Acadia's Brian Heany.

The next night saw Al-
berta meet Acadia and hand

the Nova Scotians their sec-
ond loss in two days, this
time 73-56.

Defending champion Water-
loo Lutheran met Loyola later
that night and had their hands
full. Waterloo Lutheran trail-
ed till just two minutes re-
mained in the game, then
went into a scoring spree to
win 71-63.

This set the style for the
final day of competition with
Waterloo Lutheran meeting
Windsor for the championship
and Alberta playing Loyola
again in the consolation final.

The University of Alberta Gold-
en Bear wrestling team has com-
pleted a fairly successful year.

It was only fairly successful be-
cause the Bears won everything
but the WCIAA championship.

Under the coaching reins of
Doctor Bert Taylor, the Bears, in
the course of the year, demolished
teams from the universities of Cal-
gary and Saskatchewan, the Cal-
gary Combines, the Saskatchewan
Inistitute of Technology, Eastern
Washington State and NAIT. The
Bears once again this year were
the victors in the Annual Golden
Bear Invitational Tournament.

The tournament, in its second
year, is rapidly growing and gain-
ing in popularity. It has become

n two years one of the more im-
portant meets of the year for
WCIAA teams. It brings the three
powerful teams, Alberta, Calgary,
and Saskatchewan into keen com-
petition and is a way the re-
spective teams can find out exact-
ly what the others have.
FIRST TIME

For the first time, the Golden
Bears ventured into the United
States to meet American teams on
the mats. The Bears went to
Bozeman, Montana to fight the
Big Sky Conference champions,
Montana State.

On their second trip to the USA,
the wrestling Bears, who knew
better what to expect, did much
better, defeating Spokane Com-
munity College and almost suc-
ceeded la defeating Whitworth
College. On that trip Gonzaga
Univers ity and the U of Idaho
defeated the Bears.

With new moves learned on the
two American trips the Bears pre-
pared for the WCIAA champion-
,ships la Vancouver. Things went
bad from the weigh-in. Chris
Gould, who would have almost as-
suredly won the title in bis weight
class mised making weight by two
pounds.

Friday night two Bears, Glen
Nelson and Bob Schmidt were eli-
minated from competition so that
in the final round on Saturday the
Bears only had seven men left in
competition.

Three of these men, Karl Stark,
Bill Jensen and Larry Speers won
their respective weight champion-
ships, while Dave Duniec, Russ
Rozylo, John Marchand and Henry
Rosychuk won second place honors.

It was not enough, however, to
beat the U of Saskatchewan who
went on to win the WCIAA cham-
pionships.

Stark, Jensen and Speers went
to Montreal to fight in the first
national collegiate championships
late in February. Jensen won na-
tional honors la the 136.5 weight
c]ass but Speers and Stark were
beaten.
GOOD VEAR

It was a very good year in-
dividually for four Bears. Larry
Speers, Kari Stark, Bill Jensen
and Russ Rozylo were nominated
to the Canadian national team. Un-
fortunately, Rozylo, due to a heavy
work load in engineering was not
able to accompany Speers, Stark
and Jensen to Argentina for the
world championships.

Stark and Speers fought wella
Buenos Aires winning their f irst
round matches. Jensen met an
Olympic runner-up from Japan
and was soundly beaten. The three
lost their next two matches to
be eliminated.

Three of the Bears, Chris Gould,
Jerry Salk, a j.v., and Bob Schmidt
won gold medals in the provincial
championships held last weekend
la Calgary. Saik and Gould have
subsequently been chosen to the
Aliberta team to compete next
weekend in Guelph ln the Cana-
dian Open Championships.

a tight 3-2 victory over the de-
fending Canadian champs.

Clare Drake's Bears, represent-
ing the WCIAA, came out of the
starting gate like a house afire
and kept the fast-breaking Blues
completely off balance with some
heavy bodychecking. The Bears,
who aren't usually noted for their
hitting ability, thoroughly disrupt-
ed the Torontonians' style of play
but were unable to score. The
first period ended in a scoreless
draw.

But for some reason, the locals
stopped hitting in the second
period and tried to play the Blues
at their own game. Unfortunately,
when it comnes to skating and
moving the puck out of danger the
Blues have no peer as the Bears
rudely found out.

Seven-year-veteran Steve
Monteith shot the Easterners out
in front just two minutes into the
second session, converting John
Wright's perfect centering pass
from the corner. For Monteith, it
was his second goal of the tour-
nament.

Three minutes later, it was
Monteith again on a backhand
fromn 20 feet. Wright once more
set up the play, relaying a pass
froin linemate Len Burman to
Monteith alone in front of goalie
Dale Halterman. The Blues were
a man short at the time.

The Bears started a rally of
their own, but Watson managed to
shut the door, beating Milt Hohol
and Gerry Braunberger of alxnost
sure goals.

Halterman was lifted for
a sixth attacker in the last minute,
but the Blues held the fort.

WATERLOO-Loyola downed Alberta 72-61 after a hard
struggle Thursday on the opening day of the national basket-
bail championship.

Most of the contest was a close struggle for supremacy but
the game broke wide open in the final minutes.

Both clubs started slow and both suffered from nervous-
ness. Loyola recovered first and built up a considerable lead
before Alberta shook off the condition.

Alberta then charged back to narrow the gap to 35-33 at
the haîf. Seven minutes into the second frame Alberta caught
and passed Loyola only to lose the lead again a few minutes
later.

John McAuliffe led Loyola with 26 points and Peter Phipps
added 19. Dick Deklerk was the gunner for the Bears with
20 points and Bob Morris tailied 11.

Alberta shot 32% and Loyola 41%7.

Alberta-73; Acadia-56
Alberta came out strong against Acadia and played their

best game of the year.
After five minutes, the Bears were up 14-5. They used

their height to advantage and neyer gave up the lead.
Unlike the previous night the Bears turned in a solid

performance and held Brian Heaney, the championship's
highest scorer, to but 16 points.

After the haîf, Bears were up to 37-27 and easily increased
their margin in the final stanza.

Warren Champion led the Bears with 27 points. Dave
Swann, Larry Nowak and Bobby Morris each hooped 10.
Brian Heaney replied with 16 for Acadia and his brother Rich
counted 15. Steve Pound added il for the losers.

Alberta shot an amazing 521,,, while Acadia managed 28%7
on shots mostly from far outside the strongly-defended Bear
key.

Alberta-62; Loyola-76
After an exceptionally good game Friday the Bears came

close to the opposite extreme Saturday.
Their play was disorganized and the club was neyer in the

contest.
Offensively the Bears did little right and although they

put up many shots (87) few found their mark. Defensively,
they gave up points almost without a struggle.

Loyola was out in front 44-31 at the middle point of the
game and the Bears couldn't overcome this lead.

The Bears made 26 of 87 shorts for a 30%7 shooting average
while Loyola made 27 of 63 shots for 42%7.

Deklerk was the big gun for the Bears swishing 27 points
Champion managed only eight.
