LIVERPOOL, N. S., Sept. 15, 1855.

in the Collegiate and Theological departments. Mr. Chip- 
man has become teacher in the Academy. Mr. Wallace is 
engaged in New Brunswick, as General Agent for the Homo 
Missionary Society of that Province. Mr. Skinner is about 
to bo ordained Pastor of the Church at Port Medway.

Ten students have received instruction in the Theological 
Institute during the year. In the first class, the course of 
Biblical Theology has been brought to a close, and the Lec­
tures on Ecclesiastical History have reached the period of 
the Reformation. Lectures on Ministerial and Pastoral 
Duties were delivered during the last term. The attention 
of the second class has beep confined to Theology. One 
student has continued the study of the Hebrew language. 
All have been exercised in the composition of sermons, and 
most of them have preached, statedly or occasionally, in 
various parts of the district in which the College is located. 
Their labours have proved acceptable n useful.

The interests of the College have on seriously affected 
by the absence of the President, sim » December last, and 
by the causes of that absence. These "were detailed in a 
statement published by authority of the Governors, in the 
Christian Messenger ind the Chrism Visitor. A copy 
of that statement is herewith subjoinro.

ACADIA COLLEGE.
A statement respecting the pecuniary affairs of the College.
In compliance with the wishes of many friends of the College— 

the Governors present the following statement :
When Dr. Crawley became President, in Sept., 1853, be promised 

to give £500 to the Endowment, in five yearly payments, on condi­
tion of the Endowment Fund being raised to £15,000; and in 
the meantime to require no salary.

On the 10th April, 1854, at a meeting of the Board of Governors, 
Dr. Crawley laid before the Board this proposal, viz :—“ My present 
jffer before the Denomination lieing to subscribe £500 in yearly pay­
ments, without interest, and only on condition of the Ëndowmcnt 
being raised to £15,000. I now, instead of this, make the following 
proposition ; namely, the Governors to place £2500 of the Endow­
ment money in my hands for investment in good and sufficient 
securities, so soon as they are able to do so, of which sum my sub­
scription of £500 shall be counted as part ; the money, when paid, 
to be replaced by the securities in winch it slia 1 be invested ; the 
proceeds of the said sum of £2500, whatever t iey may lie, to be 
Appropriated to me in lieu of any further salary, t o long as I retain 
mv present office.”

It was resolved, “ That Dr. Crawley's proposition be accepted.”
It was further resolved, “ That it is desirable to invest £2000 in 

the stock of the West Columbia Mining Company ; and that Dr. 
Crawley and the Treasurer lie a Sub-committee to accomplish sucli 
investment.”

In pursuance of these resolutions, the Treasurer placed in Dr. 
Crawley’s hands, the sum of £2500, Dr. C’s subscription of £500 
forming jiart of tliat sum, to be invested as aforesaid, taking his note 
for the same. Of that sum Dr. Crawley invested £2000 in the stock 
of the West Columbia Company; and a further sum of £800 being 
part of the £2000 referred to in the last mentioned resolution of tlw 
Governors was remitted by A. McL Seely, Esq., Sub-treasurer in 
New Brunswick, to be invested in the same stock.

Dr. Crawley went to Boston in December last, expecting to return 
in a fortnight While in Boston, he received information respecting 
the state of the Company which induced him to visit West Columbia, 
in order to prosecute further inquiries on the spot. It soon became 
evident that the affairs of the Conqiany were in an embarrassed state, 
the jiaid-up capital liad proved insufficient to meet the outlay on the 
works ; that outlay had been constructed on an extravagant scale, 
considering the limited funds at the Company’s disposal ; dividends 
liad been declared and paid, when there were no profits to justify 
such payments ; and on the whole there had been so great an amount 
of mismanagement tliat the affairs of- the Company were fci great 
peril ^

Under these circumsMces Dr. Crawley was requested to remain

provisionally appointed 
appointment has been since made permanent, at a General Meeting 
uf the Stockholders held in Cincinnati on the 2nd May last

During Dr. Crawley’s alisence, the classes under his personal 
instruction in Acadia College and in the Theological Institute received 
such attention from Dr. Cramp and professor Stuart as they were 
able to give, with due regard to the duties of their Own departments.

It has been deemed advisable by the Directors of the West Co­
lumbia Company to negociatc a loan of $200,000, in order to relieve 
the Company from existing emlxirmssments, and to provide an ade­
quate working capital. The stockholders liave been requested to 
subscribe to that loon, at the rate of 20 per cent on the stock held 
liy them respectively, the rc-jwyment of the loan being guaranteed 
by the assignment of the property of the Conqiany to Trustees for 
that purpose ; but the Governors of Acadia College declined parti- 
dparing in the loan, being of opinion that the Denomination would 
not consider any further advance of money justifiable.

At the last meeting of the Convention it was reported that the 
Endowment Fund amounted to £11,864 2 2. The following item«

Deducting £3410 from £11864 2 2, it Will appear that the 

amount of tne Endowment Fund now productive of income is £8454 
2 2. The interest of that sum, expenses deducted, is not sufficient 
to pay two Professors. But the employment of three Professors is 
indispensable. The Governors, therefore appeal to the Denomination. 
They propose to raise the salary of a Professor by special subscription, 
and the proposal has been sanctioned by the \Vestem and Central 
Associations of Nova Scotia.

As the money invested in the West Columbia Company is at 
present unproductive of income, and may be so for some time to 
come, it is necessary to supply the deficiency bv special effort of some 
kind. It is hoped and bçlieved that there will be a profnpt response 
on the part of the friends of the College.

Different opinions will probably be entertained respecting the 
investment in the stock of tne West Columbia Company. But the 
considerate will admit the importance of the fact, that clear headed 
men in these provinces, of established mercantile character and dis­
cernment, were so well satisfied of the safety and eligibmity of the 
investment, that they risked in the enterprise a large amount of their 
own money. It may he added that several of t lie Governors also 
became stockholders to a large amount. It is further to be remarked, 
that if the above mentioned difficulties had not occurred, the interest 
of £2000 at 12 percent, (the lowest rate expected,) with the addition 
of the interest of the remaining £500, would have furnished an 
ample salary for Dr. Crawley, at a saving of more than £100 a-year 
to the College; since £2500 at 6 per cent, will only produce £160 
a-ycar, while the other sum of £800 would have yielded £06 a-ycar 
instead of £48.

All these expectations are for the present disappointed. Consider­
able time may elapse before they arc fully realised. Yet it will surely 
be conceded that in this transaction the Governors of Acadia College 
were influenced by a sincere desire to promote the interests of the 
Institution, and that an error in judgement is not to lx* confounded 
with dereliction of duty.

July 19, ’55.
The Governors have now to add, that after due consider­

ation of all the facts of the ease a resolution w*as passed at
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a meeting of the Board, held at Wolfville on the 13th July, 
and concurred in by the Board meeting in St. John on the 
19th same month, granting to Dr. Crawley leave of absenc 
for a year, receiving no salary from the funds of the College 
during that time, in the hope that by the end of that period 
he may be released from his engagement with the West 
Columbia Mining and Manufacturing Company, and be en­
abled to resume his duties in the College. The Governors 
doubt not that the accomplishment of that result will be 
earnestly desired by the friends of the Institution.

A Committee having been appointed to obtain another 
Professor, their attention was directed to the Rev. A. W. 
Sawyer, of Lawrence, Mass., who was recommended to them 
as a gentleman evidently qualified to undertake the duties 
of the Classical department. Correspondence ensued, and 
the négociation is not yet terminated, but the Committee 
entertain the hope of securing Mr. Sawyer's services. In 
the event of failure, immediate measures will be adopted to 
fill the vacancy from some other quarter. J

The transfer of the property from the Nova Scotia Bap­
tist Education Society to the College Corporation has been 
effected in the manner and on the terms stated in tfcc last 
Iteport. The whole of the property is now vested in the 
Trustees, Governors, and Fellows of Acadia College, with a 
rescrvati#n to the Education Society of the use of such por­
tions as are at present occupied by the Academy, Boarding 
House, and Principal's residence, as long as the same shall 
be required.

There are certain pecuniary w’ants to which the Governors 
arc desirous of drawing the attention of the friends of the 
College. The first is, a provision for repairs and for the 
completion of internal improvements. A considerable sum 
is now needed, in order to make the College Building weath 
er-ti^ht, and to finish the new room intended for the Museum 
In the next place, it is exceedingly desirable that a fund 
should be established for the assistance of Theological Stu­
dents. The annual proceeds of the Dcwolfc legacy arf 
iu part devoted to that object, but a much larger amount is 
required than is desirable from that source. In the United 
States generous aid is afforded to candidates for the Christian 
ministry by societies formed for that purpose. It is obviously 
important that our young men should not be driven to seek
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sistance in a foreign country, and thus be tempted to trans- 
'cr to it their talents and energies. The state of the Library 
Iso may be again mentioned. Standard works of reference 
re greatly needed. Donations for this object will be very 
hankfuily received.

In conclusion, the Governors may observe, that notwith- 
tanding the untoward circumstances which have been 
lludcd to in this Report, they contemplate the present state 
f the College with gratitude and hope. The matriculation 
: fifteen students for the present Term, all of them from 

- Academy, is a highly encouraging fact. The kind man­
or in which the application for aid towards the salary of an 
ditional Professor has been met shows that the Institution 
duly appreciated by the friends of learning in our Dcnom- 
ation. Above all, the striking display of the divine good- 
ss in the recent revival of religion at Horton, during which 
any members of the College and Academy made a public, 
ofession of repentance and faith, Cannot but call forth 
pressions of grateful and joyous feelings. We may con- 
cntly adopt the dying words of a great man of the last 
ntury, and exclaim, “ The best of all is, God is with us ! 
t us therefore take courage, and be “steadfast, unmovc- 
le, always abounding in the work of the Lord/’
The first resolution was proposed, recorded, and .left fur
niideration.
Convention then adjourned, to meet at half-past two r.M.

After prayer, Education business was resumed.
A letter wras read from J. W. Bares, proposing to resign 
position as Governor of the College.

Evening Session. 
Opened with singing, and prayer by Elder Spencer.
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An interesting and impressive speech was delivered by tl 
Chairman, the Hon. J. W. Johnston, After this the r 
lutions read in the morning were submitted separately 
the Convention, and adopted in due form. A series of a< 
dresses was delivered in connection with these prôcccdinj 
The whole resulted, notwithstanding the clouds which hai 
recently passed over our educational interests, in dovi 
thankfulness to God, especially for his bestowment of quii 
cniug influences upon our institutions of learning, and che 
fill hope for the future.

1. Resolved, That the Report now read be received, and publisl 
in the Minutes of the Convention.

2. Resolved, That the Convention arc satisfied that the Govern 
in investing the funds of the Corporation in the stock of the lVi 
Columbia Mining and Manufacturing Company, were influenced 
an earnest desire to advance the efficiency of the College, and ai 
in the belief that they were increasing its annual income by 
an investment secure ami permanent ns well as profitable,—a 
which the circumstances led them tu entertain, and which they s 
in common with capitalists of experience and judgement, who ini 
ed their own moneys in the same stock. The Convention de 
regret that the opinion thus formed by the Governors has l>een 
lowed by disappointment that for the present curtails the rcsot 
of the Corporation and demands for its funds renew< 
preserve the efficiency of the College. And the Convention 
their opinion and decision, tliat in future the funds of the Coi 
tion be not invested except in landed property of ample value in 
of these Provinces, unless sanctioned by a two-thirds vote of 
Convention.

3. Resolved, That inasmuch as the resolution of last year resp 
ing the increase of the Endow'ment has not been carried into ef 
the Governors lie directed to take that subject into considérât* 
soon as possible, that provision maybe made for the cstablishme 
those additional Professorships which are urgently required in 
College.

4. Resolved, That the members of our Churches and congrcgal 
be earnestly solicited to contribute more liberally to the Fund 
Ministerial Education, cither through the Union Societies of 
special donations for the purpose ; in order that candidates for 
ministry, who arc desirous or prosecuting their studies in the C< 
or in the Theological Institute may be provided with the mf 
support while so engaged.

6. Resolved, That this Convention cannot but contemplate 
gratitude and jov, and hope the spiritual blessings which luive 
bestowed, during the past year, on the seminaries of learning 
nccted with our Denomination, both in Nova Scotia and New 13i
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ick ; and that, rec ognising the vast importance of a healthy state of 
lorala and religion in those Institutions, the Convention do commend 
lem to the prayerful symjiathies of the Churches, beseeching the 
mints of God to offer fervent supplications on their behalf, tliat 
th those who teach and those who learn may continually enjoy the 

[racious influences of the Holy Spirit, and that from each of those 
stitutions there may go forth, from time to time, sincere and zealous 
mints of the Saviour, prepared to devote themselves wholly to his 
me.

therefore Christians should labour to win the hearts of 
young to God. They would also urge all who are 

pt to teach,” and who have themselves been taught of 
, to engage as teachers in Sabbath Schools ; and that 
e who teach aim at no lower object than the salvation 

the souls of the young. For this end let them make 
occupation a “ work of faith, and labour of love,” 

nding entirely upon God for succès in their efforts, 
our Committee also exhort parents to send their children
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to tlio Sabbath School, and to aid the teachers by their pray 
ers and sympathies ; and also by themselves instructing their

Sot 
correspondence has passed between tho Secretaries of t 
several Domestic Missionary Boards of Nova Scotia u 
this subject, but no final action has been taken.

Your Committee, however, recommend, that earnest 
extensive exertion be made to sustain Domestic Missio 
operations, and render them effective. Your Commit! 
further feel, that in view of the past success vouchsafed 
our missionaries, this Convention is called upon to rea 
sincere, hearty, and devout thanks to tho Lord. Yet 
view of the scarcity of missionaries and the many 
urgent calls made for missionary labour, your Commi

Yet 
this is a token for good, and shews that progress and success 
arc the fruits of his labours. We have the fullest confidence 
in our Missionary, and of the prospects of the Mission ; and 
commend it to the prayerful and liberal consideration of the 
Churches.

As regards the Mission to the French in Nova Scotia, 
your Committee beg to state, that during the past year a 
ommodious Mission House, including a school-room, has 

been erected in Tuskct Villago. It is completed and already 
>ccupied by the Missionary family. Three hundred pounds are 
still due upon the building, for the realization of which sum 

|it is hoped that measures partially matured will prove suc- 
cssful. Our French Missionaries in both provinces arc 
arnost and zealous in their work ; and indications of the 
ivine approbation, and omens of future success are abun- 
tnt and striking.
Finally, your Committee rejoice in the general progress
