The moment it is passed upon -and
adopted, the Society has endorsed as its
own_the schemes laid down or earried
out, has spent its money according to
the division stated, or has made laws
for itself according to the partieuiar
report in question, If all this be true,
and it surely is true, we must place
great ph on pur busi i
—must remember that we are there first
of all ““to do business for the King,’’
and may rejoice to know that if we
enter into it all with the right spirit, we
shall not only find it losing its dulness,
but will diseover ourselves enterfained,
enthused and educated in a very real
and delightful way.

The annual meeting of the Society is
made up of deélegates, visitors, Board
members, officers and life members of
the Society. To speak of the last first,
life members, officers and Board mem-
bers are entitled to vote at the annual
meeting,—always remembering this does
not mean the Convention as a whole,
only the annual meeting of the Foreign
Society. Life members or Board mem-
bers of the Foreigi Society have mo
right to yote at the annual meeting of
the Home Society, unless ofherwise qual-
ified to do so. ¢
‘ As to visitors, all are invited to the
snnual meeting, to all the sessions, and
the diseussions are open to all, but vis.
itors may mot vote, As a matter of
faet, there are always a large number
of women who go to Convention every
year, and who are not appointed every
year as delegates. . The privileges of a
visitor are taken advantage of widely.

Delegates are ~appointed by the
Cireles to which they belong,~two dele-
tes from a Circle having twenty mem-
re or less, one delegate for each addi-
tional twenty members. | The / only

necessary qualification to become & dele-
gate ‘to the Foreign Society annual
meéting is that the person must be a
member of the Society,~that is, must
gny #1 a year at least to the funds. As
a8 beén mentioned before, many of our
Cireles have members who do not pay
#1 8 year tc the Foreign'Society. These

The majority of our Circles, perhaps,
are able to send only one or two repre-
sentatives to the Convention, and they
are in the habit of appointing these as
delagates to the ¢ <onvention,”’  not
usually delegates to one Society meet-
ing or the other.

LETTER FROM MISS JONES.

The following letter was written to
the Steadfast Builders” Class of Dover-

From there
she was sent to the American Baptist
Training School at Nellore, where she
studied two years, taking her examing-
tion in February, She is a bright little
teacher, und should do good work,

«Vedn Manikyam (excuse her for
signing herself t¢Miss.’” She does not
know English customs very well) is not
a trained teacher, She wants to go for
training next year, She is as quick and
alert as any Canadian girl, and the little
caste girls are very fond of her. She
is very quick to take suggestions, and
does mot become offended over a& Te-
proof. She went home & trifle discour-
aged ‘because her eclasses had not done
as well as she expected at the exam-
inhtions. She had been teaching very
much by rote, and 1 was examining for
thonght-power, - If her courage returns,
and she comes back, she will do better
work next year. i

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PRIZE DAY — KOTARAMACHAND-
RAPURAM.

Dear Friends,—I am very glad to
inform you shout our school and its
prize-giving day. Therc are nearly
eighty girls in our school, and the fourth
class is the highest one. We are ver’

_there will be a fifth
class in our sehool from July, 1913. We
find much progress in the school as the
years go by. The girls can sing Telugu
hymns very nicely. In drawing, sewing
and ‘kolatam (some Indian play), ete.,
they are good. Though the girls are not
regular in their attendance, owing to
their festivals and ceremonies, they are
very intelligent and quiek in grasping
and paying attemtion to what they are
taught.

Qur prize-giving meeting ‘was held on
the 22nd of April, and the mothers and
many women of high rank and caste
were cordially invited to it. Nearly
fifty women attended the meeting.
Though our caste women are not aecus-
tomed to go to public meetings, this
time they dared to come. By this we
think that the darkness of ignorance in
India is gradually disappearing.

Two higher class girls took part 4
dialogue about the education of women
Miss Archibald, who is in charge of the
Vivekavati, a Telugu paper for women,
was present at this time, and she gave
an address about her work, inducing our
women to help the school as her women
in Chicacole do. Some higher class girls
gave the drama of Efther in songs, and
it was very nice, Infant elass girls sang
8 praise hymn with actions. Marching
was done by first ¢lass, and it was
splendid.  Our higher girls mow learn
English a little, so they sang the Na-
tional -Anthem. Kolatam, recitation,
ote,, were done by others. On the whole
it was very nice to 5ee, : :

Ouf . Tahsildars and Magistrate’s
wives spoke in the meeting, and agreed
to help the school as much as they ean.

M. Surammah Gara, who was converted
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and baptized lately, confeised Christ
.. before all other Hindu women, and told
how Christ has saved her from all tribu-
lation and trials. At last our girls
recgived their prizes according to their
work and attendance, Miss Jones, our
prineipal, takes great pains for the pro-
gress of our school The school is espe:

parents and others,

WESTERN CANADA NEWS
From British Golumbis,
Mrs. A. A, McLeod.

The Women’s Baptist Missionary
Society of Western Canada is interested
in the Home Mission problems of West-
ern Canada and in the non-English
work in the four Provinces, alse in our
work at Grande Ligne and in India and
Bolivia, and this year is pledged to the
giving of $2,300 "for Home Missions,
$3,670 for nmon- Engﬂlh work in ‘the
West, $2,100 for Foreign Missions in
India and Bolivia, and $200 for Grande
Ligne; a total of $8,270, Of this amount
the Baptist Women’'s Mission Board of
British Columbia is responsible for
$2,750.

Two thousand seven hundred and
fifty dollars is not a large sum, but it is
larger than anything hitherto under-
taken by British Columbia women.
Baptist work in British Columbia is not
very old, and Baptist women have been
doing their part in meeting the insist-
ent ¢laims and demands of the, churches
to which they belomg.

During the past year (the year end-
ing June (30th, 1913), five new. missioi

. eircles, were ofg mtk.\u ty-
xnine Cireles vith a membenhip o! nx'
‘hundred and wy-twq.

British Columbia women have felt
that perhaps their first work was to
secure for missions a very real place
u both church and Sunday School, and
ihe Board last year urged the Circles to
press for a regular monthly church
prayer meeting for missions, rather
than the quarterly missionary prayer
service under the auspiees of the Cirele,
which had become the custom in many
of the churches, and was really the only
missionary prayer meeting in the
chureh. .

At our recent Convention, held in

““Lots of people at home like to go
camping, and it is a happy, healthful
way of spending ome’s summer holi-
days; so when we write about touring
among the villages and living in a tent,
no doubt it sounds just like a pienie. I
wish I could take you with me for a tour
in our lovely Indian winter weather,
which is like pleasant summer weather
in Canada,

«Mr, Craig had been spending a few
days out here, and very kindly left the
tent all pitehed and ready for me, with
some of his camp furniture, so T was
saved all the bother that some ladies
have when they go touring. In spite
of that, last Saturday was a very busy
day. There was so much to be attend-
ed to before I left. An extra supply of
drinking water had to be boiled, and
nearly all the food I would require for
the next six days was stowed in a small
wooden box; a little kettle, and cook-
ing pots, and dishes had to be packed,
also: all the bedding and elothing 1
would need. A little eart drawn by one
ox was ecalled, my ecanvas camp cot
and all my things were loaded into it,
and sent off about six o’¢lock in the
evening. The Biblewoman and I drove
out from Cocanada, and arrived about
ten o’clock. The cart had just arrived,
00, 50 you sée they had not travelled
very far, as the distance is not. guite
ix miles. Tho  two  earthen pots of
drinking water had to be carried out
by a cooly man, as they eould not come
_in the cart, for the water would m
out and wet everything, and so m
of it would be spilt, e have found
the tent nieeé and cool at night, and the
mosquitoes have mot been troublesome,

fioons, even-in this cool season, but so

Every day since that we have left the
tent in the morning, and have not re-
turned until evening, We take a little
luneh with' us for our moon meal.

To-day was -our hardest day, On
Monday we visited two villages, giving
the forenoon td oné, and the afternoon
to another, On Tuesday, we spent the
whole duy in a large village  about
thirty-five minutes’ walk from here. On
Wednesday, we visited the vjllage that
was. farthest away; but we ¢ould go
more than two miles by rickshaw, and
thus save strength and energy for talk-
ing, when we reached the place. After
walking  back across the .fields to the
road, it was very nice to get into the
vickshaw again, and rest until-we had
to get down to walk to. the field where
the tent is pitched, not far from the
main road, running in a northerly diree-
tion from Coeanada.

Our little procession  is - rather an
amusing Jooking one, as we start out in
the 'morning. As I:do mot know the
field paths, I get a young man, who has

shoulders with an earthen ja¥ of water,
some  sandwickas for me, and a dish
of rice and ‘eurty for” Papamma, also
my Bible and hymnbook, and a package
of tracts. I have my little satchel, my
palm Jeaf fan, and my covered umbrel-
ia, and Papamma carries her books and
a roll' of pietures on cheese cloth.
After a fifty: minutes” . walk this
morning, we reached the village we
were bound for, and talked and taught
in three different places; one was inside
a yard belonging to u hounse whére we
have visited before, and the othertwo
were practicauy in the street.  Most
of the houses have the roofs coming
out two or three feet beyond the walls,
and & platform of mud built up under
the projeeting part; these we -call ver-
andahs, and offen we are glad if people
will Jet us sit on' the edge of their ver
andahs to talk ' to the women, who
gather round us-in the street or lane. It
is pleasant to meet people whom we
