—In his preface to the 1912 edition of the “Stock Exchange
Year Book,” of London, Mr. Thomas Skinner, says that the
new issues and new companies in Great Britain have not been
so abundant ‘n 1911 as in 1910 or 1909. The total on record
to the end of November was £214,252.100, as compared with

£368,366,970 in 1910 and £273.367,687 in 1909.

—The London Economist’s index number of commodity
prices for Janunary 1, reported to-day, was 2,386. A net
downward movement of 21 po'nts from December 1 was repre-
sented, the decline being a result of the counterbalan-ing of
an upward movement in cereals and meat by a decline in other

foodstuffs and textiles.

-Although the total of last year’s £191,759,000 issues of
new securities at London fell £75.60000 Obelow 1910, the ‘s-
sues of foreign Government loans in that market increased
£5,800.000, and those of colonial railways £10,300,000. No
class of home securities increased over 1910, except tramway

and omn’bus shares, and land and manufacturing corporations.

—Back River is to have a ra’lway. The Joliette and Lake
Manuan, which is to connect the Grand Trunk P:lr'iﬂC‘ with
Montreal, will enter the city by crossing that stream, a route
entirely mew among the eity’s railroad connections. The
road, although now known as the Joliette and Lake Manuan,
will not be so designated when it is running into Montreal,

but will have “Montreal” somewhere in its nameplate,

1t is announced that the Chicago and Northwestern Rail
road has decided to install fifteen oil-burning locomotives on
its Black H'lls and Wyoming division. According to the ad-
vices from the East, the new engines will go into action early
in January. The event is regarded with .particular sat’s-
faction by California producers, as it is believed to herald the
employment of oil for fuel purposes in the middle west.

-All railways operating in Western Canada have announc
ed new rates on grain to Duluth on the same basis as that to
the head of the Canadian lakes. In the past the differential
rate allowed by Canadian lines in favour of Fort William and
Port Arthur has prevented Canadian wheat getting east via
Duluth. \While this concession is ostensibly for the purpose
of rel'eving elevator congestion in Canada, it may continue

indefinitely.

The United States holds the greatest stock of gold and
silver in the world, according to statistics submitted by the
Comptroller of the Currency for the calendar year 1910. The
total aggregate of gold in possession of the principal coun-
tries was $6,604,100,000, of which the United States held #1,-
710,000,000, or 26 per cent of the total. The total supply of
silver was $2.599 500000, the United States share be'ng $729.-
500.000, or 28 p.c.

The rate of discount of the Bank of France, according to
M. Klotz, has only varied ten t'mes in thirteen years as com-
pared with sixty-nine variations by the Bank of England and
fifty-four by the German Imperial Bank in the same period.
The maximum rate of d'scount of the Bank of France during
these thirteen years was 41, per cent, while that of the Bank
of England was 7 per cent, that of the Imperial Bank of Ger-
many 714, and that of the Bank of Belgium 6 per cent.

According to the preliminary report for 1911 just issued
by the United States Geological Survey, the mineral industry
of Alaska is distinetly on the up-grade. The output for
1911 is estimated at $20.370,000, of wh'ch $17.150,000 is to be
credited to gold production.  There were 22,900,000 pounds
of copper produced during the year; with other m'nerals, such
as silver, tin, coal. marble and gypsum. The mineral output
of the Territory since 1880, when production commenced, is
Placed at $306,000,000. of which $195 950,000 represents  the
aold production.

The Grand Trunk Railway Company. it is reported. has
acquired, either directly or through the medium of a sub-
silary company  the lands and mines of the Rail and River
Coal Co. of Pittsburg for a price approximately $3,000,000.
Another account says that the new owner will assume the
§2,500.0060 bonds and pay for the stock (amount outstanding,
§2.500,000) approximately $3,500,000. The deal is said to
include about 31,000 acres of coal lands ‘n Belmont Co., O..
and six operating mines, with an annual capacity of 750,000
tons. The railway company. it is stated, is to operate the
m'nes and use the output or its lines.

—A nation-wide investigation of the food supply of the
United States, with- special reference to the increased cost of
living, has been inaugurated under the personal supervision of
Commissioner of Labour Charles P. Neill. This inquiry, or-
dered by Secretary of Commerce and Labour Nagel, will be
the most comprehensive ever undertaken in this or any other
country, and will last for several months. Experts will be
sent over the country to visit fields, factories and stores.
Each important article of food will be traced from its begin-
ning to the door of the consumer, and then the department
statisticians will prepare a report for the government  and
the publiec.

A three million dollar oil and natural gas merger has just
been incorporated under an Ontario charter as the Union Na-
tural Gas Co., of Canada, Ltd. The head office is Niagara
Falls, and the compan’es gbsorbed: The Volcanic Oil and Gas
Co., the United Fuel Supply Co., the Ridgetown Fuel Supply
Co.. the Iraquois Pipe Line Co., Ltd., and the Rondeau Gas
and Oil Co. The merger gets control of the franchises held
by these companies in most of the townships of Essex, Wes-
tern Kent and South Lambton. The prov’sional directors
are A. S. Rogers and C. E. Calvert of Toronto: D. A. Coste
of Niagara Falls; P. A. Little, L. E. Willet and 8. L. MeKay,
of Buffalo. »

—The United States Government’s cotton crop estimate,
made early in December, was 14,885,000 bales. exclusive of
linters of the gross weight of 500 pounds each. The average
weight of the bales so far marketed is about 517 pounds, and
on this calculation a g'nning report from the Census Bureau
of 14,300 000 bales ginned to January 1, would practically be
the equivalent of the total crop allowed for in the Govern-
ment’s crop estimate of 500 pounds gross weight for the bales.
Thus it appears the Government has under-estimated the crop
from 300,000 to 500,000 bales, exclusive of linters, on its cal-
culation, and the total crop actually produced the past sea-
son must therefore be somewhere in the neighbourhood of 15,
500.000 bales, against 12,120.000 bales for the total commercial
movement of last year, and 10,600,000 the year before, and
13.850 000 the previous year.

—A government bill respecting the National Transcontinen-
tal Railway will be introduced in the Commons by the Minis
ter of Railways when the Iouse reassembles, It is under-
stood that the intention is to dispense next spring with the
services of the three present commissioners, Messrs. Young,
Calver and Melsaac, and entrust the final completion of the
road to Chairman Leonard, acting under the superv'sion of
the Minister of Railways. The commission has now complet-
ed the most important and difficult part of the undertaking.
By the end of the present year it is expected steel will have
been laid along the whole length of the line from Moncton to
Winnipeg. and by the end of next year everything will be in
readiness to turn it over to the Grand Trunk Pacific for oper-
ation. The balance of the fask, now that all the larger prob-
lems are solved. can. it is believed, be handled by the new
chairman and his engineering stafl’ in co-operation with the
Minister and the officials of the railway department

The British exports for the year 1911 as shown by the
board of trade returns reached a record total of £454,282462
(approximately $2271,412,300). or an increase of £23 897,688
(approximately $119,488.440) over 1910, Manufactures and
food account for almost the whole gf the increase, cotfon tex-
tiles alone being  £14,000 000 up.

A GLANCEE AT TROPIC AL AFFAIRS.

A good deal more is hap pening at the X e viean tris
pizs than the mere digging ol the  Panama Carl.

Thereis a tendency in Kuropean papers to
minimise ity importance as a new trade route, in com-
petition with the Suesz Canal, but all the same, the pos-
sible action of the Un'ted States with regard to tolls
i~ canvassed with a good deal of avidity.  There is no
doubt that the action of the Roosevelt administration
in :cizing upon the territory of Panama, will furnish
an excuse for nearly anything disagreeable in connee-
tion with the canal, and its administration. Tt will
surprise no one tolearn that the Chancelleries are even
noy formulating a secret undertaking with reference
fo this important matter.  The attitude of the in-
spired Furopean press may be instructive il consider-
ed from thic point of view.

The Republic of Eeuador on the west coast of South
Anerica, which, as its name implies, is =ituated direcet-
Ivoat the equator, comes into the area of subjects sug-
vested by the completion of the big canal.  Just at
ihe moment the sudden death of Presdent Tstrada
hax rendered the already uncertain outlook of  that
deht worried little conntry more uncertain by this un-
foward event. In the ordinary course the President
of the Tenador Congress hecomes Provisional  Presi-
dent of the Republic pending the election by the popu-
lar vole of a permanent suceessor. [t 0= quite pos-
sible that much will depend upon the policy of Presi-
dent Plaza. a= it appears likelv that the election may
not take place for some Tittle time.  The son ol the
Late President is one of the deputation which is repre-
senfing the country in Enrope and endeavourmy to ar-
range aonew loan at the present time.  The deputa-
tron has been in Par's, and the Tatest advicesare to the
clTect that the resalt of its negotiations with several
hanks has heen sufficiently successful fo warrant con-
sideralle confidence on its part that it will he able to
produce the sum of money required for the 18 months'
arvears of interest owing  this  month. The  depue
fation is now in London. It may be mentioned that
Prestdent Plaza oceupied the position of elected Presi-
dent from 1900 to LO0 L, and, as his political views are
helieved (o he very similar to those of the late Presi-
dento it would appear quite probable that he will secure
the =ulfrages of his conntrymen again.  An important
development of the situation is contained in a ¢rceular
rxued in Parts, which concludes its comments on the
Feuadorian situation with the words, “the onlv means
hyvowhich Fevador can immediately obtain money s by
the offer of the United States to huv the
Galipagos Island=, Dhut public sentiment in Eeuador

aceepling
will never accept this cession.” The resumption ol
negotiations with hithe French syndicate is alzo fore-
shadowed, The Eeuador 1 per cent salt bonds are
laveely held in Iioneland, though  Franee also  holds
some of them. and other issues are held chiefly by
Furopean nations.

The Galapagos group of islands directly control the
Pacilic enfrance of the canal. and it is perfectly natur-
al thai the United States should greatly covet the pos-
sexsionof them.  Great Britan, however. may not see
the matter in quite the came light, and Germany has
already given some attention {o the locality.  So that
the inferest due Fenador's hond issues may have a not
urimportant sequel, though it is unlikely that the sit-

uation will ever get beyond diplomatic control. Few
are aware probably of the struggle going on incessant-
ly to gain or retain commercial supremacy, or of the
assistance which financiers and diplomats sometimes
render to one or other of the rivals. - Probably we have
said enough, however, to show that the actual digging
of the camal is not the only difficulty the United States
has encountered, or is likely to encounter, at the isth-
mus of Darien.

Weare probably safe in saying that this is the finest
advance all along the' lime. even thisz successful Bank,
has ever recorded. The merease in the Lest .\ ccount
is especially striking, especially when it is taken into
consideration that $100.000 was written off the book
valne of Bank Promises, which now stand at the ex-
ceedingly Tow valwation of $1.261.662, and represent
more reserves, in a very langible  form. Deposits
have increased greatly, ut not so rapidly as has the
demand for loans, which iz instructive as to the con-
dition of the business of the Dominion. The excess
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circulation is noticeable in the case of this purely com-
mercial bank, but the outstanding peculiarity of the
annual statement is the very large proportion of the
assets employed actually in loans and discounts. No
space is left for dilating upon other features of this
Report, though a passing mention is due of the steady
spread of the Bank of Toronto, as shown by the loca-
tions of the 17 new branches opened during the year.

Canadians will wonder that a civie resolution has
heen found necessary in the United States to bring
about what has been law in the Dominion for some
vears past. It is possible that it is a law not very
“trictly adhered to by the jobbing retailer, but whole-
salers abide hy its regulations, and it is always there
for customers to fall back, if they buy by the harrel,
hao or hushol.

It is curious that in adopting these obvious weight
regulations, the Chicago people had not advanced a
step or two. and made a covering law that all food
prodicts should he sold by weight.  The sale of eggs
by the dozen is a manifest unfairness, for instance.
Sizes differ almost as much as qualities, and both are
especially discernible by weight.  Butter is an article
subject to great adulteration by water, which would be
readilv ascertained if a size and weight standard of
the pound were established, Mbolasses, syrups and oils
are all in the same category .

Itis a question whether the rule of cloth manufac-
turers, to make goods up to a certain standard of
weight—unloaded of starch and china clay additions—

might not be adopted with advantage to customers.
Senator Casgrain’s bread weight bill, now up for con-
sideration, is but a symptom of the rising spirit among
Canadian people, brought about perhaps by the high
cost of living, which is going to insist upon receiving
the full value paid for goods. People are beginning
to think more closely about these things now, and to
be up to date governments, and civic authorities will
have to give increased consideration to the laws re-
garding weights.

THE METROPOLITAN BANK.

A bank with a small capital furnishes probably a
better index to the true condition of the commerce of
the country than the great institutions which are in a
position to profit largely by foreign flotations, and oth-
er outside operations in the realms of high finance.
The fact that the Metropolitan Bank, with a capital
of $1,000,000, and a Reserve Fund of $1,250,000, is
able to show net earnings of over 15 1-3 per cent. up-
on its capital, is somewhat striking. last year the
profits came to over 14 2-3 per cent, which was gener-
ally allowed to be an excellent showing. By way of
illustrating the comparative standing of the two annual
reports, we have compiled the following brief state-
ment for the convenience of our readers:—

To this we may add that current loans and discounts
have grown even more rapidly than the deposits, be-
ing $7,364,734 for the last year, as compared with $5,-
742,220 for the year ending with 1910.

As will be noticed, the enlarged dividend was easily
met. and the same amount, $20,000, was written off
'the book value ol Bank premises as in the year pre-
ceding.  Last year a quarter of a million was added to
the Reserve fund, out of an accumulated profit and
loss account of over $300.000. It will be noticed that
the Metropolitan is again on its way {o make further
accumulations, though whether it is the intention to
mcrease further the already proportionately large Re-
serve fund, we have not been informed.

The authorized capital of this conservative Bank is
$2.000.000, and it may be pointed out that if the
Directorate thought the time propitious for making
use of an enlarged amount of cash, it could issue the
other million to shareholders af 75 per cent premium,
and still offer them a comfortable honus at present sell-
ing quotations. It would even then have a Reserve
I'und equal to its capital, which is the case with only
a few other banks, and may be taken as an additional
proof of the soundness of the position of the Metro-
politan.

THE FOUNDER OF THE PRUDENTIAL.

Reference has already been made in our columns to
the ereat loss the insurance world has sustained in the
death of Hon. John F. Dryden, the father of indus-
trial insurance in the United States, and the founder
of the Prudential Insurance Company of  A'merica.
We gladly make room this week for the following in-
teresting excerpt from  the official minute upon  the
hooks of the Company, which tells us something more
of his important life’s work than has heretofore heen
eiven to the public:—

“In founding The Prudential, Mr. Drevden’s idea was
to bring the henefit of life insurance to the homes of
working people. e had heen greatly moved by ob-
serving the distressing condition which frequently ob-
fained in those homes when the working member of
the family was suddenly. taken away by death.  The
plan had often been tried heforesand in many diifer-
ent wavs, but had never suceeeded in this country, Tt
was left for him to work out a practical scheme and to
find the men and the mu'wl\ fo carry it out. Thix
he did: and upon the foundation he laid. the whole
fahric of Industrial insurance in America rests to-day.
s carlior efforts were attended with many dilficulties
and much disconragement. To a man les: sure of
himself and less resolute of purpose theyv would prob-
ably have heen fatal.  Capital was timid and friends
Iukewarm. 3ut serving withont salary and operating
in humble quarters. his expenses were =malloand inoa
few vears the projeet hecame sellf==upporting.

RECOVERING POTASIT FROM SEAWEED

In conneetion with the recent publications of the U.S.

Department of Agriculture concerning the search for potash,

the following statement has been given out concerning the re-
covery of the salts from seaweed:

In the giant kelps of tne Pacific Coast a satisfactory source
of potash has been found. The kelp groves along less than
one-fourth of the coast line have been mapped, and these
should yield from two to three times as much potasi as the
present importations.  These scaweeds are able to extract by
selective absorption the potash salts from the sea water. and
on drying these salts are very largely exuded on the surtace,
The dried plants contain from 25 to 35 per cent of  ther
weight of potassinm chloride and the latter can very readily
be extracted.  The kelps also contain iodne and many other
by-products can he obtained from them. It is possible that
these by-products will more than pay the manufacturing ex-
penses, leaving the potassinm chloride free from cost.  The
Japanese have already shown cons’derable ingenuity in work-
ing up these by-products.  Not only do they use some of the
waste material for eattle food. but the Japanese themselves
use it as a staple article of diet. Grlue, shellac, paper and
other useful products can also he madde

Nome of the Pacific groves are five miles long and two miles
wide, and the growth in these groves is exceedingly  dense.
The two principal species that would be available are Ne-
reocystis Juet keana in the north and _\];u-rmg\'sli.\ pyrifera in
the south. Both these plants reach a length of 100 feet or
more and-grow in strong tideways or where they are exposed
to the full force of the open sea.  All of the groves are with-
in the three-mile Timit and should be vu\sill\ harvested.  The
heaviest groves are south of Point Sur. but large ones extend
as far north as Seattle. If properly harvested and protected
these groves will vield an annual harvest indefinitely; it is
even possible that in the case of Macroeystic two such har-
vests may be obtained.  On a conservative bas's upward of
a million tons of potassinm chlovide, worth nearly $40.000,000,
should he obtained each yvear, No estimate can be given at
the present time of the value of the by-products.

FISH CULTURE IN CANADA.

tiatehing fish by artificial means to stock the waters of Can-
ada is engaged in on a large scale by the Dominion (Govern-
ment. In 1909, the Dominion fish hatcheries planted no few-
er than 1024282000 fry in various waters throughout the
country. In 1900, only 271.996,000 fry were planted by the
Government fish hatcheries, so that the plant of young fish
has inereased by nearly 277 per cent in the past ten years.
and the number of hateheries has inereased from 12 to 37, or
208 per cent. Of the 37 hatcheries now in operation, Brit'sh
Columbia and Quebee have 8 each. Nova Seotia. New Bruns-
wick and Ontario, 5 each; and Manitoba and Prince Edward
Island each have 3

The amount voted by the Dominion Parliament for fish cul
ture purposes in 1909 was $322,300, and of this $180 345. or ap-
proximately 56 per cent was expended. The importance of
carrying on th's work can not be emphasized too mu-h in a
growing country like Canada, where the increasing population
is making greater and greater demands on the fish supply.

—8o widespread has Dbecome the crime of forgery in the
United States and so great have been the losses with'n the
last twelve months that companies issuing forgery insurance
have adopted the most stringent restrictions in issuing poli-
cies. While no accurate account of the losses has been kept,
they are estimated as having been $15,000,000 through checks
and drafts during 1911. The chief new restriction now de-
manded is that the bank insured shall not open an account
with anyone not known personally to an officer or director
or whose integrity is not vouched for by a depositor. A
favourite method of forgers recently has been to deposit a
bogus check. apparently certified. on a bank remote from the
depository and withdraw the money two or three «davs later,
or before it is discovered to be a forgery.—N.Y. .Journal of

FIRE RECORD.

The losses by fire in the United States and Canada during
the month of December, as compiled by our New York name-
sake, aggregate $22,722,850, as compared = with $21,528,000
charged against December of last year, showing a gain of a
little over a million dollars. This brings the total losses
by fire during 1911 up to the total of $234.337,250,
or slightly less than the figures for 1910, which
were $234,4:0,650. During the past thirty-five years the loss-
es aggregate $5,181,345,425, or an annual average of $148,-

ENGLISIHE EXPERIMENTS IN ROAD MAKINCG,

In o report which Consul-General Griffiths sends from Lon-
don, England, there is a discussion of the results obtained
from experimments conducted under the authority of Brit'sh
Pavliament to obtain the best road surface for heavy traflic.
These experiments were conducted under the direction of the
Road Board of Grest Britain and deals with practically every
Kind of road suifacing material and the relative cost thereof.

It is shown in this report that the invest'gation by the
Rowd Board discloses that the increased heavy traflic. as a
result of the use of motors in the large cities and on country
roads. makes it necessary to determne the best class of road
surfacine material o It was found by the experiments  that
the miest servi ] material, that would <tand wear and tear
of motor traffic, such as exists in the busy centers of London
s the ordinary wool paving and asphalt. the cost of which in
London markets is $2.92 per vard. It is also stated that on
the authority of the official surveyor at Hanmmersmith, one of
the important <ections of London, creosoted deal is the best
rond surfacng for heavy  traffic. The ereosoted plank. it
tpears, compare.dh with macadam costs aomueh heavier outlay,
being #2400 to %2.92 per vard, as against 36 cents. “On the
other hand. the former Tasts ten to twelve vears. while the
life of macadun does not excecd one year.™

They have examined the returns received from all
the Branches of the Bank and have verified the figures con-
tained in the balance sheet’ presented to you.

MINE ACCIDENTS IN, GANADA

Statistices recently  compiled 1y the
Commission of Conservation shows that
the death rate in Canadian coal mines ‘s
mueh higher than in any other civilized
country. In 1902, the Vear of the Foernie

disaster, the death rate per 100 men em-
ployed tabove and helow Zround)., reach
ed the max mum rate of 13.25, The
averave rate for the ten vears precading
1919, however, was 4.79. The United
States comes next with an average rate
for the <ame jeriod of 3.43. Perhaps

the worst aspect of the situation is the
fact that the death rate from coal mine
accidents has Dbeen steadily on the in-
crease in Canada for a number of years.
The minimum rate of 1.83 was reached
in 1897 In 1909 the rate was 4.21
During the same time there has been a
steady decrease in all the leading Euro-
pean countr’es

It would, of course, be unreasonable to
expect that the loss of life and property
could be entirely  done away with, but
experience has shown that careful inves-
tication of the conditions will po'nt the
way to the remedying of many abuses.
That the danger inherent in coal mining
can be Targely eliminated is shown by
the lTow. constant death rates in Belgium
and Great Britain. C'oal mine explo-
sions are much more frequent in Canada
and the United States than in any of the
European countries.  The follow'ng ex-
ample s exceedingly  sionifieant . In
1850 the fatality vate in the Belgian coal
mines was as hieh as {he present Can-
ad’an death rate. while at the jresent
time it averaces the lowest in the world.
This deeline in the death rate was dne
to the combined efforts of the mine own-
ers the workmen and the  Administra-
tion of NMines to the diffusion of tech-
nical and professional knowledee and to
the adninistrative organization for the
sefentific stody of aceidents

Although the death rate in metallifer-
ous mines n Canada is lower than in the
conl mnes it is mueh hither thon in any
of the Enropean countries. The death
ite in Canada for the period 19°0-1909
was 382,

With the exception of the Kimberley
diamond mines and the Transvaal. where
native and (‘Ililll'\v Iabour are employved,
the fatality  rate  durng  th's
(1900 1909) wihs cons’'derably lower else-
where than in Canada. Tt requires no

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FEEDING VALUES OF LINSEED AND

SOYA BEAN CAKE.

A notable contribut’on regarding the
relative value of the soya bean cake and
the linseed cake as feeding stuff for ani-
mals s contained in a report from Con-
sul John L. Griffiths, at London, giving
the results of experiments conducted by
the Iast of Scotland College of Agricul-
ture. After a considerable time spent
in investigating the relative values of
these feeding stufls, the agricultural ex
perts concluded that the feeding value
of suya bean cake is about three-fourths
that of linseed cake. The experiments
‘neinded the allowance for the  higher
manurial value of soya bean cake. which
is estimated at about omefifth  higher
than the older feeding stuff.

These experiments conducted by the
Neotland agricultural experts during the
winter of 1910 and the conclusons reach-
ed upon an examination of all the varied
experiments made are that linseed cake
is superior in the ratio mentioned.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even-numbered section of Domin-
ion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not re-
served, may be homesteaded by any per-
son who is the sole head of a family, or
any male over 18 years of age, to the ex-
tent of one-quarter section of 160 acres
nmaotre

Application for entry must be made in
person by the applicant at a Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-ageney for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate. TFn-
try by proxy may, however. be made at
any Agency, on certain conditions by the
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or
sister of an intendine homesteader.

DUTTES:—(1) At least @«ix months’
residence upon and cultivation of the
land in each year for three vears.

(2) A homesteader may. if he so de-
sires, perform the required residence du-
ties by living on farming land owned
solely by him. not less than eichty (80
acres in extent, in the vicinity of his
homestead. He may also do so by liv-
ing with father or mother, on certain
conditions. Joint ownership in land will
not meet this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to per-
form his residence duties in accordance
with th above while livine with parents
or on farming land owned by himseif
must notify the Agent for the district
of such intention.
