4Jut blessed Saviour having eaten the 

Fmcbal Supper with bis disciple*, and cele­
brated tbe Eucharist, on Thursday evening, 
slier sunset, they sang a hymn of praise to 
God, then accompanied by all tbe a poetics, 
except Judas, be went out la his usual place 
of retirement upon the mount of Olives.

Before they left the room in Jerusalem 
be bed entertained his disciples with a most 
affectionate discourse, and reaching Olivet, 
which abounded with t-tites, the beautiful 
parable was .delivered, “ I am the true vine 
and my father is the husbandman.” After 
this long and serious instruction in their 
retirement, Jesus, as the great High Priest 
of our profession, lifted up His eyes to hea­
ven and prayed. Tbe high priest com­
monly, on tbe great day of atonement, made 
in ntouenitill lor himself, his household, the 
priests, and all the congregation of Israel.— 
Lev. xvi. IS. So our Lord first prayed for 
Himtelt, that God would glorify him with 
the glory which he had with (he Father before 
the world was (John xvii. 1^5) ; then he 
prayed for his own household, the apostles ; 
and last for the whole congregation of Chris­
tians, “ all them that shall believe in me 
through their word.”

The Saviour having finished this most 
Divine prayer, he went with his disciples 
over the brook Kedron to a very pleasant 
sod fruitful garden, where be had been 
accustomed to retire with them for private 
devotion. This wna Gethsemane; and at 
iu very entrance he said to eight of his dis­
ciples, » Sit ye here, while 1 shall pray."— 
This was one of the most extraordinary 
pawges in his life, and lie look along with 
bin Peter, James, and John, who had been 
lie favored eye-witnesses of his transfigura­
tion. Now they were to behold him in hie 
agony. He began to be very much dejected, 
sud said to them : “ My soul is exceeding 
sorrowful unto death : tarry ye here and 
latch." And then he went forward still a 
little farther : withdrawing from the three 
feci pies, and falling prostrate with bis face 
upon the ground he most earnestly prayed 
to his heavenly Father that he might ho 
delivered, not from death, but that his agony

the ground as if astonished and thunder­
struck.

In a few moments they recovered and 
came forward again, Jesus asking a second 
time,“ Whom seek ye?” They replied, as 
before, “ Jesus of Nazareth.’^ He answered, 
“ I am He.” Then they apprehended the 
Saviour as their prisoner, which, when the 
apostles saw, they asked, “ Lord, shall we 
smite with the sword ?” Without waiting 
for an answer, Peter, ever more sanguine 
and forward than tlie others, rashly drew 
his sword and cut off a piece of the ear of 
Malclius, the high priest’s servant. P< ter, 
it is likely, thought this man was more olli- 
cious than the rest in seizing bis Master. 
But Jesus disapproved the act, and making 
no resistance the Roman soldiers and Jew­
ish officers sent by the Sanhedrim seized 
the meek and innocent Saviour as a male­
factor, binding him to prevent an escape.— 
Whilst binding him be desired a moment’s 
indulgence, and calling Malchus lie touched 
bis ear and immediately healed him. Then, 
notwithstanding their late protestations of 
being ready lo die for their Master, all the 
Disciple* forsook him and fled.

This is the astonishing record of our Sa­
viour’* agony in the garden of Gethsemane. 
We cannot close it without deep impressions 
of the infinite evil of *iij. To a one for our 
sins it was necessary that the Son of God 
should thus bear such unparalleled suffer­
ing*. It is no wonder that Jesus said, 
•• My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto 
death and we may form some faint idea 
of this mysterious mental agony by its ef­
fects : “ His sweat was as it were great 
drops of blood falling down to the ground."

We should imitate the conduct of tbe 
blessed Saviour in our times of sore con­
flict of soul. He prayed to his heavenly 
Father “ Is any afflicted * let him pray." 
See the resignation of Christ “Abba, Fa­
ther, all-things are possible unto thee ; take 
away this cup from me nevertheless, nut 
what I will, but what thou wilt." In this 
prayer our Lord exhibited the truth of his 
participation of our humanity, thus praying 
that the cup of sorrows, “ if possible," might 
pass from him. Human nature shrinks 
from suffering, but we can be strengthened, 
through prayer, to bear such sorrow with 
pious resignation. Forget not, too, follower 
of tbe Lamb, (he perfect resignation of your 
Master to the Divine will, and His cheer­
ful readiness to endure the unutterable 
agonies of son! in Gethsemane, rather than 
leave tbe work of our redemption nniccotn-

Works of Fiction.
It ARCHBISHOP WHAT ELY.

Those works of fiction are worse than 
unprofitable that inculcate morality, with an 
exclusion of all reference to religious prin­
ciple. This is obviously and notoriously 
the character of Miss Edgeworth’s moral 
tales. And so entire and resolute is this 
exclusion, that it is maintained at the «x 
pense of what may be called poetical truth : 
it destroys, in many instances, the probabi'- 
ity of the tale, and the naturalness of the 
characters. That Christianity does exist, 
every one must believe as an incontroverti­
ble truth ; nor can any one deny that, whe­
ther true or false, it does exercise, at least 
is supposed to exercise, au influence on the 
feelings and conduct of some of the believ­
ers in it. To represent, therefore, persons 
of various ages, sex, country and station in 
lifeavs passing through, on tbe most trying oc­
casions, every kind of danger, difficulty and 
hardship, while none of them ever makes 
the least reference to a religious motive, is 
as decidedly at variance with reality—what 
is called in works of fiction unnatural—as 
it would be to represent Mahomet’s entliu 
slantic followers as rushing into battle with 
out any thought of his promised paradise.— 
This, therefore, is a blemish in point of art 
which every reader, possessing taste, must 
perceive, whatever may he his religious or 
non-religious persuasion. Hut a far higher, 
and more ini ponant question than that of 
taste is involved. For though Mias Edge- 
worth may entertain opinions which would 
not permit her, with consistency, to attribute 
more to the intlueqcç of religion lhan she 
has done ; and in that case may stand ac­
quitted, in foro conscientise, of wilfully sup­
pressing anything which she acknowledges 
to be true and important ; yet, as a writer, 
it must still be considered as a great blem­
ish, in the eyes at least of those who think 
differently, that virtue should be studiously 
inculcated, with scarcely any reference to 
what they regard as the’ mainspring of it— 
that vice should be traced to every other 
source except the want of religious princi­
ple — that the most radical change from 
worthlessness to excellence should be repre­
sented as wholly independent of that Agent, 
which they consider as the only one that 
could •accomplish it—and that consolation 
under affliction should be represented as de­
rived from every source, except the one 
which they look to as the only true and 
sure one :—“ Is it not becanse there is no 
God in Israel, that ye have sent to inquire 
of Baalzebub, the god of Ekron ?’’ This 
vital defect in such works should be con­
stantly pointed out to tbe young reader; 
and he should be warned that, to realise the 
picture of noble, disinterested, thorough­
going virtue, presented in such and such an 
instance, it is absolutely necessary to resort 
to those principles which, in these bctions, 
arc unnoticed. He should, in short, be 
reminded that all these “things that are 
lovely and of good report," which have been 
placed before him, are tbe genuine fruits of 
the Holy Land ; though the spies who have 
brought them bring also an evil report of 
the land, and would persuade ns to remain 
wandering in the wilderness.

My Own Work.
There ii work for all of.gR; and there is 

special work for each. It is work not for 
societies or alliances, but it is work for indi­
vidual minds and hands. It is work which 
I cannot do in a crowd, or as one of a mass, 
but one man acting singly, according to my 
own gifts, and under a sense of my personal 
responsibilities. There is, no doubt, associ­
ated work for me lo do ; I most do my work 
as part of the world’s great whole, or as 
member of some body. But 1 have special 
work to Jo as one individual, who, by God’s 
plan and appointment, have a separate po­
sition, separate responsibilities, and a sepa­
rate work—a work which, if I do not do it, 
most be left undone. No one of my fellows 
can do that special work for me which I 
have come into the world to do. He may 
do a higher work, a greater work—but he 
cannot do my work. 1 cannot hand my 
work over to him, any more than I can band 
over my responsibilities or my gifts. Nor 
can 1 delegate my work to any association 
of men, however well-ordered and powerful. 
They have their own work to do, and it may 
be a very noble one ; but they cannot do 
my work for me. I must do it with these 
hands or with these lips which God has 
given me. 1 may do little, or I may do 
much ; that matters not ; it must be my own 
work. And by doing my own work, poor as 
it may seem to some, J shall better fulfil 
God's end in making me what 1 am, and 
more truly glorify his name than if 1 were 
cither going out of my sphere to do the work 
of another, or calling in another into my 
sphere lo do my proper work for me. The 
low grass-tuft is not the branching elm, nor 
is it the fragrant rose ; but it has a position 
to occupy and a work to do,«in the arrange­
ments of God for this earth of ours, which 
neither elm nor rose can undertake.

Besides, I have a crown to win ; and who 
can win it for me ? 1 cannot reach it
through the toil of another, through the 
operations of any society ol men. 1 must 
win it for tuysell.

these persevering efforts are being carried 
on by the children of the Reform, disputes 
and contentions are raising between priests 
and professors, barriers which, in all proba­
bility, will not be easily levelled, and which 
must have for effect to assist and protect tbe 
spread of the Gospel.

The authors of tbe existing quarrel are 
the Bishops of Ghent and Bruges, who sent 
forth two pastoral letters, couched in the 
bitterest language, against the erroneous 
and. anti-Catboiic doctrines taught in tbe 
Universities of Ghent and Brussels.

The Liberals have retorted in a manner 
proving two things, viz : their assurance 
that their party is sufficiently important in 
numbers to allow them boldly to confront 
the mother church ; and also, that, far from 
being disposed to abandon the vantage 
ground they have conquered, they are de­
termined not only to hold that, hut ever, to 
secure more.

1 will not transcribe the pastorals of tbe 
Bishops ; it is sufficient to ob-erve that their 
aim and end is, to do away with all literary 
establishments, and ipduce families to en­
trust the clergy, and the clergy alone, with 
education in ail its various branches. The 
opposite party is, however, a strong one, 
and has confidence in its strength, as will 
be seen by the following portions of a 
speech pronounced by Monsieur Verbaegen, 
before tbe notabilities of Brasse Is, and the 
Professors and students of the Free College 
of that city. Monsieur Verbaegen ie a Ro­
man Catholic, and one of the Professors ef 
the University. He says :

“ Six and twenty years ago, gentlemen, 
we thought that all intollerance had ceased ; 
the Roman Catholic clergy held out their 
bands to os, and exclaimed to os : • Hence­
forth there shall be union ; freedom of opin­
ion, liberty of worship, liberty of the press, 
and. liberty of instruction.' What were these 
protestations of faith in each other, and free­
dom for all, bat tbe pledge of mutual tole­
rance, the promise of a useful and legal 
union of sentiment and action, between men 
of science and men of faith ? All flattered 
themselves that, for the future, religion and 
science would work together for the public 
good. But vain was this hope ; scarcely 
had a year passed away, when the head 
of Roman Catholicism, a stranger to onr 
country, our customs and our laws, took 
upon himself to be our judge in politics, and 
burled against the Belgic Constitution the 
ever to be regretted Encyclique of 1832, 
dictating the duties of the clergy, and com­
manding the destruction of the edifice which 
they assisted us to raise. The Encyclique 
declared that the Constitution which gua­
ranteed liberty of worship, was founded 
upon principles as false and absurd as they 
were unreasonable and impractical)’*. The 
Encyclique declared with regard to liberty 
of the press, guaranteed by tbe Constitution, 
that such liberty is most dangerous, and can­
not, be held in too much horror, See., See. 
Thus tutored by the Pope, the Belgian cler­
gy, as was its right, founded the Roman Ca­
tholic University of Louvain, where they 
would be free to teach the whole of the 
maxims contained in the Encyclique, But 
the Liberals, making use of a right equally 
their own, immediately founded the Free 
University of Brussels, which was viewed 
with no better eye by the Bishops than the 
Universary of Ghent, and both were soon 
denounced by them as places exercising the 
most dangerous influences, and inculcating 
principles of the wor.-.t tendency.

“ We do not deny to any one tbe right of 
criticising the instruction we give, of contra­
dicting our opinion, or ol disputing our 
doctrines, being assured that we must and 
shall triumph over our adversaries, m any 
serious struggles wlicryn the good sense of 
the country would be called upon to decide.

“ But, as the gauntlet is thrown down be­
fore us, we would ask of those who attack 
us with so much animosity, by what fight 
they pretend to he alone in possesion of the 
truth ?

“ We would say to them : you only poe 
sess the liberty of a church, and we do not 
prevent you from teaching it, neither do we 
forbid our pepih to believe it, or to practice 
it.

“ Wc would say to our adversaries : yeu 
only possess the truth of a church, and you 
have the vanity and the’ arrogance to pre­
tend to possess universal truth ! Well, we 
declare to you, that universal truth is not 
with you. Neither do you possess histori­
cal truth, and you do not teach it, for you 
are condemned to distort history, to disguise 
or excuse crimes that the ambition of your 
church has committed to serve its illicit 
power. You do not'possess moral truth, and 
you do not teach it, for the first moral law 
is charity—tolerance ; and tbe fourth Coun­
cil of Laienui, presided by Pope Innocent 
III. proclaimed that it is not only a right, 
but also a duty, to persecute heretics ; and 
that it is impossible to be a good Catholic 
without persevering in this principle of the 
Romish Church. You do not possess scien­
tific truth, and you do not teach it, for has 
not your church condemned the system of 
Copernicus, and persecuted Galileo who 
professed it ? Freedom of impwiry, of exa­
mination, and faithful, dpen, independent 
discussion, is not only a right, but a duty of 
Professorship in every Unioeriity, except 
that of the Episcopacy, where science and 
knowledge are made to bow to the dogmas 
of the Romish church, and we are confident 
in tbe assurance that we shall be supported 
by the public opinion.”

base of the tower is quadrangular, and each 
side about six hundred feel long. The tower 
is made of bricks ot the purest clay, and of 
e white color, which is a little shaded with a 
yellow tint. Before being baked, the bricks 
had been covered with characters traced 
with the accuracy of the hand of a writing- 
master. Another curious fact arrested tine 
attention of the exploring party. Tla- 
sacred record runs thus : “ And it cam-: lo 
pass as they journeyed from the F.asl, that 
they found a plain in the valley of Shinar, 
and they dwelt there. And they *aid one 
to another. Go to, let us make brlek, and 
burn tfiem thoroughly ; and they had brick 
for stone, (or instead of stone,) and slime had 
they for mortar." Modern skeptics may 
ask : Where could these builders obtain ail 
this bitumen ? tor a vast quantity must have 
been demanded to meet the wants of so 
many trowels. It is a singular coincidence 
that M. Place discovered a fountain at a 
small distance from the tower, wbos*water* 
flow in such abundance as almost to form a 
river. The stream would force its way in­
to a river in the vicinity, did not the people 
hasten to stop it by setting tbe bituminous 
flood on fire, when they tranquilly wait till 
the fire is extinguished lor the want of ali­
ment. Thus tlie old fountain still pours out 
inexhaustible quantities of bitumen, or slime, 
which supplied these old builders fn their 
vest enterprise.

Among the interesting discoveries of M. 
Place were certain inscriptions on fillets of 
gold, silrsr, and copper, and also upon a 
metal now unknown, and which has some­
what the appearance ol ivory. It has been 
submitted to tbe experiments ol an intelli­
gent metallurgist, and its qualities will soon 
be ascertained. Some very curious photo­
graphs, taken bjr the expedition, completed 
their labors, one of which was of the ruins 
of the palace of the famous Ijueen Semi re­
mis. This ancient monument, situated on 
the height of a mountain, raised by the hand# 
of men, overlooks the awful solitude* which 
surround Lake Van—a body of water six 
or seven times larger than Lake Geneva.

There is apparently no hoax about this 
matter ; it bears a serious, though an ex­
aggerated character. That some imposing 
and important ruin has been discovered by 
M. Place can hardly be questioned , that it 
is the veritable Tower of Babel, or an As­
syrian ruin, remains to be determined.— 
Meanwhile, since the discoveries of Nine­
veh, and of the Cities of tbe Plain, nothing 
seems incredible about the old localities of 
the race.— Chris. Adv, 4 Journal.

The Bible in Bulgaria.
Bulgaria is a large province in the eastern 

part of Turkey in Europe. In a letter from 
Constantinople, dated on the 25th of last 
August, the Rev. Mr. Righter says : —

“ Great interest ha» lately lieen excited 
in regard to the Bulgarians. The new 
translation of the Psalms recently published, 
was almost immediately exhausted. 1 was 
very much pleased with a visit I made lo a 
very intelligent Bulgarian a short time since. 
He estimates the number of that people to 
be more than ti,000,000. They are rapidly 
advancing in schools and education, and de­
sire greatly to be supplied with the Scrip­
tures, that they may be relb-ved from the 
oppression of the Greek priests, who per 
form all fbeir religious set vices in a lan­
guage unintelligible to the common people. 
He says that instead of an edition of 1,000, 
an edition ol 20,000 of the New Testament 
and Psalms should at once he pnblishcd. 
The British and Foreign Bible Society 
have decided to publish immediately, 5,000 
copies of the Pentateuch, P.-mlms, Proverbs, 
and Ecclesiastes, for their benefit.

“ Since the foreign troops have been 
withdrawn, there lias suddenly sprung up 
serious reaction 011 the part of the Turks 
with regard to their treatment of Christians. 
They were never so oppressive, insolent and 
abusive as now, when all external pressure 
has once been removed. Notwithstanding, 
it is a remarkable fact that the sale of Scrip­
tures among them continues steadily to in­
crease ; 1,300 copies of the Turkish Scrip­
tures were sold during the last year, and 
800 within the last six monlift ; which man­
ifestly indicates that God in his providence 
is gradually preparing the way for the en- 
trance ot his gospel, in its purity and power, 
among tbe long deluded followers of the 
false prophet.

“ The British and Foreign Bible Society 
have just sent out a magnificent Turkish 
Bible, bound in blue velvet and rickly gild- 
ed, with golden clasps, as a present to his 
Majesty the Sultan. And our earnest 
prayer at this time is, that he may be induc­
ed to read, and receive the truth as it is io 
Jesus. With God all things are possible. 
Hb mother was a Christian woman, the 
daughter of a Georgian priest, and had 
great influence oaer bis youthful mind.— 
When she died, be remarked that “ he had 
lost the only friend he had upon earth.”

In the above extract we present the views, 
and the language, of one of the ablest writers 
and most eloquent divines that have adorned 
our mother country,—of the most gifted mind 
perhaps that ever lent its lustre to the Baptist 
Church in England. . The Reverend Robert 
Hall, illustrious alike for the grasp and the 
grandeur of his intellect, the depth of bis 
piety and the liberality of his sentiments, 
deemed it no invasion of the peculiar sphere 

*of politicians , no abdication of the dignity, 
or departure from the duties, of his office 1 
V; defend with ardour, and-when occasion 
aeetned to require it, to employ with alac-

«y, the freedom of the pres-. He entered 
Ut ’cruptë> and in the true spirit of

m—„ -
sion, restricted to secular disputants or the se­
cular press, he claimed them as theliefilage 
of all men, and resolutely contended that 
there were great occasions, eveX recurring 
in the history of free communities, wherrthe 
unreserved expression of opinion, by the of­
ficial representatives of religious bodies, was 
not only justified but necessary ; when, in 
fact, the neglect, or even delay, to utter 
their views would he a grosa, egregious, de­
reliction of duly.

In these sentiments of that eminent minu­
ter of the gospel, we entirely concur ; and, 
while we can exhibit as an example, and pro­
duce for our exculpation, the recorded judg­
ment of so peerless a member of their own 
fraternity, we may not be disconcerted or 
driven back from our position, bjjïa charge 
so preposterous as that with which the edi­
tors uf the Christian Messenger have, with 
a n w at ran table self complacency, assailed 
not only us but every member of the reli­
gious press in Nova Scotia, themselves 
of course excepted. They, assuming the 
tone of censors of the religious press of 
this province, inform its conductors that re­
specting “the warm political controversy 
still going forward" they have transgress- 
ed the bounds of prudence, and put them­
selves in a position, as regards the pub­
lication of communications on either side, 
to say the least of it, extremely undesir­
able." A political controversy, they 
call it, which has no other semblance of 
politics than this, that the Honorable 
Joseph Howe (a roan who it is admitted 
has played a conspicuous part in the 
politics of the country, and of whoae 
career we offer no opinion whatever) en­
dangering the verv existence of that par­
ty which himselT had reared, and with 
which he is still closely connected, and at 
the imminent risk of his own elevated 
and influential position, ventures to con­
demn—what we throughout the Crimean 
Campaign (without any twinge of con­
science as to meddling with politics,) 
ever and anon found reason to condemn 
—the conspicuous disaffection of that por­
tion of our population which the Halifax 
Catholic represent*, and which contribut­
ed no inconsiderable proportion of the sup­
port which the Government—of which Mr. 
Howe was the officer and advocate—re­
ceived : This, then, constitutes the poli­
tics on one side,—Mi.( Howe exposing the 
disloyalty of a section oFhia own suppor. 
ters. Un the other side, they art person­
al vituperations, unrelieved by the advoca- 
cy of a single principle hut the emphati­
cally asserted title ol the Roman Catho­
lics to wield a greater power, to exert more 
unrestrained an influence than ever on the 
political parties of Nova Scotia. They 
assert—and this produces the only com­
plication we can perceive of the question 
with politics, which the Christian Messen- 
gir admonishes us should have deterred us 
from touching the forbidden ground—they 
assert that the present (if it is not while 
we write, the past) administration which 
gave the office of President ol the Legisla­
tive Council successively (the only limes 
it was in their gift) ,to a Roman Catholic; 
which filled the very last vacancy occurring 
in that body with a Roman Catholic 
which look especial care that the Execu- 
Council of the Country should never be 
without a Roman Catholic . which fostered 
the Roman Catholics and distributed every 
petty office in the Country with «careful re­
ference lotheir wishes and a submissive 
obedience to their demands,—that this ad­
ministration has been shamefully neglect­
ful of their claims, and that in justice to 
their cause they must desert it and range 
themselves under the banner of the leader 
of the whilom Conservative party, whose 
disposition they say it is to concede to )ha 
Catholics a mote frank and full considera­
tion of their supposed peculiar rights.

Now then we ask the editor» of the Chris• 
tian Messenger,—If there be a political 
question involved,—if (fere be at this mo­
ment an issue before the House of Assem­
bly, and destined to be put prominently one 
day before the country ; what is it ? Is it 
net this,—whether to the Roman Catho­
lics shall be at once and fully guaranteed 
the privilege in this province of setting up 
and pulling down at their own will and 
pleasure ? And in the presence of so g.-eve 
an issue as this, fraught with important con­
sequences as the Editors of the Messenger 
themselves admit it to be '• both as to the 
future of our Provincial Diplomacy, and the 
great public interests of the country" must 
toe be silent because they “ cannot yet ^dia- 
cern any adequate motives that should In­
duce them to enlist themselves lo the eon- 
teet '? The diplomacy to which the writer 
alludes, we presume is that which is here­
after to be carried on between the Protes­
tant and Roman Catholic bodies of this pro­
vince ; and may we not manifest to all the 
world, our disposition to have no lot or part 
in the matter of such negotiations, without 
being accused of allowing ourselves “ to be 
needlessly drawn aside to mix up in politi­
cal matters.” Had we indeed indulged that 
unbroken silence at this momentous crisis in 
the history of our country, in which the 
Christian Messenger so singularly exults, 
we might not unreasonably have been ac­
cused of seeking to gratify some political 
aim. Had we, alter having fearlessly ex­
pressed our abhorrence of the procedure 
which invests one religious body—that body 
the most inimical to civil and religious liberty 
that exists—with dictatorial political power; 
after having frequently directed public at­
tention to the want uf affection to the crown 
and constitution of England, ta which the 
Halifax Catholic and its supporters glory ; 
had we after having thus assumed an un­
mistakable position while the Roman Catho­
lics of the province gave their undivided 
adhesion to the “ liberals suddenly and 
significantly ceased to express our views 
when Ihe Roman Catholic phalanx gave 
symptoms of retrocession, and seemed ready 
to rank under the leader of the 11 Conserva­
tives," the chargee might perhaps have been 
brought against the editor of this paper, of

•inking his religions scruples for political 
ends, and proving disloyal to the duties of 
his responsible poiilioo for the petty pur­
pose of favoring a political party ic whose 
success his personal sympathies might be 
supposed to be enlisted. ^

The course we hare pursued has Veen 
such as consistency demanded and one 
which can expose us to no censure, except 
from those who would seek to place us in 
the position of partisans. AA'e must reso­
lutely disappoint all such expectations in 
whatever quarter they may have been che­
rished. We published a portion of the 
correspondence which appeared in the 
secular prints, and produced that flame of 
excitement which rages now, it is true ;— 
a letter on fitber side. Our reasons for 
doing so may be briefly stated ; and must 
be satisfactory, we are sure. When Mr. 
Howe pronounced the sentiments breathed 
week after weçk through the columns of 
the Halifax Catholic to be disloyal to 
England, and inimical to the maintenance 
of good feeling among the various classes 
of Her Majeesty's subjects in this province, 
he stated only facts which we had long 
perceived and affirmed, it was not for us 
to pause and consider to what political com­
plications so unexpected an avowal on his 
part might lead, It was enough to justify 
us in quoting his words that he gave ex­
pression to plain and painful truths and 
so far as his language was unguarded 
enough to admit of a construction which 
would seem lo favor conduct that might 
touch ihe susceptibilities of individual Ro­
man Catholics in the tenderest point, or a 
course that would lead to a negation of 
their undeniable right, we expressly did, 
and now expressly do, pronounce our dis­
sent. ▲ question, however, arose in every 
mind ; Is Mr. Howe, so long the uncompro­
mising champion of Romeo Catholics, con­
sistent in now ooodemning them ; or has new 
light dawned open hie mind and dissipated 
a mist that had veiled their defects from 
bis view? This question we conceived 
it to be the design of the letter on “ Old 
and Yonng Ireland " to answer ; therefore 
we printed it. Bat it contained something 
more than personal explanations ; it ex­
hibited a serious charge against a lellow 
citizen that citizen replied, and we repub­
lished in full the reply. On neither the 
political nor the personal question involved 
have we favored either party : we have ac­
corded equal justice to both.

Is it, or can it be, for one moment imag­
ined that in anything we have written we 
designed to promote the interests of any 
political party? If so, to which party did 
we •incline ? Mr. Johnston himself assures 
us that up to the meeting of Parliament it 
was unknown to the country whether lie 
and hie friends would coalesce with the 
Catholics or unite with Mr. Howe ; though 
in either case their triumph wa» sure. 
This affords a testimony, clear and unmia- 
takeable, to the perfect disregard of party 
politics with which the religious press of 
Nova Siîotia must have pursued its cousis, 
tent course. Parly we know none. The 
lines of demarkation denoting the respective 
principles of Government and Opposition 
are too faint to be perceived by os. If not 
guilty of transgression in venturing so far, 
we should be dispoeed to adopt, as applica­
ble to our own provinces, Ihe language era 
ployed by our London contemporary, The 
Watchman, in reference to political party 

at home : “ AVe see how loose are its prin­
ciples, how shifting is its policy, and how 
fierce its personality,—not always regardful 
of character or even of sex, and the more 
tierce and implacable because party is no 
longer truly designated by terms which ex­
press ideas, but by names which represent 
men. It is a condition of things which can- 
■ot last, and we hope that good men and 
true are drawing near to each other and 
preparing for the storm.”

We trust that this is the lest time we 
shall have occasion to touch upon this topic. 
We have no predilection whatever for con­
troversy of any kind. We desire to follow 
peace with all men, and strive with unde­
viating consistency to further, as the sublime 
object of the Church of Christ, the spread 
of that “ holiness " without which no man 
shall see the Lord. How paltry In the esti­
mation of the firm and fervent Christian, 
who looks for the glorious appearing of our 
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, are the 
schemes of worldly aggrandizement that 
here engross the hearts and mind* of can­
didates for piece and power I how painfully 
sounds upon his ear the roar of faction ; and 
how pitiful appears to hi* view the scramble 
for the glittering toys of time! Yet he 
has, as e citizen end a subject, a sacred 
duty to perform in relation to matters which 
are connected only with the temporal wel­
fare of himself end his. May that duty be 
conscientiously and fearlessly discharged, 
whenever occasion demands, by the thou­
sands of Wesleyan* to whom It Is our pri­
vilege now to write

If a word In conclusion be necessary 
to save us from misconstruction, let us 
add it here. We have had on tome occa­
sions before now to utter our sentiments in 
strong and undissembling phraseology.— 
We have done so to-day, and we may do so 
again : but we have no dseire to inflict a 
wound upon any individual or to do vio­
lence to the leelings of any community ol 
Christians We refrain iherefore from 
some references which might produce this 
effect. The respected editors of the Chris­
tian Messenger must howevei, ere we close, 
pardon the inquiry, how comes it that they 
have lately lost the vision of what they so 
clearly discerned many years ago ! AYe 
confess to no ordinary degree of surprise at 
the obtusity they acknowledge when an­
swering the remarks of the Church Timet 
they thus conclude :—
“We give our unhesitating reply in the 

affirmative to what be propoees when he 
says

“ The queetions which each member of 
the body politic has to ask himself seriously, 
are these—are we to succumb to the politi­
cal influence of one religious body ? or— 
Are we to insist upon it, that religion and 
politics shall be disjoined, and that a man’s 
religious profession shall neither be a step­
ping stone nor a bar to his political advance­
ment ?"

We have no inclination to enter into these 
matters until we see those principles vio­
lated "! 11

the pleasure of attending. The Spacious school 
room was tastefully decorated with ever-greens, 
fligs, lie. and made to assume a cheerful and 
festive appearance by the Committee appointed 
lor that purpose, who spared no pains in their 
efforts to add to the interest of the occasion, and 
promote the pleasure of the large assemblage.— 
At half-past 6 o'clock, about 350 person» sat 
down toa very excellent repast, gratuitously pro- 
vided by the Ladies, who, as usual, succeeded in 
giving general satisfaction, and by their read! 
ness and cheerfulness in waiting upon the large 
number present, contributed greedy to the com­
fort and happiness of the occasion

Immediately after Tea the Public Meeting 
was commenced by the Rev. Mr. Harris giving 
giving oat part of a hymn and engaging in pray­
er, who then called upon Stephen Kendeil, Esq 
to occupy the chair and preside over the business 
of the meeting. The Chairman, in an appro­
priate addreaa slated the object of the Society, 
and then called upon Mr. Joseph Woods, the 
Secretary to read the Report which was ai 
follows •—

REPORT.
The Committee of the Newfoundland Weeley. 

an Methodist School Society, heve great plea­
sure in meeting the friends and supporters ol 
this Institution, at their annual public Tes Meet- 
ing, and to have the opportun ity of placing be­
fore them Ihe present condition and the future 
prospects of the various Schools throughout the 
Island, under their control and direction.

This Society was formed for the purpose of 
rvaderiog pecuniary assistance to (bow Schools 
situated in destitute districts were the people 
were poor, sod lor establishing oth. rs In localities 
where the children were growing op without the 
advantages el Education.

The Society was organized in tbs year 1851 ; 
and although of snob recent dale, yet, eioce that 
period, bendreds of the Youth of our land— 
who might be uocared for and uneducated but 
lor its existence—have been taught in its 
schools. Not only has such knowledge been 
imparted *’ ebsll be necessary to lit them to dis­
charge the duties of file slight, and lo occupy 
position* of honour end usefulness—bnt *l»o a 
knowledge of the Holy and precious Bible, 
through tne teachings of which they may be fil­
led to become Citizens ol the Heavenly AVorld.

Had it not been for the existance ol such a 
Society, the probability is, that some of the 
schools now in efficient operation must here 
been abandoned—but by means of it* funds 
being appropriated to meet the claims ol ibe 
teachers, they have been able to continue at their 
poets, sod prosecute their useful Isbouti

la connection with the Sociily there are 
•boat 15 Schools, with *n average attendance ol 
60 scholars to each School.

The School kept in the spacious loom* IÜ 
which we are now assembled, was hopefully 
and auspiciously commenced in October, 1852, 
under the direction of ".be late Mr. Samuel Ham­
ilton, who was sent from Knglaud, at the request 
of the Committee, fur that purpose. L'uder his 
charge it progressed most favourably ; but owing 
to the decline of Mr. Hamilton’s health, which 
made it imperative upon him lo leave Ihe country, 
and other ancon (tellable circumstances,the'opera- 
lions of Ibe School were for a time suspended ; 
the friends of ibe Institution will he glad to learn, 
that the Committee have lately secured the ser­
vices of Mr. Bacon, a gentleman whose experi­
ence and ability aa a Teacher are well known 
and appreciated, and under Lia management it 
is confidently hoped the School will make rspid 
and ent enraging progress.

The Committee would .embrace this op}>orta- 
nity of publicly expressing their appreciation ol 
the great interest taken in Ibe prosperity and 
success of this institution by tbeii late Chairman, 
the lamented Rev. R. A Chesiey. It ni after 
hie arrival amongat us last summer, that the 
School was re-opened, and he strenuously en­
deavoured—not only ky cordial snd hearty co­
operation with the Committee in all their plana 
and arrangements,but by bis influence whenever 
it could be exeteieed—to raise it to inch s state 
of efficiency and uaefulneea as to enable it at no 
distant period, to compare favourably will the 
beat conducted Educational Establishments in 
oar city. By bin death the Committee have 
been deprived of a judicious counsellor and a 
faithful friend.

The School at old Peri lean is in an efficient 
and satisfactory state. The progress of the scho­
lars in Reading,AYnting, Arithmetic, Geography 
and Grammar, is very pleasing and highly cre­
ditable to the Teacher

The school at Capids s io succesafu! operation, 
and in it many ol the young are being taught 
useful Branches ol Isaining.

Io connection with the Society ’here are alio 
schools at Pouch Gove, Greta Bay, Flat Islard, 
Sound ialand, Burin B«y, Spoon Cove, and the 
AVestern Shore,

The Lesson Books need in all the AV’eek day, 
schools are the excellent publications of; the 
British end Foreign School Society, which have 
so often been recommended by Her Majesty’» 
Inspector* of Schools in Britain- 

There being no public Tea Meeting last year, 
the Committee had no opportunity ol placing 
before the supportera of the Institution a state­
ment of the Financial condition of the Society 
for the years 1885 and 1856, and would embrace 
the present one fdr doing eo.

The receipts of the Society lor the year 1858 
were £108 0e4d, and ihe expenditure amounted 
to the same mm.

The Committee regret that ihe receipts lor 
1856, were only £45 7a 8-1 a small sum when 
compared with former yea.i. Phis was pattiy 
owing to there being no lea meeting lastjwinier.

It is hoped the! the friends of Education, and 
the well-wishers ol the youth ol our land, will 
further the exertions of the Committee by lib­
erally contributing to the funds of the Society; 
and that the receipts of ibis year Bill equal, if 
not exceed, any previous one.

About tbe Sih o.' lut month, a torcha, or sloop, 
called “ Tbe Arrow," with an Engl .b Captain, 
but manned by a Chinese crew, was lying in the 
river at Canton. The Chinese high authorities, 
having been informed that some o! the cmw of 
tbu vessel bad been engaged in the date rebellion, 
at once sent armed boats alongside; and look'off 
tbe Chinese crew, hauling down the English en- 
sign then tlying. The captain immediately ap­
plied to tbe English Consul, Mr. l’»,ke$, wl,o 
went down the river himself to .ascertain tin» 
facts of the case. On going on board tbe armed 
boats, to ask the reason of this improper mode of 
proceeding, he was grossly insulted, and hi, life 
threatened. He then sent in a reaior»;rant.c to 
tbe Governor-General, or A’leeroj, c! the two 
provinces,—tbe highest provincial auihoritv,— 
asking why be had sent bis executive on board 
an English vessel, and violated that article of tbe 
treaty which provides that on notification ol any 
criminals screening themselves under British 
protection being sent to the Consul, he, on find­
ing tbe evidence of their guilt clear, shall deliver i 0f 
them up to tbe Chinese Government '1 bat in , Mll f 
tbe present case these men must be delivered up 
to him, and an apology given for the indignity 
offered to the English flag. No native was taken 
of this lot several days, and on tbe subject being 
preseed cn the Chinese authorities, very unsatis­
factory replies were giver. This led to a de. 
roand being made by tbe British authorities for 
a satisfactory reply, and the public restoration oi 
tbe men to the vessel from which they had beén 
taken, within twenty four hours, otherwise force 
would be resorted to in order to compel this —
Still nothing saiisfsctoiy was gained, and Ad 
mirai Seymour, in command ol tbe East India

Madrid, Jan. G, 1857.
My Dear Sir anu Friend,—On the 

night ol tbe 30th of last month tbe Inspec­
tor of Police, with three policemen, came 
to my house, made « thorough search, and 
took possession ol all my books and papers, 
and amongst them several copies of “ An­
drew Dunn” and “The Sinner’s Friend," 
with others of the same kind ; and while 
taking the books they took me also, carried 
me away to the station-house, and there 
made me write my name in them. Thence 
they ltd me to tbe common prison, where 1 
still remain, but as yet they have not seb- 
jected me to any examination, nor have I 
been able to get any information as to the 
cause of nay imprisonment, end know not 
now the sffiir will cad. But I presume 
that the cause of the search must hare been 
some interception of letters between you and 
your wife, containing mention of myself, 
with allusion to our work of propaganda; 
or it baa been through some trick of tbe 
Jesuits, wbo are not ignorant of my efforts 
in the cause of the Gospel, and of my inti­
mate frieudly relations with yourself, and 
these circumstances have roused their ven- 
gence, which they are always so ready to 
indulge- I em not surprised therefore, at 
what they have done, but they shall never 
prevent me from acting according to my be­
lief and convictions, whatever they may do, 
and much lee* by such means a» these.— 
They visited your hou*e at the same time 
as mine, and question* weie put to me by 
the inspector on tbel occasion, who eskeu 
whether 1 knew one More, whether we were 
friends end correspondents, and if I knew 
*erw he was. After I bad answered these 
questions, be esked me why I kept such 
miechieros# books, and observed that they 
were doctrines of Mora. Mrs. Mora has 
sent to tell me that they have locked up tht 
books of oar propaganda in your boose, and 
I am sorry that, therefore, they will not serve 
to produce the like good effects ss have result­
ed from the circulation of tbe others, diflusing 
light even in tnu darkest places, and it is 
just io those darkest places the: tbe light 
shines with tbe most powerful effect.— 
Hence I have the most encouraging hope 
of jseeing th.* nfttion enlightened by tbe 
truth which Roman fanaticism ha* hitherto 
suppressed, if all have ihe resignation and 
courage lor labouring io its propagation,

22d ult., and on the 2Sd took alit tbe Barrier j 
forts, commanding access to the eity N ext day | 
the forts on the west of tbe city were liken, 
after a few shots fired on ei'b-jr tide The j 
guns were spiked and dismounted. Mean-1 
while, measures were taken to protect (he 
residences of the foreign -community,— the Fac­
tories, so-called,—in case ol any attack, or of 
fire. Some ol the .Missionary families were «eut 
to Macao, and Iko rest were removed- into the 
Factories; the Missionaries generally keeping 
near the Factories for protection. On the 25tb, 
the fort situated io tbe middle of the riser, on tbe 
south of the city, was laken without resistance, 
and cannon planted in it, preparatory to breach­
ing the city wall, it Ihe Governor General did 
not come to terms. Two Chinese militia men 
were shot near tbe Fax-lories, «ml some others 
wounded. To-day our Girls’ bchool-’l cacher 
gave up her charge, from fear, awl went home. 
Tbe boys’ school will bang on a few days longer.

Sunday, 26th.—No active warfare to-day ; the 
Admiral hoping that what had been done might 
suffice, but preparing for further operations to­
morrow, il necessary. Next day, the 27th at 
noon, the first shot thrown into tbe city wa* tired 
from the “ Encounter," a steam-vessel ol war, 
lying just in front ol the Factories. Shot and 
shells were thrown into the Governor’a house. — 
The man-of-war teats were actively engaged 
conveying guns and ammunition into the south 
tort, tbe “ Dutch Follypreparatory to an at­
tack on tbe city wall. A reward of thirty dol­
lar» was offered for tbe bead of an “ Englith bar­
barian,” by the Governor. This precluded Eng­
lish Missionaries Irom returning in person to 
their bouses, to take away whatever might be 
there ; and for Ihe American brethren it was 
nearly equally dxngerous, as tbe Chinese would 
not discriminate between tbe two xalions, it is to 
be feared, tempted by even this snail reward.

28tb,—About one o’clock Ml. tbe Dutch 
Folly opined fire through Ibe intermediate 
boaaes, on tbe city-wall. Tbe “Eocounler’’ 
threw shell, ea yesterday, into the Governot’s 
bouse. About two r.X. a fire broke out iu tbe 
line of the abet thrown from the Fort, suppwed 
to Be caused by falling bouses, iu which the peo­
ple bad left fires burning: this fire consumed 
many houses lying between tbe Fort and tbe 
city-wall, and wis not extinguished till aller 
■idnigkfr- Filing from tbe ship and Fort ceased 
at sundown.

Next day, Wib, the fire opened at eight a m. 
Tbe people io tbe southern suburb were actively 
engaged io saving all they cou.d from fuiihei 
danger, by convey ing their properly over the 
river. Al two r X. the Admiral sent Commo­
dore Elliott, with two hundred seamen and ma­
rines, to effect an entrance ink tbe city, as a 
Breach sufficiently large was already made.-— 
After eooouoteriog but slight resistance, they 
reached tbe Governor's pslace, and rifled n 
On their returning cut of the eity, by some 
cause or other, a fire again broke am east of the 
ruins of last night's fire. This resulted in * 
very esleosivc conflagration, by which the resi­
dences of two American blisaivaartes, Messrs. J 
B. French and C. F. Preston, tbe hospital and 
schools atiached, and their contenta were speed­
ily con?nmed. Tbe greater part of their house­
hold furniture and Lucks wa* also burnt,—a 
great loss to our Miesionary brethren. These 
two firee have burnt mar.;, hundred house»

On ibe list two days of tbe month very little 
warlike operations have been going on

During these troubles, ol cnirs j, sc hools have 
been entirely impended, and the lew Christian 
prolessors scattered in different diriciioos. and 
our servant* put in fear ol their lives from then 
connexion with foreigners. Oar school-teacher 
has acted in a m«nly, fearless way. By meant 
of him I have got a great part of my books and 
clothing, and some Mission property away from 
my bouse, which things will soon be sent to 
Macao. Furniture a«d many useful things ; et 
remain, which, if lost or burnt, will not be easny 
replaced. Yel it i* matter at greet tbanklusnert 
that so much Las been got away.

November 1st.—Some further commun,ca'i..ri­
ba vr passed between the Admiral and the Go­
vernor ol the province ; but etiii with nothing 
like a prospect of peacefully settling these differ­
ences

Sunday, Sd.—Mr, Smith and 1 attended Di­
vine worship at the English cbundi in the lac- 
tory garden, and there and in lees public wor 
ship have enjoyed some measure of the Sabbath’s 
rest end blessedness ,

3d.—This day the attack on the city re-com 
meoced by bunberdment, two ol tbe ships and 
tbe Fort (Dutch Folly) throwing shells into 
sesernl parts of the city, ximing principally al 
the Government offices. F’irlng ceased at sun­
set. The Admiral now demands entrance into 
tba city, and that henceforth free and unreetrict- j to

Ua Monday, after the presentation of a num­
ber of Petitions, Mr. Johnston rose and resumed 
his speech, again touching upon Mr. Condon’s 
case, and illustrating the charge of disloyalty 
imputed to him and others by reference to a 
small land of deserters from tbe garrison here a 
short time ago. These men found tbeir way to 
the County of Colchester where four cf them 
were sheltered, sympathised with, and protected, 
but who could say, with justice, that the people 
wbo sheltered them were disloyal ?

Order, with some 
difficulty, having been restored, Mr Howe rose 
and said that, although during ihe 20 years be had 
ha d'à seat in tbe Moose there tad been frequent 
bmsti of applause, never, but on two or three 
occasions, had there been hissing in the galleries 
Now it was an every day event, and bad been 
ever since ibis debate commenced,and it was evi­
dently tbe result of an organisation to overawe 
tbe deliberations of tbe House. Under these 
circumstances be felt it bis duty to inform the 
Sjiesker that there wete •• strangers in the gal­
lery ”-(tba usual Parliamentary mode of clearing 
Ibe galleries.) And then tbe Speaker desired 
all strangers to withdraw, and tbe House soon 
after, about five o'clock, adjourned lo 11 o'clock 
on Tuesday

Washington, Jan. 80.—Legislation is ex­
posed to frequent interruptions—by questions 
of privilege, by sudden death, and still more by 
tbe propensity for making buocome speeches, 
and tbe ardor for talk, talk, no matter what may 
be tbe queatioo proposed. Some of tbe bills 
which have passed, though duly considered, ate 
found tu be of • very loose, Indefinite, end con­
tradictory, and even- unconstitutional character. 
Tbna the bill amendatory of tbe ect for promot­
ing efficiency of tbe naval service 1» likely to 
puaale tbe Eaecutive, end tbe Attorney Gene- 
ral is celled upon to put some sense In it. Tbe 
bill for compelling witnesses to appear and an- 
ewer questions, at the summons ol either House, 
will hardly, it is generally tboogbt, stand tbe 
test of judicial decisions upon its constitution 
ality.

Tbe International Sabtnlfme-T’elîgrapb bill, 
which has passed the Senate, is generally ap­
proved, but some doubt is now expressed whe­
ther it does not create in tbe hands of an exclu­
sive company a monopoly which will become 
extremely oppressive to the whole body of tbe 
community. An application made lately to the 
Massachusetts Legislature, in behalf of this com­
pany, is tepresented as seeking a monopoly, 
which would render the enterprise exceedingly 
odious.

The morning papers detail the ceremonies of 
the funeral ol Mr. Brooks, of South Carolina.— 
The ill-timed remarks of Mr. Savage, in tbe 
House, after the death ot Mr. Brooks had been 
so eloquently and appropriately announced by 
Messrs. Keitl, Quitman, Ciiogman and Camp­
bell, created a deep sensation among Northern 
members. They were so pointed in tbeir allu­
sions to tbe assault on Mr. Snmoer, that even 
tbe meet ultra Southern members were shocked, 
while tbe Republicans gradually left tbeir seals. 
When be bad finished, tbe Republican side of 
the House was nearly deserted ; and it is said 
that when the Hones took a recess, Mr. Orr, of 
South Carolina, lost no time in going to Mr. 
Banks, to disclaim, on tbe psrt of himself and 
colleagoes, any knowledge that Mr. Savage was 
to speak.

Or«ttt Britain and the Continent 
of Europe.

General Atpect
The Watchman ot Jan 2d, referring to the 

approaching reopening ol Parliament says :— 
As far as Christendom is concerned, tbe account 
promises to be satisfactory beyond expectation 
Everything has succeeded well ; everything bas 
been gained from every quarter, and yet the al­
liance with France is preserved, and the under­
standing with Austria is so good as almost to 
alarm Count Czvour, wbo sees tlie young Em­
peror respected by England, tbe especial patron 
of Sardinia, ar.d at Ibe same time acquiring po­
pularity even in I-ombardy, by a full amnesty 
and act of oblivion for all political oflenccs. If 
Ferdinand of the Two Sicilies would but copy 
Ibis example ol Francis Joseph ol Austria, the 
whole Italian question would be bung up, like 
knightly armour in the halls of peice, for a long­
er period than Sardinia might desire. In the 
quarrel between Prussia and Switzerland, tbe 
mediation ol our Government, so far as it can be 
estimated in tbe abro ;ee of official documents, 
lias been all that could be desired ; and here, too 
tbe result has beta a creditable pacification.,In 
short, Lord Palmerston’s Government seems to 
be on friendly t»rms with most others in Europe, 
excepting peiuaps those of St. Petersburg, Ne- 
plea and A'heus, with which there is lo longer 
any very serious quarrel, and certainly not cx- 
vepmg bat of Brussels, through tbe Prince de 
L’gne, using far grosser language than that which 
he resents, has called a certain Lord of tbe Ad- 
mireltv,- sot,* “blackguard," and " underbred 
puppy " We think that Sir Robert Peel was 
very ill-advised in giving ibe offence, batjlhat this 
manifes'a i'-n of temper and charactei -v tbe suf­
ferer is rot the worst possible justifi v o of it 
With tbo United Slates our relation» . o- :J 
have improved every month since Parii. _ . ü>
journed. Over against all this excellent progress 
m Christendom ibe Government must set a very 
difleient policy in Asia, and justify or excuse 
the bombardment of Canton and tbe capture ol 
Bu.bire as best it may. If, as we now have 
hopes, it can announce that tbe Shah bas sub­
mitted, half of this account will also be oleated, 
fur everything is forgiven to success.

The Continent just now looks peaceful 
enough, tbe European quarrel having been made 
up by the submission ol Russia. Tbe Neapo­
litan difficulty having been nearly as good as 
solved by tbe simple method of wilfully neglect.

I ing it, and Switzerland Laving set at liberty 
tbe royalist prisoners ot Neucbatel end given 
orders to dUbeod ber troops, in reliance on the 
imperial promises of France plue tbe sterling 
bullion-like word ol John Bull, which is as good 
as one of bis own Bank of EngUnd notes. Bat 
there are our two Asiatic wars to which we 
have already referred, aod which cannot be 
carried on without cost to ourselves as well as 
to India.

Attempted Assassination or a Neapo­
litan ARCHfllàHOï.—The Globe contains the 
following, dated Naples, Jan. 2C :—“ A priest 
has attempted to assassinate the Archbishop ol 
Matera while he was giving bis benediction to 
tbe people. Tbe Archbishop was wounded, and 
a canon wbo attempted to protect him was shot 
dead by the assassin "
Roula.

A letter, dated St. Petersburg, tbe 2nd instant, 
published in the Pays, state» the greatest poeibie 
activity prevail» in the docs. atds, at Croostadt 
The workihops for tbe manu suture of machinery 
are busy day and night. A!, possible resources 
are employed to convert the selling ships into 
screw steamers. Schools are established for the 
education of young men, to act as engineers and 
stokers on board tbe steam fiteL A detachment 
of ship carpenters baa been scot to Nicbvlajewk, 
in Siberia. The corps of engiueers in Siberia 
baa been enforced. Tbe last letters Irom Irkutsk 
state that tbe Bussian anthotities miintain a 
friendly correspondence with the Chinese.

Letters from Tahrts received ai Constantino­
ple stale that the Russian flotilla in the Caspian 
Sea stationed at the mouths of tbe Hour, the 
Terek, and the Wolga, having numerous troop» 
on board, had taken possession of several small 
i.-lands belonging to Persia,in the Gull ol Bukan, 
The head quarters were established in tbe Isle 
of Ncqhtoooi, tbe largest ol them, and a strong 
detachment bad occupied in the I»le of Ogouvt- 
schinsk, which commands the Gulf of Bakan, and 
which tbe Russians immediately fortified, eo aa 
to protect it from any hostile project of the 
Turcomans. They established n teivgraph line 
from Nephtoooi to the Isle of Dagada, and from 
which they command the mouth ot tbe Oxua.— 
This movement of tbe Russians is stated by these 
letters to have a doable object; first to assume an 
attitude calculated to have some'tffect on the war 
between England and Persia, and next, to oppose 
any invasion which the Bokharians anil the 
other Kantff races, (otbodox Mussulmans, ene­
mies ol the Shiites,) might attempt on the pro­
vince of Masenderan, and even on tbe capital ol 
Persia, as they had done on previous occasions.,

A letter from St. Petersburg says ■“ The fê­
la lions between Russia and Sweden since the 
treaty concluded by Sweden with Ibe Western 
Powers, have not been fliendly. Although reli­
ions bsve been completely re-established be­
tween Russie and France, it ie well known that 
tbe same ie not -ibe case between Russia and 
England, and it is believed here that English 
diplomacy at Stockholm intrigues constantly 
against ltuseia. It is said lhat, tor some time to 
come no representative of Kin.t Oscar will be 
sent here."

Asia.
The news so long expected from tbe Persian 

Gulf has arrived at last, and we learn that tbe 
Island of It arrack was taken poseewion of on tbe 
4th of December, and that on tbe 8tb the fort 
which protects Bushire was captured, not with­
out the loss on our part of Brigadier Stopford 
ami three other officers Tbe town surrendered 
next day. By another route, a report has been 
brought that the Shah, on bearing of these 
events, submitted to the English demands in full. 
This intelligence, and also tbe statement that 
Brigadier Chamber lay oe's iiitle army, after pen. 
etratiog almost to Cabal, bad retraced its march 
and entirely quitted Afghanistan, were at first 
received with incredulity. There can, however, 
be no longer any doubt that Lord de Redclifle 
bas communicated to tbe Government informa­
tion, emanating ftom the Tutkish Minister at 
Teheran, that Persia accepts peace on tbe terms 
demanded by Eugland. Tbe brief but wise and 
warning sentence in which the Emperor of the 
French referred io this war, when he received 
Ferouk Khan at the Tuileries, will tend to con- 
viocc the Court of Teheran that its policy ought 
to be to make ill submission while that can be 
done on comparatively easy nod favourable con­
ditions.

From tbe far Eist, fresh material accumulates 
for Parliamentary investlga'ioo. The Russians 
have lately obtained tbe Hire privilege as tbe 
Maritime Powers to send their ib pe into tbe 
five Chinese ports opened at the close of tbe 
opium war, and this will be another ittnm why 
we should enjoy tbe same facility as the Rus­
sians for maintaining an embassy at Pekin.— 
Yeb, tbe Governor and butcher of the Canton­
ese, has carried bis quarrel to extremities, by 
setting fire to tbe kowgs, or factories, uf tbe 
European merchants at Canton. These build­
ings lie near to escb otber, and have probably 
all, to whatever nation belooging, shared more 
or less*tbe same fate, logelber with the ware­
houses and banks. In return, it is said that 
Canton is to be shelled and cannonaded unspar­
ingly- W'e hope that Admiral Seymour will 
remember tbe noble example of Lord Exmoutb 
at Algiers, and not pour indisuimmate death 
upon a city which contains about a mi,lion ol 
inhabitants.

Tbe Moniteur Je la flotte contains news from 
China not hitherto published. It was known at 
Macao that the Rnsaian Government bad ob­
tained permission at Pekin for tbeir ships to 
enter tbe five ports. This fact is considered to 
be extremely important. Russia has Lad for 
some years extensive commercial relations with 
China by land, and, according to ft»e terms of a 
treaty signed in 1725, tbe town of Kiachta, situ­
ate on the frontiers ol tbe two empires, serves 
as a commercial entrepot. Commerce has in­
creased, and is considerably extending itself on 
that point. ,Tbe Russian Government, in order 
to establish its relations more firmly with China, 
baa obtained the privilege o< having a legation 
at Pekin,—a favour which no other power en­
joys, but, on tbe other hand, the Chine* Gov- 
emment had always refused to receive Russian 
ships in the five ports into which the ships of 
other nations were sdmitied. Trade between 
Russia and China has hitherto been carried on 
solely by land. Admiral Paniutio, wbo com­
manded tbe Rnsaian squadron ie tbe China Seas 
•t tbe breaking out of the lhat war, need bis at- 
■eel efforts to oblate • treaty white would

place bis government on tbe «me footing as 
tbe most favoured nations. He would probably 
have tucceeded had not th- War paralyzed bis 
operation*.

farmer* should keep sheep. Ilow 

convenient, when remote from the city 
markets, to have always fresh limb, boiled 
leg of mutton, (with caper sauce,> and mut­
ton-chops always at command 1 Then aheap 
keep down the briar*. Mr. R. S. hay, of 
Lynn, recently at an agricultural meeting in 
Boston, (as reported to the N. E Firmer,) 
made the following interesting remarks :

“ Sheep are gleaners of other stock, and 
will help keep the cattle pastures in good 
condition by being turned into them occas­
ionally to eat the corner plants which hive 
been left. They will enrich the lend : there 
is no msoure so fertilizing ss that of sheep 
and it does not so readtlv waste by exposure 
as that of other aoimils Sheep may he 
snide exceedingly useful in helping to pre­
pare land for a crop A German agricul­
turist has calculated that the droppings from 
one thousand sheep during a single night 
would manure an acre sufficiently. By that 
rule s farmer may determine how long to 
keep any given number of sheep on a par­
ticular piece of land. Mr. Fay said he was 

i accustomed to fold his sheep upon land 
1 which he designed for corn and other crops; 

and in so doing, he shut them upon half an 
acre at a lime, keeping them there by a 
wire fence, which was easily moved from 
place to place. In this way his land was 
well manured, without the labor of shovel­
ling and catting. These ideas are worth 
reading by the farmer. We believe any 
(arm will bear a certain number of sheep, 
in proportion to the other stock, not only 
without loss to the amount of grazing which 
it will yield to the cattle and horses, but 
to the increase of the same. Mr Fay, by 
his management, makes the lambs and ma­
nure pay lor keeping the sheep, and the 
wool is clear profit.”

Agriculture.

Fixed Facts in Agriculture.
Somebody baa got up the following list 

of “fixed facts” in agriculture, and for 
once, in a condensation of the sort, ha. hit 
the right nail on the head, in muet of them.

1. All lands on which clover or the 
grasses are grown must either have lime in 
them naturally, or that mineral must be ar­
tificially supplied. It matters but -little 
whether it be supplied in the form of stone- 
lime, oyster-lime, or marl.

2. All permanent improvement of lands 
muat look to lime as ita basis.

3. Lands which have been long in cul
lure will be benefined by the application of 
phosphate of lime ; and it is unimportant 
whether the defiemey be tupplird in the 
form of bone-dust, guano, native phosphate 
of lime, composts of fresh ashes, or that of 
oyster-shell lime, or marl, if the land need 
lime also. }

4. No lands can be preserved in a high 
state of fertility unless clover and ihr 
grasses are cultivated in the course of rota­
tion.

5. Mold is indispensable in every soil, 
end a healthy supply can alone be prervrv- 
ed through the cultivation of clover end the 
grasses, the turning in of green crops, or 
by the application of composts rich m the 
elements of mold.

6. All highly concentrated animal man­
ures are increased in value, and their bene­
fits prolonged, by admixture with plaster, 
salt, or with pulverized charcoal.

7. Deep plowing greatly improves ihe 
productive powers ol every variety of soil 
that is not wet.

8. Subsoiling sound land—ihat is, Ism) 
that is not wet—is also eminently conduc­
ive to increase production

fl. All wet land should be drained.
10. AH grain crops should.be harvested 

before the grain ia fully npc.
11. Clover, as well as grasses, intended 

for hay, should bn mowed when m bloom.
12. Sandy lands can he most effectually 

imptoved by clay. When such lands re­
quire liming or marling, the lime or marl 
is most beneficially applied when made into 
composts with clay. In slacking lime, salt 
brine is better ibati water

13. The chopping cr grinding of gram 
to be fed to slock operates as a saving of 
at least iwen'y-f.ve per cent.

14. Draining of wet lands and marshes 
add» to their value, by making them to pro­
duce more, and by improving the health o! 
neighbourhoods.

15. To manure or lime wet lands, is to 
throw manure, lime, and labor away.

lti. Shallow plowing operates to impover­
ish the soil, while it decreases production.

it. By stabling and shedding stock 
through ti e winter, a saving of one fourth 
the food may be effected : that is one fourth 
less food will answer than when the slock 
may be exposed to the inclemencies of the 
weather.

18. A bushel of plaster per acre, sown 
broadcast over clover, will add one hundred 
per cent, to its product.

19. Periodical applications of ashes lend 
to keep up the integrity of soils, by supply­
ing most, if not all, of ihe organic sub­
stances.

20. Thorough preparation of land is ab­
solutely necessary to the successful and 
luxuriant growth of crops.

21. Abundant crops cannot be grown 
for a succession of years, uuless care be 
taken to provide an equivalent for the sub­
stances carried off the land in the products 
grown thereon.

«12. Fo preserve meadow* in their produc­
tiveness, it is necessity to harrow them 
every second autumn, apply top dressing 
and roll them up

23. All stiff clays are benefined by fall 
and winter plowing*; but should never be 
plowed when wet.

Herat Inl­and its Commercial 
portance.

In order to understand the object of the 
war with Persia, and ihe importance which 
should he attached to it, we must ask our 
readers to refer to the progress of events in 
India during ihe last lew years. We need 
not refer in detail to all the causes which 
led to the conquest ol Scinde, and the 
North West Provinces ;—hut it is essential 
that we should bear in mind that the result 
of the struggles in which the British troops 
were engaged for some years, involving a 
series ol temporary but serious reverses, 
crowned at last with permanent success, 
was to establish the Indus as our boundary 
on the West and the mountains of Cash- 
mere on the North, with Pushwar as our 
extreme elation to the North-West is the 
key to the mountain passes of Cabul, which 
was again the key of Bokhara, Khiva, 
Herat,- Kandahar, and the numerous small 
territories lying between ihe Indus and 
Persia Having thus established a bound­
ary, which for strong natural reasons pro­
mised to be a permanent one, and easily de­
fended, the same consequences which have 
followed upon all our earlier acquisitions 
soon began to develop themselves. When 
security hsd been established by our arms, 
commerce soon began to rear us lyad ; and 
the efforts of the political residents of the 
East India Company, as well as the autho­
rities at home, were directed to the develop­
ment cf those new channels which had thus 
been opened up. In ancient times the In­
dus was, as nature hsd pointed it out to be, 
the high road of the trade of Central Asia ; 
—but for centuries it had been closed by 
ihe barbarous policy of the tribes occupying 
its bsuk right and left. In the meantime 
ihe great markets of Cabul, Khiva, and even 
Lahore, have been supplied with European 
goods by earavans from the Caspian Ses, 
which traversed the northern frontier of 
Persia, pasting through Herat to K (modi­
fier and Cabul, and thence to the north of 
Khiva, and to the east of Lahore. The en­
ormous enhancement of ihe coat of such a 
route upon European goods em easily be 
imagined. (It haa been stated by travellers 
that the ccet of a yard of English broad 
cloth at Khiva wai five gaineas). At that 
juncture the duty and policy of the British 
Government and the East India Company 
were equally plain. Let any one lefer to a 
map of Asia , trice the course ol the Indus, 
witfl its wide navigable stream, from the 
mountains ol Cishmere through A Hock, to 
which point steamers have ascended, end 
continuing due south to Kurecuie, where n 
falls into the Arabian Sea :—on the east 
bank we have the British territory rapidly 
becutiling developed all the way ; on the 
went bank we have a succession of native 
tribes, all pioducing what we waul, and 
consuming wbat English manufacturers can 
supply. From the aea and a tme pert we 
have a navigably stream reaching within a 
day’s journey ol Cabul, the aiicem centre 
ol Asiatic Hade A eerie» of measures were 
isken with the twofold view of securing po­
litical tranquility and commercial prosperi­
ty to our newly acquired territory, and, 
above all, to guarantee the permanency ol 
the new boundary The harbour of Kara­
chi* was deepened, the port enlarged ; the 
navigation of the Indue improved , and 
•tenners established. At KuracLie an an­
nual lair was established which after great 
paius has proved very successful,—to which 
the numerous traders of the country lying 
between the Indus and the frontier of Per­
sia resort, in order to sell their pioduce and 
to make purchases ol" British manufactures. 
The British political residents in Scinde 
were put in communication wilh the r.at've 
chiefs and princes of those countries, with 
the view oi forming friendly alliances, in 
which they succeeded, and considerable 
assistance was even afforded to them, in 
order I» pul down the turbulent bands who 
infested the psths of trade, levying black 
mail and lolls at every point. All this has 
been progressing most successfully lor ihe 
last five or sit years. The British authori­
ties had formed friendly alliances and had 
established peaceful intercourse with all ihe 
chiefs from Afghanistan in the north to the 
shores of Boloochistan in the south, from 
the banks of the Indus m the east to the 
frontier of Persia in the west. Of all these 
alliances that of Herat was one of the most 
important. The place itself had acquired 
great commercial importance ae being tbe 
chief point on the old rente of the trade 
from the Caspian to the Indus , and equally 
great political importance at being nearest 
to the frontier of Persia, and as having to 
resist tbe attempts of that Power from time 
to lime to extend its territory eastwards to­
wards the Indus. Herat was tbe strong­
hold which, in point of fact, has for centu­
ries secured the independence of the nume­
rous small tribes with which we hive form­
ed peaceful end commercial connections. 
It was, therefore, the keystone of our new 
Indian policy, which it became equally our 
interest to secure against the intrigues of 
Russia on the one band, and the threaten­
ing pretensions of Persia on tbe other. 
With the letter Power we succeeded in 
making a treaty, by which ihe engaged to

Harmony of Science and Revel­
ation.

The Scientific American think» that the 
discussion of this question bee been brought 
to a point at which it may be truly eeid, 
“ argument is exhausted, aod farther discus­
sion worse thin useless,’’ end gives tbe fol­
lowing is the sum of tbe whole matter :

The Scriptures and the science of geolo­
gy teach us that this earth waaat one period 
in a state or condition without a living 
thing upon iK-oo plant, no flower, no in­
sect, bud, beast, or man. Both teach ua 
that tbe successive acts of creation describ­
ed in the first book ol Genesis are in exact ac­
cordance with ihe revelation of the book of 
naluie. There is no difference of opinion 
between the leeching* of revelation and 
science on these points.

One class believe that the days mention­
ed in the first chapter of Genesis mean 
epochs of time, au.l may be so interpreted, 
and thus accord with the teaching of geolo­
gy ; the other class believe that the day! 
referred to can not he no interpreted ; ihat 
they mean solar days ; and thus they assert 
that this science as generally taught, is con­
tradictory to revelation. Thus the main 
question stands, but not involving we con­
ceive, the least contradiction between sci­
ence and revelation, or the question of corf- 
troversy is one only relating to timt.

Moses, who, certainly, was ignorant ol 
geology, has described the successive acts 
of creation in Ihat specific order which ac­
cords with llie science of geology. It is 
reasonable to suppose that an ignorant mao 
in describing Ihe order of nature, as unfold­
ed by the successive fiats of tbe great Jeho­
vah, would have presented only a confused 
and contradictory effusion ; but instead of 
the first chapter of history being of this 
character, it vibrates its unison with the 
discoveries of the most modern science, thus 
proving that the pen of its author wai di­
rected by the Author of creation. The 
question of the harmony of revelation and 
science, as it relates to the “ order of crea­
tion,” siand* upon s grand and impregna­
ble basis.

Notes & News.

Commenting on the prospect of having

Rival Cmte.—-In an article on ship­
building in Toronto, tho Globe of Saturday 
has the following :

" We see progress all around ; the peo­
ple steadily and consistently pursue tbe great 
object of their ambition—the making of 
iheir city the commercial metropolis of Brit­
ish North America. Hamilton has pursued 
her railway policy with zeal and unanimity, 
and is in a lair way 10 become tbe centre of 
a system fir exceeding in value end impor 
lance any other in America. Kingston, end 
the minor ports furnish us with tbe means 
of transit lor our merchandize. While 
Toronto limits her enterprise to clamouring 
for the retention of the See; of Government 
—during alternate terms—or to gloating 
over the possession of a harbour of which 
her people make but little use, aod a posit- 
ion which they do almost nothing to im­
prove. As a city, Toronto haa paid a high 
price for her Railway interests, but her 
commercial men scarcely bestow a thought 
on the developernent of the advantages that 
might be realized from their possession.

Growth ok Census.—The foundation 
stone of a new Town Hall was laid the oth­
er day at Cobnurg, the Montreal Witness 
say* :—

Mexico city presen­
ted this ir.otoiog a truly picturesque sight, 
for Ihe green leaves of our eternel spring 
formed a lively contrast with the Hikes of 
snow, which dressed them in an attire to 
which they were not accustomed.

A Touching Incident.— The saddest 
story that we ever read was that ol a little 
child in Switzeilano, • pet boy, just as 
yours is, reader, whom hie mother one bright 
muruing rigged out in a beautilul jacket, all 
shining with gilt aod buttons, and gay as a 
mothers love could make it, and then par­
mi ted him to go out to play. He had 
scarcely stepped from the door of the ’’ Swiss 
Cottage,” when an euormoue eagle scooped 
him from the earth and bore him to his 
neat high up among the mountains, and yet 
within eight of the house of which he had 
been the joy.
