Then,
notwithstanding their late protestations of
being ready to die for their Master, all the
Disciples forsook him and fled.

This is the astonishing record of our Sa-
viour’s agony in the garden of Gethsemane.
\We cannot close it without deep impressions
of the infinite evil of ¢sin. To a'oue for our
sins it was necessary that the Son or Gop
should thus bear such unpazralleled suffer-
ings. It is no wonder that JEesus said,
“ My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto
death ;” and we may form some faint idea
of this mysterious mental agony by its ef-
fects : “ His sweat was as it were great
drops of blood falling down to the ground.”

Works-of Fiction.
"BY ARCHBISHOP WHATELY.

Those works of fiction are worse than
unprofitable that inculcate morality, with an
exclusion of all reference to religious prin-
ciple. This is obviously and notoriously
the: character of Miss Edgeworth’s mora!
tales. And so entire and resolute is this
exclusion, that it is maintained at the ex-
pense of what may be called poetical truth:
it destroys, in many instances, the probalil-
ity of the tale, and the naturalness of the
characters. That Christianity does exist,
every one must believe as an incontroverti-
ble truth; nor can uny one deny that, whe-
ther true or false, it does exercise, at least
is supposed to cxercise, an influence on the
feelings and conduct of some of the believ-
ers in it. To represent, therefore, persons
of various ages, sex, country and station in
life;as passing throogh, on the most trying oc-
casions, every kind of danger, difiiculty and
hardship, while none of them ever makes
the least reference to a religious motive, is
as decidedly at variance with reality—what
is called in works of fiction unnatural—as
it would be to represent Mabomet's enthu-
siastic followers as rushing into battle with-
out any thought of his promised paradise.—
This, therefore, is a blemish in point of art
which every reader, possessing taste, must
perceive, whatever may be his religious or
non-religious persuasion. But a far higher,
and more important question than thaf of
taste is involved. For though Miss Edge-
worth may entertain opinions which would
not permit ber, with consistency, to attribute
more to the intluence of religion than she
has done; and in ihat cose may stand ac-
quitted, 1n _foro conscientie, of wiltully sup-
pressing anything which she acknowledges
to be true and important ; yet, as a writer,
1t must still be considered as a great blem-
ish, in the eyes at least of those who think
differently, that virtue should be studiously
inculcated, with scarcely any reference to
what they regard as the' mainspring of it—
that vice should be traced to every other
source except the want of religious princi-
ple —thst the most radical change from
worthlessness to excellence should be repre-
sented as wholly incependent of that Agent,
which they consider as the only one that
could *accomplish it—and that consolation
under affliction should be represented as de-
rived from every source, except the one
which they look to as the only true aud
sure one :—* Is it not becanse there is .no
God in Israel, that ye have sent to inquire
of Baalzebub, the 8°d of Ekron?" This
vital defect in sach works should be con-
stantly pointed out to the young reader;
and be should be warned that, to realise the
picture of Doble, disinterested, thorough-
going virtue, presented in such and such an
instance, it is absolutely necessary to resort
to those principles which, in these fictions,
are upnoticed. He should, in short, be
reminded that all these *things that are

The
opposite party is, however, a strong one,
and bas confidence in its strength, as will
be seen by the following portions of a
speech pronounced by Monsieur Verbaegen,
before the notabilities of Brassels, and the
Professors and students of the Free College
of that city. Monsiear Verhaegen is a Ro-
man Catbolic, and one of the Professors of
the University.

“ Six and twenty years ago, gentlemen,
we thought that all intollerance bad ceased ;
the Roman Catholic clergy held out their
bhands to us, and exclaimed to us: ¢ Hence-
forth there shall be nnion ; freedom of opin-
ion, liberty of worship, liberty of the press,
and liberty of instruction.” What were these
protestatious of faith in each other, and free-
dom for all, but the pledge of mutual tole-
rance, the promise of a useful and legal
union of sentiment and action, between men
of science and men of fuith? All flattered
themselves that, for the future, religion and
science would work together for the public
good. But vain was this hope; scarcely
had a year passed away, when the bead
of Roman Catholicism, a stranger to our
country, our customs and our laws, took
upon himself to be our judge in politics, and
burled against the Beigic Constitution the
ever to be regretted Encyclique of 1832,
dictating the duties of the clergy, and com-
manding the destruction of the edifice which
they assisted us to raise. The Encyclique
declared that the Constitution which gua-
ranteed liberty of worship, was founded
upon principles as false and absurd as they
were unreasonable and impracticab'e. The
Encyclique declared with regard to liberty
of the press, guaranteed by the Constitution,
that such liberty is most dangerous,and can-
not_be held in too mueh horror, &c., &c.
Thus tutored by the Pope, the Belgian cler-
gY, as was its right, founded the Roman Ca-
tholic University of Louvain, where they
would be free to teach the whole of the
maxims contained in the Encyclique: But
the Liberals, making use of a right equally
their own, immediately founded the Free
University of Brussels, which was viewed
with no better eye by the Bishops than the
Universary of Ghent, and both were soon
denounced by them as places exercising the
most dangerous influences, and inculcating
principles of the worst tendency.

“ We do not deny to any one the right of
criticising the instruction we give, of contra-
dicting our opinion, or of disputing our
doctrines, being assured (bat we must and
shall triumph over our adversaries, in any
serious struggles, wherem the good sense of
the country would be called upon to decide.

“ But, as the gauntlet is thrown down be-
fore us, we wouid ask of those who attack
us with so much animosity, by what right
they pretend to be alone in possesion of the
truth 7

“ We would say to them : you only pos-
sess the liberty of a church, and we do not
prevent you from teaching it, neither do we
forbid our pupils 10 belieye it, or to practice
it.

“ We would say to our adversaries : yeou
only possess the truth of a church, and you
have the vapity and the-arrogance to pre-
tend to possess unmiversal truth! Well, we
declare to you, that universal truth is not
with you. Neither do you possess histori-
cal truth, and you do not teach it, for you
are condemned to distort history, to disguise
or excuse crimes that the ambition of your
charch has committed to serve its illicit

power. You do not'possess moral truth, and I
you do not teach it, for the first moral law |
is charity—tolerance ; and tbe fourth Coun- |

cil of Lateran, presided by Pope Innocent
III. proclaimed that it is not only a right,
but also a duty, to persecute beretics; and

that it is impossible to be a good Cathollc |
without persevering in this principle of the !

Romish Charch. You do not possess scien-
tific truth, and you do ot teach it, for bas
not your church condemned the system of
Copernicus, and persecuted Galileo who
professed it? Freedom of impuiry, of exa-
mination, and faithful, dpen, independent
discussion, is not only a right, but a daty of
Professorship in every University, except
that of the Episcopacy, where science and
knowledge are made to bow to the dogmas
of the Romish cburch, and we are confident
in the assurance that we shall be supported
by the public opinion.”

This proud
tower, which aimed to pierce the very skies,
bas lost, in the course of ages, its cloud-
reaching elevation.
bhave fallen and crumbled into dust ; but the
two which remain are so bigh that they may
be seen for fifty or sizxty miles around. The
base of the tower is quadrangular, and each
side about six hundred feet long. The tower
is made of bricks of the parest clay, and of
a white color, which is a lttle shaded with a
yeliow tint. Before being baked, the bricks
bad been covered with characters traced
with the accuracy of the hand of a writing-
master. Another curious fact arrested the
attention of the exploring party. I'be
sacred record runs thus: * And it came (o
pass as they journeyed from the East, that
they found a plain in the valley of Shinar,
and they dwelt there. And they raid one

to another, Go lo, let us make brick, and

burn tBem thoroughly ; and they bhad brick
for stone, (or instead of stone,) and slime had
they for mortar.” Modern skeptics may
ask : Where could these builders obtain all
this bitumen ? for a vast quantity must have
been demanded to meet the wants of so
many trowels. It is a singular coincidence
that M. Place discovered a fountain. at a
small distance from the tower, whosg waters
flow in such abundance as almost to form a
river. The stream would force its way in-
to a river in the vicinity, did not the people
basten to stop it by setting the bituminous
floed on fire, when they tranquilly wait till
the fire is extinguished for the want of ali-
ment. Thus the old fountain still pours out
inexbaustible quantities of bitumen, or slime,
which supplied these old builders in their
vast enterprise.

Among the interesting discoveries of M.
Place were certair inscriptions on fillets of
gold, silvar, and copper, and also vpon a
metal now unknown, and which has some-
what the appearance of ivory. It has been
submitted to the experiments of an intelli-
geot metallurgist, and its qualities will soon
be ascertained. Some very curious photo-
graphs, taken by the expedition, completed
their labors, one of which was of the ruins
of the palace of the famous Queen Semira-
mis. This ancient monument, situated on
the height of a mountain, raised by the hands
of mep, overlooks the awful solitudes which
surround Lake Van—a body of water six
or seven times larger than Lake Geneva.

There is apparently no Aoar about this
matter; it bears a serious, though an ex-
aggerated character. That some imposing
and importaot ruin has been discovered by
M. Place can hardly be questioned ; tbat it
is the veritable Tower of Babel, or an As-
syrian ruin, remains to be determined.—
Meaowhile, since the discoveries of Nine-
veh, and of the Cities of the Plain, nothing
seems incredible about the old localities of
the race.— Chris. ddv, § Journal.

The Bible in Bulgaria.

Bulgaria is a large province in the eastern
part of Turkey in Europe. Ina letter from
Constantinople, dated on the 25th of last
August, the Rev. Mr. Righter says : —

in regard to the Bulgarians. The new
translation of the Psalms recently published,
was almost immediately exhausted. 1 was
very much pleased with a visit I made (o a
very intelligent Bulgarian a short time since.
He estimates the number of that people to
be more than 6,000,000. They are rapidly
advancing in schools and education, and de-
sire greatly to be supplied with the Scrip-
tures, that they may be relicved from the
oppression of the Greek priests, who per-
form all their religious services in a lan-
guage uniotelligible to the common people.
He says that instead of an edition of 1,000,
an edition ot 20,000 of the Noew Testament
and Psalms should at once be pablished.—
The British and Foreign Bible Socieiy
bave decided to publish immediately, 5,000
copies of the Pentateuch, P:alms, Proverbs,
and Ecclesiastes, for their benefit,

“ Sioce the foreign troops have been
withdrawn, there has suddenly sprang up a
serious reaction on the part of the Turks
with regard to their treatment of Christians.
They were never so oppressive, insolent and
abusive as now, when all external pressure
has once been removed.
it is a remarkable fact that the sale of Scrip-
tures among them continues steadily to in-
crease ; 1,300 copies of the Turkish Scrip-
tures were sold during the last year, and
800 within the last six months ; which man-
ifestly indicates that God in bLis providence
18 gradually preparing the way for the en-
trance of his gospel, in its purity and power,
among the long deluded followers of the
false prophet.

“ The British and Foreign Bible Society
bave just sent out a magnificent Turkish
Bible, bound in blue velvet and rickly gild-
ed, with golden clasps, as a present to his
Majesty the Sultan.

significantly ceased to express our views
when the Roman Catholic phalanx gave
symptoms of retrocession, and seemed ready
to rank under the leader of the “ Conserva-
tives,” the charges might perhaps bave been
brought against the editor of this paper, of
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sinking bis religious scruples for politica! |
ends, and proving disloyal to the daties of
his responsible position for the petty pur-
pose of favoring a political party in whose
success his personal sympathies might be]
supposed to be enlisted. . ’

The course we have pursued has been |
such as consistency demanded and one |
which can expose us to no censure, except |
from those who would seek to place us in |
the position of partizans. We must reso-
lutely disappoint all such expectations in
whatever quarter they may have been che-
rished. We published a portion of the
correspondence which appeared in the
secular printe, and produced that flame of
excitement which rages now, it is true ;—
a letter on gither side. Our reasons for
doing so may be briefly stated ; and must
be satisfactory, we are sure. When Mr.
Howe pronounced the sentiments breathed
week after weck through the columns of
the Halifaxr Catholic to be disloyal to
England, and inimical to the maintenance
of good feeling among the various classes
of Her Majeesty's subjects in this province,
he stated only facts which we had long |
perceived and affirmed. It was not for us
to pause and consider to what political com-
plications so unexpected an avowal on his
part might lead. It was enough to justify
us in quoting his words that he gave ex-
pression to plaio and painfal truths : and
so far as his language was unguarded
enough to admit of a construction which
would seem to favor conduct that might
touch the susceptibilities of individual Ro-
man Catholics in the tenderest point, or a
course that would lead to a negation of
their undeniable right, we expressly did,
and now expressly do, pronounce our dis-
sent. A question, bowever, arose in every
mind ; Is Mr. Howe, s0 long the uncompro-
mising champion of Romaa Catbolics, con-
sistent in now condemaing them ; or has new
light dawned upon his miud and dissipated
a mist that bad veiled their defects from
bis view?  This question we conceived
it to be the design of the letter on *“ Old
and Young Ireland ” to answer; therefore
we printed it. Bat it contained something
more than personal explanations; it ex-
bibited a serious charge against a fellow
citizen : that citizen replied, and we repub-
lished in full the reply. Oun nveither the
political nor the personal question involved
have we favored either party : we Lave ac-
corded equal justice to both.

Is it, or can it be, for one moment imag-
ined that in anything we have written we
designed to promote the interests of any
political party? If eo, to which party did
we-incline? Mr. Johnston himself assures
us that up to the meeting of Parliament it
was unknown to the country whether he
and his friends would coalesce with the
Catholies or unite with Mr. Howe ; though
in either case their triumph was sure.
This affords a testimony, clear and unmis-
takeable, to the perfect disregard of party
politics with which the religious press of
Nova Scotia must bave pursued its consis-
tent course. Party we know nome. The
lines of demarkation denoting the respective
principles of Government and Opposition
are too faint to be perceived by us. If not
guilty of transgression in venturing so far,
we should be disposed to adopt, as applica-
ble to our own provinces, the language em-
ployed by our London contemporary, The
Watchman, in reference to political party
at home: “ We see how loose are its prin-
ciples, how shifting is its policy, and how
fierce its personality,—not always regardful
of character or even of sex, and the more
fierce and implacable because party is no
looger truly designated by terms which ex-
press ideas, but by names which represent
men. It is a condition of things which can-
mot last, and we hope that good men and
true are drawing near to each other and
preparing for the storm.”

We trust that this is the last time we
shall bave occasion to touch upoa this topic.
We have no predilection whatever for con-
troversy of any kind. We desire to follow
peace with all men, and strive with unde-
viating consistency to further, as the sublime
object of the Church of Christ, the spread
of that “holiness” without which no man
shall see the Lord. How paltry in the esti-
mation of the firm and fervent Christian,
who looks for the glorious appearing of our
Lord and Saviour Jefus Christ, are the
schemes of worldly aggrandizement tbat
here engross the bewrts and minds of can-
didates for place and power! how painfally
soupds upon his ear the roar of faction ; and
bow pitiful appears to his view the scramble
for the glittering toys of time! Yet be
has, as a citisen and a subject, & sacred
duty to perform in relation to matters which
are coopected only with the temporal wel-

fare of bimself and his. May tbat duty be

conscientiously and fearlessly discharged,
whenever occasiod demands, by tbe thou-
sands of Wesleyans to whom it is our pri-
vilege now to write.

If &« word in conclusion be necessary
to save us from misconstruction, let us
add it here. We bave bad on some occa-
sions before now to utter our sentiments in
strong and undissembling phraseclogy.—
We bave done 20 to-day, and we may do so
again: but we buve no detire to ioflict a
wound upon any iudividual or to do vio-
lence to the feelings of any community of
Christians. We refrain therefore from
some references which might produce this
effect. The respected editors of the Chris-
tian Messenger must however, ere we cloge,
pardon tke ioquiry, how comes it that they
bave lately lost the vision of what they so
clearly discerned many years ago’ We
confess to no ordinary degree of surprise at
the obtusity they acknowledgs when an-
swering the remarks of the Church TVmies
they thus conclude :—

* We give our unbesitating reply in the
affirmative to what he proposes when he
says :—

“The questions which each member of
the body politic has to ask himself seriously,
are these—are we to succumb to the polit:-
cal influence of one religious body? or—
Are we to insist upon it, that religion and
politics shall be disjoined, and that a man's
religious profession shall neither be a step-

ping stone nor a bar to his political advance-
ment ?”

Society.

The friends of Education in connection with
the above society, held their usual annual Tea
Meeting on Thursday evening last. in the large
room of the Wesleyan School House, which
proved to be one of the most interesting, harmo-
nious, and satisfactory meetings we bave bad
the pleasure of attending. The Spacious school
room was tastefully decorated with ever-greens,
flags, &c. and made to assume a cheerful and
festive appearance by the Committee appointed
for that purpose, who spared no pains in their
efforts to add to the interest of the occasion, and
promote the pleasure of the large assemblage.—
At balf-past 6 o'clock, about 350 persons sat
down to a very excellent repast, gratuitously pro-
vided by the Ladies, who, as usual, succeeded in
giving general satisfaction, and by tbeir readi-
ness and cheerfulness in waiting upon the large
number present, contributed greatly to the com-
fort and bappiness of the occasion

Immediately after Tea the Public Meeting
was commenced by the Rev. Mr. HARR1S giving
giving out part of a bymo and engaging in pray-
er, who then called upon Stephen Rendell, Evq.,
10 occupy the chair and preside over the business
of the meeting. The Cbairman, in an appro-
priate address stated the object of the Society,
and then called upon Mr. Joseph Woods, the
Secretary to read the Report which was as
follows - —

REPORT.

Tte Comumittee of the Newfoundland Wesiey-
an Metbodist School Society, bave great plea-
sure in meeting the friends and supporters of
this Institation, at their annual public Tea Meet-
ing, and to have the opportunity of placing be-
fore them the present coodition and the future
prospects of the various Schools throughout the
Island, under their control acd direction.

Tbis Society was formed for the purpose of
rendering pecuniary assistance to those Schools
situated in destitute districts were the people
were poor, and for establishing otb. rs in localities
where the children were growing up without the
advantages of Edncation.

The Society was organised in the year 1851
and although of such recent date, yet, since that
period, bundreds of tbe Youth of our land—
who might be uocared for and uneducated but
for its existence—bave been taught in it
scbools. Not only bas such knowledge been
imparted s ehall be necessary to fit them to dis-
cbarge the duties of life aright, and (o occupy
positions of bonour and usefilness—but 2l a
knowledge of the Holv and precious Bille,
through tne teachings of which they may be fi-
ted to become Citizcns of the Heavenly World.

Had it not been for the existcnce of such a
Society, the probability is, tbat some of the
schools now in efficient operation must bave
been abandoned—but by means of it: funds
being appropriated to meet the claims of the
teachers, they have been able to contioue at their
posts, and prosecute their useful laboure

In connection with the Socicty there are
about 15 Schools, with an average attendance of
60 scholare to each School. "

The School kept in the epacious rooms iu
which we are now assembled, was hopefully
and auspiciously commenced in October, 1852,
under the direction of the late Mr. Samuel Ham-
ilton, who was sent from Englaud, at the request
of the Committee, for that purpose. Under bis
charge it progressed most favourably ; but owing
to the decline of Mr. Hamilton'’s health, which
made it imperative upon bim to leave the country,
and other uncontmilable circumstancer,the'opera-
tions of the School werc for a time suspended ;
the friends of the Institution will be glad to learn,
that the Committee bave lately secured the ser-
vices of Mr. Bacon, a gentleman whose experi-
ence aud ability as a Teacher are well known
and appreciated, aod under Lis management it
is confidently boped the School will make rupid
and encouraging progress.

The Committee would ,embrace this opporta-
nity of publicly expressing their appreciation of
the great interest taken in the prosperity and
success of this institution by their late Chairman,
the lamented Rev. R. A Chesiey. It was after
his arrival amongst us last summer, that the
Scbool was re-opensd, and he strenucusly en-
deavoured—not only by cordial and bearty co-
operation with the Committee in all their plans
and arrangements,but by bis influence whereever
it could be exercised—to raise it to such a state
of efficiency and usefuloess as to enable it at no
distant period, to compare favourably with the
best conducted Educational Establishments in
our city. By his death the Cowmittes bave
been deprived of a judicious counsellor and a
faitbful friend. ;

Tbe School atold Perlican 1s in an eflicient
and satisfactory state. The progress of the scho-
lars in Reading,Writing, Aritbmetic, Geograpby
aod Grammar, is very pleasing and bighly cre-
ditable to the Teacher.

The school at Capids is io successfu! operation,
and in it many of the young are being tavght
useful Branches of Jsarning.

Io connection with the Bociety *here are also
schools at Pouch Cove, Green Bay, Flat Islard,
Sound Island, Burin Bay, Spoon Cove, and the
Western Shore.

The Lesson Books used in all the Week day,
schools are the excellent publications of] the
British and Foreiga 8chool Society, which bave
50 often been reccmmended by Her Majesty’s
lospectors of 8:bools in Britain.

There being 5o public Tea Mosting last year,
the Committes bad wo opportunity of placing
before the supparters of the lastitutlon a state-
ment of the Fioancial condition of the Society
for the years 1885 and 1856, and would embrace
the present one fdr doing so.

The receipts of the Bociety for the year 1835
were £108 Og 4d, and the experiture amounted
to the same sup.

Thbe Committee regret that the receipts for
1836, were unly £45 7s 51 a smzll sum when
compared with former yezi:. ihis was partiy
owing to there being no tea m:cling lastjwinter.

It is boped that the friends of Education, and
the well-wishers of the youth of our land, will
furtber tbe exertions of the Committee by lib-
erelly contribugng to the funds of the Society,
and that the N!eipu of this year will equal, if
ot exceed, any previous one.

Madrid, Jan. 6, 1857.

My Dear Sik anxp Friexp,—~On the
night of the 30th of last month the Inspee-
tor of Police, with three policemen, came
to my house, made a thorough search, and
took possession of all my books and papers,
and amongst them several copies of * An-
drew Dunn” and “ The Sioner’s Friend,”
with others of the same kind; and while
taking the books they took me alsc, carried
me away to the station-house, and there
made me write my name in them. Thence
they led me to the common prison, where |
still remain, but es yet they bave not sab-
jected me to any examination, nor have I
been able to get any information as to the
cause of my imprisonment, and know not
now the lﬂ{ir will ead. Buat [ presume
that the csuse of the search must have been
some interception of letters between you and
your wife, containing mention of myself,
with allusion to our work of propaganda ;
or it Las been through some trick of the
Jesuits, who are not igoorant of my efforts
n the cause of the Gospel, and of my inti-
mate friendly relations with yourself, and
these circumstances bave roused their ven-
gence, which they are always so ready to
indulge. I am not surprised therefore, at
what they bave done, but they shall never
prevent me from acting according to my be-
liel and cenvictions, whatever they may do,
and much less by such means as these.—
They visited your house at the same time
as mine, and Questions weie put to me by
the inspecior on that occasion, who asked
whether | knew one Mora, whether we were
friends and correspondents, and if | knew
weTe he was. Afier I had answered these
questions, be ssked me why | kept such
mischievo2: books, and observed that they
were doctrines of Mora. Jirs. Mors bas
sent to tell me that they have locked up the
books of our propag in your hoase, and
I am sorry that, therefore, they will not serve
to produce the like good effects as bave result-
ed from the circulation of the others, diflusing
light even in tao darkest places, and it is
just in those darkest places tha: the light

All possible resources
are employed to convert the sailing sbips into
screw steamers. Schools are established for the
education of young men, to act as engineers and
stokers on board the steam fleet. A detachmeunt
of ship carpenters has beea sut to Nicbolajewk,
in Siberia. The corps of engiveers in Siberia
bas been enforced. The last letters trom Irkutsk
state that the Russian autborities mantaiv a
friendly correspondence with tbe Chivese.

Letters from Tabris received a( Corsiantino-
ple state tbat the Russian flotilla :in the Caspian
Sea stationed at the mouths of the Kour, the
Terek, and the Wolga, having pumerous troops
ou board, had taken posseseion of several small
1:1ands belonging to Persia, in the Guit of Bukan,
The bead quarters were established in the lale
of Neghtonoi, the largest of them, and a strong
detachment bad occupied in the Isle of Ogouvt-
schinsk, which commands the Guif of Bakan, and
which the Russians immediately fortified, s0 as
to protect it from any hostile project of the
Turcomans. They established 2 teizgraph line
from Nephtoooi to the Isie of Dagada, and from
which they command the mouth of the Oxus.—
This movement of the Russians is stated by these
letters to have a double object; first to assume an
attitude calculated to bave some'eftect on the war
between England and Persia, and next, to oppose
any invasion which the Bokbarians and the
other Kaneff races, (o:hodox Mussulmans, ene-
mies of the Shiites,) migkt attempt on the pro-
vince of Mazenderan, and even on the capital of
Persia, as they bad done on previous occasions,

A letter from St. Petersburg says :—* The fe-
lations between Russia and Bweden since the
treaty concluded by Sweden with the Western
Powers, have not been fliendly. Altbough rela-
jons have been completely re-estublished be-
tween Russia and France, it is well known that
the same is not /the case between Russia and
England, and it is believed here that English
diplomacy at Stockbolm intrigues constantly
againet Russia. [t ia said that, for some time (o
come no representative of Kinz Oscar will be

sent here.”

pext day. By anotber route, a report bas been
brought that the Shab, on bearmg of these
events, submitted to tbc English demands in full.
This intelligence, and also the statement that
Brigadier Cbamberlayne's iittle army, after pen.
etratiog almost to Cabul, bad retraced its march
and entirely quitted Affghanistan, were at first
received with incredulity. There cac, bowever,
be no longer any doubt that Lord de Redcliffe
bas communicated to the Government informa-
tion, emanating from tLe Turkish Minister at
Teherao, that Persia accepts peace on the terms
demanded by Euvgland. The brief but wise and
warning sentence io which the Emperor of the
French referred io tbis war, when be received
Ferouk Kban at the Tuileries, will tend to con-
vince the Court of Teheran that its policy ought
10 be to make its submission while that can be
done on comparatively easy asd favourable con-
ditions.

From the far East, fresh material accumulates
The Russians
bave lately obtained tbe satze privilege as the
Maritime Powers to send tLoir shipe iuto the
five Chinese ports opened at tbe close of the
opium war, aod this will be another reason wby
we should enjoy the same faciliry as the Rus-

sians for maiotaining an embassy at Pekio.— |\

Yeb, the Governor acd butcber of the Canton-
ese, bas carried bls quarrel to extremities, by
setting Gire to the Aongs, or factories, of the
European mercbants at Canton., These buiid-
ings lie near to each otber, aod bave probably
all, to whatever patios belouging, shared more
or less the same fate, togetber with the ware-
bounses and banks. In returp, it is said tbat
Canton is (0 be shelled and cannonaded unspar-
ingly. We bope that Admiral Seymour will
remember the noble esample of Lord Exmoutb
at Algiers, and not pour iodisciiminate death
upon a city which cuptaips about 8 miilion of
inbabitants.

that point. ,:The Russian Government, in order
to establish its relations more firmly with China,
bas obtained the privilege of baving a legation
at Pekin,—a favour which no other power eo-
joys, but, on the other band, the Chinese Gov-
ernment bad always refused to receive Russian
shipe in the five ports into which the ships of
other nations were admitted. Trade between
Russia and China bas hitherto becn cameq on
solely by land.

Fixed Facts in Agriculture.

Somebody bas got up the following list
of “fixed facts’’ in agriculture, and for
once, in a condensation of the sort, has hit
the right nail on the head, in most of them.

1. All lands on which clover or whe
grasses are grown must either have lime in
them naturady, or that mineral must be ar-
tificially supplied. It matters but -htile
whether it be supplied in the form of stone-
lime, oyster-lime, or marl.

2. All permanent improvement of lands
must look to lime as its basis,

3. Laads which have been long in cul-
ture will be benefied by the application of
phospbate of lime; and it is unimportant
whether the deficincy be supplied in the
form of ‘bone-dust, guano, native phosphate
of lime, composts of fresh ashes, or that of
oysier-shell lime, or marl, if the land need
lime -also. {

4. No lands can be preserved in 2 high
state of fertility unless clover and ihe
grasees are cultivated in the course of rota-
tion.

5. Mold is indispensable in every =oil,
and a heslthy supply can alone be prervrv-
ed thrcugh the culuvation of clover and the
grasses, the turning in of green crops, or
by the application of composts rich in . the
elements of mold.

6. All highly concentrated smimal man-
ures are increased in value, and their Lene-
fiis prolonged, by admixture with plasier,
salt, or with pulverized charcoal.

7. Deep plowing grestly improves ihe
productive powers of every variety of soil
thet !s not wet.

8. Bubsoiling sound land—that is, land
that is not wet—is also eminently conduc-
ive 1o increase production

9. All'wet land should be drained.

10, ANl grain crops should.be harvesied
before the gran is fully ripe,

11. Clover, as well as grasscs, intended
for hay, should be mowed when s bloom.

12. Sandy lands can be most effectuslly
improved by clay. When such lands re-
quire liming or marling, the lime or ‘marl
1s most beueficially applied when made uio
composts with clay. In slacking hime, salt
brine is betier than water

13. The chopping cr grinding of grain
to be fed to stock operates as a saving of
at least iwen'y-five per cewt,

14, Draming of wet lands and marshes
adds to their value, by making ihem to pro-
duce more, and by improving the health of
neighbourhoods.

15. To manure or lime wet lands, 5 to
throw manure, lime, and labor away.

16. Shallow plowing operates to impover-

" ith the soil, while it decreases producnion.

I7. By stabling and shedding stock
through the winter, a saving of one fourth
the food may be effected : that is one fourth
less food will answer than when the stock
may be exposed 1o the inclemencies of the
weather.

18. A bushel of plaster per acie, sown
broadcast over clover, wi!l add one hundred
per cent. 10 its prodact,

19. Periodical applications of ashes tend
10 keep up the integrity of soils, by supply-
ing most, if not all, of ihe organic sub-
stances.

20. Thorough preparation of land is ab-
solutely necessary to the successful and
luxuriant growth of crops.

21. Abundant crops cannot be grown
for a succession of years, ualess care be
taken (o provide an equivalent for tbe sub-
stances carried off the land in the products
grown thereon.

22, To preserve meadows in their produc-
tiveness, udm necessary (0 harrow them
every second aulumn, appl

and roll them u 5 REExop Srsissg

23. All suff clays are benefiited by fall
and winter plowings; but shoyld never be
Plowed when wet. If, at such plowing, the
furrow be materially deepened, lime, marl,
OF ashe-, should be supplied.

Sheep.

All farmers should keep sheep. How
convenient, when remote from the eity
markets, to have always fresh lamb, boiled
leg of mution, (with caper ssuce,) and mut-
ton-chops always at command ! Then sheep
keep down the briars. Mr. R. 8. Fay, of
Lynn, recently at an agricoltural meeting in
Boston, (ae reporied in the N. E Farmer,)
made the following interesting remarks:

*“ Sheep are gleaners of other siock, and
will help keep the caule pastures in good
condition by being turned into them occas-
ionslly to eat the coarser plants which have
been left. They will enrich the land : there
is no’ manure so fertilizing as that of sheep
and it does not so readily waste by exposure
as that of other animals. Sheep may be
made exceedingly usefulin helping to pre-
pare land for a erop. A German agricul-
turist has calculated that the droppings from
one thousand sheep during a single mght
would manure an acre sufficiently. By that
rule a farmer moay determine how long 1o
keep any given number of sheep on a par-
ucuiar piece of land. . Mr. Fay said he was
sccustomed to fold s shecep upon land
which he designed for corn and other crops;
and 10 so doing, he shut them upcn half an
scre at a time, keeping them there by a
wire fence, which was easily moved from
place to place.  In this way his land was
well manured, without tlie labor of shovel-
liug and carting.  These ideas are worth
reading by the farmer. We believe any
farm will besr a certain number of sheep,
iuproportion to the other wiock, not only
without loss to the amouut of grazing which
it will yield 10 the caitle and horses, but
to the increase of the same. Mr. Fay, by
his mansgement, makes the lambs and ms-
nure pay for keeping the sheep, and the
wool 13 clear profii.”

portance.

In order to understand the object of the
war with Persia, and the importance whicb
should be attached 10 11, we must ask our
readers to refer to the progress of events in
India during the last few years. We need
not refer in detail to all the causes which
led 10 the conquest of Scinde, and the
North West Provinces;—but 1t is essential
that we should bear 1n mind that the result
of the struggies 1o which the British troops
were engsged for some years, involving a
series of temporary bat serious reverses,
crowned at last with permanent success,
was 10 establish the Indus as our boundary
on the West and the mountains of Cash-
mere on the North, with Pushwar as our
extreme station to the North-West as the
key to the monntain passes of Cabul, which
was agan the key of Bokhara, Khiva,
Herat,- Kandabar, and the numerous small
territories lying between the [ndus and
Persia Having thus established a bouad-
ary, which for sirong natural reasons pro-
mised to be s permanent one, and elmly Je-
fended, (he same conseguences which have
followed upon all our-earlier acquisitions
soon hegan (o develop themselves. When
security had been established by our arms,
commerce soon began 10 rear its head ; and
the efforis of the pohtical residenta of the
East ladia Company, as well as the autho-
rities st home, were directed to the develop-
ment cf those new chaonels which had thus
been opened up. In ancient times the In-
dus was, as nature hxd pointed it out 10 be,
the high road of the trade of Central Asia;
—but for centuries it had been closed by
the barbarous policy of the iribes occupying
its bank right and left. ln the meanuime
the great markets of Cabul, Khive, snd even
Lahore, have been supplied with European
goods by earavans from ihe Caspian Ses,
which traversed the northern frontier of
Pereia, passing through Herat to Khanda:
har and Cabul, and thence 1o the nonh of
Khiva, and to the east of Lahore. - T'be en-
ormous enhancement of the cost of such a
route upon European goods csn easily be
imagined. (I1 has been stated by traveliers
that the cost of a yard of Loglish broad
cloth at Khiva was five gaineas). At that
joncture the duty and policy of the British
Government and the Esst India Company
were equsily plain. Let any one 1efer toa
map of Asia; wrace the course ol the Indus,
with its wide navigable siream, from the
mountains ol Cashmere through Attock, 1o
which point steamers have ascended, and
continuing due south to Kuracie, where 1t
falls into the Arzbian Sea:—on the east
back we have the British territory rapidly
beconting developed all t(he way; on the
west bank wo have a succession of native
iribes, all producing whiat we want, and
cousuming what Eoglish manufacturers can
supply. I'rom the sea and a Gne port we
have a navigabl, stream reaching within a
day’s journey of Cabul, the ancient centre
ol Amiztic trade A eeries of ineasures were
token with the iwofold view of securing po-
litieal trangaility and coinniercial prospern-
ty 10 our newly acquired territory, and,
abuve all, 1o guarantee the permenency o!
the new boundary. ‘I'he harbour of Kara-
chie was decpened, the port enlarged ; the
navigation of the Indus improved ; and
steamers establislied. At Kurachie ao an-
noal fair was established which sfter great
pains has proved very successful,—10 which
the sumerous traders of the country lying
betwween the Igdus aud the trontier of Per-
via resort, in order to sell their pioduce aud
to make purchases of Jiritish manufactures.
The British poliical residents 1 Scinde
were put :n communication with the nauve
chiefs and princes of those countries, with
the view of forming friendly alliances, n
which they succeeded; znd considerable
assistance was even afforded (o them, in
order to put down the turbolent baads who
infested the paths of trade, levying black
mai) and 1olls at every point.  All this has
been progressing most successfully for the
last five or siz years. The British author-
ties had formed friendly alhances and had
established peaceful intercourse with all the
chiefs from Affghanistan in the corth 1o the
shores of Boloochistan in the south, irom
the banks of the Indus in the east 1o the
frontier of Persia ia the west. Of all these
alliances that of Herat was one of the most
important. The place itsell had acquired
great commercial importance as being the
chief point on the old route of the trade
from the Caspian to the Indus; and equally
great political importance as being nearest
to the frontier of Persia, and as having to
resist the attempts of that Power from time
to time to extend its territory eastwards to-
wards the Indus. Heret was the strong-
hold which, in point of fact, has for centu-
ries secured the independence of the nume-
rous small tribes with which we have form-
ed peaceful and commercial connectious.
I1 was, therefore, the keystone of our new
Indian policy, which it became equally our
interest 10 secure against the inirigues of
Ruseia on the one hand, and the threaten-
ing pretensions of Persia on the other.
With the latter Power we succeeded in
making a tresty, by which she engaged to

respect the independence of Herat, and to

abandon for ever her designs upen it :—we
established diplomatic agents to watch our
interests, and we entertained a fair hope
that our wise and enlightened policy as re-
garded Central Asis had succeeded. It was
under these circumsisnces that the govern-
ment of Persia, seeing England engaged in
a great European confliet, snd encoursged
by Russia, entertained designe 10 bresk
faith with regard 10 her engagemenis to-
wards llerat.— Economist

Harmony of Science and Revel-
ation,

The Scientific American thinks that the
discussion of this question has been brought
10 8 point st which it may be truly said,
“ argument is exhausted, and further discue-
sion worse than useless,” and gives the fol-
lowing as the sum of the whole maiter :

The Scriptures and tbe science of geolo-
gy teach us that this earth wasat one period
10 a siate or condition without a living
thing upon ite—no plant, no flower, no in-
sect, bird, beast, or man. Boih i1each us
that the successive acts of creation describ-
ed in the first book ot Genesis are in exact ac-
cordance with the revelation of the book of
nature. ~ There is no difference of opinion
between the tesachings of revelation and
science on these points.

One class believe that the days mention.
ed in the first chapler of Genesis meen
epochs of time, sud may be so interpreted,
and thus accord with the tesching of geolo-
2y ; he other class believe that the days
referred 10 can not be so interpreted ; that
they mean solar days ; and thus they assert
that this science as generally taught, is con-
tradictory to revelsiion. Thus the main
question stands, but not involving we con-
ceive, the least contradiciion beiween eci-
euce and revelation, or the guestion of cod-
troversy is one ouly relating to time.

Moses, who, certainly, was ignorant of
geology, has described the successive acts
of ereation in that specific order which ac-
cords with the science of geology. It is
reasonable 1o suppose that an ignorant man
in describing the order of nature, as unfold-
ed by the successive fiats of the great Jeho-
vah, would have presented only a confused
and countradictory effusion; but instead of
the first chapier of history being of this
character, it vibrates in unison with the
discoveries of the most modern science, thus
proving that the pen of its author was di-
rected by the Author of creation. The
question of the harmony of revelation and
science, as it relates to the “ order of crea-
tion,” stands upon a grand and impregna-
ble basis.
