The President said that if they were now to
withdraw thbeir attention from important and ne-
cessary business of a somewhot routine character
for the sske of directing their regards to that
which bore specially and directly upon the spir-

litdal prosperity of their Societies, it would be
jpetfectly in accordance with their usage from the
beginning. Those who were familisr with the

Miuutes of Conference would st once call to

mind the numerous places in these Minutes in

which reference was made to the state of the

work of God in theit Societies ; and the frequent
mioutes which kad been adopted, suggestive of
methods for promoting the revival of that work.

It was to enccurage certain brethren to speak
who, during the past year hed been greatly hon-
ored and blest of God, that he had referred to
one or two places, which bad been visited with
showers of blessing. There were two points
which he would like them to keep prominently
jn view.

A Newspaper Article.

The editor of an able and widely oirculated
psper in the city of New York gives to writers
at once valuable practical hints and sn apt illus-
tration of what a newspaper article should be :

A good article for s newspaper is s thing of
its own kind, not se easily produoced as perhape
many imagine. It demands art and skill. What
is it in some of its leading qualities P

First of all it has a good title—short, terse
and eminently suggestive. In this respect it is
well advertised. Whether an article will be
read or not depeuds very much upon its title.
One can generally make a tolerably fair guess
st ite character, even before reading it, by sim-
ply reading thetitle. This is the first thicg upon
which the eye falls, and the first 10 make an im-
pression. Hence the title should slways be well
selected,

Next to the title comes the idea of the srticle
—mainly ene, and but one, and that, too, suffici-
ently important to give an ample occasion for &
few well-written paragraphs. A newspaper ar-
ticle is not & book, with a series of elaborate
chapters, or an exhsustive essay; but rather s
brief monogram for cursory reading, to be resd
at least once, snd perbaps never resd sgair.
The writer must make his impression with the
first blow, not expecting to get & second chance
at the same reader. For this purpose be wants
but one positive and central ides, sufficiently
developed to do the work of the moment in a
moment. This ides he should bave well in hand
when be starts, knowing what be wants to do
with it, and not trusting to mete luck and chance
ss to what he shall write. It sbould slso be »
living ides, one that can be worked up into s
vigorous and impressive article. An opportune
article that is timely, and says just the right
thing at the right time, thus hitting the nail
upon the bead—telis upon the human thought.
The greatest possible directness in approach-
ing the idea is a third quality of a good news-
paper article. Bach an article wants no exor-
dium, snd needs no peroration. The better
way is not to skirmish with the reader, ordig
trenches toward bim ; but to pitch the main

| than either. Two columns need a very weighty

| every writer may judge of others by bimself.
;Seldou has he the time or patience to wade
| through a long article ; and what is true of him-
[ self is equally true of nine men in ten.  The
| writers who write for the greatest number of
{ readers generally does not exceed a column of
an ordiuary sised newspaper. Tuey know when
to .‘Op.

The style of newspaper writing should be sim-
ple and compact, progressive in order of
thoughbt, stiting & few ideas very clearly, and
suggesting a great many more. The people
are the veaders ; and what they want is plain
Saxon Eaglish, full of meaning, snd well put
together. There is a choice among words ;
and, of course, the best words are always those
that will do the most execution. Long sod in-
volved sentences, loaded with allusions unintel-
ligible to most persons, and tbat too without
auy suitable srrangement into parsgraphs, are
not the thing for the popular mind. They do
not make a readable article.

Absolute homesty and sincerity of heart in
the writer are essential to a good article. Theeo
qualitiea will make his rbetoric spontaneously
elcquent. The words he uses, and the figures
he employs, will glow with the fervour of his
owan epirit, and awaken corresponding fervours
in others. The reader will instinetively feel
that he is dealing with an earnest mind, Genuice

article.

And now, sll ye newspaper writers, we beg
of you to bave a little compassion on type-sete
ters snd proof-readers.  Write légibly. Spell
your words correctly, and be sure to put capital
letters where they ought to be. Punctuate your
sentences according to the best approved sys-
tem. Divide the matter into paragraphs ae-
cording to the nature ond current of thought,
and not leave this for the printer to do, Attend
to these things, and we promise you that type-
setters and proof-readers, will not only be grate-
ful, but also give your articles to the reading
public just as they are written.

Graves of Humboldt and Neander.

Eight miles from Berlin is Tegel, a quiet place

in the forest with only a modern casile and ite

appendages. From the castle by & winding

foot-path, at firet through so over-arching jungle
of lilacs, snd thea through native wood-lands,

one is led a long distance, tiil be is unexpeoctedly
brought to a little dell ,with an inclosure of
graves covered with ivy, Ooe of the slespers
in this place of quiet beauty is Frederiok Henry

Alexander Von Humboldt ; who was born in
1769, and died st the age of ninety years. At
the head of the inclosure is & neat movument of
red granite, surmounted by a besutiful figure of
“ Hope ” in white marble. Long arms of oak,

reaching out horisontally towsrd the sleeper,
some of them more than fifty feet long and ever
green with the mpss of many years, give to the
secluded spot a venerable surrounding. The
April breess, whispering through the boughs of
spruce and cedar, told the visitor to spesk low
snd walk softly, and my feelings were in a mood
readily to hear and beed the gentle monitor.

In one of the church cemeteries not half s mile
from my lodgings in Berlin, in a retired corners
are the remains of Augustus Neander, the emi-
nent Church historisn, A plain bead-stone bas
sculptured on it  side view of his attrective
face. Uoder the work of the sculptor is this
inscription : * A sister to an unforgotten bro-
ther.” Professor Tholuck, speakicg to me yes-
terday of his Jovely traits and great excellence
said, “ If it were the custom now to have saints,
Nesnder would surely be canonised.” I love
often to step in and take & fresh look at the se-
rene face of Neander. Not cld, but ripe ; be
died at sixty-one ; and evidently worthy of the
laurel in bis department of life’s work.—7he
Advance.

Birds on the Wing.

The body of a bird does not require to be
much lifted by each stroke of the wing. Itoaly
requires to be sustained, snd when more than
this is needed—as when a bird rises from the
ground, or from the ses, or when be ascends
rapidly in the air—greatly increased exertion—
in many cases, very violentexertion, is required.
And then it is to be remembered that long wings
economise the vits] force in another way. When
s strong current of air strikes agsinst the alr.
Consequently birds with very long wings have
this great sdvantage, that with pre-acquired
momentum, they can often for a long time fly
without flapping their wings atall. Uader thess
circumstances, a bird is sustained very much as
» boy’s kite is sustained in the sir. Toe string
which the boy bolds, sud by which be puils the
hite downwards, with a certain force, performs
for the kite the same cffices which its own weight
snd balance and momentum performs for the
bird. The great long-winged ocesnic birds often
sppear to float rather than fiy.  The stronger
{he gale, their fl ght, though less rapid, is all the
more essy—s0 easy indeed as to sppear buoyant;
because the blasts which strike against their
wings are enough to sustain the bird with com-
paratively little exertion of its own, excepl of
bolding the wing vanes stretched out and expos-
ed at proper angles to the wird, And whenever
the onward force previously acquired by flapping
becomes st length exbausted, snd the cesieless,
inexorable force of gravity is beginniog to over-
come it, the bird sgsin rises by a few easy snd
gentle half-strokes of tbe wing. Very ofter. the
same ¢ffect is produced by allowing the force of
gravity to set, snd when the dowoward momen-
tum bas brought the bird close to the ground or
to the sea, that force is agsin converted into an
aseending impetus by s change in the angle at

feeling is half the batile in wnting s good
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which the wing is exposed to the wind. This is
a constant ection with all the oceanic birde.

Those who bave seen the albatross have des-
cribed themselves as never tired of watching its
glorious snd triumphant motion—

“ Tranquil its e frit reemed. and floated slow—
Even in its veiy motion these was rest.”

Rest—where there is nothing else at rest in the
tremendous turmoil of its own stormy sess !
Sometimes for a whole hour together this splen-
did bird will sail cr wheel round a ship in every
possible variety of cirection, without reqairing
_to give a single stroke to bie pinions. Now, the
slbatross' bas the extreme form of this kind of
wing. Its wings are immensely long—sbout
fourteen or fifieen feet from tip to tip—and al-
most 8s narrow in proportion se s riband. On
the other hand, bircs of short wing, though
their flight is sometimes very fast, are never
able to eustain it very long. The muscular ex-
ertion they réquire is greater, because it does
not work to the ssme edvantage. Most of the
gsllinacecus birds (such ss the common fowl.
pbeasants, pertridges, e'c) beve wings of this
kivd ; and some of them pever fly except to es-
cspe an enemy, or to change their feedirg
ground. —Duke of Argyll.

Ontario Correspondence.
To the Editor of the Provicecial Wesleyan—
My DEar Sie,—The month of August bas
generally been considered the most sick!y month
f the year, and as July bad been so dreadfully
hot, it was feared tbat there wou'd be much sick
ness in Augus: ; happi'y, however,the month has
.assed without any very serious amount of affl c-
tion. The weather was by no meens so bot as
in July ; the evenings were especially cool, and
now we believe the health of the community is
all that could be desired. Farmers have been,
snd still are, very buty getting their grain ready
for market. Bsrley and wheat both command
gocd prices, 8o that we expect ¢ the sons of the
s il’ will receive better remuneration than they
at one time anticipated. The farmersas a clas
are generally considered the most remarkable
tor their grumbling disposition, but, it should be
remembered, that everything depends upon
their crops, bence a slight fai ure involves them
in the most trying circumstacces. Of late the
crops have been smaller than formerly, while at
the same time the price of labour hss increased
0 an a'most enormous degree, which has great-
ly diminished 1be profi s of the farmer.  Great
attention is now being paid to the manu‘ac ure
of cheese. Faciories are springing up almost
everywhere, so much so that some have begun
to entertain fears that the mauufacture would
be greater than the demand. Cheese making
has become so common that butter is scarce,
and pecersarily commands a great price. In
some villages where we have been, persons who
lid not make their own, have been compelled
to do without butter:

All the papers bave been much occup’ed
with articles respecting your Province. I am
proud to say that so far as my observation has
gone, all have spoken of your part of the Do-
winioa in the kindest manner. S me Anti-
winis erialists have condemned the goveroment
for not adopting more concilia’ory means long
ago. I am sure that no part of Ontario has
the least disposition to take advantage of any
of the sister Provinces, but all are wishtful that
harmony may be restored, and that the Confe-
deration may become established on a fair,
¢quitable, and immovable basis. In all govern-
ments there will doubtless always be some parts
which observers cannot admire, but the good of
all the Provinces can surely combne for the
economcal management of the whole.

The law of Clerical Preference bas awakened
considerable surprise both in Ontario and Que-
bec. I see you have also taken up yovr pen
and expressed your opinion. It is too bad that
in this country where we have no State Church
that clergymen of one of the smallest denomi-

nations should be given a preference of which
those of the largest denominations are deprived,
Our English fathers ot divest themselves of
their state Church notions, but surely when they
are making arrangements which may affect the
peace of the ity in Canada for genera

tions to come, greater care should have been
exercised, s0 as not to throw in an apple of dis-
cord which may not very easily be removed

It does seem strange to us, that now while the
Episcopalian Church has become so exceedingly
intolerant, and so many of itsclergy have gone
s0 far away from Protestant doctrimes, that the
English Cabinet should so far-forget the justice,
not to say, the courtesy, which is due to other
denominations as they have done in the instance
referred to.

Great excitement has beer. caused in Toronto
by the trial of some men charged with robbing
au Express Agent, near NewYork, and who then
d to Canada with their booty. The Company
bave brought the action to have the guilty par-
ties given up to the American government.
Emicent counsel have been employed on both
sides, and so far all believe that the right par-
ties are in custody, but to prove them guilty
s+ems to be a matter of almost insuperable diffi-
culty. Pity that such thieves thould be aliowed
to go free, for whercver they dwell, they will be
corrupters of the community.

All eyes are mow looking towards Ottawa
The trial of Whelan for the murder of the Hon.
Mr. McGee tskes place this week. The Hon
J H. Cameron, and K. McKenzie are employed
for the defence. It bas excited no small amount
of surprise that the head personage in the
Orange Institution should be the leading coup<
s-l in this celebrated trial. Mr. O’'Rielly, of
Kingston, is the Crown Proecutor. He has
bad charge of the case from the commencement.
It will probably be a week or ten days before
the case is decided. In the meantime every-
thing tbat is pubished, that bears on the case
will be read with the deepest interest.

You will be pleased to hear that the Mission
party, headed by the zealous G. MacDoogall,
bave arrived safely at Red River. They nar-
rowly escaped the fearful tornado which swept
through the colony and produced great devas-
tation. Their journey, it seems, though attend-
ed with coosiderable d fliculty, was nevertheless
pleasant and agreeable. Brother Young bas
opened his commission 1n Red River colony by
preaching first in his own bired house at
Winnepeg, which be intends to make his head
quarters for the time being. The Court House
will be his chief place of preaching. He bas
already commeneed itinerating. A correspon
dent to the Globe writes in the most favourable
manner respecting the impression made by the
preaching of our first Missionary to Red River
Should his health be preserved, we feel sure

The success of the Pac fic Railroad
should surely lead to prompt action.

Reports bave been received
a: Belgrade that a battle has been fought be-
treen the Turkish troops and the Buigsrian
iosurgents pear Pnilippopen. The latter made
the attack but after a desperate fizht they were
r2pulsed, pursued and driven back to the Balksn
mountaios. The ‘l'urkish loss was heavy—over
200 men were killed while defending one of the
forts asssul'ed by the rebels. The loss of the
latter is unknown. Official journals st Berlin
concur in declaring that the postponement of re-
cruitiog for the Prussian army, by order of the
King is a sure plecge of peace.

LoNDoN, Sept. 17; (eve )—The Times con-
trasts the political canvas in Great Britain with
that of the United States. In both cases the
elections are new ones. Here in Eogland there
are many contests diffsring in men and principles,
and the result is a confused hubbub in which no
one sound is heard sbove the rest —The inci-
dents thus far have been peaceful even negative;
but the eight weeks remaining before the elec-
tions may warm the contest that is now so quiet.
The Zimes dwells on the violent snimstiun of
the P.esidential fight in the United States, and
calls an American general election an American
carniaal. The American people may be serious
and interested, but they allow the most ecoentric
snd grotesque characteristic to represent the
whole people whioh does them some injustice,
but iess harm than is commonly thought.

LiverpooL, Sept. 18.—Bir John Young, the
present Governor-General of New South Wales,
has been named for Governor-General of Casna-
ds. A letter to the Bruisels * Independence
Belge,” from Constantinople, det:d Sept. 8th,
states that an attempt of the Greeks of Cuiss to
celebrate the day of the baptism of the heir of
the Grecisn King, was suppressed by the Turk-
ish eutberities.

Parents should adopt & most rigid, inflexible
rule, that will never permit a son, under any
circumstances whatever, -to go into the street
after nightfall, with & view of engsging in out-
of-door sports, or of meeting other boys for so-
cial or chance occupation. A iigid rale of this
kind, invariably adbered to, will soon deaden
the desire for such dangerous practices.

Education begins with life. Before “we-are
aware, the toundations of character are laid,
and no subsequent instrustion ean remove or
alter tbem. Linumus was the son of a poor
Bwedish clergymen. His father bad a small
garden, in which he cultivated all tte flowers
which his means or his taste could select. Into
this flower garden he introduced bis little son
in infancy, and this little garden undoubtedly
created the taste in this child which afterwards
made bim the first botanist and naturalist of his
age, if not of his race.

" Flowers and Children.

Flowers and children sre of rear kin, and
too much of restraint or too much of forcing,
or too much of display, ruine their chiefest
eharms. I.love to mssociate them together and
to win the little ones to a love of flowers.—
Some day they tell me that a violet or a tuft of
lilies is dead; but on a opringimorning they
come rediant with the story—that the violet is
blooming sweeter than ever upon some far away
clefc of the hillside. Bo you, my ehild, if the
great Master lifts you from us, shall bloom—as
G.d is good—on some richer, sunnier groand.

We taik thus; but if the change really comes,
it is more grievous than the blight of a thousand
flowers. Bae, who loved their search asmeng
the thickets—will never search them. She,
whose glad eyes have opened in bewilderment
upon some bold chapge or shrubbery or of
peths, will never open them again, Ske—
whose feet would bave danced along the new
wnodpath, carrying joy and merriment iuto his
sbady depths—will never set foot upon these
walks again.

What matter how the brambles grow? Her
dress will not be torn ; what matter the broken
paling by the water ? she will never 10,ple over
from the bark. The batchet may be huog from
8 lower oail now—the litile hand that might
bave stolen possession of it, is et.f—is fast!—
God bas it. .
