• TORONTO, June 4—A terrific ex­
plosion which startled the east end 
of the city shortly after nine o’clock 
this morning, partly wrecked the 
large generating plant at the Con­
sumers Gas Company plant, at i the 
foot of Booth avenue, and caused'the 
death of Mr Ewàrt Foster, an experi­
mental chemist, who was working in 
the building. So great was the force 
of the detonation that opposite . the 
scene, where formerly stood a row 
of well kept dwelling houses, . there 
now stands buildings which with their 
broken windows, shattered doors and 
fallen roofs are nothing more than 
the mere skeletons of the former 
structures. Buildings two blocks away 
were affected aifd numerous persons 
in the district sustained minor injur­
ies and hundreds of persons were 
greatly frghtened.

The building in which the explos­
ion took place w'as erected last year 
and has been used for the purpose of 
generating oil gas. It contained two 
large tanks in which the gas was 
kept. One of- these in some way, as 
yet unexplained, became ignited, caus­
ing the fatal explosion.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

A NY PERSON wno is tne sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years old, 

may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear in person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 

A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, sou, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader la 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted hie 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

NIAGARA FALLS, Ont June 4.— 

While waiting to hear from General 
Carranza whether he would send 
delegates to the conference here, the 
mediators planned > to-day to con­
tinue such work as would not be af- 

aj_ fected by the constitutionalist an­
swer.

The peace fclan on which the two 
sides of delegates have been work­
ing for two weeks, has been only 
partially completed. Much of. the 
work will be of value even if the 
Constitutionalists decide to enter the 
negotiations. The mediation colony- 
is absorbed, however, in the Consti­
tutionalist phase of the Mexictn pro­
blem. Word in respect to it is await­
ed with intense interest. The feel­
ing is general that the attitude taken 
by General Carranza in his reply 
probably will shape the entire course 
of the mediation hereafter and per­
haps have a direct effect on the 
Washington Government’s future 
policy toward the two factions in 
Mexico. 1

Those who have seen the media­
tors note to the Constitutionalists, 
say it is so phased that they can find 
therein a dignified way of entering 
the negotiations notwithstanding pre­
vious objections.
