New York, June 28.—General Frank
S. Streeter of Concord, N. H., head of
the commission appointed by Federal
Judge Aldrich to determine whether
Harry K. Thaw would be a public
menace if liberated on bail during his
stay in New Hampshire, testified to-
day in the jury proceedings to deter-
mine Thaw’s mental condition,

ence the report of the commission
which resulted in Thaw'’s being re-
leased on bail in New Hampshire. The
entire forenoon session was devoted
to the examination of this one witnes;
who declared Thaw was sane.

Prior to the taking of testimony to-
day, Justice Hendrick addressed the
newspapermen and warned them that
“the trial of this case in the news-
papers has got to stop.” He threaten-
ed with punishment for contempt of
court any editor who published stor-
ies outlining future evidence that
might be presented.

Bragg that
Mr. Gregory be permitted to run
his car and carry passengers from the
corner of Dalhousie and Market Sts.,
to West Brantford by way of Dai-
housie street until such time as the
council sees fit to change or discon-
tinue the same.”

'This_motion, after the following
discussion, was advised to be witn
drawn by the Mayor. He said it was
best, for Mr. Gregory to run the
car under his own risk, with the as-
surance that he would not be troubl-
ed in any way by the council.

The following was the discussion;

Ald. Bragg said that this was the
best the railway committee could de
as street cars could not be run
across the bridge to West Brantford.
It was the only thing that could be
done for that section of the city.

Ald. Cuff asked if Mr. Gregory
would have to take out a driver’s
license.

Ald. Pitcher said that he had acar
license and didn’t need a driver’s
license. :

Mayor Spence added that he would
have to have a license from the pol-
ice board to allow him to carry pas-
sengers. '

Ald. Suddaby said that he had sec-
onded the motion made by Ald.
Bragg only because it was the best
thing which could be done at pres-
ent for West Brantford. He had
thought that a decent service would
be given to° the people. It was
| not right for the people to pay two
fares. He did not see why the bus
service could not be run by the city
if it could be- run by an individual.
They could then get anywhere on the
one fare. Besides this, the bus ser-
vice would not cost nearly so much

undoubtedly pay. The reason the
street cars hadn’t paid was that the
service which had been put on was
too irregular.

The Mayor said that Ald. Suddaby
was quite right but as he couldn’t see
his way clear in regard to the cars
service he heartily endorsed the bus
service.

Ald. Mellen asked if this license
would have to be renewed every year,
or if it was a license for a certain
number of years.

The Mayor replied that it was only
a one year license.

Ald. Freeborn stated ‘that in boti
Toronto and Hamilton, an efficient
jitney service had been established
and there was no reason why Brant-
ford should not have one also. He
wanted to know if any measures had
been taken to protect the people.

The Mayor replied that measures
would be taken later.

Ald, Ryerson said that it loqked as
if the municipality were tyring to
run the bus service out of business.
The chief of police was very wary
in issuing licenses. :

Ald. Bragg said that the Railway
Board would likely take the matter
of a bus service up. They had only
introduced this motion in trying to
relieve the situation in West Brant-
ford.

The Mayor thought that the mo-
tion should be withdrawn and h®
would see that the driver was not
molested, if he cared to drive under
his own responsibility.

Ald. Secord asked if the Street
Railway commission would consider
the running of a bus line if the coun-
cil made the request. It should be-
cause that commission had not been
elected by the people, and was under
the control of the council.

The Mayor replied that there was
no reason why the commission should
not consider the matter further.

London, June 29.—The Russian cen-
ter in Galicia is rapidly reforming be-
hind the River Gnila Lipa before Gen-
eral Von Linsingen’s drive across the
Dniester, but this retreat in the opin-
ion of London military critics is. al-
most entirely due to the battle in the
Lemberg region where the positions
of the Russians made retirement in-
evitable. These movements have
strengthened the Austro-German line
and have consolidated the hold of the
’I_‘eutons'or} the regaining of the Gali-
cian capital.

ijuitless fighting sums up the op-
erations along the western front
where even artillery duels lack vigor
except on the line between Arras and
the sea, where a bombardment of the
positions has been almost continuous.

The expected detachment of Ger-
man troops from the east front for
operations in the west evidently has
not yet occurred. This probably is
due to the stubborn Russian retreat
and to the increasing pressure of the
Italians.

The advance of the Italians has been
very slow, but if it is to be entirely
stopped more Austrian troops must
in ali probability be transferred from
the Galician line unless Austria is
willing to surrender the seaport of
Triest. Triest, however, being the
first important milestone on the road
to Vienna, it no doubt wili be defend-
ed to the last.

SELKIRK GAS
ONGE MORE

It is officially announced that
the reign, or rather the smell, of
the awful sulphuretted gas has
been ended, as far as Brantford is
concerned. Announcement is
made by the local officials that the
necessary connection was recently
completed, and that now the gas
from the Selkirk field—the same
as formerly supplied—is circulat-
ing through the pipes.

There may be a touch of the
sulphurette variety still lurking,
but this will disappear entirely
within a few days.

Brantfordites have certainly
suffered, both in health and goods,
from the poisonous stuff turned
into the mains without proper
warning, but the company has
now finally made good in remedy-
ing the matter before July 1st.

To Mayor Spence and Ald. Pit-
cher in particular belongs the
credit of having stayed with this
thing to a successful issue, with
the legal end of the fight capably
put up by City Solicitor Hen-
derson.

“We left Imbros one morning about
3 a.m. and steamed toward the Dar-
danelles and dived as day was break-
ing, and—well, got through the Nar-
rows all right, arrived on the other
side and saw two  battlehsips.
We were getting ready to torpedo
one of them when they spotted us,
opened fire on us and nipped, bunk-
ed and ran away.

The First “Tin Fish.”

“We then journeyed on for a mile
or two and then went to the bottom
and rested until about 8 p.m,. when
we came up. It was dusk, so we
looked around.. Nothing in sight.

We broke the surface and entered
the Sea of Marmora and bumped
around for a few days without sight-
ing a thing until Sunday morning.:
when we were diving outside of Con-
stantinople and saw a big gunboat.
and at 6.25 a.m. we gave her a “tin
fish.” By 6.30 a.m.-she was no
more; but %efore she sank, while sne
was listing over they opened fire on
us. The second shot hit our peri-
scope and ‘done 1t in.” That gunner
must have been a cool card, eh?

“On Monday we sighted a steamer,
came to the surface alongside her and
told her to stop. She stopped, and
the men were so anxious to get clear
that one boat capsized. No lives

: were lost. There was a Yankee cor-

respondent ‘aboard who tried to:
bluff; no good though, ’cos an officer
and two men boarded her and dis-
covered she had a six-inch gun, sev-
eral gun countings and fifteen-inch
ammunition aboard, so we blew her
up. A few minutes after we sighted
another steamer and told her to stop.
She wouldn’t, We chased her into the
harbor, and when she was securing
alongside a pier we torpedoed her.

Russian Armies Neither

Beaten Nor Demoralized.

LONDON, June 29.—The Russian armies are neither beaten nor
downhearted, according to the correspondent of the Times, in re-
viewing the six weeks’ Teutonic advance, after a visit to Russian
headquarters. General Ivanoff, commander of the southern armies,

shows no trace of despondency.
the correspondent says:

Discussing the present situation,

“The view is held here that their capture of Lemberg and other
Galician successes have brought the Austro-Germans no nearer a
solution of the war. In spite of their enormous losses, which are
estimated at 380,000 Germans, and probably an equal number of
Austrians, they still encounter the same stubborn army as before,
which is willing to keep fighting for years if necessary. The Ger-
mans must continue pouring in fresh troops in order to hold their
positions, for if they take them away to defend other frontiers the
whole edifice of the Austrian defensive will collapse.

.“The Russian point of view is that they can retreat and advance
again indefinitely, caring little for the moral effect of the loss of
towns as long as they are constantly weakening their adversaries and

preventing a trench deadlock such as exists on the western and

Warsaw fronts.”

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH«
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

FIMHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may bhomestead a
quarter-section of -available Dominiou land
in Manitoba, Saskatehewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Ageney for
the District. Entry by proxy may be madq
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but no&
Sub-Agency), on certain conditiona

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinlvy.

In certain districts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence In each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon am
bomestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhavsted his home«
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead i» certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months im
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

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THE SITUATION.

The Russians have apparently suc-
cessfully reformed their lines and
have taken up a strong position east
of Galicia. Thus once more emphasis
is given to the fact that the recent
series of withdrawals on the part of
their troops did not partake in any
sense of disaster or panic. The Grand
Duke Nicholas and his advisers evi- |
dently possess very cool heads, and
they may be depended upon to keep
the enemy continuously busy. The
crushing blow which the Kaiserites
boasted they would give them is mani-
festly as far off as ever, and it is still

a very long way to Warsaw.

The Italian reports still continue to
be meagre, but they are of an encour-
aging nature,

The French official report indicates

" that during the last twenty-four hours
everything has been “relatively calm.”

Those people who have been apt to
ask what the British submarines have
been doing should read the account of
the marvellous exploits of E-11. What
she accomplished reads almost like a
miracle story. In connection with the
entire phase of the under-water work
of the Allies it should be remembered
that whereas the German craft of that
nature have all kinds of targets on the
open sea, Britain and the rest have
none whatever, as German and Aus-
trian vessels have beeen banished from
the ocean highways and the Turkish
and German fleets have been bottled
up.

It is good news that members of the
36th Battalion, under command of
Lieut.-Colonel Ashton, have arrived
safely in the Old Country. The celer-
ity with which this battalion was sent
over as a unit speaks volumes for the
impression created by their good work

_and fit condition.

DERELICT MINES.

It has beén a-ted: What becomes
of the submarine mines and torpedoes
which have missed their mark. Do
they remain a permanent danger 1o
navigation, and therefore likely to ac-
count for a lot of ships missing long
after the conclusion of the war?

There are two great classes of
sub-marine mines, the one electrical,
and strictly controllable, while it re-
tains its capacity for mischief; the
other mechanical and uncontrollable
after it has once been set, atlhough
-ume of them (probably not many
German) are equipped with a clock-
work apparatus which renders them
inert after a certain pre-arranged
time. The electrical mines are con-
nected by wire with a land station
and fired by an electric curren-.
When the connection with the shore
battery is severed they become
harmless, The mechanical mines are
fired by a small electric
. which is operated by clockwork, up-
on the mine coming in contact with
a ship or floating body.

Two great classes of torpedoes
have also been tried, the controlled,
and the uncontrolled; but practically
all now in use are of the uncontroll-
ed type. The ship from which they
are discharged has no more control
over them after they are fired than
it has over a shell after that has been
fired. The torpedo explodes on con-
tact. Poth these and the mecnanicas
mines may become a source of dan-
ger for a long time unless proper
precautions are taken to prevent
such a trouble.

By the Hague convention, adoptei
in 1907, it is forbidden:

1. To lay unanchored conta:t
mines, except when they are so con-
structed as to become harmless one
hour at most after the person wno
laid them ceases to control them.

2. To lay anchored contact mines
which do not become harmless as
soon as they have broken loose trom
their moorings.

3. To use torpedoes which do no*
become: harmless when they have
missed their mark.

It is also forbidden to lay contact
mines off the coast and ports of the
enemy with the sole object of inter-
cepting commercial shipping. When
anchored contact mines are employ-
ed, every possible precaution must
“be taken for the security of peaceful
shipping.

As regards automatic
contact mines laid by one of the be:-
ligerents off the coast of the other,
their position must be notified to the
other party by the power which laid
them, and each power must proceed
with the least possible delay to re-
move the mines in its own waters.

The Contracting Powers which do
not .at preseént’ own perfected ‘mines

anchored

sequently could not at present carry
out the rules laid down in Articles
1 and 3, undertake to convert the
material of other mines as soon as
possible, so as to bring it into con-
formity with the foregoing require-
ments.

As the Germans have broken all
the other rules of the Hague Con-
vention, there is no reason to imagine
that they will have any regard fo-
the provisions which require that
mines shall be so constructed as to
become harmless within an hour at.

battery, ]

present Convention, and which con-

ter they cease to be under control; ur
to use only such torpedoes as are
harmless after they have missed
their mark. Most certainly they
have deliberately broken the law
against laying automatic contact
mines for the destruction of com-
mercial shipping. The mines ‘which
were laid off the north coast of Ire-
land in the Irish Sea, and on th:
east coast of England were not laid
for the protection of German coasts
or ports. To allow these explosive
derelicts to float around indefinitely,
even after peace is declared, is a
crime against all mankind.

It may gratify the German master
passion of hatred, but it is simply
murder, and for every victim they
make, they may rest assured that th?
full penalty which the law prescribes
for murder will be exacted. If the

STABBED HER ,
TWENTY TIMES;

New York Police Trying to Clean
Up a Mystery.

New York, June 29.—A score of de-
tectives who endeavored to solve the

For
more than three weeks Halicz had re-
sembled the tulcrum of a scales with
great armies swaying on each side,
but the town itself was® maintained
solidly by the Russians,

The retreat from the Dniester has
ended, temporarily at least, on the
Gnile Lipa River, which flows north
and south before Rahatyn and which
offers an exceptionally strong first de-
fence.

NOTIFIES GERMANS
~ ASTO SALINGS

Washington Notifies Berlin of
American Ships in the
War Zone.

Washington, June 29—The United
States “as adopted the practice of
notifying  the German admiralty

through Ambassador Gerard of the
time of departure of every passen-
ger ship sailing the American flag and
approximately the hours during which
it will pass through the war zone.

dia.

As you know, we supply the First
Indian Cavalry, and our load consists
of British and native provisions, Th=
Indian natives will not eat
anything, or most things tnat are
fancy. For instance, they have goat
meat, which is killed by themselves
at the Rail Head where we load up
I have watched them many a time
chopping the goats’ heads off wita
a sword..They are not very partica-
lar from a humane point of view, buz
are most particular about a white
man standing anywhere near, so that
even one’s shadow will stop opera-
tions. ;

There are two races of Indians
here, the Hindoo and Mahommedan.
The meat that is killed by the hands
of the Mohammedan, the Hindoo will
not eat on account of caste. Neither
races will handle good stuff with the
left hand, as that is used only tor
dirty jobs. What is used for sweet-
ening purposes is called Ghur, whic
is unrefined brown sugar massed to-
gether in tins more like damp demer-
ary, but has a malty taste. They
also use’ Ghur for the mules. They
mix it with bran into balls. The fa*
for cooking is called 'Ghi (gehe)
which is packed in similar tins and
looks like lard. This is chiefly used
for cooking chipalties, in other words
a kind of pancake seasoned  witi
spices. The above delicacy is made
with ata, or rough flour. Most of
these food stuffs are imported from
India, so you can guess it’s a big
business to feed these people.

It has been a terrible time for th:
native out here on account of the wet
weather., The poor devils have no
energy whatever unless it is dry and
bright. We are all very glad to see
the conditions change, as this is a
miserable game when damp. Ths=
roads are awfully bad; all cobbles
on the crown of the road. If one ha;
to pass another convoy, he stands a
very good chance of getting stuck
almost to the axles in mud, as the
sides of the crown are soft ground.

Londen, June 29—The morning ses-
sion to-day of the trial for murder cf
George Joseph Smith, husband of
three wives, who died in their baths,
was taken up with the examination of
Dr. Spilesbury, a noted pathologist,
who gave expert testimony of the
varying effects of a sudden fit or
fainting spell upon a person in a bath.
In the case of Alice Burnham, one of
Smith’s three brides, who was drown-
ed in her bath tub at Blackpool, Dr.
Spilsbury declared it would have been
impossible for a person of her size to
have been in such a condition, sub-
merged in ‘either a sitting or a iying
position in the bath tub that had been
preduced in court.

Referring to the prisoner’s evidence
that he had found the woman lying
on her left side in the tub, the physi-
cian remarked:

“If this is true, it would have been
impossible for her arm to be bruised
as it was found to be.”

Answering Marshall Hall,
rister representing the prisoner, Dr.
Spilesbury declared that with the
amount of water that was in the tub,
it would not. have been difficult to
drown a person forcibly.

—QOver 800 Homeless.

Edmonton, Alb., June 29.—Flood
conditions on the Saskatchewan river
here at midnight were practically un-
changed, the river rose gradually all
day, and at 11 o’clock was 38 feet
above low water mark. All the low
land on the flats surrounding the rity
are covered with water, and it is es-
timated that 8oo families, mostly of
the poorer classes, who live in shacks
along the river banks, are temporarily
homeless.

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THAW WAS

NOT INSAA
SAYS DOCTOR

When He Killed Stanford
White—Not a Par-
anviac.

By Special Wire to the Courler.

New York, June 29.—Dr. Charles P.
Bancroft, head of the New Hampshire
state hospital for the insane and a
member of the federal commission,
which examined Harry K. Thaw dur-
ing his sojourn in New Hampshire,
swore on the witness stand to-day
that in his opinion Thaw not only was
sane but always had been sane. Dr.
Bancroft testified as an expert alien-
ist in the jury proceedings to deter-
mine Thaw’s mental condition.

Thaw’s act in killing Stanford White
was not, Dr. Bancroft said, the pro-
duct of a systematized delusion 'such
as characterized the true paranoiac.

“The killing of Stanford White,”
he said, “appeared to us a passionate
impulsive act, growing out of a con-
dition of mind due chiefly to anger
and jealousy, which was the final cul-
mination of a series of circumstances
that had been bearing down on him a
long time. It did not seem a type of
parancia but was due to jealousy of
Mr. White, not to a diseased condi-
tion of mind,

“Thaw knew that White had been
antagonistic to him in an unpleasant
way, He wanted to get even with
White. His act was the product of a
sane mind which, after he had indulg-
ed in champagne, suddenly lost con-
trol of itself.”

_ “Then you believe Thaw never was
insane,” asked Deputy Attorney-
General Becker.

“I do,” was the reply, “Another
reason for my belief is that Thaw ex-
pressed regret for his deed. A parano-
iac never expresses regret. He con-
tinually tries to justify the deed and no
amount of persuasion can convince
him that he has done wrong.”

TTER RO
PIE. GILEN

Written When the Patricias Were
With British Regulars.

Mr. and Iirs. Wm. Gillen, Echo
Place, have reccived a-letter from
their son Charles, who went to the
front with the Princess Pats, as a
member of €anada’s crack regiment.
Charlie was one of the first Brant-
ford men to enter the firing line ag-
ainst the Germans. When the war
broke out he was a member of the To-
ronto Police force and when the Pat-
ricias were organized at Ottawa, he
offered his services 'and was accepted,
He has been very lucky so far, al-
though he was nearly buried alive in
one of the trenehes last February,
while under a heavy shell fire, and
was laid up in the hospital for a time,
but he soon recovered and returned
to the front. Below is the letter.

France, June 3rd, 1915.

Dear Parents.—Just a few lines to
let you know I am well and feeling
fine. I received a letter from you last
night, that was written on the 13th
of ‘April . I did not know that Ed.
Caton was over in England with the
Canadians until I got your letter last
night, but of course I had no way of
knowing, for we are not with the
Canadian contingent. We are attached
to the 27th Division of the British
regulars, so we don’t see anything of
the Canadians at all. Things are much
better here now than they were in the
winter time, the ground has all dried
up. There is lots of hard fighting to
do, but we don’t mind that as long
as the weather is fine and the ground
is hard. The Germans are using poi-
son gas on us and it is pretty hard to
stand. We have to keep a wet cloth
over our mouth and nose when we
are in the trenches, but it gets into
our eyes and nearly blinds us. We
could use that stuff too if we wanted
to, but I think we can lick them with-
out resorting to such methods.

The Germans do not seem to have
as good a class of men here as they
had on the ‘start, although some of
them are very brave. There are others
who, when we get anywhere near
them with the bayonet will run and
squal like good fellows. We have been
back to the rear to-day for a rest,
but we expect to go into action again
to-night, so I thought I would scrib-
ble you a few lines before I went.
There is a big fight on up at the fir-
ing line this morning. We can hardly
hear ourselves speak for the thunder
of the guns. We have been giving it
to the Germans hard this last few
days and they seem to be getting
weak along this front. One would
think the war would not last much
longer from the looks of things here,
but of course we don’t know what 1s
going on at other parts of the line, but
it can’t last forever the way it is going
now.

The Patricia’s have lost a lot of
men in killed and wounded since we
came over here last December, but we
keep getting more all the time and
the boys are still able to give a good
account of themselves at every op-
portunity,

Well dear parents, I must close
now. Remember me to all. Write
soon. Hope this will find you all well,
! From Charlie.

Paris, JTune 29, -2.37 p.m.—The
French War Office this afternoon
gave out a report on the progress of
hostilities which reads as follows

“In the territory to the north of
Arras there was a continuance last
night of the cannonading, particular-
ly to the north and south of Souchez,
and in the north of Neuville.. An in-
fantry engagement made it possible
for us to make progress along the
road between Angres and Ablain.

“In the Argonne, at Bagatelle, yes-
terday witnessed incessant fighting
with torpedoes and hand grenades.

“In the Vosges, an attack by the
Germans was successful in forcing
back for the moment, our advance
posts located on the slopes to t_he
east of Metzeral. We at once deliv-
ered a counter attack and re-occupied
part of the ground lost.

“On the remainder of the front the
night passed quietly.”
