Under the act, Dr. C. Gordon Hew­
itt, Dominion entomologist, has re­
cently been appointed as Dominion 
consulting zoologist. The administra­
tion department, which will include 
game officers, invested with the pow­
ers of both a constable and justice of 
the peace, is in course of organisa­
tion.

A report published some time ago 
shows that in the British army

Tie number 
of gasoline engines, galvanized 
wrought-iron cisterns, portable boil­
ers and forges, clipping an 1 spray­
ing machines, together with some 
“,000 brushes. 5,000 wither pads, 
and 50,000 bandages, make a very 
formidable list, and this, does not 
include the large number of medi­
cinal and instrumental supplies 
furnished by the society for treat­
ing horses, or 100 iron trucks and 
thousands of baskets for disposing 
of manure. This shows to some ex- 
lent what the Blue Cross is doing 
for the thousands of horses in the 
army, and it will be readily under­
stood that the more supplies there 
can be sent forward for this work, 
the better the service given by these 
noble helpers of men will be.

What the Blue Cross is to the 
horses of the British and French 
and their allies on the various bat- 
tlefronts, the American Red Star 
Animal Relief is to the United States 
Army. This organization was start­
ed by the American Humane Asso­
ciation at the invitation of Secretary 
of War Baker., who asked that the 
work be undertaken along the same 
lines as the Blue Cross had been 
carried on in the British army. Mrs. 
Ella Wheeler Wilcox, the “poet 
laureate of humanity," is now in 
France as general representative of 
the American Red Star Relief.
