| The debate on the address in re-
i ply. to the speech from the Throne be-
igan en Monday. afternoon. The ad-
!dress was moved by Mr. Lisle of
'lLloydminster, who made an excellent
speech, and secondeh by Dr. Mitchell
of Weyburn.

F. W. G. Haultain replied. He be-
{gan by saying that it had been stat-
ed that the principal function of an
!opposit'ion was to find fault. He was
not prepared to set that as an -abso-
lute definition of the duties of am op-
position. He thought that one of the
| more important duties on an occasion
{like this was not ~ altogether to find
|fault. The continual exercise of fault
{ finding might have the effect of mak-
"ing the opposition pessimistic. He
! might say at once, that as far as he
iwas concerned, as far as .the opposi-
tion was concerned, that whatever
their function may have been during
the past two years they had occupied
that side of the House, there was
none of them pessimistic when they
considered the wealth, resources and
| possibilities of the great province
they had to deal with, and in whose
interests they were trying to work.
It had therefore, heen a great plea-
sure to him to hear in the speeches
statements which consgtituted o
many evidences of the presemt pros-
perity of the province. He did not
.think that anyone had ever had any
{doubt in that regard, even in the
{early days which his friend from
{ Weyburn had spoken about, that was
{as to the potentialities of this coun-
itry or as to its eventual possibili-
ities. In fact, he helieved it was due
{to the belief in the west, due to the
{‘‘stay-with-it”’ qualities of the. old
| timers, of the farmers coming in in
i the early days, that it was bound to
| prosper, that it was bound to be ev-
erything it has turned out to be to-
,day.

He congratulated the hon. gentle-
{men who moved the address and. the

{hon. gentleman ~who seconded it on
! the very admirable way in which the,
ieach discharged. what after all was
{not an easy task. He thought that
' very seldom if ever, in his recollec-
ttion in the history of legislative
{bodies in this country he had heard
{ more appropriate speeches than those
'just made. They were appropriate

|1t was somewhat flattering to those
who belonged to the legal profession
{that a member of that profession had
been able to give a good, sound, and
| practical address. on the agricultural
conditions of this country, and more
than that, to give a good sound op-
intion (if he might be allowed to say
so) as to the requirements of the
{country. He was ably backed up by
'a member of another profession, who
added to the legal advice a prescrip-
tion.

rounded with all the pomp and cir-
cumstances which, did . surround it.

Mr, Haultain then went on to say
that while there were many matters
on which both sides of the House
could agree they had their <differences
and occasionally expressed them.

persistent misrepresentation of his
jown opinions, as he supposed every
honorable gentleman would object to
the misrepresentation of his. He had
no objection to a criticism of his
opinions, but he did object to others
opinions being attributed to him on
important public questions which he
never held or made, and oné of his
chief complaints was in regard to the
question of the Hudson Bay Raiiway.
At the time, said Mr. Haultain, that
this province was on the eve of com-
ing into existence various statements
with regard to the Hudson Bay rail-
way were made by different people.
At that time, he himself, ex-
pressed the opinion that in view of
the immediate importance of the
Hudson Bay railway his idea was
that there was a greater likelihood of
obtaining it by three provinces going
in for it as a joint undertaking. That
opinion, he added, was the opinion
held by the Alberta Liberals. Later
on the hon. gentlemen opposite were
sustained in power, and they became.
so'to speak, the doctors for the time
being who had been called in and
whose duty it was to prescribe—more
than that, the only people who could
prescribe. In 1906 the hon. member
for Canmington, he thought it was,
moved a resolution, which practically
meant that the Legislative Assembly
of that date asked the Dominion gov-
ernment to proceed with all speed in
the construction - of the road. ' Mr.
Haultain then stated the position he
took at that time, and quoted at
length extracts = from newspaper . re-
ports of the proceedings.

J. J. Hill Says Extravagant
" Habits of Living' Is Big
Problem Before American
People.

Washington, Nav. 23.—James J.
Hill, the railroad magnate, who call-
ed on President Taft recently declar-
ed that the high cost and.extrava-
gant living of today was the great-
est problem that faces the American
people. Economy on the present gov-
ernment and individuals as well, he
said, was the only method he could
suggest for remedying matters.

“‘History shows,” said Mr. Hill,
“‘that the high price of living is the
beginning of every national decline.”

Mr. Hill did not mean to say that
the American nation is entering upon
a decline. He did not wish to sug-
gest this in any way, but he added
with considerable emphasis that he
thought a word ~ of caution thrown
out at this time would not be mis-
understood of fail of appreciation.
Mr. Hill sajd he thought the brains
of the nation should be turned to &
correction of the habit of extrava-
gance rather than to legislation of
various sorts. He declared that what
was needed was a conservation of
business.. X

‘‘and let things go on smoothly for
a while. I believe in the conservation
of our matural resources, too, but so
far as any water power trust is con-
cerned I do not kmow of any.' .

" A BIG ENGINE

Winnipeg, Nov. 23.—The biggest en-
gine which ever turned a wheel on 2
Canadian railroad passed through
Winnipeg the other day on’its way to
British Columbia. It -was built in
the Angus shops of the Canadian Pa-
cific railway at Montreal for use on
some of the heavy mountain grades
in the rockies. It is claimed this
locomotive can do the work of any
two engines now in use by the com-
pany and will do away with the de-
lays now caused by ‘‘doubling’’ up
the steep inclines which are so fre-
quent in British Columbia. This en-
gine is merely an experiment, and if
it proves as useful as it is claimed
it will, others of the same type will
be built. The engine started west-

drowning of thirty-four seamen and
passengers. The outstanding facts
were (1) that the ship’s officers = ex-
pected to find one of the famous car-
bide bouys in working order on a
dangérous reef known as old Proprie-
tor ledge; (2) that after. the vessel
struck she got no assistance, though
there is supposed to be a life saving
station at Seal Cove near by. The
buoy in question is a combination
which is supposed ‘to emit a very
bright light and also to give a
warning whistle at certain intervals.
An incident of the affairs is that the
contractor made about 100 per cent.
on this buoy. It has not been in
working order all summer though the
department was warned to that eﬂ?ct
and the unfortunate Hestia, looking
for that light, mistook another one
for it, and was wrecked with terrible
loss of life and the men 'seem to have
been allowed to drown.

At first the marine and fisheries de-
partment held a private inquiry, and
intimated that a public investigation
might not at all be necessary. Next
came the statement that a public in-
vestigation  would be held at St.
John. Then there was an announCe-
ment that the imquiry would be held
at Montreal, because the survivors of
the Hestia were there. But the sur-
vivors were not then in Montreal.
They were ordered afterwards to go
to Montreal to attend the inquiry.
The next explanation was that Mon-
treal was more central, though as a
matter of fact it was more remote
than St. John from the scene .of the
accident or the homes of the wit~-
pesses. Finally it was asserted that
Montreal was chosen because of the
importance of the inquiry, whatever
that may mean. The point is that in
St. John where keen interest was
taken in the affair, public opinion
would have revolted against the hurk-
ing of evidenee which ensued.

The commissioner deliberately shut
out all evidence relating to the fail-
ure to rescue the men after the ship
struck. He said that his instruction
from Ottawa excluded the matter.
He was only to find how the ship
came to be where she was when she
struck, and he had nothing to do
with the fate of the men afterwards.
Not only did: he refuse to call evi-
dence as to whether there was a suit-
able life-boat at the Seal Cove sta-
tion, or whether the keeper of an ad-
jacent lighthouse had done all that
might be expected of him, but he re-
lused to ‘hear those who offered testi-
money. In the end he brought in a
finding laying all the blame on the
dead men, and not saying a word
about the buoy, although it had been
ten months out of order.

Thus the lives of these thirty-four
meén seem to he regarded as of little
account in comparison with the
shielding of the Marine Department
from the consequences of its neglect,
alike to maintain the buoy and to
provide a proper life-saving service.

In 1885 Manitoba received a grant |

of 150,000 acres for university pur-

poses What Manitoba received in |

1885, Saskatchewan should recéive in
1909. The legislation in the Manito-
ba case, which is contained -in the
Statutes of Canada 48-49 Victoria,
Chapter 50, section 2, is as follows :
‘““An allotment of land, not ex-

ceeding one hundred and.  fifty
thousand acres, “of fair quality,
shall be selected by the Dominion
Government and granted as an en-
dowment to the University of
Manitoba for its maintenance as
a university capable of = giving
proper training in the higher
branches of education, and to be
held in trust f{or. that purpose
upon sonie basis or scheme to_be
framed by the university and ap-
proved by the Dominion govern-
ment.”’

It might as well be confessed that
the Dominion government - does nof
look very favorably on the suggestion
of a grant. A few years ago Mr. M.
S. McCarthy brought the matter up
in the House of Commons and the
Hon. Frank Oliver turned a deaf ear.

Thereé is no relason to believe that he |

is more inclined to grant now what
he refused in 1907. The fact is that
after baving listened to Premier
Seott’s reiterated = statement that

the province received such a good |

bargain in 1905, the Dominion gov-
ernment does not feel inclined to sup- |
plement it annnally.

A Change of Front.

Now that the provincial govern-
cial gevernment is asking that the |
control ~of the school lands Jund |
should be handed over to it—because
it is so much more capable of dis- |
charging. the work of administration |
—it is interesting to go over a Tew
of the speeches made by Liberal mem-»i
bers of Parliament in 1905. At thas |
time they were positive that it would
be better to leave the admimstranoni
of the public lands in the hands of
the Dominion government. They were
very much_alarmed that if the Pro- |

the public domaim they would be be-
seiged by speculators, raglway pro-
moters and exploiters in general,
that would succumb to these impor-
tunities and grant away largejareas.

Mr. Turriff in partficular was very
much aldrmed on this point. Speak- !
ing during the Autonomy debate, he |
said :

“Now I would not allow for a
moment that the people of the
North-West Territories are not as
well able to look after their own
affairs as any other people in the
Dominion. - But there is this fact
that we must ali acknowledge—
that in the past’the different rail-
way companies have managed to
getl bonuses and guarantees.out of
practically every province in: the
Dominion.

““We Know what British Colum-

bia has”done in givingaway large
tracts of lands and coal and tim-
ber bonuses to railways. We knaw
what the lower provinces and Que-
bée and Ontario have given in
cash or guarantees.
‘‘Se these provinces are starting
out with everything in their favor”
and I wish to say here that the
governments, as conducted in the
Northwest Territories for many
years past by Mri: Haultain, has
been in evéry respect a good and
satisfactory government for the
Northwest Territories. ~And I
have no doukt that whoever may
be ‘called upon to carry on the
gosernment in the new provinces
willscarry it on4{n the same mang-
ney ~but nqet owning their lands
hey will not have the same temp-
tation and they will not have the
magnates ' after: them every ‘day
trying to get bonuds and guaran-
tees as would be the case if the
provines were the. owners of the
public lands.”

One might “infer from these words
that the chief reason why the pro-
vinces were not given the lands was
that they might not be lead into
temptation, However that might be,

. this much is sure; bhe provmcnlgov— :
ernments have not been  delivered |
{from evil. Strange that the opimons

Ottawa, Nov. 23.‘—-The, Hon. W. S.
Fielding *-1aid on ~ the * table of -the
‘House ‘of Commons - the main estim-
ates of expenditure for the year which
will elose March 31, 1919, or in other
words the -1910-11 fiscal period. They
call for a total expenditure, exclusive
of . any- supplementary  estimates
which ~ may” be brought . down, of
$127,670,993. - There will be charge-
able to-the consolidated fuad $91,-
891,578, or an‘increase of about $1f,.
752,940 over the current fiscal yea:.
'The ‘remainder $35,779,415 'will be
charged to capital expemhture an in-
crease of $5,204,675. Capital expen-
diture will include the large sum of
$31,981,415 for zailways and’ canals
of winch 827,000,000 is for-the
struction of ‘the Ngb}onal Transcon
tinental Railway, an_increase of $7,-
000,000 over the curfent year. - The
railways  and canals votes include
$180,000 for the Hudson's Bay Rail-
way and one million ‘doNars for the
Quebec bridge. ¥

The total amount to be voted for
Canada’s ‘naval service will be 83
§76,500. The navy ' vote will be-an
éven -three million dollars, and the
expenditure4s to lncmde the ptm:h“e

Prof. Biffin’s Experimeats in
Crossing Two Varieties of
‘Wheat-—Fndeavor to Secure
a Variety that will Not
Shell With Wind.

Saskatoon, Nov. 8.—Commissioner
F. Macleur Sclanders, of the Saska-
toon board of trade, has for some
time been in correspondente with

of Agriculture, Cambridge university,
England, with regard to certain ex-
periments in wheat crossing wupon
which the professor has, for many
years, been patiently engaged.

As is well known, the milling and
baking qualities of our Canadian Red

hand the yielding wqualities of the
British varieties are considerably
heavier. Professor Biffien’s aim bas
been to cross these two wheats so
that the desirable characteristics of
both might be retained in the hybrid.
He has now succeeded in this, as the
following extract from a letter just
received by the commissioner would
indicate :

‘phe results of crossing your Fife
wheats with our English varieties
look to be very satisfactory. Fife
with us does mnot crop sufficiently
well to come into general cultivation
—though on some soils, it’s true, we
do get a forty bushel crop from it.

“So far, the hybrids are cropping
well wherever we have tried them,
and the milling and baking tests are
giving excellent resutts. I have been
having a number tested on 2 large
scale by independent bakers, and they
-all agree that the flour equals Mani-
toba Hard No. 1.”

Commissioner Sclanders has Sug-
gested to Prof. Biffen that a Red
Fife which would not readily shell
out when ripe would be a varitable
God-send to western Canada; in other
words, that a ‘‘wind proof” Red Fife
would be hailed as a good boon; for
as is well known, the rapidity of rip-
ening towards the fast, in the case of
this season, coupled with high winds
and shortage of harvest help, result-~
ed in serious loss  through shelling
our. Some competent authorities do
not hesitate to assert that sufficient
grain was shelled out this season %0
seed down next year's crop. In con-
nection with the above suggestion,
the professor replies :

“Your problem does not seem 2
particularly difficult one to solve; but

locally. Our hybrids would not do
for -it, for we deliberately work for
late ripening. Fife comes in too ear-
ly for us.”

Professoe Biffen's cross Red Fife
and Emglish wheat might easily prove
of great interest to us. And it is
further satisfactory to know upon

{such eminent authority that the

problem of a ‘‘wind proof” Fife
‘‘does mot seem a particularly diffi-
cult one to solve,” although it would
probably have to be solved locally.

Kier Hardie Scored.

When the National Free Labor Con-
gress of Great Britain met recently,
Mr, J. Simpson (Southampton) mov-

ed a resolution denouncing the “‘vio-
lent and seditious utterances of ir-
responsible Socialists—so-called work-
ing men’s friends—whose wild haran-
gues are a grave danger to Imperial
and international peace and industrial
progress.’’

Cries of ‘‘traitor!’’ were raised
when Mr. Hardie’s statement was
iread, that, once the Throne began to
intefere in politics, not only the cor-
onets of the peers, but also the
Crown, would go into the melting-
pot..

Simpson, was it who dared to insult
the King, who at all times has heen
the ~greatest peace  maker of the
world ? -Had Mr. Kier Hardie no
other reciprocation than firey haran-
gue for the message of sympathy
which his Majesty conveyed to him
when he was ill ?

Mr. Kier Hardie, said the speaker,
stated that at the mext general elec-
tion 100 persons like himsell would
be run. If her were not careful, he
would be like Charley’s aunt—still
running. (Laughter.) This was the
mixture that Mr. Hardie would like
to administer as a pick-me-up tonic
to the umfortunate creatures whom
his vile utterances had deluded, ter-
rorized and enslaved :

Where gather donkeys, kicking's
cheap.

Moose Jaw Accident.

Moose Jaw, Nov. 17.—Omne of the
worst railroad accidents that has
ever occurred near this city happened
on the branch line to Outlook at a
late hour last night, as a result of
which Fireman Roland Hilling lost
his life, and engineer Butts and brake
man H. Barber were slightly injured,
and considerable rolling stock was
badly damaged. Word of the disas-
ter did not reach the city till shortly
after midnight, when the fire brigade
was called out to gquench some burn-
ing coal that had fallen on the wreck-
age.

It appears that extra train No. 410
was pulling into Moose Jaw heavily
laflened with wheat. Just before en-
tering Moose Jaw there is a long
decline, and at the end of that a
sharp curve, where the branch line

train was coming down this incline
well under control, and so far as the
engineer could see by the rays of the
headlight,” there was a clear track
ahead. But the headlight only light-
ed up the line to where the curve
commenced.

As the engine turned the curve the
rays of the headlight disclosed an ob-
struction on the line in the shape of
box cars blocking the way a few
lengths ahead. Immediately the man
at the throttle threw on the brakes.
But it was now too late; and seeing
that a crash was inevitable the en-
