—At Victoria 6n Wednesday Capf. Mel-
ville F. Cutler was married to Miss
Isabella M. Madill. They arrived over
this morming on their wedding trip.

—Rates from Victoria to Seattle have |
been reduced by the Great . Northern
steamer to $1 and to Port Towmsend to
50 cents.

—The first meeting of the Provinecial
board of health was convened at Victoria
on Wednesday. The business com'ng up
was not disposed of and the mecting ad-
journed to meet again to-day.

—Col Jacques, of the Western Union
Telegraph Company, is in the Province,
enquiring into the possible business to be
done if the company extends its lines
into this section of the country.

—A maiden lady of Regina keeps a
parrot, which swears, and a monkey,
which chaws tobacco.

—Although some change has been made
in the Columbia river and Arrow lake

The |
sum involved is a considerable one and |
the execution of the undertaking will give
employment to a large number of men—
artizans as well as mechanics. This will
be good news to many a -deserving per-
son in this city, as well as in Nelson,
as it means bread and butter.

—A horseman came along Hastings
street about 1 o'clock at a falr rate of |
speed.

—A new departure has been made by
the Inland Revenue department regard-
ing measures for liquids. Hitherto only
cylindrical measures have been sanc-
tioned for use. It is now proposed to
permit the use of conical measures.
Hereafter the standard will be that of
weight instead of bulk. One gallon will
be equal to 10 lbs. of distilled water at
62 degrees of heat, with barometer at
30 degrees. The half-gallon standard
will be five lbs.,, and so on. This is the
practice that prevails in England, and
it will admit of a more accurate meas-
urement of liquids.

—Gus Seberg, a ’longshoreman who liv-
ed for several years in Victoria, is now
on his way home to Denmark, having,
accord.ng to the Puget &Sound  papers,
been "summoned by the death of his|
father, wh.ch makes the erstwhile ’long-
shoreman a mdllionaire.

A MATTER OF BUSINESS.

Upon the larger number of public ques-
tions The World and The Province agree,
We beiieve that each is actuated by high
principle in advocating the triumph of
Liberalism a&s opposéd to Conservatism.
Both, we think, hold the same views in
so far as regards the doctrine and senti-
ment of self-government, the more es-
pecially in reference to the Irish nation,
believing, with Mr. Gladstone and Ed-
ward Blake, that peace between the two
races the world over is the surest guar-
antee of the integrity of the Empire,
whose interests her sons may at any
moment be called upon to guard: We
like its course thus far, and spare no op-
portunity to give it encouragement. We
disapprove, however, of its hostility to
the Government of the Province and its
unreasonable attacks upon mining enter-
prises that are calculated, in by no means
too lively times, to retard the progress
of British Columbia. Granted that much
that has been said in this connection is
irue, we question the advisibility of a
publicity that seems altogether unneces-
sary. What the Province wants now is
money and population, and those who
bring in the former should receive some-
thing more tham censure, sensible per-
sons agree, while the latter will follow
as a matter of course. But this apart,
The Province, in its treatment of Minis-
ters of the Crown, and the Agent-General,
develops small tact. It injures the coun-
try abroad and prevents an influx of
capital. Realizing this, the Provincial
Secretary has decided that its circulation
is injurious and the periodical sheds idle
tears. Would it not be @ most singular
proposition that the Government should,
out of the public treasury, subscribe to a
paper, and place it in the libraries of
Britain, which denounces its general ad-
ministration and mayhap libels its mem-
bers ?* The thing is too absurd for dis-
cussion. Prior to the introduction of
straight party issues on Federal lines
into this Province. The World enjoyed
the patronage of the Ottawa authorities.
‘When the opportunity arose for it to de-
clare, and with some possibility of suc-
cess, for honest and efficient government,
based on a reform of the tariff, it at
once nailed its colors to the masthead—
and has never since received any favors
from the Tories, nor does it want them !
Our correspondent at the Capital griev-
ed, but the incident did not disturb our
equilibrium in the least and we conti-
nue to exist notwithstanding that we
are om the index expurgatorius of the
National Policy, its hirelings, monopolists
and combinsters.. We never even men-
tioned the affair until this day, looking
upon it as a purely business detail. If
the Government did not want the best
advertising facilities in the West, that
was its look-out; we could live just the
same. Now, we conceive that the condi-
tions are not dissimilar with The Pro-
vince, and that its ebullition of feeling,
in a moment of weakness, shows poor
Jjudgment. It is altogether unlikely that
any Government would feel disposed to
subscribe for a paper, daily or weekly,
that attacks its Agent-General in violent
terms and possibly damages his reputa-
tion in the commercial mart of the King-
dom, to say mnothing of unfounded
abuse of Ministers, whose records are un-
impeachable. The Hon. Col. Baker, for
instance, has in war and peace displayed
qualities that commend him to admira-
tion, and we refuse to believe that he
would be mixed up in disreputable trans-
actions like, some of his adversaries in
the Legislature, who have the audacity
to pose as unsinged saints and whose
hypoerisy is abnormal. TUnder the cir-
<cumstances the Government is perfectly
justified in preventing, so far as it can,
the dissemination of literature which has
a tendenoy to retard Provincial growth
and to bring into disrepute those who, by
the people’s choice, occupy lofty posts in
the Executive Council of this important
British possession.

]
The Lee-Metford rifie, with which the
Canadian militia are to be supplied, is a
formidable weapon which drills a hole
right through the man opposed to it.

Naked
savages in Africa have succeeded in get-
ing in, In spite of all that arms of pre-
cision can do, while at the beginning of
the century, the soldier with a clumsy,
primitive weapon, was able to keep at
bay the finest cavalry of France, a cur-
jous contradiction to the results which
theory would predict,

There are, therefore, great
possibilities of expansion in the future
even in the older Provinces, while in
Manitoba and the organized districts of
Assiniboia, Alberta and BSaskatchewan
there are nearly 239,000,000 acres, which
have been brought to the uses of the
farmer and the ranchers to the extent of
7,832,200 acres. Included in this statement
are the ranching grounds, which covered
in 1884, 1,208,871 acres, distributed among
146 lessees. . §

It
avers that Canada should be a free and
unrestricted republic, should have free
trade or unrestricted reciprocily with the
United States, and should adopt a uni-
form customs and excise tariff for both
countries, all of which would be a bless-
ing for Great Britain as well as Can-
ada.

Speaking at Elmira the other day Hon.
Wilfrid Laurier said: It is the custom
at the present time of the ministerial
press to represent that the Liberal par-
ty is going to introduce “free trade as
it is in England.” Well, sir, I have only
this to answer: I wish to Heaven that
the condition of Canada were such that
it were possible to introduce into Canada
“free trade as they have it in England.”
Where is there to-day, I want to know,
a greater nation than England under her
system of free trade? Where is her like
to be found?

The Halifax Herald says: ‘‘ The Na-
tional Policy has done all it was de-
gigned to do, and has donme it well.”
What think the tax-payers whose bur-
dens have been so enormously increased
by it, while the debt of the country has
gone up nearly $120,000,000? Have they
recelved value for their out-go? And
what think the industrial population,
who were promised constant employ-
ment at munificent rates of wages?

DESERTING THE SHIP.

The village council of Elmira, Ont., and
hundreds of Liberals and Conservatives
welcomed Hon. Mr. Laurier on the 23rd
ult. The Liberal leader was well receiv-
ed and given a most atténtive hearing.
Mr. Laurier denied that it was the in-
tention of the Liberals to injure the man-
ufactures. They intended to adhere to
the platform of the Ottawa convention,
which meant a tariff for revenue only.
Free trade as it was in Epgland was not
impossible. Mr. Laurier/8aid also: *“The
ship of state in the hands in which it is
at present is in very fmuch danger. You
can see the waves overleaping it; you
can hear the creaking and breaking of
the spars and you can see the crew de-
serting the ship and swimming ashore,
each one trying to get into a haven of re-
fuge if he can find one at hand. Within
the last three or four months you have
seen a member of the Government leave
the ship. Who was he? Mr. Patterson,
formerly Minister of Militia, and now the
Lieutenant-Governor of Manitoba. At a
later pericd another member not actually
of the administration, but very near the
door, Mr. Girouard, of Jacques Cartier,
left the ship. He is now a judge of the
Supreme court. Then you have seen Mr.
Curran, up to within a few days ago
Solicitor-General. What is he now? No
longer Solicitor-General, but a judge of
the Superior court of Quebec. And if we
are to believe the report that came to us,
another Conservative member, Mr. White
of Cardwell, has just tendered his resig-
nation to the Government. “Why has he
tendered his resignation? Every one of
you know that R. 8. White has been an
applicant for the last two or three years
for the office of Collector of Customs in
the city of Montreal. It is known that
Mr. White has virtually sat in the House
of Commons for something like two or
three years with his commission in his
pocket. But he is tired of sitting with
his commission in his pocket and no sal-
ary, and he goes out, Then there is
Mr. Wood, of Westmoreland, who was
appointed to the Senate a few months
ago. If this thing goes on, by and bye,
when Parliament is called, there will be
at Ottawa neither a Government nor a
majority to support them. (Laughter.)

POLITICAL PARSONS.

The New York Sun does not seem to
love the political parson. The Baltimore
American recently boasted that the par-
sons of Maryland were in favor of the
Republican party and were preaching pol-
itical sermons. This led the Sun to re-
mark: We know the political parson too
well in this town. He is a nuisance. He
cannot become & politician without ne-
glecting his Master’s business. He im-
parts a fierce and hysterical unreason.
As a rule he is windy and virulent. He
cannot understand how anybody can dif-
fer with him. He is quick to impugn the
motives of his opponents. Most of his
pqlitical harangues are devoted to the
purpose of calling everybody on the other
side a villain, and everybody on his own
who dares to disagree with him, Raca,
Thou Fool! Bad temper, bad taste, bad
judgment, and bad manners are the chief
characteristics of the political parson;
and in connection with the exhibition of
these he displays a large fund of ignor-
ance and conceit. He roars like the wild
ass im the desert, and no man regardeth
him. The active political parson reveals
in himself so much malice and unchari-
tableness and is so ready to bear false
witness against his neighbors that he is
liable to produce a very bad impression
uppon minds not trained to nice discrimi-
nations. Some of the anger which his
unbecoming excitement and passion cause
may lead the thoughtless to think more
lightly than they should of the charitable
principles which his charitable talk and
action so often contradict. He does no
good to religion and doesn’t improve pol-
itics or himself. Maryland deserves sin-
cere sympathy if it is now suffering from
a plague of political parsons.
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A VOICE FROM THE DEEP,

Port Townsend, Wash., Nov. 2.—Incased
In a bottle on the shore of the Prince
of Wales' Island, Alaska, was found a
note cast into the sea by the ill-fated
crew of the British sealing schooner
Walter Earl, which capsized last spring
in Alaskan waters, smothering 10 per-
sons.

WHITE'S 'MANIFESTO.

The much-expected manifesto which
Robert 8. White said he would issue to
his constituents of Cardwell, in explana-
tion of his resigning his seat in Parlia-
ment, has been published, and does not
seem to throw much further light on the
situation. The following is that portion
of it which deals with his resignation:
““Having resigned the seat in the House
of Commons with which you honored me °|
in 1888, and again in 1891, it becomes my
duty to acquaint you with the reasons
that have moved me to take this step,
and thus sever the, to me, always plea-
sant recollections existing between us for
now seven years. You may remember
that on the occasion of the election of
1891, I gave you a pledge to withdraw
my eonfidence from the Government in
the event of the then recently enapted
school legislation of Manitoba being made
the subject of disallowance by the Dom-
inion Government. My opinion at that
time, as now, was that the legislation of
the Provinces affecting education should
not be interfered with by the exercise of
the veto power, but that its constitution-
ality, if challenged in any quarter, ought
to be left to the decision of the courts.
That view was held by the late Sir John
Thompson and, I may say, was shared
by the whole Parliamentary body, save
only a wing of the Opposition. It is not
my intention to recount the warious
phases of this vexed Manitoba school
question has undergone since 1891 - At
every step the courts, and the courts
alone, have been allowed to determine
the validity of appeals for redress made
by ‘the Roman Catholic minority of the
Province, until finally, as a result of
the judgment of the Judicial committee
of Her Majesty’s Privy Council, the Gov-
ernor-General-in-Council was called upon
to act. You are familiar with the steps
which have since been taken. Ta Mani-
toba has been committed the duty of pro-
viding redress for the minority, and, fail-
ing action on the part of the authorities
of that Province, the whole matter will
become vested in the Parliament of Can-
ada, under the terms of the constitution.
It may be that the Manitoba Govern-
ment will e such steps as will re-
move this vexed and difficult question’
from the Federal domain, or again, that
if legislation is introduced in Parliament,
it will be of such a scope and character
as to allay the fears and disarm the op-
position to those who advocate equal
rights in matters of education, including
in that term a common measure of tax-
ation upon all classes, certification of
teachers, a uniform standard of excel-
lence in and official inspection- of all
State aided schools, whether they be de-
signated public or separate. Despite,
however, the altered circumstances of the
question since 1891, when I gave you the
.pledge to which I have alluded, I have
been unwilling to await the events of
the approaching session of Parliament
with my hands less free, as I conceive,
than those of your representative should
be, to deal with the subject in whatever
form it may present itself. As you are
aware, my name has been coupled with
the office of Collector of Customs at the
port of Montreal, vacant since the month
of January, 1893, and which still remains
so. Not long since representations were
made to the Government by the Board
of Trade of this city, setting forth the
desirability, in the interest of the busi-
ness of the port, of appointing a Collec-
tor at an early day. Inasmuch as an
impression has prevailed somewhat wide-
ly that the delay in filling the office was
to a reluctance on the part of the Gov-
ernment to submit their policy to the
judgment of the electors of Cardwell by
selecting ‘myself for the vacancy, I de-
cided, without solicitation on the part of
the cabinet and without intimation ' of
my purpose to any of its memb rs to dis-
pel that impression, so far as I cot;ld,ub;y
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now hef the New Zealand Legislature
for reciprocity between tha‘ ¢colony and
the other colonies of Great Britaln. In
addition to a memorandum of the térms
agreed upon with Canada, New Zealand
s negotiating similarly for a treaty with
South Australia;

Three Mussulmans are
said to have been arrested at Stamboul
in connection with it. In addition, sev-
eral houses have been searched and a
quantity or arms seized. Besides this,
considerable alarm is reported to exist
at Yildizkiosk in consequence of the fact
that the' Albanian guard refuse to do
duty there any longer. It is supposed the
guards were suborned by the Mussulman
committees. There seems to be little
doubt of it. Eight of the soldiers were
executed and 24 others sent to prison. In
Anatolli the feeling of discontent against
the rule off the Sultan is becoming so
marked, that important events are ex-
pected to take place shortly. A fusion of
the Mussulman and Armenian commit-
tees is believed to be imminent. It is
said on good authority that a joint revo-
lutionary manifesto will shortly be is-
sued. The Turkish Government is aware
of the serious aspect which affairs are
taking and it is evident that desperate
efforts are being made at Constantinople
to raise money with which to provide for
the calling out of the army reserves.

ferred on him by the Emperor the badge
of the Order of the Bacred Mirror, be-
cause of his faithful services at Che-

ball. Werner's orchestra has' been en-
gaged, and a programme of 21 dances has
been drawn up, besides which Mr. Wer-
ner has arranged for the orchestra a Ja-
panese hymn Kimigayo and the Japan-
ese national air Fousoka, which will as
well be rendered during the evening. The
front of the hotel will be illuminated
with hundreds of Japanese lanterns.

The ball room will be decorated in a
manner that will be at once handseme
and unique, and yet strikingiy in keeping
with the event. One feature will be a
large set.piece with a rope border. It
shows Mount Fuji and a rising sun. The
background is of tea and the mountain
and sun of silk. The rope represents the
navy, the.military horse-shoe the army.
Mount Fuji and the rising sun are sym-
bolical of Japan and tea and silk are the
two principal exports. This piece is about
10 feet square, and at the base are the
cherry blogsoms of Japan and the maple
leaves of Canada. Another of about the
"same &ize shows the royal chrysan-
themum of Japan in red on a white
ground. The latter is of rice. Below the
chrysanthemum are the figures 2,665, in
black. The black and red portions are
made of beans which, with the rice, show
the principal agricultural products of the
Empire. It has a twisted red and white
border of the same style of material and
arrangement as used for bridle reins by
generals in feudal times and it is thus
also commemorative of the days of chiv-
alry. White and red are also the na-
tional colors and around the corners are
set the white fans with red centres which
were carried by the generals, The top is
surmounted by a silver cherry blossom.
A large transparency shows an ancient
musical and dancing entertainment some-
thing after the character of tableaux vi-
vants. The jartl ular performance is
called Longevity and shows an old man
and. woman participating 'in the dance.
The parts are all taken by men wearing
different masks, The dance is called Ta-
kasago, which was the ancient name of
Formosa. Mr. Nosse, by this symbolizes
his wish for a long life to the Emperor
and it also refers to the annexation of
Formosa by Japan. This picture occu-
pies the front of the transparency and at
either end there are views of scenes off
Yokohama and Vancouver and the in-
scriptions: ‘“The ocean separates yet
connects Japan and British Columbia,”
and “From Vancouver to Japan 4,500
miles—farthest yet nearest neighbor.”
Two other features will be a pair of tri-
umphal lanterns such as were used by
generals in ancient times in processions
in honor of victories. Hach is surmount-
ed by a small figure of the Japanese
fighting rooster. Mr. Nosse says that
they are not now used by the -army,
though he thinks something of the kind
still obtains in the matter of election cel-
ebration. One of these lanterns is paint-
ed in representation of spring. It is
surmounted by a canopy of cherry blos-
soms and on it is a scene showing a cou-
ple of young ladies amusing themselves
on a wide piazza overlooking a garden.
The other represents Fall and has a
canopy of wisteria. On it 1s a scene rep-
resenting a Japanese legend of 800 years
ago concerning a brave warrior who
went to a mountain inhabited by an evil
spirit. The spirit changed himself into
the form of a beautiful woman and tried
to win the warrior from his duty, but he
was firm and captured the spirit. The
picture shows him in the act of carry-
ing the spirit away in the form of an en-
ticing female. The painting of all these
scenes was done by Mr. Nosse himself.
Japanese fiowers and no end of flags and
bunting tend to give the place a gay
appearance, The list of invited guests is
appended:

Lo ov per cent.,, and yielding on an aver-
age aboyt 100 ozs. in silver to the ton,
and carrying some gold. There is about
30 tons of ore on the dump, which is now
being sacked and will be shipped just as
soon as snow comes so0 it can be rawhid-
ed out. The pay streak is from eight to
2 inches wide.

Nelson and Rossland are to be connect-
ed by telegraph.

THE UNDERWOOD DREDGE.

Reference has been made on several oc-
casions to the dredge being built at
Qu@emnouth by Col. Underwood. The
scow is 100 feet long by 24 wide, and
it will be propelled by steam. On the
bow of the scow is placed a dredge of
regular construction, with the Under-
wood combination attachments, designed
especlally for hydraulic dredging The
dredge is a combination of the steam
shovel, the centrifugal vacuum pump,
and the hydraulic lift.

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WHAT OUIMET SAID,

Hon. J. A, Ouimet, Minister of Public
Works, was entertained by the Club Car-
tier, Montreal, on the night of the 23rd
ult. In a speech he said the French-
Canadian race was destined to live in the
future as vigorous as in the past. To-
day the great question which agitated
the whole country was a purely consti-
tutional question, It was not whether the
Manitoba schools should be modified, but
whéther the rights acquired should be
restored to the minority. Rev. Principal
Grant and Mr. Laurier were mistaken
when they assumed that the Federal
Parliament could change the rights of
the Manitoba minority, because it was
not the Federal Parliament which had
conferred those rights. The Canadian
Parliament canot diminish or increase the
rights of the Manitoba minority, but it
must see that those rights are preserved.

‘THE PRUNING HOOK APPLIED.

Attorney-General Eberts was in the city
vesterday. Upon being asked if it was
the intention of the Government to car-
ry out its policy of retrenchment as re-
gards its officials in Vliectoria, Nanaimo,
New Westminster, Vancouver and elge-
where, as had been hinted some time
since in these columns, his reply was
that no alternative was left, but to dis-
pense with the services of all whom it
was believed were at present unneces-
sary. He was aware that in some quar-
ters such a step would create a feeling of
hostility to the Government, but as the
Legislature had not voted salaries for
what might be termed supernumeraries,
the Administration was reluctantly com-
pelled to carry out the wishes of the
peoples’ representatives. In New West-
minster, Mr. C. 8. Corrigan’s services
have been dispensed with as registrar of
titles. Mr. G. A. Miller, of the same
office, will also leave the service, as will
likewise Messrs. Sh e and Alexander,
of the Vancouver land registry office. The
office in New Westminster will be re-
tained, for a time at least, but will be
under the supervision of Mr. T. O. Town-
ley, who will have charge both here and
in the Royal City. Further and impor-
tant changes, all of which are to be in
the public interest, are to. be made until
the . expenditure on salaries’ account is
reduced by many thousands of dollars.
The' efficlency of the service will not be
impatred in the slightest degree.

THE LAW VINDICATED.

The verdicts in fhe Durrant and
Holmes’ trials will' meet with general ap-
proval. * Two of the worst criminals of
the age have been condemned and will
suffer on the gallows. Both ‘have main-
tained wonderful composure and, in the
face of crushing evidence, maintain their
innocence. Surrounded by the ablest and
most earnest counsel it was possible to
secure, they were unable to withstdnd
the testimony put forward by the Com-
monwealth, every link in the chain being
connected so tightly that none could be
shattered. The central feature of the pro-
secution in both cases was the adroitness
displayed by District Attorneys Barnes
and Graham who have made reputations
that will live. The methods prevalent in
United States courts, which permit of al-
most unending technical objections being
taken, will delay the carrying out of the
sentenoce, ‘but it is impossible that the
murderers can escape. Time will be af-
forded them, however, for repentance’/and
to make preparations for the end. Their
victims went out into the Great Beyond
with their sins upon their heads; they
are dealt with kindlier.
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MUST BE BEYOND SUSPICION.

The absolute necessity that all prospec-
tuses on which people are asked to in-
vest their capital—in many cases the
hard-earned savings of a lifetime—in min-
ing ventures should be truthful, and. in
no way calculated to deceive the public,
:s apparent. British Columbia has great
resources that are only awaiting the ad-
vent of the means to develop them. It
cannot be expected that capital—at all

. times shy and sensitive—will come to the
Province unless there is absolute confi-
. dence in the integrity and honesty of the
persons who are asking to be entrusted
with the investment and expenditure of
it. Without it all the wealth of the mines
will lie dormant and unprofitable. The
country will continue to remain as it
now. is—sparsely settled and undeveloped.
Members of the muni
* what-may beeome valuable properties
be ruined for lack of money to develop
them. For years the country has walted
till. thé attention of financial men would
he directed towards it. We believe our-
seives now to be on the eve of prosperity,
and that our mines are certain to attract
the attention of the outside world; nay,
they are doing 8o even now. But all our
fondest ‘hopes and expectations may be
biasted and the brisk. business _times
which each one expected ruthlessly ex-
pelled by the perpetration of such actions
as have been expgsed lately in the law
courts in the case of the Fraser River
Alning and Dredging Company, and un-
less those implicated are punished to the
utmost extent of the law an impression
will go abroad that the people of Brit-
ish Columbia condone crimes which are
not only injurious to the country, but
indictable. Such things cannot be toler-
ated. Justice should be done, no matter
who the offender may be, or the position
he otcuples. ‘Those charged with the ad-
ministration of the law in the Province
must see to it that steps are taken 4o
prosecute those guilty of issuing fraudu-
Jent prospectuses with the avowed ob-
ject of obtaining money from innocent
persons, by resorting to the use of de-
ceitful language and making false pre-
tenses. Unless this {s done, how can it
be expected that British Columbia is to
g0 on in the march of progress and pros-
perity? If the people sit idly by andjwit-
ness such transactions as ‘we are refer-
ring to carrfed on without steps being
taken to deter others from committing a
similar crime, what will the investing
public—whom we are all so anxious to
attract thither—think of us? These live
a considerable distance away, and if they
fail to take 'an interest in our resources—
preferring, rather, it may be, to give us
a wide berth than to be swindled out of
their money—they will give British Col-
umbia, if not the whole of Canada, a
wide birth, and go to lands where they
know swindlers meet with their proper
deserts and where their offences are not
condoned.

FRASER VALLEY FRUIT UNION.

Regular Quarterly Meeting Discusses the
Shipments ' Sent East, and Further
Progress To Be Made.

Mission ~City, Nov. 5—The regular
quarterly meeting of the Fraser Valley
Fruit Union, limited, was held’ in“their
office, Horne avenue, on Saturday, Oct.
26th. There was not so largé an :at-
tendance as was expected, owing to the
fact that the farmers and fruit-growers
were taking advantage of the fine wea-
ther to get their land and orchards in
shape for mnext season’s operations.
However, there was a fair attendance of
the most enérgetic members of the so-
clety. At 1:30 o’clock the president, G.
W. Henry, cafled the meeting to order,
after which'“the minutes of the last
quarterly meéting, and the meeting of
the committée ‘0f management, held on
Aug. 8th, ‘wefe read and approved. Mr,
Henry then gave a statement of the
shipping businéss during the season and
also read’ ‘correspondence from  the
Northwest ‘and Manitoba, expressing the
favor in whiéh eur fruit is ‘held there,
and looking ‘forward to being supplied
entirely from this Province with certain
kinds of fruit. The Bsecretary gave a
short resime of his trip through the
Northwest, during ‘which he said that he
‘he made enquires of every dealer he had
an intercourse with, as to what kind of
package they preferred the plums in,
and with one exception they favored
baskets, which this society used, and
which were far ahead of boxes, as the
plums arrived in better-shape, and they
showed up better for sale. Customers,
tco, did not have to break the basket
open to examine the fruit, which they
had to do with the boxes. He also said
that this year’s experience in shipping
showed conclusively that baskets were
much better than boxes as they afforded
more spaces for ventilation. But he was
of opinicn that the California - style of
packing, viz., in four or five lbs., perfo-
rated baskets, enclosed in a crate with a
layer of ‘paper between each row of
piums, was-perhaps the meoest satisfac-
tory all-roun@ way of packing, although
it might be & -little more expensive, But
the great drawback during the past sea-
son’s ‘Shipments was want of ventilation
during transit.. The rhubarb question
was them taken up and discussed -at
some length, ‘after which it was decided
to plant out enough so that it could be
shipped in car load lots. These mem-
bers agreed to plant as follows: C. J.

Hepworth, in the New York Herald of

Sunday, Oct. 27th, discourses .on the |

Basis of Religion:

Canst thou by searching find out God? canst
thou find out the Almighty unto perfection?
—Job, =i, 7.

So far as any exact comprehension of
His mode of existence, or of the qualities
of His character, or of His omniscience or
omnipresence is concerned, it is possible
for us to know very little. Infinite power
is =o far beyond the reach of our minds
that its contemplation is productive of
very little benefit, and if is as useless to
attack the mystery of infinite wisdom,
with any hope of solving the puzzle, as it
would be to leap from the earth expect-
ing to land on the nearest fixed star. But
perfect knowledge is not necessary to the
religious life, It it were there could be
no such thing as a religious life. A great
many honegt minds, however, have been
disturbed driven to the verge of
doubt by their inability to form any con-
ception of God. He is the uncreated Cre-
ator, but the words convey no meaning
whatever to our minds. Tf you look
through the Lick telescope at Arcturus
you see very little more than with the
naked. eye, and if the ‘profoundest philo-
sopher 100ks at the hty he sees very

° little ‘more than the unlettered peasant.

Still. Arcturus 1s in the sky, whether you
can peer intq his secret or not, and God
is in your life, though your most search-
ing thought returns to you empty hand-
ed. The very words, omnipotence and
omnipresent, have an unthinkable signi-
ficance, and when the man of science
tells us that space is absolutely limitless,
that it consists of horizons which are sim-
ply endless in number, we accept the fact
but have no more conception of it than
the microbe in a watch has of the deli-
cate machinery whose ticks are a contin-
uous roll of thunder in its ears. = What
then, you ask, is the basis of a religion
which demands such self-control and se.f-
sacrifice? If these problems will always
remain insoluble, and if you can know
so little of the Being who demiands your
soul's allegiance, why may not religion
itself be a mistake? Many a heart has
been engloomed by these thoughts and
many & mind befogged by them. The
church, I fear, has done us an injury
by putting into a creed its speculations
and making that creed a standard of ex-
cellence, ' If the creed were offered to
hungry minds as merely a theological
hypothesis, to be accepted or rejected by
the thinking folk in the religious commu-
nity, valuable in so far as it is spiritual-
1y helpful and satisfactory to the indivi-
dual, then we could see its importance.
But when you are told that it is the ab-
solute truth on the subject, and that as-
sent is the condition of receiving the
Christian sympathy of your fellow pil-
grims through the darkness, you are
balked in your efforts to lead a holy life,
and perhaps fall from the high level of

OUR KAMLOOPS 'LETTER.
..Kamloops, Oct. 31.—This season, of all
others, is the most enjoyable
in and about Kamlioops, this year being
more marked than any for years past,
but in order to thoroughly appreciate
such weather as we are bleney with, it
is necessary to have had a taste of a
little of the opposite. Having just re-
turned  from an extended trip through
the mountain r to the north of us,
where they have experiencing very
disagreeable weather in the mountains
for some time past, this fact places us
in a position to appreciate the charge
thoroughly. At present the days are
bright and sunny: the nights clear cool
and frosty. As will, be gathered from
the above lines, I have been out of town
for the past two and a half months on
a visit of a further examination and de-
velopment of those vast mica mines in
the Tete Juan Cache and Canoe river
regions. This being my second trip to
those parts, I-am in a position to speak
more authentically of their richness, and
certainly of their extent.

All went on as merrily as a marriage
bell until close upon 8 o’clock when the
terrible crash came. Most of the pas-
sengers had retired. The first to bring
tidings of the calamity was H. F. Jelly,
one of the men employed on the C. P.
R. survey, who gave the following nar-
rative of the. disaster: He said the ves-
sel left Victoria harbor on Thursday
morning, Nov. 4, She was ohserved to
have a list to the starboard side, and
the passengers were instructed to trim
ship repeatedly. All went well up to
7 p. m, the same day, and when the ship
was some distance below Cape Flattery
he turned in and fell asleep. About one
hour afterwards he heard a crash, and
some commotion among the passengers
and running across the deck. He dress-
ed and went on deck and was told the
steamer had had a collision with another
steamer but  that everything was all
right. He saw on looking over the star-
board bow the lights of a ship, but could
not make out what sort of a ship she
was. Supposing all to be right, he and
other passengers went below ain; he
was just getting into bed, when the ship
lurched suddenly, and he heard a rush of
water. He ran at once on deck and
found the boats were not yet lowered.
He heard the purser ask the captain
which boat he should take charge of, but
did not hear the reply. He (Jelly) asked
Captain Howell if there were any blue
lights to burn. The captain directéd him
to the wheelhouse where Mr, Jelly got
four lights and set them off. By this
time the passengers were getting into the
boats, but some of them could not be got
off the davits. ' The ship by this time
was settling fast; he got into a boat for-
ward of the wheelhouse. In this boat the

“lady - pasdengers had been placed. The

‘vessel oareened suddenly and the boat
touched water and the fastenings were
cut loose. At this moment the boat in
which Mr. Jelly was upset and they
were all thrown into the water; when he
rose to the surface he and five other men
got on the boat which ‘was bottom up.
All the ladies in this boat were doubtless
drowned. The sea was filléd with drown-
-ng men and pieces of the wreck floating
about, and drowning persons cling‘ng to
them,- The steamer had sunk. Seeing
the pilot house floating near by with only
one man upon it, Mr. Jelly contrived to
reach it. He and the other man clung
to the wheelhouse until 4 o’clock Friday
afternoon, when the "other poor fellow
was washed off by the sea which was
very high. On Friday morning he saw a
raft on which were a lady and three'men
floating some distance off, but could not
speak to them. Mr. Jelly clung to the
pilot-house till. 10 o'colck on Saturday
morning, when the American barque Mes-

As evening approached the |
sea still continued, and wave after wave
washed over the pilot-house. Jelly re-
luctantly cut the lashes that bound the ]
dead man to the support and the body
sank. That night the survivor passed in
great misery; and in the morning he saw
fe signs of human life around him. All
the rafts seen on the previous day had
disappeared, but on the folds of his
cloths he found a live fish that had leap-
ed out of the water, like manna from
Heaven, as if to provide food for the
sufferer. ‘‘This fish,” sa!d Jelly, “I put
in my pocket till I should feel hungry.”
At this moment he saw. a ship not far
off. He stood .up! Waved his hand!

has been shown. As yet there is only
one co-operative creamery_in the:!Paci-
fic Province, and two comparatively
.small- cheese factories. The dairying
has beeh carried on chleﬂy at home
dairies, similar to “the practice in Great
Britain. The farmers of the Province
do not produce enough butter, cheese,
eggs, bacon, and other ' concentrated
foods to supply ‘the demands of the
population. The imports are mostly
frcm Manitoba and the Northwest Ter-
ritories. In ‘the spring of the year
and early summer, low-priced and in-
ferior butter is sent in in considerable
quantities from California and other
States, notwithstanding the duty. Next
season I expect to see much enlarge-
ment of the production of butter in the
province.
EXCBLLENT FRUTT.

Did you stay with the traveling dairy
in the West? -

Only a short time at three different
places. I visited the agricultural ex-
kibitions at Victoria, Mission City, Chil-
liwack, XKamloops, Vernon and New
Westminster. 1 also addressed 'meet-
ings of farmers at several other places.
At these exhibitions I had excellent
cpportunities of seeing the quality of
the farm products in the different lo-
calities. Potatoes, carrots, and other
vegetables were unsurpassed by any I
bad seen before, and the appearance
and quality of some of the fruits were
most creditable. An impression pre-
vails—it = certainly had clung to me
from its frequent expression—that
while the fruits of British Columbia
were nice-looking in color, shape and
size, they were inferior }n quality.
coarse-grained, and deficient in fine,
agreeable flavors. I am convinced
that the prevailing opinion, current
eastward of the Rocky mountains, is
an erroneous one. In flesh and in
flavor, the apples and plums were par-
ticularly good, while the brilliant red
and lustrous, wax-like gloss on the
skins of the apples from orchards in
the interior of the mainland gave them
a superb appearance. - The like of them
I had never seen before.

The supply for the people
of that vast area comes mostly from
California and the other States, but
the superior quality of British .Colum-
tia fruit and the reasonable low rates
of freight—last fall it was $1.121-2 per
100 1bs.—which the C. P. R. are ready to
offer will enable British Columbians
to capture the markets. Some seven
carloads were shipped this year. Oow-
ing to the higher freight rates earlier
in the season, defects in picking, and
other causes, which can be overcome
by experience,, some of the shipments
were not profitable to the growers.
The fruit-growers, as well as the but-
ter producers, need improvement in
the means which have been in use to
reach the consumers with their pro-
duct in its best condition.

You refer to the cold storage ser-
vice?

Yes, cool car service for transporta-
tion and cold storage accommodation
at central points, to facilitate distri-
bution . in quantities suitable to the
needs of the merchants and others,
weekly or oftener. The probability 1s
that cold storage buildings, with sult-
able sccommodation for butter, will be
fitted up on the side of the railway
track at Winnipeg, Calgary, and prob-
ably one other place (likely Vancouver).
These will be business enterprises car-
ried on by private capital. They may be
extended to give storage for plums, ap-
ples and other fruits.

INTERPROVINCIAL TRADE.

A large interprovincial trade should
speedily be developed, with mutual
advantage to the mountainous Province
on the Pacific slopes and the prairie
Province lying in the geographical cen-
tre of Canada. For several years, per-
haps for all time, there should be a
large exchange of butter and other pro-
ducts from Manitoba and the North-
west Territories to British Columbia
for frults and other products. This in-
terprovincial trade would greatly pro-
mote the prosperity of the people in
both Provinces, and would benefit the
Dominion of Canada as & whole. For
instance, at the present time, a British
Columbian sends one dollar, or a hun-
dred dollars, to California for butter,
and a Manitoban sends one dellar, or a
hundred dollars, to the States to the
south for fruit. When both butter and
fruit are eaten; the producers to the
south have the two dollars, or the two
hundred dollars, while the Canadians
have nothing but the sasisfaction they
derived from the eating. If the British
Columbian would send his dollars to
Manitoba: or the Northwest Territories
for butter, and the Manitoban would
send his dollars to British Columbia for
fruit instead of to the south, after both
pbutter and frult were eaten they
would have quite as much and more
satisfaction from the eating than in the
other case, and the dollars would be in
Canada besides. They would go around
through every avenue of circulation,
and make better times. X

Is the area suitable for the culture of
. fruit in British Columbia sufficient for
the great plains of the West?

I think so, with a great deal to spare.
Climatic and other conditions make the
people living on the plains crave for suc-
culent fruits, and they will become
larger and larger consumers of fruit
per head as they get better off; but
the yield per tree and per acre in Brit-
ish Columbia is enormously large, and
there are thousands and thousands of
acres where apples and plums can be

The Experimental

ch is Coldstream, about four miles

? Well, the travelling -

Of the number of t::;‘po
tion I am not sure; In fact, nearly ev
‘pudding place in the West, even ‘before
it ‘flourishes into a bl place, is a
eity with' a prospective population a
‘few thousand larger than the residen-
tial one. But Coldstream is a beautiful
place. More than 100 acres are planted
with fruit trees, many of which are
just coming into bearing. To my eyes,
although not those of an expert frait-
grower, excellent foundation work® has
been done, The other branches of the
ranch are hop culture, and the raising
and feeding of cattle. At the Guisachan
estate, some 40 miles further down the
Okanagan valley, the plan includes the
joinirg of dairying to fruit culture.
Some 30 or 40 of the neighboring farm-
ers gathered to a meeting in the house
at the Guisachan place one evening,
and there, as well as in other parts, 1
learned that British Columbians are
watching Lord Aberdeen’s dongs as a
farmer with a keener interest than they
follow his movements as Governor-
General. His place has much power of
service for the encouragement and
guidanee of other farmers, as well as
great opportunities for a consistent and
wholesome advertisement of the agri-
cultural resources: and possibilities of
the Province.
MBETINGS OF FARMERS.

Did you coma direct from British Co-
lumbia?

No, I stayed there fcr the agricultural
exhibition at New Westminster, and
then stayed off at Calgary. 3
went up the Calgary and Edmonton
line and addressed meetings of farmers
at Red Deer and Innisfall At each
rlace there is a co-operative creamery,
and farmers are generally going into
the kind of farming which enables
them to feed their crops to some class
of live stock. The altitude of the land—
over 3,300 feet above the sea level—and
the distance from the seaboard make
the growing of grain for sale risky
as to the ripening of the crop, and un-
profitable in the price that may be
realized. With the raising and feeding
of cattle and swine, the case is quite
different. In these, joined to dairying
in co-operative creamsries, they can do
very well. Feed costs very little: and
pot more than 10'per cent. of the value
of butter is absorbed by transporta-
tion charges from Calgary to Liverpool.
1 stayed over one day at Moos2 Jaw,
where we have a branch experimental
dairy station. Travellers who pass the
rlace by railway call it a bare, dry, in-
hospitable district. It does not look
particularly promising as a dairy coun-
try, but our creamery there will turn
over $10,000 worth of butter this sum-
mer, and from reports which T received
I em confident that the output next sum-
mer will reach 100,000 lbs. of butter.

Then you have confidence in the fua-
ture of what is now called Western Can-
ada?

Certainly; whenever a cow thrives,
there men will do well. ‘That is one of
the best means of diagnosing suitabill-
ty of climate and soil-for a prosperous
agricultural community. The fine crop
of grain throughout Manitoba and the
West is late in being harvested and
threshed. Perhaps less fall-ploughing
than usual is being done; but the fre-
quent rains of the fall have put more
meisture into the soil and subsoil than
for several years. That is one very
rromising factor in the outlook for next
year.

What kind of weather did you have
in the West ?

Fine, warm, and agreeabie nearly
the whole time. I met only two wet
days, and one of these was when I had
a chance of a holiday to go fishing on
a lake in the mountains. It rained as
cnly a British Columbia sky can rain.
Never mind how many fish I caught.
It rained herd enough to drown some
of the trout that slipped off the hook
into the bottom of the bcat.

Lake Baikal, in Siberia, according to re-
cent Russian surveys, covers 15,300 square
miles, is 5,621 feet deep in _ some parts, and
is 880 miles from one end of its crescent tu
the other. It is the sixth largest lake in the
world, and the deepest of all. Its level is 1,«
561 feet above that of the sea.

Classical scholars all over the world are at
work on a Thesaurus Linguae Latinae, under
the direction of the German Philological Asso-
clation. The work whll cost $150,000. The
first parts will be issued in 1900, edited by
Profs. Bucheler, Leo, and Wolfflin.

Forty-nine hundred fathoms (29,400 feer)
without bottom being found' is the deepest
sounding mnde; The British surveying ship
Penguin found "this depth in the Pacific ocean
in latitude 23.40 south, longitude 175.10 west,
northecst of New Zealand and the Kermadec
Islands; the wire broke before touching bot-
tom. ‘The deepest sounding before this was
4,655 fathoms, near Japan.

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GREAT BRITAIN MAY BE DRAGGED |

INTO A GREAT WAR.

Russia Did Some Fine Work in the

Far East—Seandal in High Life

. —The Duke of Cambridge’s Fare-
well—Wileox Divoreed.

London, Nov. 2—It is learned by the
Associated Press that there is no truth
in the report which originated at Par-
tick, near Glasgow, that the Prince of
Wales was contemp.ating building a chal-
lenger for the America’s cup. It may
safely be said that His Highness has no
such plans under consideration and the
rumor may have been based upon the
fact that it has frequently been stated
recently that the Prince is likely to sell
his yacht Britannia and have another
craft built upon the same lines. But even
this report lacks confirmation.

The Duke of Cambridge, upon his re-
tirement from the post of commander-in-
chief of the forces has been gazetted
chief personal aide-de-camp to the Queen
and honorary colonel in chief to the for-
ces. The War Office has issued a special
army order in the Duke’s behalf thanking
all those who co-operated with him to
maintain the efficiency of the army, and
reviewing the changes made during his
command, and bidding them gn affection-
ate farewell. The Duke expresses the as-
surance that he would hand over to his
successor a force of which the Queen of
the Empire may justly be proud.

Soclety scandals are now the order of
the day. -Another, which will be a sur-
prise to everyone, is impending in the
shape of a divorce petition. The hus-
band in the case is an artist of some re-
pute. The ¢ pondent is a b of
Parliament who holds office in Lord Sal-
isbury’s Government. He is an able man
of middle age, and his career has been a
promising one. The matter is complieat-
ed by the artist’s wife transferring her

ections to a well-known musician. The

tist withstands all the efforts that are
being made to have the matter hushed
up, and insists upon being legally freed
of his wife.

A despatch to the Pall Mall Gazette
from Rome yesterday gives an account
of the troubles which led to the divorce
suit brought by the Baroness Gina So-
brero, a brilliant writer, known under the
nom de plume of Mantea, against R. W.
Wilcox, the Hawaiian revolutionary lead-
er, who was sentenced to death in Jan-
uary of the present year for the share
which he took in the rebellion against
the Republic of Hawaii and whose sen-
tence was afterwards commuted teo 35
years’ imprisonment and $10,000 fine. The
Baroness belongs to a distinguished fam-
ily of Piedmont. Her grandfather was a
general and her uncle was said to have
been the inventor of nitro-glycerine. She
is also connected with the family of ex-
Premier Giolitti. The Baroness, it ap-
pears from the testimony, met Wilcox in
Turin, to which city he had been sent
by the Hawaliian Government to study
military tactics. He spent money freely
and declared himself heir to the throne
of Hawalill. The Baroness was emitten
with the Hawaiian and succeeded in ob-
taining the consent of her family to their
marriage, which was eventually cele-
brated with great pomp. Among the
splendid presents received by the then
happy couple, was one which appeared to
have been sent from the “King of Ha-
walii.”” The Baroness later on, accompa-
nied her husband to Hawaii, where, to
her disgust and astonishment, she found
Wilcox was really the son of a carpen-
ter and a Kanaka woman. When the Ba-
roness recovered from her surprise and
consternation she reproached Wilcox with
his perfidious conduct and he, fearing
she would denounce him, commenced to
treat her most cruelly and kept her un-
der lock and key. After a number of
more or less romantic adventures, des-
cribed by the Baroness in her testimony,
she returned to Italy where she succeed-
ed in obtaining a dissolution of her mar-
riage by the church on the ground that
Wilcox was not a Catholic and now the
Baroness has just succeeded in obtaining
a legal civil divor:e on the ground of
“mistaken identity.” The sum and sub-
stance of which is that Wilcox in order
t;) marry her, misrepresented his posi-
tion.

No improvement is noticeable this aft-
ernoon in the political situation of Eur-
ope or the far east. Nearly all the Eng-
lish newspapers refer seriously to the
political crisis, the apparent isolation of
Great Britain, and the policy pursued by
Russia in the far east, as well as possi-
ble future steps which France may take,
Even the most sober-minded London
newspapers have become alarmed. Peo-
ple here are gradually becoming con-
vinced that British diplomacy has been
out-manoeuvred by Russia, in spite of
denials that that country obtained impor-
tant concessions from China and is pre-
pared to stop at nothing in order to com-
pel the Japanese to evacuate Chinese
territory in'accordance with the terms of
the treaty of peace. In Armenia the sit-
uation grows graver in view of the spread
of a revolutionary feeling and the fact
that England is liable to be left alone
any moment to deal with the Sultan and
the latter will thus be unlikely to carry
out reforms in Armeénia. In this crisis
some of tne English newspapers are find-
ing consolation in the sympathetic ut-
terances found in certain American
papers, but there is no getting away
from the fact that Great Britain is fac-
ing a dangerous crisis. Perhaps the mat-
ter may be best summed up in the fol-
lowing quotation from the St. James’
Gazette this afternoon referring to the
danger ahead: “It is such as to make
us anxious not to lose time in getting
our naval and military armaments into
as complete a state of efficlency as cir-
cumstances will allow.” Other news-
papers take the same view, and it is un-
derstood the most important exchanges
of messages have been taking place at
the Foreign Office, although the officials
there still profess to believe the danger
has been greatly exaggerated. The gen-
eral opinion is, however, that Europe is
to be congratulated if war is- averted.

A MILKING MACHINE.

A Novel Labor-Saving Apparatus of
Interest to Dairymen.

Among the latest inventions in the line

of labor saving machines, says a Lon-

doner in the Toronto Telegram, is a

machine for milking cows. I saw it in
operation this morn.ng at the deiry show, '

which is being held at the Agricultural
hall in Islington. It consists of & steam
engine, air pump and vacuum container,

with several lengths of rubber pip.ng and |
a number of tin cans, shaped somewhat |
like a kettle drum, each can hav.ng an|
air-tight top. On the top of the can |

there is a glass jar about the size of
an ordinmary fruit preserving jar, The jar
is made of glass in order that the atten-
dant can observe the flow of the milk
and so note when the cow has finished.
From the top of the glass jar four lengths
of piping (about a yard each) are at-
tached, to each of the tubes a terra cotta
golored India rubber cup s fixed: The
special features of the machine is the
means by which the intermittent suction
action is obtained. Tne suction Is ef-
fected by means of two valves,” which
are fitted on the commaunicating pipe
from the container, each alternately
actuated through gearing and levers from
the crank shaft of the ar pump. When
one valve is open e vacuum connection
is established between the vacuum con-
tainer and the milking apparatus; the
other vaive opens a free a.r inlet to the
ppes between .it and ‘the milking ap-

paratus, so partially destroying the vac-
uum in that part of the machine. Thel
cans are divided .nto two compartments, |
the glass jar already referred to torm-l
ing the top compartment. The milk,
after flowing into the top campartment, |
flows into the lower compartment through |
a small hole, which 'is covered by an|
India rubber ball, form.ng & ball valve,
which opens and shuts at each pulsation !
and allows the milk to escape into the:
lower receptacle. The cows submitted
to the operation this morning were 10
:n number, the breed, I was i{nformed, be-
ing Ayrshire. The machine was applied
in rotation to the cows, and without a
hitch or :nterruption, the 10 cows were
milked within 10 minutes. The animals
remained perfectly quiet; one or two of
them I observed chew.ng the.r cud. When
the eng.ne is started the alr is exhausted
from the pipes, and when connection s
made by opening the etopcocks, the air
from the cans s also exhausted. The
attendant at once commenced to apply
the teat cups, after having slightly mois-
tened the udder. At once after the
teat cup It attached the intermfitent flow

mo!
somewhat similar to the action of a
full-handed milker, squeezing as well as

milk out. The man in a

cow before the first cow's flow of milk
could be seen .through the glass top of
the can as giving e sign that the cow
had almost finished. The attendant did
not remove the ocups when the flow of
milk ceased, the cow apparently feeling
no difference though the milking opera-
tion was still going on after the flow
had ¢eased. There was no dfficulty in
removing the teat cups, &s the simple
turning of a setopcock causes the teat
cups to drop off. The milking opera-
tion seemed to be quite as effectively per-
formed by the machine as it could be by
the human hand, and with less friction
and annoyance to the animal.
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ALBERTA’S COAL FIELDS.

What Is Being Done at Anthracite—An
Immense Coking Plant.

H. W. McNeill, owner of the Anthra-
cite ecoal mines, in a recent ‘interview,
whilst in Winnipeg, stated that the out-
put from his mines was now about 20,-
000 tons, which amount could have been
very ‘easily quadrupled if the demand
had occasioned it. The ‘market for this
coal lies between Winnipeg and the
Rockies, and the greater the demand the
finer the price can be cut.  “It's mot a
difficult thing to see that if a mine
which with its staff of men and plant
can turn out 100,000 tons a year is only
running a wgquarter of that amount, the
price must necessarily be higher in pro-
pertion,” said Mr. McNeill,' “because
the ‘price of coal is in direct proportion
to the tonnage. We have a mine in
Iowa that runs 100 tons an hour, or 30,-
000 tons a month, and on that we are
satisfied with a bare margin of 25 cents
a ton profit. It mounts up to a good
thing. Well, in putting in an expensive
plant, and running a town, you may
say, in connection with our mines, we
were not counting on immediate profit;
we banked on the future. I tell you,
this country’s all right. Twenty-five
years ago I drove all through the re-
gion, now known as the Red River val-
ley. The houses then were from 40 to
50 miles apart. We came up by train
through that same country yesterday,
and it looked from the car windows as
though you couldn’t put a half dollar
down between the stacks, they were so
close together. Mind you, this was done
in 25 years, all this. Well, in less than
25 years there will be as big a- change
in the country here. The fittest men will
stay, and the rest will be weeded out;
and what will fill up the Northwest with
men is not this or that immigration
scheme, but just the crowding up from
the States and the older countries to
where homes are to be had for the ask-
ing. T've watched the country’s develop-
ment pretty closely, and I've seen it
growing and growing steadily all the
time. I'm going to put $100,000 into a
coke plant for smelting, and expect to
have it running by this time next year.
They’ve got to have something of that
kind;. they want cheap fuel for their
work; and coke is what they do want,
Things have got to move in Alberta, and
I believe that irrigation is going to do
more for that country than anyone
dreams of just mow. If the Government
won’t assist, private enterprise will take
hold, and if sales of lands are made only
to bona fide settlers at low figures, that
is, if speculators are not allowed to buy
up the country and raise the price,
quick development is assured.’» As to
competition, Mr. McNeill said that the
Americans were not making much
money at present in Winnipeg. “There
a differential value in our coal cf $1
per ton,” he remarked, “which means
that it costs one dollar a ton less to
lay our coal down'in Winnipeg than the
American pays. Now, whether we get
as much trade as we ought to, or as
we want, doesn’t matter to anybody but
ourselves, but this fact remains that we
are in a position to be independent, and
can stand apart from any coal combine
in the United States.”
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MINES ATTRACTING ATTENTION.

Toronto Newepapers Speak of the Boom
Existing Here.

Two Toronto newspapers, received yes-
terday, comment upon mining matters {n
this Province, some of the remarks be-
ing pertinent and others uncalled for, but
still, no harm will be done in giving ex-
traots. This is what the Star said: Can-
ada cam stand a great deal in the shape
of a mining boom, because this country
has the right sort of a foundatiom, and
has the mineral wealth and other re-
sources necessary 'to back up a sudden
influx of people and money. But we do
not want ‘the speculation features of the
South African boom. We do not want
the fake trust companies and other finan-
cial concerns whose stock<in-trade is
largely wind and whose shares are ‘n-
flated to bubble size. If the Dominion
is to have a mining boom, and is to
profit permanently by it, we must care-
fully avoid (nflation and keep financial
and industrial investments and projeots
within the reasonable bounds justified
by our resources. The Goyernment can
prevent the ‘incorporation of bubble com-
panies, and @t can wadopt safeguards
aga:nst the undue inflation of the shares
of those companies which it does incor-
porate. That is the sort of trade re-
striction which can be eminently justi-
fled, and the Government will be wise if
it prefits by the lesson of South Africa.
Wise gupervision of financial companies
will protect both investors and the re-
putation of Canada, and will do much
to prevent such inflation as injured To-
ronto through the too free incorporation
of boom land companies.

Now for the World: A brick of gold
worth $40,000 is mow on its way, to Mon-
treal from British Columbia, where the
owners of the valuable ingot are begin-
ning to obtain results from a mine
which they bhave been developing for
some years past. It has been known
all along that the mine in question was
rich in gold, but e diffleculty in obtain-
ing water to work it under the new hy-
draulic process prevented ithe owners
from extracting the gold in paying quan-
tities. Now, however, they have :0b-
tained an ample supply of water, and it

is said that the mine, working under fayor-

able cond.tions, produced this $40,000 brick
in the space of three weeks.  Everything
points to the oncoming of a mining boom
in Canada, Ths one fact which we
have cited above is of course mot suf-
ficient of itself to warrant & boom, but
it is only one of the many straws which
show<he way the wind is blowing. A
despatch to the World yesterday, stated
that the owners of 25 mines in the Koote-
nay disirict expected to realize each a
m.llioh dollars during a single year from
the product of the.r mines, and that
the poss.bilities of silver in the same dis-
triot are wonderful. The acecidental dis-
covery of gold while bortng for water
near Vancouver, B. C., and the excite-
ment in New York occasioned thereby
is another of the indications that the
public m.nd has at last been aroused to
the importance of mining in Canade,
and all shat is mecessary to produce @
genuine hoom is the sending east of a
few more despatches like this, or the ex-
pressing of a few more bricks such as
the one Messrs. Osler and Hammond are
forwarding to Montreal.

IN THE FIRST DEGREE RENDERED
AGAINST DURRANT.

A Tender-Hearted Mother Throws:
Her Arms Around Her Son as if
to Shield Him — The Judge
Charging the Jury.

san Francisco, Oct. 3L.—District Attor-
ney Barnes appeared as the central
fgure in the last scenes of the trial of
Theodore Durrant yesterday. Of these
the most impressive took place in the
early part of his argument, when he
spoks of how counsel for the defense
had invoked the spirit of Blanche La-
mont, and voiced her thought by saying,
« Let him go free; he harmed me not.”
while looking intently at the frame
pearing Miss Lamont’s dress, which
stood near the jury box, and telling how
the young school-girl clothed in all her
innocence and purity, had beei wronged,
Mr. Barnes reached the climax of the
scene. Turning upon Durrant, who was
seated only three feet away, the Dis-
trict Attorney with clenched fists, and in
a voice of thunder exclaimed, *“I see
her now. There she stands behind him
at this very moment; not praying for
vengeance for her deep and remedi-
wrongs; not for the law’s retribu-
her murderer, but with up-
lifting hands and streaming eyes, pray-
ing that God will mot put it into yomyr
hearts, by the mockery of a verdict of
not guilty, to set free this monster to
prey upon other souls, pollute with vile
hands the unstained souls of other chil-
dren, and defy that God of justice whose
ministers you are.” Durrant was the
least affected person in the court-room,
while Mrs, Noble, the dead girl's aunt,
sobbed silently, and everyone else was
thrilled with the impressiveness of the
scene. Durrant sat stolid and indiffer-
ent. As the District Attorney’s last
werds were uttered, the prisoner whis-
pered something into the ear of his
mother, who sat near him, -and smiled
as if pleased at the wit of his own re-
marks. Mr. Barnes began argument by
dwelling on the personalities of Miss La-
mont and Durrant, outlying the grounds
upon which the State bases its conten-
tion that no one but Durrant ¢ould be
the murderer. He spoke in part as fol-
lows: * The individual who perpetrated
this hideous murder, with which the de-
fendant stands charged, and which has
harrowed the soul and frozen the blood
of this community, is no ordinary crimi-
nal; and his crime in every aspect, in
which it may be considered is without a
parallel. It was not committed under a
blind and furious impulse to revenge
some real or fancied wrong to his per-
son, his property or his character, nor
from motives of gain, nor in the com-
mission of robbery, nor yet under the
hot spur of jealousy, that hel! of the
injured lover. It was in every sense &
cold-blooded, vicious murder. It was
without the slightest provocation or ap-
parent excuse Or paillation. The as-
sassin chose for his victim an innocent
and helpless maiden, in years almost a
child, almost a stranger in our city, a
simple school girl, temporarily residing
with a relative and engaged in the strug-
gle to obtain an education as a teacher
in the Normal school. She was unde-
veloped in mind, pure in life and
thought, pure and unsuspecting in na-
ture, and presenting in body none of the
qualities which are supposed to arouse
the evil passions of the seducer and
libertine. For the scene of his dreadful
assault the murderer selected an evan-
gelical church, dedicated to the worship
of God, a temple where the doctrines
and life of Jesus Christ were taught and
illustrated in Sabbath assembly, in mid-
week prayer meeting and in social gath-
ering. He took the life of his vietim,
not with the savage mercy of. the quick
pistol or the silent knife, but he tor-
tured her with the lingering process of
strangulation, driving his cruel fingers
deep into the tender flesh of her tender
throat, and so fiercely did he do his de-
vil's work that the stigma of his crime
remained until the discovery of her
corpse clearly discernible as the cause of
death, not only by the expert surgi-
cal examiner, but by the most unlearned
observer. What other, if any, wrong
was done her before her soul exhaled
and went to Heaven, we do not know.
The advancement of natural decomposi-
tion baffled investigation, and made
knowledge impossible, but we know
that, either living or dying or dead, she
was taken by him up the steep stairs
of the steeple of the belfry of the
church, where he supported the poor
body with blocks of wood, and left it
there to rot in nakedness, and wither in
the cool western wind that swept
through the lofty spire. He had the re-
mains where he believed they would re-
main undiscovered and receive no pro-
mise of Christian burial. There he left
her. She was dead, but he fancied him-
self safe from detection and exposure.
The heaven-pointing spire of the Re-
deemer’s church was his only confidant
and accomplice. No human eye had wit-
nessed his assault upon Blanche La-
mont. No ear had heard her first
shriek of terror and amazemerit, as
this monster fell upon her or the last
stified moan of dying agony that pre-
ceded the awful silence of her final rest.
None, save the God whom he feared
not, had seen him as he extended the
naked and slender form on the belfry
floor, laid the thin arms across the un-
developed bosom, propped the head and
straightened the meager body in the
dust. Not a human being beheld his re-
treat from the awful presence of the
death, which was his work, and the se-
cret was safely locked in his own
breast. There lay the speechless and
untestifying corpse, and what was 1t
now to give him fear. It had been noth-
ing but a girl after all, and concerning
her there would be the same old story,
to which he could help give currency—
the same old story of a vanished girl, a
distracted family, an ineffective and per-
functory search ‘among the houses of
ill-repute, a reluctant conclusion that
thig little one, like others of Eve's
daughters, had gone to her moral de-
struction, a picture turned to the wall,
a rame never spoken, and oblivion, per-
sonal and social, for poor lost Blanche
Lamont. And he was right for the mo-
ment. The wrath of the God, whose law
he had violated, and whose .temple he
hLad desecrated, seemed to slumber. The
murderer went his guilty way with his
undivulged crime, unscathed and un-
whipped, of justice, while his victim lay
in the spire that points its slender
finger to the sky as if reproaching its
ruler for his unmoving indignation.
* Gentlemen,” continued Mr, Barnes,
“such a man is of such rare quality
that if confronted at last with the proofs
of his crime, whose recital has shocked
all civilization, he could and he would,
as he has done, sneeringly smile in the
awful presence of the relics of his vic-
tim, torn by his hands from her stif-
fening body, and exhibit neither passion
nor emotion, neither sympathy nor re-
gret, for the unfortunate child he had
brought to a premature grave.” The
district attorney will conclude his argu-
ment this afternoon, when the jury will
be charged and the fate of Durrant
placed in their keeping.

The re-
quest was granted and as the District
Attorney desired to have his words still
ringing in the ears of the jurors when
they should retire to agree upon a ver-
dict, he spoke until time to adjourn and
then announced that he would finish to-
morrow morning. That Durrant is not
only a monster but a c¢riminal whose ac-
tions both before and since April 3rd,
have been in keeping with the actions
of great criminals: were st ts the
District Attorney endeavored to keep be-
fore the jury to-day. As the District At-
torney dwelt upon the ghoulish nature of
a man who would steal the rings from
the body of an innocent girl, the girl that
he murdered, his denouncement of the
defendant became so bitter that Mrs,
Durrant was unable to retain her com-
posure. She burst into tears and flung
her arms around the neck of her son
as if to shield him from the torrent of
invective of which he was being made
the object. Durrant remained measur-
ably calm, but his mother, although she
made several efforts, could not control
her emotions. The District Attorney,
who did not notice her state, his face
being turned away, continued his
scathing argument until juror Smythe
finally brought the incident to an end
by asking for a five-minute recess. The
request was granted, and when the pro-
ceedings were resumed Mrs. Durrant had
recovered herself.. Mr. Barnes referred
feelingly to the incident or Mrs. Durrant’s
collapse as a very natural and proper
one. It was one of the saddest phases of
erime that with the guilty suffer the in-
nocent. He sympathized from the bot-
tom of his heart with those connected
with those charged with crime. He then
resumed his argument: *“Theodore Dur-
rant stands forth in American jurispru-
dence to-day ‘as the most brutal criminal
of the age. He is a creature beside
whom Holmes, the multi-murderer, who
‘s now on trial in Philadelphia, is a per-
fect gentleman and a scholar; beside
whom Professor Webster, the Harvard
nstructor, who killed Dr. Parkman,
many years ago, was a kind and genial
tizen, and as compared with whom Cain
wag a George Washington.

No one. was there to come to her aid; no
one could hear her call for mercy as it
fell upon his callous ear. She stood alone
in the library, the prospective victim of
a lustful murderer—a murderer that shall
be spoken of by our children, your chil-
dren and your children’s children, until
the end of the history of jurisprudence.
But the library did not suit the murder-
er's purpose. Why ? Because the libra-
ry had a window opening out on Bart-
lett street. The girl’s shrieks might be
heard, and he was most liable, yes, he
was almost certain, to be discovered.”
District Attorney Barnes this morning
resumed his argument for the prosecu-
tion in the trial of Theodore Durrant.
The opinions. of a number of famous
jurists were read to show that circum-
stantial evidence might be as strong
and conclusive as direct testimony. He
also picked numerous flaws in Durrant’s
testimony, and on one occasion declared
that the whole alibi was a lie. The
District Attorney closed with an elo-
quent peroration, in which he asserted
that a verdict of guilty was the only
ccnclusion to be arrived at from the
evidence. The court then took recess
until 2 o’clock, when Judge Murphy be-
gan his lengthy charge to the jury.

The jury in the Durrant case brought in
a verdict of murder in the first degree.
San Francisco, Nov. 2.—After a trial
lasting from July 22nd, Theodore Dur-
rant was, yesterday, on the first ballot
cast by the jury, convicted of the mur-
der of Blanche Lamont. The jury was
out only 20 minutes. Sentence of death
will be passed later, there being no re-
commendation to mergy. The scene in
the court-room when the verdict was an-
nounced will never be forgotten by those
who were present. Judge Murphy fin-
ished_ his charge at 3:30 and the jury at
once retired. Although there was sup-
posed to be little prospect of a verdict
being returned before 8 or 9 o'clock in
the evening, the throng of spectators
who had remained in the over-crowded
court room all the afternoon to hear the
judge’s charge, settled themselves back
in their seats to await the return of the
juiy. Mrs, Durrant and the prisoner talk-
ed and laughed as if an acquittal were a
foregone conclusion. They were surround-
ed by half-a-dozen friends and the con-
versation was animated, when it became
whispered about that the jury had agreed
upon a verdict. In an instant a hush fell
upon the little circle that had gathered
around the prisoner.

They will ask next Friday
for a new trial which will probably be
denied by Judge Murphy. Then the case
w:ll be appealed to the Supreme court on
the ground that the judge erred in a
number of rulings during the trial. At-
tcrney Deuprey speaking of the trial and
verdict, said: “It was a newspaper fight
and the newspapers won.”

In view of the cri-
tical situation outlined above, the iUnited
States Ambassador, Mr. Terrill, rdvised
the American. missionaries ‘o withdraw
temporarily from Sassoun. At the same
time Mr. Merrill notified the Turkish
Government that the United States will
hold it responsible for the lives of Am-
erican missionaries. The United States
ambassador has taken a firm stand in
the matter. Nothing will be left undone
which will in any way ensure the safety
of the missionaries. The Britisnh charge
d’'affaires, Hon, Mr. Herbert, made a re-
presentation of a nature identical with
those of Mr. Merrill to the Porte. The
result is that the Turkish officials have
been quickened into doing something,
and the Government has decided to send
troops to protect the missionaries. liere
another complicaticn arises. The Kurds
of Sassoun are held in check by the
presence there of the missionaries, fear-
ing to commit excesses in their pres-
ence, and threaten to plunder the Ar-
menians after the departure of the mis-
sionaries.

THE ALASKA BOUNDARY.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 3.—The Alaska
boundary question will be forced to a
sp_eedy termination by the action of Can-
ada, if not by some diplomatic move on
_xhe part of Secretary of State Olney. It
is announced that the Dominion Govern-
ment intends to direct the Mounted Po-
lice to assume control of the frontier
along the Canadian boundary of Alaska,
with power to collect customs duties and
to hold corurts-martial to try ecriminal
cases. The American and Canadian boun-
dary lines are in conflict as to 7.3 miles
of territory along the Yukon river on the
east and west line. The disputed terri-
tory embraces the mouth of Forty-Mile
creek, through which access is had to the
valuable placer mines at the headwaters
of that stream. The Canadian police, in
carrying out their instructions will doubt-
less assume jurisdiction up to the lines
of the Canad.an survey, and several thou-
sand American miners, who will be in
that region, will be subject to their au-
thority. Secretary Olney, it is thought,
in view of the more or less serious char-
acter of the situation, will make some
effort to bring up the dispute at the Ber-
ing Sea conference next week. In case
of trouble along the frontier in the Yu-
kon region, the United States district at-
torney at Sitka has the authority to em-
ploy deputy marshals to pr.serve law and
order, but it would take several months
for the news of the disturbance to reach
him at Sitka, and for his orders to be
carried into effect. Officials of the De-
partment of Justice said that he would
not have the power to place men along
the line for police duty or for any other
purpose except on special occasions, such
as a riot. If this be the case, prompt
action by Congress this winter will be
necessary to remedy the difficulties, and
it is understood a bill will be introduced
to provide Alaska with a more perfect
form of government.

Despite the fact that the Colonial Of-
fice received no confirmation of the re-
port from Acecra that the King of Ash-
antee has refused to accede to the ulti-
matum of Great Britain, a telegram from
Accra to Reuter's Agency confirms the

Associated Press despatch of Thursday |
from Acera that the King had rejected .

the ultimatum, and that he prefers war
and is prepared for it. It is true that
the King has sent no formal message in
regard to the rejection of the ultimatum,
and none is expected, but the ultimatum
thas nevertheless been rejected.

A ‘despatch to the Dalily Telegraph from
Vienna says that highly respectable Eu-
ropean eye witnesses write horrible de-
scriptions of the Trebizond massacres.
Feet, hands, ears, eyes and tongues were
severed, it is sald, before the Armenians
were despatched. The Athenian journals
afirm that the Sultan has appealed for
the protection of the English fleet against
the machinations of the Young Turks.

Commenting upon the Nicaragua canal
the' Chronicle says that in face of the
present feeling in America over Vene-
zuela and the Monroe doctrine there is
mot much inducement for a British part-
nership, still a congressional guarantee
is not everything, and undoubtedly our
money will be needed, and with  France
deeply involved at Panama, we stand in
relation to the Nicaragua enterprise in a
stronger position than we did when De
Lesseps commenced  the Suez canal
works. X

The Secretary of State for the Colonies,
Chamberlain, has received petitions from
planters in British Guiana pointing out
that they are suffering from a serious
decline of the sugar industry, and urging
that the necessity for Government aid is
so great that the extinction of this indus-
try in British Guiana is threatened un-
less planters are promptly assisted. The
planters then suggest that Parliament
impose a counter vailing duty on all for-
eign sugar imported into the United
Kingdom, so.that an equal bounty may
have been obtained on its export from
British Guiana. Continuing, the planters
of British Guiana suggest that prepara-
tions be made for accepting any favor-
able reciprocity arrangement offered with
the United States and British co’on'es and
that in all other ways British Guiana be
treated as part of the British Empire.

IN THE NORTHLAND.

British Fortifying the Country and Re-
connoitering It.

Port Townsend, Wn., Nov. 4—A party
of miners from the head waters of the
Yukon river, arrived and report that
the Can: Government is establishing
well-equipped fortifications commanding
the bluffs overlooking - strategic points
of Forty-Mile Creek and elsewhere along
the = supposed international boundary
line. A large company of Canadian mill-
tary police are busily engaged exploring
the country for mountain passes, both
in Alaskn and Canadian territory. A
loop of ‘Forty-mile creek runs into Brit-
ish: territory, and to reach the most
wvaluable mines it is necessary for Am-
erican miners to pass through small por-
tions of foreign territory. The river is
very narrow, and the police have erect-
ed on the over-towering cliffs, fortresses
which completely guard travel on the
river. At several other points breast-
works of stone have been erected. On
the whole the actions of the police indi-
cate that preparations are being made
to accommodate large squads of militia
at wvarious points along the boundary,
particularly in the vicinity of the placer
mipes. However, the police are wvery
kind towards American miners, render-
ing them every assistance gible and
in .many other ways bestowing small fa-
vors. In the entire area of country in
British territory small detachments at-
tired in citizens’ clothes have visited all
the important mining camps, reconnoit-
ering the surrounding country. What
the object was they would not state.
On the British side are stationed cus-
toms and judiclal officers, and a good
system of municipal Government is
maintained. The - miners bring news
that the country last spring was flooded
with fully a thousand inexperienced men
who rushed into the mines, and were
bitterly  disappointed. They now pre-
dict that before the approaching winter
is' over much suffering will be experi-
enced. There is not enough food in the
mines to last through the winter. Last
winter the provisions ran short, hun-
dreds of miners becoming afflicted with
scurvy and three died. The miners have
not been very successful this season.
