His work on Bishop Butler in­
cludes a most elaborate concordance, not 
merely an index, of the sense of the more 
notable words which Butler employs—in 
itself a gigantic task He has made great 
progress with the arrangement of his 
correspondence, which includes some hun­
dreds of thousands of letters. His health 
is practically perfect, and his sight is 
much improved since the operation on 
his eyes.

According to the census of 1891, the area 
of improved lands in Canada was 28,437,- 
442 acres, of which 19,904,826 acres were 
under crop. There were 464,542 acres in 
gardens and orchards and 15,284,788 In 
pasture. The increase in lands under 
crop in 1891, compared with 1881 was 4,- 
702,542 acres or over 30 per cent. Rel­
atively to the whole area of Canada the 
area under crop and in pasture was about 
10 per cent. There are, therefore, great 
possibilities of expansion in the future 
even in the older Provinces, while in 
Manitoba and the organized districts of 
Assiniboia, Alberta and Saskatchewan 
there are nearly 239,000,000 acres, which 
have been brought to the uses of the 
farmer and the ranchers to the extent of 
7,832,200 acres. Included In this statement 
are the ranching grounds, which covered 
in 1884, 1,298,871 acres, distributed among 
146 lessees. •

A despatch from Windsor, Ont., of last 
Saturday Is to the following effect: To­
night a meeting of those favoring the in­
dependence of Canada will be held at the 
office of Laterty & Davis, Medbury block, 
Windsor, for the purpose of forming an 
Independence Club.

UGRASPING AT STRAWS.
It is really amusing to watch the Con­

servative organs in their hopeless task 
to avert the fate of their party. While 
Mr. Laurier has been capturing West­
ern Ontario and kindling an enthusiasm 
that nothing can extinguish, the Govern­
ment has been in dire straits. Following 
the Liberal triumph In Montreal Centre 
came Mr. White’s resignation and the 
opening of Caldwell which will result in 
a Ministerial defeat. In their cruel sor­
row a gleam of light flashes across the 
tired eyes of the high protection advo­
cates. A daily journal has been read 
out of the ranks of their adversaries, a 
Rouge newspaper be It understood, and 
Immediately there is a great shout of 
delight as if the fate of Mr. Laurier and 
his forces had been sealed. The publica­
tion in question, La Patrie, does not 
boast a large clientele and the Incident 
would he. alrrost unworthy of notice did 
it not demonstrate how wretched are the 
fortunes of the Tories, in making so 
much out of It. A few years ago a paper 
in Vancouver did great injury to the 
place toy its selfish calumniation of up­
right citizens and Its pessimistic articles. 
Business men had to Intervene and pro­
test with the result that a change of 
policy occurred at once. The city went 
right along notwithstanding all the time 
and though M. Beaugrand’s admirers 
may feel hurt by the action of the two 
French leaders In Federal and Provincial 
politics their antagonism will affect very 
little the manifest destiny of Mr. Lau­
rier. Our local contemporary, having no 
experience of Eastern -Canada affairs, es­
pecially in Quebec, does not understand 
the difficulty which M. Laurier has over­
come, not too soon either. Those acquaint­
ed with the situation regard his attitude 
towards La Patrie as the outcome of 
much thought and a desire to conserve 
the best interests of his followers. We 
are sanguine that It will strengthen him 
with personages of great Influence who 
hitherto could not see eye to eye with 
the ultra wing of the party. As we have 
said, the matter amounts to very little, 
but It shows the miserable plight the 
Conservatives are In when they attach 
importance to it and make deductions 
that are ridiculous In the extreme.

I Ottawa, Oct. 31.—The gratifying news 
was received from the War Office yes­
terday that the Imperial Government has 
agreed to cancel the contract entered Into 
with the Dominion several months ago 
for the supply of 10,000 Martlnl-Henri- 
Metford rifles for use tln the Canadian 
militia. This order was sent on the rec­
ommendation of General Herbert, but 
when the first consignment of rifles ar-* 
rived here, they were found to be not of 
the class expected, being too heavy. The 
allegation was made by experienced 
marksmen that the barrels were simply 
Martini-Henri barrels with the Lee-Met- 
ford bore. Now that the hands of the 
Government are free to purchase more 
magazine rifles, it is expected the Lee- 
Metford will be placed In the hands of 
all the permanent and city corps.

It is understood that Capt. Charles St. 
Aubyn Pearse, now adjutant of the Brit­
ish Columbia Garrison Artillery, is about 
to be granted a commission In the Royal 
Regiment of Canadian Infantry, Toronto.

The Government has been notified that 
Chili has given notice of the abrogation 
of the treaty of friendship, commerce, 
and navigation signed between Great 
Britain and Chili on October 4, 1854. No­
tice was accepted by the British Govern­
ment, and the provisions of the* treaty, 
except those relating to peace and friend­
ship between the two countries which 
continue obligatory on both parries, will 
cease on September 3, 1896. As the Anglo- 
Chilian treaty contained the most fav­
ored nation clause there will be one 
country less entitled to the benefit of the 
Canadian market under the reduced tar­
iff as laid down In the French treaty.

The Fisheries Department has ordered 
the release of the Yankee fishing schoon­
er Sherman, which was detained for sell­
ing supplies brought into Canada to an 
American fishing vessel within the three 
mile limit Although the Sherman vio­
lated every code of honor and hospitality 
yet it Is impossible under the convention 
of 1818 to convict her of any offence 
against Canadian law.

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Ayer’s «Sarsaparilla | the
A MATTER OF BUSINESS.

Upon the larger number of public ques­
tions The World and The Province agree. 
We believe that each is actuated by high 
principle in advocating the triumph of 
Liberalism as opposed to Conservatism. 
Both, we think, hold the same views in 
so far as regards the doctrine and senti­
ment of self-government, the more es­
pecially in reference to the Irish nation, 
-believing, with Mr. Gladstone and Ed­
ward Blake, that peace between the two 
races the world over is the surest guar­
antee of the integrity of the Empire, 
whose interests her sons may at any 
moment be called upon to guard. We 
like Its course thus far, and spare no op­
portunity to give it encouragement. We 
disapprove, however, of its hostility to 
the Government of the Province and its 
unreasonable attacks upon mining enter­
prises that are calculated, in toy no means 
too lively times, to retard the progress 
■of British Columbia. Granted that much 
that has been said In this connection is 
true, we question the ad visibility of a 
publicity that seems altogether unneces­
sary. What the Province wants now is 
money and population, and those who 
bring in the former should receive some­
thing more than censure, sensible per­
sons agree, while the latter will follow 
as a matter of course. But this apart, 
The Province, In Its treatment of Minis­
ters of the Crown, and the Agent-General, 
develops small tact. It injures the coun­
try abroad and prevents an Influx of 
capital. Realizing this, the Provincial 
Secretary has decided that its circulation 
is injurious and the periodical sheds Idle 
tears. Would it not be a most singular 
proposition that the Government should, 
out of the public treasury, subscribe to a 
paper, and place it in the libraries of 
Britain, which denounces its general ad­
ministration and mayhap libels its mem­
bers ? The thing is too absurd for dis­
cussion. Prior to the introduction of 
straight party issues on Federal lines 
into this Province. The World enjoyed 
the patronage of the Ottawa authorities. 
W'hen the opportunity arose for it to de­
clare, and with some possibility of suc­
cess, for honest and efficient government, 
based on a reform of the tariff, it at 
once nailed its colors to the masthead— 
and has never since received any favors 
from the Tories, nor does it want them ! 
Our corréspondent at the Capital griev­
ed, but the incident did not disturb our 
equilibrium in the least and we conti­
nue to exist notwithstanding that we 
are oa the index expurgatorius of the 
National Policy, its hirelings, monopolists 
and oombinsters.. We never even men­
tioned the affair until this day, looking 
upon it as a purely business detail. If 
the Government did not want the best 
advertising facilities ln the West, that 
was Its look-out; we could live just the 
same. Now, we conceive that the condi­
tions are not dissimilar with The Pro­
vince, and that its ebullition of feeling, 
in a moment of weakness, shows poor 
judgment. It is altogether unlikely that 
any Government would feel disposed to 
subscribe for a paper, daily or weekly, 
that attacks Its Agent-General in violent 
terms and possibly damages his reputa­
tion in the commercial mart of the King­
dom, to say nothing of unfounded 
abuse of Ministers, whose records are un­
impeachable. The Hon. Col. Baker, for 
instance, has in war and peace displayed 
■qualities that commend him to admira­
tion, and we refuse to believe that he 
would be mixed up in disreputable trans­
actions like, some of his adversaries in 
the Legislature, who have the audacity 
to pose as unsinged saints and whose 
hypocrisy is abnormal. Under the cir­
cumstances the Government is perfectly 
justified in preventing, so far as it can, 
The dissemination of literature which has 
a tendency to retard Provincial growth 
and to bring into disrepute those who, by 
the people’s choice, occupy lofty posts in 
the Executive Council of this important 
British possession.

DESERTING THE SHIP.
The village council of Elmira, Ont., and 

hundreds of Liberals and Conservatives 
welcomed Hon. iMr. Laurier on the 23rd 
ult. The Liberal leader was well receiv­
ed and given a most attentive hearing. 
Mr. Laurier denied that it was the in­
tention of the Liberals to injure the man­
ufactures. They intended to adhere to 
the platform of the Ottawa convention, 
which meant a tariff for Revenue only. 
Free trade as it was in England was not 
impossible. Mr. Laurier'said also: “The 
ship of state ln the hands in which it is 
at present is in very ■mtich danger. You 
can see the waves overleaping it; you 
can hear the creaking and breaking of 
the spars and you can see the crew de­
serting the ship and swimming ashore, 
each one trying to get into a haven of re­
fuge if he can find one at hand. Within 
the last three or four months you have 
seen a member of the Government leave 
the ship. Who was he? Mr. Patterson, 
formerly Minister of Militia, and now the 
Lieutenant-Governor of Manitoba. At a 
later period another member not actually 
of the administration, but very near the 
door, Mr. Girouard, of Jacques Cartier, 
left the ship. He is now a judge of the 
Supreme court. Then you have seen Mr. 
Curran, up to within a few days ago 
Solicitor-General. What is he now? No 
longer Solicitor-General, but a judge of 
the Superior court of Quebec. And if we 
are to believe the report that came to us, 
another Conservative member, Mr. White 
of Cardwell, has just tendered his resig­
nation to the Government. Why has he 
tendered his resignation? Every one of 
you know that R. S. White has been an 
applicant for the last two or three years 
for the office of Collector of Customs in 
the city of Montreal. It is known that 
Mr. White has virtually sat in the House 
of Commons for something like two or 
three years with his commission in his 
pocket. But he is tired of sitting with 
his commission in his pocket and no sal­
ary, and he goes out. Then there Is 
Mr. Wood, of Westmoreland, who was 
appointed to the Senate a few months 
ago. If this thing goes on, by and bye, 
when Parliament is called, there will be 
at Ottawa neither a Government nor a 
majority to support them.

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WHITE’S ‘MANIFESTO. (Sait
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The much-expected manifesto which 
Robert S. White said he would issue to 
his constituents of Cardwell, in explana­
tion of his resigning
ment, has been published, and does not 
seem to throw much further light on the 
situation. The following is that portion 
of it which deals with his resignation : 
“Having resigned the seat in the House 
of Commons with which you honored me 
in 1888, and again ln 1891, it becomes my 
duty to acquaint you with the reasons 
that have moved me to take this step, 
and thus sever the, to me, always plea­
sant recollections existing between us for 
now seven years. You may remember 
that on the occasion of the election of 
1891, I gave you a pledge to withdraw 
my confidence from the Government in 
the event of the then recently enacted 
school legislation of Manitoba being made 
the subject of disallowance by the Dom­
inion Government. My opinion at that 
time, as now, was that the legislation of 
the Provinces affecting education should 
not be Interfered with by the exercise of 
the veto power, but that its constitution­
ality, if challenged in any quarter, ought 
to be left to the decision of the courts. 
That view was held by the late Sir John 
Thompson and, I may say, was shared 
by the whole Parliamentary body, save 
only a wing of the Opposition. It is not 
my intention to recount the various 
phases of this vexed Manitoba school 
question has undergone since 1891. 
every step the courts, and the courts 
alone, have been allowed to determine 
the validity of appeals for redress made 
by the Roman Catholic minority of the 
Province, until finally, as a result of 
the judgment of the Judicial committee 
of Her Majesty's Privy Council, the Gov- 
ernor-General-in-Councll was called upon 
to act. You are familiar with the steps 
which have since been taken. To Mani­
toba has been committed the duty of pro­
viding redress for the minority, and, fail­
ing action on the part of the authorities 
of that Province, the whole matter will 
become vested ip the Parliament of Can­
ada, under the terms of the constitution. 
It may be that the Manitoba Govern­
ment will ^ake such steps as will re­
move this vexed and difficult question * 
from the Federal domain, or again, that 
if legislation is introduced in Parliament, 
it will be of such a scope and character 
as to allay the fears and disarm the op­
position to those who advocate equal 
rights in matters of education, Including 
in that term a common measure of tax­
ation upon all classes, certification of 
teachers, a uniform standard of excel­
lence in and official Inspection of all 
State aided schools, whether they be de­
signated public or separate. Despite, 
however, the altered circumstances of the 
question since 1891, when I gave you the 
pledge to which I have alluded, I have 
been unwilling to await the events of 
the approaching session of Parliament 
with my hands less free, as I conceive,- 
than those of your representative should 
be, to deal with the subject in whatever 
form it may present Itself.

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A VOICE FROM THE DEEP.

Port Townsend, Wash., Nov. 2.—Incased 
In a bottle on the shore of the Prince 
of Wales’ Island, Alaska, was found a 
note cast into the sea by 
crew of the British sealing schooner 
Walter Earl, which capsized last spring 
in Alaskan waters, smothering 10 per­
sons.

Below the 
chrysanthemum are the figures 2,666, in 
black. The black and red portions are 
made of beans which, with the rice, show 
the principal agricultural products of the 
Empire. It has a twisted red and white 
border of the same style of material and 
arrangement as used for bridle reins by 
generals in feudal times and it is thus 
also commemorative of the days of chiv­
alry. White and red are also the na­
tional colors and around the corners are 
get the white fans with red centres which 
were carried by the generals. The top is 
surmounted by a silvèr cherry blossom. 
A large transparency shows an ancient 
musical and dancing entertainment some­
thing filter the character of tableaux vi­
vants. The i artt ular performance is 
called Longevity and shows an old man 
and woman participating in the dance. 
The parts are all taken by men wearing 
different masks. The dance is called Ta- 
kasago, which was the ancient name of 
Formosa. Mr. Nosse, by this symbolizes 
his wish for a long life to the Emperor 
and It also refers to the annexation of 
Formosa by Japan. This picture occu­
pies the front of the transparency and at 
either end there are views of scenes off 
Yokohama and Vancouver and the in­
scriptions: "The ocean separates yet 
connects Japan and British Columbia,” 
and “From Vancouver to Japan 4,500 
miles—farthest yet nearest neighbor.” 
Two other features will be a pair of tri­
umphal lanterns such as were used by 
generals in ancient times in processions 
in honor of victories. Each is surmount- 

by a small figure of the Japanese 
fighting rooster. Mr. Nosse says that 
they are not now used by the -Army, 
though he thinks something of the kind 
still obtains in the matter of election cel­
ebration. One of these lanterns is paint­
ed in representation of spring, 
surmounted by a canopy of cherry blos­
soms and on it is a scene showing a cou­
ple of young ladies amusing themselves 
on a wide piazza overlooking a garden. 
The other represents Fall and has a 
canopy of wisteria. On it Is a scene rep­
resenting a Japanese legend of 800 years 
ago concerning a brave warrior who

picture shows him in the act of carry­
ing the spirit away in the form of an en­
ticing female.

THE UNDERWOOD DREDGE. The Canadian
Parliament canot diminish or increase the 
rights of the Manitoba minority, but it 
must see that those rights are preserved. 
When Mr. Laurier criticizes the terms 
of the remedial order, he ignores the fact 
that that order yvas the judgment of a 
judicial body and in conformity with the 
constitution. It might be better for the 
case of the Manitoba Catholics that not 
so mtfch should be said about the reli­
gious side of the question.

He was to be the General Manager 
of the company, and was to expend the 
money In building a steam scow, and 
completing and equipping pumps and 
machinery necessary to successfully op­
erate the claims, and to be at work In­
side of 90 days. By a supplementary 
agreement of the same date, in consid­
eration of $54 (receipt acknowledged) 
Bailey and the other holders of the lease 
assigned to Crockett an undivided one- 
stxth interest therein, Crockett agreeing 
to pay one-sixth of all future expenses 
in connection with the claims, agreeing 
to vest In the Anglo-American Mining 
Company'the use of any patents he- had 
for mining purposes, and to act as Gen­
eral Manager of the company, giving the 
company the benefit of his knowledge, 
until the company should be In success­
ful operation.

& Heimick have all along acted In con­
cert; in fact, it appears 
Helmick’s shares practically belong to 
Alworth, and they have acted through­
out as Alworth's agents. It further ap­
pears that after the $25,000.00, subscribed, 
as to $8,500 personally by Alworth, and as 
to the remainder (except Crockett’s $2,- 
000) by Alworth or hie friends, had been 
exhausted, Crockett moved and Galla­
gher and all parties consented to assess 
the escrow stock $3,000 to pay liabilities, 
and afterwards again a second assess­
ment was ordered, upon the mbtion mov­
ed and carried by the votes of Gallagher 
and Crockett. Crocket during all this 
time was engaged In procuring and plac­
ing in position the necessary machinery 
and plant for the prosecution of mining 
opérations, drawing for the necessary 
moneys from time to time upon the sec­
retary, Mr. Wood, who, in turn, was 
kept supplied by Alworth, who, to quote 
from Crockett's evidence, “was very 
prompt In sending his money to help 
along the enterprise, and there Is no 
suggestion that his accounts are not 
straightforward and clear,” and, in a let­
ter to Alworth, dated August 17th, 1894, 
Crockett says, “I feel as though *^ood 
getting me acquainted with you, and the 
fact of your getting the capital to put 
this thing on Its feet, ought to earn me 
a fortune and a very large one.” ’

Eventually, when the plant was getting 
towards completion, Crockett met with a 
mishap in running the dredge ashore. It 
was a pure mishap so far as- I can see, 
and no particular blame attributable to 
Crockett. He seemed, however, to blame 
himself, and on the 2nd January, 1895, 
sent in his resignation, and Alworth then 
undertook to complete the plant. Up to 
this time the most perfect confidence ex­
isted between Crockett on *the one hand 
and Alworth and his associates on the 
other, but, soon . after the resignation, 
trouble developed Itself between Crockett 
and Alworth, Gallagher and the Baileys 
ranging themselves on Crockett's side. 
Some thousands of dollars more than had 
been raised by the two assessments, 
were, in Alworth’s opinion, required to 
properly complete the plant, but Crockett 
contended that it could be done for $100 
or $150, and he and Gallagher, as mem­
bers of the escrow committee, refused to 
levy the necessary assessment, which 
refusal led to a suit to compel the carry­
ing out of the agreement, which resulted 
in a decree accordingly. The present suit 
was then brought to remove Crockett and 
Gallagher from the office of trustees, and 
was opposed mainly on similar grounds- 
to those set up in the counter claim 
presently mentioned.

On the 30th day of July at the com­
mencement of the trial I made an order 
removing Crockett, but Gallagher, having 
intimated his willingness to concur in 
the assessment, was .permitted to remain 
as triistee, and tbe trial was adjourned. 
The assesment for raising the necessary 
moneys has been lévied accordingly up­
on the escrow stock, but matters can 
now proceed no further, as Gallagher re­
fuses to concur In a sale unless ordered 
to do so by the court, and the further 
hearing of the case with the object of 
removing Gallagher has now been pro­
ceeded with. In this stage of the suit 
Edwards has been Joined as a party, and 
given leave to counter-claim against the 
plaintiff, Alworth, and Wood & Heimick. 
and, as a co-plaintlff with Gallagher and 
Crockett, he complains—and I must ad­
mit with considerable reason—that he 
has been defrauded and deluded Into 
büying shares at a comparatively high 
price which are now placed in competi­
tion with escrow stock, which is being 
sold for next to nothing. But who has 

> so dèluded him? Not Alworth, Heimick 
or Wood, so far as I c»n discern, but 
the very men with whom he Is associat­
ed in this litigation, his co-planit!ffs. 
Crockett and Gallagher. Edwards pur­
chased a portion of his shares at the 
first sale of escrow stock, which sale was 
orderdd, as it will be remembered, by 
Gallagher and Crockett, and the remain­
der from T. J. Beatty. He says he made 
no enquiry regarding the formation of 
the company, but as alluring Mr. Ed­
wards to the auction sale, a highly se­
ductive and untruthful advertisement was 
published, and prospectus Issued, prepar­
ed not by Mr. Alworth, but by Mr. Gal­
lagher end Mr. Beatty.

The advertisement was as follows:

FRASER VALLEY FRUIT UNION.

Regular Quarterly Meeting Discusses the 
Shipments Sent East, and Further 
Progress To Be Made.

Mission City, Nov. 5.—The regular 
quarterly meeting of the Fraser Valley 
Fruit Union, limited, was held in their 
office, Horne avenue, on Saturday, Oct. 
26th. There was not so largè an at­
tendance as was expected, owing to the 
fact that the farmers and fruit-growers 

taking advantage of the fine wea­
ther to get their land and orchards in 
shape for next season's operations. 
However, there was a fair attendance of 
the most en 
ciety. At 1:
W. Henry, called the meeting to order, 
after which the minutes of the last 
quarterly meéting, and the meeting of 
the committee df management, held on 
Aug. 8th, were read and approved. Mr. 
Henry then gave a statement of the 
shipping buislnees during the season and 
also read correspondence from the 
Northwest and Manitoba, expressing the 
favor In which our fruit is held there, 
and looking forward to being supplied 
entirely from this Province with certain 
kinds of fruit. The secretary gave a 
short resume of his trip through the 
Northwest, during which he said that he 
he made enquires of every dealer he had 
an intercourse with, as to what kind of 
package they preferred the plums In, 
and with one exception they favored 
baskets, which this society used, and 
which were far ahead of boxes, as the 
plums arrived in better shape, and they 
showed up better for sale. Customers, 
tco, did not have to break the basket 
open to examine the fruit, which they 
had to do with the boxes. He also said 
that this year’s experience In shipping 
showed conclusively that baskets were 
much better than boxes as they afforded 
more spaces for ventilation. But he was 
of opinion that the California style of 
packing, viz., in four or five lbs., perfo­
rated baskets, enclosed in a crato with a 
layer of paper between each row of 
plums, was perhaps the most satisfac­
tory all-round way of packing, although 
It might be a little more expensive. But 
the great drawback during the past sea­
son's «hipments was want of ventilation 
during transit. The rhubarb question 
was then taken up and discussed at 
some length, after which it was decided 
to plant out enough so that It could be 
shipped in car load lots. These mem­
bers agreed to plant as follows: Ç. J. 
81ms, W. A. Randolph and T. Cunning­
ham, one acre each; H. Lazenby, E. J. 
Abbott, J. W. Wells, J. B. Cade, half an 
acre each ; G. Abbott, I. Fripp, J. Dra­
per and W. D. McMillan, one-quarter 
acre each. It was then moved by T. 
Cunningham, seconded by H. Lazenby, 
and carried, that the committee of man­
agement investigate the cost of erect­
ing a cannery, purchasing the plant and 
stock, etc., in connection therewith, and 
report to a special general meeting as 
soon as possible. It was moved by J. B. 
Cade, seconded by F. Bolloway, and car­
ried, that the committee of 
ment make out, a statement of the sea­
son’s business, and the requirements for 
next yçar and lay It before the C. P. R. 
Co. A vote of thanks was then voted to 

‘ME DenilflllMtd" for his kindness and 
oourtesy during the past season.

A summary of the season’s busi­
ness might be Interesting: During the 
season there was shipped to the North- 
west: Fifty tons of plums, 71-2 tons 
strawberries, 11-2 tons cherries, 1 1-2 
tons rhubarb, besides smaller lots of ap­
ples, currents, blackberries and goose- 
beiries. The C. P. R. received over $2,- 
000 for carrying this fruit.

on “the side In the company.” “as some 
persons seemed to think that he, Al­
worth, had some side agreeménti'’ I 
find myself unable to place any such 
unfavorable construction on Alworth's 
letter. T think that In asking a denial 
of any “side agreement” he had In mind 
only his actual position, and, honestly, 
asked a denial of that which could with 
truth be denied.

THE PRUNING HOOK APPLIED.
Attorney-General Eberts was In the city 

yesterday. Upon being asked if it was 
the intention of the Government to car­
ry out its policy of retrenchment as re­
gards its officials In Victoria, Nanaimo, 
New Westminster, Vancouver and else­
where, as had been hinted some time 
since in these columns, his reply was 
that no alternative was left, but to dis­
pense with the services of all whom it 
was believed were at present unneces­
sary. He was aware that In some quar­
ters such a step would create a feeling of 
hostility to the Government, but as the 
Legislature had not voted salaries for 
what might be termed supernumeraries, 
the Administration was reluctantly com­
pelled to carry out the wishes of the 
peoples' representatives. In New West­
minster, Mr. C. S. Corrigan’s services 
have been dispensed with as registrar of 
titles. Mr. G. A. Miller, of the same 
office, will also leave the service, as will 
likewise Messrs. ShM-pe and Alexander, 
of the Vancouver land registry office. The 
office in New Westminster will be re­
tained, for a time at least, but will be 
under the supervision of Mr. T. O. Town- 
ley, who will have charge both here and 
in the Royal City. Further and impor­
tant changes, all of which are to be In 
the public Interest, are to. be made until 
thg expenditure on salaries’ account to 
reduced by many thousands of dollars. 
The efficiency of the service will not be 
impaired in the slightest degree.

THE LAW VINDICATED.
The verdicts in the Durrant and 

Holmes' trials will meet with general ap­
proval.

The absolute necessity that all prospec­

tuses on which people are asked to In­
vest their capital—:n many cases the 
ilard-earned savings of a lifetime—In min­
ing ventures should be truthful, and in 
no way calculated to deceive the public, 
s apparent. British Columbia has great 
resources that are only awaiting the ad­
vent of the means to develop them. It 
cannot be expected that capital—at all 
times shy and sensitive—will come to the 
Province unless there is absolute confl- 

• dence in the integrity and honesty of the 
persons who are asking to be entrusted 
with the investment and expenditure of 
it. Without it all the wealth of the mines 
will lie dormant and unprofitable. The 
country will continue to remain as it 
now is—sparsely settled and undeveloped. 
Members of the community who now hpla 
what may beeome valuable properties will 
be ruined for lack of money to develop 
them. For years the country has waited 
till thè attention of financial men would 

directed towards it. We believe our­
selves now to be on the eve of prosperity, 
and that our ztiines are certain to attract 
the attention of the outside world; nay, 
they are doing so even now. But all our 
fondest hopes and expectations may be 
blasted and the brisk business times 
which each one expected ruthlessly ex­
tolled by the perpetration of such actions 
as have been exposed lately in the law 
courts in the case* of the Fraser River 
Mining and Dredging Company, and un­
less those Implicated are punished to the 
utmost extent of the law an Impression 
will go abroad that the people of Brit­
ish Columbia condone crimes which are 
not only Injurious to the country, but 
indictable.

OUR KAMLOOPS LETT Eat. THE LOSS OF THE STEAMEB PA­
CIFIC TWENTY YEABS AGO. i-Kamloops, Oct SI.—This season, of all 

others, Is certainly the most enjoyable 
In and about Kamloops, this year being 
more marked than any for years past, 
but In order to thoroughly appreciate 
such weather as we are blessed with, It 
Is necessary to have had a taste of a 
little of the opposite. Having just re­
turned from an extended trip through 
the mountain ranges to the north of us, 
where they have been experiencing very 
disagreeable weather In the mountains 
for some time past, this fact places us 
in a position to appreciate the charge 
thoroughly. At present the days are 
bright and sunny: the nights clear cool 
and frosty. As will, be gathered from 
the above lines, I have been out of town 
for the past two and a halt months on 
a visit of a further examination and de­
velopment of those vast mica mines in 
the Tete Juan Cache and Canoe river 
regions. This being my second trip to 
those parts, I am In a position to speak 
more authentically of their richness, and 
certainly of their extent. My objects 
this year were twofold. Inasmuch as it 
was po develop the veins already opened, 
trace their extent and bring out so much 
merchantable mica as our horses could 
conveniently pack. Hence I took with 
me four practical miners and three pack 
me four practical miners and three pack­
ers. We reached the mines In 21 days' 
travel through a very rough, yet beauti­
ful country; rough In consequence of 
the state of the trail, it being blocked 
for miles with fallen timber; beautiful 
in Its uniform flat surface, its abundance 
of hay meadows. Its luxuriant growth of 
wild grass, and her valuable forest of 
stately cedar, hemlock and spruce, a 
finer opening for settlement is not to be 
found elsewhere in the Province. Of 
course, this section is at present a little 
put of the way, but the time will come, 
and I venture to predict that in the 
near future, when it win be no further 
away from the busy mart than Kam­
loops is at present At the mica mines,, 
which are situated In the summit of the 
western range of mountains that hems 
the bold Fraser river In the east, the 
weather was disagreeable all through 
the month of September, notwithstand­
ing that our operations were satisfac-, 
tory. With a few days work we could 
have loaded 60 horses with 150 lbs each, 
if we had them. Out of a train of 16 
pack horses only 10 were available. 
These 10 averaged 150 lbs. each, making 
a cargo of 1,600 lbs. of mica. Among 
which I have two blocks of especial 
merit, one weighing 140 lbs., the other 
115 lbs. In solid blocks. The first will 
square 12x24 inches, the sectfhd 10x16 
Inches. The entire cargo will average 
from 4x6 up to the size given above by 
these, and from the further investlga- 
gations which I made of this mica bear­
ing region, I am prepared to give a de­
tailed statement of the extent and vast­
ness of the mica deposits of British Co­
lumbia. Bummed up in a word they are 
simply inexhaustible, all it lacks Is capi­
tal to add this to the wealth product of 
our fair Province.

Notwithstanding one of the most im­
portant, as well as interesting events 
among us, the annual agricultural fair 
was over before my return. I was 
pleased to hear from all who had the 
pleasure of attending, pronounce it a 
creditable exhibition. All things con­
sidered, we are greeted nevertheless, 
with other treats, in important acquisi­
tions to our business population. Since 
I was last heard from, R. G. Macpher- 
son, druggist, late of Vancouver, has 
determined to take pot luck with us, and 
has put In an excellent bid for a share 
of our seeming prosperity. He has se­
cured the premises lately occupied by 
J. S. Saucier, in which he has opened a 
well-equipped drug store, stocked with 
a fine selection of goods in his line. The 
stand is an excellent one, hence his 
stock shows to good advantage.

The Bailey Bros, (limited), stationers, 
of Vancouver, have also taken up resi­
dence here. We were sorry to hear that 
Mr. Bailey has been confined to his 
room for a fw days, but there is no 
doubt that the invigorating atmosphere, 
by which he is surrounded, will soon 
bring him to himself again. Still an­
other, J. C. Campbell, merchant tailor, 
also of Vancouver, with C. Kler, as cut­
ter, has taken a bold stand in a bid for 
a share of patronage. They have on dis­
play a splendid array of fine cloth,
hence are sure to work up a trade.-----
The Imperial Brewery has been incorpo­
rated with a capital of 250,000, in 5,000 
shares of 210 each. B. Wehrfrltz, N. J. 
Hopkins and James McIntosh are the 
promoters. The business of the brewery 
has Increased to such an extent as to 
make this step necessary in order to In­
crease the capacity.-----There have been
25, but at present there are 19 men em­
ployed at the Cinnabar mines along Kam-
lcc ps lake.-----Considerable prospecting
have been going on in the immediate 
vicinity of the city, from which some 
of promising finds have been reported.

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shiningThe greatest marine calamity that ever 
Occurred in North Pacific waters, was 
that which took piace off Cape Flattery, 
on the evening of Thursday, Nov. 4,1874 
—exactly 20 years ago to-day, when the 
Pacific, of the Pacific Coast SB. fleet, 
shortly after 7 o'clock, whilst on her 
way from Victoria to San Francisco, un­
der a full head of steam, with,over 275 
souls on board, and over 2200,000 in the 
treasure box, was run into by the Ameri­
can ship Orpheus, Oapt. Sawyer. The 
captain and his ship sailed away from 
the scene of the accident and it was not 
for some time afterwards that the name 
of the ship and her captain was found 
out The captain was severely censured 
for his conduct, and the matter hung like 
a mile-stone abdut hie neck until his 
death, which occurred a couple of years 
since. The vessel was wrecked some 
years ago on one of coast islands. The 
oollision stove such a hole in the side 
of the ill-fated Pacific that in a few 
minutes she listed to one side and went 
down with all on board, only two per­
sons by some miraculous means escaping 
a watery grave. These were Henry F. 
Jelly, of Pori Stanley, Ont, and Nell 
Henley, of Victoria, who, after being toes- 
ed about for many hours, at the entrance 
to the Straits, were picked up by pass­
ing vessels and tenderly cared for. We 
haVe stated that It is 20 years since the 
appalling calamity took place. To old- 
timers a revival of the Incident will be 
read with interest; to those who may 
not be familiar with the catastrophe a 
recital of the event will not be deemed 
out of place, as many of those who were 
lost were well-known personages in the 
Province, and a considerable number 
were from the east, having come to this 
Province in connection with the C. P. R. 
survey service, and after having endured 
a great many privations and harships in 
the mountains reached the coast and were 
leaving for their homes In the east by 
way of San Francisco. The affair cast 
a gloom over the whole northern coast, 
and it was years afterwards ere it ceased 
to be a leading theme in general conver­
sation.

Thé Pacific left Victoria at 8 o'clock on 
the fatal morning, under command of 
Capt. J. D. Howell, his officers being:— 
First officer, — McDonough; second offi­
cer, unknown; third officer, Mr. Lewis;

engineer, Frank Houston; 
tant engineer, Mr. Jasper; 2nd assistant 
engineer, Mr. Bassett; purser, Mr. Hite;

All went on as merrily as a marriage 
bell until close upon 8 o'clock when the 
terrible crash came. Most of the pas­
sengers had retired. The first to bring 
tidings of the calamity was H. F. Jelly, 
one of the men employed on the C. P.
R. survey, who gave the following nar­
rative of the disaster: He said the ves­
sel left Victoria harbor on Thursday 
morning, Nov. 4, She was observed to 
have a list to the starboard side, and 
the passengers were instructed to trim 
ship repeatedly. AU went well up to 
r7 p. m. the same day, and when the ship 

some distance below Cape Flattery 
he turned in and fell asleep. About one 
hour afterwards he heard a crash, and 
some commotion among the passengers 
and running across the deck. He dress­
ed and went on deck and was told the 
steamer had had a collision with another 
steamer but that everything was all 
right. He saw on looking over the star­
board bow the lights of a ship, but could 
not make out what sort of a ship she 
was. Supposing all to be right, he and 
other passengers went below again; he 
was Just getting into bed, when the ship 
lurched suddenly, and he heard a rush of 

He ran at once on deck and 
found the boats were not yet lowered.
He heard the purser ask the captain 
which boat he should take charge of, but 
did not hear the reply. He (Jelly) asked 
Captain Howell If there were any blue 
lights to burn. The captain directed him 
to the wheelhouse where Mr. Jelly got 
four lights and set them off. By this 
time the passengers were getting into the 
boats, but some of them could not be got 
off the davits. The ship by this time 
was settling fast; he got into a boat for­
ward of the wheelhouse. In this boat the 
lady passengers had been placed. The 
vessel careened suddenly and the boat 
touched water and the fastenings were 
cut loose. At this moment the boat In 
which Mr. Jelly was upset and they 
were all thrown into the water; when he 
rose to the surface he and five other men 
got on the boat which was bottom up.
All the ladles in this boat were doubtless 
drowned. The sea was filléd with drown- 
ng men and pieces of the wreck floating 
about, and drowning persons clinging to 
them. The steamer had sunk. Seeing 
the pilot house floating near by with only 
one man upon it, Mr. Jelly contrived to 
reach it. He and the other man clung 
to the wheelhouse until 4 o’clock Friday 
afternoon, when the other poor fellow 
was washed off by the sea which was 
very high. On Friday morning he saw a 
raft on which were a lady and three men 
floating some distance off, but could not 
speak to them. Mr. Jelly clung to the 
pilot-house till 10 o'colck on Saturday 
morning, when the American barque Mes­
senger picked him up and carried him to 
Port Townsend, which port he reached 
at 10 o'clock the same night, and arrived 
In Victoria with the dreadful news at 
3:30 o’clock on the following Monday aft­
ernoon.

Upon being interviewed after his arri­
val in Victoria, Mr. Jelly stated that if 
the crash he heard while lying In bed was 
caused by a collision with another ship,
It was a very slight one. He is positive, 
however, that on gaining the deck he 
saw on the starboard quarter three lights 
as from a vessel.

So far as any exact comprehension of 
His mode of existence, or of the qualities 
of His character, or of His omniscience or 
omnipresence is concerned, it is possible 
for us to know very little. Infinite power 
is so far beyond the reach ot our minds 
that its contemplation is productive of 
very little benefit, and it is as useless to 
attack the mystery of infinite wisdom, 
with any hope of solving the puzzle, as It 
would be to leap from the earth expect­
ing to land on the nearest fixed star. But 
perfect knowledge is not necessary to the 
religious life. It it were there could be 
no such thing as a religious life. A great 
many honest minds, however, have been 
disturbed wad driven to the verge of 
doubt by their inability to form any con­
ception of God. He is the, uncreated Cre­
ator, but the words convey no meaning 
whatever to our minds. If you look 
through the Lick telescope at Arcturus 
you see very little more than with the 
naked, eye, and If the profoundest philo­
sopher looks at the Almighty he sees very 

“ little more than the unlettered peasant. 
Still Arcturus is in the sky, whether you 
can peer Intq his secret or not, and God 
ie in your life, though your most search­
ing thought returns to you empty hand­
ed. The very words, omnipotence and 
omnipresent, have an unthinkable signi­
ficance, and when the man of science 
tells us that space Is absolutely limitless, 
that It consists of horizons which are sim­
ply endless in number, we accept the fact 
but have no more conception of it than 
the microbe in a watch has of the deli­
cate machinery whose ticks are a contin­
uous roll of thunder in its ears. What 
then, you ask. Is the basis of a religion 
which demands such self-control and seif- 
sacrifice? If these problems will always 

. remain Insoluble, and if you can know 
so little of thé Being who demands your 
soul’s allegiance, why may not .religion 
itself be a mistake? Many a heart has 
been engloomed by these thoughts and 
many a mind befogged by them. The 
church, I fear, has done us an injury 
by putting into a creed its speculations 
and making that creed a standard of ex­
cellence. If the creed were offered to 
hungry minds as merely a theological 
hypothesis, to be accepted or rejected by 
the thinking folk in the religious 
nlty, valuable In so far as it is spiritual­
ly helpful and satisfactory to the indivi­
dual, then we could see its importance. 
But when you are told that it is the ab­
solute truth on the subject, and tftat as­
sent is the condition of receiving the 
Christian sympathy of_ your fellow pil­
grims through the darkness, you are 
balked In your efforts to lead a holy life, 
and perhaps fall from the high level of 
your natural faith to the fateful low­
lands of doubt as to whether the whole 
scheme of salvation Is not mythical. True 
religion is independent of any purely in­
tellectual theory of the universe, and Is 
founded on facts proven true by the uni­
versal experience of mankind. This state­
ment is easily illustrated by childhood. 
The little one does not understand its 
mother, has no comprehension whatever 
of a mother’s love or of the significance 
of a mother's discipline. If the baby were 
gifted with speech and could describe its 
relations to that mother It would make 
as many misstatements as we do in des­
cribing our relations to God. The mo­
ther's providence is wholly misunder­
stood; even her watchful care looks like 
interference with the child’s rights, and 
the child might say, as Calvin did of the 
Almighty, that "of her t>wn good plea­
sure" she pets at one moment and pun­
ishes at another. The knowledge that 
punishment and love are entirely consis­
tent with each other, and that mother is 
still mother even when the child’s pray­
er is sternly denied, is beyond the reach 
of that narrow intellect, and will be for 
many a year to come. Mothers and chil­
dren sometimes get at odds for this rea­
son, and in like manner we get at odds 
with the Almighty. But when we come tq 
be men our minds are large enough to 
settle certain matters of practical impor­
tance. It Is needless to theorize, for 
harsh experience tells us truths which 
cannot be gainsaid. The microbe in the 
watch has learned his lesson and knows 
that some journeys are dangerous, while 
others are safe, and from that moment he 
has a plan ef life.

af facts, corroborated by every human 
life in every clime and every age. That 
Is the basis of the kind of religion which 
Christ taught. He gave us no explana­
tion of mysterious problems, but simple 
truth instead—truth most needful and al­
together practical. Build your faith on 
that foundation and the gates of hell 
shall not prevail against It. Earth will

SILVER LINED KOOTENAY.

A Well Known Successful Contractor 
Describes British Columbia’s El 
Dorado.

D. D. Mann and W. McKenzie, says 
the Wlnn.peg Tribune of last Tuesday, 
came In from the west on to-day’s train, 
having been for some time among their 
mining properties in the Kootenay coun­
try. Mr. Mann, speaking to a reporter 
of The Tribune, described the prospects 
in that country as very wonderful. There 
Is no boom, the properties being opened 
with the money of those who are working 
them, and not with . foreign capital. A 
large number of the mines are in the 
hands of Canadians. No .one who has 
not been In the country can form any 
estimate of its richness, 
from the great mining centres of the 
United States say that the richness of 
the Kootenay exceeds that of any other 
part of the continent In fact, the whole 
country is Just a succession of deposits 
of gold, silver, copper, lead and quick­
silver. ’ Though there is great activity 
in that couhtry in mining, the industry 
is only In its infancy, and in a few years 
British Columbia will become one of 
the greatest mining countries in the 
world. What is needed is the comple­
tion of the railway through the Crow’s 
Nest Pass from Lethbridge to the Koote­
nay. This would give an abundance of 
coal for smelting from the mines along 
the pass, and would do more for finding 
a market for Manitoba products than 
the build.ng of the H. CB. R. At pre­
sent American butter, flour, cheese, oats, 
hay and other staples are being brought 
in from the States, the duty being pala. 
They are enabled to do tnis In the face 
of Canadian competition because of the 
round route by which Canadian goods 
have to go in. At present one butcher 
alone is buying 50 head of cattle per 
week on the ranches about Calgary and 
selling them In the Kootenay, 
could be trebled if the road were direct.

A despatch to the Pall Mall Gazette 
from Rome yesterday gives an account 
of the troubles which led to the divorce 
suit brought by the Baroness Gina So- 
brero, a brilliant writer, known under the 
nom de plume of Man tea, against R. W.

She 
is also connected with the family of ex- 
Premier GiolittL The Baroness, it ap­
pears from the testimony, met Wilcox in 
Turin, to which city he had been sent 
by the Hawaiian Government to study 
military tactics. He spent money freely 
and declared himself heir to the throne 
of Hawaii. The Baroness was smitten 
with the Hawaiian and succeeded in ob­
taining the consent of her family to their 
marriage, which was eventually cele­
brated with great pomp. Among the 
splendid presents received by the then 
happy couple, was one which appeared to 
have been sent from the “King of Ha­
waii.” The Baroness later on, accompa­
nied her husband to Hawaii, where, to 
her disgust and astonishment, she found 
Wilcox was really the son of a carpen­
ter and a Kanaka woman. When the Ba­
roness recovered from her surprise and 
consternation she reproached Wilcox with 
his perfidious conduct and he, feari 
she would denounce him, commenced 
treat her most cruelly and kept her un­
der lock and key. After a number of 
more or less romantic adventures, des­
cribed by the Baroness in her testimony, 
she returned to Italy where she succeed­
ed In obtaining a dissolution of her mar­
riage by the church on the ground that 
Wilcox was not a Catholic and now the 
Baroness has just succeeded in obtaining 
a legal civil divorce on the ground of 
“mistaken identity.”

H. W. McNeill, owner of the Anthra­
cite coal mines, in a recent interview, 
whilst In Winnipeg, stated that the out­
put from his mines was now about 20,- 
000 tons, which amount could have been 
very easily quadrupled if the demand 
had occasioned It. The market for this 
coal lies between Winnipeg and the 
Rockies, and the greater the demand the 
finer the price can be cut. 44 It's not a 
difficult thing to see that if a mine 
which with its staff of men and plant 
can turn out 100,000 tons a year is only 
running a quarter of that amount, the 
price must necessarily be higher in pro­
portion,” said Mr. McNeill, “because 
the price of coal is in direct proportion 
to the tonnage. We have a mine in 
Iowa that runs 100 tons an hour, or 30,- 
000 tons a month, and on that we are 
satisfied with a bare margin of 25 cents 
a ton profit. It mounts up to a good 
thing. Well, In putting in an expensive 
plant, and running a town, you may 
say, In connection with our mines, we 
were not counting on immediate proflt; 
we banked on the future. I tell you, 
this country’s all right. Twenty-five 
years ago I drove all through the re­
gion, now known as the Red River val­
ley.

ope or the far east. Nearly all the Eng­
lish newspapers refer seriously to the 
political crisis, the apparent isolation of 
Great Britain, and the policy pursued by 
Russia in the far east, as well as possi­
ble future steps which France may take. 
Even the most sober-minded London 
newspapers have become alarmed. Peo­
ple here are gradually becoming con­
vinced that British diplomacy has been 
out-manoeuvred by Russia, in spite of 
denials that that country obtained Impor­
tant concessions from China and Is pre­
pared to stop at nothing in order to com­
pel the Japanese to evacuate Chinese 
territory in accordance with the terms of 
the treaty of peace. In Armenia the sit­
uation grows graVer in view of the spread 
of a revolutionary feeling and the fact 
that England is liable to be left alone 
any moment to deal with the Sultan and 
the latter will thus be unlikely to carry 
out reforms in Armenia. In this crisis 
some of the English newspapers are find­
ing consolation in the sympathetic ut­
terances found in certain American 
papers, but there is no getting away 
from the fact that Great Britain is fac­
ing a dangerous crisis. Perhaps the mat­
ter may be best summed up in the fol­
lowing quotation from the St. James’ 
Gazette this afternoon referring to the 
danger ahead: “It is such as to make 
us anxious not to lose time In getting 
our naval and military armaments Into 
as complete a state of efficiency as cir­
cumstances will allow." Other news­
papers take the same view, and it Is un­
derstood the most important exchanges 
of messages have been taking place at 
the Foreign Office, although the officials 
there still profess to believe the danger 
has been greatly exaggerated.

NEW YORK SOCIETY WITNESSES 
'A MAGNIFICENT FUNCTION.

Complete Dessription of the Wed­
ding Garments and' the Cere- 

. monial—Beautiful Floral Decora­
tions—At the Feast

New York, Nov 6 —The trousseau prop- 
er of the Duchess of Marlborough was 
made in New York and in detail Is the 
most elaborate and costly outfit ever sel­
ected for an American bride. The wedding 

made by Donovan, is an elegant 
tton. The material is very rich ivory 

satin of a delicate cream tint, with a 
flounce ‘of point applique and point d’An­
gleterre Brussels lace 12 Inches deep, ar­
ranged In four horizontal rows across the 
front and sides of the skirt, entirely 
concealing the satin. On the right side 
is a tong spray of orange blossoms v 
trail on the front and side panel to 
skirt. The corsage Is draped with dhiffon 
gathered full from collar to waistband, 
partly covered with a deep flounq i lace 
which binds the collar and hanks in 
graceful folds to the belt. Triple fevers 
of lace project over the sleeves, which 
are pleated full into the armhole and 
cut in gauntlet style below the elbow, 
which is devoid of trimming. A spray of 
orange blossoms fastened on tfhe left 
shoulder hangs gracefully over the 
sleeves. The court train, which is a 
distinctive feature of court gowns, is 
five yards in length, falling in "double box 
pleats from top to bottom. The court 
train is fastened to the shoulder below 
the neckband and bordered with a deli­
cate embroidery of pearls and silver, rep­
resenting a rose leaf tied together with a 
true-lover’s knot. The train is regulation 
length prescribed by the Lord Chamber- 
lain for presentation to the Queen at the 
court of St. James, and the gown, with 
the addition of a decollette body, will be 
worn by the Duchess when presented to 
Her Majesty. The bridal veil is of rare 
Brussels lace, fastened with a wreath of 
orange blossoms. The lingerie is of the 
very finest silk, cambric and Irish linen 
with exquisite lace, but a full description 
of this part of the trousseau will not be 
given out for publication.

The gown worn by Mrs. Vanderbilt at 
the wedding is also by Donovan. It Is of 
Clel blue satin, the skirt full gored, cut 
long in the back, and is severely plain, 
save for a two-inch wide border of brown 
Russian sable, with which it is trimmed. 
The bodice is cut with a tight fitting 
coat, seamed back, terminating in two 
full box pleats, reaching some six inches 
below the waist line, separating to show 
two narrow bands of sable. The loose 
straight-jacket sides of cream applique 
lace are opened over a bouffant vest of 
white mousseline de soir, embroidered in 
a small vine pattern with sea green oval 
shaped pearls. The leaves join together 
with a delicate tracery of silver. Ap­
pliques of this embroidery finish at the 
top of the full elbow sleeves, which are 
finished at the lower edge with full twist 
applique lace. Edging each arm hole Is 
a narrow band of broton sable, which 
terminates in two tails of the same col­
ored fur, pendant from each shoulder 
over flounces of lace on the jacket. The 
toque matches the costume, the sable be­
ing arranged in the form of wings placed 
on the side.

The bridesmaids were gowned In pure 
white satin with broad girdles of del 
blue satin, ribbons the same color as 
used in Mrs. Vanderbilt's costume. They 
wore hats of royal blue velvet, broadly 
trimmed with a full gathered bell-shaped 
crown encircled with del blue satin rib­
bon finished on the right side with a 
chiffon rosette of the same color. On 
the left side the hats were trimmed with 
six large pale blue ostrich tips and white 
aigrettes and brims which turned sharp­
ly up in the back, fastened with full bows 
of del blue satin ribbon.

St. Thomas church was converted into 
a veritable conservatory of rare tropical 
foliage and vines. The walls were lined 
with rare palms. Vines were used to a 
large extent In the decoration of the ceil­
ing and grained 
background for 
white blossoms used in the decorations. 
The columns on either side of the aisle 
were banded with sashes of pink and 
white Chrysanthemums and brown aut- 
umnal foliages, crowning the columns 
and completely hiding the stone work 
from view. Palms, foliage, hanging ten­
drils and rare exotic columns supported 
the dome from base to capital, wound 
round broad sashes of pink and white 
chrysanthemums, while the dome was 
lavishly hung with massive strands of 
foliage, pink and white flowers, lilies, 
chrysanthemums and roses. Several ends 
of the garlands reached to the chancel 
rail, the two organ alcoves, right and 
left transepts and north and south gal­
leries. On the front galleries were .placed 
medallions of maple foliage contrasted 
with delicate tinted borgonvilla, hiding 
the wood work completely from view. 
Garlands of white and pink cosmeas were 
festooned along the gallery rail around 
the entire church. Hanging from the 
galleries suroundlng thç^ entire edifice 
were pink, green and mauve orchid plants 
offset by dark, green foliage. Across the 
chancel were three lofty arches of Gothic 
design, composed of asparagus, which 
formed the framework of thousands of 
bride roses and lilies. The chancel rail 
proper was concealed with trellis of lilies 
of the valley, the two gates being decor­
ated with ferns and white calleya, which 
is exceptional, owing to the scarcity of 
these flowers at this time of the year. 
Above the reredos on the ledges back of 
the chancel lofty palms and trailing vines 
were used, white and pink flowers, chry­
santhemums, roses, coses, cosmos and lil­
ies of the valley, 
vases were filled with eucharis, amazon- 
ica and ltiles. On each side of the cfoan- 
cel arch groups of dracenas, crotons, rare 
hot-house specimens, were placed, besides 
growing busfhes, bride roses backed 
against decania and caltoris. In the choir 
stalls were portieres of standard roses, 
growing pink lilies, which were arranged 
in such a way that the flowers graduated 
to the ttle floor. Pink and White alpine 
violets were used for the edges. In the 
place of the choice curtain partly con­
cealing the organs, three arches of white 
and pink roses, with grill work chrysan­
themums and cut palm foliage were er­
ected. The marble columns flanking the 
organ were entwined with sprays of 
climbing vines, with rose bushes grouped 
at the base. In the pulpit a century old 
palm was placed. Around the sides were 
garlands of orchids and maiden hair 
ferns. At each end of the pews were 
placed huge floral flambeaux 10 feet high, 
surmounted by feathery palms embel­
lished in pink with roses holding the 
torches in position. Entwining the staves 
were ribbons in white and pink satin, 
the tied bows draped to the floor. The 

tileries at the rear of the church were 
also decorated with palms nad flowers. 
The north transept and great #ast doors 
were framed with orchids, lilies, roses 
and chrysanthemums.

At the home of the bride the decora­
tions were unique as to scheme and col­
or. Pink tints predominated, 
mainly used in the decoration, were so 
grouped on the banks of chrysanthemums 
as to have the appearance of a court­
yard garden. The marble trellis of the 
staircase was draped with ferns, banked 
with pink and yellow chrysanthemums 
edged with roses of deeper pink. In the 
reception room a line of tall South Am­
erican tree ferns, over 800 years old, were 
arranged in front of all the windows fac­
ing Madison avenue. Five of these tree 
ferns were in the form of a canopy from 
which was suspended a bell of lilies of 
the valley, eight feet in circumference, 
under which Their Graces received the 
guests bidden to the breakfast. On 
trunks of ferns pink orchids were ar­
ranged. Pink chrysanthemums were used 
in banking the flower stands on the onyx 
mantle columns and doorjams. The wain­
scoting was banked with pink and white 
flowers, pink, the favorite color of the 
bride, predominating. The dining room 
was decorated entirely in pink and white. 
Lilies of the valley and exquisite pink 
orchids, brought especially from Blen­
heim, the ducal seat, were exclusively 
used.

British Fortifying the Country and Re- 
connoitering It.

Port Townsend, Wn., Nov. 4.—A party 
the head waters of theof miners from 

Yukon river, arrived and report that 
the Canadian Government Is establishing 
well-equipped fortifications commanding 
the bluffs overlooking strategic points 
of Forty-Mile Creek and elsewhere along 
the supposed International boundary 
line. A large company of Canadian mili­
tary police are busily engaged exploring 
the country for mountain passes, both 
In Alaska and Canadian territory. A 
loop of Forty-mile creek runs Into Brit­
ish territory, and to reach the most 
valuable mines it is necessary for Am­
erican miners to pass through small por­
tions of foreign territory. The river is 
very narrow, and the police have erect­
ed on the over-towering cliffs, fortresses 
which completely guard travel On the 
river. At several other points breast­
works of stone have been erected. On 
the whole the actions of the police indi­
cate that preparations are being made 
to accommodate large squads of militia 
at various points along the boundary, 
particularly In the vicinity of the placer 
mipes. However, the police are very 
kind towards American miners, render­
ing them every assistance ijpsslble and 
In many other ways bestowing small fa­
vors. In the entire area of country in 
British territory small detachments at­
tired in citizens’ clothes have visited all 
the important mining camps, reconnoit- 
ering the surrounding country. What 
the object was they would net state. 
On the British side are stationed cus­
toms and judicial officers, and a good 
system of municipal Government is 
maintained. The miners bring news 
that the country last spring was flooded 
with fully a thousand Inexperienced men 
who rushed into the mines, and were 
bitterly disappointed. They now pre­
dict that before the approaching winter 
Is over much suffering will be experi­
enced. There is not enough food in the
