He found the iniquitous
and demoralizing rule—“to the victors
belong the spoils”—~in full eway ; and he
replaced it with a system of ypromotion
by merit, which has just been extended
to all of the service that can be governed
by general rules.. Ii ia hard to piciure
the state of the American civil scrvice in
the old days. Every official held bis
position by political tenure, and a change
of Government meant a turning inside
out of the public ofices. Skill snd ex.
perience counted for very little, and
political “pull” was the “uvpin sesame”
to everythibg. My Clevelnd  won NI
fiter election in 1884 as a civil service reg
former, and hes just completed the lega,
part of this gigantic task. La-t week by
ioaned & final exesutive arder luinyin
all public officers under the civi! serviee
rules and ihe merit system excepl those
of a strictly confidential naturs, where
the rules could not be } rofirtahly applied.
Now 85,188 places in the civil service
are under the rules, and 775 are not.
