Since its introduction into Canada 
the Oxford Down has proved itself 
well adapted to the country;and being 
of a very hardy and robust constitu­
tion, it is as well suited to the pur­
poses of the ordinary farmer as'to the 
stockman. The ewes are great 
breeders and good mothers, raising a 
couple of lambs well, and at the Same 
time keeping themselves in good 
order, while the strength of their con­
stitution is evidenced by the fact that 
they will breed until the age of twelve 
or thirteen, and also raise their lambs 
well. The lambs, when well fed, will 
weigh as high as 180 lbs. Yearling 
rams can be made to weigh 380 lbs., 
and aged rams as high as 450 lbs. As 
to their wool-yielding qualities, rams 
will shear as much as lb or 16 lbs. at 
a year’s growth; and an average flock 
of old and young ewes will give on an 
average U or 12 lbs. of unwashed 
wool, the wool being very jlne in 
quality,

Oxford Downs should have a nice, 
dark face, but «sometimes there is a 
small grey spot on the top of the nose; 
the head should be well covered 
with wool, and they should have a 
good topknot on the forehead. Their 
frames should be large, with well- 
placed shoulders and wide breasts. 
The fleece should be fine and close. 
The mutton is firm, well-grained with 
lean meat, and of fine flavor. For 
crossing common ewes the Oxford 
Downs are unequalled, their prepo­
tency being very strong, so much so 
that I have seen a flock on which five 
crosses had been made which could 
not be distinguished from purebreeds. 
My first importation of Oxford Downs 
was made in the year 1881, and I have 
adhered steadily to them ever since, 
occasionally adding fresh blood to my 
flock, being fully impressed with the 
merits of the breed. The Oxford 
Down is steadily gaining ground. As 
an instance of the increasing popu­
larity of the breed, I might mention 
that I have this year sold over fifty 
rams and forty ewes during the pres­
ent season: In fact I cannot supply 
the demand, for wherever they are in­
troduced they early become favorites.

The progress made during the past 
year places the Legion ip a very 
nourishing condition.

Since its introduction into Canada 
the Oxford Down has proved itself 
well adapted to the country ;and being 
of a very hardy and robust constitu­
tion, it is as well suited to the pur­
poses of the ordinary farmer as to the 
stockman. The ewes are great 
breeders and good mothers, raising a 
couple of lambs well, and at the same 
time keeping themselves in good 
order, while the strength of their con­
stitution is evidenced by the fact that 
they will breed until the age of twelve 
or thirteen, and also raise their lambs 
well. The lambs, when well fed, will 
weigh as high as 180 lbs. Yearling 
rams can be made to weigh 380 lbs., 
and aged rams as high as 450 lbs. As 
to their wool-yielding qualities, rams 
will shear as much as lo or 16 lbs. at 
a year’s growth; and an average flock 
of old and young ewes will give on an 
average U or 12 lbs. of unwashed 
wool, the wool being very fine in 
quality.

Oxford Downs should have a nice, 
dark face, but sometimes there is a 
small grey spot on the top of the nose; 
the head should be well covered 
with wool, and they should have a 
good topknot on the forehead. Their 
frames should be large, with well- 
placed shoulders and wide breasts. 
The fleece should be fine and close. 
The mutton is firm, well-grained with 
lean meat, and of fine flavor. jFor 
crossing common ewes the Oxford 
Downs' are unequalled, their prepo­
tency being very strong, so much so 
that I have seen a flock on which five 
crosses had been made which could 
not be distinguished from purebreeds. 
My first importation of Oxford Downs 
was made in the year 1881, and 1 have 
adhered steadily to them ever since, 
occasionally adding fresh blood.to my 
flock, being fully impressed with the 
merits of the breea. The Oxford 
Down is steadily gaining ground. As 
an instance of the increasing popu­
larity of the breed, I might mention 
that I have this year sold over - fifty 
rams and forty ewes during the pres­
ent season; In fact I cannot supply 
the demand, for wherever they are in­
troduced they early become favorites.

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TOLL THE BELL SLOWLY
Mayor Goldie Joins the Silent 

Majority

AFTER A BRIEF ILLNESS

Sympathy and Mourning Expressed 
on All Sides'.

THE FUNERAL ON SATURDAY

Mayor Goldie is dead. He first 
took sick two weeks ago last Sunday 
when he went to bed. On the fol­
lowing day he felt slightly better 
and went to the office to work. On 
Thursday he got a fresh cold, but re­
mained up till 4 o’clock on Friday. 
He then went to bed, suffering from a 
severe attack of la grippe. At first 
the trouble settled in his head, but on 
Monday it turned to pneumonia and 
he was delirious from that time Up to 
his death, which occurred at 12.45 on 
Friday morning.

During all this time the best medical 
aid possible was at his bedside and 
all the assistance that loving hands 
could give was tendered, but they 
could not arrest the terrible malady 
that was upon him.

Mr. Goldie was married in 1876 to 
Miss Emma J, Mitchell, who, together 
with three daughters and two sons 
who range between the ages of 18 
months and 13 years, survive him. 
To these mourners and to his father, 
mother and brothers the citizens will 
extend their deepest sympathy.

HISTORY OP HIS LIFE.
Thomas Goldie ^as born in Pater 

son, N. J., on July 9th, 1850, being the 
eldest son of James Goldie, Esq. 
When eight years of age his parents 
removed to Guelph, where the subject 
of this sketch has resided almost 
continously ever since. He attended 
the schools here, but afterwards 
finished up his studies by taking 
a course at Eastman’s Commercial 
College in Poughkeepsie. He 
then returned to Guelph and 
after a short interval assumed the 
management of the People’s Mills. In 
1881 he was elected an alderman for 
St, David’s ward and afterwards sat 
at the Board for the years 1883-84-85-90. 
At the election in January, 1891, he 
was elected Mayor of the city, and 
again this year had the same honor 
conferred upon him without op 
position.

Mr. Goldie was a lover of amateur 
base ball and cricket, and in the 
palmy days of the old Maple Leafs he 
was president of the club for several 
years. Although an ardent devotee 
of the diamond he gradually drifted 
into the cricket field and for the past 
two years has held the position of 
President of the Ontario Cricket 
Association.

He was a member of the Dominion 
Millers’ Association and similar 
honors to those he received from other 
organizations awaited him in this, he 
being at once made president of the 
Association.

HIS POLITICS,
hroughout the county Mr. Goldie 

wa^pW*aps deal known as President 
of the Conservative Association of the 
South Riding of Wellington, an office 
whic\ he has held for several years 
He had the faculty of inspiring his 
fcllo^rs with enthusiasm, and thus

special meeting, as did also the Board 
of Education, both bodies passing 
resolutions of condolence with the 
bereaved family.

On learning of the death of his son, 
Mr. James Goldie became prostrated, 
and the family insisted on his going 
to bed. No serious results are antici­
pated from his condition.

Mr. Goldie took a deep interest in 

educational matters and sat at the 
School Board as a High School Trus­
tee for the years 1882-3-4.

Touching Tribute to the Memory of a 
Good Man.

The Yen, Arc! deacon preached Sun­
day morning from 1st Cor. x : 
38 : “But God giveth it a body as it 
hath pleased him, and to every seed 
his own body.”

He said : There is much sickness 
and sorrow and death around us, and 
I would dwell this morning on the 
victory won by our Saviour in His 
resurrection over the sting of death,as 
a theme abounding in lessons of 
consolation even in our darkest horns 
of sorrow.

The throne itself is 
in mourning, and we know that even 
in our own neighborhood many 
mothers, like Rachel of old, will not 
be comforted, because the joy of their 
hearts is taken from their sight. Only 
yesterday in our own town all creeds 
and nationalities and classes as­
sembled to pay the last tribute of re­
spect to one who filled no ordinary

fdace among us, and who was sudden- 
y cut down in the very prime of his 

life of usefulness. He had endeared 
himself to all as a high-minded, 
honourable and truthful man,of broad 
sympathies and kindly affections. In 
public life he had the good will and 
respect even of his opponents, and in 
the private circle of his friends.among 
whom I rejoice to include myself, no 
one could be more highly esteemed. 
Honourable and upright in the fulfil 
ment o? all temporal duties^ so like­
wise, I am assured by /Aim who 
spiritually miflistered to hiSkathat he 
was mindful also ol his dutyfto God— 
though not given to talk ol his re­
ligious feelings. But “By thjir fruits 
ye shall know them.” Through ac­
cident I heard a touching instance of 
his sympathy for the needy oru the eve 
of the last Christmas festival. That 
evening it impressed itself, on his 
mind that within the range of his own 
acquaintance there might be some 
who had not all things needful to make 
the festival a day of rejoicing, and 
who were too sensitive y> let their 
need be known. On that evening then 
accompanied by a boy, he set out in 
conveyance with a large supply c 
Christmas cheer, and left baskets wel 
furnished at the doors of many, 
quietly and unostentatiously, so that 
they scarcely knew who their benefac­
tor was. The Hags waving at half 
mast from all the public build 
ings, and the emblems of mourn 
ing through the city are tokens 
of the general grief at the loss of so 
good a citizen and so true a friend to 
all. Seeing the sudden removal of one 
who to all human appearance could so 
ill be spared, we are apt to wonder in 
our inmost thoughts why such be 
reavements should be. But, we are 
assured by lips that never err. d, thaï 
those things that mow appear so dark 
and inscrutable will in the end bt 
made clear. In the words of the Holy 
One to St. Petqr, “What I do thou 
knowest not now,but thou shah know 
hereafter.” Yes, at present we see 
through a glass darkly, but then face 
to face. To every one the Gethsemane 
of life must come sooner or later. It 
may be the .Gethsemane of long and 
weary sickness. It may be the Geth 
semanes of farewells that wring the 
heart by the death beds of thou we 
love. But Christ Himself, who bore 
the burden of our sins in His Geth 
semane—and being in agony prayed— 
was in such a case as this, as in all 
others, our perfect example. And if 
we go to Him, even when in agony, in 
His appointed way, He will hasten to 
comfort us. He who burst the bonds 
of death will enable us to realize that 
for the frail, weak body there is 
resurrection—for the soul, a blessed 
immortality. Thy dead men shall 
live, with bodies glorified and souls 
washed free from all blots and stains 
in the precious blood of the Lamb,and 
the wondrous words of grandeur of 
the apostle, full of sweetness like the 
songs of the Holy Angels, will thrill 
our very hearts. “We shall not all 
sleep, but we shall all be changed in a 
moment—in the twinkling of an eye— 
at the last trump, for the trumpet 
shall sound and the dead shall be 
raised incorruptible, and we shall be 
changed.” He then dwelt on the 
glories of the resurrection body. It 
will hunger and thirst no more, no 
more will it be liable to pain,to weari 
ness, to the infirmities of old age, no 
more to sickness or death, for the 
principle of moral and physical evil 
will be forever extinguished. And 
though it doth not yet appear what 
we shall be, yet we are told we shall 
be like our Saviour, in possession of a 
glorified body. He then dwelt on the 
doctrine of a perfect recognition as 
one of the joy s of thë perfect consumma 
tion of bliss both in body and soul, 
giving several proofs from Scripture, 
and closed with a touching perora­
tion on the joyful reunion of 
those who died in the Lord,and whose 
forms we have laid in the grave,pallid 
with the hues of mortality, but now 
radiant in the fruition of the Beatific 
vision-

for For Killing American Sailors In Val­
paraiso.

Nbw York, Feb. 5.—The Herald’» 
Valparaiso dispatch say6: Judge of 
Crimes Foster yesterday passed sent­
ence in the long-pending and much- 
discussed Baltimore case. Hie sent­
ence is subject to review by the Court 
of Appeals. The document covers 180 

Ffnancé;t,pages| and goes all over tjie evidence 
~ against the accused, and compares it 

closely with the evidence presented 
1er the prisoners. The finding of the 
court is as followsi Charles Arena, 
alias Gomez, sentenced to 540 days’ 
imprisonment for wounding William 
Turnbull, the coal-heaver of the Balti­
more, who died of his injuries; 300 
days for public disorder, sixty days 
for carrying a revolver, and twenty 
days for giving an assumed name. 
This makes a total of 920 days. Jose 
Ahumeda, sentenced to 320 days’ im-

frisonment for Injuring Turnbull ;
rederico Rodriguez, sentenced to 140 

days’ imprisonment for wounding 
boatswain's mate Charles W. Biggin, 
another of the murdered American 
seamen, for public disorder and for 
carrying a knife. It is held by Judge 
Foster that the evidence does not 
show that Rodriguez killed Riggin. 
On the contrary it is claimed that 
Biggin’s death was caused by a shot 
which was fired by some unknown 
person. Gomerz and Rodriguez,under 
the Chilian penal code, must pay the 
families of Turnbull and Riggin 
damages. The damages are recover­
able by civil suit.

loss. There is much excitement over 
the news in naval circles. The troop­
ship Tyne has left here to assist the 
flagship.

Later.—Vice Admiral Sir George 
Tryon has sailed id the Scout with 
salvage material for Platea, where 
the Victoria is aground. Several other 
warships arc on the spot, The 6tore 
ship Humber has just sailed, taking 
powerful pumps with her, as the 
Victoria struck amidships on a rock 
and four compartments are now full 
of water. The euooess of the efforts to 
save her from becoming a total wreck 
depends on the state of the weather.

The Victoria, formerly the Renown, 
is a twin screw battle ship, of 10,470 
tons displacement. She was com­
pleted in 1889 and went into commis­
sion in March, 1890, serving as flag­
ship of Vice Admiral Sir A. Hoskins, 
K. C. B , commanding the Med iter 
ranean fleet, who was relieved last 
summer by Vice Admiral Sir George 
A. Tryon, K. U. B. Her chief officers 
are : Captain, the Honorable Maurice 
A.Bourke, commanding ; Commander, 
H. S. F. Niblett ; Fleet Surgeon, Thos. 
Bolster ; Fleet Paymaster, W. H. 
Bowen ; Fleet Engineer, Felix Fore­
man ; Chaplain, S. 8. O. Morris. The 
Victoria is 340 feet long and 70 feet 
wide at her widest point. She is 
sister ship to the Sans Pareil,” and 
rates as a first class armored battle 
ship. For a distance of 162 feet along 
the water line, opposite the turret and 
the machinery further aft, she has a 
belt of compound armor sixteen inches 
thick. Above this the redoubt that 
supports the turret, the turret itself, 
and the cunning tower are protected 
by compound armor eighteen inches 
thick. Extending from the turret to 
each side, at an angle of 45 degrees 
with the keel, are armored bulkheads 
six inches thick, and a 3-inch bulk 
extends straight across the ship, pro­
tecting six of her twelve 6-inch guns. 
The Victoria’s main battery consists 
of two 110 ton 16J inch breech-loading 
rifles in the turret forward; one 10- 
inch breech-loader, with only shield 
protection on the upper deck, in 
the stern, and twelve 6-inch 
breech-loaders on the main deck, also 
with only shield protection except 
the armored bulkheads above 
mentioned. Her secondary batter 
contains twenty-one rapid-fire 
pounders and 3-pounders, and she has 
also eight machine guns. The Vic 
toria’s 110-ton guns have been in 
trouble ever since they were first put 
in service, a tendency to droop at the 
muzzle having shown itself. Only 
six such guns are afloat in the British

morning at 7.30 o’clock, and it was at­
tended to with such alacrity that be 
fere 8 o’clock half a hundred police­
men were on their way to the re­
formatory down the bay, where the 
biggest riot ever seen there was in pro­
gress. Three hundred prisoners had 
overcome the guard and taken posses­
sion of the reformatory, and were reck­
lessly destroying property when the 
police arrived.

The trouble began last night, when 
one of the officials named Morrill tried 
to put a prisoner in the guard house. 
There was a concerted rush with the 
intention of rescuing the prisoner, 
Morrill drew his revolver and shout­
ed: “Stand' back or I’ll blow your 
brains out "

Other officers came running up, and | p°8n our 
then the prisoners discreetly dispersed 
and went to their dormatories, where 
they passed the night in smoking, 
singling, shouting and dancing. All 
night the men had their clubs with 
them, end the officers failed to interfere.

This morning after breakfast vthe 
prisoners rushed into the yard 30 
strong. They broke into the store 
sheds and seized pickaxes, chisels, 
hammers and iron drills, all of which 
they threw into the harbor. They 
then attacked the guard house and 
nearly demolished it, and were break­
ing windows when the Boston police 
arrived.

All but about 200 went quietly to 
their cells. The others massed them­
selves to resist the police, and with 
their pickaxes, crowbars and ice 
picks made a formidable appearance 
The police charged upon them with 
clubs drawn, and for fifteen minutes 
there was a red hot scrimmage in 
which nearly two score of men, all 
prisoners, had their heads laid open 
and were taken to the hospital for re­
pairs. Half a dozen policeman were 
somewhat bruised, but none were 
seriously hurt.

After the men had been overpowered 
in the big hall and were being placed 
in their cells they again resisted and 
renewed the attack upon the officers.
This outbreak was quickly quelled, 
however. Mayor Matthews went to 
the island at noon to investigate the 
affairs at the institution and he will 
remain all night,

The Queen’s Speech Read by the Lord 
Chancellor.

London, Feb. 9.—Parliament opened 
here to-day. At two o’clock there was 
a fair sprinkling of members in the 
House, though Ministers and ex- 
Ministers were, as a body, conspicu­
ous by their absence. There was a 
general buz* of conversation until 
Black Rod called her Majesty’s faith­
ful Commoners to the bar of the House 
of Lords to hear her Majesty’s most 
gracious speech read. The Common­
ers walked to the Lords’ Chamber, 
where, standing by the woolsack near 
the throne, the Lord Chancellor, read 
the Queen’s speech as follows :
My Lords and Gentlemen :

I am persuaded that you have deep' 
ly participated in the terrible sorrow 
which has afflicted me and my family 
in tne loss, at a moment when the 
prospects of his life appeared happiest 
of my dearly beloved grandson,Prince 
Albert Victor, Duke of Clarence and 
Avondale.

I trust this measure will 
conduce both to the development of 
the Sultan's dominion and to the pro­
motion of British commerce on the 
East African coast.

The guest who probably had thi 
most narrow,, and at the same timi 
most marvelous escape, was M. L.| 
Harman, a travelling salesman for 
8t. Louis wholesale grocery house, 
He registered at the hotel on Saturda- 
evening with his wife, “I had 
room, on the sixth floor," said Mr 
Harman, “and was aroused from my| 
sleep by a loud, roaring noise, and b; 
the sound of a whistle, which I thin, 
was from one of the engines on th 
elevated road. I opened my door and 
discovered that the stairway leading| 
to the lower floors was in a blaze. T" 
hallway was filled with smoke and 
it poured into mv room as long as the] 
door was open, I quickly closed 
knowing that there was no escape 
that way. I then went to the wit dow 
and opened it and there seemed to be 
as much smoke on the outside as there 
was in the hallway, for-the room soon I 
filled with smoke from that direction. 
Both my wife and I would have 
suffocated in the room had I not taken 
two towels which I soaked with water, 
These we used to keep the smoke out 
of our lungs by holding them over our 
mouths and nostrils. I tried to find a 
fire escape near our window, but there 
was none, and I thought at one time 
that we should never get out of the 
room alive. It was certain death to 
jump six storeys, and as it was either 
that or burn to death, I said to my 
wife : “Mattie, I am going to shoot 
you and then kill myself."

I concluded that it would be better 
to die that way than burn to death, 
and as I always sleep with a revolver 
under my pillow, I hurried to the box 
to get it. By this time the flames 
were coming up through the cracks 
in the floor and through the door. 
Just as I was about to shoot my wife 
the floor fell with a crash, and we 
went down probably two storeys. The 
flooring stopped opposite a window 
and my wife jumped out and landed 
on the portico beneath. A rope was 
hanging out of this window, and with 
this assistance I managed to get down 
another storey, but here I slipped to 
the portico beside my wife. I picked 
her up, but was unable to carry her, 
and, as I was almost suffocated, as 
the fire injured me, I was endeavoring 
to find a ladder and try to carry her 
down to the street, when two firemen 
took her from me. How I reached the 
street I don’t know.”

THE ITL-FATED LINER.

All the Specie Landed From the Eider
London, Feb. 3.—The lifeboat^ have 

this morning made several journeys to 
and from the stranded steamer Eider, 
and have succeeded in landing all the 
specie from the steamer. They have 
also landed several sacks of mail, 
which are in a wet condition. It is 
reported there are 400 sacks of mail 
matter still on the steamer.

At two, o’clock this morning the 
steamer Havel, which sailed -from 
New York January 26, arrived at 
Southampton. The agents at South­
ampton, of the German Lloyd Com­
pany, had arranged for all the passen­
gers of the ill-fated Eider who desired 
to proceed to Bremen to travel from 
Southampton by the Havel. They 
boarded that steamer, and shortly 
after two o’clock proceeded for 
Bremen.

The Eider’s specie has left Herfield, 
accompanied by an armed escort, and 
will be re-shipped by a North German 
Lloyd steamer at Cowes.

At nightfall the Eider was in the 
same position. The sea had fallen.

The remainder of the mail bags 
have been landed.

THEY PERISHED BY FIRE.

A Mother and Two Children Burned to 
Death at Mattaw*.

Mattawa, Ont., Feb. 9.—Between 
and 7 this morning a fire broke out in 
a frame building on Main street, own 
ed by the Earl estate and occupied by 
M. Rothschild. The fire appears to 
have originated in the lower fiat 
which was used as a tailor shop and 
gents' furnishing store, and so rapidly 
did it spread that Mrs. M. Rothschild 
and little girl aged about six, and 
baby of about 16 months, who were in 
the upper flat, perished in the flames. 
The building, which was wholly of 
pine, rapidly succumbed, and the 
flames communicated to N. Gauvre 
ans’ large store and house and ginger 
ale factory, all of which were destroy 
ed. Had it not been for the work of 
the fire engine and the exertions of 
the fire brigade, nobly seconded by 
large crowd of spectators, the whole 
portion of the village east and south 
of where the fire originated as far as 
O'Farrell's corner, must have been 
swept out of existence. Loss about

Three Men andra Number of Cattle 
Killed- No Passengers Hurt.

Kansas City, Feb. 7.—The limited 
passenger tram No. 52 from Chicago, 
bound for Kansas City, left Centraiia 
at 6 o’clock this morning behind time. 
Before reaching Larabee, five miles 
West of Centraiia, the train had 
attained a speed of 45 miles an hour. 
At Larabee the switch of a siding h’ad 
been left open and the passenger train 
dashed through it ana into a stock 
train that was standing on the siding. 
The presence of mind of the engineer 
doubtless saved the lives of many 
passengers, as when the train passed 
the switch he put on the air brake, 
and before the engine crashed 
into the stock, train the speed 
of the passenger train had 
been very materially reduced. 
The two engines came together with 
such force that they were wedged 
tightly together. The mail and bag­
gage cars were derailed, but were not 
wrecked. Two of the stock care load­
ed with cattle were demolished, and 
many of the cattle killed. The fire­
man and engineer of the stock train 
were instantly killed, and the fireman 
of the passenger train so severely in­
jured that he died within an hour. 
The baggageman of the passenger 
train had his arm broken, and the 
engineer of the passenger train had a 
leg broken. Not a passenger received 
so jpuch as a scratch.

Halifax, N. S., Feb. 4.—Messrs. 

Jones and Farrell, Liberals, and 
Messrs. Kenny and Stairs, Conserva­
tives, were nominated to-day to con­
test Halifax for the Commons. A 
large meeting of each party was held 
this evening,at which speeches by the 
candidates and others were delivered. 

EAST BRUCE.
• Walihrton, Feb. 4.—The candi­
dates nominated to-day for East 
Bruce were Mr. Truax on the Liberal 
side, and Mr. Cargill, Conservative. 
The electors were addressed by the 
candidates and by Mr. Somerville, M.

THREE CHILIANS SENTENCED

— ,c-~

For Killing American Sailors in Val­
paraiso.

New York. Feb. 6.—The Herald’» 
Valparaiso dispatch says: Judge of 
Crimes Foster yesterday passed sent­
ence in the long-pending and much- 
discussed Baltimore case. Hie sent­
ence is subject to review by the Court 
of Appeals. The document covers 180 
pages, and goes all over the evidence 
against the accused, and compares it 
closely with the evidence presented 
fer the prisoners. The finding of the 
court is as follows: Charles Arena, 
alias Gomes, sentenced to 640 days’ 
imprisonment for wounding William 
Turnbull, the coal-heaver of the Balti­
more, who died of his injuries; 300 
days for public disorder, sixty days 
for carrying a revolver, and twenty 
days for giving an assumed name. 
This makes a total of 920 days. Jose 
Ahumeda, sentenced to 320 days’ im-

frisonment for injuring Turnbull ;
rederico Rodriguez, sentenced to 140 

days’ imprisonment for wounding 
boatswain’s mate Charles W. Biggin, 
another of the murdered American 
seamen, for public disorder and for 
carrying a knife. It is held by Judge 
Foster that the evidence does not 
show that Rodriguez killed Riggin. 
On the contrary it is claimed that 
Biggin’s death was caused by a shot 
which was fired by some unknown 
person. Gomerz and Rodriguez,under 
the Chilian peual code, must pay the 
families of Turnbull and Riggin 
damages. The damages are repover- 
ahle by civil suit.

Congress will meet again in April, 
Washinoton, Feb. 6.—It is under­

stood that Capt. W. S. Schley has 
received a promise from the secretary 
of the navy that the Baltimore will be 
ordered as a flagship of the Asiatic 
station at an early date. Capt. Schley 
w II join the Baltimore at San Fran­
cisco on Feb. 12.

London, Feb ft.—The correspondent 
of the Times at Valparaiso says: The 
police guard at the house of Mr. Egan, 
the United State- minister at Santiago, 
is maintained by the Chilian authori­
ties with a view of preventing an 
attack at the instance Of the roughs. 
This fact, the correspondent says, 
threatens to bring about a re opening 
of the difficulty with the UnitedStates. 
The correspondent further says the 
police judge at Valparaiso has i: 
creased the severity of the sentences 
imposer, upon the assailants of the 
sailors of the United States ship Bal­
timore.

H. M. S. “VICTORIA" ASHORE.

Sir. C. Tryon’s Flagship On a Rock.
Malta. Feb. 2.—Admiral Tryon’s 

flagship, H. M. S. “Victoria,” has 
gone ashore near PUtea, in Greece, 
and is in danger of becoming a total 
loss. There is much excitement over 
the news in naval circles. The troop­
ship Tÿne has left here to assist the 
flagship.

Later.—Vice Admiral Sir George 
Tryon has sailed in the Scout with 
salvage material for Platea, where 
the Victoria is aground. Several other 
warships gro on the spot. The store- 
ship Humber has just sailed, taking 
powerful pumps with her, as the 
Victoria struck amidships on a rock 
gnd four compartments are now full
s» véTîêr’from*becomingVtotafwrick 
depends on the state of the weather.

■ Tue Victoria, formerly the Renown, 
is a twin screw battle ship of 10,470 
tons displacement. She was com­
pleted in 1889 and went into commis­
sion in March, 1890, serving as flag­
ship of Vice Admiral Sir A. Hoskins, 
K. C. B , commanding the Mediter 
ranean fleet, who was relieved last 
summer by Vice Admiral Sir George 
A. Tryon, K. U. B. Her chief officers 
are : Captain, the Honorable Maurice 
A.Bourke, commanding ; Commander, 
H. S. F. Niblett ; Fleet Surgeon, Thos. 
Bolster ; Fleet Paymaster, W. H. 
Bowen ; Fleet Engineer, Felix Fore­
man ; Chaplain, S. S. O. Morris. The 
Victoria is 340 feet long and 70 feet 
wide at her widest point. She is a 
sister ship to the Sans Pareil,” and 
rates as a first class armored battle 
ship. For a distance of 162 feet along 
the water line, opposite the turret and 
the machinery further aft, she has a 
belt of compound armor sixteen inches 
thick. Above this the redoubt that 
supports the turret, the turret itself, 
and the cunning tower are protected 
by compound armor eighteen inches 
thick. Extending from the turret to 
each side, at an angle of 46 degrees 
with the keel, are armored bulkheads 
six inches thick, and a 3-inch bulk- 
extends straight across the ship, pro­
tecting six of her twelve 6-inch guns. 
The Victoria’s main battery consists 
of two 110 ton 161 inch breech-loading 
rifles in the turret forward; one 10- 
inoh breech-loader, with only shield 
protection on the upper deck, in 
the stern, and twelve 6-inch 
breech-loaders on the main deck, also 
with only shield protection except 
the armored bulkheads above 
mentioned. Her secondary battery 
oontains twenty-one rapid-fire 6- 
pounders and 3-pounders, and she has 
also eight machine guns. The Vic­
toria’s 110-ton guns have been in 
trouble ever since they were first put 
in service, a tendency to droop at the 
muzzle having shown itself. Only 
six such guns are afloat in the British 
Navy, the Sans Pareil and the Benbow 
having two each, The Victoria's 
speed is 163 knots on 14,000 indicated 
horse power. She can carry 1,200 tons 
of coal, SgbéCh will give her a cruising 
limif of 7ju00 knots at a 10-knot speed. 
The1 Victoria's type has been gradually 
otondetoned by navy experts because 
her direct stern fire is limited to one 
10-inch and two 6-inch guns, all un­
protected except by shields.

LIGHTERING THE SHIP.
London, Feb. 2.—Despatches from 

Athens this morning say that the 
work of lightering the battle ship 
Victoria,ashore on the coast of Greece, 
is proceeding, and that no attempt to 
pull her off will be made until this 
work is completed and until the large 
eteam pumps which are used for such 
purposes have been fitted into her.

The Trouble Was Caused by the Over­
crowding of the Institution.

Boston, Feb. 5.—“Send us fifty 
policemen, quick.” Such was the tele­
phone message received from Deer 
Island by Superintendent Eld red ge, of 
the goston police department this 
morning at 7.30 o’clock, and it was at­
tended to with such alacrity that be­
fore 8 o’clock half a hundred police­
men were on their way to the re­
formatory down the bay, where the 
biggest riot ever seen there was in pro­
gress. Three hundred prisoners had 
overcome the guard and taken posses­
sion of the reformatory,and were reck­
lessly destroying property when the 
police arrived.

The trouble began last night, when 
one of the officials named Morrill tried 
to put a prisoner in the guard house. 
There was a concerted rush with the 
intention of rescuing the prisoner. 
Morrill drew his revolver and shout­
ed: “Stand back or I’ll blow your 
brains out.”

Other officers came running up, and 
then the prisoners discreetly dispersed 
and went to their dormatories, where 
they passed the night in smoking, 
singin'g, shouting and dancing. 1 All
aifrlit «he men had their clubs Dflth
them, and the officers failed to interfere.

This morning after breakfast sthe 
prisoners rushed into the yard 30 
strong. They broke into the store 
sheds and seized pickaxes, chisels, 
hammers and iron drills, all of which 
they threw ipto the harbor. They 
then attacked the guard house and 
nearly demolished it, and were break­
ing windows when the Boston police 
arrived.

All but about 200 went quietly to 
their cells. The others massed them­
selves to resist the police, and with 
their pickaxes, crowbars* and ice 
aicks made a formidable appearance. 
The police charged upon them with 
clubs drawn, and for fifteen minutes 
there was a red hot scrimmage in 
which nearly two score of men, all 
prisoners, had their heads laid open 
and were taken to the hospital for re­
pairs. Half a dozen policemen were 
somewhat bruised, but none were 
seriously hurt.

After the men had been overpowered 
in the big hall and were being placed 
in their cells they again resisted and 
renewed t‘he attack upon the officers. 
This outbreak was quickly quelled, 
however. Mayor Matthews went to 
the island at noon to investigate the 
affairs at the institution and he will 
remain all night,

After the delivery of the addresses 
and the offering of prayers, a telegram 
of condolence from the Prince of 
Wales and a message from Mr. Moody, 
the American evangelist, quoting the 
25th and 26th verses of the 11th chap, 
of St. John, were read. Upon the 
conclusion ol the services the coffin 
was conveyed to a hearse beautifully’ 
decorated with flowers, and taken to 
the railway station for conveyance to 
London. The hearse was followed by 
a number of cariages containing the 
mourners and by quite a number of 
persons on foot.

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IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

The Queen’s Speech Bead by the Lord 
Chancellor.

London, Feb. 9.—Parliament opened 
here to-day. At two o’clock there was 
a lair sprinkling of members In the 
House, though Ministers and ex- 
Mlnlsters were, as a. body, conspicu­
ous by their absence. There was a 
general buss of conversation until 
Black Bod called her Majesty’s faith- 
lui Commoners to the bar of the House 
of Lords to hear her Majesty’s most 
gracious speech read. The Common­
ers walked to the Lords’ Chamber, 
where, standing by the woolsack near 
the throne, the Lord Chancellor, read 
the Queen’s speech as follows :
Jfy Ùekds and Gentlemen :

X am persuaded that you-have deep 
'■y participated in the terrible sorrow 
~which has afflicted me and my family

n

In tne loss, at a moment when the 
prospOots of hie life appeared happiest, 
of my dearly beloved grandson,Prince 
Albert Yicton Duke of Clarence and 
Avondale. It has been a solace to us 
in our grief to have received from all 
classes and conditions of my subjects 
from all parts of the Empire, as well 
as from foreign countries, most touch­
ing assurances of deep sympathy 
under our grievous affliction and the 
expression of their affectionate regard 
and appreciation for the dear young 
Prince whom they have lost by this 
great calamity.

My relations with other powers con­
tinue friendly. 1 have lost in the 
Viceroÿ of Egypt a loyal ally, whose 
wise government had in the space of 
a few years largely contributed to 
restore prosperity and peace to his 
country." I have entire confidence that 
the same sagacious policy will be fol­
lowed by his son, wno has been named 
his successor in accordance with pre­
vious agreement by his Imperial 
Majesty the Sultan.

An agreement has been concluded 
with the United States defining the 
mode in which, the disputes as to the 
seal fisheries in the Behring sea shall 
be referred to arbitration.

Zanzibar has been established as a 
free port by the Sultan, with my con­
currence. I trust this measure will 
conduce both to the development of 
the Sultan’s dominion and to the pro­
motion of British commerce on the 
East African coast.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The estimates for the public service 
of the ensuing year will be laid before

Sou. They have been prepared with 
ue regard to financial economy.

My Lords and Gentlemen :
Proposals will be laid before you for 

applying to Ireland the general prin­
ciples affecting local governments 
which have already been adopted in 
Great Britain. I trust it may he pos­
sible to consider provisions as to 
English local government, which for 
want of time it was necessary to omit 
from the bill.

Measures for increasing the number 
of small holdings of land in agricul­
tural districts in Great Britain will be 
submitted for approval,

You will be asked to consider a bill 
for extending the advantages of assist­
ed education to Ireland and for other 
purposes connected with elementary 
education in that country.

A scheme for modifying the existing 
system of procedure on private bills so 
far as it affects Scotland and Ireland 
will be brought before you. A meas­
ure will be introduced for the improve­
ment of legislative councils in India. 
A bill will be laid before you for re­
lieving Public Elementary schools 
in England from the present pressure 
of local rates.

Proposals for improving the discip­
line ofthe Established church in regard 
to moral offences; for enabling accused 
persons to be examined on their trial 
for revising the existing agreements 
between the Government and the Bank 
Af England c and for amending the 
law with respect to the liability of 
employers for injuries incurred in 
their employment, will also be com 
mended to your attention.

I pray that Almighty God may 
guide you in the performance of your 
weighty functions.

THE FLOOR FELL.

Just as He Was Going to Shoot 
Wife and Himself.

The following incident is related i 
connection with the burning of 
Royal hotel in New York :

The guest who probably had thi 
moat narrow, and at the same tlmi 
most marvelous escape, was M. I 
Harman, a travelling salesman for 
St. Louis wholesale grocery house. 
He registered at the hotel on Saturda' 
evening with his wife. “I had 
room on the sixth floor," said II 
Harman, “and was aroused from n 
sleep by a loud, roaring noise, and , 
the sound of a whistle, which I thin, 
was from one of the engines on th 
elevated road. I opened my door 
discovered that the stairway leading 
to the lower floors was in a blaze. The 
hallway was filled with smoke and as 
it poured into my room as long as the 
door was open, I quickly closed it, 
knowing that there was no escape| 
that way. I then went to the wit dow 
and opened it and there seemed to be 
as much smoke on the outside as there 
was in the hallway, for'the room soon 
filled with smoke from that direction. 
Both my wife and I would have 
suffocated in the room had I not taken 
two towels which I soaked with water. 
These we used to keep the smoke out 
of our lungs by holding them over our 
mouths and nostrils. I tried to find a 
fire escape near our window, but there 
wae none, and I thought at one time 
that we should never get out of the 
room alive. It was certain death to 
jump six storeys, and as it was either 
that or burn to death, I said to my 
wife : “Mattie, I am going to shoot 
you and then kill myself.”

I concluded that it would be better 
to die that way than burn to death, 
and as I always sleep with a revolver 
under my pillow, I hurried to the box 
to get it. By this time the flames 
were coming up through the cracks 
in the floor and through the door. 
Just as I was about to shoot my wife 
the floor fell with a crash, and we 
went down probably two storeys. The 
flooring stopped opposite a window 
and my wife jumped out and landed 
on the portico beneath. A rope was 
hanging out of this window, and with 
this assistance I managed to get down 
another storey, but here I slipped to 
the portico beside my wife, I picked 
her up, but was unable to carry her, 
and, as I was almost suffocated, as 
the fire injured me, I was endeavoring 
to find a ladder and try to carry her 
down to the street, when two firemen 
took her from me. How I reached the 
street I don’t know.”

The limited
passenger tram No. 1)2 from Chicago, 
bound tor Kaneae City, left CentraJia 
at 6 o’clock this morning behind time. 
Before reaching Larabee, five miles 
West of Centralis, the train had 
attained a speed of 46 miles an hour. 
At Larabee the switch of a siding had 
been left open and the passenger train 
dashed through it and into a stock 
train that was standing on the siding. 
The presence of mind of the engineer 
doubtless saved the lives of many 
passengers, as when the train passed 
the switch he put on the air brake, 
and before the engine crashed 
into the stock train the speed 
of the passenger train had 
been very materially reduced. 
The two engines came together with 
such force that they were wedged 
tightly together. The mail and bag­
gage cars were derailed, but were not 
wrecked. Two of the stock cars load­
ed with cattle were demolished, and 
many of the cattle killed. The fire­
man and engineer of the stock train 
were instantly killed, and the fireman 
of the passenger train so severely in­
jured that he died within an hour. 
The baggageman of the passenger 
train had hie arm broken, and the 
engineer of the passenger train had 
leg broken. Not a passenger received 
so much as a scratch.

THE ITL-FATED LINER.

All the Specie Landed From the Eider
London, Feb. 3.—The lifeboats have 

this morning made several journeys to 
and from the stranded steamer Eider, 
and have succeeded in landing all the 
specie from the steamer. They have 
also landed several sacks of mail, 
which are in a wet condition. It is 
reported there are 400 sacks of mail 
matter still on the steamer.

At two o’clock this morning the 
steamer Havel, which sailed from 
New York January 26, arrived at 
Southampton. The agents at South­
ampton, of the German Lloyd Com­
pany, had arranged for all the passen­
gers of the ill-fated Eider who desired 
to proceed to Bremen to travel from 
Southampton by the Havel. They 
boarded that steamer, and shortly 
after two o’clock proceeded for 
Bremen.

The Eider's specie has left Herfield, 
accompanied by an armed escort, and 
will be re-shipped by a North German 
Lloyd steamer at Cowes.

At nightfall the Eider" was in the 
same position. The sea had fallen.

The remainder of the mail bags 
have been landed.

THEY PERISHED BY FIRE.

A Mother and Two Children Burned to 
Death at Mattawa.

Mattawa, Ont., Feb. 9.—Between 
and 7 this morning a tire broke out in 
a frame building on Main street, own 
ed by the Earl estate and occupied by 
M. Rothschild. The fire appears to 
have originated in the lower flat, 
which was used as a tailor shop and 
gents' furnishing store, and so rapid! 
did it spread that Mrs. M. Rothschild 
and little girl aged about six, and 
baby of about 1(> months, who were ip 
the upper fiat, perished in the flames 
The building, which was wholly of 
pine, rapidly succumbed, and the 
flames communicated to N. Gauvre 
ans' large store and house and ginger 
ale factory, all of which were destroy 
ed. Had it not been for the work of 
the fire engine and the exertions of 
the fire brigade, nobly seconded by 
large crowd of spectators, the' whole 
portion of the village east and south 
of where the fire originated as far as 
O’Farrell’s corner, must have been 
swept out of existence. Loss about 
$12,000; partially insured.

THE HKSLOP MURDER.

Tom Young and His Wife Both Down 
With Grip.

BRANTFORD.Feb. 9.—Thomas Young 
and his wife, who are witnesses in the 
Heslop murder case, have both been 
very ill with la grippe.

The Heslop residence remains as it 
was on the night of the murder. The 
basket upon which Mr. Heslop’s head 
rested when his wife and daughter 
reached him, after his life had been 
taken, is still in the same spot, and 
nothing will be touched until after the 
trial is concluded.

The Lottridge family feel confident 
that John Lottridge will be released 
on the day of the trial. Mr, Thomas 
Lottridge, father of the accused, is a 
very respectable man and feels the 
position of his son very keenly.

Whatever the defence propose to set 
up they are doing it in a manner 
that the prosecution cannot gain any 
information about it.
