Pugsley The Brazen.

After much maneouvering
on the part of Pugsley, Laur-
ier and their friends in the
House of Commons, to pre-
vent a discussion of the re
port of the Commissioner’s in
vestigating the New Bruns-
wick central Railway affair,
the matter finally came up in
Parliament on Thursday last.
It was brought in by Mr.
Crothers, one of the opposi
tion members from Ontario,
asan amendment to the ‘mo-
tion to go #nto committee of
supply. Mr. Crothers mo
tion was to the effect that it
was “‘The duty of Parliament
to purge itself from the un-
fortunate position in which it
is placed by the continuance
in the Government of a
minister of the crown after
such serious imputations have
been cast upon him.”

Through his able and con-
vincing speech, Mr, Crothers
constantly kept before his
hearers the fact that Mr.
Pugsley had been indicted
and censured by a duly and
properly constituted court,
with an eminent judge at its
head. He pointed out that
this court had brought home
to the Minister of Public
Works, no less than fifteen
grave indictments. Stand-
ing on the judgment of this
court ; citing its censures and
indictments against Mr. Pugs-
ley, Mr. Crothers in vigorous
terms pointed out e com-
promising position in which
the Government placed them-
selves by retaining in the
Cabinet a minister so be-
smirched. In his opinion,
only one honorable caurse was
open to the- Leader of the
Government ; to purge his
Executive of the man against
whom such serious imputa-
tions had been cast..

In reply to Mr. Crothers
speech, Mr. Pugsley, launched
forth a tirade of invective.
He undertook to impeach the
findings of the commission,
and made a virulent attack of
Judge Landry it$ chairman.
His long speech was most re-
markable for its multitude of
contradictions. No less than
twenty contradictions were
piled, one on top of the other.
In his splurge, he lost sight
of the fact that his company
had kept its accounts in a
manner so utterly chaotic,
that large sums could not be
traced, and in his contradict-
ory assertions, he only put
himself deeper and deeper in
the mire. Hehad before him
the evidence taken by the
Commissioners ; but did not
read from it, although he
made a pretence of appealing
from the report to this same
evidence.

Mr. Crocket, oppuosition
member for York, N.B.
followed, and immediately
started into prove the cor-
rectness of the Commission’s
findings by quoting from the
evidence. Mr. Crockets able
and exhaustive review of the
whole question covered every
point of Pugsley’s defence and
attack. He flatly contra-
dicted from the evidence
many of the statements made
by Pugsley, Mr. Crocket’s
exposure left Pugsley without
the slightest scintilla of ten
able ground. Where the evi
dence did not flatly contradict
Pugsley, it showed that he
was simply dodging the issue.

Mr. Carvell, who had been
counsel for Pugsley before the
Commission, was to speak
after Crocket, and promised
to answer some of the state-
ments made by the latter;
but when Mr. Crockett finish-
ed Mr Turgeon, Liberal mem.
ber for Gloucester N. B., rose
to continue the debate. He
contributed nothing new to

the discussion, except a de-
claration of resentment at the
attack by Pugsley on Judge
Landry. Borden and Foster
and other members were to
speak on the opposition side ;
but they were quite content
to leave the case as Mr.
Crocket put it, since no mem-
ber of the Government had
the temerity to come to the
defence. The consequence
was that the debate came to
a close, and the motion being
put, only 9o out of 134 Lib-
erals voted. The Govern-
ment - majority was only 27,
the lowest majority this Gov-
ernment has ever had on a
want of confidence motion.
Four ministers ; Borden,
Fisher, Murphy and Brodeur,
did not vote.

Referring to this debate
the St. John Standard says:
The Pugsley debate proceed-
ed logically to the end of Mr.
Crocket’s speech. Mr Croth-
ers moved his resolution and
supported it on 'the findings
of the Royal Commission.
He did not travel outside this
report and the strongest con-
clusions he ‘reached were
justified by this finding of the
Commissioners.

Mr. Pugsley could not deny
that the report justified Mr.
Crother's ° resolution. He
therefore attacked the report
itself in a speech of five hours,
contradicting many state-
ments of the Commissioners
mostly on his own authority,
but sometimes by reference
to the evidence, which he had
with him but did not read.

As Mr Pugsley appealed
from the report of the Com-
mission to the evidence, Mr.
Crocket went straight to the
evidence itself,and compared
M:. Pugsley's statement of the
case with the sworn testi-)
monly. There was no point
in Mr Pugsley's defence or in
his attack on the Commission-
ers which Mr Crocket did not
cover in his comprehensive
review. The evidence in
many cases contradicted Mr
Pugsley's statements. In
others it showed that the
Minister had ' simply dodged
the issue, and in all, according
to Mr Crocket’s arguments, it
supported and justified the
verdict and the grave censure.

Mr Carvell, who had acted
as counsel for Mr. Pugsley in
the inquiry, and who had
promised to explain some
matters, was to speak next,
and it was open to him to
show if he could, that Mr.
Crocket had not properly in-
terpreted the evidence, of
which Mr Carvell had a copy
in his possession. At this
point the programme was
intercepted. - Mr Turgeon
was asked to intervene, and
though no suggestion that he
made, added anything to the
debate except a defence of
Judge Landry, Mr Carvell
waited for Mtz Foster. But
Mr Foster was satisfied with
the case as presented by Mr
Crocket, and as yet unanswer-
ed. Sothe vote was taken
with the majority of only
twenty-seven. Mr Crocket's
proof from the evidence that
the finding of the court was
correct and that Mr Pugsley’s

statements were mostly in-
correct, remain the last argu

mentative word on the case.
——————-—

1 have great re=
spect for the bench but T have - more
respect for those judges who uphold
the dignity and bhonor of the bench,
and I like to see them endeavoring to
do that. I like to see them when
they go upon the bench, forget that
tbey have been in political life, but I
hate to see a judge when a general
election is coming on begin to coquet
with the great political parties with
regard to his becoming a candidate
for one of them. It tends to prevent
bis mind from settling down to that
judicial calm which is necessary to
enable one to adorn the high posit-
ion cf a judge.”

Now read the Toronto Globe’s
rendering of this insinuation :—

“Dr Pugsiey made the statement
from his place in the HBuse tpas this
gentleman who masquerades as a
judge is found at every election coquet-
ting with the political parties for a no.
mination in one or the other of the

Other statements of the Globe con-

“There can be no avoiding the
conclusion that Dr Pugsley’s political
enemies chose a Commission which
could be trusted to goto any length
in endeavoring to blast the character
of a political opponect,”

The last paragraph of the Globe's
tirade is a threat of impeachment or
some other punishment The Globe
8ays:—

**The last has not been heard of
this disgraceful affair. =~ Dr Pugsley
has demonstrated most triumphantly
that they picked out the, wrong man
as the object of their venom. The
sbaft aimed at him bas recoiled on
those who speut it. Instead of injur-
ing Dr "Pugsley, this Qommission’s
report has vitally damaged the reputa
tion of Judge Landry, and to that ex
tent it reflects on the judiciary of the

Province.  The judiciarg in this
country has alwgys stood high.. The
interests involved are too ae’iious, too
fundameatal to a nation’s well being,
to allow prejudice and partisanship
io a Judge to cast discredit on the
judiziary of Canada.”

These statements of Mr Pugsley
and of the chief Liberal organ are
printed for the consideration of the
people who kaow the Minister of Pub
Flic Works and who kaow Judge Lan
dry. The judge has been nearly
twenty years on the bench, and has a
reputation which will not suffer from
anything that may be said by those
whom be findsopen to grave censure,
Mr Justice Landry has never been
even suspected of partisanship since
he occupied the beach, He has not
coquetted with political parties He
has not fought nomination from any
party in any county. He is a just
judge and has dealt justly with Mr
Pugsley as be has done with every-
body He tried his best to find out
what Mr Pugsley and his associates
did with the money, and the more
that he is assailed by the machine at
O:tawa, the more Mr Pugsley and his
friends who assail him. will suffer in
public opinion in this proviace.

Toe fire was
started from an unknown cause and
threatened to sweep the water front.
The shed was stored for the most part
with cotton rags and waste material.

The ceremony of girding the sword of
Osman‘on Mehmed V, the new Sultan
in succession to-Abdnl Hamid, oesprred
Monday in the Mosque of Ayoub,. the
only sacred edifice in Constantinople
which Christians are not allowed to en-
ter. The function was carried out ac-
cording to tlie pre-arranged program
and His Majesty drove through Stam-
boul ahead of an imposing procession.

James Boyle was on Monday senten-
ced to life imprisonment in the Western
Penitentiery at Pittisbarg Pa., for kid-
nappiong Billy Whitls. Mrs Boyls re
ceived a sentence of 25 years with a fine
of $5,000 and costs. Boyle did not utter
& word prior to his sentence. His co-
unsel made a plea for both Boyle and
bie wife, pleading for leniency,in view
of the fact that the boy had been treat-
ad with every consideration and care
taken not to inflict nonecessary mental
anguish upon his parents. Both Boyle
and his wife collapsed completely upon
hearing their sentiences pronounced.

One hundred thousand dollars
damage was wrought by fire at
Halifax Thursday when seven
buildings on the water front of
that city were consumed by fire.
For four hours éhe entire fire
department aided . by the Dart-
mouth brigade and several hun-
dred soldiers from the Garrison
battled with the fldmes and before
they were subdued the .premises
of E. H. Fuller Co. Hardware
dealers, E. W. Fraser, Flour and
Feed dealer, Donovan & Brennan,
Plumbers, J. Simon, Junk Dealer,
G. E. M. Stephens, Clothier, and
the Eureka Hotel were consumed.
The fire was poorly handled in
the first ten minutes and spread
rapidly. Before it was ' H#nally
subdued seven engines and three
water-boats were engaged. One
fireman, Geo. McGuire, was
seriously injured'by a fulling wall.
The insurance will only partially
cover premises.

Three Masted Iceberg.

The first theee-masted icebsrg ever
seen in the Atlantic was sighted by the
officers of the Anchor Liner Californis,
which arrived at New York the other
day from Glasgow. The big berg which
was called the Lusitania of the Arctic
was about 300 feet longer than the fast
Cunarder, and presented much more
free board. Through a glass an officer
said he counld see the outlines of a fairly
good rig of the formast, but the mizzen
sppeared to be stripped of their frosty
sails. This ice mountain struck terror
to the hearts of the timid passengers
when it stood out plainly to them atter
the sundden clearing of a thick fog. ‘The
California was steaming at reduced
speed through the fog, when the vapor
cleared suddenly and the sun s en3 on
the glistening berg.

in the mesaus for itsaccomplishment.
Both start out with the same pre-
mise—thLat the conditions requiring
remedy are deplorable. Bat, says
the sooislist, Socialism is the only
remedy, because by collectivism. or
common ownership it remgves; the
cause of the evil, which is the inequal-
ity of conditions resulting from' the
unequal distribution of wealth. No,
says the social reformer, Socialism is
neither the only remedy "or any
remedy at all, because it rests on false
principles, is untried, impracticable,
Impossible, unjust, whether considered
as a scientific system, a plan of reform,
an industrial revolation, a .practical.
program, a revolutionary or evolution
ary tbeory.

There are many measures advooat-
ed by socialists and called by them
sooialistic which are not so, unless
they be regarded as ateps to the
rooialistic ideal. For iustanoce, state
regulation of industry, wages and
boars of labor, single tsx, inheritance
tax, taxation of incomes, muniocipal
or nalional owpership or adminies
tration of railways, gas, post office,
water, electric light, traction lines
and other publio utilities, are no!
really socialistie nor even evidence
of society drifling towards Sooialism.
No dounbt these.enterprises can be
fitted into a sooislistic scheme, but
they are ‘quite ccmpatible with the
existing social order sand some of
them exist under it. As long a8 the
right of private propecty remains
unchallenged, unimpaired and in=-
tac’, as long as compensation is given
for property taken, no Catholic goes
beyood hia political rights or violates
bis religious duty by =dvocating
such measares. Sooialism bas no
right to claim as its exclusive pos
session wbhatever aims at the im-
provement of social conditions.

Msaony who oall themselves sooial
ists are not 8o in the true sense of
the word. They are far from being
anarchists or atheists; on the con-
trary, they are God fearing mep, sio-
cerely desirous to better the condition
of the poor and unwilling to adopt
any unlawful means ; they reject the
ex'ravagant teachings of the irreligious
leaders, as far as_they advert to them
at all as coooected with socialistic
aims. They are simply mistaken and
misled in supposiog tbat Socialism, as
taught today, is merely an economic
program that has notbiog to do with
morality or religion. Many do not
gee that there is a palural antagonism
between Socialism and the Cburch,
because they ignore the distinctive
marks of that economic system. Now
common usage makes Socialism sig-
nify a comprehensive remedy for !uch
evils, which proposes to transform not
only the indus'risl system but the
entire moral order on which Christian
society has bitherto tested. Balfour
expresses -thie idea very tersely wheo
be says: * Socialisa means, and can
meanjnothiog else, than that the com=
mubi!y or tbe state, is to take all the
meaos of production into i's. own
bands, that private eoterprise and
private property are to come {o ap
end, and all that private enterprise and
private property carry with them.
That is Socialism, and nothing else is
Socialism.” This was the one mean
ing of the word recognized by Pope
Leo XI[II. when he examioed and
condemned tbe teachings of Social-
ism. ~ Whoever holds the central
doctrine of collec ive owoership and
denies the right of private property is
a socialist and cannot call himself a
Catholic; whoever disowas these two
doctrines may be a Catholic, for be is
not a socialist,

The philosopby on which Socalism
rests is materialistic; its theory of
human life is uhchristian.

It is plainthat
men imbued with such notions_are
demoralizing associatss, that such an
atmosphere of thought and innuend
is uawholesome and dangerious for
Catholics, utterly at variance with what
they are bound to believe and practise,
As a consequence those who become
radicxt vocialists do pot need to’ be
read o the Cburch. HExperience
teach soontr or later, of lheir
own free will and by the logic of
events aand of consistency, they cease
to be Catholics,

It is unfortunately too true that
aearly all the leaders.of Socialism are
pronounced enemies of any form of
supernatural religion,  with all the
consequences which such a positjon
implies. In this respect Shaw, Hynd-
man, Quelch, Bax, Pearson, Blatch-
ford and Bebel, agree with Mgrx. and
Lia Salle in regarding Christianily as
an absurd supersijtion  or worse.
Almost without exception the leaders
are distinctly aati-religious.  If not
anti Christian and anti theistic they
are very deﬁuite}ly non-Christian and
non-theistic. They bave grafted these
errogs irteparably  on. Socialism and
made them an essential part of
the system. Their ultimate aim
is to sweep away, with the system
which gave them birth, religious®in-
stitutions, moralily, the constitution

‘of the family, ‘individualism, and all

our accepted sgcial relations.

If well u;ednin'g men among the
socialists hope to congiliate the Church
the true friend of labor, the traditional
belper of the working classes, the his-
torical and natural ally of the down=
trodden and. oppresséd; they ‘should
compel their leaders to eliminate from
their programs and platforms declar~
alions that are as unnecessary for
gaining social emancipation as they
are ethically gnsound aud. religiously
offensive, They should cogfine them-
selves to politiealapd industrial agits-
tion, without dtagging in religious is-
sues, If the leaders ofSocialism had
the true interests of the toiler at heart
if they sought with s'ngleness of pure
pose social reform capable of immedi-
ate and effective results, they would
purge the organization of materialism,
atheism and unbelief; they would
adopt a program acceptahle to every
workingman no matter what his creed ;
they would establish a platform so
broad that no man would be obliged
to do violence to his conscience and
comvictions in order to stand upon it.
At present they practically exclude
Catholics by injecting into the system
tenets which on Cathelic carr accept.
Do they realize what powerful assist-
ance they reject, what strong opposit-
ion they invoke by their narrow, pree
judiced, and short-sighted policy, by
forcing to the front their intolerant
and unteoable religious views? We
can all stand together for social reform
if it.is kept free from religious entang
lement ; bat we can never wia the day
till all the forces of labor are united.
To accomplish this uaity, common
morality must be recognizzd and res-
pected. The fire-eater, the radicalthe
bigot and the blatant unbeliever must
be relegated to the rear. The liberal
broad minded, tolerant, reasonable
and sensible leaders who respeat relig-

ion and do no ‘violence 'to the con-
victions and cooscience of the Ohris-

tiao workman, must be put on guard,
Sogial reform needs all the allies” it
can muster. It should not be throt-
led in the houseof its profassed friends
before it can assemble its forces.

The Extension of Quebec.

-

Tae Legislatare of Qusbec is now
paesing the nooeesary measures for
anoexation of Ungava, as provided
by a Federal Act of list session.
This mukes Quebsc by far the
largest provinoce of Canada. At the
time of Coofederation the area was
~upposed to be abont 223,000 equare
miles, In ]§96 the boundaries were
ex ended to take in 118,000 square
m:les, Some contend that this was
oot an enlargement of the province,
but merely a declaration that this
territory was propeily part of the

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that time evlarged to cover this
territory, Quebeo had after that an
ares of 341756 equare miles. . By
t year, yet tech-
nically corfigmed, ngueﬂf%GG,OOO*
equare miles of land and 180,000
square mileaof water, making alto=
gether 456,000 eqonare miles, is
joived to Quebec.  The land area of
Quebec will be at least 600,000
equare milee,

Ontario; which has had an srea of
220,000 sqaare miles of land, will be
eulgrged by (he addition of 140,000
equare miles. Manitoba, now 75,-
732 equare miles, becomes 180,000
gguare miles larger, British Col-
ambia with. 730,191 equare miles
was the largest province before these
aonexalions, Nowwahe will be about
the same area as Oalario and only
aboat haif the sizs of Quebec. The
new provinces of Alberta and Sas-
katchewan arg computed at 251,000
sod 248,000 agqare miles.

Thpy gdoption of the annexation
measure was the oceasion of a love
feast in the frequently acrimonious
Quebec chamber. Premier Gouuin,
Mr Tellier, the Opposition leader,
aad Mr Bourassa, Independent, were.
all happy over it, They did not
suggest that Uogava would ever
contain good farms, but they counted
on some lumber, took account or the
fisbing, and were especially enthusi-
astio over the mineral wealth, Mr
Prevost, a former minister, now on
the oross benches, agreed with the
Premier, that the possession of this
great territory would assist Quebeo
to march on to the great destiny for
which Providence designed her.

Of the original four provinces of
Cagude, two have thus been largely

New Brunswick have no hinterland
to annex, Qf, the five provinces
taken in or created since the original
union, Prince Edward Island alone
had bher boundsries finally establish-
ed from .the beginning. Manitoba
is to be trebled in extent. Sir Wil-
frid Jusurier last session expressed
the opivion that the Yukon would
oot be made a separate province but
Joined to British Columbia. The
territories north of Saskatohewan
and Alberta will be annexed to
these provinces, The three Mari-
time provinces have no room to
grow,

This is a matter of some concern,
[f, a8 the Quebeo people bope, and
all of us wish, Ungava shall be a
source of wealth to their province,
the Provincial treasury will gain.
If the mineral wealth of the North-
ern Country is anything like the
lately discovered resources of the
Cobalt and Gowganda region, there
are great revenues coming from the
new possessions. Yet at Oonfeder=
ation and until now, these regions
belonged as much to New Brunswick
a8 to Oatario and Qaebec. The
Wegtern provinces are or will be
compensated by additions coming to
them, But New Brunswick, Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island
look out over their water boundarijes
aod see no money comiog to their
trepsury fromthe land of which
uotil now they had a share,

Then there is the farther questior
of the effect of Lhis annexation upon
the popalation of Quebeo, Sir Wil
frid has said that nowpe lives or will
live in Uogava or the Quebec Lab-
rador, - Ba} if mineral wealth shall
be discovered there it will bring
population.  Peopls live in the
Yokon. Greenland hae its inhabit-
ants, The Newfoundland strip is
ocoupied, more or leess If minerals
are found in New Quebeo, people
will go there to live, and these enter-
prises will add to the population of
the other part of the provinoe.

All of which means that since
Qaebec is the standard of representa
tion, with its constant namber of 65
members those provinces which do
not have such opportunities will lose
representation if the existing basis
is maintained. The point was (aken
by Dr Danie! aod Mr Cracket last
session, when the queation was before
Parliament, Sir  Wilfrid made
ratber light of it, contending that
there conld never be any population
on the Qaebec abnex. Afterward
Mr 8:anfield moved an amendment
providing that in sy extension of
the Quebec boundaries th¥ right of
the other provinces in the matter of
representation. would be" protected,
This motion wse opposed by the
Premier, but after further disoussion
and sfter some of his friends had
shown him privately the error of his
way, Mr MoDocnald, of Pioton, was
put up to move the identical
amendment with a slight change of
words.—St Joho Standard,
