and shark fishing, In connection with 
which freezing, plants and store­
houses will be erected at Sechart, in 
the Queen Charlotte Islands, and ita 
all probability at other points.

Five new whalers have been or­
dered, and.will arrive early next year 

•It is expected that three will reach 
Victoria in February and two in 
March.

The exploitation of the halibut fish 
in g on the Pacific coast as planned 
by the new owners of the whaling 
company, will, undoubtedly, result in 
the building up of the industry.

Up to the present time nearly all 
the halibut caught off this coast has 
been taken.to Seattle, as the lack of 
freezing plants, storage facilities, 
and railway transportation has pre­
vented profitable fishing by Canadian 
Concerns. With the building of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific and the Cana­
dian Northern Railway, mainland 
lines and the erection of adequate 
plants at advantageous points the in­
dustry should prove a most lucra­
tive one, especially when it is com­
bined with the catching of whales 
ind sharks.

It will be remembered that plans 
are already being prepared by Brit 
ish capitalists for the establishment 
of immense fisheries on this coast in 
connection with the Grand Trunk Pa 
cific at Prince Rupert, a project in 
which Sir George Doughty, who re­
cently visited the coast upon the ad­
vice of Governor-General Grey, is in­
terested. The operations of the two 
concerns will certainly result in the 
building up of British Columbia fish­
eries to a stage where they will be 
real rivals, in point of value, to those 
Xf the east coast of England.

The purchase of five new whalers 
by the Mackenzie and Mann interests 
will bring the coast fleet of these 
vessels up to ten, and it is proposed 
ïo immediately secure sites for the 
two new whaling stations from which 
.he new vessels can be operated.
• In reference to the above, a Re­

corder representative called on .las. 
F. Donahoe, of this city, this morning, 
and was informed ' that the despatch 
was correct. He stated that the meet­
ing of the Pacific Whaling Co. was 
îeld at Victoria. B. C., oir Oct. 14. 
when the sale to A. D. McRae, of 
Vancouver, and Andrew B. Davidson, 
3f Winnipeg, was agreed to. He 
stated that the action at this meet­
ing was almost purely formal, ar­
rangements for the purchase of the 
property having reached an advanced 
stage, and five new whalers ordered 
by the Mackenzie & Mann representa­
tives.

Mr. Donahoe stated that the pur­
chasers had put up $25,000 as a for­
feit in case the deal was not com­
pleted. But now it had been and the 
shareholders will benefit materially.

Tuesday* Nov. I. 1910.

Exhibition Opened by 
Governor Williams.

At 3.30 p.m. yesterday a large audi­
ence had collected in the Prince’s 
Rink. On the entrance of His Excel­
lency the Governor the C. L. B. Band 
struck up the National Anthem. When 
His Excellency took his seat there 
were around him in the eastern gal­
lery Lady Williams and suite, the 
Bishop of Newfoundland, the Premier, 
the Chief Justice and Justices Emer­
son and Johnson, the Minister of Jus­
tice, Minister of Agriculture and 
Mines, Minister of Fisheries, the Pre­
sident of the Board of Trade and 
many prominent citizens.

Mr. J. H. Monroe, President of the 
Manufacturers’ Association, thanked 
His Excellency and the audience gen­
erally for their attendance. He in­
troduced the Minister of Agriculture.

Hon. Mr. Blandford emphasized the 
importance of working the land. He 
pointed out that bad as a general 
strike of railway men might be, a 
general strike of farmers would, 
speedily entail starvation. The Ag­
ricultural Exhibition was under the 
auspices of the St. John's Society, 
and bad for Its objects the stimulation 
of farming activity. There must also 
be a utilization of sounder seed and 
improved stock. He dwelt on the big­
ger yield of potatoes from stronger 
seed. What applied to potatoes ap­
plied to other root crops. He had also 
a good word to say for peat. It was 
necessary to show fishermen how to 
take advantage of the peat bogs at 
their door instead of losing valuable 
time, labour and money by going to 
woods at a distance or paying big 
prices: for .coal. - " , ; -

The President then called upon Mr. 
Browning, the Vice-President, and in 
doing so paid him a high tribute for 
his enthusiasm and energy in working 
for the success of the Manufacturers' 
Exhibition.

Mr,, Browning expressed his pleas­
ure at the large attendance which was 
gieeting the opening of the Exhibi­
tion. They were manifesting a warm 
interest in what was being done. The 
Manufacturers had determined to take 
advantage of the holding of the Agri­
cultural Exhibition to give object les­
sons In the variety and worth of the 
goods manufactured locally. Manu­
facturers In Newfoundland had many 
difficulties to overcome. The pion­
eers must have been giants in their 
days. They faced courageously diffi- 
"cuities which were formidable. To­
day these, difficulties were present in 
great measure. There were two great 
obstacle» which had to be overcome. 
There was the difficulty of obtaining 
labour skilled -In producing articles 
which had never been made here be­
fore. In this connection also there 
v/as a lack of scientific education 
among the older artisans which would 
enable them to see the why and 
therefore of the processes they put 
through. He was not speaking of 
geniuses among artisans, but of the 
general body of artisans who had not 
obtained scientific schooling in their 
youth. There was, however, hope for 
the future. Manual training and 
teaching of natural phenonema were 
being taken up in our schools. This 
movement would add much to the 

.value of the artisans of the future, 
"and Would do much to improve the 
-whole industrial situation. He also 
believed that boys would save much 
valuable time In learning a skilled 
trade. The second difficulty was pre­
judice against locally made .goods. 
This was intense. Manufacturers 
were tVying to overcome It, but it was 
f n uphill fight. Let them walk the 
length of Water Street and they would 
notice that locally manufactured 
ei tides are not on show In the win­
dows. He did not blame the shop­
keepers or the clerks. They were ca- 

: to the tastes of thelr.customers 
■ of- this prejudice, 

rrally were to blame, 
did not believe in local goods.

They were prejudiced against them. 
The object of the promoters of the 
Manufacturers Exhibition was to fight 
down this prejudice: They were try­
ing to prove that this prejudice was 
wrong. It was not based on reason­
able grounds. The Manufacturers had 
a good case. They were turning out 
goods equal, very often superior, to 
imported ones. They wanted to let 
the people see this for themselves. 
The Exhibition showed the great num­
ber of articles made locally, showed 
the style and quality. The exhibits 
were on view and would go far to 
convince the people who saw them 
that they were better than iinportefi 
goods. They wished to familiarize the 
people with facts, to remove theii 
prejudices, and to Imbue them with a 
patriotic pride in what was being done 
locally. He would illustrate his point 
by reference to a line of goods he did 
not manufacture himself, viz., booti 
and shoes. Local footwear,' at pricer 
varying from $1 to $4 were superioi 
to imported goods of the same prices 
He was willing to forfeit $10 if anyone 
could bring him ah imported boot oi 
shoe of this grade which was all 
leather, and to forfeit the same if i 
locally made boot or shoe at these 
prices could be brought to him which 
was not all leather. The prejudice 
was not only unsound, it was hurtful 
te. the best interest of the Colony. Foi 
instance, the Manufacturers who were 
exhibiting in that rink were paying 
$35,000 a week or $1,800,000 a year to 
the 5,000 hands they employ. A big­
ger sale of local goods would mean 
an Increased wage fund and increased 
turn-over for the retail shops on 
Water Street. Moreover a keener en­
thusiasm and support of local good? 
would stimulate the introduction o 
other Industries, and the investment 
of a good' deal more of local capital in 
them. At present there was $6,000,- 
000 in the Savings Banks and $1,000,- 
000 put away in stockings, which be­
longed not to merchants or manu­
facturers but to fishermen. With 
more encouragement probably half ol 
this would be Invested in local fac­
tories, and more men of brains, in­
dustry and enterprise induced to dc 
their part in building up the Indus­
tries of the country. Every new in­
dustry created a demand for other in­
dustries. It we dropped our pettj 
prejudices, supported patriotically lo­
cal effort, sympathized with a broth­
er’s trial, extended a helping hand to 
those who are trying to improve lo­
cal manufactures, we should be doing 
good service to our country.

The Premier was the next speaker 
He observed that Mr. Browning was 
not only a good manufacturer but i 
good speaker and a patriot at that 
To convince the people of the worth
0l local manufactures it was necesaar; 
to arrest their attention, and to show 
them their value. Three elements 
went to the building up of a successful 
manufacturing country, capital, pro 
tectlon and patriotism. He was no- 
surprised at the prejudice against lo­
cal goods. “A prophet was not with 
out honour save in his own country, 
how then could boots. or shoes es­
cape? By observing these three 
principles America and Germany hax 
built up local Industries. It woul< 
amaze people to learn that $12,000,001. 
had been sent out of the country, last 
year, for much that might have been 
"produced or manufactured at home 
As to what could be the Premier men­
tioned that even locomotives were be­
ing built here now. If such ponder­
ous machinery could be made hen 
bv skilled artizans, why not hats ant 
caps, for which we paid $<0.000 abroac 
last year. Last year we spent abroac 
$170,000 for oats; there was now < 
prospect of supplying ourselves will 
local oats. The Premier also made 
some commendatory remarks on ag 
riculture and paid a warm tribute to 
the pioneers of manufacutres who 
bad passed away, naming Moses Mon­
roe, Charles R. Ay re. Mr. Gear, C 
Bowring, A. W. Harvey and others.

His Excellency the Governor next 
addressed the assemblage. He con 
gratulated all on the exhibition. . He 
was delighted with Newfoundland 
Next to his native land, he loved New­
foundland most. The scenery wap 
most picturesque and would attract a 
host of tourists, did they but know o! 
It. Newfoundland was not a small 
country. It was large, but the popu 
lation was small, and it was not wel: 
known. It should be more extensive­
ly advertised to attract visitors anti 
capital. -He instanced as ignorances 
of Newfoundland a paragraph in ? 
Canadian paper which stated that tin 
Newfoundland shore fishery was car­
ried on by the lazy and feeble, while 
the abled bodied men went to the Lab­
rador, and a letter from an influential 
person in Canada which was ad­
dressed to him as the LteuL-Governor 
of Newfoundland. Newfoundland had in 
the past been represented by distin­
guished Premiers, who had done much 
to attract attention to Newfoundland, 
and the present Premier was follow­
ing in their footsteps. Much might 
be done in promoting the introduc­
tion of capital, developing within pro­
per limit’s agriculture and establish­
ing manufacturers. He congratulated 
the exhibitor» on the fine display that 
was made and the audience on theii 
keeness and enthusiasm as shown by 
their attendance. He then declared 
the Exhibition open and hoped that it 
would meet with a full measure of 
success. ~ !

virgin forests converted into pulp and 
paper reported to be the best in the 
world, and on which is printed in the 
press of Great Britain the literary 
emenations of her most gifted sons. 
Grand Falls, but yesterday a name to 
be associated with the noble river of 
the Exploits, to-day a flourishing 
town, displays her products in a pret­
ty stall fittingly made of the boughs 
of spruce, birch, var and juniper ac­
centuated with the national colours as 
an evidence of her patriotism, and 
brilliantly lit throughout. Small won­
der that thousands flocked to see the 
industrial exhibitions from our em- 
broyo inland city. Here is exhibited 
in miniature the great pulp and paper 
making plant now universally famed, 
with its great stores, power houses 
and flume which carries the water 
from the dam to run the collosal ma­
chinery centered in the buildings 
round about. Besides a large roll of 
of paper ready to be used on the press 
there is shown samples of the pulp 
and paper turned out at the works, 
with beautiful photographs of the 
town of Grand Falls and the scenery’ 
adjacent thereto. Heads of caribou 
set off the whole, and the booth is well 
worth visiting.

i AGRICULTURE & MINES.
The visitor to the Exhibition now-

rath Bros. This is rendered doubly 
realistic by having displayed in the 
foreground the models of banking and 
western crafts under full sail. Un­
der the arches, which are brilliantly 
illumined, are representations of bar­
rens and moors over which caribou, 
lynx and other wild animals roam.

An interesting ex­
hibit here is the vessel filled with 
crude petroleum taken from the Par­
sons’ Pond oil wells, while there is 
also shown the various marbles 
found in Newfoundland, asbestos, 
soap stones, copper ore. pyrites, iron 
and slate. Here is also displayed ce­
ment bricks manufactured by Mr. S. 
Garrett, of Hoylestown. a shaft of na­
tive granite highly polished and logs 
of different kinds cut from our for 
ests. This booth none should fail to 
see. and is a credit to the Department 
of Agriculture and Mines.

JOHN CLOUSTON.
Mr. John Clouston has an excellent­

ly arranged stall at the western end 
of the Rink, near the exit at that end. 
Here is exemplified all the new me­
thods which Mr. Clouston has adopt­
ed for putting up our staple product 
—codfish. The fish in the shape of 
fish meal, shredded and boneless cod 
of the best cure is set along the 
shelves, either open or In neat tin 
boites and cartoons, all excellently la­
belled. The whole exhibit shows that 
Mr. Clouston paid much attention to 
detail and supervised the work of 
putting forward the exhibits with 
great' care. The result of bis labors 
does him credit and he well deserves 
the encomiums which his energy and 
ability earned for him yesterday.

MARINE it FISHERIES.
This Government department has 

done itself credit in the erection 
of two splendid stalls for the proper 
display of our fishery products and 
everything appertaining thereto. One 
of these is erected in the northwest 
end of the Rink and the other in the 
southwest.

Methodist Church- was filled last 
evening with an enthusiastic gath­
ering of young people to lis­
ten to addresses from the Method­
ist Missionary Deputation from Can­
ada. the Rev. Messrs. Stephenson, 
Marshall, Hartwell and Bond.

A wonderful display of missionary 
literature was shown under the dir­
ection of Dr. Stephenson, the well- 
known Secretary of Forward" Move­
ment for Missions among the young 
people of Canadian Methodist Church, 
who has done more than any other 
in marshalling the young people ol 
that Church to the support of For­
eign missions.

A good illustration of the above 
axiom was shown us on Saturday ev­
ening last at the premises of the Hon. 
George Knowling when an installation 
of High-Pressure Gas Lighting was- 
used for the first time.

The employees of the St. John’s 
Gas Light Company have been work­
ing on this installation for some time 
past, and the successful conclusion 
of the job on Saturday showed the 
public what up-to-date gas lighting 
could accomplish.

The St. John’s Gas Light Company, 
following out their policy of being up- 
to-date, and give St. John’s the best 
possible gas service, during the past 
summer sent their Managing Direc­
tor, Mr. W. H. Rennie, to the Obi 
Country to inquire into the latest de­
velopments in gas lighting, and the 
best way to apply same for the bet­
terment of the Company’s service in 
St. John's.

The result has been the adoption of 
the “Keith System” of High-Pressure 
Gas Lighting, and the brilliant ex­
hibition of this system of lighting at 
the premises of the Hon. George 
Knowling on Saturday last, as above 
stated.

The outside lighting is especially 
brilliant, and consists of eight one 
thousand power candle lamps, one 
suspended over each window, and five 
five hundred candle power lamps, on 
in each doorway. The exceeding 
brilliancy of these outside lamps 
renders'’ unnecessary the placing of 
any lamps in the windows, and makes 
an ideal method of shop window light­
ing. The quality of the lighting is 
excellent, brilliant, steady and well 
diffused, and shows up the goods as 
clearly as daylight, and makes the 
matching of colors an easy matter.

Briefly, the Keith System is as fol­
lows:—

A compressor of suitable size is in­
stalled in a convenient position on 
the user’s premises, operated in tin:

our. The efficiency of gas lighting 
as thus been increased twenty times 

’uring the past few years.
During his visit to England Mr. 

ennie saw many good examples of 
igh-pressure gas lighting, and from 
te experience thus gained planned 
he installation now in use at the 
>remises of the Hon. George Know­
ing, assisted by Mr. W. J. Edgar, the 
Jas Co’s. Showroom' Superintendent 
ind Assistant Secretary. The result 
is quite up to expectations, and is as 
good an example of shop lighting as 
may be seen anywhere.

The Keith System was adopted be 
cause of the excellent results obtain­
ed with it in many of London’s shops 
and principal streets. The Strand 
King’s Way, Fleet Street, Ne.v 
Bridge, etc., have been lighted with 
Keith lamps for some time past, and 
before the end of the year these 
lamps will also be in use for tin- 
lighting of Regent Street, Piccadilly, 
St. James’ Street, Pali Mall, Picca­
dilly Circus, Whitehall, Victoria St. 
and Parliament Square. The lamps 
will be of a capacity of from 1,800- 
to 3,000 candle power.

Tne work of installing the plant 
at Knowling’s was carried out by the 
Gas Co’s, fitters under the supervis­
ion of Mr. W. D. Ryan and Mr. E. A. 
Ellis. The latter erected the gas en­
gine and the compressor, and the 
former attended to the piping and the 
lamps, etc. Their assistants were Mr. 
Matthew Aylward and Mr. James 
Thompson, and the result of their 
work speaks well for local men, lo­
cally trained.

We congratulate both the Hon. 
George Knowling and the St. John’s 
Gas Light Company on the successful 
completion of an installation that is 
a credit to both, and adds materially 
to the attractions of our principal 
business street.

The Oddities ol
Royal Etiquette.

Good Manners at King George’s 
Court.

When our late King, Edward VIL, 
came to the Throne he relaxed many 
of the Stringencies of etiquette which 
hedged in Queen Victoria’s position. 
He, however, was exceedingly particu­
lar about matters of dress, and on 
more than one occasion he had to re­
buke a guest for visiting him without 
obeying the Court laws concerning 
attire.

For Instance, before the King as­
cended the Throne it used to be 
strict etiquette that none but the re­
gulation white tie should be worn by 
any guest invited to meet Royalty at 
dinner. At a bachelor dinner given 
by King Edward, when he was Prince 
of Wales, one of the guests turned up 
in a black silk tie instead of the re­
gulation white one, and received a 
well-merited snub. A waiter strolled 
uY) to him and held out a silver salv­
er, on which was a white tie. “Sir,” 
said the servant, with his accustom­
ed civility, “His Royal Highness has 
ordered me to bring you this.”

Wearing Princes of Wales’s leathers.
Since that occasion gentlemen who 

are asked to dine with Royalty must 
wear a black tie with a dinner jack­
et, and a white tie with the ordinary 
evening tail coat.

When foreign Royalties are visit­
ing a Royal palace it is the custom 
for the gentlemen of the Court to ap­
pear in what is known as “frock 
dress" and wearing all their orders. 
At State banquets uniforms must be 
worn. When the King and Queen 
visit together gentlemen must wear 
knee breeches, but when His Majesty 
is alone ordinary evening dress is the 
rule. While the Court is in mourn­
ing every guest is expected to assume 
the same degree of mourning as that 
prevailing at Court.

Ladies who visit the Royal palaces 
have to be very careful how they at­
tire themselves, though the rules as 
to dress are not quite so strict as 
they were in the days of Queen Vic­
toria. Speaking of the etiquette ob­
served at the Court of St. James's 
during the reign of her late Majesty, 
Count Paul Vasili, the author of “So­
ciety in Berlin,” said: “The ladies 
at the Drawing Room have to wear 
the three white feathers of the Prince 
of Wales’s escutcheon planted 
straight up in front, like the crest of 
a certain bi^d, or that of a Sioux 
chief. If the plumes of any of these 
ladies are not correctly placed the 
lady is sent back to b,er mirror. Mrs. 
Langtry .... presented herself one 
day with a graceful coiffure, in which 
the three traditional plumes were 
somewhat coquettisbly arranged. A 
chamberlain was sent to the beautiful 
lady to ask her either to arrange her 
plumes according to etiquette or to 
withdraw.

A Private Call From the Queen.
“The Court etiquette often gives 

rise to amusing episodes, a great num­
ber of which might be told. One day 
an American wanted to be present at 
a Levee in a short jacket, yellow 
waistcoat and black necktie (who 
knows whether he had not made a 
bet on it?). Mr. Dallas, the United 
States Minister, took the part of his 
eccentric countryman; but, being of­
fended at the strict orders, he left 
the Court with his friend.”

When the lady has the honour of a 
private call from the Queen, that lady 
should deny herself to any other call­
er during the visit, and it is consid­
ered etiquette for the lady of the 
house to accompany Her Majesty 
downstairs when she departs. If the 
King or Queen is entertained by any 
one, Court rules have it that no one 
who has not been presented at Court 
should be asked to meet their Majes­
ties unless ordered to do so by the 
Royal visitors. Again, when anyone 
pays a visit to a member of Rpyalty, 
he or she should not rise or take his 
or her leave until a sign of gracious 
dismissal is given. When the King 
or Queen visits a private house, how­
ever, it is not against etiquette for 
anyone to retire before His or Her 
Majesty; but in earlier years to do so 
was considered the height of bad 
manners. During the reign of Queen 
Victoria ladies of the Court were for­
bidden to seat themselves without per­
mission when in the presence of Her 
Majesty. Now they are permitted to 
sit down when the Queen sits, with­
out being asked to do so.

King Edward’s Card-Indexes.
Several persons of importance when 

first presented to King Edward ex­
pressed their amazement at the mar­
vellous knowledge His Majesty pos­
sessed concerning their affairs, their 
achievements, and the members of 
their family. As people never ob­
tained access to His Majesty without 
a previous appointment or invitation, 
the Sovereign had plenty of time to 
order those under him to look up par­
ticulars of the “caller” and place the 
same before him. In this way the 
King- became quite intimate with the 
affairs of the majority of the people 
who entered his palace.
