Prodigy’s Father
‘Gives His Recipe.
Abelish Pﬁsenmnols and Open

Children’s Minds, Agvises Pro-
fessor Sidis of Harvard.

BOSTON, Mass., June 28-—How to
raise &, race of ‘child prodigies ready
for college at eleven is explained by
Professor Sidis, of Harvard ' College
in an essay he has just written. Pro-
fessor - Sidis’ son, now thirteen; has
just ecompleted his second - year at
Harvard. “As long as the home is
dominated by commercial ideals, the
schools will turn out mediocre trad-
esmen,” says Professor Sidis.  “What
wonder that -the children: of ten and
eleven can hardly read or write, are
little brutes and waste away thein
precious life in the close, dusty over-
heated Tooms of the early-grades of
some ‘elementary school?. ‘There is
a-period in the chiid's life; between
the ages of five and ten, when he is
very inquisitive.- Everything should

vbe open. to the ohild’s searching in-

terest. The spirit . of - inquiry, the
genfus of map is more sacred than
any abstract belief, dagma and creed,
I' appeal to you, fathers and mothers,
and to-you; ‘liberal -minded readers,
asking you to turn, your attention to
the education of your children, to the
training . of. the young generation of
future citizens. 1 do.not appeal to
yur educators.to the clerks of our
teaching shops, for they -are beyond
hope.

“The present school system
squanders . the resources ..of the
country and wastes the energies and
the lives of our children. The school
system should be abolished and with
it-should go the present psychologiz-
ing ‘educator, the schoolmaster and
the school “marm.”

“Being in a barbaric stage, we are
afraid .of thought. We are under the
erroneous belief that -thinking and
study .causes nervousness and mental
disorders. . We .do 9ot  take care. 10
develop the .love of knowledge in our
children’s early life for fear of brain
injury; and thea when-it is too late
fo acquire-the interest we force them
to-study. and. we -cram them and feed
them and often stuff them like geese.
What you often get is fatty degenera-
tion -of the mental liver.

“It.may . interest you to learn of one
of those boys who was brought up
ar the love and enjoyment of know-
ledge for its own sake. At twelve,
when ' other children of his age are
hardly able to read' and - spell and
drag a miserable mental existence at
the apron strings of gome antiquated
school dame the boy is intensely en-
joying courses in t‘he highest bran-
ches of mathematics and astronpmy
at one of our foremost universities.
The boy has a fair. understanding of
eomparative philology and mythology.
He is well versed in logic, ancient
American history  sand has
general insight inte our .polities and
into the groundwork of our econstitu-
tion. ‘He is of an  extremeély happy
disposition, and, being about five, feet,
he towers above the ‘average boy ef
his age.

A large erowd
witnessed the fight, gate receipts be-
ing estimated at nearly $40,000. Wol-
gast was the favourite in the betting
at odds of 10 to 6. Jack Welsh re-
fereed. The men fought at 133 1bs.
+The measured time of Referee
Welch's - arm tolling off the ten sec-
onds over the writhing body of Owen
Moran brought victory to Wolgast. It
was a straight knock-out, and the de-
cisive victory was earned by the rug-
ged strength and punishing power of
the'champion. Right uppercuts to the
stomach, followed by a left hook to the
jaw, forced the game little ~English
fighter to take the count for the first
time in his eleven years in the ring.
Moran came up undistressed for the
13th round, although it was plain he
was tiring. Wolgast met him with
a well timed rush and forced his way
to close quarters. Moran checked him
with a left jab but was backed against
the ropes in his own corner. Sudden-
ly Wolgast whipped his right arm free;»
from the clinch and swinging from
his hip sent his glove crashing three
times to the pit of Moran’s stomach.
Moran’s face got white and twisted
with agony under the smear of blood
from his cut lips. He groped blindly
to smother the smashing blows, then
his knees gave way under him and he
slipped from Wolgast’'s grasp to the
canvas that covered the Ting.

Why the Scottish Stone
should be preferred to the stone upon
which Alfred the Great  was crowned
it is hard to say, and why the one
should be housed in the Abbey and the
