THE ENTRY of 
>• ROUMANIA.

The simultaneous declar­
ations of war, by Italy up­
on Germany and by Rou­
manie upon Austria, can | 
hardly have been mere 

coincidence. The great Balkan drama 
has brought more actors upon the 
stage ; the situation is now calling 
into being large factors commensur­
ate with its importance. For the very j 
great importance of the Balkans has 
long been apparent to the Allies and ! 
has been emphasized by the course 
of events since they began their vise­
like pressure of the Central Powers. 
They have realised the transcendent 
importance of one aim—to keep Ger­
many out of the Balkans. Germany, 
it may be said, would be content to 
abandon the foreign territory she 
holds, as well as her conquered colo­
nies, if she might retain the foothold 
she has won in the East. But from 
this it is the purpose of the Allies, 
first and foremost, to drive her.

Italy has undoubtedly made some 
agreement with her Allies which as­
sures to her certain Eastern possess­
ions, which probably include the Is­
land of Rhodes, territory in Asia Min­
or and Valona, the key of Albania, 
but she must first assist directly in 
bringing about the victory upon 
which these rewards are of course 
contingent. By directly we mean in 
Macedpnia: it is there, not at Gorizia 
or in Albania, that the Eastern busi­
ness must be settled. And so it is 
that Italy enters this arena and is 
compelled at last to break with Ger­
many. So, too, Roumania wishes to 
realise her national aspirations, if we 
like to put it so. She sees that this 
Eastern question is at last on the 
way to a final settlement and that the 
settlement will be in the hands of the 
Allies.

The meaning and effect of her de­
cision at this moment can hardly be 
exaggerated. We are told, and can 
well believe it, that the news has 
made a profound impression in Ber­
lin, but we are not too hopeful that 
the obtuseness of the Germans will 
permit them to view it in the right 
light. Whatever Roumania’s object 
may be, there can be no mistaking the 
grounds on which her hopes are 
founded. Her action is one more, and 
the greatest, neutral pronouncement 
upon the military situation: it says, 
in effect, “Germany is beaten.” Will 
Germany see this?

The actual military effect of her 
intervention will be tremendous. She 
declared war, be it noted, upon Aus­
tria. thereby disclosing the direction 
in which her ambitions lie, though the 
formality is of small moment, since 
Germany has at once spoken and may 
be said to speak for Bulgaria as well.
Whether Roumania will send her 
troops across the Danube in a rear 
attack upon the Bulgarians, while the 
great cosmopolitan army grapples 
them in front, is not yet certain, but 
that she will at once combine with 
Russia against Austria cannot be 
doubted. The Hungarian province of 
Transylvania projects into Roumania 
very much as Russian Poland pro­
jects into Germany, and should be 
very vulnerable. Austria has all she 
can do to keep Russia on the other 
side of the Carpathians, and a flank 
or rear attack here would be almost 
vital. The whole situation, however, 
is too vast and pregnant with too 
many possibilities to be treated pro­
phetically. Immense issues hang up­
on the events of the coming weeks. 
The most we can say is that the elimi­
nation of Turkey and Bulgaria from 
the contest seems to be fast approach­
ing. and that the position of Austria 
will soon be critical in the extreme.

Dogfish Pest Again 
Hampering Fishery.

The accompanying reports are the 
latest received by the Board of Trade 
from places,South and West:—

Aug. 26th. From T. McCarthy, (Re­
news to Seal Cove)—The total catch 
is 3,260 qtls. with 600 for last week. 
18 dories, 27 skiffs, and 7 boats ape 
fishing. There is a good sign of cod­
fish, but dogfish are numerous and 
are greatly hampering operations. 
Prospects are good and there is plenty 
of squid.

Aug. 26th. From J. F. Devereaux, 
(Cape Race to St. Shott’s)—Two mo­
tor boats and 49 dories and skiffs are 
fishing. Prospects are fairly good and 
there is a fair supply of herring for 
bait. There is a good sign of cod for 
trawlers at Cripple Cove and dory 
men are doing well. The catch to 
date is 9,390 qtls., with 90 for last 
week.

Aug. 25th, From T. Hogan, (Crock­
er’s Cove)—Prospects are poor, squid 
being scarce and practically no fish­
ing has been done since last report. 
The total catch is 1,290 qtls.

Aug. 26th. From R. Brown, (Up­
per Amherst Cove to Cape L’Argent). 
—There is no fish on the inside and 
it is very scarce on the offer grounds. 
Prospects are poor and there was no 
squid during the week. Nine large 
boats and motors are fishing and the 
total catch is 14,000 qtls. with 200 for 
last week. The weather has been 
very bad preventing the men getting 
on the grounds.

The King versus 
IDaniel Kennedy

Jury Disagree—Sensation Created in
Court—Prisoner Fined $25.00 for
Contempt of Court
The attention of the Supreme Court, 

which is at present circuiting the 
West Coast, wag occupied the latter 
part of last week at Bonne Bay in the 
hearing of the case of the King vs. 
Daniel Kennedy, who was charged 
with attempting to murder one Thos. 
Mynard of the same place. Mr. C. E. 
Hunt conducted the case for the pros­
ecution and Mr. W. J. Higgins repre­
sented the prisoner. During the pro­
gress of the case a rather unusual and 
sensational episode occurred. After 
all the Crown witnesses'had been ex­
amined and cross-examined by the de­
fending lawyer, the prisoner was put 
in the witness box and was asked by 
Mr. Higgins what he (Rennedy) 
thought of the testimony given by 
Constable Walters, a Crown witness. 
To this question Kennedy replied by 
the use of profane language. There­
upon His Lordship Chief Justice Hor- 
wood, who presided, interposed and 
fined the prisoner $25 for the offence. 
The trial of the prisoner then contin­
ued and when all the evidence for 
both sides had been taken the jury 
retired. After a considerable delibera­
tion, they returned to court and re­
ported through their foreman that 
they could nof come to an agreement. 
A new trial was ordered and the pris­
oner released on bonds.

LONDON REVIEW OF SITUATION.
LONDON, To-day.

Except for Norway, Sweden, Den­
mark, Holland, Spain, Switzerland 
and ‘ Greece, alj Europe is at war. 
Roumania has thrown in her lot with 
the Entente Allies, having declared 
war against Austria-Hungary. Al­
most simultaneously Germany has 
announced a state oj war with Rou­
mania. Already the troops of Rou- 
ndania are seeking entry Into the pass­
es toward Kronstadt, the chief city of 
Transylvania, in an endeavor to press 
northward through Transylvania to­
ward the Bukowina andGalician 
borders and to take in the rear the 
Austro-Germans who are trying to 
hold back the Russians from entering 
the plains of Hungary. As yet noth­
ing has come through to indicate what 
preparation has been made by the Bul­
garians if, as now seems probable, 
Roumania declares war on Bulgaria, 
to offset a probable attack by the Rou­
manians along the Danube through 
Dolrudja or by way of the Black Sea 
into the eastern borders. It is esti­
mated that Roumania will be able to 
throw nearly a half million men into 
the fray. Except in the Macedonian

sector, little important fighting is re­
ported from any front along the line 
where the Teutonic Allies are in con­
tact with the Serbians. The British 
and French 'official report gains for 
their respective forces. Berlin re­
ports the capture of heights south of 
Zbrasco by the Bulgarians and the 
repulse of Serbian counter attacks on 
Mount Ceganska, while Paris says 
the Serbians made considerable pro­
gress near Vetrenik and repulsed 
with heavy losses Bulgarian attack» 
on the road from Banca Ostrovo. 
Paris admits the occupation by the 
Bulgarians of the positions abandon­
ed by the Greeks west of Kavala on 
the Aegean Sea. Artillery engage­
ments again characterised the fighting 
on the western front. London reports 
the shelling of British positions by 
the Germans between Pozieres and 
Thiepvai ' Wood. A German attack 
near Fleury failed. From the Riga re­
gion to the Carpathian passes there 
have been isolated engagements be­
tween the Russians and Austro-Ger­
mans, but no notable successes by 
either side. Hard fighting is in pro­
gress between the Russians and 
Turks in the Lake Van region. North 
of Bitlis the Turks have been driven 
southward by Russian counter at­
tacks with loss of men and guns. The 
situation in the Austro-Italian theatre 
remains unchanged.

of this aim Roumania was disappoint­
ed by the failure of the Vienna Cab 
inet to take the attitude which Rou­
mania was entitled to expect. When 
the. present war broke out, Roumania, 
like Italy, declined to associate her­
self with the declaration of war by 
Austria-Hungary, of which she had 
not been notified by the Vienna Cab­
inet. In the spring of 1915, Italy de­
clared war against Austro-Hungary. 
The triple alliance no longer existed, 
and the reasons which determined 
Roumania’s adherence to this poli­
tical alliance disappeared Since the 
Bosnian crisis they are no longer 
minded to brook the arbitrary adtion 
of absolutism in these days. Russia 
will certainly intervene and what is 
more France will go to her assistance 
unhesitatingly, and if France is drawn 
into war, Britain certainly will not 
leave her in the lurch.

Consequently your present policy, it 
persisted in, must inevitably lead to a 
European war, and we earnestly re­
quest you to desist. The admonition 
from San Guilliano was not heeded.

FRENCH PROGRESS AT THIAU- 
MONT.

PARIS, To-day.
On the Verdun front last night the 

French troops made progress near 
Thiaumont work.

ROUMANIA’S INTERVENTION.
LONDON, To-day. ,

The morning papers devote the ma­
jor part of their editorial space to a 
discussion of Roumania’s entry into 
the war, emphasizing the economic, 
political and moral as well as the 
military effects of this intervention.
With reference to the military effect 
it also offers Russia a route into the 
heart of the enemy’s country, a route 
the defence of which involves a large, 
extension of the enemy’s line and ah 
enormous increase in the enemy's re­
sponsibility. The Daily News says it 
is an envelopment of the Central 
Powers which a Russian success 
would complete; that is the capital 
fact of the situation. It is economi­
cally of importance, for Roumania’s 
step is a loss to the Central • Powers 
of the supplies they have been draw­
ing from her big Balkan state. The 
Express says' Germany has been re­
ceiving cattle, wheat and petroleum 
from Roumania ; a great quantity of 
this supply is now cut off.

THE EFFECT ON GREECE.
LONDON, To-day.

The papers believe Roumania’s en ­
try is likely to have its most imme- 
d ate effect upon Greece, strengthen­
ing the. hands of Venizelos and the 
pro-entente party. The Morning Post 
says that for her indecision and weak­
ness Greece is now suffering heavily, 
but there are signs that under the 
teachings of a bitter experience the 
Greek people are coming to their 
senses. They will be wise to look te 
it that their repentance does not come 
too late. The Daily Telegraph says ' w*th them. 
Germany awakes after an orgy of 
hysterical delight on the safe return 
of her submarine from America to 
hear that the strongest armed of 
European neutrals is ranged against 
her, ready for instant war at the point 
of the greatest period in her defensive 
scheme.

GERMANS REPULSED AT VERDUN.
L PARIS, To-day. 

The War Office announced to-day 
that German attacks in the vicinity 
of the Fleury and Vaux work were re­
pulsed.

BULGARIA AND ROUMANIA.
PARIS, To-day. . 

The Bucharest correspondent of the 
Petit Journal writes that he is inform­
ed, that Bulgaria has decided not to de­
clare war on Roumania even it that 
country permits passage through it of 
Russian troops.

THE, KAISER’S MOVEMENTS.
LONDON, To-day; ■' 

A despatch from Cologne says the 
Kaiser first heard the news of the‘de­
claration of war by Italy and Rouman­
ia while visiting Cracow. The visit 
was at once abandoned, the Kaiser 
motoring through the city and re­
turning at top speed to German head­
quarters in the east at Pless in Silesia. 
He is expected in Berlin this week.

Daring Burglary ; 
Thief Captured

Michael Martin^ a 20-year-old fish­
erman of Torbay, went to the Peni­
tentiary to-day for three months, hav­
ing been convicted on two different 
counts of larceny. It appears that 
Martin Worked at the store of William 
H. Liddy, at Torbay prior to the fish­
ing season and even after leaving the 
employ held keys of the premises. One 
night last week while the residents of 
the settlement were sleeping, he bold­
ly effected an entrance to the store, 
rifled the cash drawer and ‘lifted’ $10, 
which was all in silver. Early Sun­
day morning last he duplicated his 
visit, entering the store with the aid 
of a key again. This time he was 
more successful. He did not disturb 
anybody in his operations, took $50, 
which was chiefly in bank notes and 
then made a safe “getaway.” The bur­
glary was reported to the authorities 
and Detective Byrne was put to work 
on the case. Yesterday Byrne ‘smelt 
a rat' and visited Torbay, finding out 
that Martin had been spending money 
freely. Martin was arrested on sus­
picion and on being searched at the 
policé station $50 was found on him, 
the balance having been disposed of.
