(2) Parcels addressed to members of
the Newfoundland Forces Over-
seas should bear the name and
address of a second addressee to
whom the parcels may be deliver-
ed or forwarded if it should prove
impossible to deliver the first.
The original address should be
written on the FRONT of the par-
cel where the postage stamps and
Customs declaration are affixed,
and the second or alternative ad-
dress should be written on the
BACK of the parcel.

(3) If a second address is not fur-
nished at the time of posting, and
delivery cannot be effected, the
contents of the parcel, unless of
exceptional value or of a personal
nature, will be turned over to the
Military Authorities for distribu-
tion.

(4) Parcels containing articles of a
personal nature or of special
value will be returned, if a re-
quest for their return in case of
non-delivery is made by the send-
er, such request to be written on
the cover of the parcel at the time
of posting.

(5) This plan is being adopted at the
suggestion of the British Post Of-
fice, which states that the pres-
ent procedure of holding undeliv-
erable parcels at the Dead Letter
Office until instructions are re-
ceived as to their disposal is re-
sulting in the waste of a large
quantity of perishable foodstuffs,
which form the contents of 90 per
cent. of parcels addressed to sol-
diers.

The Cambrai Battle.

The interruption in the
\ cable service is most re-
grettable. Up to the mo-
ment of writing we have
had nothing from the Postal = Tele-
graphs, at a time when events of great
importance must be transpiring. The
inter-Allied Conference is sitting in
Paris, on Sunday the Germans at

Petrograd were supposed to confer for,

an “armistice” with the Germans: at
Army headguarters in -the east, Con-
gress h@s assembled. again at "Wash-
ington awge critical stages have been
reached on several battlefronts. The
only news we have comes through
Reuter’s and tells of fighting of great
magnitude in-.the Cambrai region. It
is apparent that the Germans are
making a tremendous and desperate
effort there to retrieve their losses and
that the effort is failing. It provides
the best measure of the value of the
British gains. The scope of the count-
er-attack is very large and the attack
itself is being pushed with the ut-
most power. The British want noth-
ing better. If, under sheer weight, the
line bends here and there, we read
that it is speedily straightened again
and we are given eloquent hints of
the cost at which the enemy wins his
temporary successes. The Germans,
drawn from all available sources, are
being slaughtered in thousands, and
in that way, we cannot too strongly

insist, the war is being shortened.
When the wires are working again
we shall get. more definite informa-
tion, yet we ‘doubt if the names of any

Among
the great total of contributions to the
cause the records of offering made
and sacrifice endured by certain fami-
lies stand up  prominently—families
like the Ayres, the Outerbridges, the
Goodyears, the Vaughans and many
others. There is no need to enumer-
ate them all, and they would be the
last to desire it, but if it were, one
of the first names to spring to every
lip would be that of the Herders. They
have given all that they had to give;
far more has been taken from them
than most have had to lose. Their re-
cord speaks for itself, but we can add
from personal knowledge and experi-
ence a tribute to the quality of their
patriotism. It is a patriotism ‘that
finds expression in deeds, not words;
that does not dictate to others their
duty but quietly performs  its own.
It is a patriotism that is not, thank
heaven, rare among British men, and
for that reason it has the true British
ring in it. If it does nothing else, if
it proves nothing else, it shows that
Nelson’s famous signal still flies and
is still obeyed. Arthur Herder is but
one more of the great number, of each
of whom nothing more need be said,
because nothing finer can be said, than
the simple words, “He did his duty.”

Russia’s Position.

A treaty of peace between the Ger-
man Government and- the Bolsheviki
who ‘are temporary tenants of some
of'the Government buildings in Petro-
grad, a treaty professing to take Rus-
sia out of the war, wonld have about
as much value to Germany as King
Constantine’s agreement to enter. the
war against the Allies with ‘all the
military :power, of Greece would have
had on the eve of his 'dethronement
and forced departure from Athens.
This story is evidently of Teutoni¢ ori-
gin, like the Vienna report that the
Grand Duke Nicholas was : placing
himself at the head of the forces op-
posed to the Bolsheviki with the pur-
pose of restoring the Empire with
himself as ruler. That invention had
the perfectly obvious purbose of mak-
ing the soldiers of the Russian army
believe that in supporting any move-
ment against the Petrograd gang they
were really fighting to put down the
revolution. The report of a separate
peace made by Russia is but the re-
petition of a story often heard.

We may suppose that the report
about a separate peace does not mis-
represent the disposition of Lenine
and Trotzky. It has been repeatedly
charged and it is generally believed
that they are German agents in Ger-
man pay and there is much supporting
evidence. The important point  is
that they are quite without power to
commit the Russian nation. As the re-
markable dispatch from our Petrograd
correspondent printedyesterdaymakes
clear, Russia is in a condition com-
parable to that of the human body in
suspended animation. The vital pro-
cesses go on, there is nothing to stop
them; but the power of thought and
voluntary action is no longer capable
of being exerted. At the moment Rus-
sia is without a Government, it is in-
capable of making peace. It is un-
likely that the majority of the people
will heed a declaration that the war is
ended coming from the Bolsheviki
and Russia’s allies would pay no at-
tention to it, they would decline to
consider Russia a neutral nation. Our

to withhold supplies of all kinds from
Rusdia until some responsible govern-
mend has been established with which
we can do business. Potsdam might,
for effect on the German people, de-
clare that Russia has made peace, but
in view of the great danger that Rus-
sia might again soon be at war it is
extremely probable that large num-
bers of German divisions would re-
main upon the eastern front. ---N. ¥.

2ND LIEUTENANT .ARTHUR 9. HERDER.
Dled of Wounds, December 1st.

The casualty’list'received last night

contained “the sad intelligence that

2nd Lieut. Arthur J. Herder had given
his life in ‘the great cause.. He was
the eldest son of Mr. W, J.
Proprietor of The Evening Telcgram,
and is the second of his sons to be
killed in action with the Newfound-
land Regiment: his brother Hubert
fell on July 1st, 1916, The blow is
not only felt by his bereaved family,
on whom the sorrows of the war have
fallen thus heavily, but by the city,
where the gallant soldier was well
known, and by a host of friends in
other parts of the world.

Arthur Herder was born in this
city on Janpary 28th, 1883. He re-
ceived his education at the Methodist
College, among the records of which,
both scholastic and athletic, his name
will always have a high place. In the
popular memory he will be chiefly
kept in mind for his athletic prowess,
for he was a footballer of the first
rank and a foremost figure in the
early days of hockey in Newfoundland.
In the latter respect there was noth-
mg surprismg, for he was but the
first of a family which has since pro-
duced almost a full team of ' hockey-
ists of ¢championship calibre. In 1901,
having completed his school educa-
tion, he .entered Jesus College, Cam-
bridge. Here again, although he ob-
tained an honours degree and was
called to the English Bar, his scholas-
tic were overshadowed by his athletic
achievements. He speedily became
prominent on the running track and
was a “find” for his College in the
rugby field. But his chief distinction
was in rowing. He was a tower of
strength to his College Eight and in
his last year at Cambridge missed the
much coveted “blue” by one place

! crowned a fine record of:service with
the greatest of human-acts, giving his'

only, being the first reserve of the

"Varsity crew. Having . obtained his

degree and bar certificate, he return-
ed to Newfoundland and took up the
practice of law immediately, being

for some years a partner in the firm
of Howley & Herder. Seeking a
larger sphere he went, a few years
ago, to Western Canada, and the war
found him at Swiftcurrent, Saskatche-
wan, where he enlisted at once, while
his brothers Hubert and Ralph were
answering the call here. He went
over in the Swiftcurrent Light Horse
with the first Canadian reinforce-
ments in May, ' 1915. The following
winter he was transferred, at his own
request, to the Newfoundland Regi-
ment. In the dawn of the immortal
July 1st the three brothers went over
the top together. Hubert- was killed,
Ralph wounded'in the face and Ar-
thur badly wounded in both shoulders.
He was long Im hospital and left it,
not completely! cured, -last winter.
During his convalescence he married,
in April, Madge Lindsay, of Lynwood,
Ayr. A few days later he was sent
again to the fromt in France, and, be-
ing promoted to the rank of Second
Lieutenant, led his men in every en-
gagement in- which thé Regiment has
since participated.
