DON'T WANTSPETTY COURTS.

LONDON, Dec. 3.

An Australian cable received to-
day says the Government of Vie-
toria has asked Lord Milner, British
Colonial Secretary, to defer the ap-
pointment of a successor to Sir. L.
Stanley, GQovernor, pending next
years’ conferencé concerning the re-
lations between the Commonwealth
and the Australian States. Lord Mil-
ner replies objecting to an indefinite
postponement, and emphasizing that
the existing constitution should be
respected until altered. Earlier in
the year, Victoria suggested to the
Colonial Secretary that the Austral-
ian  Lieutenant® Governor might fill
the place, in future, hitherto filled by
a Governor sent from England. This
proposition received support n cer-
tain quarters in England, it being
asserted that since Australia possess-
ed a Governor: General there _had
ceased to be any good reascn why
a variety of petty courts should con-
tinue to exist in Australian state capi-

tals.

DENIKINE DEFEATS REDS.

LONDON, Dec. 3.

‘General Denikine, the Anti-Bolshevik
Leader in South Russia, received here
to-day, reports that the Red troops
strongly attacked his fortifications in

Flacing The Blame.

In Germany just now, “scape-
goating,” as an American paper
. puts it, is a favorite pastime
with the military, the press and
the people, the object being to
find the real person responsible
for losing the war: bhut the
scapegoats are notoriously ac-
tive dodgers and past - -masters
in the art of evasion, and each
one exercises considerable in-
genuity in shouldering off the
' blame on the other. The ques-
tion among the Allies, which
was considerably discussed, and
finally settled by mutual agree-
ment, was “Who won the war?”
With the Germans, the real con-
troversy, bitterly carried on, is
-over the question, “Who lost the
Yivar?”
®* %
So far no answer satisfactory
to the German people, or to the
military and naval heads them-
selves has been forthcoming.
No German leader is able to
make a reply pleasing to any
other German leader. ' Each one
accuses somebody else, and is in
turn blamed himself. And so
the “scapegoating” goes mer-
rily on. Von Tirpitz claims
that if his policy of unrestrict-
ed warfare had been carried
out, victory would have come
to the Central Powers. But
intrigue robbed him of the
confidence of the Kaiser, the
submarine campaign was, in
consequence, held back and the
war was lost. General Luden-
dorff holds that Von Bethmann
'Holwegg, former Chancellor,
‘and Admiral Holtzendorff, chief
of the naval staff, were to
blame, both . of them having
made faulty calculationg in the
submarine campaign, which
led Ludendorff and Hindenburg
to give their approval, the said
approval making for mnational
suicide.
* %
Charge and countercharge
follow each other in rapid suc-
cession and recriminations - all
round are the orders of the day.
According to Ludendorff’s -con-
tention, the chief of the mnaval
staff, Holtzendorff, was at fault
in underestimating the ability
of the Allies to cope with the
submarine menace: Bethmann
Holwegg was also at fault in
misjudging the effect of ruth-
less submarine warfare upon
‘neutral nations, especially the
United States, which had not
then entered the war. Had
ithese errors not been made,
Ludendorff’s  implication is
that another policy would have
been followed, the United States
would not have come in and ad-
ded its strength to that of the
Allies, and thus victory, or a
semblance of success might
have been . obtained by the

| writer n the Geneva Joux'-nal
i summarizes* a warning against

the “dangerous gecurity” being
now enjoyed by the Allied world.
The same paper asserts that
fearing a strangulation of trade
in “a war after the war” Ger-
many has established a number
of depots along the Swiss ' bor-
der from which she can pour a
veritable flood of manufactured
commodities into Switzerland.
Commenting on this the Mon-
treal Star says that in a gimilar
way German export trade is
menacing the industries of TIt-
aly, Holland, Denmark, Sweden,
and all the countries of Central
Europe. She is willing and
ready to do the world’s produc-
ing while we and the other Al-
lied nations are given over to
dancing, joy-riding and strikes,
but when it comes to buying
from us, she pleads poverty,
wants us to furnish the credit
and plenty of it. According to
the testimony of our own and
U. S. commercial travellers, re-
turning from Berlin, she propos-
es to take advantage of her
cheap labor, and of our capital,
to flood Allied countries with
goods. Thus would the Ger-
mans capture foreign trade,
while the period of labor unrest
following the war keeps our
factories from their. full pro-
ductiveness, and in losing the
war, the Germans gain more
than winning would have given

them.

The 1914-15 Star.

The medals for those of “Ours” who
served in Gallipoli, Egypt, and the
Aegean Sea in 1914-15, were issued
yesterday at the Militia Department.
The decoration is of bronze and is in
the shape of a four-pointed star, sur-
mounted by a crown. In the centre
is a wreath of laurels with crossed
swords. At the base is the letter G.,
enclosing the Roman numeral V. On
the reverse side is stamped the name
of the recipient and the legend, R.
Newfoundland Regiment. The medal
js suspended from a handsome red,
white, and blue water wave silk rib-

bon.

. .Bight British or near-British socie-
ties gave a dinner for the Prince cf
Wales at the Waldorf last night which
sought valiantly to be regal and full
of ceremony, but;which, despite en
s1most bewlildering array of regal state
was changed into & democratic de-
monstration which was little short of
‘remarkable. ;

The youthful Prince himself sound-
ed theé note of the occasion when, ¢8
twice before at other functions dur-
ing the day, he refused to sit in an
imposing chair which had been placed
for him st the guests’ table. What

is more, he kept a thousand or more
diners standing until the chair was
removed.’

As a reward, after the young visitor
had made an appealing speech, ‘he
vast gathering of diners and guests
in the boxes rose and sang, lustily,
“For He's A Jolly, Good Fellow.”
Magnificently gowned women occupy-
ing the two galleries of the great ball- |
room, where the dinner was held, !
joined in the song, and when the air |
died away there were -thunderous
¢heers for “The Prince! The Prince!"

Prince Clings to Democracy.

Throughout the meal, which was al-
most frugal in'its simplicity, and
afterwards, while William Howard
Taft, Charles E. Hughes and other
men of wide reputation were voicing
warm praise of Great Britain’s
achievements in the war and laying
emphasis on the common bond of
birth and aspiration between the Brit-
ish Empire and the United States,
Prince Edward Insisted on preserving
the attitude of democracy which has
marked his visit to this city from the
first.

There were impressive moments, of
course, such as when the vast as-
semblage rose and sang “God Save the |
King” and the mind of the spectator
had difficulty in divesting itself of the
influence of the hundreds of military
uniforms, with their glittering decora-
tions and the wealth of colorful and
imposing hangings, but for the most ;
part the dinner was what the young
prince insisted on making it—a feast
of good fellowship, with plenty of
songs and ladghter thrown in. :

U, 8. and British Flags Line the Walls. '

The eight societies which gave the
dinner were the Sulgrave Institution,
of which Willlam Howard Taft is the
President; the English Speaking Un-
fon, the British Schools and Univer-
sities Club, the Saint Andrew’s So-
clety, the Saint David’s Society, the
Saint George's Society, the Canadian
Club and the Canadian Society.

The four sides of the large banquet
hall, with the exception of sufficient
space for the guests in the boxes to
see what was going on, were almost
unbroken walls of British and Ameri-
can flags. Back of the dais on which
stood the speaker’s table had been
hung a gigantic “lunette” of combined
British and American colers, and in
the centre of this were the three
sweeping feathers donating the royal
rank of the guest of honor,

Edward, when he marched down the
long corridor leading into the hall
whe~e the members of the eight so-
cieties awaited him, was preceded by
a blare of stirring music from the
kilted band. This was at 7.30 o'clock.
Instantly a cheer went up from those
cn the main floor, and applause broke
out in the galleries

Indian Poet Lends Color.

The Prince was preceded by Major
Scott and followed by Mr. Taft, Mr.
Hughes and. others who were to sit
at ‘the speaker’s table. Rustom Rus-
tomges, an Indian poet, wearing a
long yellow gown with crimson trim-
mings at the meck and cuffs, wound
up the procession and added a vivid
touch of color, 1

The Prince and the others marched
across the dining room to the farther
end .and then crossed to their seats
at the dias. It was then that the Prince
