Court Roles
Centuries Old.

ATLANTIC CITY, July 1.—ShSrman 
L. Whipple, Boston attorney, who was 
selected by the Maryland Bar Associa­
tion t* deliver the address at their 
annual meeting to-day, gave an ex­
haustive treatise on "The Legal Priv­
ilege of Concealing the Truth.”

The underlying thought of Mr. Whip 
pie’s theme waa that1 courts and at­
torneys are now working under rules 
and procedure which were organised 
several centuries ago, that they ob­
struct the ascertaining of the truth; 
that the Judgments of the courts to be 
righteous, musthayeths truth disclosed 
otherwise they must find their Judge­
ments either in ignorance ef the truth 
or on error. '

He further argued that these old 
rules which are utilised to conceal the 
truth, and tend to conceal it, are lar­
gely the reason for the popular com­
plaint with regard to the court and 
the laws. "They mystify the layman, 
they do not appeal to his common 
sense, they make trials long, bickering 
argumentative disputes about things 
that the ordinary layman of good 
sen&o thinks are of no consequence 
whatever,” Mr. Whipple declared.

RULES BEING MODIFIED.
He contended that what the" people 

want and properly demand is that wq, 
do away with all this subtle applica­
tion et rules and have a procedure that 
appeals to business men, that appeals 
to common sense, that is open and 
frank and prompt, so that the Judge is 
not employed til the time in discussing 
technicalities—especially a procedure 
which is adapted to bring out the truth 
on the principal that in the trial of a 
case there is nothing more important 
than that theWh should be disclosed.

To walk the full length of the Ep­

som racecourse with keenly observant 
eyes and without prejudice is more il­
luminating, in a sense, than riding in 
A race on it if one wishes thoroughly 
to study Its many peculiarities. There 
is no other course quite like it, and, 
a small Jockey said, “A good joh, too.'*

When the runners dash away from 
the Derby starting point on their 
eventful mile and a half Journey, they 
have first to face a pretty stiff ascent 
of aboilt half a mile; and this alone— 
all "against the collar”—is a severe 
test. If a horse cannot take up and 
keep his right position here he might 
as wel^ be In his stable; It would be 
cheaper for his owner; though oats 
are dear. '

Arriving at the mile post, a welcome 
beacon, the runners reach their first 
bit of level ground, which is a great 
relief to some of them; and so, for 
about two furlongs, they rush along 
at their beet speed.
