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The Cost of Living

To the householder there is
no problem which causes more
concern, more worry, and more
of a feeling of hopelessness than
that of attempting to keep his’
family in at least comparative
comfort, to live within- his
means, and at the same time
make provision for a rainy day.

We are considering the case
of the citizen who really is
thrifty, who does his utmost to
meet his obligations and is sin-
cere in his desire to earn a
reputation for honesty and trust-
worthiness. He conscientiously
performs his duties, and if the
long looked for rise in pay is
not forthcoming, he continues
to give faithful service just the
same. As unexpected expenses
are added to his burden he be-
comes a little more careworn, a
little grayer, a little less hope-
ful, and his stoop becomes a lit-
tle more pronounced, but he
continues the unequal struggle.

Why is it that in such a coun-’
try as ours, where nature has
made abundant provision {for
our needs, this hopeless fight
has to he continued in order to
keep the wolf from the door?
Circumstances over which we
had no control, such as the war
and the disorganized condition
which followed are generally
hlamed for everything, but the
war ended nearly gix years ago,
the depression cgused by it is
becoming a thing of the past in
other countries and it is time
that taxes and prices here began
to show a similar return to nor-
malcy.

Owing to our system—or per-
haps it would be more correct
to say systems—of taxation we
pay out a large proportion of
our income towards the upkeep
of the country in the form of
duties on practically everything
that we require. Our gross in-
come is then assessed and is
taxed again, regardless of the
fact that a great portion of it
already has been passed over to
the Treasury. The household-
er in the city has to meet as
well the various municipal tax-
es, and if he is the possessor of
any property, he is muleted un-
der the last Charter to the tune
of sixteen per cent. of its valu-
ation.

Recently the Government re-
moved the duties on flour, and
during the last twelve months
- the price of that article in the
local market has dropped con-
siderably. The loaf of bread,
however, still sells acress the
counter for twelve cents. Why?

The duty was removed from
kerosene in~ May, and the
wholesale price is at present
somewhere about twenty cents
‘a gallon, It is retailing in cer-
tain stores at least at thirty-
five cents, < Again, why?

In the days when cattle feed
was at top prices and wages
were, if mnot proportionatel
high, at least considerably
above the pre-war rate, milk
_soared to twenty-four cents a
quart. To-day, wlth ’the expen-

rates for electric power have
been criticised, and it has been
admitted in the Legislature that
they are excessive. In neither
the former case nor in the latter
has the criticism evoked a de-
fence of the prices charged.
We are always ready to pre-
sent both sides of a question,
and are anxious to see that jus-
tice should be done to all, but
our opinion at present is that
in the various cases referred to,
and in others that will be men-
tioned as they come under our
atetntion, the «cost bears
heavily on the citizen and that
the time has come to relieve him
of a part of his heavy burden.

Earl and Lady Haig
LEAVE ;Y—-(—]—ABONIA.

Codfish—The schr, Faustina took
out 4,767 qtls. of fish from Henry
Clement and J. Penney & Sons, Ram-
ea, to Oporto this week; the A. H.

Breton, to Oporto, and
the Lady St. John 3,400 qtls., also to
Oporto from Wm. Webber & Sons,
Rencontre. The foreign markets are
keeping in good condition. Our
stocks in Oporto are down to 10,515
qtls., with consumption 3,085 for the
week, Norway had 33,370 qtls, in
the Oporto market at the end of June
but it was being absorbed at the rate
of about 5,000 qtls. per week, being
new fish.

Several packers who are always cer-
tain of 150 to 200 cases for the sea-
son, have not secured 20 cases to
date. The report all along the
French Shore is to the same effect.
When the first sign of salmon was
seen the weather was so blustry that
no person could attend to the nets.
Some consider that the presence of
so many seals -in White Bay and
along the Treaty Coast this™ season
hds had the affect of driving the sal-
mon off the coast. It is almost too
late now to look for any quantity and
the supply is going to be very short.
We know of several packers who re-
fuse to sell any under $10.00 per case
and some intend holding for $12,00
per case and even these prices will
not pay them unless there is con-
siderable improvement during the
next two weeks.

Lobsters—A few cases of lobsters
came in from Placentia Bay this
week, The pack so far is poor, which
it is said is due to taking off the in-
spector. A request was made for
a few cases for the British Empire Ex
hibition and great difficulty was found
in getting even two sound prime
cases. The fishery to date is poor.
The highest is one packer in St.
Mary’s Bay who has 24 cases. The
price paid so far for P. B. new catch
is $22.50.

Flour—The first car load of new
1924 wheat was sold at Pillsbury on
June 15th in Kansas. Since then the
harvesting has continued amid ideal
weather conditions. Reports state
that the vast golden plains of Kansas
are producing the best milling wheat
on record. Harvesting was spreading
rapidly when our correspondent wrote
on June 24th and is likely to be near-
ing completion at this date. Crop re-
ports from Minneapolis and the
northwestern States are very favor-
able, Recent rains and hotter weath-
er are bringing wheat along nicely
and some places are said to be nearly
equal to last year.

This wonderful attempt will be
conducted from the heights of the
Jungfrau, 14,000 feet up in the Alps.

The means of communication to be
tried will be light signals, which will
be sent out by a powerful lens, the

This year, also, an attempt is to
be made to communicate with the
moon. The money and machinery
are ready, and the inventor of the
latter, Professor R. H. Goddard, is
backed by the Smithsonian Institute
of Washington.

Briefly, Mr. Goddard intends to fire
a giant rocket at the moon. ’I‘hls
rocket is made of steel, and contains
a small internal combustion engine
ignited -by a smokeless explosive. It
will be forced forward by means of
continuous discharges worked by a
reloading mechanism.

The scientist believes that it will
reach the moon in thirty-six hours,
and that its arrival will be noticed by
the explosion of three pounds of Vic-
tor flash-powder contained in the
nose of the rocket.

Is there any effact of excessive drink-
ing of any potable beverage, alcoholic
or otherwise, so dreadful as this ef-
fect of overeating? Would any sane
person take & chance of becoming a
victim of cancer? Dr. Mayo assures
us that the doctors wiHl find a cure
for it within a few years.

The alleviation by means of ser-
ums, radium, or X-rays, Dr, Mayo
says, is in the experimental stage, and
he is not sure which, if any, of these
remedies will be the predicted cure.

We have all inherited the tendency
to excess in eating and drinking from
the days of barbariesm, when food and
drink were uncertain and hunger and
thirst often almost unbearable. It is
possible now, without laws or prohib-
itions, to eat and drink without court-
, ing disease or delirium.

If the homes were to measure up
to the standard of our schools a large
amount of evil and crime would be
unknown. But when the home tears
down what the school is endeavgur-
ing to build up, that is to make hon-
est, industrious, and God-fearing eiti-
zens, by inculcating in the minds of
the children religious principles, then
there is bound to-follow degradation
and crime. In order to go right a
man must think right. It is a pyscho-
logical law, that any type of thought,
it entertained, for a sufficient time,
will, by reaching the motor tracks of
the brain, finally burst into the cor-;
responding action. And, so it is, with
the evil inculcated ihto the minds of
the “rising generation,” either by bad
parents or evil companions. The
Dearborn Indépendent says:—

A Brooklyn "”gge asserts that more
than eight perfcent. of our crlmin;.ll
are under twenty-five. Another New
York jurist observes that the average
harderied eriminal”{s about seventéen
anq that the age at which the Jargést
number of crifginals are committed to
jails and reformatories is nifieteen.
This implies a youth situation of al-
arming proportions and implications.

How can ' this frightful wastage of
yvoung life be accounted for? Those
negrest to the facts tell us that it is
not the fruitage of a crime wave fhat
inevitably follows in the wake of war.
The causes go much deeper. In the
final apalysis the principal indict-
ment falls upon one only institution
and that institution is the average
American home.

The top root of the situation is con-
tempt for rightly constituted author-
ity. A generation ago the parents
governed the family. To-day the tab-
les are turnmed and the familg policy
is largely dictated by the children.
Consequently, before either the
school or the church cap assume any
guardianship, the seeds of potential
disorder have been sown. Nothing is
plainer than that moral education,
like charity, must begin at home.

The <¢hild who bas mnot learned a
wholesome respect for home-law will
have nothing but distain. for school-
law. The youth who has not been
discliplined to  regard . either . will
leave school aroumd fourteeh and.go
eitherout to defy all law. And when
he falls into the stern hands of the
guardiana of the law he will have his
parents to thank most of all.

The remedy it not better laws or
better schools or better churches. It
{s better homes and better parents.
