The Bootlegger and
What to do With him

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—There is a species of hu-
manity around to-day and a parasite,
created through the possibly well
meant efforts of the Prohibition crank
known to the general public as the
“bootlegger.” The question that is dis-

turbing the minds of a great many
people is, what are we to do to curb
him in his nefarious operations?

The law can in a measure deal
with many classes of criminals. Even
the “hold up” man and the hangers
on of his ilk are beginning to fear
the law. Capital punishment was re-
cently meted out to some of these
gentry in the city of Montreal in Can-
ada. But *“the %Ybootlegger” has no
fears. He's just fined and that’s all,
and he cares nothing for a fine. His
profits from the illicit trade he follows
are mere .than suafficient to cover any
paltry fine. In other words his cus-
tomers pay the fines administered by
a presiding magistrate trying a case
of conviction.

Now it is generally conceded that
“the bootlegger” whilst trading on
the weakness of human nature and
breaking the law at the same time is
not even giving his customers a
square deal. That's bad enough, but
here’s where the shoe pinches—he is
selling rank poison which has been
known ih many cases to kill unsus-
pecting consumers of tlis awful con-
coction known as “mocnshine” or
“rot gut.” In other cases total blind-
ness has followed and so on. One only
has to scan the newspapers to be con-
vinced that drastic measures have to
be adopted sooner or later, and the
sooner the better, to check this pest
and grafter of the worst kind in all
countries where the strong army of
prohibitionists has carried the day.

In the United States of America and
Canada vast sums of money are being
spent daily and hourly to fight illicit
trafic in, “booze,” “rot gut” or “fire
water.” as those venerable traders in
the North western parts of Canada ,
used to call them when sucking the !
valuable furs, etc., out of the poor In- |
dian in exchange for a bottle of this
stuff, some atrocious provisions, and '
guns which often exploded in use. and
the scheme has most miserably failed. |
The heads of the departments admit |
failure, but still go on in the effort to '
hold down a job, since a great many '
of these “job holders” have been
making han#”ome pickings or graft
out of the rats they were set to catch.

ol torture. Query, what are we to do
about it?

The Newfoundland Government have
recently passed a law formally
amending the previous Total Prohibi-
tion Law to be now operated on sim-
ilar lines to that of the Province of
Quebec through a Commission and
sale depots. This was certainly a wise
move. The Commission, however, does
not yet seem to be in thorough work-
ing order. There are still abroad the
same old suspicious looking black
bottles, which /are not officially
stamped, labelled or capsuled by the
Department. This stuff is as a rule
“doctored up” stuff. Cases are sent out
supposedly from the Commissioner to
customers, and are opened en route,
where, it is impossible to say, and re-
filled with the old unlabelled black

bottles by crooks of another fold. So ;

there’s another problem to solve. This

is not idle talk, it’s fact. Other ship- !

ments never reach the customer. Now
every man or woman is entitled to get
what he or she pays out hard earned
dollars for, whether it happens to be
liquor or anything else. The “crooks”
again step into the limelight and
claim what isn’t their property and

legger” has been very active all sum-
mer and winter at our camps in Deer
Lake and Corner Brook.

LONDON PAPER’S COMMENT ON
CANADIAN ACTION,

LONDON, Feb. 8.

“The hopeful outlook which mark-
ed the King’s Speech at the opening
of the Canadian Parliament has ev-
erything to confirm it,” says the Lon-
don Observer. The west is overlook-
ing its losses as the purchasing pow-
er of the world returns and wheat
prices move upwards with the de-
mand. . The recovery of the west
naturally opens up better prospects
for the industrial east and it seems
certain that Canada.has turned again
towards prosperity and expansion,
and that it will not be long in silenc-
ing the too ready pessimists of recent
years. While it was agreed that
Prime Minister MacKenzie King was
perfectly free and entitled to register
the Halibut Treaty direct with the
League of Nations, the Observer re-
grets the action on the ground that
Canada had nothing specific to gain
by acting in an individual capacity,
rather than as a member of the Brit-
ish Commonwealth of Nations. and
declares that the significance of the
procedure would only be read one
way by a third party. The paper adds
that nothing is added to the status of
Canada, but that something is sub-
tracted from the British Common-
wealth.

DEBT NOTE CAUSED MIXED
FEELINGS.

PARIS, Feb. 9.

The friendly phrasing and concil-
iatory tone of the British note on the
debt question are welcomed by French
commentators, but its terms cause
considerable doubt not to say misgiv-
ings.

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The Ocean Around
Newfoundland

(By A. G. HUNTSMAN, Director of At-
Iantx(. Stations, Biological Board
of Canada).

Below the level of the sea’s surface ¥

the continent of North America ex-
tends eastward past Newfoundland to-
wards Europe and out into the Atlan-
tic for more than:three hundred miles,
This submarine land, or “continental
shelf” as it is called, ends in a cub-
marine cape, to which the name of
Flemish Cap is given, and the top of
which is not far below the surface of
the sea. This shelf continues with a
width of from one to two hundred
miles northwestward along the coast
of Labrador toward the Arctic and
southwestward to and dlong the coast
of the United States. At its margin
the bottom drops abruptly to depths
of a mile or ‘more to the bed of the
ocean.

The submarine land resmbles dry
land in consisting of hills and hollows,
extensive plains and long broad val-

leys. There are no forests to clothe the -

hills, no grass to cover the *plains,
and yet there is abundant. life. The
water stops the light so quickly that !
only the layers near the surface can !
support plant life, consisting of the
variegated seaweeds attached to the
rocy shores and shallow bottoms, and

an enormous quantity of minute mic- |

roscopic forms floating everywhere.
On these plants directly or indirectly
an extraordinarily abundant animal
life of the most bizarre types feed,—
the floating forms, and the very many
kinds fastened to, or more or less
buried in, the bottom. Even the deep-
est parts are peopled, being fed by a
steady slow rain of minute food par-
ticles from the’ upper layers.

As on land the hills weather away
and the fragments gradually wash
down or roll to-lower levels, so in the
sea the wave action during “storms
dislodges from the higher parts mud,
sand, gravel, and stones,
wears away the rocks, the loose mater-
jal moving more or less steadily to-
ward the deeper water.

ONCE PART OF CONTINENT?.

It need not be thought surprising
that Newfoundland and its fishing
banks should have beéen the part of
North America that was first kyown
and exploited by Europeans. Jutting
out far into the Atlantic they could
not be overleoked.
