in ‘a smaller business. - Of course, this
will happen in any case, but fresh de-
mands from the workers w1l materjally
dasten it. . It 8 absciurtely " necessary,
therefore, for employers in their own in-
tercsts to combine.  Their weakness;
owever, will be in the facs that those
with the most extensivc concerns, will
fight shy of a combination with small
competitors when they sce clearly the ad-
vactages of subdivision of labor and most
elaborate achinery' which only the
largest and wealthiest establishments can
provids{ and when they know that the
increasing demands of the workers will
make it impossible for the smaller com-
peti‘ive establishments to compete with
them  successfully, so that the big fish
will certainly swallow up, the smaller
ones.”
In the battle that is to be fought in the
near future, ‘‘organization” will be the
watchward on both sides. As Mr. Tom
Mapn shows,self-preservation demands it,
and its demands are urgent and will not
be denied.

AN UNPLEASANT CH. ANGE.

We arg sorry to hear that the Dominion
Governwent have decided to cut down
the provisional allowance made to the
officials of the post-uffice in this city more
than  one:balf. Nearly everything that
is used in a household is s0 mueh dearer
here than in the eastern provinces that
the allowance uf 22} per cent. ‘was not
more than sufficient to make up for 'the
greater cost of living on the Pacific const,
It seems to us that, all things considered,
fifty per cent. would be nearer the right
thing than even twenty-two and a-half
percent, Ten per cent. additional to
which the allowance has been 'cut down
is certainly not enough to make a salary
in Victoria equivalent to one of the same
grade in say, Toronto or Montreal. " We
can easily understand that’ the depart-
ment may consider it unjust to
give post-office clerks higher ' sal-
aries on the Pacific coast- than in
the eastern provinces. But it is equally
unjust to give a clerk on this coast less
pay than one of the 'same ‘grade in an
eastern town.

APTER BURKH'S TRUNK.

A Winnipeg Detective Thinks He has s Clue

to 1L Fimully.

WinNiPEG, J u.\y;:l)etective McKen-
zie, the officer who discovered Martin

Burke'a year ago and undoubtedly pre-
vented the escape of the notorious Cron-
in murderer, has struck a clue'to an im-
portant bit of evidence that may event-
sually remove the veil of mystery from
the Cronin case. At the time Burke was
some mischance or
stupidity the police’ forgot to ' look after
his baggage.. It was not until Chicago
detectives went to- Winnipeg that  the
subject of the . baggage was broached, |
and then it was too late to get any trace
of it. = Subsequent developments. proved
that Burke not. only had a big trunk,
but that he had been-eareful to dispose of

it a8 well as his  railroad baggage check,

All efforts to find the trunk, which is
supposed  to contain posit ve evidence of
Burke’s conuection with the mur-
der, have so far failed. While the
trial was on in Chicago, detectives
from that city made periodical trips east
and west on' the Cavadian Pacific- in
search of the missing trank, but they
were ‘never gble to get any trace of if,
and finally concluded that it “had been
taken by friends of the fugitive murderer.
The fiuding of D. Cronin’s clothes and
instruments in an Evenston avanue sewer
while the murderers were on 'rial putan
end to thé search for the trunk so far as
the Chicago police force was concerned;
but Detective McKenzie has never 1lost
sight of the fact that it may yet prove an
important factor in the famous case, © He
has found out that when Burke came to
Wiunipeg he was accompanied by a mys-
teri us friend, who left here for the west
within an hour after Birke’s arrest.

‘What the British Soldier Eats.

The pay of a privatesoldierof a linc
infantry regiment — which is the
smallest man’s rate of pay in the
arriy—is one shilling per diem. In|
addition to his pay he receives a daily
ration of three-quarters of a pound of
meat und one pound of white bread.
During peace everything else he re-
quires as food he has to purchase from
his daily pay. Wkhen on active ser-
vice he 15 well fed free of all charge.

There has been a great deal of non-
sense talked and written of late about
the insufliciency of the soldier’s food.
The factis he gets plenty to eat, but
he has to pay for much of it out of his
own pocket. Lxamine any corps on
parade, and the plump, ruddy appear-
ance of the men will prove how well
he is fed. In addition to the daily ra-
tions which I have already described,
every company mess purchases tea,
sugar, milk, veoetables, ete.; at adaily
cost of about 34d. to-each man. Most
men. also buy in their canteens beer,
hot sausages, butter, jam and other
luxuries. In his récreation reom the
soldier can be served at all hours with
ood tea, coffee, bread and butter, ete.
The question for the'government to
consider is how much of the soldier’s
daily food is to be paid for by the state.

A Boy Who Could Speak Three Lan-
guages When Four Years Old.

John Philip Baratier was born at Schwo-
bach, in the margravate of Anspach, in 1721.
At the age of four, states a writer in Notes
and Queries, he conversed with his mother
in Freunch, his father in Latin and his serv-
ants in German. In his eleventh year he
translated *“The Travels of the Rabbi Ben-
jaminof Tudela” from Hebrew into French.

e was elected a member of the Royal
Academy of Science at Berlin, and was of-
fered the degree of M. A. atthe Halle Uni-
versity, to which he was admitted on draw-
ing up and defending fourteen theses in
philosophy and the mathematics (1785). He
died at the early age of nine.een.

Another marvelous child was Christian
Henry Heinecker, who was born at Lubeck,
February 6, 1731—just twenty-seven days
after Baratier first saw the light of day.
He could recite the principal facts in the
‘‘Pentateuch’’ when but one year old; the
entire history of the old and new testament
‘was familiar to'him at fourteen months;
at two and one-half years he could answer
the principal stions in an’cient and mod-

Goethe is said to have known German,
French, Italian, Latin and Greek before he
was eight. On January 20, 1889, the New
York Sun gave an account of a little negro
—Oscar Moore—who knew all of Appleton’s

The hatred displayed
by street-car conductors and drivers for
these monitors in their affairs needs little
provocation, and as & rule_the operators of
the cars get to know their men in time, and
are certainly well posted regarding their
movements, X

The “spotter” who appeared in the police
court carried a bunch of the blanks fur-

nished by the street railway companies for |

hisuse, and their make-up is ingenious as
regards details. The spaces to be filled in
the blank report call for the day of the
week, month and year, and the exact time
of the day at which a car is boarded. The
direction in which & car is going and the
name of the cross street where the car is

' met, together with the mumber of ‘the con-
ductor and register, is also demanded.
Then follows the details regarding the num-
ber of fares recorded and a space for the
““spotter” to fell of any nickels that may be
“imocked down.” ‘The report goes further,
and asks for answers to such questions as
these: “Was the conductor polite? Was
the conductor careless? Was he watchful
as to nssisting’ ladies and ckildren on and
off thecar? Was he engaged in loud talk
with any one on the carf Was the driver
careful with his team?”’

These Indians had evidently come from
the divide, and had either been ' hunting
or trading, probably the former, as the
presence of the women and child made it
unlikelythat they had come so far. More-
over, after giving them tea and crackers,
Isaw that their packs contained but a few
furs of the commonest kind. We had
bridged a small clear stream, sluggish but
deeﬁ, on the west of our'camp by felling
a tall cottonwood and floating one end
across. It formed a footway so narrow
and slippery and the water was so pro-
found on either side that I hesitated to
cross it, and only did so once, and that in
fear and trembling, preferring to wade.
But these Chilcats walked across (except
one woman, and the man informed us
she wasa Yakutat) without so much. as
thinking twice about it, turning their toes
inwardsafterthe mannerofanape, thougha
white has informed me that he has ob-
served  the Chilcats balancing them-
selves across alog bridge by stepping
sideways all the time, the feet E»eing
p};nted 0 that both pointed to the same
side.

On May 12th, with wmy Kwagintlh
half-breed, I made a tedious ascent of
Mount Glave. We had to run a race
with the river. . T was8 anxious to recross
it before noon, as, subsequent to that
hour, it rises o rapidly that I feared ‘it
might be almost unfordable, particularly
as we found it hard enough to 8'agger

-across in the-early morning, when * it was

almost ab its Icwest. I therefore roused
everyone at four, and we had breakfast—
porridge with condensed milk stirred in
undiluted, ha:d tack or captain’s biscuits
toasted, w:th butter, can: ed ruast beef,
cheese and cold boiled beans. [t wes um-
portant also to know if there was: much
game in the country to depend
u{)on for food; if possible to get: a
glimpse towards the St. Elias district in
case  any superlatively high = peaks
should be visible in that direction, and to
obtain & general view of the immediate
district.

We tried to cross at several points be-
fore succeeding, using long poles as a
support, but in returning we imitated the
Indians by formine line (of two), and

It was unvarnished
when it started on its course, and it was
plain and unvarnished when the reporter
got hold of it, its experiences having been
very different from those of similar
foundationless stories; which are accus-
tomed to grow as get-older; and
innocent as they may have been when
they began, almost. invariably become
mischievous before their career is over.
