After-a Thrilling and Dan-
gerous Time.

Coolness of Officers Prevents
panic and Restores Dis-
cipline. Among Crew.

Hamilton, Bermuda, Feb, 10.—The
Quebee S. 8. Company - steamer Ma-
diana, Capt. Fraser, which sailed from
g last Saturday with a .party
of excursionists for a special erunise
around the Caribbean islands, went
ashore on the reefs off this island at
3 o'clock this morning. The passengers
had a thrilling experience. The ship is
a total less, but all on board were res-
cued and brought safely to land, after
a perilous trip in life boats from .the
wreck to a tug standing a mile off. The
mails and the passengers’ baggage were
also saved.

According to -statements made by
those on board, the Madiana was tread-
ing her way ‘in the night. through the
narrow channel between the coral reefs
which lead to Hamilton harbor, when
she struck a reef one and a half miles
Northeast of North Rock. No explicit
sxplanation is _yet forthcoming as te
Lhow the vessel went on the rocks, and
the only information obtainable from
the officers Is that the light which in-
gicates the ‘channpel for some Treason
could not be seen. All the passengers
were in thejr berths when the Madiana
struck the rocks, but the shock of the
impact awakened them, and they rush-
ed on deck, the majority of them with-
out attempting to dress. Considerable
alarm, though mnot a panic, prevailed
among the passengers when they found
that the vessel>was hard on the rocks,
but the officers went among them and
calmed them, although a number did not
venture below again to seek other eloth-
ing. A part-of the crew did not share
the coolness of the officers, but the Jlat-
ter soon Trestored order among the
troublesome seamen.

Distress signals were sent up, and
the passengers passed an anxious time
during the latter part of the night. The
Madiana listed heavily in the.night, and
‘when morning broke, lay broadside to
the wind, the passengers still scantily
dressed, being huddled together on the
hurricane deck, and the sea breaking
over the steamer, drenching them to the
skin. As soon as the news of the wreck

SCANDAL IN
THE GUARDS

Revelations of Brutality to
Young Officers Made By
Admiral Cochrane.

London, (Feb. 10.—Rear-Admiral Basil
Cochrane, retired, in a letter published
by the London Times today makes.as-
tounding revelation® regarding the
“barbarous system’ prevailing among
the Guards regiments for the punish-
mnt of subalterns who were found guilty
of social or military offences, According
to Admiral Cochrane, the colonel of
one battalion has .been in the habit of
handing over offending officers to the
senior subaltern. The latter summons
a court-martial, at which the attendance
of all the subalterns is exacted, and
sentence is almost invariably flogging.
This is administered on the bare ‘back
after the removal of all the clothing,
and from six to forty blows with a
cane are given with such severity that
the Jower nmumber is .sufficient to draw
blood. -All the officers present, even the
meost intimate friends.of the victim, are |
compelled to administer their share of!
the hlows. The admiral cites the in-
stance of a young officer who fainted
after receiving 40 stmokes and refers
alep #o the case of his own nephew who
is not mamed, but who iis clearly Cap-
tain JLevison<Gower. For an uninten-
tiopal military fault ‘he ‘was tried and
flogged. $Subsequently, aecording to Ad-
miral ‘©Gochrane, his nephew +was pun-
ished with great severity by Major-
Gegeral Oliphant (formerly cémmander
of the Grenadier Guards) for a petty
fault, and who in consequence of con-
tinued ill-treatment, resigned his com-
‘mission last week. When TLord Rob-
erts, the comomander-in-chief, was In-
formed of these occurrences ithrough re-
latives, he sewerely reprimanded ‘Colonel
Rickardo, eomsmander of the Grena-
dier Guards, and placed ILt.4Col. Kin-
loch of the same regiment on ‘kalf pay.
The whole subject, which has caused
a very great semnsation, will be fully
aired in parliament.

Fernie, Feb.. 11.—(Special)—The cause
of the strike is stated by the Crow’s
Nest Coal Company to be entirely a
mystery, the men going out this morn-
ing without notice. They also say that
the vote for a strike at the last meet-
ing of the union at which it was declai-
ed, was as follows. For the strike—
Coal Creek, 49 votes out of a total of
438 miners; Michel, 90 votes out of 4
total of 405 miners; Morrissey, 80 votes
out of  372. This does not include tha
engineers, firemen and fan temders,
(who were forced to quit by the strikers.
( One of the leading strikers interview-
ed by your representative said that the
couses of the strike were several. He ae-
cused the company of not keeping the
contract made with the men at the time
of the last strike;, and that under the
ppresent contract system it was impossi-
ble for more than a small percentage of
men to make living wages. The com-
pany store system was also unsatisfac-

ly at the mercy of the company; and
the men did not put faith in the com-
pany’s promise to do away with the
same, 'The grievances of the men had
been investigated by officials of the
‘Westerm Federation of Miners, and the
ffederation ‘would suppert the men in the
strike. It had not been hastily gone into.
but had been under consideration for
over a month past.

i Ome of the miners who was opposed
to the strike, but had gone ont with the
majority, was also seen. He said he
had nothing to complain of. In pushing
the development of the mines it had
been mecessary to employ a large per-
centage of men utterly new to coal min-
ing. ‘These men under the contract sys-
tem were unable to earn fair wages,
and were naturally very much dissatis-
fied. - Men employed on time were well
paid and skilled minérs were able to
make good wages on contract. "He was
personally opposed to company stores.

The
Pacific Coast Steamship Company was
unot looking for any bonus or anything
of that sort. Tt, did, however, want
‘business, and if possible assurances from
Vietorians that business would be forth-
icoming should it put a first-class, mod-
ern, fast steamer on' the run. He was
desirous of ascertaining to what extent
the people of Victoria would be prepar-
ed to aporeciate such an improved ser-
wice; and, assurances to that end of_a
satisfactory nature béing forthcoming.

An Eloquent Address Delfivered

The Empire

By Envoy Wyatt at the
City Hall.

Need of Canada Contributing
to Maintenance of “First
Line of Defence”.

A regrettably small, but extremely
fortunate, audience assembled at the’
City hall yesterday evening and heard
one of the most eloquent speeches de-
hivered in Victoria for many a day from
the lips of H. K. Wyatt, the envoy of
the British Navy League. His address
wae an oratorical treat, on a theme
which, even when handled by a less-a.c
complished speaker, never fails to stir
the blood of Britons the world over—
the growth and development of = the
British navy, its glorious traditions, its
splendid achievements, and the " great
part it plays in the maintenance and
preservation of the Empire. i

Mr. Justice Martin presided, apd in
introducing Mr. Wyatt, took occasion to
point out the great responsibility which
rested upon Canada to assist in main-
taining the first line of defence—the.
navy. :

Mr. Wyatt in his opening remarks
commented upon the absolutely derence-
less position of Vancouver Island were
it not for the protection afforded by the
British navy, and then launching into
his theme, held the closest interest of.
his auditors for over an hour, as he re-
cited in burning words of eloquence the
great and glorious history of the British.
navy. He said in part: i

It is a rare privilege to be allowed to
lead the cause of the navy here on
g’apcouver Island, which is the last por
tion of the Western Dominion of. the
world-spread British people—this Island,'
which is like a sentinel looking forth in-
to the Pacific ocean, the mastery of
which in days to come are to decide the
destinies -of the half of mankind. Here!
in Vietoria you have never known the
shock of war. From the day some 60
years ago that the first tree was hewn
down, until now, that which in human
history has been the encompassing con-
dition of national life—the mnecessity of
resisting hostile attack, of making good
your rights and your position by arms—|

has never been imposed on the British

people living here.

You have been, and you still are, like
men clad in enchanted and invisible ar-
mor—anrmor which not only resists a!
blow aimed, but which prevents even!
the attempt to make the stroke, for you
have been shielded by the wunseen
strength of naval power, shielded not
by those ships of war which happen to,
have had their base at Esquimalt, b11t|
by the invisible might of the -whole!
navy of Britain, which alone stands be-
tween the British people and their
jealous foes, which by its presence, it
may be ten thousand miles away,
guards the shores of this Island and the
shores of all British Columbia, and the
shores of Australia and the shores of
the whole Empire from its enemieg, who
cannot -make their attack, unless they
first, in the fierce clash of battleships,
strike down those fleets with which the
children of the “seven seas” guard the
heritage that is theirs. (Applause.)

‘“And if, not content to be like a blind
man on a road, who knows not whence
he came, we look back on the past his-
tory of our race, and ask how and why
the Anglo-Saxon peoples engirdle the
earth with their possessions, how it is
that the English tongue is the predomin-
ant language in North America? Why
it is that without let or hindrance, the
British flag has been raised and flown
in regions so ‘far removed froin'the old
land? Beyond all other reasons we shall
find confronting us this answer: “Be-
cause the-British folk won mastery .t
sea.” (Applause.)

But this mastery was not secured by
any calm and inevitable process of de-
velopment; it did not come of itself, o
as a free gift of nature. It came, on
the contrary, by fierce and conscious ef
fort, by toil and self-sacrifice continued |
for centuries from generation to genera-
tion of our forefatlrers, until in the last
great grapple with France under Na-
poleon, which closed within the lifetime
of some men still living, the vietory was
wrenched from the jaws of relactant
fortune by perseverance and endurauce.
and skill, and the faithful devotiou of
gallant lives.  (Applaunse.)

And with victory was gained also the
enjoyment of that long period of peace-
ful expansion which has lasted even to
our own times. Ome glance at the past
will be sufficient to convince you. that
this picture which I put before you is
not mere theory but indisputable truth.
For we were not the only people, as a
matter of histori® fact, which burst the
gates of the sea and sought wealth and
empire across the ocean. Four European
peoples, first Portugal, and then Spain,
and then Holland, and then France,
broke from the narrow confines of their
own territories and wrestled with us for
colonies, for commcree, for'all that goes
with command of the sea. Some wide
portions of the former empires of the
Dutch and of the Portuguese yet sur-
vive, while France, which lost to us the
empire she had acquired in the
eithteenth century, has gained a new
dominion within the last 20 years.

In this secular contest, the men of
Elizabethan Eungland, the Puritan mar-
iners of the sea ports, were the first to
brake the Spanish monopoly of the New
World, and carried the flag of England
into . the Pacific. They were stern men,
fierce against a cruel foe. They knew
well the death by fire at the stake, or
death on the racks of the Inquisition
would be their fate-if they fell alive into
the hands of the Spaniard, and .they
gave or accepted no guarter. When we
look back on them, we might say, with
them, the words which Kipling has put
into ‘the mouths of some of them, that
wonderful poem of his, “The Last
Chantey: g
“Then out spoke the souls of the gentle-

men adventurers,

Fettered wrist to bar, all for red in-

iquity:

Ho, we revel in our chains at the sor-

row that was Spain’s.
Heave or sink it;
Leave or drink it;
We_ were masters of the sea.”
(Applause.)

Why, in the naie of that freedom for
which British sea power stands, should
we give up that mastery now?

‘But let me point out that, as in the
sixteenth century we wrestled with
Spain, so in the seventeenth we grappled
with Hbolland, and in the eighteenth
and the first fifteen years of the mine-
teenth with France. '

And .what I want you to notice is
that the period in which we live is noth-
ing but the historic sequel ot that which
went hefore. All things on this earth
are in a state of movement and flux—
empires faliing, like the empire of China,
or the kingdom of Persia, and empires
rising, like ‘the empire of Russia and
the empire of Germany.

What we have to do is to realize this
continuity and, as Longfellow  says,
‘“‘Act, act, in the living present.” - Act
s0 as to secure that this sea power,
rwhich is the henitage of our past, and
in which lies the hope of our future,
shall be kept inviolate in spite of all
dattack. But if you think aund feel thus.
you must not be content to sit still and
acquiesce. - You must move. and you
must strive. Why should that portion
of our race, that portion' of the British
people which happens still to live in
the old land, be left alone to bear the
burden of empire, alone maintain that
navy which is its shield? And why
should you, whether here in this Is.-

and, or throughout Camada—why should
you forswear your own birthright as

Britons by giving up what is in fact
the highest attribute /of a nation—and
it is the fundamental quality of a man—
the right and the power of self-defence?
(Applause.) - But if, as I think I will
show, and I think you will agree, the
navy is for all Britons, the supreme
instrument of national salvation, then
iCanada has up to now abandoned this
ﬂbght and - this power, for not only has
she taken no part in naval defence, but
she has not taken the necessary steps to
[be: fit to take it; for remember, the na-
val preparation cannot be accomplished
in a day or in a month, or even in one
or two years; but requires long fore-
thought and preliminary 'effort.

Therefore Canada is at the present,
moment shorn of the bighest grnvale@e
of a natiou; deprived of it by her own
determined abstinence from the naval
defence of her ownl commerce, her own
shores, and the Empire of which she is
S0 great a part.

If you wish to alter that frame of

mind in Canada, which has made this
inaction possible, then you must organ-
lize to give effect to your views, for the
views of individuals acquire tenfold
tforce when they are combined. \Here
and now, in Victoria, ‘and in this hall,
you have the organijzation, and the oniy
organization in the whole Empire, which
miakes naval defence and combination
for naval defence, its aim. If you too
feel how incalculably vast an extent that
object comprises thé future of your Em-
pire and of your race, then join tha
‘Navy League, now and at once, and in
joining it, you may be very sure that
you are laboring in the most effectual
way in your power for the victory of
the British people in the competition of
‘the world. (Loud applause.) :
« At the .invitation of the chairman,
Mr. Joseph Peirson then made a brief
explanation of the objects of the Navy
ILeague, its present necessities and ad-
vantages of membership.

IMPERSONATOR

Vancouver Man Gets 8ix Months
and Fine of Fifty
Dollars.

Vancouver, Feb. 9.—Geo. Gilroy was
sentenced today by Magistrate Aiexan-
der to six menths’ .imprisonment and
$50 fine for impersonating George
Fletcher in the recent Dominion elec-
tion. Magistrate Alexander said that
if Gilroy had come forward and ac-
knowledged his fault, that he would
have given him the minimum jpunish-
ment, but his evidence went to show
that he was pretending to have been
irresponsible. throngh drink at the time
of the offence for the purpose of making
his own offense legs objectionable in
the eyes of the law, or to shield some-
one else, so that he would punish him
more severely than he otherwise would
have done.

Death In
South Sea

————

Tidal Wave in Society Islands
Sweeps Away a Thousand
Lives.

Terrible . Hurricane Aids the
8ea in the Werk of
Destrnctiou.

Unfortunate - Natives . Drowned
Without Slightest Chance
of Succor,

———

San Francisco, Feb. 8.—News of a
fearful loss of life in a destructive
storm that swept over the South Sea
isiands last month, reached here today
on the steamer Mariposa, direct from
Tahiti. The loss of life is estimated at
1,000 souls. On January 13 last a huge
tidal wave, accompanied by a terrific
hurricane, attacked the Society Islands
and the Tuamotu group with fearful
force, causing deaths and devastation
never before equaled in a iand of dread-
ed storms, verification of man’s inabil-
ity to coutend with wind and sea. .

The storm ragea several days,
reaching its maximum strength between
January 14 and January 16 From the
meagre advices received at Tahiti up to
the time of the sailing of the Mariposa,
it is estimated that at least one thousand
of the islands’ inhabitants lost their
lives. It is feared that later adyvices will
add to the long list.

The first news of the disaster arrived
at Papeete, Tahiti, January 26, on the
schooner Eimeo. The captain of the
schooner placed the fatalities at five
hundred. The steamer Excelsior arrived
at Papeete the following day with four
hundred: destitute survivors. The cap-
tain of the Excelsior estimated the total
loss of life to be eight hundred. These
figures comprised only the deaths on the
three islands of Hao, Hikuera and Mak-
okau, whose ordinary population is
1,800. On Hikeura island, on which
are 1,000 inhabitants engaged in pearl
diving, nearly one-half were drowned.
On n adjacent isldnd one hundred more
were washed out to sea. Makokau and
Hao are depopulated. Conservative es-
timates at Tahiti place the number of
islands visited by the tidal wave and
hurricane at eighty. All ef them are
under, the control of the Frenca gover-
nor at Tahiti.

The surviving inhabitants are left des-
titute of food, shelter and clothing, all
having been swept away by the storm.
The French government, upon receipt of
news of the disaster, took prompt meas-
ures to relieve the distressed district and
despatched two warships, the Duranee
and Zelee, with fresh water and provi-
sions. The Italian man-of-war Cala-
bria accomranied the two French ves-
sels on their errand of mercy. As the
supply of fresh water and provisions
was totally exhausted by the storm, it
is feared that many lives will be lost
before the relief ships arrive.

As far as is known, eight white people
were among the drowned. Included in
these were Alexander Brander, N. P.
Plunkett,, of Oakland: T. Donnelly, for-
meriy a fireman on the steamship Aus-
tralia, and the local agent of C. Coppen-
rath, a merchant of Papeete. Added
to this mumber is an unknown woman,
who committed  suicide from fright.

As the islands were barely twenty
feet above sea level and not surrounded
by eoral reefs, it was necessary for all
the jnhabitants to take to the cocoanut
trees when the tidal wave began to eover
the land. These trees grow to an im-
mense height, many reaehing an altitude
of 100 feet. All of the lower trees were
covered by the raging seas, which swept
with pitiless force about and over them.
The natives in the taller trees were safe
until the cocoanut roots gave way, and
then they, too, were swept onward, far
out into the sea.

The 400 survivors brought by the Ex-
celsior to Papeete gained the ship’s
side by swimming three and four miles
from the tops of the cocoanut trees. The
Eimeo, though badly disabled by the
storm, also brought off as many persons
as could swim to her sides, she, like the
Excelsior, being unable to run close to
the shore because of the feanful violence
of the ocean swells, which continued to
run abnormally high for a week, after
the tidal disturbance. Another schoon:
er, the Gauloise, from the Marquess
islands, 60 miles from Tahiti, encounter-
ed the hurricane while en route to the
latter place, and only the timely action
of the captain in having the cargo, eon-
sisting of thirty head of cattle, thirty-
five pigs and thirty tons of cotten,
jettisoned, saved the little craft from
destruction. Even with this precaution,
the life of one man was lost by waves
sweeping the decks.

iOut of the many acts of heroism re-
ported is that of a woman whe climbed
one of the tall cocoanut trees and lash-
ed her little babe to the branches,
hanging on to the body of the tree be-
neath the little one as best she could.
There they remained for ten hours, suf-
fering great torture, until finally res-
cued.

Thousands of tens of copra amd over
200 tons of mother-of-pearl are known
to have been lost.. The pearl] shells are
valued at $1,800 per ton, and@ many val-
uable pearls may now be lost to the
world ferever, as these were considered
some of the best pearl islands im the
world. "

Among the passengers on the Mari-
posa today was G. W. Waterbury, for-
merly of ‘Chicago, whe was in that por-
tion of the storm wtich visited the Island
of Raiatea, one of the Leeward islands
lecated some distanee to the West “of
the ill-fated Paumeotu. Here much dam-
age was done, although no lives were
lost. A well-built road, constructed by
the French government at considerable
expense, was demolished, bridges were
carried away, buildings overturned and"
shattered, and a score of big ships and
wreckage and eocoanut trees heaped high
along the coast line, ©Old inhabitants on
Raiatea stated the storm to be the
worst they had ever seen. Returning_to
Tahiti, the little schooner upon which
he sailed was almost swamped by the
high seas, and a waterspout came near.
to the boat at one place.

THE GERMAN ALLIANCE.
From fthe echoes we receive here we
should judge that popular opinion in
Great Britain was strongly against the
alliance with Germany for the purpose
of joint action against Venezuela.

therefore he should mnot judge. The
doctrine that popular opinion is the last
court of appeal in the details of foreign
policy, does not hold in the British rep-
resentative system. So long as the gen-
eral coutinuity of British policy is not
interfered with, nor his feelings out-
raged, the British elector permits his
Government fo arrange foreign affairs
without much ecriticism. The Govern-
ment has in this respect absolute power,
within limits, to which the people bow
without question. Tt is, therefore, some-
thing rather unwonted to find public
opinion inflamed to the extent it has
been by the alliance with Germany for
joint action in South America. Cer-
tainly great ill-feeling was stirred
against the Germans for their attitude
during the Boer war. But that ill-feel-
ing did mot result in any criticism of
the Government for its joining hands
with (Germany during the troubles in
Ghina. Ot is evident, therefore,’ that
it is some factor in the present affair
independent of the anti-German feeling
which has caused the present violent
outbreak, threatening a Government
which survived the remount scandal and
the education bill. What is that factor,
_ sufficient to break down the reserve
wvith which the ‘press usually treats for-
eign affairs, and to inflame the public
mind? We believe it to be a well-found-
ed impression that the Government has
put it within the power of Germany to
prejudice the relations between Great
RBritain and 'the United States, and an
equally well-founded distrust of what
Germany is likely to do in this direc-
tion. DPopular opinion, it appears to us,
is wiser than the Government has been.
Germany and the United States were at
the point of war during the trouble with
Spain, through the action of a German
naval officer. Yet Germany has con-
trived to insinuate the suggestion that
the friend of the United iStates at that
time, wag Codlin and not Short. On
general principles a German naval offi-
cer can be depended upon to act in the
most high-handed and outrageous man-
ner ‘consistent with his duty, and to
nd every form of itching,
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is subject to the uncomfortable possi-
bility that Great Britain might be ob-
liged to repudiate her partner. The epis-
ode of the Panther has not yet been
satisfactorily explained. 'What possible
right had a blockadins warship to en-
ter an inner harbor for ‘the murpose of
destroying a helpless gv=* - *®* 43 ob-
ject of ‘a blockade is to keep vessels out
of ports. It,is an entirely different thing
from a bombardment into which Ger-
many seemed anxious and willing to
turn it. 1If this incident was not design-
ed to aeccentuate and increase the trou-
‘ble, we do not know what its. design
could have been. This :Anglo-German
aliiance lodks-to us very much like a
successful attempt on the part of Ger-
many to make Great Britain take an
equal risk with herself of serious com-
plications in the Western hemisphere,
leaving herself free to antagonize Brit-
ish interests in Europe, and in the East.
In spite of the ravings of the yellow
press, the restrained attitude of the
United States is very largely due to the
fact of a general confidence that Great
Britain desires only what is fair and
reasonable. No such confidence exists
either in Great Britain or the United
'States as to the intentions of Germany.
The alliance should not have been en-
tered into except with the United
States as a party of the third part. To
our mind it was an instance of the in~
comprehensible blindness to possible con-
sequences which has been a characteris-
tic of British Governments from time im-
memorial; and if no serious consequences
result, it will be equally an instance of
the amazing luck through which, having
blundered into difficulties, we hlunder
out of them again. The extract is a
little long, but it is well worth reading:

‘INothing has been more striking in
connection with the Venezuelan imbrog-
lio than the failure of the (GOvernment
to diagnose and to comprehend public
opinion in this country and in America.
. . . We have a right thus to assume
that they did not know what  would
come of their action, because the ease in
point was not one in which any Gov-
ernment would care to fly counter to
the public opinion of both branches of
the Anglo-Saxon race. It is possible to
imagine cases where a patriotic minis-
try might deliberately decide to brave
public opinion about an act of iState
pohqy which they deemed essential to
the interests of the nation. - “We must
do it in 'spite of public opinion, and
though it will bring down upon us an
avalanphe of popular indignation, be-
cause it is the only right course.’ That
is a sentiment which thinking men must
hope. will always remain as one of the
gmdxpg principles of British statesmen.
But in the present instance no meed for
taking up such an attitude has ever been
alleged. . The signs of the times
were, indeed, so particularly easy to
read that perhaps the most amazing
thing in the whole amazing business has
been the surprise of the Government
when they found out that they had
done something exceedingly mmpepular,
and instead of decreasing mnational ill-
feeling, had immensely increased it. Ngt
only does the British peopie condemn
the action of the Government, but it is
now far more hostile to Germany than
before the Alliance. That last result
we should greatly regret—national ani-
mosity is, of course, per se, always te
be strongly regretted—except for the
belief that it will tend to prevent any
_Goverument in the future plunging us
into an alliance with a power which by
the law of its being is a rival, and ow-
ing to the policy which it pursues is
dangerous to us in a high degree.

. “The Government were not less blind
m regard to American opinion that in
regard to British. It js inconceivable
that the Foreign office, which is well
served by the embassy at Washington,
and which possesses an able diplomatist
in the present British ambassador,
should not have received plenty of in-
formation from which they could have
leqrx}ed .what is the nature of public
opinion in the United States as regards
Germany. The suspicion of ‘Germany
1s so patent in -America that one would
have thought it impossible to ignore it,
or not to understand that anything ap-
proaching an alliance between Britain
and 'Germany with a view to action
against a South American State would
have created the most intense excite-
ment in America. How could the Gov-
ernment have forgotten the impression
made upon America by the action of the
British squadron in the Philippines
when America and Germany so nearly
came to blows? That on that occasion
the weight of our influence fell nmot on
the side of Germany, but, naturally, in-
stinctively, and ivevitably on that of
America, was an intense source of satis-
faction to the people of the United
States. ‘That to join maval forces in
{South American waters with a power
believed by :America to be essentially
hostile to America’s cardinal point of
policy, the Monroe doctrine, would be
sure to stir American feeling to its
depths was a fact apparently so obvious
that we should not have been surprised
if the .Americans had insisted on: believ-
ing that our aetion must De considered
to be part of a deliberate change of
policy as regards themselves, and as in-
tended as a notice that henceforth we
should adopt the German rather than,
the American view of the Monroe doc-
trine. - Happily the Americans gave our
hearts credit at the expense of our
heads, and realized that we were doing
nothing Thestile in intention to them
when we embarked on the German alli-
ance, but were merely finding it impos-
sible te say ‘No’ to the German Em-
Deror.

ISLAND RESOURCES.

It is impossible to do better justice
to Mr. Sutton’s lecture on the resources
of Vancouver Island than to print it in
full, which we propose to do on Sun-
day, when the demands on our space
are not so great. The lectures gives
with some particularity of detail and
with the authority of an actual explorer
who is at the same time a competent
observer, what is known in a general
way by all who know Vancouver Island
at all, namely that it is a- great unex-
plored territory of incalculable natural
riches. That is admitted. The ques-
tion remains of how it is to be develop-
ed. The comparison naturally suggests
itself - between the Kcotenay country,
where great development has taken
place during the lzst ten years, and
Vancouver Island where the develop-
ment has been comparatively Hmited.
We start off with the supposition that
the natural resources of the two sec-
tions of country are practically equal.
It is quite certain also that there can
be-mothing on Vancouver Island rougher
than the Lardeau .and Slocan, not to
wention the inhospitable mountain ran-
ges of East Kootenay. What then has
been the essential difference? Kootenay
bad provided for it by nature a system
of inland navigable waters of 250 miles
in extent, touching transcontinental rail-
way systems at three: points,” Revelstoke,
the Dalles, and Bonner's Ferry. This

They might as
well locate mines in the mountains of
the moon. And tramsportation compan-
ies will not open up the country because
there'is no busimess for them, it has
all to be created. Neither a railway
company nor any other kind of a com-
pany ‘can lift itself up by its bootstraps.

It eannot make money out of the cost
This is precisely the
problem whieh eonfronts mot Vancouver
Island alone, but the whole of British
Columbia. It confromts Vancouver Isl-
and in a peculiarly acute form, because
in some other portions of the province
the ' construction of railways is not
wholly dependent upon the local develop-
ment they occasion. But more or less
every part of British Columbia is asking
for an answer to the same cqnundrum.
Pioneers hesitate lest they be starved
before transportation comes. Railroads
hesitate lest they be eaten up in costs
of maintenance before profitable busi-
ness is developed. This is a problem
which the people of British ‘Columbia
must look straight in the face. There
are only two ways in which it can be
solved, except by a process of gradual
development too slow to be comsidered.
One of these ways is to provide capital
by the liberal use of the Government’s
credit. There are plenty of advocates
of such a method in British Columbia.
But they entirely overlook the fact that
the credit of the province is, entirely in-
capable of carrying the burdem. The
state of the case presupposes that re-
turns upon these railway enterprises
would be deferred. If the province could
borrow the money and defer paying in-
terest mntil the railways were earning
good profits it would be an excellent
rlan. But the province cannot do that.
This proviuce has spent enough upon
wagon roads end trails to make its suc-
cessful financing a serious matter. We
have turned the corner no doubt, but if
we embarked upon an extensive policy
of building railways we should pass
through a nightmare of bankruptey be-
fore the day broke. The conditions of
the problem make that certain. The
other way is to finance railways by a
speculative interest created in the re-
sources of the territory through which
they pass. Great Britain has frequent-
ly attacked this problem by means of
chartered joint stock companies. The
shares of these have a value by reason
of the speculative interest created in
the resources of territory granted to the
company developing it, aithough all
hope of dividends may be postponed ten
or even tweunty years. There are both
advantages and disadvantages connected
Wwith this plan. We do not propose to
discuss them now. The method adopted
hitherto in this province has been the
granting of land to'companies prepared to
puild railways. There are advantages
and disadvantages connected with this
plan also. We do not propose to dis-
cuss them mnow either. Other plans
have been suggested, notably one to copy
the method adopted in the United States
in one instance, the issue namely of
what is known as the ‘Oregon scrip.”
We do not propose to discuss that eith-
er. . What we wish to.make clear is
that the land must be the burden of de-
velopment -of railways in ope form or
another. The taxes cannot bear it. The
only thing which can be substituted _for
immediate dividends, or imterest which
runs on while we are asleep, is a specu-
lative interest in what the soil will even-
tually produce. 'We do mot think it is
goirg too far to say that no development
railway has ever been built in any
part of the world where the capital was
not secured upon the eventually produc-
tive capacity of the territory through
which it runs, and upon a speculative
proprietary interast in that productive
capacity, except by a direct burden upon
the taxpayers, which in this province
they are quite incapahle. of sustaining.
This is by no means a romantic way of
dealing with the subjeect, there is far
more truth than poetry about it, as
anyone who takes the trouble to study
the question will speedily discover. Talk
never built a mile of railway, and talk
never will build a mile ‘>f railway.
Until the people of this country face the
question bravely and definitely, as in
our humble opinion the Prior Govern-
ment has faced it, there may be oceans
of talk, but there will be no railways.

A BALANCE SHEET.

‘Hearst’s ‘Chicago Examiner devotes
the editorial page and several fonts of
asorted type to what it calls a ‘“balance
sheet of history.” Tt is designed to
show that England is not the friend of
the United States, and rakes up history
for examples of want of friendship. It
publishes nine items on the debit side
and oue on the credit side. Wight out
of the nine refer to matters of ancient
history. Only the ninth deals"w.lth the
present attitude of Great Britain. It
states that “Halifax and 'Esqummlt,
her Gibraltars on the Atlantic and Pa-
cific, are designed for use in war with
the United States.”” We had always
thought that Halifax and Esquimalt
were fortified for the purpose of pro-
tecting coaling stations, and to kpep an
alternative route open. to the Orient.in
case of war, where Great Britain has
extensive interests, although. the fact
may not be known to the editor of
Hearst’s (Chicago 'Examine‘H However,
it is not so. The guns of Halifax and
Esquimalt, we now learn, are du‘ectegl
against the United States, and in forti-
fying these places Great Britain eberish-
ed a deep design of subjugating that
-country. On the credit side of the bal-
ance sheet one item is shewn in very
small type. It relates that Great Brit-
ain prevented Eurepean intervention dur-
ing the ‘Spanish-American war. But it
is also carefunl to mention that this claim
has been demied. Suppose people in the
United States, instead of as!(m;g the
question whether Great Britain is
friendly to the United States, were to
ask the question whether the United
States is friendly to Great Britain, what
wou'd the answer be? <Could not a bal-
ance sheet of a very different character
be drawn up, and what the solitary item
on the credit side would be we cannot at
the moment think?

We are quite
sure it does not extend to Ottawa; where
the election will undoubtedly be inter-
preted -as showing the utter failure of
its present managers to keep the Lib-
eral party together in this province. It
is not this,however, but the colossal im-
pudence of the contention that the Lib-
enral party has claims upon working men:

Population Almost Halved By Emigra-
100,

From London Express.

, Po the old and painful story of the
steady decline in the population of Ire-
land are added in the registrar-general’s
return. of births, marriages and deaths
only two cheerful features—a marked

| diminution of the deatly rate and in the

mumber of emigrants,

Apart. from these twor elements, in one
of which there-is reason teo’ fear the im-
Dprovement is only temporary, the statis-
tios det;%ct nothing from-the disquieting
éffects  of the reports of the past’' decade.
., ‘The number of births, which in 1891
was- 108,116, fell last year. to- 100,976,
or nearly 5,000 less than the average of
the  ten " years.. Marriages, 22,564 ‘n.
number, were slightly over the average,
and deaths totalled 79,119, as compared
with 85,999 in. 1891 and 90,644 in 1892,
and a decennial average of 83,604.

‘The number of emigrants, which temn
years ago was 59,323, fell to 39,613, as
compgxrgd with a ten. yeaps average of
43,353; 'but the decrease in the popula-
tion.is nevertheless as much. as 17,756,
though something has to- be set off
against this on. account of immigration,
©of which no official report has been ob-
tained.

The situation will be better understood
by comparing the population figures cal-
culated” to the middle of last year with
those of Ireland’s period’ of maximung
jpopulation, and. the figures- for 1824,
when tHe collection of vital statistics was
first systematized. These returns show
the following results:

From these figures it will be seen. that

the population in. the middle' of last

maximum year, the diminution in 56
years will be found to-reach: the aston-
ishing figures of 3,870,061.
; Two or three other points in the regis-
trar-general’s return are worthy. of no-
tice.. The excess of births over deaths
was 21,857; the loss by emigration
amounted to 39,613; the number of ille-
gitimate births was 2,593; or only 2.6
Jper cent. of the total, as against. 4 per
cent.. in England and Wales, and 6.5 per
cent. in Scotland. Deaths from homi-
cidal violence numbered only 40, and in
the whole of Ireland there were but two
persons- hanged, 'while of the total of
79,119 deaths only 1,253 were attributed
to insanity.

‘These last sets of figures satisfactorily

dispose of a good many:sensational state-
ments which have been made with re-
gard to ‘“diminishing Ireland.”
. On the other hand, the returns relat-
ing to pauperism show but few hopeful
features.

United
States Treasury Agent Herron did not
sleep in the room occupied by the pris~
oner at the New England hotel—he was
the watch dog. While Dwyer slept in
the bed with the prisoner—Herron had
a4 cot stretched across the door in he
hallway,_and,hg slept there, so that any-
-one seeking exit or entrance would have
to crawl over his recumbent body. And
thus they waited till the gale blew it~
€elf out, and the hackman arrived inf
the early morn to carry them off to the
steamer.

It was not generally known, too, that
Some local attorneys contemplated a
movement to secure the release of Wat-
ers from custody, and the arrest of the
two secret service officers on a charge of
kidnapping—which would bhave been a
serious matter for the 'federal officers
of Uncle Sam.

Mr. Blair had safid on that oceasion:

‘“Whether the railway (Crow’s Nest
Pass) is built by one company or an-
other, we believe the (Government
should not relinquish the power to regu-
Jlate the rates. (Applause.) Another
mater involved in the production of the
great bodies of ore was cheap fuel for
the smelters. How could this theap
fuel be guaranteed unless the freest
cpportunity was afforded for competition
among the producers of that fuel. In
the event of the Government of Canada
taking up this matter we believe it
should also consider the question of
securing the coal area of the Crow’s
Nest Pass. If the railway is to be
built these shonld not be left in the
monopolists’ hands. If the Dominion
Government is asked for aid, it will
undoubtedl® consider the advisability of
annexing such conditions that the future
of the province and the interests of
the people will be safeguarded. 'These
are matters which shonld be kept out
of the hands of monopolists that sheuld
be thrown open to competition.”

In the succeeding session, continued
Mr. Higgins, of the Dominion Parliaa
ment, ‘“An act to authorize a subsidy
for a railway through the Crow’s Nest
Pass” was introduced by Mr. Blair and
passed. A money subsidy of $3.630,000
was given the C. £ R. Company. but
it was stipulated that the company
should surrender to the Dominion Gov-
ernment 50.000 acres of the coal lands
which had been acquired from the RBrit-

Lecture on Vancouver island
at City Hall By Mr.
Sutton.

Expected That His Address Will
Be of Most Valuable
Character.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

The mass meeting at the 'City Hall
thiis .evening promises to be memorahle
in comnection with ‘the matter of Island
development. An opportunity will be
given  Victorians of having laid before
them information regarding the resources
and general character of the Island
which has never before been made pub-
lie, Mr. W. J. Sutton, M. E., F. G. 8.,
the speaker of the evening, intending to
relate some of the more important dis-
coveries he has made in his "extensive
experience - gained from ' exploratory
vigits to all the -accessible points of the
Island. For several years he has been
acting in_ the important capacity of
mineralogist to the Esquimalt & Na-
ndimo Railway Company, and in pur-
suit of his duties has been called upon
to make minute inquiry into the gen-
eral character of the immense- naturz}l
resources of the Island. [Because of hi
having been engaged qontmuglly in this
work his knowledge is admittedly su-
perior to that possessed by any other
man in British Columbia. Mr. Sutton
hasvprépared a very fine large map of
the Istand, being the most up-go-date
chart in existence, which he will ex-
hibit at the meeting. It is believed that
the attendance will be very large, Dr.
G. L. Milne will preside. e .

In connection with the agitation for
railway extension to the North end of
ehe dsland, Secretary Elworthy, of the
Board of Trade, reminds the ‘Colonieff
that the Federa] Government can be in
no doubt as to the wishes of the people
of Vancouver Island in regard to the
matter, as the Board has' had the sub-
ject repeatedly before - it, and has
forwarded several strong resolutions to
Ottawa. On April 26, 1895, the boa}'d:
passed a resolution urgm.g'lsland rail-
way extension, and the giving of a 1?0-
minion subsidy; in 1897 similar action
was taken; on March 23 a resolution
was again forwarded to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, and in January, 1902, on the
occasion of Hon. James Dunsmuir leav-
ing for Ottawa, a deputation from the
board waited on him and urged the
same matter. In October, 190‘.;, a
lengthy memorial was presented to Hon.
A. G. Blair, Minister of Railways and
Canals in the Laurier Government, of
which the following is a portion:

“We beg respectfully to invite your
favorable consideration to the follow-
ing line of railway:

““A line to the North of Vancouver
‘TIsland, either in extension of the Esqui-
malt & Nanaimo Railway, or an inde-
pendent line by way of Cowichan riv-
er; Alberni canal and Comox lake. Such
a railway would open the Island, with
its area of 16,000 ‘square acres, to
colonization and development and affect
a speedy means of communication with
Northern British ‘Columbia and the
Yukon Territory in connection with any
line of railway hereafter to be con-
structed on the Mainland.

“Vancouver Island possesses great re-
sources in minerals and timber, and its
agricultural areas, though “in no single
instance very extensive, are by 1o
means inconsiderable. The mining in-
dustry is rapidly progressing. A sm.el-
ter has been built, and is in operation
at the new town of (Crofton, and one
is being erected at Ladysmith to treat
the copper ores now being mined.

“Iess than ane-half the area of the
Island has been prospected and less
than one-fourth is occupied. ‘The pro-
wosed railway would lead to very rapid
Aevelopment. Without it progress will
necessarily be slow.”

‘C. H. Lugrin is not altogether pleas-
ed -that the Nanaimo Free Press should
have dubbed the route which he advo-
cated in a paper laid before the cen-
tral committee, the ‘‘step-ladder” route.
Speaking of the matter yesterday, he
said: ‘“*The phrase is intended to be
amusing, and I suppose it is. It is true
in a semse, though perhaps not in that
in which it was intended. A step-ladder
is a device by which we reach things
otherwise unattainable, : _ :

“The use of the expression ‘zig-zag,
although I myself am tesponsible for it,
does not correctly deseribe the suggested
route, as I explained at the City Hall
‘meeting. I have the offieial map of
Vancouver Island, on which I lmve'
drawn a straight line from Vietoria to
‘Shushartie Bay, the most Northerly
harbor on the East Coast of the Island.
This line crosses Saanich Arm., passes
near the Southern end of Sh$wnigan
lake, up a part of the Cowichan Valley
and for a short distance along the |
North shore of Cowichan lake, across
Alberni canal a little below -Alberni,
snerl nearly along the East shore of
Great Central lake, where it leaves the
E. & N. grant, then across s ¢ountry
which bas only been pawtly explored to
Muchalat lake, where it strikes one of |
the lines utveyed by Mr, Gray for 3
railway, then it follows in a general
Way the route surveyed by Mr. Gray
until it reaches Nimpkish lake, then it
strikes across country to Rupert Arm,
which it crosses and then runs across
country to Shushartie Bay., ©On the
same map I have drawn the route fav-
ored by the Nanaimo Free Press, and
it is like @ bow to which the straight
line between Victoria and Shushartie is
the string.

*“The line which I have suggesed, that
is the alternative route indicated in
the paper which I E)laced before the
committee, substantially follows this
direct line, It is probable that an ac-
tual location for a railway between
‘Victoria and Shushartie bay would be
found not to exceed the mathematically
straight line between the two points by
more than 10 per cent. in length; the
rcute by the East Coast will exceed the
direct line by at least 20 per cent. I
am, of course, not allowing for locald
curvatures in either case. At the pub-
lic meeting, speaking with the informa-
tion then at hand, I suggested that the
line might cross the Island from Al-
berni to Comox. This I repeated in
the paper given to the committee, with
an alternative proposal that the line, if
possible, ought to be located so as to
run from Alberni to Muchalat lake and
‘West of Crown Mountain. The dis-
tunce is about 70 miles, Going by way
of Comox and Gray’s survey, the dis-
tance is about 120 miles. It seems to
be gemerally conceded that any line to
the North end of the Island ought to
go to Muchalat lake, because by so
doing it will give easy access to the
"West Coast at Nootka Sound, and also
will open a very valuable district. In
regard to the 70 miles between Alberni
and Muchalat lake there is much more
information than appears on the maps
or in the Government reports, I think
I am safe in saying that no doubt exists
as_to the feasibility of constructing a
railway through ome-half the distance,
and T have information which leads me
to believe that the remainder of the
distance will yield to survey.

“Here are some of the features which
I think ought to commend the central
route, that is my alternative suggestion
—which is not really mine but Dr.
Helmceken’s. It will open the rich val-
ley along the Cowichan river and
Cowichan lake; it will run through one
of the richest parts of the province in
the ‘Alberni district; it will open a well-
timbered region West of the B. & N.
grant; it will open good farming land
and well timbered country = between
Muchalat lake, and the North end of
the Tsland, and it will giye the shortest
route between - Victoria' a%%'fhe North-

1 think that, perhaps, a
mistake was made in the location of
the E. & N. railway, but this, if so,
would not be the only mistake of the
kind on record. I have in mind one
instance, namely the Riviere du Loup
and Temiscouta railway, 92 miles long,
which, so the principal owner once told
me, was built in the wrong place from
end to end. The location of the Inter-
colonial rai%]way was largely ia. mllils-
take, and there are some people who
eay the same thing of the C, P. R. But
ex post facto wisdom is a very com-
mon possession of mankind. It is valu-
able only if we allow it to govern our
future conduct.

“It is highly improbable that two
subsidies can ever be obtained for a
line running from one end of this Island
to the other. Therefore let us see to
it that no subsidy is granted until we
have ascertained by actual exploration
where the line ought to be located. To
subsidize a line along the Hast Coast
would, I submit, in the present stage of
our finformation, be a wery serious er-
ror.”

Some tme ago a ddsyi)atch from Paris
stated that the De Iamare Mining
Companies had got into difficulties, and
that as a result Mr. E. J. De Lamare,
who i well known here, had bebn ar-
rested. .
The News-Advertiser of Februsty 7,
says: Mr. 8. Gintzburger, of this_“ity,
has just received 'a létter from Taris,
which explains the matter, amd ‘puts
things in an altogether different light to
what would be understood from the
despatch. The letter conveys the in-
formation that Mr, De Lamare was
never arrested, and that mo complaint
has been made against his company, the
ISociete Miniere de la Colombie Britan-
nique. ‘The concern in trouble is a
“bank,” whose specialty is company
promotion, and 'some years ago there
was some connection between ths
“bank” and the Syndicat De Lamare,
which organized the Societe Miniere.
The [Syndicat De Lamare, however, was
voluntarily wound up some years ago
on the formation of the Societe Miniere,
and the latter''company has mever had
any connection with the “bank.” The
letter states that the police had taken
proceedings against several so-called
“banks,” and certain blackmailing
sheets had seized the opportunity to
denounce some thoroughly reputable
concerns in order to extort money.

Mr. De Lamare intends to institute
proceedings against several Paris news-
papers, and also a French paper pub-
lished in Montreal. ‘He will remain in
Paris until efter the company’s an-
nual meeting at the beginning of mnext
month, and will probably be here by
the end of March,

The Washington correspondemt of the
Seattle Post - Intelligencer says, under
Tuesday’s date : )

The impression is gaining ground that
the state department has sound, special
reasons for believing that the treaty for
the appointment of a joint commission
to ‘consider the Alaskan boundary ques-
tion . will: result in a settlement of the
ancient .dispute. Moreover, it is believed
that the department has no idea that
the settlement can possibly be te the
advantage of Great Britain. It i not
to. be fergotten that Secretary Hay .has
contended for  years that -the United
States. would never yield up territory in
Alaska, and that one of the
chief ambitions: of  his  notable
administration has been to bring
about . a-- settlement of the terri-
torial boundary, which shall stand as a
monument, to his fame. Indeed, he has
never relinquished for a moment his pur-
Dose te mse every effort to bring the
matter to a successful issue, even thouzn
the administration has been apparently
inactive for some time.

Someé light has ‘been thrown on the
question naturally arising frm;z th:
proposition o appoint a commission o
‘even-numbered membership. . This ques-
tion is: How nen a successful issue be
expected for gither side, when the same
number of ocommissioners is to be ap-
pofuted by each of the two nations, with
no provision for an umpire to break the
deadlock which might naturally be ex-
pected to result from the deliberations
of the commission? 3

e obvious answer to this is; The

least one member of the British side of
the commission will be a citizen of
England and not of Canada, and that
this member may be convinced of the
admirable soundness of the American
contention, and vote accordingly.

In this connection a somewhat sensa-
tional suggestion has been made from a
semi-official source. ~This is that the
state department during the preliminary
negotiations . leading to the signing of
the treaty received from  the British
foreign office a more or less distinet
intimation that the British government
does not insist very strongly upon the
former contention of its contention with
reference to the boundary matter, and
that the British member of the com-
mission may bé expected to be governed
in his actions by the reasonableness of
the arguments advanced by the Ameri-
can commissioners. In other words, it
is intimated that Eugland is willing and
even anxious to meet the United States
more than half way by practically vot-
ing against the Canadian contention and
in_support of that of the United States.

However this may be, the fact remains
that the state department officials are
almost singularly confident that the pro-
posed negotiations will be successful,
and that the decision of the commission-
ers will not be against the United
States. There is also the fact that
President Roosevelt has repeatedly said
in privatd conversation, with the utmost
frankness, that not an inch of American
territory will be yielded in Alaska as
long as he occupies the White House.
It is inconceivable, therefore, that the
administration has entered upon a policy
the outcome of which can possibly be
disadvantageous to the United States.

It has been pointed out by officials
interested in the boundary dispute that
that proposed deliberations by a joint
commission do not confemplate an arbi-
tration in any stxiet sénse of the word.
| This government lglds now, quite as
{firmly as it has ever held, that the

President Rooseveli will exercise the

Jay P. Graves, general manager of the
Granby company, paid a visit to the
mines last week. He was accompanied
on the trip by H. H. Galer, the assist-
ant manager, and also by Wm. Downie,
superintendent, and J. H. Lawrence,
train master of the Kootenay-Boundary
division of the C. P. R.. The object of
the visit was to see if some better and
more satisfactory arrangements to the
company and railway officials could net
be made for the.better handling of the
large shipments of ore now beimg made
from the Granby mines in this camp—
averaging 1,500 tons daily.

The Granby officials realize that Mr.
Downie has done everything in his DOW-
er to forward shipments promptly, but

has seriously handicapped the railway
company in many ways. As a result
the smelter has had to draw on its re-
serve ore, and late last week was forced
to bank one of its four furnaces for a
few days.

As a result of the visit of the gentle-
men mentioned, it is believed that the
new arrangements being put into effect
will materially facilitate the handling of
the ore, both by the mine workers and
the railway employees.

A difficulty hardly anticipated by the
C. P. R. when the Boundary branch was
built, has been coming up with more and
more prominence for the last few weeks,
and is of espeeial insistenec on the
Phoenix spur of that railway. This is
the shortage of water. With a partic-
ularly dry winter season and an unusu-
ally heavy demand for water for en-
gines, becaunse of the heavy ore traffic
over this part of the line, it has caused
the railway officials of this division no
little auxiety. The nearest water tank
on the line to Phoenix is located a mile
or two below Hartford Junction, and
this has necesgarily been drawn on so
heavily of late that, coupled with the
dry winter, no water whatever can be
had there at present. Latterly the en-
Zines have been filled from the large
tank of the Granby mines, into which
water from the shafts is pumped, but
early this week the draft on this tank
was so heavy that it also went dry tem-
porarily, and two ‘or three times tha
drills at the mines had to be stopped
until the “tank filled again. Arrange-
ments, however, have now been marde
for a supply of water from the mains
of the Phoenix Water Supply Co., Ltd.,
and a hose has beéen run from the near-
est hydrant, to bé Teplaced with a fous-
inch surface main shortly. The pres-
sure is so high, even at this elevation
above the city, that the engine tauks
can be filled in a few minutes. An av-
erage of about 15,000 gallons of water
daily is needed by the engines in use
here, or something over 2,000 gallons for
each of the seven locomotives. The
new arrangements will solve the problem
for the present, at least, or until soft
weather arrives, and provides plenty of
watér, the plan being a great boon to
the C. P. R. just now.

DREDGING ON THE -
FRASER RIVER

Large Returns Won By the
Fraser River Dredging
Company.

The official report of the Fraser River
Gold Dredging Co, confirms the Ledger’s
statements of two months ago that the
Lytton dredge, which met with an acci-
dent a few weeks ago, but {s now re-
paired, was making good money in
dredging the river, Extracts from the

say: A detailed report made by the
chairman of the Fraser River Dredging
Company, who' recently returned from
British Columbia, states that all reason-
able doubts have been removed con-
cerning the possibilities of profitable
gold dredging operations on the Fraser
river. The company received very en-
couraging results, so much so that in
five consecutive weeks they cleaned up
200 ounces of gold—sufficient, as the
chairman says, to give a net profit on
the paid-up capital of the company at
the rate of 50 per cent. per annum.
From a large number of very careful
tests made, the average showed over
$2 of gold per cubic yard. Such re-
turns in California would be considered
abnormally rich, and would yield a
very large profit after the payment of
\m_rking expenses,

No satisfactory method has yet been
put into operation for saving the black
sand, which appears to be rich in gold,
with assays varying from 4 te 23
ounces of gold to the ton. The com-
rany has been fortunate in acquiring
at a reasonable price four more dredg-
ing leases of five miles each, some of
these ' leases including the richest bars
in the river, which are regularly washed
at low water every year by miners with
the old-fashioned rocker. Some inter-
esting experiments have recently been
made by the company’s engineer in
order to arrive at an idea of the distri-
bution of gold in the river's bed. In
the place where he made his test-hole
the water was 9 feet in depth; the
first 2 feet below this gave 23% grains
of gold per yard, the next 2 feet 10
grains per yard, and the next six had
very low gold values, while the last
six feet gave no gold at all. which
seems to disprove the theory that the
gold has settled to bedrock. The chair-
man made an interesting statement in
regard to the working ecosts, for, al-
though it is acknowledged- that the
present plant is not completely satisfac-
tory, and is extravagant to work,
everything over 20 ounces per week is
profit, so that if with a wasteful ma-
chine such as was in use last season,
‘which saves none of the gold values in
tthe black sand, an average of 40 ounces
a week can be obtained, a more perfect
dredge should undoubtedly make very
‘substantial profits. We have every
reason to believe when an improved
machine has béen in operation on the
lower Fraser the returns will be so

formation Re Bridge Suit
Settlemeqh.

Two Thousand Dollaes Allotted
to Claimant Who Only Got
$225.

-IAt the regular weekly mesting of the
ity Council on Monday eyening last
dhe following letter was read:

“Victoria, B. C., Feb. 9, 1903.
“To' His Worship the Mayor and Board
of Aldermen. {

“Gentlemen: . Mathilda Esealet, ad-
ministratrix of Emma Olsen, decepsed,
intestate, vs. the Corporation of the City
-of Victoria.

“I have been consulted by Mathilda
‘Esealet, the administratrix of Emma
‘Olsen, deceased, intestate, the deceased
having lost her life in the bridge acci-
demt on May 26th, 1896. In the Times
newspaper of January 2Tth, 1903, ap-
pears the name of my, client as having
received the sum, of $2,000. I would
consider it a favor if you would furnish
me with the date when the sum of

000 was paid, and to whom, and
what authority was given to the city
to pay tto the person who received.

“Yours truly,
8. PERRY MILLS.”

The letter was received and referred
to the eity solicitor and city treasurer
for report.

And herein lies a
esting one.

At the time of the occurrence of the
Point Ellice bridge disaster, Ernest Hs-
calet was the proprietor of the Delmoni-
co hotel, on Government street. Emma
Olsen was his wife’s sister, and the for-
mer ‘was one of the victims of the terri-
‘ble accident which brought gloom to so
many Victoria homes. Shortly after-
‘wards Escalet and his family removed to
Rossland and were residents of the lat-
ter city at the period when suits were
instituted against the eity for damages
by relatives of the vietims who lost
their lives or suffered injury.

Mrs. Escalet obtained letters of ad-
ministration in Rossland and joined in
the actions against the -city, claiming
1$10,000—so0 the story runs. The claim
'was duly filed with the long list of oth-
ers and took the same course as the re-
mainder—a long pilgrimage through the
law courts of the land.

During the period of this hiatus of in-
activity respecting a settlement of the
claims, a Rossland lawyer was a patron
of Escalet’s restaurant in Rossland.
During one of his many friendly chats
'with the latter he learned from him that
[Mrs. Escalet was an interested party in
(ithe Point Ellice bridge suits, This ex-
lcited his curiosity.

“How much do you expect to get, Es-
calet?” was the query.

“Well. my wife has put in a claim for
$10,000.”

“Oh, you will never get anything like
that amount. You don’t think so your-
self, do you?” )

“Well, I think Mrs. Escalet should get
at least $2,000.”

“‘Oh, no! You-won’t
replied the lawyer.

“‘How much do you think I will get,
then ?”’

‘Not more than $700.”

As a result of a conversation alleged
to be something like the foregoing, the
Rossland lawyer who figures in this
phase of ithe story, had many further
conversations with HEscalet, and is said
to have communicated what, he gleaned
regarding KEscalet’s mood respecting an
early settlement to parties in Vancou-
ver, The up-shot of the matter was
thalt one day the sum of $225 was paid
to Hscalet by the Rossland barrister in
some sort of a settlement of the claim.

This was a comparatively iong time
ago, and since then Hscalet and his fam-
ily have been in different parts of the
province in business, and latterly in
Montana. The other day Escalet came
to Victoria; and he had not been here
long before a friend directed his atten-
tion to the followiug, which appeared in
a ‘Victoria paper of January 27 last:

“It wiil be of general interest to Vie-
torians to know that the moneys paid by
the city in settlement of various claims
arising out of the Point Ellice bridge
disaster of May 26, 1896, aggregate
ithe sum of $112,500. 'These moneys, ac-
cording to mutual agreement between the
different claimants interested, was ap-
portioned by ‘A. E. DeBeck, the arbitra-
tor, and have in detail never heretofore
appeared in print. The bridge suits, as
the cases of these claimants come to be
known, lingered in the courts for years
and were very strongly contested. They
were placed in the hands of D. G. Mac-
donell, of Vancouver, and before ad-
judication a test case was tried before
the Privy council, resulting in a decision
being given in tlLe plaintiff’s favor, fix-
ing respousibility for the dread disaster
on the city. This involved a heavy li{i-
bility on the corporation and to meet it
a bylaw to raise the necessary funds
with which to pay off the claims and
cover the legal expenses incurred was
mlaced before the electors. The bylaw
passed and the sum available has been
divided as follows:

Fugitive From
Seattle Police

Mark Hoff, One of the Gam-
blers Wanted at 8eattle
Is in Victoria.

Has Been Hidden in This. City
-=Attempts to Secure His
Arrest.

Mark J. Hoff, the Seattle gambler,
who, with Luke Fazon, was indicted by
the Seattle grand jury for gambling, and
fled from Seattle, is in Victoria. He has
been hiding in this city and in the vicin-
ity for ten days. When he learned that
warrants were out for his arrest as a
result of the action or the grand jury,
he fled to San Francisco by train. He
did not remain long at San Francisco.
From the Bay City he took passage on
the steamer Queen which arrived here
ten days ago, under the name of Peake.
He registered at the Vietoria hotel in
this city on January 28—under the same
name—taking a closed hack from the
outer wharf to the hotel. He avoided
company, and after two and a half days
at the Victoria hotel, living very quiet-
ly, he paid his bill and left. It is
learned that he went to a country ho-
tel in the vicinity of Viectoria and then
to Nanaimo, where he remained for a
few days, and some days ago returned
to this city and went again to the Vie-
toria hotel. .

After his arrival in the city from the
country hotel, he sent for George E.
Powell, a local barrister, to secure ad-
vice, for he had heen informed by let-
ters received from associates in Seattle,
who had been kept informed of his
whereabouts, that efforts were being
made to have him brought back to Se-
attle. About the same time the loca:
police were asked to arrest him by th>
Seattle authorities.

The Seattle police telegraphed to
Chief Langley of the local police de-
partment asking him to arrest Hoff on
the charge of swindling, in having run
a swindling game. The local police
found that under the criminal code of
Canada no provision is made for the
extradition of a man charged with the
offence under. which the Seattle author-
ities asked for the arrest of Hoff, and
it was known that his attorney would be
able to secure his discharge from cus-
tody and prevent extradition under the
circumstances. The police wired for
further particulars, but received no re-
ply, and this ended their connection with
the case. They did not do anything fur-
ther.

In the meantime Hoff was informed of
the efforts to secure the return of I‘a-
zon, and of Low he had been bluffed by
Sheriff Nelson by being arrested on a
warrant, he going se far as to go afboarrli’
the Mainlander for Seattle, when hel
learned that he eould not be extradited, |
and refused to go.

I may say I visited
the cellar in question on December 1st,
1902, the morning after the trouble occur-
red, and could not find any trace of water
coming from the streets or sewer connee-
tions. I am therefore of opinion that if
the aeccumulation -of rubbish has caused
the water to enter the cellar, the claim
is entirely of a private nature, as the city
workmen have not at any time depositea
material on the property In question. In
conclusion, I desire to point out, it is most
“lesirable that the ravine in question should
be piped, particularly between Store and
Government streets, as at present it is diffi-
cult for the sanitary deparsment to keep
the same in a safe condition.

The sanitary inspector also wrote in
the same connection as to the dumping
of rubbish in the ravine. ‘The reports
went to the Streets’ committee,

The Water commissioner wrote
follows:

APPLICATION OF MANSON ESTATE
FOR SUPPLY OF WA'TER.

Mr, Grant, on behalf of the Manson es-
tate, is claiming a supply of water, on the
ground that the corporation, by the erec-
tion of the works at Beaver lake, have di-
veried the waters of Colquitz streamn. ‘This
matter has been before the Council in form-
er years; Mr. J. W. Carey made a claim
Somewnat similar to that of Mr. Grant, and
finally in 1890, the Supreme Court ordered
that Mr. Carey’s claim be submitted to ap-
bitration. After an exhausted inquiry, ex-
tending over 33 sittings; the arbitrators ae-
cided ‘‘that no damage has been caused
tn the said Joseph Westropp Carey, within
the meamng of Sec. 6 of the said Act,
through the acts of the said corporation,
or the water commissioner.” From read-
ing the evidence, it Is evident that Col-
quitz stream, and Beaver lake, prior to
the erection of the waterworks dam, were
not connected during the summer months,
nor was there at that time, any connection
between Beaver and Elk lakes, and. conse-
quently that any water that might be in
Coluitz stream at that time, was- simply
sepage from an unknown source, and did
not carry riparian rights. I am therefore
of the opinion, that Mr. Grant, or rather
the Manson estate, has no claim on the
city for a supply of water.

Regarding the alleged promise of Mr.
Summerfield to lay an 8-inch pipe, this is
the first time I have ever heard of it, and
there is no record of it in the City Hall.

As, however, this Is a very important
‘matter, it might be well were Mr. Taylor’s
opinion on it obtained.

In view of this Mr. Taylor's opinion
will be had on the subject.

PETITION.,

C. E. Redferni and 204 others called
attention to the annoyance they sueffred
from the fumes arising from the chemi-
cal works. The petition is as follows:

We the undersigned residents of the
Jdames Bay and Victoria districts, beg again
to call your serious attention to the annoy-
ance and injury to health which we suner
on account of the terrible fumes -from the
works of ‘the Victoria’ Cmemical -Co., Ltd.

The matter has been brought up for some
years, but for several months this. annoy-
ance has increased greatly, and the fumes
are now so thick at times as to be a danger
to navigation, as well as a detriment to the
city, when, strangers coming on the steam-
ers complain of them at their first landing.

Some people are so affected. by these
fumes that their health is greatly injured,
and they have to leave their neighthorhood
altogether; while the loss in the value of

as

property in this district is so large that it -

would probably exceed the whole value of
the Chemical Works.

In. winter this district suffers severely,
but in summer Victorta West s attacked,
the prevailing winds for months carrying
the fumes directly to that district.

We are not asking for the removal of
the works, as we are not in favor of turn-
ing apy industry out of the city,: but we
contend that such works, situated at the
entrance to the. harbor, and where thev
effect a large number of peoplé, should be
carried on in the most modern style, with
proper buildings and plant, and a tall chim-
ney several hundred feet in height, and
everything so arranged as to eanse no anp
Qoyvance to the inhabitants of any part of
the city. or any visitor by steamar.

The City Council ie clearly the proper
body to attend to such a matter, and we
“espectfully call upen the Mayor and Coun-
¢il to ascertain what the legal position is
in this case, without delay, and then to
See what improvements to the Chemical
Works are necessary in the judgment of
glua_{lﬂed experts, to stop the nuisance ep-

rely.

We believe that by the expenditure of be:

capital to bring .the present works up to
the standard of chemical works in Great
Britain, the present nuisance can be ahat-
ed: and we contend that it is an fnfustice
to the inhabitants of this district for the
Council to neglect its manifest duty, year
after vear, because private interests are
affected.

No outlay is too large to preserve the pub-
lie health, and no private interests should
be allowed to prejudice the public action
in such a case. On these broad principles
we rest our case. and respectfully ask the
Mavor and Council to take up the matter.
and act courageously for the bemefit of the

L

Stewart, and
read a first time,

Ald. Yates said that the bylaw came
as a surprise after hearing the motion
read. The latter. proposed to submit a
question to the ratepayers as to the
mode of settling the question. The by-
law proposed to purchase a site. Ald.
Stewart pointed out that this was only
the title of the bylaw, and could be
altered if thought advisable. . He then
moved the second reading. Rither the
couneil should waste no more time over
the matter or else give it up for good.
There had been too much dilly-dallying
in the matter already. The second
reading passed on the following vote:
Aye—Alds. Dinsdale, Stewart, Good-
acre, Grahame, Kinsman and the
Mayor; moes—Alds. Yates, Vincent,
Barnard and Cameron,

In committee Ald. Cameron said that
he was opposed to taking the money out
of the revenue just yet. The council
did not know whether they could spare

i the money, as the estimates had not yet

been considered. It would be time
enough in a few weeks, and then it
might be that $10,000 could be spared.

Ald. Barnard agreed with the last
speaker in some respects. He objected
to the way in which the bylaw had been
drawn. It was an attempt to make the
people vote for the Yates street lot
under compulsion. However, he thought
the city could afford to go ahead with
the matter, but under different circum-
stances.

Ald. Yates was also opposed to the
bylaw in its present shape. The bylaw
was not one which should have come
from the motion as pdssed. TUnless the
amendments were made he was afraid
that the bylaw would receive the same
fate as the one to borrow $15,000. He -
was glad that the matier was receiving -
publicity, as he thought that the mord&
the peoplé looked into tlfe matter the
sooner they would’ see the seriousness
of paying $5,000 per annum for ever
in order to secure a $50,000 building.

'His Worship said that he was op-
posed to going on with this matter to-
night. 'He had had a rough estimate
placed in his hands of the money that
would be required this year, and in view
of this he felt that he could not advise
the pushing of the matter. He wanted
to know where the city stood financially

- before going on.

Ald. Stewart did not, so far as he was
‘concerned, care if the Carnmegie library
was ever built, but :the city by a vote
had decided to accept the gift, and it
‘was time that the matter of a site
should be settled without further de-
lay. There was no mistaking the fact
that the majority of the people would
not submit to having the library,built
on ‘the James Bay lot. He had no ob-
jection to letting the matter go over to

 next week.

The committee accordingly arose and
reported progress, and the council ad-
journed.

VINCENT LEAKING.

Will Have to Discharge Her Rails and
Dock at Monteviedo.

The ship Vincent, which is bringing
rails from Rotterdam for the C. P. R.
has put into Monteviedo leaking and
seriously injured as a result of heavy
weather encountered on the North
Atlantic. The Vincent, which sailed
from Rotterdam on November 30th with
a full cargo of rails, is badly strained
and leaking, and as a result of a survey
made by Lloyd’s surveyors it has been
found mnecessary for her to go on the
dry dock for further examination, and
the entire cargo of rails and general
merchandise will have to be discharged.
‘The coal ship Inverlyon, which is bring-
ing a cargo of coal from Cardiff for the
navy is due. She is now out 127 days.

IS BRITISH.

Wryefield Hoists  the Jack Instead of
Dane’s - Flag.

The large steamer Wyefield, operated
by the Rosenfelds as a collier between
Nanaimo and San Francisco, has again
been placed under the British flag,
marking the seecond change in her reg-
istry within a few months. Some time

It is consigned to leading
banks of China, where the white metal
is the chief circulating medium. Besides
cotton, flour, sheeting and tobacco the
Ehinano takes several hundred tons of
general freight.

BRUNSWICK WRECKED.

Lost on a Reef After Parting Moorings
at Tort Bragg.

The steamer Brunswick, Capt. Ham-
mer, is a wreck on South reef ,at Fort
Bragg, on the Mendocino (Coast. She
went ashore in the gale of last Satur-
day night, and it is not probable that
the vessel or any part of her cargo will
he saved. All the 16 of the crew got
safely ashore.

The Brundwick, which left San Fran-
isco last Friday night for Fort Bragg,
frrived there Saturday, and, after land-
ing her passengers and discharging part
of her cargo, a terrific gale blew up.
The Brunsw ck, it is reported, broke her
moorings and drifted on the reef, where
she was buffeted all night by the hurri-
cere, her crew being forced to aban-
don her.

Fort Bragg is an open roadstead and
vessels are obliged to lie off the shore
fast to heavy mooring lines, and their
cargoes are carried to them on over-
Lead trolleys from the bluffs of the
coast line. The Brunswick was fast
to the moorings and had taken on part
of her load when a heavy swell rolled
in from the ocean and in the pitcning
of the vessel the mooring lines parted.
Before the steamer’s engines could be
started she was carried up on the rocks
of the beach. A hole was soon pounded
through the planks of the hull, -and
all efforts to save her were useless. The
members of her crew scrambled. ashore
through the surf and little was saved
from the vessel.

The Brunswick is among the latest
type of steam schooners on the Coast.
She was built in 1898 at gNorth Beud,
Or., and has a displacement of 436 tons
gross. (She was owned by C. A. Honp-
er & Co., and wes chartered by the
Union Lumber Company.

a four-masted steel bark, measuring
330 feet in length and 45-foot beam.
Her depth of hold is 26.7 feet. She is
the biggest sailing vessel ever headed
for this port, having a net register of
2,947 tons, and with a carrying capacity
of about 7,000 tons.

Only a few years ago the vessel was
placed under the German flag. iShe was
bought by the “Alster” «Company of
Hamburg, and placed in first-class con-
dition. Belonging to the same line are
the Alster, Alsterkamp, Asterthal end
Alsterufer. Of this fleet of monster
vessels the Alsternixie is second for size.

‘Predicament of Foolish Fireman on a
Japanese. [Steamer.

THE MONSTERS,

Particulars of the Great Liners Being
Built for Great Northern.

The following description is given of
the new liners ‘being built at New Lon-
don for the ‘Great (Northern line: Seen
from the yards they loom up to a dizzy
height. A birdseye view of the deck
obtained from the power house on the
mainmast between the building stocks
reminds one of a city block. It is 630
feet from the bow to the stern of each
of these sister boats. From the port to
the starboard rail is 73 feet and the
depth is 56 feet. No bigger ships have
ever been built.

payers. KFollowing is a copy of the re-
solution passed by the council on ac-
cepting the offer of a free library:

for such maintenance.

And whereas the said donation of Mr.
Andrew_ Carnegie has not been formerly
accepted and it is desirable to do so.

And whereas it was a condition of Mr.
Andrew <Carnegie, attached to the said
donation that the Council of the Corporaton
of the City of Victoria, should pledge it-
self by resolution of the Council, to sup-
port a free public library at cost of not
less than $5,000 a year, and provide a
suitable site for said building.

Now, therefore, be it resolved by the
Council of the City of Viectora, that the
said Counci] accept the said donation, and
it does hereby pledge itself to comply with
the requirement of the said Andrew Car-
negie.

Resolved that it will furnish a suitable
site for said building, and will maintain a
free public library in said building when
;reMed. at a cost of not less than $5,000 a
ear.

Resolved that an annual levy shall here-
after be made upon the taxable property
of said city, sufficient in amount to com-
ply with the above requirements.

_And whereas, the Couneil of the Corpora-
tion of the ity of Vctoria propose to erect
such public library upon municipal lands
with in the city of Victoria. 2

And whereas, a sum of $5,000 will be re-
quired to be extended upon the mainten-
ance of the said library annually, and
it is essential to obtain the assent of the
electors to such annual expenditure.

Now, therefore, the Municipal Council
of the ‘Corporation of the city of Victoria
enacts as follows:

1. A free public library shall, with the
funds so donated by Mr. Andrew Carnegie
as aforesaid, be erected upon land belong-

plans and specifications to be approved by
the Council.

2. There shall be established a Board of
Library Commissioners composed of three
persons, one of whom must be a member
of the City Council. Such Commissioners
shall be appointed annually by resolution
of the Council, and shall act without re-
nmuneraton, and the term of office of such
Commissioners shall expire at the same
time as that of the Aldermen.

Any two members of such Board shall
constitute a quorum.

3. The duties of such Board of Library
Commissioners shall be confined to advis-
ing with the Iibrarian as to the purchase
of books and generally the efficient main-
tenance of the said library with a view
to obtain the best results possible from
the expenditure of the moneys hereby au-
thorized to be paid and to reporting there-
on to the Council.

4. It shall be lawful for the Councl] by
resolution from time to time to appropriate
and authorize the issuance of a warrant or
warrants to pay, and for the Treasurer to
pay such sums of money out of the munici-
pal revenue for the current year not ex-
ceeding $5,000 in any year, required for
the purposes of the maintenance of such
free public library, as may be from  time
to time recommended to the Council by re-
port bearing the endorsement of the City
Auditor that the funds are on hand and are
unappropriated and are available to meet
the proposed expenditure.

The exact condit’ons. as regards main-
tenance, which may be imposed when
the final agreement is drawn up, are
not at present ascertainable, Tor in-
stance, it is not clear that the inten-
tion js that a part of the $50,000 is
to ‘be spent in instaling fixtures, or
whether the whole sum shall be spent
on a voughly-completed structure. Then
another point—if the sum of $3.500 per
year was spent on salaries, lighting,
heating and general operating expenses,
would the expenditure of $1,500 addi-
tional be construed as fulilling the
spirit of the agreement that *§5,000
shall be expended each year in support
of the library?”

financially handicapped, as it must base
Its appropriations ‘in the face of
a deficit of at least $10,000. which was
expended last year om this year’s ac-
count.

During ‘Wednesday and Thursday, the 4th
and 5th instant, an important high barom-
eter area covered Colu and the
North Pacific States.

On Friday the 6th, the pressure began to
give wav and- indications appeared of an
ocean -stofm area approaching Vancouver
Island.

'would be our own. But we are disap-
pointed to learn, from sad experience
during the present winter, that XXX
frequently means: ‘“Not quite good
enough for Cider.” What depth of
meanness X apples can descend to we
do not, and wish not, to know.
B. C. and U. S. APPLES BETTER.
From British Columbia and the States
of Washington we are receiving apples
packed in 40-pound boxes, which have
completely captured the market (or as
much of it as they can cover) for fancy
apples. They are even in size, free
from bruises, scabs and wormholes, and
they are true to name. While XXX
Ontario Spies are’ retailing at $3.50 per
barrel, these British Columbie Spies are
wholesaling at $1.75 per box! The form-
er is more or less of a drug on: the
market, the latter ijs sought for by both
consumer and dealer. It ds mot worth
the while of the Ontario orchardist to
pack his scabby culls in boxes and label
them “Choice Dessert Apples.” Culls
do not sell so well that way as in bar-
rels., But if he has any good apples
(there used to be lots of them 20 years
ago) and will pack them -so that his
customers can see that they dre the real
thing, he will make more by sending
them to 'Western Canada than any sys-
item of cold storage will enable him to
