Dr Hamilton Tells of What They Did and
What They Can Deo.

Rev. Dt. J. W. Hamilton of Boston, Mass.,
lectured’ last night in Trinity Methodist
Church, Bloor-street.

He then spoke of thepower the Romish
church ‘had  ‘possessed in Boston. ¥or in-
stauce, at one time out of 11 school buildings in
Fast DBoston 8 of the janitors were
Rowman Catliolies, *“Holy Mother!” exclaun-
ed the lecturer, . “‘what more could you
ask?” whereat the audience laughed. *‘But,”
he continued, ‘“‘Boston is redeemed. [Ap-
planse.| Boston is herself again.” Many 1n-
fluences contributed to bring about this result.
He claimed ' that_to the Boston women they
were much indebled. They joined the Chris-
tian ministers in public meeting and on the
day of the election enough men were support-
ed and defended by their wives to bring about
a change of many thousand votes, Then the
lecturer proceeded to say: I am not here to-
night to discuss Canadian affuirs, but whatever
your view 10ay be, we have decided that in
our country it is the right of no.oue class of
people to ivsist upon rights that every other
may not possess. We have solemnly affirmed
that no di-peusation shall be made from the
public exchequer to any particular sect or de-
nomination. [Applause.] This we have put
in the constitution of the Stute.

TERRIBLE FOREST FIRES IN THE
“ OLD DOMINION.'

The Viames Sweep Through a Virginia
County Like a Tornado—Only Oneé Life
Known to be Lost—Four Men Missing—
Great Destruction of Property.

DaxvirLLe, Va., April: 15;—Information
has been received of a terrible forestfire in
Patrick County, which swepteverything be-
fore it. One man, ' six ‘horses, a large
number of hogs and’ cattle and numerous
dwellings and tobacco barns were gonsumed.
Many poor,people are left destitute. Such
a fire was never before known in that
section. y

The fire extended from Patrick Springs
to. Critz Depot,covering an srea 10 miles long
and three to six wide. The fire commenced
Friday and burned until & heavy rain aided
the men Sunday night in s ng it.

through the fertile valley called Wildcat

Hollow like a tornado, preceded by sounds

like rolling < thundér, and’ dashed up the

mountain side casting’a lurid glare over the
country for miles around and terrifying the
mountaineers, i '

Over a hundred families were left home-
less, escaping with only the -clothes they
wore, Every vestige of fencing in the track
of the fire is gone.

One man is known to have been burned to
death and four others are reported missing.

The damage will amount ﬁ many thous-
ands of dollars.
