In addition fo their gover-
nors and various state officers, most ‘of the
states elect members of the House of Repre-
sentatives at Washington this year, and the
1 of that branch of Congress is the
great object each side is striving for just
now. The democratic party has had control
of that House during the past four years,
having at present something like a two-thirds
majority; but, owing to the financial depres-
sion, the tide is running so strongly the
other way now that the republicans hope for
a good working majority as the result of
next week’s election. With this object in
view they are putting forth extra and espe-
cial effort. McKinley, ex-speaker Reed, ex-
president Harrison, and all the other great
lights of the party, are stumping the country,
making at times no less than eight and ten
speeches a day.

Next to the contest for the governorship
of New York, between Hill and Morton, the
one point around which most interest centers
is the district of West Virginia, where that
sturdy tariff-reformer, William L. Wilson,
the father of the famous Wilson bill, is en-
goged in » despmiate struggle td retain his
seat in the House. As the author of that

. famous measure, and the leader of the tariff
reform section of his party, he has incurred
the opposition of all the protected interests
in the country. All these are now pouring
campaign funds into his district with the
avowed object of defeating him if possible.
As his district contains a population of over
200,000 and gives a democratic majority of
only about 800 under the most favorable cir-
cumstances, it will be seen how desparate is
his case. Nevertheless, his friends are pre-
dicting his triumphant re-election.

To us the contest nmow going on in the
various states is of less interest than was
that of two years ago, as then a democratic
success ﬁsve promise of more favorable trade
relations between our neighbors and our-
selves. But, after two years of democratic
rule, the barriers between us remain near)y
as high as heretofore. So we can watch the
contest with a great deal of complacency,
realizing that on this side we have little or
nothing to gain or lose whatever the result
may be.

—AN idea of the amount of liberty enjoyed
by the people of Russia is afforded by the
attitude of the press of that country in deal-
ing with the illness of the Czar. While the
newspapers of all the rest of the civilized
world are freely commenting upon the Czar’s
illness, the press of Russia is not allowed to
make any reference to it, further than to
publish daily the two or three line official
report given out by the emperor’s physician.
The subject of his illness must be one of deep
interest to the great body of the Russisn
people, yet so strict is the censorship of the
press, and so stern is the system of govern-
ment under which the people there live,
that the newspapers of the country dare not
mention the subject which is uppermost in
the minds of everybody. Such a system
seems strangely out of joint with the present
age, and it is no wonder that nihilism per-
meates the entiresocial fabric of thetcountry.
How different is it with us! Here the
average newspaper man considers it one of
his inalienable rights to show up in all the
minutest detail the moral depravity and in-
herent wickedness of those set in authority
over him. Take away from him this privi-
lege and all the fun of running a newspaper
would be gone. o
—Although Monday the 15th inst. was the
last day for the addition of names to the
preliminary voters' lists, to those ‘who have
thus far failed to register, there yet remains
a chance for them to do so. As soon as the
revising officer has arranged the new names,
these, with lists of those struck off, will be
posted in a conspicuous place in each polling
district for inspection. The law provides
that after the lists have been posl)ed the re-
vising barrister shall give five weeks’ notice
of the dates on which he will hold his revi-
sion courts. Those who wish to get on the
lists will bave to notify him in writing, at
least two weeks before the. date of holding
the court, of their intention to apply for
registration. » Then it will be necessary for
them to prove their eligibility at the coart.
Names wrongfully added can be struck off
and correctiuns made in the same way. The
courts will be held in the different districts
throughout the county, so that each entitled
to have his name on the list will have an
opportunity to be present personally, if
necessary.

The most popular method of arriving at
this discovery is for the man or the woman
to place two nuts on the hct stove. If the
nut breaks into a bright flame by and by, it
shows that the desired one has a warm side
to the man or woman who is making the ex-
periment.

One of these is
to have three dishes—one full of clean water,
the second with muddy water and the third
without any. The man or woman who is
tempting fate as far as an affair of the heart is
concerned, is blindfolded, and then marches
up to the three dishes. If the hand is dipped
into the clean dish, it signifies a speedy and
a happy married life; if it is plgnged into
the dirty dish, it means the contrary, and if
the empty dish is selected it signifies a life
of single bliss.

Love and romance run through most of
these -innocent observances of Hallowe’en.
The popular dish at parties and other cele-
brations on the night of the 31st of October
is mashed potatoes or *‘ champed tatties,” as
it is called in the vernacular. Severalsmall
pieces of silver, a button dr two and a ring
are mixed in the potatoes, and whoever se-
cares the ring is to ba first married.

To the Kditor of the Monitor,— \

Sir,—Will you kindly publish for the in-
formation of your readers in general, but es-
pecially for the guidance and direction of
the Trustees and Teachers of the public
schools in particular, the subjoined extracts
taken trom the Journal of Education for Oc-
tober instant? i

The course of study has been before the
schools for a number of years t, and is
now being fairly well followed in the text-
book studies. - Some teachers have failed to
give sufficient attention to calisthenics, mu-
sic, drawing, and the purely oral work pre-
scribed. As will be noticed, the Superin-
tendent of Education is determined to carry
out the law us it exists. It will be neces-
sary, therefore, for teachers to fulfil all the
requirements of the luw to the best of their
ability, and to give due attention to every
subject prescribed. Whatever has been neg-
lected in the past, must receive prompt at-
tention. The new form of Notes of Inspec-
tion recently issued is mush more explicit
than that formeily used, and, in view of the
penalties involved, it will not be pleasant,
for an Inspector to be obligedto report in-
fractions of the law on the part of either
Teachers or Trustees.

Attention should also be given to all the
closing pages of the said October journal, as
many other things of importance are referred
to in addition to what is contained in the

EXTRACT ABOVE }IEFERH}D TO.

InuecaL Scuoors ()—In the Jowrnal of
April, the attention of teachers and trustees
was called to the mew system of recording
and reporting the inspection of Schools for
the Education Office. The Inspector’s esti-
mate of the teacher’s work in each subject,
such as Calisthenics, Music, Hygiene and
Temperance, Drawing, ete., of the trustees
work in providing proper accommodation,
apparatus, play grounds, outhouses, etc., are
very fully recorded, and at the beginning of
every month are also promptly reported to
the Education Department.

Notwithstanding this notification, it would
appear from the Inspectoral reports for last
month— September—that many schools stand
now disqualified, as neither trustees nor tea-
chers can truthfully affirm that they are
being conducted in accordance with law.
If teachers have neglected to qualify them-
selves in one way or another to have instruc-
tion in Music, in Drawing, in Hygiene and
Temperance, given in their schools, they
will not only render themselves liable to
loss of public money, but to further penal-
ties if they should make a statement or affi-
daviv that the school has been conducted in
accordance with law when it is not so con-
dncted.

Let teachers and trustees consider the re-
sponsihility placed upon our school officers
by the Act requiring the study of Hygiene
and Temperance. No matter whetheér that
law is one we consider good or otherwise, it
is our duty to see it enforced so long as it is
Jaw. It is an immoral act for an officer,
whose duty it is to carry out the law, to
wink at'its non-observance instead. Only
by enforcing the law can it be demonstrated
to be either good or bad. If, when it is
enforced, it is found to be too painful for
the community, the Provincial Legislature
may repeal it —or it may not. Ineither case
it is the duty of an officer who is not ready
to enforce it when the law is clear, to resign
without an instant’s delay; or if he is not
ready to resign, he should be prepared for
dismissal with all the glory involved in the
martyrdom. Sufficient time has been given
every one concerned at this date, October,
189t, to be prepared to do his or her duty.
Henceforward no excuse need be offered.

This is ‘how the last clause of the Act
reads, as can be seen in the Journal of Fdu-
cation for April, 1893, in Part IL, on page 3:

** 1t shall be the duty of school officers and
school inspectors to report to the Council of
Public Instruction any failure on the part of
the trustees or teachers of the section under
their control to carry out the provisions of
this Act. Upoen its being shown to the
Cotincil of Public Instruction, either by said
school iuspectors or school officers, or any
ratepayer, that any teachers or trustees have
failed to carry out the provisions of this Act,
any such fiilure shall be deemed sufficient
cause for withholding wholly or in part from
any such teac..er or trustees, provincial cr

Music Axp Drawixc, —With respect to
both Masic and Drawing, for a number of
years past, every opportupity has been given
for voluntary instruction in these subjects.
Drawing has been in our Provincial Course
of study for fifteen years; time enough for
every teacher in the province to acquire
something of the art. Music bhas always
been encouraged, has always been taught at
the provincial expense in the Normal School;
and for soine time prior to the present time
the Government paid the expenses of an in-
structor in the simple tonic sol-fa system to
visit the principal communities throughout
the whole province. If there are teachers
now who cannot see that.their pupils ob-
tain the privileges and advantages which the
law intends they sbould have, they belong
to the class who should no longer have in-
dulgence graated them. For the pupils
who are now passing through the lower
schools especially, will forever miss the fav-
orable opportunity they now have of making
an early, and possibly for many, any start
at all in these arts, to a practical knowledge
of which they are entitied. The loss of the
Provincial Grant for one year will have a
more awakening effect on these teachers than
the fi/tcen years of recommendations and
prayers, without enforcement.

ScHooLBOUSES AND QurHOUSES.—There
are still occasionally found in remote parts
of the country, schoolhouses which the In-
spector has more than once threatened to
bave condemned, but which with the desire
of not being considered too severe, he still
allows to exist. Sometimes it is because the
teacher is already engaged and he. hesitates
to have action taken which might injure a
party not responsible for the state of affairs.
Bat is not a teacher more or less responsible
if he engages to teach in a schoolhouse
where proper sanitary conditions cannot be
maintained? If the trustees ‘‘know no
better,” he should. He holds a certificate
stating that he has studied the principles of
Hygiene and has been found competent.

The conditions of health are most frequent-
ly disregarded in connection with the out-
houses. If a teacher engages to teach in a
school where the trustees will not do their
duty in this respect, he should promptly
notify the Inspector, under which circum-
stances, the Inspector might be justified in
recommending the witholding of the County
Grant alone. It is but fair for the country
to know that if the sanitary conditions of
any school remain for any length of time
defective, that the Education Department
will hold the Inspector also, as well as the
trustees and teacher responsible. The In-
spector is not doing his duty if he passes as
approved the return from such a school until
he has received satisfactory assarance that
the premises are in the condition required
by law. If the Inspector does his duty
there is no fear that the Council of Public
Tostruction will authorize the payment of
public money to the teachers or trusteesofa
section, in the words of the statute, * failing
to make reasonable provision for the kealth,
comfo;'{; ,and progress of the children attending
school.

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CHURCH ALTAR PILED lﬂGl! WITH OFFER-
INGS OF JEWELRY.

New York, Oct. 16, 1894.—At a meeting
last Friday night in the Eighth Avenue
Gospel Tab le of the Christian and Mis-
sionary Alliance, which closes its 11t8 an-
nual convention on Sunday, something un-
usual happened.

It 'was at the height of the meeting, when
Miss Louise Shepard, an Evangelist, pro-
posed that there should be an offering of
gold and silver for the work of the Alliance.

In a whirl of religious fervor, men and
women marched up the aisles to the altar
and left gold and silver watches, diamond
pinl and rings and jewelry of all forms, to
be sold in the interest of missionary work.
The prog of the meeting was stopped
and was not resumed until the altar of the
tabernacle was piled high with the offerings.

On Sunday morning, at one of the three
great meetings at the American Theatre,
more jewelry was given. One man’s gener-
osity reached such a pitch that he gave a
deed for a farm; others gave sums of money
ranging from $6,000 to §1. 'More than $50,-
000 was subscribed during the day.

The convention of the the Alliance bogan
on Oct. 7. Delegates were present from all
parts of this country and Canada, There

" were missionsries who had seen service in all
parts of the globe. The programmes were
interesting and the meetings were attended
by very large audiences. - Each night during
thelconvention the Gospel Tabernacle was
packed with people.

The enthusiasm reached a culminating
pitch on Friday night, when Miss Louise
Shepard bro¥e up the meeting with her pro-
position for offerings. Miss Shepard is a
wealthy New York woman. A few years
8go she was converted at a convention of the
Missionary and Christian Alliance at Round
Lake. At that time she took diamond rings
from her fingers and earrings from her ears
snd laid them on the altar as an offering to
the cause. Since tha¥ time she has been a
most earnest and devoted worker for the al-
liance.

The programme on Friday evening was to
include a series of short addresses on mis-
sionary topics. When it was Miss Shepard’s
turn to speak she arose and showed a small
watch, with cases, which she said, were
made of iron. She explained that not long
ago she saw iron watches advertised in a
Broadway window. She determined to sell
her gold watch and give the proceeds to the
alliance, and use a cheap iron watch instead.

“Now,” said Miss Shepard, with an ap-
pealing gesture, if these women were will-
ing to give up their jewelry because of their
loyalty to their native land, surely we ought
to do as mueh for tke love of Jesus. For
gold we will give iron to you.”

Rev. Stephen Merritt, the undertaker and
preacher, sat in the first row. When Miss
Shepard stopped and looked about for a re-
sponse to her appeal, Mr. Merritt arose, and
aiter turning toward the audience pulled a
fine gold watch from his vest pocket and
laid it upon the altar. Miss Shepard re-
warded Mr. Merritt with an encouraging
smile.

“ Who is the next?” she asked. A man
took & dismond pin from his scarf and laid
it by Mr. Merritt’s watch. Women arose
in the audience and began to pull rings from
their fingers and jewelled pins from their
dresses.

Mr. Simpson tried to resume the pro-
gramme but gave up when he saw the ex-
citement growing and the aisles filling with
people marching toward the altar, and leay-
ing watches, rings, pins and money.

Watches of all kinds were carried forward

by the owners, and either bhanded to Mr:
Simpson or laid upon the altar, and when-
ever an attempt was made to resume the
services there were a half-dozen people push-
ing their way along the seats to the aisles
and carrying their offerings of jewelry aloft,
so tha’ all could see.
. Each giver, after a bricf speech, was
awarded with cries of *“ Amen,” *‘ Bless the
Lord,” “Praise the Holy Name,” *‘The
spirit of the Lord is with you.” Men and
women were shouiing and weeping.

There was an incident that bore the ap-
pearance of a practical joke, and served to
cool the fervor foratime: When Mr. Simp-
son arose to put an end to the stiange scene,
a big, broad-shouldered, middle aged man
arose in the andience, and showed an old-
fashioned gold watch hanging from a heavy
gold chain. His voice shook with emotion
as he explained the history of the watch.
It had been given to him by his mother, who
was dead, and he had guarded it as he had
guarded hig life. It had been with him
through fire and water, in all parts of the
world where he had travelled. Hehad nev-
er missed it for a day.

The man’s voice arose as he told a story
that produced a visible effect on the audience.
All eyes were turned upon him, there was
more weeping and more cries of religious
encouragement.

*1 love that watch,” the man ¢ontinued,
as he gazed at the timepiece, for a moment
in silence, and I am going to keep it. He
put it back in his pocket, and sat down.
There were no more offerings until the au-
dience recovered from the shock.

On Sunday morning at the meeting ia the
American theatre Mrs. Dr. Moon, a dele-
gate to the convention, laid a diamond ring
worth $150 on the altar. Dr. Simpson fol-
lowed by waviug a sheet of paper in the air,
saying that it was a title deed of a farm that
had been given to the Alliance. He with-
held the name of the giver.

It wae also announced that one woman
had given $15 which she would have spent
for butter in the past year if she bad not
gone without butter, and that another wo-

‘man (who had died) had saved $5 by reirain-
ing from the ice cream habit. Subscriptions
to be paid within the year wgre made, with
great enthusiasm. When the figures stood
$46,000 one man who would not give his
name, said that he would make up the
$50,000. More than $50,000 was subscribed.

More Potash Needed:

1. Fodder crops, pasture grasses, corn
stover and hay all remove large amounts of
potach from the soil, and these crops occupy
a large proportion of our improved land.

2. The urine of our domestic animals
sontains about four fifths of the total potash
of their excrements.

3 When urine is allowed to waste, the
manure is poor in potash.

4 When manures are exposed to rains
much of the potash, being soluble, is washed
away.

5 Nearly all the special fertilizers are es-
pecially rich in phosphoric acid, and do not
contain enough potash.

6 Supohhouphltel were the first fertili-
zer to come into general use among our far-
mers.

7 When a farmer buys a fertilizer, he
still, nine times out of ten, calls for a phos-
phate.

8 Asa result of the above conditions,
our soils seem to be quite generally in need
of more liberal applications of potash.

9 Io the case of corn the need of potash
appears to be particularly prominent.

10 For a good crop of corn the fertilizer
should supply 100 to 125 1bs. of actual pot-
ash per acre; 200 to 250 1bs. of muriate of
potash or one ton (50 bu.) of good wood ash-
8 will do this.

11 With ordinary farm or stable manure
it will generally pay to use some potash for
corn; 125 to 150 Ibs. of muriate of potash
has given profitable results.

12 The liberal use of potash means more
clover in our fields, more nitrogen taken from
the air, more milk in the pail, a richer ma-
nure heap, and storehouses and barns full to
overflowing. It means also a sod which
when turned will help every other crop.

13. For the potato crop the sulphate ap-
pears to be much superior to the muriate of
potash, promoting both yield and quality in
much higher degree; 300 to 400 lbs. of high
grade sulphate of potash furnishes enough of
this element.

14. For oats, rye and grass, nitrate of
soda applied just as the growth begins in
spring has proved very beceficial; 300 to
400 1bs. per acre should be applied.

Worth Remembering.

¢ That feed saved by giving cows less than
they can profitably use is the most expensive
feed we can have in the bin. It costs more
than it is worth.

“ That during very cold weather we must
feed enough extra feed to balance the extra
cold; otherwise some of the feed required to
make milk will go to make heat instead.
Notice how much more you eat yourself,
when the weather is very cold, even though
you do not work any more than usuaal.

“ That the big records made by the noted
cows of the dairy breeds were not made by
stuffing them with feed all at once, but by a
regular course of feeding, beginning with a
moderate ration and slowly increasing to
the enormous one they made their records on.

“ That cows bred for dairy purposes are
better for dairy use than any other kinds of
cows: they have been trained in this direc-
tion through many generations of ancestors,
and they inherit traits that no system of
feeding will bring out in any other cows ex-
cept in rare cases.

¢ That because a cow is regxstered as a
pure-bred dairy animal is not positive evi-
dence that she is a good one, it is only proof
that she ought to be a good one. A cow
doesn’t show her value (like a greenback) by
certain figures and signatures.

“That all that is known about dairying
may be found in the pages of the agricultur-
al press, and he who refusés to take advan-
tage of the knowledge is sure to be a loser.

“That dairying will pay if conducted
right, and when it does not pay it is not
the fault of the business but of the one who
is runping it.”

—An old farmer who secures eggs all
tbhrough the winter, when asked for his se-
cret, replied says the “Germantown Tele-
graph,” that he gave his hens plenty of cut
straw. For a while there was much unbe-
lief in the reply, as it was supposed that the
farmer was feeding cut straw to his hens
(according to his statement): but when the
fact came out it appeared that the cutstraw
was really the secret, but it was uged, four
inches deep on the floor of the poultry house,
in which millit seed and wheat where scat-
tered, the hens thereby being provided with
a warm place to work. The cut straw gave
them a scratching bed, and it kept them in
exercise, prevented disease aud promoted
the appetite.

—The advantage of churn salting is that
the salt is more evenly mixed through the
butter in this way, and there is less danger
in putting on too much. The surplus salt
vans off, and this sometimes makes butter-
milk too salt for feeding to the pigs. Butas
the buttermilk is largely diluted-with other
slop and milk before it gets to the pig pen,
this one objection to churn salting practi-
cally disappears.

—Let the live steck have careful attention
and do not allow them to ramble all over
the farm picking up the few stray blades of
fodder or biting down the pastures into the
roots. The blades of fodder and the grass
will be more valuable on the land than in
the cattle, and the cattle will be doing much
more good in the stable or yard.

Anc ther writes: Perhaps some woman who
has children as fond of wading through pud-
dles and staying out in the rain as mineare,
will be glad to know how to make shoes
waterproof. I melt together half a pint of
linseed, half a gill of turpentine, an eighth of
a pound of yellow wax and an eighth of &
pound of Burgundy pitch over a gentle fire.
This I bottle, and whenever a new pair of
walking boots are bought I rub the mixture,
after warming it slightly, into the leather.
It renders the shoes really waterproof.

—A lamp burning badly develops more
heat than usual; the light is red and the
combustion imperfect, producing a disagree-
able odor. Science says this may arise from
the air not being properly reverberated
against the flame, or from the shape of the
chimney, allowing of back currents, or from
the lamp being dirty, the airholes clogged,
the wick dwmp or dirty, the presence of a
trace of vegetable or animal oil in the vessel
used for filling or from the oil itself, the
presence of heavy oils or rcfining chemicals.

At the same time, four or five
times a day, the inflamed areas were washed
with a hot solution of boric acid in the
strength of 4 per cent. Between the appli-
cations of this lotion compresses were ap-
plied to the diseased parts, which had been
wet with the same solution. Ia this way he
claims to have been able to reduce the boils
which had already forined aud to do much
towards preventing the outbreaks. By this
means he thinks it possible to avoid surgical

intervention.

—Here is a recipe for cleaning delicate
laces which an old lacemaker who has woven
many a gossamer web for the great connois-
seur and lovers of laces, Mme.
