TOBACLO RS AR SLOW.

Like all elements which have an cf-
fect upon the nerves, tobacco difiers
widely in its action upon dilterent n- |
dividuals, and no sweeplng statements |
can be made. Upon most cunst.imtmus
its action is deteterious. 1t is always
injurious before the period of complete i
deyclopment, and cannot be used be- |
fore the age of 25 without harm. Dr. |
Seaver, directoriat Yale, tabulated the |
records of theestudents entering: that
university during nime years, when the
young men were examined and meas- |
ured. ‘lhe smokers averaged fifteen |
months older than:the non-smokers.
They were also shorter in stature.
Nicotine interferes with growth, and
its effect in that regard is very meas-
urable. |

At Yale during the four years’ course
the non-users of tobacco, although tal-
ler when they enter, gain24 per cent.
more in height and 26.7 per cent. more |
in girth of chest than do the habitual
users. Dr. Hitcheock, of Amherst Col-
lege, found even greater differences. The
dilference in “the lung capacity 1s ery |
siriking, and has been noticed by all
ohservers. It shows the effect of to- |
bacco on the respiration, being a pot-
ent depresser. As regards the efiect of
nicotine on the mental processcs, it is |
more difficult to interpret the meaning .
of statistics.  Out of the highest |
scholarship men at Yale only 5 per
cent. use tobacco, while of the men
who do not get appointments 60 per
cent. use it. It is not necessary to in-
terpret this as meaning that mental
decrepitude follows the use of tobacco
by young men, for there are _other
factors to be but it ‘is cer
tainly no co%oﬁ_ 1o ‘best work.

SECRET.OF RESTORING SIGHT DISCOV~
ERED,

Paris, March 8.—Prof. Peter Steins
daims to have discovered the secret of
restoring sight to the blind. The an-
nouncement is published in the Revue
des Revues by Dr. Caze, who explains
how Prof. Steins tested on him a won-
derful apparatus of Prof. Steins’ in-
vention, by which he is nct only able
to restore logt sight, but to give vis-
ion to those who have never known it.
Professor Steins took Dr. Caze into a
dark room; and bandaged his eycs so
he could see nothing. He heard the
professor walk to and fro, strike a
match and light a lamp. Then he felt
an apparatus fixed around his temples,
whereupon instantly ~saw a dim
light, which enabled him to distinguish
surrounding  objects.  Presently the
light stronger, and Dr. Caze
was able to count the professor’s fin-
gers when they were held up hefore
him, and to enumerate other things
in ‘the room. Just as he was feeling
that his vision was clearing further,
and he was convinced that he would
soon normally, Prof. Steins sud-
denly removed the apparatus, and Dr.
Caze was in total* darkness.. Prof.
Steins' claim rests on the theory that
man does rnot see with the eye bhut
with the brain, the eye only serving
to receive the image which the optic
nerve transmits to the seat of percep-
tion. Tf then the image can be trans-
mitted to the brain without eves, a
blind person can see as well as any-
body else. The professor’s apparatus
has the same scientific basis as the
telephone, with the substitution of
licht for scund. Dr. Caze states that
ceveral other physicians have experi-
mented with the apparatus, but none
of them is able to explain how the as-
tonishing results are obtained.

FURESIRY sTUUY IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

Ottawa, March 5.—The fourth annual
meeting of the Canadian Forestry As-
sociation opened in the City Hail this
morning with a good attendance. The
morning session was taken up with the
I'resident’s address and hearing of an-
nual reports. Two papers were also
read duning the meeting. To-night
Professor Jefirey, of Harvard Univer-
sity gave an address in the Normal
School when His Excellency Lord
Minto was present, Hon. Clifford Sii-
ton presiding.

Fapers were read from Lieut. Gov-
ernor Snowball, of New Brunswick an
F. C. Whitman, of Annapolis, N. 8
Mr. Whitman reported on th
ditions of lumbering and fc
wostern Nova Scotia. He said
forestry had been taken up
loca! Boards of Trade about two years
ago and since then a considerable im-
terest had been created.

When culling first sterted in the
Province, ity was done indiscriminately
and began in the white pine, as a re-
sult of ,which this class of timber is
commercially gome. The culling of
spruce ' stll continues at the rate of
170,000,000 feet per year. For many
vears there has been a large export to
South America which takes a lot of
small and young growth wood.

Lumber values in Nova Scotia are
steadily increasing. Spruce has ad-
vanced 35 per cent. within the past
ten years while lumber was advanced
$1 per thousand feet. ‘He urged that
the time was opportune for the intro-
duction of the study of forestry in the
schools and it was high- time for the
farmers, as well as the lumbermen, to
interest  themselves in forestry. In
fart it should be taken up seriously by
all Nova Scotia.

NEW CANADIAN POWER CONPANY.

Prospects are exceedingly good that
a large amount of eclectrical power
will ke available on the Canadian side
at Niagara within a few years. Al-
ready two companies are at work there
crecting plants for the development of
not less than 100,000 horse - power
each, ;and now a third company has
secured a franchise.. This new com-
pany is known as the Toronto Niagara
Power ‘Company, and the Ontario
government has granted it a franchise
1o develop 123,000 horse power. Its
method of development will be identi-
cal with that of the Canadian Niagara
Power Company. It will construct a
large wheel-pit and a long tunnel, the
portal of which will be close to the
edge or behind the sheet of water of
the Horseshoe Fall.

Inasmuch as the wheel-pit of . the
Toronto Niagara Power Company will
be further upstream than the works of
the Canadian Niagara Power Com-
pany the tunnel will be longer by a
fcw hundred feet than the one now
building. The inlet of the Toronto Ni-
agura Companv will be ahove that of
the Canadian Niagara Power Com-
pauy; and in order that the water ser-
viee of the latter company may be un-
irdpuired, the Ontario government will
caise the Toronto Niagara Power
Company to build weir dams for its
protection. The work contemplated un-
dor this latest franchise will cost in
the neighborhood of £5,000,000 and
will take two or three years to com-
plete. The Toronto Niagara Power
Company’s objective point for trans
missicn is the city of Toronto, and it
is intimated that the street railways
and the "lighting plants will receive
power from the new company.

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—The Nova Scotia Tourist Associa-
tion, which was organized a few years
ago in the city of Halifax, has in no
small degree been instrumental in
bringing the attractions of the prov-
ince as a summer resort before the peo-
ple of the United States and Canada.

The most humble
village could plan some agreeable en-
tertainment for its guests. Picnics
and tea-meetings would serve the de-
sirable object of bringing together the
guests of honor with their parents,
neighbors and friends, and .at the same
time might be made the means of
swelling the funds of some deserving
home philanthrophy, a school library,
for instance, street lights for the
village, or a new “ organ for the
village church. The cities would
choose, of course, a different form of
entertainment and many plans both
pleasing and profitable could be car-
ried out, while the hospitalities of
private homes would be fully enjoyed
and apprecigted. Doubtless many a
returned wandever would be persuaded
to remain or return permanently to

We may hope, if this is success-
ful, to have ~our apples carried
across in seven or eight days instead
of anywhere from 14 to 20 as is now
the case.

The special meeting of the Fruit
Growers noticed in another column is
called idr this purpose, and efforts will
be made to have the boats call at
Halifax. If this is not found feasikle
then the Association will take steps
to have a pier erected at Digby or
Victoria Beach as a Nova Scotia port
of call.

The fruit growers of the Annapolis
valley are urged to pull together and
if possible obtain this boon.

PROHIBITION CONVENTION.

——

At the Prohibition Convention held
in Halifax last week, dJelegates from
nearly every part of the proviuce
were present. 'Lhe subject of Prohibi-
tion was discussed at length, and the
iollowing resolution passed: ‘‘Resolved,
that this coffvention receive the report
of the delegation of last year, commis-
sioned to wait upon the government,
and regret that the matter was dis-
posed of merely with the reply that
for various reasons it would not be ex-

dient to introduce a Provincial Pro-
ibition Act at the present time.”
This convention affirms its contentions
that while Prohibition by the govern-
ment of the Dominion is the only sat-
isfactory and final solution of the
liquor problem, yet that it is the duiy
of the legislature of Nova Seotie to
promote prohibitive legislation at as
early a date as possible, by passing
the largest measure of prohibitory leg-
islation within their jurisdiction and
in the meantime that legislature be re-
quested to amend the provincial license
law at the present session in the diree-
tion of making its prohibitory clauses
more easily enforcib?e.

A Kentville fruit grower writes to
the Dighy Courier as follows: The
purchasmg of C. P. R. boats to-run
from St. Lawrence and St. John to
London, Liverpool and (lasgow,
should be an incentive to our people
to strive to get these boats to call
at Nova Scotia and take our apples.
Halifax is the spot I will work for,
that C. P. R. may have running pow-
ers into that port; failing this why
our next move would be to get them
to call at Dighy, or perhaps” Victoria
Beach. Both these latter places of
call would not discommode steamship
companies much, and we must have
some way of shipping our fruit anoth-
er year.

goes out in7 or8 day boats, against
our 12 to14, or mnything they are a
mind to call it, while we are a day
nedwer the European market. 1 think
it is the intention of fruit growers to
hold a special meeting in reference to
the above, e

A 8t. Jehn despatch to the Chren-
icle says: The apple growers of Aunna-
polis Valley, N. 8., are about to cr-
ganize into what they term-an active-
Iy weorking body, chiefly with the gur

se of securing better transportation
for their fruit. They claim the pres-
ent trans-Atlantic steamship service is
very unsatisfactory and growers who
have suffered as individuals from the
service are now joinipg’ hund's in urg-
ing upon the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way representatives in this City the
need of more facilities. The Valley
supplies over half a million Larrels of

BEAVER LINE BOUGHT,

The Canadian Pacific railway has
completed the negotiations with the
Elder-Dempster - Company for acquisi-
tion of an Atlantic licet and Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy was able to an-
nounce the purchase of fourteen vessels,
The service, itself, Sir Thomas said,
would be both passenger and freight
and the transaction has been complete-
ly without regard to the question of a
government subsidy. Among the other
details which have yet to be arranged
is that of remunmeration by the gov-
ernment for the carrying of the mails,
which comes within the scope of the
operations of® the passenger steamers.

When asked about the price paid for
the fleet Sir Thomas said he would
rather that information came from Sir
Alfred Jones, the @airman of the
Elder-Dempster Company. Despatches
from London state the price has not
been disclosed there yet, but it is un.
derstood to be about $7,5600,000. It is
reported in Montreal thau the price
per ton was about one-third less than
was paid by Mr. Morgan for the
steamships in his combine.

The deal was put through in London
by Mr. Arthur Pirs, General Super-
intendent of the st amship department
of the company, w 0 has been on the
other side for two months and who is
also arranging for the building of three
passenger boats of 10,000 tons each.
These will, it is said, be built on the
Clyde.

There will be no change in the ports
of call of the purchased steamers at
present.

Sir Thomas was asked whether any
fusl«:r puss\'ngt'l' steamers ‘hl“l lhl‘.\'l’
included in the list wotild be likely to
be built for the company. ‘‘The pres-
ent purchase,” he replied, “‘is simply
the nucleus of a fleet.”

The introduction of the C. P. R. as
such an important factor in the At-
lantic trade naturally causes the decp-
est interest among the existing ship-
ping companies, though their opinions
vary widely as to the effect. A spec-
ial ‘cable states that the Pall Mall Ga-
zette discusses the purchase from the
point of view of the shipping interests
and says: ‘‘lt is generally regarded as
a serious blow  to independent Cana-
dian shipping, ~ for nearly the whole
North Atlantic trade will be dominat-
ed by American railway companies.
The Canadian Pacific is expected to
indulge in the policy of wholesale1ate
cutting; against which competiticn wiil
be useless. The first result undoubied-
ly will be the retirement of the Flder-
Dempster Line from the regular Canu-
dian trade and the partial, though
perhaps only temporary withdrawal of
other vessels.”

On the other hand Mr. H. Montagu
Allan, of the Allan line, when told of
the announcement, and of the comment
thereon by the London paper, said: ““I
fail to see how the fast line contract
is affected. So far as we are concern-
ed, it does not change our position in
the least.”

Mr. John Torrance, representative of
the Dominion Line, and now General
Agent for Canada of the Morgan syn-
dicate of steamships, when told of the
purchase and the price paid, said:
“The price is a very good one, but I
suppose the Canada Pacific knew-what
it was about.”

“What will :he the probable effect. on
the fast line contract?,’

“Oh, I suppose they will get that,
too. I presume the sale of their best
boats means that the Elder-Dempster
company will go out of the Canadian
business altogether. The Canadian
Pacific people, with the influences and
advantages at their disposal will then
certainly acquire the whole Canadian
trade and it will be a foregone con-
clusion thgt they will capture the fast
line contract” With ine Io8T."

DALHOUSIE POST OFFICE MYSTERY.

(St. John Sum.)
Dr. Colter, post office inspector, re-
turned from Dalhousie, N. B., last
night, where he was looking into the
matter of the post office robbery com-
mitted there last July.

To a Sun man last night Dr. Colter
said that J. A. Johnson, the postmas-
ter at Dalhousie, was arrested last
Saturday on the charge of being a
party to the theft of $500 from the
post office there last summer, On Mon-
day last he was let out on bail.

Yesterday aiternoon Dr. Colter re-
ceived a despatch that Johnson was
again arrested, this time on the charge
of attempt to murder, and lodged in

jail.

Recalling the history of the robbery,
Dr. Colter said that he received a
telegram July 1st, 1902, stating that a
robbery had been committed at Dal-
housie. He immediately left for that
place to investigate and arrived there
on August lst. He examined on oath
those employed in ‘the office. All
(Johnson included) denied having any
knowledge of who committed the rob-
bery. The matter was placed in the
hands of Col. Sherwood, chief of the
Dominion police, and he accompanied
by Sergt. Chamberlain, visited Dal-
housie. Sergt. Chamberlain remained
there for some weeks, but it was under-
stood, found no clue as to who stole
the money. :

A short time ago a young man in
Rat Pertage, by the name “of -Chiver-
ton, received by mail some candy. He
gave some of it to a number of com-
panions, and took some himself. All
became ill soon after.

It was found on analysis that the
candy contained poison. Chiverton was
arrested on the charge of attempt to
murder. After being arrested he con-
fessed to being implicated in the rob-
bery of the Dalhousie post office last
July, and stated that Johnson, the
postmaster, knew of it and got part
of the money. Col. Sherwood on re-
ceiving this information sent Sergeant
Chamberlain to Dalhousie to arrest
Johnson, and he did so on Saturday
last.

Johnson is about 30 years of age,
and has a wife and two children. He
was favorably known by al] the cam-
munity, and it was a great surprise
to all his acquaintances when he was
arrested. He had no trouble in get-
ting bail. Eveeybody there seems to
feel that he is not guilty. Tt is ex-
pected that his trial will begin on
March 17th inst. W. A. Mott will ap-
pear for the accused.

RACE FOR TRANSCONTINENTAL SUBS!DXES,

A despatch from Ottawa says: The
first honors in the transcon-
tinental railway subsidies is now on.
MacKenzie and Mann’s recent visit to
the Cap is taken as a proof that
they will fight the Grand Trunk to the
bitter end, and unless one or other of
the contending parties give away it
looks as 4f neither will get anything
of the much sought for concession.
One of the solutions of the difficulty
would be the absorption of the Great
Northern by the Grand Trunk, and
this will be the probable outcome, It

as if the Grand Trunk will
dispose of its other rival, the Trans-
Canada line, with alacrity. The lat-
ter road has been boomed as a feeder
of Atlantie liners at Quebec. The
Grand Trunk has now applied for per-
mission to amend its original applica-
tion for a charter so as to make Que-
bec its eastern terminus. To do this
the road will be constructed from Que-
bec to Gravenhurst. This will con
form to.the wishes of the people of
Quebec, and will at the same time pre-
vent any necessity of the Grand Trunk
purchasing the Trans-Canada charter.
The entrance of the line in Quebee is
the most important from the maritime
province standpoint. With the Quebec
bridge canstructed, the Grand Trunk
Pacific could easily opeiy up the road
to the seaboard by acquiring ,Temis-
conata, Saint Francis River and Que-
bec Central lines. Should the con-
ditions attached to the granting of
the subsidy make Canadian outlets im,
perative, the Grand Trunk Pacifle
would doubtlees adopt sueh extension.

The Mare aud the Foal

As foaling time is approaching, a
few words 1e mare and toal may not
be out of place.

1t is good practice to feed the mare
liberally on easily-digested food, ol
which bran forms a large portion, and
give her regular exercise or light work
until she is nearly due. in many
cases mares are worked until they
sbow evident symptoms of im-
mediate parturition. When the per-
iod of gestation is within a few weeks
of expiring, she should have a roomy,
comfortable, well-ventilated stall, with-
out boxes or mangers, in which she
might drop the foal, as occasionally a
mare retains the standing position
during parturition. - The stall should
be kept scrupulously clean, and it is
a good practice to scatter slacked lime
on the Hioor each morning after clean-
ing it out. This acts well as a disin-
fectant and anmtiseptic. The attendant
should have in a convenient place in
the stable an eight-ounce bottle con-
taining fifteen grs. corrosive sublimate
and eight ounces pure water, also some
soft, strong string, and a knife. "When
the symptoms indicate that parturi-
tion is about to take place she should
be carefully watched. This precaution
is wise lor various reasons. For in-
stance, some abnormality may be pres-
ent in either dam or foetus which wiil
retard or possibly prevent parturition,
and il not rectified promptly will en-
danger the life of one or both; the
offspring may be born enclosed in the
foetal membranes, and if these be not
promptly ruptured, it will suffocate.
Instinct teaches the mare to rupture
these with her teeth, but if labor has
been protracted or severe she will us-
ually le for a few minutes after de-
livering, and the foal will suffocate be-
fore she gives it attention; the umbli-
cal cord may not be severed—this is
usually the case when the membranes
(either ruptured or intact) are ex-
pelled with the foetus. These and oth-
er reasons, we think, are sufficient to
make it wise to watch the mare that
is about to bring forth young. The at-
tendant should be a careful and intel-
ligent man, who has some knowledge
of the phenomena about to take place.
He should be as quiet as possible, and
endeavor to avoid all excitement. I
his presence appears to annoy or ex-
cite the mare, he should keep out of
her sight, but in such a position that
he can see her. Ii the act is taking
place in a normal manner, he shoald
not interfere, but if after a reasonable
time after labor;" pains are noticed,
they continue and no progress towards
delivery is noticed, he should endeavor
to ascertain the cause of delay. If,
having discovered the cause, his know-
ledge and skill are such that he can
rectify the fault or remove the ob-
struction, he should do so promptly,
but if he decide that he is not able to
do this, he should send for an obstet-
rist at once, as unskilful interference
often complicates matters and renders
the services of the obstetrist unavail-
ing. While interference is -often’ neces-
sary, it is unwise to interfere until the
symptoms clearly indicate that such is
necessary. The severity and duration
of labor difier greatly in difierent cases
and we should allow nature to accom-
plish the act if she can. P

In many cases of. easy pavturition,
the foetus is born—iwthe membranes,
and when this occurs prompt measures
arc recesgary; ‘the membranes must be
ruplyred at once, and the young ani-

fnal exposed, else he will sulfocate; t_he
/mucus should be removed from its

nostrils, mouth and eyes, and a soft,
strong ecord tied tightly around the
umblical cord (navel string) about an
inch from the abdomen, and cut off
about an inch below that. In all cases
where the cord is not severed during
parturition, this should be done: If
the dam is attentive, it is well to
leave the foal to her care now for u
time; if not, it should be rubbed we!l
with wisps of hay, orwcoarse cloths
until dry. When it tries 1o rise it
should be assisted, and it is often well,
especially if it be rather weak or the
mare irritable, to assist it in getting
the first suck. If too weak to stand
it requires two men, one to hold its
hind parts and the other its fore and
direct the mouth to the teat. This
should be done at least every hour un-
{il it gains sufficient strength to help
itseli. I the mare be \'lcious,_ &
twitch applied for a few times during
suckling will usually suffice. Horse
breeders are aware that large numbers
of foals are lost every year by a di-
sease called joint ill or navel ill. This
is due to the entrance ‘of a microbe
into the circulation by the umblical or
navel opening. The microbe exists in
the ground or in the stable, hence the
advisability of cleanliness as already
mentioned. There is practically no
cure for the disease, hence it is wise
to adopt preventive measures.  As soon
as convenlent after birth the attendant
should dress the cord with the solu-
tion of corrosive sublimate mentioned,
and repeat the dressing several times
daily until the opening is healed. This
prevents the disease by destroying the
microbe if present Then again, breed-
ers  know that many foals die from
what is usually called constipation.
This is really a retention of the meeon-
ium (the contents of the intestines at
birth); this exists in balls of a dark,
almost black eolor, and of a sticky
ccnsistence. The balls are often so
large that the little thing cannot pass
them out of the anus. The adminis-
tration of purgatives is always dan-
gerous in very young animals, and es-
pecially so in these cases, as while
they liquify the contents of the anter-
ior intestines, they have no action on
the contents of the rectum, where the
trouble exists. It is good practice in
all cases, instead of giving medicines
by the mouth, to oil the fore finger,
insert it carefully into the rectum, and
remove all the lumps that can be
reached, then inject a little warm wa-
ter and raw linseed oil; do this three
or four times daily until the faeces
that pass are yellow, which tells us
that the meconium has all passed,
when the danger will be over. In rare
cases it is wise to give a little eastor
oil, but drastic purgatives should never
be given. The mechanical removal of
the meconium, if done promptly, will
usually suffice, and with but few ex-
ceptions it is all passed in about 24
hours after birth. Notice should also
be taken to sce that the foal voidsits
vrine by the normal channel. 1f this
channel be not pervious, the urine will
escape - through the umklcal opening,
and if the cord be tied the foal will
not be able to void urine at all. When
conditions of this kind are noticed, a
veterinarian should be called in at
once, to pass a catheter and break
down: the false membrane that oecludes
the exit from the bladder.—“Whip,” in
Farmers’ Advocate. iy

Methiod of Milking.

. Dr. Andrews writcs to the Halifax
Herald as follows: “A new method of
milking which is the invention of Pro-
fessor | of Belgium, has been

during his absence in September failed
unaccountably in her muk and aud ef-
ioris to bring her back to her stan-
dard yield were unavailing until about
two weeks ago whea it was decided to
try the Hegelund system.

The method imitates the calf in
“bunting’” the udder to incite the
How of milk and after an ordinary
milking it is completed by an claborate
system of stripping. 'the hands are
always to be used dry and there must
never be any puling of the teats, for
stretching them causes the cow to hold
up her milk.

1st. Begin with the two fore teats,
and holding the hands loosely around
them push them alternately three times
against the body of the cow. Then
milk as rapidly as possible without
any interruption by closing the thumb
and the index finger first and the oth-
ers in succession, until the milk comes
in a thin stream: Milk in the same
way the hind teats, omitting the push-
ing.

gnd. The clean milking. This is
done by reaching up with the partly
closed hand and grasping the part of
the udder just above the teat and
milking until no more milk will come.
Treat the hind teats in the same way.

3rd. The stripping. This is done in
three stages. (a) Placing the thumb
on the inner side of the teat, on the
right hand side and sprt-u(]in% the fin-
gers over the udder on the back and
front, lift the hands toward the body
of the cow and toward each other.
Do - this three times. This is for the
purpose of emptying the milk remain-
ing in the glands near the sides of
the udder into the milk cistern. Then
milk dry. In the same way treat the
left hand side of the udder. (b). Re-
peat this with the front half of the
udder, lifting from the outside inwards
three times, and then with the hind
part, and milk dry.

(c) Grasp the fore teats loosely and
lift straight up toward the body of
the cow three times and milk absolute-
lyv dry. Do this with the hind teats
and the milking is done.

I'he Farm H-axse,

Weight is not everything in a farm
horse, though many peopic give one
the impression that they so regard it.
wveryumng else bemng equal, the horse
that has wne weight wil stand up best
agamst the coliar; but the spirit has
much to do with the staying qualities
of an ammal, and the character ot
the bone and muscle is also a big
tactor. 'Throughout the country we sce
the results of valuing a sire by the
number of pounds of mesh he carries.
His get is found all over the country,
and ‘a lifeless lot they are. It seemed
to many a matter of arithmetic on-
iy, Their mares weighed eleven hund-
red pounds, the sire weighed nineteen
hundred or twenty-one hundred, and
that meant a fifteen or sixteen hundred
pound horse with the frame of the sire
and the spirit and nerve-force of the
dam. But it did not work out that
way. ‘The colt's head proved to be
large enough for any horse, and hung
heavily on an ugly neck, while the
legs were locs:-jointed affairs that wab-
bied about promiscously. 1 do not
overdraw the picture. Beefy sires and
small dams have given us a woefully

=gy
credit upon the : s of this coun-

try. They 216 brought to maturity
without™ blemishes with the greatest
difficulty, because they are loose-joint-
ed, soft, awkward and without suffi-
cient spirit to take care of themselves
and keep out of danger. They have
weight to put against the collar, but
they have little else to commend-them.

The serviceable farm-horse must have
intelligence, and that is largely absent
from these crosses of heavy, cold-blood-
ed sires upon the average farm-mare
of no particular breeding. If a horse
does not have brains it 18 a poor ani-
mal to have in one’s company day
after ‘day. It must have inherited
stamnia and endurance and have plenty
oi ambition, if it fills its place well
on a farm. There is a idea that a dull
horse is the safest, and so it may be
in the hands of a driver who is unfit
to handle an animal; but a thick-
brained horse when badly frightened is
far more dangerous than a spirited
one that has learned to trust its dri-

er.

A draft-animal needs weight to con-
tinue to. move a heavy load with ease,
but the horse that has less weight and
more nerve-force will do about as much
work and last much longer. In the
cultivation of crops we especially need
horses that will take the gait they are
told to take, walk trimly, turn at the
ends of rows without undue tramping
of plants, -and ‘stand the midsummer
heat. ; Y
_There is a place for heavy horses,
but they are those bred from mares of
good size and spirit, and sired by
horses that have more than mere
weight to commend them. The horse
that cahnot carry its weight well,
pick up its feet neatlv and learn to
take an intelligent interest in its
work is-out of place on the farm. It
i# a burden to work a sluggish, awk-
ward “animal. Nerve-force, endurance
and intelligence in a farm-team are
worth far more to the ownmer than
mere weight.

Stock Classification,

Among the stockmen certain terms
are useu to indicate purity of birecding
or the lack of it. ‘turee of the most
common terms wused in the general
classitication of the live stock i our
country are pure bred, grade and
scrub.
Literally, a pure bred animal is one
that can be registered in the records
of one of the associations maintained
by the dilierent breeds for that pur-
pose.  Dilierent ruies and regulations
governing this registration are made
by the difierent associations, but in
any of them in order that an animal
may be registered it must be clearly
proven that its ancestry for several
geeerations is of the same byeed. Atter
a breed has been established and a
good many animals are registered in
the record book, the rule generally is
that in-order that an animel ke reg-
istered its sire and dam must also be.
Animals of a pure and distinct breed
have been bred along the same line of
usefulness and with the same charac-
teristics as to form, color, ete, so
long as these are transmitted to their
ofispring with a great degree of uni-
formivy, and it is in this that their
greatest usefulness lies. Several other
terms are used: interchangeably with
pure bred to express the same thought
buts, according to the best authorities,
wkile the other terms are allowable,
pure bred is the most proper. Of these
other terms, thoroughbred, full blood,
blooded and others are rometimes used.
Sometimes a man will say his stock
is ‘fufl blood,” but if it cannot be reg-
istered within certain time limitations
it ceases to be eligible. Neglect in this
instance has forfeited the man his
;. though the breeding of stock
all right. But others who have used
_sires in their kerds for a
num .of years will tell you that
their stock is full blood, when in real-
ity it is omly ‘high grade.’ Some as-
sociations at time. wed an ani-

A gradv animal is one that, while
not eligible to registry in any asso-
ciation, has in its ancestry some -
igtered animals of a certain pure breed,
enough that they ‘have lcft on the
grade the general outline and ac-
teristics of the breed. Grade animals
are generally divided into two
-—higf and low, aecording to the num-
ber of pure bred animals in their an-
cestry. £
A scrub is an animal of no particu-
lar breeding and having no ability to
transmit any certain characteristios to
its offspring. It need hardly be said
that there are too many of this class
in the counmtry.

Using Superior Sires

Every well-posted man knows the
value of using the best sires obtain-
able and is an advocate of such prac-
tice. Prof. C. S. Plumb, in a rccent
address before a Kansas breeders’ con-
vention, said in parti—

“l wish to make a special plea in
behalf of the use of superior sires, It
is unfortunate that so many inferior
males are to-day used on our Amer-
ican flocks and herds. This is a well-
acknowledged fact, so much so that
some years ago the Holstein-Friesian
Association of North America paid a
bonus for a year or more for all pure
bred male calves that were steered.
This was an effort made by the Hol-
stein breeders to improve the average
character of the sires to be used. Oc-
casionally one sees a contribution in
some live stock paper urging greater
diserimination in buying sires, but on
the whole the matter receives little at-
tention. Men who breed pure-bred
stock do mnot use the knife freely
enough among the surplus males, and
so many poor individuals really get
out for service on herds owned by less
particular ones. One of the most dis-
appointing admissions ever made to
me came from a man of my acquain-
tance, known the length and’ breadth
of the land as a breeder of swine.
Once I remarked to_him, ‘Mr, Blank,
do you ever sell any pigs to the butch-
er that you do not think satisfactory
for breedine stock?” to which he re-
plied, ‘No, T never do.” This man’s
ability as a breeder was great, but I
do feel satisfied that he did produce
at least some animals that ought nev-
er to have been used for breeding pur-
poses. I considered it a reflection on
the greatness of this man as a breeder
that he should have made this ad-
mission.

KEEPING BACK THE AGE LINE.

It is generally considered that Amer-
ican women have increased in vitality
during the last half century, and this
is conspicuous in women over forty-
five.

LITTLE COMFORTS IN THE
ROOM.

(By Miss Helen A. Hawley, in New
York Observer.)

It was rather an odd talk to give
at a finishing school, but then Madam
had her own ideas of what finishing
meant.

“Young ladies,” she began, when
they were assembled, *'this 1s to be the
hour of hints. Soretimes in your lives
you will need to take care of the sick.”
The girls stared at each other.

“Yes, I know,” she answered their
thought- “Your parents are-all able
1o hire nurses, but no one can tell how
quickly fortunes may fail. There are
also many cases of illness, not severe
or lengthy, when it is not worth while
to get outside assistance, as only a
little tender, loving care is needed 1
will just touch on very simple things,
which are yet sufficient to make or mar
the comfort of an invalid. How many
of you ever made a piece of toast?
Wasn’t it very easy to let it scorch?
Do you like it scorched? One little
gpot of blackness will turn a weak ap-
petite from toast that was otherwise
as perfect as could be made. A few
scrapes of a kaife will remove every
trace of the scorching. How careless,
then, not to take that trouble.
“Codlish may sound plebeian, but it
is a wholesome and acceptable dish in
meny cases, and often suggested by
physicians, Don’t let it go upstairs,
ti:ough, in pieces as large as your
thumb, swimming in skimmed milk.
The very sight fills with loathing.
Pick it to finest shreds, and let the
cream be really creamed. With a drop

1 or two of golden butter just melting

on the top, it is truly a dainty. Sup-
pose some nourishing broth i~ ordered,
see to it that no grease rises to the
surface. If"you prepare an orange
peel it carefully. Be sure to remove
the inner, white coat. Separate it at
the natural divisions, not tearing its
delicate partitions. Piled on a pretty
saucer, the invalid can help herself at
her leisure, without once soiling the
fingers. It is worth while to know
that orange peel thrown ‘into water,
softens it, gives it a delightful frag-
rance, and is also good for the skin.
“In arranging a tray for a sick room,
be sure ta have the tray large enough..
It annoys the eye to see things hud-
dled together in disorder, it is dis-
agreeable to prop dishes u]‘a on a bed,
Unreasonable? Of course. We are none
of us too reasonable, and sick people
are not in normal condition. The tray
should be dressed in your finest da-
should be dressed jn your finest sil-
ver. These few hints are enough to
show that the best prepared food, and
the best appointments are needed.
Young ladies, it follows that you
ought to know gomething about cook-
ery. I can assure you,” she added, “it
is far easier to cook on a range in a
well furnished kitchen, than in a chal-
fing dish in a sick room.”
Something like an incredulous smile
went around the circle, but Madam
was discreet enough not to notice it.
.She went on: “The invalid we are at-
tending is able to sit up in bed now
and then. or to get into an easy chair.
Teke advantage of every such change,
to beat up and turn the pillows. Do
this with quiet thoughtfulness, not
waiting to be asked. It is mbst wear-
ing for one who is even a little out of
sorts, to be obliged to ask for atten-
tions. Whenever the patient really sits
up, see to it that the bed is made
smooth, Tt need mot be taken to pieces
n sarily, but pull the wrinkles from
the under sheet, and tuck it lightly un-
der the mattress, There is a fine art
in opening a bed. Stand at the front
side, Turn the upper sheet down cor-
.nerwise eight or ten inches, turn that
fold_over, and thus go on folding the
beddimg.on to itself, until the opening
is a long tPAfNgre: Unos the inwalid is
back in bed, she can herself reverse the
process, and the covers are as smooth
as if never disturbed. . Especially in
warm weather, the weight of any cov-
er is oppressive. Lift the sheet and
spread at the foot, laying them over
the raised footboard, Pin them round
the corners, .if they incline to slip.
You have no idea the relief it affords:
Learn how to manage a teaspoon
without spilling a drop of its gon-
tents. It is most annoying to have
hali the medicine go trickling down
outside the neck, It was meant to go
iside.”:
The girls laughed. They enjoyed Ma-
dam’s small condescensions to humor.
““Ag far as possible, do not let your
invalid wait beyond the time for -any-
thing expeeted. It is a very common
fault in amateur nurses, and causes
much irritation. An hour pcsses peace-
fully through when no attention is
due, but let there be a continual look-
ing for something, and weariness en-
sues. Always wear a cheerful face, and
always speak in a cheeriul voice
When some one asks mm jugubrous
tones; “How do vou feel to-day?” if
the patient told the truth, she would
say, &1 feel like a funéral.”
Madam glanced at the clock.
“Young ladics,”” she concluded, “I
speak from experience. The lack of
considerateness in these seemingly un-
importgnt matters, has made more
than one period of invalidism almost
urbearable. T was served by blunder-
ing hands—hands not taught by
thoughifsluess or affection. That was
the misfortune of circumstances. I wish
yvou ta ba ready for emergencies, ready
for loving service at least in your own
home. aad that wish is the conclusion
cf this Semeniary talk.

—A dainty table bespeaks the good
houspkegper, and it can be made at-
tractive without costly furnishings and
expensive linens. To be sure real good
liven is never expensive, as it will last
three tinies as long as cheaper grades
and will also always look respectable.
But to make a table attractive the
chief requirements are clean table lin-
en and well polished dishes. Doilies,
carving cloths and Pretty,centre pieces
are not only an adornment to the din-
ing table, but are also a’ great saving
of the linen cloth. The embroidered
pieces and other small cloths should
always he washed hy themselves in
suds made of pearline and warm soft
water. Wash by rirsing up and down
and pressing and squeezing the fabric
between the hands; rinse in clear wa-
ter then dry the white cloths in the
sun and those embreidered in colors
must be dried in the shade.. Press the
embroidered pieces while still damp n
the wrong side with a well padded
beard, while the plain hemstitched ar-
ticles must be ironed on both the
right "and wrong side to give the de-
sired -gloss. Iron until perfectly dry,
then lay between sheets of tissue pap-
er without, foldirg, or wind over a
roller, as a crease spoils the appear-
ance of the linen, especially if the
pieces are embroidered.

—Every one really respects the girl
who is not afraid to do the work her
mother does. Every good girl believes
that the work of her mother should be
made less heavy as the years go by.
To go on dress parade in the morning
is bad taste; to go om dress parade
through lile while somebody s work-
ing hard at home is worse.
