DRINK AND RAILWAY ACCIDENTS.

Recently, a great railvoad corpora-
tion gathered all the facts concerning
the men and the conditions of every
accident which had oceurved on its
lines for five years,

When tabulated, it appears that 40
per cent. of all accidents was due al-
togother, or in part, to the failures of
men who were drinking ; that in 18 per '
cont, there was strong suspicion of |
similar causes, yet no clear proof, I

In ong year over a million dollar's'
worth of property was destroyed by
failures of r-drinking engineers and l
~witchmen. .

The company’s rules requiring tem-,
perate men for all positions are more:
and more vigorously enforced. Eu-|
gincers find that priactically they are
unable to do good work while using‘
~pirits even in small doses, The cool-'
ness and presence of mind so essential
in their work is broken up by alcohol
in any form.

Trainmen, men exposed to the
weather, reach the same conclusion, if
they are practical men. The startling
montality of brakemen is referable in!
many cases to the use of alcohol to
drive out the cold, or keep awake in
long houts of service.
