0JIBWA MISSION"A:J'II MANITOULIN, LAKE

Eztract from the Mision -Field, published by
the 8.1 G.

The-intercsting Mission nmong the Indinns, at
Manitoulin, was fully describied in two-reports
from Dr. O'Menra, which the Society-published
in 1845, (sec Missions to the leuthen, Nos, VI
and XUtl.) A-short time ago the Society made
a grant for the maintenance of an addition.l
Missionary ; and the Rev. Peter Jacobs, who had

-beenbrought up under the Bisuor of Rurerrrasn.

was-ordained by ‘the Bisunr of Tonoxro. and
stationed at Manitoulin, Qur readers aro. noew
presented with the fiest report received fram-Me
Jacobhs . — .

¢ This-cstablishment was . formed in the year
1836, at the suggestion of Captain Anderson, who
was desirous- ot secing something-done for -the
good of the-Iudians vesiding-on tho Manitoulin
Island and the -parts-adjacont. e was himself
appointed by-the Government, as Superintendent
of the Indian Affuirs inthispavtof Cuada, A
Missionary Chaplain, a surgeon, and a schoolmas.
ter werealsn provided for the [ndians.  Anattempt.
was made to bring together as many of the Indinns
as possihle to-this spot. A mesure of success
followed theeffort.  Several fumilies were induced
to leave their hunting-grounds and fishing-places
and-to live together here.  For the<e, dwelling-

-houses and a school-house were-built by the

Governnmient, and also n joiner's shop, a black.
shith's and » cooper's shop, where the young nen
might be taught to labour, 20-as to ho useful
afwerwards to-those around them. It was soon
found diffizult"to-make the Iudians - work steadily
for any length of time: and this ought not to'be
much wondercd at,  Those wiio had been accus-
tomed from their childhood to- lead a wandering
life, and-who have subsisted-principally by hant-
ing and fishing. must find it no casy matter to
engage -in -any-hard, steady work. Of courie,
thers ars exseptions, but thes2 ars comparatively
Inthe ead, mny of thuse who-wers taught
teades - did woll.  Not mucsh- seems to- bavs been
done “to teachi- the Indinns agricnltars. At the
present timo-very few of them-sow wheat and
oats, aud. the quantity they sow .is very small,
They prisipally -put- down - potatoss aad Indian
SOrR.

The first Missionary wlio -way scnt here was
the Rev. C..C. Brough,-88 A., now of the Towuship
of Londoun, Cannda West.  For threc yenrs he
Inboured perseveringly, aud met-with consider-
able success in gathering a congregation of
Clivistian worshippers from among the uatives.

e wassucceeded, in 1841, by the Rev. Dr- Q' Meara

who has lind pastaral chiarge of this Mission ever
since, 1t is nlimost-unnecessary to remmik-that,
through the exerttons of the Iast-mentioned
Missionary, much good was necomplished. -Qther
heathen families, who lived at some distanco away,
wero brought togetlier, and, after receiving pre-
paratory instruction, were ¢ mided to the Church.”
Translatiois -were -commenced, and- in s ahort
timo-the-Book of Common Prayer was translated
into the Ojibwa lnnguage. Ile did not -rest
antisficd with hnving done this, but procceded to
translate -other “books, and now wo have in-the
langunge of the {ndians, besides the Look just
mentioned, the New. Tuestament, ‘thoe Book of
Paalms, and:-a small -collection of Psnlms-and
{iymus. Dr.-O'Meara hins,-by these translations,
conferrcd n great boon:on the Ojibwas.

In 1846 it was found necessary to put up a
lurger building for divine worship, ng the.school-
voon, which had beent used up to-that year for
this purpose, was quite inndenuate to nccommo-
date all -tha-peaple who wishud to attend. Ac.
condingly., Dr. O"Meara resolved to go-to Eungland
to obtain from thence-funds with which n climrch
wight e built.  In the autuma of that year he
sailed for Eogland.  The sum necessary was
oltained, nnd soon afterwards: the building of o
church was commenced. In this the Indiang
assisted. By this time a goodly number of Indians
was settled on this spot: they continued to in-

crease until a few yearsago, when several fumilies

left for places where they theught they could-sup-
port themyelves better.  Some-went to the Little
Current, (of which T shall speak presently,) a
place about twenty-four miles from this estab.
lishment. Others went to Saugeen and Owen’s
Sound. ‘These removals considerably thinucd
the congregation at this Mission.

It was in the -antunin of 1855 that Tcameto
this-place -to- labour ae Catechist. I remained
here till last fall, when [went-down to-Toronto,
and-wag-ordrined by the Bishop of -the Diecese,
and appointed to assist De. 0'Meara in hisiaboves
among-the Lndiaus on this tshuul,  Soon after my
ordination, wlich took place on the 12th of Octo-
ber, 1856, Dr. O'Meara and - started for this
place. We-were much-delayed on the way by
the stormy-weather. Oa the 5th of November,
through the mercy of Qou, wo arrived here
safely.  Very glad were the- poor Indians tu.sece
us back again.

I-shall now speak of our services, In these |
assist Pr. O Meara.  On Sundry moraings we
have'n full-Indian-sertice, and -on Sunday after.
noony, an-English service for the white residents
of the place. Ay some of the Indians also uttend
in the -afternoons, onc- of the Tessony and a-few
of the prayers ave rendin their language. On

Wednosday evenings wo have a service for the

Indians. O Sundiy evenings we give instraction
to a class. of Indian adalts and childien-in our
house. Thedo vead at fivst, and afeer they have
sung three or fone-1"21ms, & portion of Seripture
i3 read to them, on which a-few remarks are
male. Weo then conclde with prayer. Very
often some of the_ol | people aro_present at such
times.  This givesns encouragoment.

-Oa my fiest arvival hers Luzeld to_teach the
the young men aud woman, us well as the children,
to sing.  Once a week they assembled-in my

room. The nwnbers thit cune on such oceasions

showed that thoy were desirens of lewning to
sing. Ina fow woeks they mdo goa Lprogress;
awd now at clinrch they join bowtifully-in the
siuging of the hymns, andin the clinuting of the
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Venite, tho Ta-Denm, und the Glorin_Lutri at the
end of ench of the Vsalms for the day. It is
remarked by whites coming from a distance, who
hear the voices of the Indians in divine worship,
that they sing sweetly and softly.

Three times a veek, on-week-day cvenings, X
have aasembled the Indiun children and taught
them to read, geneenlly availiug myself of these
opportunities of speaking to -them -on religlous
suhbjects, Many havo profited by these instrue-
tiony,

Once a fortnight I visit a-small scttlement of
{ndinns, ealled the Little Current, which is on
this Island, about twenty-four miles north of this
place. I hold there-two services. The villnge is
situated on the aliore of a little bay; between it
and a long narrow island on the opposito side is
a chaunel deep enouzh for steamboats and
schooners to pass through,

Having this-advantage, it cannot but ho an
important plnce, when the. Manitoulin -Island is-
opencd for scttlement: it will be, in & manner,
the key of the island,  There is no other channel
between- the -long island. and the mainland deep
enough for the passago of the vessels that navi-
gate -the- northern. part of the waters of Lake
Huron., At a considerable-distance towirds the
north, on the mainland, lie the La-Cloche moun-
taing, which aro about 2,000 feet nbove the luvel
of the sea. Tho situation of" the scttlement is
beautiful. The waters-near abound with fish;
the land, however, in the immedinte vicinity, is

not very good, few-patches of ground being found
; which are- fit for cultivation.  About two_mites
tbehind, the land is-better, and there extensive
clenrings might -be made-and good crops raised.
Alveady nro some of the Indians beginning to clear
it, in order to put-down the Iudian cora- und
potatoes in the spring.

As thereismo chureli or.school-house at Littlo
Current, 1 hold service-in the irgest honso there
isthere.  Weintend to put up two buildings, vis.,
a school-house, where divine service may b held
uutil a church is built, and a dwelling-houso for a
schaolmaster.

De.-O'Mears is now endeavouring-to get tho
; funds necessary for the crection of these. Al the

logs that are wanted have been alveady felled and
squavred.  We hope to have both-buildings -put
up some time during the coming sammer,  Tiieso
are greatly nceded; und whea they are_pant up,
we shall-have to tey to engage the services of 8
schivolmaster, who may teach the children, nnd
reand prayeis on the Sumlays that a Miss onary is
,not theve,  Itis feared that there will be some diffi-
culty in getting n proper person to undertake the
rwurk 3 s0_few are there who are willing to 81crifice
the comforts of home, and to fabour among Indinns
ina distant place for their spiritual good Itisa
great pity that there is no teacher atthe Little
Current-now; nuch good might be dune in the
mewtime.  Since my arrival ast full, I have
paid eight visits to that-place. 'I'wo visits I'was
unablo to make: the setting of the bay prevented
me the first tmo. It was not- possible to travel
by land as there is no roa,  ‘The other visie-L
-could not make from not succeeding in- gotting
-horse for -the journcy. Those from whom [
wished to borrow-ono-said, that the snow wis so
deep that a horse would soon be exhausted on-the
way. If L amsparel for another year { shall
buy a horse, and shall-thus by-able more cuwily
to_perform ail my journcys to different parts of
the ishind.  The uumber of -families at the Little
Current is-cleven.  Somo fumilics aro spoken of
a3 intemling to remave thither soon,

So mugh fae the Little Current. [ now return
to Muitoulin.  Sico last November 1 have
baptised six infants and throe. adults; to the
latter, [_had-from timo to time last yenr given

‘roligious instraction, dwelling at length-on the
Crecl, tho Lord’s Prayer, and the Ten Commaund-
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ments. I had spoken to them frequently on the
nature and impurtance of the sactamont of
baptism. 1 trust that they will walk worthy of
tho voentivn wherewith they aro called, and that
thoy will adurn the doctrine of Cumist Jasus in
all things.  Une was a bl old wotnan, aged
about vighty years, who bad been hiving hero for
many years back with her sons, ali of whom
oxcept one, nre mewmbers of the Church It was
only lately that she expressed o deswe tu be nd-
mitted into the Church by biptinn,  She hnd
always been willing to hear me read pottions of
Scripture whenever 1 went to see her. Sho even
asked me once to go to her house frequently, that
1 might rend to her the word of Gov. ller
husband died a Jittle more than s year ago.  She
is sometimes able to come to church.

Sinco tho Oth of last mouth 1 kave heou assist-
idg tho Rev. Dr. U Mearn  tranvlating,  We
havo undertaken to translate tho Uld Testament,
He has begun with Genesis nnd 1 with Exodus.
This work necessarily takes ap a great purt of
my time.  May Gon bless us whils engaged in
it.

1 have paid great attention to pastoral visiting.
1 have visited trom titne to time, not onty those
who reside on this spot, but others who hvo
soveral miles away. Somo hoathen families ]
havo scen occastonally; at such times I lost no
opportuuity 1 laying before thewr miuds the un-
portant truths of Ciristinnuty.  Tho mdifference
of tho greater number of them 1s traly nstomshing.
1t is difficult sometunes to get any answers from
them when spoken to on religious subjects ; yot
these things must not cause discouragement. In
order to succoed in gaining them over to the
truth, it is nccessary that the Missionary perse-
vero in lis work, and abuve ail, that he pray that
tho Holy Spirit may bless tua labours, and that
Gov may sotten the hearts of those to whom he
delivers the plad message of the Gospel, so that
they may wilingly cinbrace the truth.

1 have thus endeavoured to give the Somety o
brief statcment of what has been done at this
Mission for the propagation of the Gospel.  Thero
are difficuittes 1n the work 3 but, thank Gow, there
are also encouragements.  Thers sometunes takes
placo that which cheers the mind of the Mission-
ary, and stunulates him to labour more earnestly
aud zealously fur the good of immortal souts.
