There has been improvoment, he says,
in some branches of business, and he
names the lumber trade as one in whioh

whole favorable.
But dealing with business as a whple,
he asks :—

“Are tho country merchants buying
goods? Aro they paying for them?
Do they hold large or light stooks ?
What is the record of failurzs, cte., ete.?
These are the burning quesuaons and
they are not difficult to answer. There
is. & general conourrence of opinion that
the imports, especially of dry goods, will
bo light, and the distribution of goods
does not, I fear, come up to the expeot-
ations of importers, and there is too much
reason to fear thut excessive competition,
and the absence of profit, is the great
feature of the times. As far as Ican
gather, the stocks held by both wholesale
and retail merchants are less than at the
same time last year, and though payments
Lave been poor, there are somno signs of
.improvement,
both in the United States and Cauads
was alarmingly large during 1884,both in
number and amount, though I learn from
the best authority that there has been
some improvement in this respect since
the opening of 1885.”"

« If T cannot foreseo any more thau the
rest of you what is before, T cau at least
advise you so to manage your business as
to be prepared for whatever comes, and
if I am to sound the tocsin to-day the
koyncte must bo ‘Caution’—no other
word would suit the occasion. We have
passed through troublous times, and I
hope the worst is over, and that wo are
down to hard pan, but I would not take
down the danger signal. My advice to
every one to day is to go slowly—do not
oxpect any great and general revival of
business—if it comes, 8o much the bettor-
you will be in 8 position to take advan-
tage of it, but I am bound to say that at
present I can sce no great indications of
it. Thers are many thoughtful men who
think thet this year will be no better
than the last, and itis a safe view to take.
You cannot-go wrong if you hope for the
best, but prepare for the worst. ]

everything together, I think T spesk the
views of my colleagues as well as myself,
when I say there is nothing specially en-
couraging in the outlook.”

it will be seen that that gentloman al-
though advising caution, regards the
outlook as fuirly good, and promising
enotigh to warrant our business men in
going ahend with onergy tompored by
prudence. To us it scems that tho pros-
perity of Canada dopends mainly upon
i the result of the coming harvest; if thero
is & bountiful oue, as appearauces at
present indicate, the trade prospects will
be brighter than they have been for
several years. If it is a failure our mer-
chants will have to take in sail and got
their business into as compact & shape
as possible. As far asthe jowelry tradeis
oconcerned it has cortainly been unusually
dull for the past six months, but thore
aro not wanting signs for a decided ro-
vival in the near future.

The formation of the Canad:an Jobbers’
Assooiation. in Ameorican Watches and
the confidence it has inspired amongst
the retail trade,is & good augury of an
improved condition of things as far as
the joewelry business is concerned, and it
only requires & careful adherence to the
ordinary principles of business to mnke
this branch of trade more prosperous than
it has been for years past.

AMERIOAN v. SWISS WATOHES.

The competition belween Awerican
and Swiss Watches in this country is one
of extremo interest to overy Jewelor, and
reminds ue very much of the battle that
has been going on for years in Europe
between Artillery and Armour FPlate.
Just as soon as the plate makers got an
armour plate thick enough to resist any
known projectile, their opponents put
their wits to work and make a gun heavy
enough to pierco it; and sc tho baitle
gocs an, each side being victorious in
its tarn.

A good doal similar is the battlo be-
tween the Swiss and American Walch
Mannfacturers. For years the American
Market was snpplied wholly with watches
of Eoglish and Swiss manufacture,.and
in those days no person over seriously
dreamed that an industry could bo fostor-
ed at home which would revolutionize
the entire watch trade of tho world.
When the American watch industry was
first started it was looked upon as a
utopian iden, and its promoters little
ghort of lunatics. The idea that raw un-
cultivated America could over compete
with cultivated Switzerland, a nation of
born watchiakers, was deomed too ab-
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surd ¢ven for discussion. Howerver, the
promoters of the new industry porsovared,
and finnlly, aflor much misiortuno and
discouragement, the American watoh
industry becameo an ostablished fact.
soon becamo apparent that American
walches had como to stay, and that thoy
wero going to be formidablo compotitors.
Accordingly tho cry was raised by inter-
eated parties that tho material of which
they wero constructed was poor, and thoy
would not last like watches of Iuropean
manufacture. In spite of all this oppo-
sition, howover, thoy continued by sh9er
forco of merit to becomo more popular,
and after first displacing tho Huglish
watch entirely from tho howo market they
began to reduce the lead of tho Swiss
Watch, then to compete with it on oven
terms, and finally to practieslly drive it
out of tho market. At tho present timo
in the United States, as in Canada, tho
demand fcr Swiss Watchos is limited to
two qualitios : the very cheap or the very
dear; the intermediato goods used being
almost exclusively of American manufac-
ture.

It scems to ue that the only thing that
uow stands in the way of the American
Watch having comploto possession of the
markets of this continent is the fact that
they have not hitherto supplied tho trade
with tho quantity of low.priced move.
wonts demanded by it. The American
Whatch is the popular Watch, and it is as
o rule only becauso tho dealors cannot
get thom choap enough that thoy buy
Kwiss goods to take their place. If Amer-
1can Watch manufacturers could or would
eupply all tho chenp movements that the
trnde demnnds, wo would find a very
heavy falling off 1 the 1mport of Swiss
goods.  As e the rulo in overything else,
the prico of American Watches depends
ov the supply aud demand. \When trede
15 boomng and they can sell more than
they can make, tho prices go up and thoy
o not care about selling low-priced goods
when they can casily disposo of all the
tetter class Watches they can turn oat.
These nre the times when the Swias
Watch again gots & foothiold, and when
their cheaper goods got a ochance to take
the placo of their American competitors,

of the occan tide, Whon Amorican
Watchos aro bigh, Bwiss goods soll road-
ily and the importation is increased.
\Whon American Watchos are plentiful
and low in prico Swiss goods becomo a
drug in tho market and the importation
falls off.

HOW ANTIQUARIANS DECIPBER
ILLEGIBLE WRITINGS
AND FIX DATES.

Thoe Aunst und Gecerbe roports a very
intorosting find, made a few years ago, in
a stono quarry near the villugo Wittislin-
gou, which lies closo to an old Roman
highway leading to a crossing of the
River Danube. The treasure was found
in a deep rock sepulchro, and was pur-
chased by the National Museum at
Munich. The AUy, Zeitung, which first
reported the find, said that it is not alonoe
the precious substance from whish these
pieces aro manufactured, but also their
ornamentation and inscription, together
with the wmarner of interment of their
possossors—their skelolons were found
i the graves—that throw a highly inter-
osting ight on the state of the old German
culture.

FLATTENING AN ORDINARY Barixcx Srxixa, —

To Fuse Gowp Dusi.—Use such & erucible as
is generally used for melting brass; heat very
bot, then pour in your gold dust, mixed with
powdered borax., Aflera while, & scum or alag
will rise to tho aurface, which may bo thickoned
by the addition of a little lime or bono ash, It
the dust contains any of the more oxidizable
metals, add a little aaltpetro; skim off tho slag or
scum very carelully. When melted, grasp the

cruciblo with a stroug iron tongs and pourimmne- |

diately into cast-iron molds slightly oiled. The
slag and cruciblo may be afterward pulverized,
-aud the suriferous matter recovered from the
mass by cupelling with lead.

Crzaxsixo Portsuixa Lxazagss.—A oorres-
pondent eomplainy that his polishing loathers
have shrunk together alter washing-thom as di-
roctod by us. This can only have been by the use
of very hot water; this should be hiardly lukewarm.
Whash your leathers with ordinary soap which
oontains much potash, and ronew tho water as
often as necessary until porfectly clean. Then
beat soap to froth, and meanwhile mix in & littlo
olivo oil, using barely a tablespoonful por leather.
Next rinse the leather well and ringit dry, stretch
it to all sidey, and for the purpose of thoroughly
drying bang it in a dust-free placo but not near a
stove. The oil is for the purposs of making tha
leather soft and supple, and it need not Le feared

also bo washed in boazine ; they muat then bo
wrung outin a soft linen vag or handkerchief, and
rnbbed with it until thoroughly dry, otherwise
they would shrink together and become hard,
