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THE PEACE OF JERUSALEM.
Psary cxxit, 7.—% Peace be within thy
walls”,

Peace smooths the lake when nota
breath rufiles its surface, and it mirrors
the calin blue depths of beaven, and the
stars see themselves reflected with un-
broken image. All nature is at geace
when the sun isdeclining, leaving a gold-
enradiance behind him, and the cattle
have retired to their stalls, or repose
amid the luxuriant pasturage, and not
even the rustling of a leaf disturbs the
quict of the evening hour.  Peace sits en-
throned on yon mountain, andis with
the stars as they shine far above our
heads, and are not reached by one of the
elements which war ncarer the surface
of this carth. Peaee reigns in that breast
where the passions are subdued, and
every desire1s in subordination to reason
and conscience. And that community
has peace when every interest is at one,
and the good of each is the good of all.
Peace is an attribute or quality of God.
Nothing can invade his peace, as no:hing
can disturb his felieity. Even the dis-
order which has crept into his universe
does not mar, or interfere with, that per-
fect tranquility amid wbich be sits en-
throned. “Peace was first disturbed when
sin entered out world, or rather when it
entered the hitherto unbroken ranks of
heaven. All wasorder, harmony, peace,
till that moment. Then the first discord-
ant note in the symphony of eternity
was stiuck. Then the first jarring ele-
nent in the harmonies of the uwniverse
arose. Discord began, and it hasspread
and involved at least this world in its
dissonant noise. Here the elements ave
at war, the passions are at war, and both
the external and internal worlds are now
How

wild is the turmoil of the breast wherc
contending passions reign ! Not the sca
in its most agitated moments presents a
more tumultuous aspect, of the earth-
quake, with its falling cities aid its deso-
fated fields, a sadder spectacle. And
what one breast may be the scene of,
every human breast may be the scene
of Henee the wars and contests which
fill the cavth with tumult and bloodshed.
Hence the quarrels and strifes whicl
reign on more limited theatres of action.
But as God's voice arose at first on the
chaotic elements of nature, so it arose on
this moral chaos, {his agitated scene, and
the command was given which 1s to still
ever'y discordant sound, and calm every
tumultuous passion. ¢ Peace on earth”.
God is the * God of peace”. Ile has
made peace by the blood of the cross.
This is the new element which is to re-
move discord, and restore the harmonies
of the universe. Thisis the oil for the
troubled waters. This is the noté to
which every other is to' be accorded.
Chirist came 10 speak peace to them that
were afar off and to them that were nigh.
It was peace which he bequeathed when
he left the earth. No legacy could bé
more precious, peace with God, peace in
the heart of maun, peace for the world.
The peace which Christ left hegins with
the individual: the individuals in whony
is that peacc are maltiphed : its sphoge.
1s no longer a single breast, but a church,
and as the church extends, still its sphere
extends, until the’ disorder of' the uni«
verse is reduced, and peace will be co-
extensive with Goil’s doininions, Wav
is the outgoing ot those passions  whick
are mutually discordant, it is their ex-
pression on” a wider theatre, a larger
sphere. A city may often be the seat of
war. It may be beleaguted without,

and it may have its hostile rauks within.
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While the cannon is pointed to its walls
without, the deadly weapons may be as
active against it within the fortifi-
cations. The Church, that wider scene
of peace, is compared to a city, with its
walls and its fortresses; and the same
peace which Christ left with individuals:
& Peace 1 leave with you, my peace 1
give unto you” : the Psalmist here prays
may e enjoyed by the whole Church:
s Peace be wichin thy walls, prosperity
within thy palaces”: peace, which is'the
opposite of all internal and external 1u-
mult or strife, be within thy walls. The
Church is exposed to contentions within
and without. The Church isa belea-
gured city, and while the strife of oppo-
sition is avound her, ber fortresses are
often betrayed to the enemy, and her
very citizens turn their weapons against
her. Isit not so, is it not often so, with
the church ? Has she not often to main-
tain the war both without and within ?
She is assailed by the world, by the De-
vil and his forees, and those who should
be her defenders become often her ac-
tive enemies. The church has ever been
a beleagured city. It has been a circum-
scribed spot in the midst of the world, a
citadel of truth, and the rage of Satan
has been untiring against it It has
been all his aim to take possession of this
city, to disturb its tranquillity, and sow
dissension among her citizens. Does
not all the history of the church prove
this? Not to go back to Old Testament
times, look to the church in the persons
of Christ and his disciples. Was it not
a beleagured city then, and did discord
not sometimes break out within ? 'Would
Judas not have betrayed the church to
its cnemics? Look at the gathering
ranks, the investing enceniies, in the first
ages of Christianity. What blood was
shed, what martyrdoms inflicted, that the
prace of the church might be destroyed,
and that the church itself might be over-
thrown ! Was not the reign of the em-
perors, down to Congtantine, one effort
for this, one continued assault upon the
bulwarks of the church? Then the
ehemy changed bis policy. He intro-
duced the elements of disorder within
the church itself. Even before that
time he sowed dissension and strife
among the chureh’s defenders or citizens.
And what is the history of the church
from that time to the Reformation ?—
Where was the peace of Jerusalem then?
How distracted was the church! What
heresies arose, what strifes, till the
church was found in a scattered few,
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amid the solitudes of vallies, and the
fastuesses of mountains. How was the
church persecuted, and by these who
professed themselves to be exclusively
the church of Christ! What confusion,
what division, what dispeace! Often
might the prayer be put up: “peace be
within thy walls”; but it was not heard.
What country has not seen the contend.
ings of the church, and the sufferings of
her citizens ?

“ Avenge, O Lord, thy slaughtered saints,

whose bones
Lie scattered on the Alpine mountnins cold;
LEven them who kept the truth so pare of old,
When all our fathers worshipped stocks and
stones,

forget not”. These persccuting times
have passed away. DBut who can tell
how long this may be, while even now
all is not the quiet and peace one would
like to see within the church; nor will
that quiet add peace be attained till a
more advanced period of the church’s
history. What confusion still among
the ranks even of God’s people, of Zion’s
citizens! What discord, what disunion,
what strife! IHas the church peace?
Is the noise of contest not still within
and around her walls? Are there not
contendings for the truth within, and
are there not musterings and contend-
ings against the enemy without? Isnot
Rome summoning her legions again to
do battle with the saints of the living
God? The last great contest, it is
thought, is cuming on. There Is not yet
peace for Jerusalem. Are we prepared
for the contest? The best interpreters
of prophecy say there will yet be a
struggle witl: the man of sin; and it
docs appear as it that strugale were
coming on. Popery is making rapid
progress; it is introducing itself into the
courts and cabinets of Europe. Itis
seizing on the islands of the sea. The
last great bulwark of Protestantism, as a
great man said on one occasion, has
yielded, or isabout to surrender. ¢ Bri-
tain has ccased to protest, or to be pro-
testant, as Geneva did some time ago”
Britain nationally is no longer Protes-
tant. The battle is again waged with
the old enemy of the church. Let us
be prepared for the contest. Let us be
armed with the armour of God’s truth,
and with the armour of righteonsness on
the right hand and the left. Let the word
of God be supreme in our own hearts.
Let there be no forcign power there.—
Self-will must be renounced—every sin
must be subducd, every rebellious pas-
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sion mast lie at the feet of Jesus, over-
come and slain.  What a victory
is that! Then may we engage with
effect in tho other battles of Christ.—
It is just when such conquests are maulti-
plied, when Christ is allowed the supre-
macy in every heart, that peace will be
in Jerusalem, in the churc‘x of the living
God. Oh! when all self-will, when all
passion, when all jealousy, when every
proud thought, when every high thing
that exalteth itself agaiust the knowledge
of God, is brought into subjection to the
obedience of Christ, then will be the
peace of Jerusalem : peace will be with-
in her walls, and prosperity within her
palaces. How anxiously should welong
for the peace of Jerusalem! Isit desi-
rable to be living ever in a scene of tur-
moil and coutest, to be ever holding the
weapon’s of war? Just as the true pa.
triot longs for the day when his country
will repose from her bleeding wounds,
when the occupations of peace will be
once more plied, and the enjoyments of
peace shall once morve return; so, the
Christian will long for the time when
conflict will be over, when Zion will be
a quiet babitation, and, instead of con-
test, her citizens will vie with each other
in deeds of holy love, and those without
will seek admission within her walls, for
they will see that a blessing is in her.
And therefore every Christian will sin-
cerely pray: “peace be within thy
walls.” ~ Still, this will not be sought at
the expense of truth. Peace will not be
estimated at more than itis worth: it
will not be put above purity or principle.
That is a spurious peace which is sought
at the sacrifice of truth. We are to lol-
low peace with all men, but holiness also,
without which no man can see the Lord.
Ary compromise with the world, any
compromise with sin, any comprowmise
with a selfish and a narrow-sighted ¢x-
pediency, is fatal to true peace, to the
peace 6i our own consciences, and the

cace of the church. What would have

ecome of truth, what would have be-
come of the church, at the present cay,
bad the defenders of the faith in all ages
given up, for the sake of a false peace,
the very trutl. of God ? No, let us look
to the foundations of our belief, let us
know what we believe, and why wa be-
lieve, let us contend earnestly for the
faith once delivered to the saints, while
we seek the peace of Jerusalem; that
peace may be within her walls, and
prosperity wichin her palaces. But let
us seek that peace withour whole hearts.
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“ Pray for the peace of Jerusalem”.—
“For my brethren and companions’
sakes, 1 will now say, peace be within
thee !”

OFFICE-BEARERS FOR MANAG-
ING THE TEMPORAL AFFAIRS
OF THE CHURCH.

In directing attention, as we bave ep-
deavoured to do, 10 the inadequacy of
the provision that is made for the support
of ministers, to the obligation that lies
upon the people to make this provision,
and to the evils that result from their
failing to do so, it is far from our intenti-
on to ascribe these evils, and in particu-
lar the distresses to which ministers have
been subjected, to indifference on she
part of the people to the well being and
the comfort of families in whom they
ought to feel sc deep an interest, Wae
believe the people in gencral have been
little aware of the real state of affairs.—
The matter hasnot been properly brought
before them, nor is it likely that much
improvement will take place until the
congregations are more fully organized
according to the principles laid down in
the word of Ged, and recognised in the
constitution of our Church. Instead of
leaving ministers to make their choice
cither of being starved, or of dunning
their people into some attention to whak
is ducto themselves, the congregations
must be taught to feel their own interest
in having oflice-bearers appointed for this
very thing. DPresbyteriesalso should re-
menber that they bave a duty to attend
to in thisvespect; and experience shows,
toat it rec aires seriously to be consider-
ed how far any body of people can be re-
garded as ripe for being formed into a
congregation, who have no men ameng
them who are so far instructed, or who
feelso muchinterest in the cause of Christ,
as to be able and willing to undertake,
upon an orderly appointmeat, the office
of the Eldership or the Deaconship.—
Ruling Elders and Deacons are the of-
fice-bearers who should stand in this mat-
ter between the minister and his pedple,
and who should take orderly steps for
raising the necessary funds, and for ap-
plying them to their proper objects.

On this subject we would again call
attention to some points to which we ad-
verted in a uumber of the Record pub-
lished about two years ago.

It is in the sixth chapter of the Acts
of the Apostles that we have an account
of the appointment of Deacons, and it is
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clear from the statements i that chapter,
that the only mutters that were entrust-
ed to their administiation were the tem-

oralities of the Church: * Wherefore,

rethren, look ye out among yow seven
men of honest report, full of the Holy
Ghost and wisdom, whom we may appoint
over this business.” ¢ This business” had
been previously in the hauds of the A-
posiles and other oflice-bearers of the
Church, namely, Elders, whether simply
Ruling Elders, or LElders who also la-
boured in word and doctrine. We have
no direct information as to the first ap-
pointment of Elders; but it mnst have
taken place early, us appears from the
practice of Paul and Silas in organizing
Churches in places which they visited :
Acts xiv 23, ¢ And when they had or-
dained them elders in everychurch, and
had prayed with fasting, they commend-
ed them to the Lord, on whom they be-
lieved.” The attention which the' ma-
nagement of these temporalities requir-
ed, was in danger of interfering to an in-
Jjurious extent with the due discharge of
the spiritual duties which Lelonged to
these existing office-bearers. The Apos-
tles accordingly say, ¢ It is not reason
that we chould leave the word of God,
and serve tables” « We will give our-
selves continually to prayer, and to the
ministry of the word.” Many have in-
terpreted these words of the Apostles as
amounting to a complete throwing ofl’
from themselves of alF care about these
things, and a devolving of the manage-
ment of them exclusively upon the Dea-
cons. A due attention,however, to ather
passages of the word of God will show
that this{sa mistaken view ; and that the
Apostles are to be understood as speaking
hiere not ahsolutely but comparitively.—
Ior instance, we find in the cleventh
chapter of the Acts of the .\postles, that
Barnabas and Saul did not hesitate to
take charre of the contribution which
the Cheistians at Antioch had made in
behalf ot their brethren at Jerusalem, in
prospect of the dearth which was fore-
wld by Agabus; and when they reach-
ed the place of their destination, although
we know distinetly that Deacons had
been already appointed there, they hand-
ed the money over not to the Deacons,
but to the Elders of the Church. Not
only does the Apostle Paul in various
parts of his writings enforce the duty of
Christian literality, but it is evident also
that he held himself ready to take an ac-
tive part in managing the funds which
might be the fruit of thuse principles
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which be doctrinully expounded.  Thuy,
in 1 Cor. xvi. 1-4, be says, * Now con-
eerning the collection for the saints, as I
have given order to the churches in Ga-
latia, even so do ye. Upon the first day
of the weck let every one of you lay by
him in store, as Gotd hath prospered him,
that there be no gatherings when I come.
And when I come, whomsoever ye shall
approve by your letters, them will I send
to bring vour hberality to Jerusalem.—
And if it he meet that I go also, they shall
go with me.” It appears that, notwith-
standing his anxiety to preach the gospel,
one great object which he had in view
in undertaking that last joGrney of his
to Jerusalem ot which we have an ac-
count in the Acts of ihe Apostles, was
the administration of certain funds which
had been raised in various churches
where he had been labouring, as he him-
self states in Rom. xv. 25-27, % But now
1 go unto Jerusalem to minister unto the
saints.  For it hath pleased them of Ma-
cedonia and Achaia to make a certain
contribution for the poor saints which
are at Jerusalem. It hath pleased
them verily; and their debtors they
are. For it the Gentiles have been
made partakers of their spivitual things,
their daty is also to minister unto them
in carnal things.” Inthe appointment
of Deacons, therefore, the Apostles did
not denude themselves and the Elders
of the power which they had hitherto
exercised in the admiuistration of the
temporalities of the church; but they
adhibited Deacons, as assistants, in a mat-
ter which otherwise would have been too
burdensome for them.

The Church of Scotland, accordingly,
has always held that these temporalities
should be under the management of M
nisters and Elders, with Deacons to as-
sist them in the administration. The
language of the First Book of Discipline,
drawn up by John Xnox and others in
1560, is * The office of deacon is to re-
ceive the rents and gather the alms of
the Kirk, to keep and distribute the
same, as by the minister and kirk shall be
appointed.”  In like manner, the Second
Book of Discipline, agreed upon by the
Gieneral Asscinbly 1578,says of Deacons,
« Theiv office and power is to receive
and_distribute the whole ceclesiastical
goods to them to whom they are appoint-
ed. This they ought to do according to
the judmmeni and appointment of the
Presbyteries or the elderships Sof the
which the deacons are not), that the pa-
trimony of the Kirk and poor be not
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«snverled {o private men's use, nor
wrongfully distributed.” *The Govern-
ment and Order of the Church of' Seot-
land," a valuable trealise pablished in
1641, and ascribed to Alexander Hen-
derson, spys with respect to Deacons,
“ Their main duty is to collect, receive,
aud distribute, not ounly the alms for the
pour, but the whole ecclesiastical goods
which are not assigned and appointed
fur the maintenance of particular per-
sons, These duties they must perlorm
at the diseretion and by the appointment
of the pastor and elders : for which cause,
and not for gocernment, they are to be
present at the ordinary mectings of the
cldership.”  According to the * Direc-
tory for Chur¢h Government,’ agreed
upon by the Assembly of Divines at
Westminster, © Deacons also are distinet
officers in the chureh, to whose office it
belongeth not to preach the word, or ad-
wirister the sacrameuts, but to take spe-
«ial cave for the necessities of the poor,
by coliccting for, and distributing to
them, with dwection of the eldevship,
that none amongst the people of God be
constrained to be begears”

Wkile these passages show that the
full equipment of a congregation as to
office.bearers includes Deacons, they also
show that it does not require what has
been called “ Deacons’ Coarts.”  These
had no existence prior to the Disruption,
aud are an excrescence attached to the
Free Church shortly atter that event, by
apiece of hasty and ill-advised legisla-
tion which has been the source of a va-
riety of serious evils, Deacons have
been led thereby to misapprehend their
proper standing in the church, and to
attempt to supersede both Ministers and
Elders in the discharge of dutics which
are really incumbent on them; while
the body itself has no proper place in
the gradation of courts, and canrot have
its proceedings brought regularly under
review.  The right position of the Dea-
cons is very accurately stated in the
passages already quoted, ar.d may be still
farther understood from the Larger O-
vertures of 1705, in which the constitu-
tion of the kirk-session is thus stated ;
“This judicatory being the lowest, and
which is in every parish, consists of onc
minister or two, and a competent num-
ber of ruling-elders, and tke deacons of
dhat parish and church are o be present
and have @ decisive vote only in mallers
delonging to their own office, having at-
ending them a clerk and a beadle—
The court in which they should sit is the

o)

kivk-session; but they take part in its
proceedings only when it 1s engaged in
administering the temporalities.

We say then that it is necessary not
merely {for the prosperity, bLut the con-
tinued existence of the Iree Church
here, that attention be paid to the serip-
tural organization of our congregations.
Let all concerned be dealt with that they
may feel their individual responsibility.
We have no doubt that in all our con-
gregations men may de found well qua-
lified for discharging the duties both of
the Eld>rship and of' the Deaconship
and we trust that no false madesty will
prevent those whom the chureh judges
qualilicd for the discharge of such duties
from accepting an office in which the
best interests of the church are so doep-
ly involved.  No doubt, elders and dea-
cons must be piepared to devote soma
due portion of their time and thought to
the right discharge of their duties, they
may expeet also in the discharge of these
duties 10 meet occasionally with what
may try their temper, what may exer-
cise their patience and forbearance,
what may be painful to their feelings —
But what is the sphere of duty in which
something of this kind may not be met
with? 1Is it only where no sacrifice is
required—where no cross is to be borne,
that we are to be tound wiliing to follow
Christ and to serve him?  The spiritual
destitution of our peaple calls loudly for
the application of a remedy for the evils
veferred to, and we hope due diligence
will be shown m the application of the
means which the Scripiures themselve
sa clearly point out.

LETTER FROM THE REV. ALEX-

ANDER SUTHERLAND.
Rev. Dear Sir,

I beg to transmit to you some informa-
tion regarding Charlotte Town, where
the nucleus of a congregation exists.

Not long after the disruntion, Dr.
Burns of Paisley and Principat Cunning-
bhamn visited America as Deputies from
the Frce Church. Dr. Burus visited
Prince Edward’s Island, ot which he
writes in the following terms (Report
p: 32): “Qur reception at Charlotte
‘Lown, the capital ot the Island, was most
cheering. IExcept from the oxisting
Presbytevian incumbent, who was on the
evae of his departure for Scotland, there
was not the shadow of apposition to the
Free Church—the congregation of St.
James', which was requested to declave
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jts sentimonts, seemed not to have a dis-
cordant voice. Our exccllent friend
Mr McLennan of Belfast inet us in the
capital, and presided at the meeting of
the congregation of St. James.”

It was a grea. mistake that the Freo
Church did not act upon Dr. Burng’ re-
commicndation, and * depute a man of
piety, prudence, and pulpit gifts to occu-
py that station.” It might have been
this day one of the beat congregations in
the American colonies. But the impor-
tance of this place was not understood
by the church at home, in that day of
demands from every quarter ; nor were
the glorious principles of the Charch of
Scotland—ot" the Free Church—the su-
preme and undivided Lordship of our
Lord Jesus in his own house, and the
spiritual liberties of his people ever
rightly understood here. The assent
given was not the intelligent resolution
formed upon mature consideration of:the
nature, tendency, and value of those
principles for which so many of our fore-
fathers prayed, testified, and cheertully
laid down their lives. Accordingly, the
congregation of St. James’ have drawn
back. Dr. Burag, on his last visit, was
not welcomed to St. James’. lle, how-
ever, still saw and pressed on the atten-
tion of our Presbytery, the claimsy of this
town as a most important station. The
Rev. Mr. Stewart of New Glasgow made
an effort some five years ago, but it did
not succeed. Little else was, or could
be done, while our numbers were so few.
Our attached friends were, however, be-
coming more and uore numerous

On my removal to the Island in No-
vember last, I was urged to render a
portion of services there ; and, though it
would withdraw from the very scamy
supplies of the other stations, and entail
so much more labour on myself, I agreed.
“Those on the spot, and who, of course,
would be better aequainted with theix
grounds of encouragement, felt weurrant-
«d to ~~1} 3 public meeting, and to pre-
pare for more cifective operations. The
meeting was_accordingly held on the
18th April.  Mr. Mungo McFarlane be-
ing called to the chair, and thy meeting
opened with prayer, the following Reso-
lutions were most covdially passed :

Resolved First, That there are in
Charlotte Town and the adjacent eoun-
wry many who adhere to the principles
and fellowship of the Free Church, but
who are as yet without ecclesiastical or-
ganization or regular supply of gospe.
ordinances, and for whose spiritual ne-
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cessities there is a call in Providence o
provide.

Resolved Secondly, To form ourselves
into a congregation in Charlotte Town,
in connexion with the Free Synod of
Nova Scotia; elect Messrs. Kenneth
Henderson, and George Henderson, for
the oflice of thz Eldership ; Messrs. Do-
nald McLeod and Niel Campbell, for
deacons, to be set apartin due form;
and to contribute for the support of gos-
pe} ordinances.

Resolved Thirdly, Toappoint William
McGill, Esq., and Messrs. K and G.
Henderson, with power to add to their
number, an acting committee to ascer-
tain the number of” adherents, to obtain
subscriptions, and to make preparations
with the view of commencing to erect a
suitable place of worship asscon as prac-
ticable.

Resolved Fourthly, To submit theso
Resolutions to the Free Yresbytery of
Pictou for their formal sanction; asking
such other aid as may be competent to
the Presbytery to render, and a regular
supply of gospel ordinances.

One of our eclect elders is Sergeant-
Major Henderson, late of the 93rd, now
retived, and settled down not far from
the Town. The sabscription list was
opened on the spot, and £30 subscribed,
X'trust as much more will be subscribed
by our own professed friends properly
belonging to the Station. The Free
Chuxch people in the other stations will
not fail to give support; and, besides
these, there are many warm hearted to
the cause of Christ from whom aid may
be expected.

One thing most vitally important is
the aid in divine servieces that may be
given in towa. 1 am giving the fourth
Sabbath here. The other stations feel
this to ve a great draw back upon the
scanty share that falls te each of them-
selves, yet aware of the importanee ol
the place, and having sympathy with the
destitute, they are willing to bear it
the mean time ; but more frequent and
meore efticient services must ve given than
itisin my power torender in present
disadvantageous  eircumstanees. We
hope that during the summer vacation
you, and other brethren from Halifsx,
will have it in your power to pay the Is-
land a visit, and bestow as much of your
attention on Charlotte Town as may be
practicable. Mr. McLeod of Cape Bre-
ton has raised expectations which rematn
to be gratified. 1 trust his artangemonts
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in coming to the Synad will enable him
to come over and help us.
1f the other brethren on the lsland
could give another fourth along with
what is alveady given, it would go far to
virengthen the hands of our devoted
triends here. But the Lord will build
up Zion It is his own cause; and tho’
there is much ungodliness, there are not
a few who love and remember Jerusalem,
and who long to sce her become a praise
in the earth.  Iut I fearI have extended
too far. With kind regards 1 remain

George Sutherland, which appeared in
Record of Fobruary last, that the place
of worship at busquodoboit Harbour was
held in common by the adberents to the
Free Church and Wesleyan Methodists.
‘This state of affairs has been found to be
connected with serious inconvenicnce;
and accordingly the Free Church con-
grezation there have resolved upon erect-
ing a place of worship for themselves. —
About £200 have been already subserib.
ed, a lavge proportion of which appears

iu the name of Mrs. Wallace and Mr.
Anderson, her venerable father. The
frame has been contracted for. The

completion of the work, will prove a bles-

MADRAS

Our readers, we are sure, will relish
the following sketeh by Mr. Blyth. One
feels, on reading it, as if he were in ln-
dia :—

A Tamil Congregution.

Hitherto 1 have always accompanied Ra-
jahgopnul to Triplicanc ; and the nddition-
al five, vivacity, and vevsatility which mark
his discourses there are very perceptible.—
very now and then the bell is rang at the
beginning.  Seven open doors present
themselves to the pusvers-hy.  One is at-
wracted by the bell, unother by the portals
inviting their entrance ; but more, far mare,
oy the voice that sounds right across the
street, and arvests the traveller there. Here
are two or three Brahmins, with their sa.
ered strings hanging round thewr bodies—
there a rich Mohammedan enters  inquisi-
tively. Look wall round, gnd you will sce
several Hinde women, some ot them mo-
thers, with their dark-skinned little ones
bestriding the parental side—not supported
on the arm as with us.  How wonderingly
they look as Raujuhgopaul, with flashing
eyes and earnest manner, presses home on
them the truth as 1t is in Jesus ! Of course,
L cannot tell what he is suying. but 1 cun
seeits cliect on them  Sce there; a shait
has been aimed at yonder Brahmin, and it
is w pointed one. He presses nearer, and
shakes offt his companion, who is perhaps
hinting that they should be at the great
‘L'riplicane Temple by this time. Another
native has gone out. and is spitting on the
grouad, in apparent disgust at the humbling
doctrines poured into his car.  But, though
some leave, the ranks are becoming denser,
and they piess round the semicircle of scho-
lars, male and female,” who, in row upon
row, surround the speaker. The truth is
going forth : wondertul tidings veach their
cars. Their sin, and the salvation that is
in Christ Jesas, are plainly and convincing-
1y set before them. The command of Christ
1 being obeyed.  These are the appointed
means ; and if the Ioly Spirit work, these
dead men shall ive.  Butnow the preacher
is finished ; the Scotchman, too, has spo-
ken. A Hiundu rises. Using bis arms with
consummate grace, he looks around, and
speaks after this fashion :—* Friends and
fellow-countrymen ! lét not this man per-
vert your minds. Listen'to me, and I shall
expose the hollowncss of his argument.”—
‘Then he proceeds with immense verbosity,
perfect self-possession, and’ great elegance
of maunner, to demolish the statements of
the preacher. Unfortunately for himself,
there is no little tendency on his part to
tortuosity. pervergion of facts, and inconclu-
sive reasoning. ' e asks his heayers totyyn
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to Tuke xxii. 38; reasons from his that
Christ encouraged his follgwers to resiss
the lnw, and thence infers that he was just-
ly punished as a criminal.  Rajahgopanl
replies. e returns to the attack, leaves
the question, endenvours to mystify, heaps
words on words. Many valuable opportn
nities are afforded to the native minizter.—~
There was no somnolence before, but there
is even wnore animation in cvery counten-
ance now. At last, he is deservedly rebuk-
ed for abusing Scripture ; yes affectionately
warned and fuvited to forsake at once his
nerversions and his idolatry, Nexta Mo
hammedan begins, speaking very calmly,
and sitting still. e has a book with ob-
jections in it, twyns ever 1ty leaves, amd
quotes them. This is less stirring, but
quite as impertant, e is convieted of at-
tacking his own Mohammedanisine uuder
the garb of Christinnity, when he trics to
shew that if a2 man only says a few  Chiris-
tiun pyayers on his death-bed, this is all

_that is vequired by the Bible. 'Yhree hours

have now clapsed, und the opponents being
silenved, & few words to the nudience suftico
(for Rujah cannot but be wearied), and the
meeting  breaks up.  Though this people
are as they thut strive with the priest, it has
not yet beer shid, * Let no man strive or
reprove another” {Ilos. iv. 4). And thisis
of God’s mercy to India.

short account of the examination of
The Girl's School.

The examination of the girls took place
on December 22, 1352, Shortly before
cleven, no fewer than twenty-five bullock-
Landies mrived from “Friplicane, each with
its precious freight of thnd . or Mohumme-
dan girls, under the charge of a teacher, or
some on¢ in whom ®r. Whitely eould vo-
pose confidence. During the preparatory
wrrangement, 1 observed & Hindu mether
among the busy, stirring little flock, and
could not but watch with intense interess
how she seemed to drink in the varied im-
pressions that could not but force themselvs
upon her. In the course of the duy, when
several others came, I availed myself of the
opportunity, and spoke to them through the
interpretation of the yomnger Soondrum.
Ouly in one casc was there & Kind of won-
dering desive expressed thut she might
share in her daughter’s instruction. By
others the conviction was frecly stated that
it way a disgrace for a female to yead. [
had always looked at this state of whings in
one of twe ways, cither with reprobation of
the husband or of the system—the network
of perverted social feeling, which encourag-
es and requires this But here was the
victim, cufitented and satisfied, though,
strange to say, sending her child to school.
As the painful truth gazed out from her
eyes, and spoke from her living lips, it ap-
peared invested with a new garb of horros.
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It was like the slave clanking his chaing
with insensate satisfuction in the mere
sound. 1f the blessing of the Holy Ghost
necompany the labours of which they wit-
nessed some results, whut a different place
will these daughters occupy from that of
their ignorant parvents! It was indeed o
stirring sizht to look at these young daugh-
ters of India, row behind row, over whom
many believing hearts, alike in Scotand
ad Indin, are yearning, and to know how
thoroughly they are trained in Bible truth,

BOMBAY.

We invite the readers attention to the
following extracts from an interesting let-
ter from Dr. Wilson, dated Bombay,
January 29, 1853, No one can read it
without being led %o give thanks to God
in behalf of the devoted men labouring
in Western India. They are prosecut-
ing their labours in the spirvit of true
Christian  wisdom, and with untiring
zeal.  And it can truly be added, they
are sowing in hope The leaven of
Christianity is beginning to pervade the
mass, and the heart of the missionary i3
cheered from time to time, and bis baunds
strengthened by the open profession of
the teuth on the part of individual Hin-
dus.  LThe day draws nigh when all In-
dia shall be turned to the Lord: when
the triumphs ot the cioss shall be more
rapid and more wonderful than those of
our arms have been, and when the
wighty service which the missionary has
rendered to India and 10 the world shall
be secen and acknowledged  “'Lhey
that be wise, and turn many to righteous-
ness, shall shine as the stars for ever and
ever.”

Daptism of Three Hindus.

When 1 last wrote, I promised to notice
on next oceasion the cases of the parties to
whom I was privileged to administer the
ordinance of baptism on the 12th of last
month. They are those of three Hindus,
Manaji and his infant child, from the neigh-
bourhood of Ajanta and Govind, from the
south of India.

Manaji and Child.

Manaji is one of the inquirers who came
to me trom Ajania in consequence of my
tour to that place, in company with Dr.
Smyttan, in 1838, He has been two years
with us at the Mission-huuse ns a entechu-
men, duaring which he has learned to read,
and -eceived much Christian instruction.
He has all along given us n deep impres-
gion of his sincerity and trustworthiness;
and we hiad great pleasure in admitting bin
with his infant charge into the visible
Church. Xast yaar I made his native vil-
lage the terminus ad quem of my evangelif-

tic tonr ; and he accompaned Mres, W.onud
we thither.  We were together instrumen-
wl, throngh the divine blessing. in inducing
his wite, with lus four children, two youth
ful sons-in-luw, il i nephew. to provecd
to Bombuy with o view to their veceiving
Chyistinn instruction.  The parents, with
their infang and the boys, live nnder my
oxn eye at Ambrolie ; md two of the three
givls wre in oar boarding-school.  Phex
lave all given ws much satisfaction since
their wrnval, by their diligent attendance
on the meuns of grace, and their progress
in the acquisivon of Knowledge,  Almost
all the young people are already rending
the Seriptares in their native tongue, thowgh
they did not know a letter ten mouths ago,
Lhey all stood up and renonncal their
conunexion with Hinduisna on the ocension
of the baptism ot Munnji ; but vonsidering
the intelhigence at which they have arrvived,
it is notintewded to baptize shem till, on
their own responsibility, they make @ cre-
ditable profession of their own individnal
interest in the salvation of Christ received
by faith. Lhey are viewed by us with
much hope aud interest, and nre aliogether
promising.
Covind,

The cirenmstances of the conversion of
Govind to the faith of Christ are very en-
couraging to our lurepean friends, who
scek the enlightenment und conversion of
their dependents. For some time he has
been # bead servant to more thanone pions
young officer in the nrmy ; and he has pro-
fited much by their walk and conversation,
ag well as porsonal mstruetions.  His know-
ledge of Christianity, however, has been
principally acquired by his perusal of the
Seriptures and religivus tracts, and his oc-
casional attendance on missionary services,
and intercourse with native converts in the
humbler grades of life. He has long been
reckoned u consistent Christiun by thoss
who know him best.  When, some months
ago, 1 urged on him the duty of professing
his antachment to the Saviour throngh the
appointed ordinance of baptism, he readily
assented ; and, after attending me for some
weeks for special instraction, he was duly
admitted into the Christian Church. His
present master is our esteemed friend and
countryman, Lieut, Gillmore of H.M ’s 78th
Highlanders, now on the staff of the south-
ern division of the army. lcisthe seventh
adult native baptized by us siace last As-
sebly.

Bible Stand at an Indian Fair.

The convert Manaji, whom I have now
mentioned, left us yestorday m & very in-
teresting errand to Khandesh. When pas-
ing through that province lagg year, 1 came
upon a great fair at Muhaji, attended by
crowds of natives from all parts of the west
of India, and which usually lasts for a
month or six weeks. I remained at it for
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four days, preaching the Word to multi-
tudes, and, through our Indo-Portuguess
convert from Goa, Mr. Luis €actano, sell-
ing hundreds of tracts and books. Our ex-
perience convineed us of the desirableness
of opening a regular stand at it on a future
otcasion ; and Manaji has left for it with a
cart-load ot Scriptures and racts, about
seven thousand in number, to be offered
tor sale at about half their cost, at which
price, we are hopetul, they will oe all dis-
posed of He is accompanied by two in-
quirers, the DBralunin headman of his own
village, whom, I think, I for:nerly mention-
€a to you, aud another native, who are to
co-operate with him in the disposal of the
books,

JEWISH MISSION.

THE STATE OF THE MISSION ARROAD.

1. In Constartiople, the Mission, in both
its stations and in all its departinents, has
been in a most interestng and flourishing
state during the winter, and increasingly so
month after month—the most recent letters
being the most encouraging, and all the
missionaries uniting in the same strain of
thankfulness and hope mingled with tremb-
ling. Que writes, “The work of the Mis-
sion is at present in a more promising state
than it has been in since I came to Con-
stantinople ; the opportunity is at once en-
couraging, and solemn—it were well if we
were awakened to pray that it may not be
abortive.” Another says, *In every respect
this has been 2 montlt of much busy work,
whilst the interest of the suanger Jews in
our meetings still continues unremitting ;
but, in the midst of all the additional and
inviting labour granted this winter, let us
remember that it is not by might ner by
power, but by God’s Spirit, that one of
these souls can be brought to the Redeem-
er; and that a season of increased inguiry
and interest is a season of increased respon-
sibility.” A third states that “the work is
growing upon us, and affords us much en-
couragement in many respects.” And a
fourth, oue of the teachers, adds the testi-
mony, that “the attendunce on the meaus
of grace this winter is cxtruordinary—in-
deed as I have never seen it—we are made
to stand and wonder, and would ascribe all
the praise to the Lord.” These expressi-
ons are gll extracted from the last letters
that have been received, and they refer to
the Mission at both its stations, German
and Spanish, and to the work in all its de-
partments; partly to the preaching of the
Word, partly to the schools, and partly to
both. The increated atiendauce on the
means of grace is atthe German congrega-
tion, where there has been a great accession
of unconvefted Jews. One hopeful young
man has reeently been baptized, another is
deeply awakened, and many unfit for bap-
tism are dosirous to obtainit. The great-
est increase of scholars is amongst z'he Spa-
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nish Jews, where, *“ to meet tue steady in-
crease of scholars, and provide accommoda-
tion for she seveuty already in_attendance,
an arrun’;cmcnt has been made to enlarge
the premises, so as to give nearly double
the accommodation. This measure has
been rendered unavoidable by the remarka-
ble success.”  “The catechist at Galata has,
with admirable assiduity, sought out and
gathered sixteen Jewish lads whom he in-
stracts every evening jn reading the Nerip-
tures, and in writing, being assisted by the
missionary in dealmg with their souls. 1n-
cluding these, the whole attendance on the
schools, German, Italian and Spanish, is
now not much short of two hundred. The
cducation, which is excellent in all respects,
aims chiefly at a thorough teaching of the
Qld and New Testament Scriptures; and
of onc of the schools uttended by forty chil-
dren (two only being Gentiles), the missi-
onary testifics that a” vast amount of scrip-
turdl knowledge is communicated, intelii-
gently received, and almost believed; but
the demonstration and power of the Divine
Spirit of life has still to be waited for™ In
the same school they still collect, ns in some
of the otliers, for the ¥oreign Missions—
the amnount for this year being L£L3—and
keep up the monthly missionary meeting,
* for which the children scem more enthus:-
astic than ever, looking forward to the day
with great joy. Indeed, the interest they
take in the acconuts of the benighted hea-
then is almost incredible. The sewing is
intermitted that afternoon, the missionary
map is hung up, and the whole is conclud-
ed with the hyme, * From Greenland’s iey
mountains.’

During the year the quartersin which
both the stations were planted were devas-
tated by dreadful fires, 2nd the missionn-
ries were ready to apprehend the most se-
rious disaster to the Mission by the impov-
crishing and scattering of the people a-
mongst whom they were labouring ; but the
affliction appears rather to have tended 1o
the fiee course of the Word, and the fur-
thering of the gospel ot Jesus Chuist. In
the conflagration, one of the school cinl-
dren, when the family were awakened by
the flames, and were sceking to rescuo
whatever was most valuable, cried our,
 Oh, mother, where is my Bible ¢ 'save it.”
The Lord grant that she may herself-be 2
brand plucked from the fire !

2. In dmsterdam purt of the work is still
a great undertaking in itsintancy, and none
of it is of more than three years’ standing;
but there is every reason to rejoice in the
progress made by the Mission during that
time. Seven adults have been baptized in
the name of the Lord Jesus, with seven of
thejr children; and, with a single exception,
they arc walking worthy of their high call-
ing, and exercising a beneficial influcnceon
those with whom they come in contact. In
the public weekly services more especiatly
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wizgutd 10r taem, there has sometimes
been an attendance of from one to two huu-
dred Jews; and during all the three years;
there has been no such service without
some being present.  The effeet on the hos-
tile Jews has been to “ move them to jea-
lousy,” so that *the rabbis now preach re-
gularly on Saturday, have classes for
young men, and infant schools, and in eve-
ry respecet adopt and imitete the forms of
Chnistianity, rejecting and  despising  its
power.” With the assistance of the Duich
ladics, more than thirty tracts have been
written and published, on Prayer, on Ob-
jecuons to Christian Missions to Jews, on
the Lives of Converted Jews, but chictly on
remarkable scriptural charactersand events
and of these, nearly forty thousand copies
have been distributed.  ‘The Llerald, a pa-
per published weckly by the Mission, has
created considerable mterest, both amongst
Jews and Christians, and has occasionally
been written in by Jews themselves. lts
leading articles last year were taken from
the five books of Moses ; and being now re-
printed as fifty-two short lectures on the
Pentateuch, will enable the Dutch Jews to
read every Saturday a Hebrew-Christian
exposition of the passage to be read in their
synagogues. ‘There has also been the com-
mencement of a Christian school, which
may be expected gradually to increase.~
Such has been the work of Mr. Schwartz;
and the standing he hus atained in this
country has been attested both by the depu-
tation sent last autumn by the Commission
of Assembly, and still more emphatically
by the remarkable cause of that denutation
in the munificent gift by a Duich lady, of 2
church, cluss-rooms, and partial endowment
for 2 missionary and collegiate institution
at Amslerdam.  ‘This singular providence
has led 10 Mr. Smith bemg stationed at
Amsterdam, to labour both as i missionary
to the Jews, and along with Mr. Schwartz
and Dr. Da Costa, in the instruction of
evangelists and missionaries. Of this great
nndertaking it is premature to speak, fur-
ther than that, if owned by the Lord, it will
afford immensc advantage, both ia sending
the gospel to the many thousands of Jews
in Holland and Belgium, and in carrying
the Dutch Christians along with us inseck-
ing their conversion. Meanwhile, it is by
more than an ordinary providence that,
through our mission to Isracl, we have thus
been mtroduced as a chur<h to the Christi-
ans of Holland, and we pray that their hope
may be realised, when they have hailed it
us a “remarkable day when what was liv-
ing in the Church of Holland ias united to
a living Church in Scotland”.

3. Breslau has been hopefully entered on
as & missionary field by Mr. Edward, and
he has commenced his public Sabbhath la-
bonrs, with a izood congregation, and d con-
siderable nmnber of Jews, shewinyr, at least,
that these ars ready to atiend, if thers ico-

-
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nything to draw or interest them, and en-
couraging us o spare ng pains in sending
that gospel which they are not unwilling to
hear.  Whether it may please the Lord to
breathe on these dry bones of the house of
Isracl, remning to be proved; but, mean-
while, the manner in which a congregation
of Gentile christians have granted to our
mission the use of their chureh, is a1 once
encouraging and intensely interesting.—
L here is here added another to the various
instances in which the mission to the Jews
has brought us into christian intercoursc
with the ancient Protestant Churches of the
Cuntinent—an intercourse Iost attractive
and profitable at all times. but singularly so
in the present crisis of Protestantisn in Lu-
rope. With the express and cordial con-
sent of their consistory, the kirk-session of
the Hof Kirche in Breslan have granted to
Mr. Kdward the use of their church in the
following remarkable letter, the kindness of
which is modestly veiled and greatly en-
hanced by being clothed in the garb of a
debe of gratitude, due to our fathers from
theirs, but forgot by us nll they generously
veeall it when we ask their aid in the con-
version of Israel.  The first two signatures
are those of the ministers, the others of the
clders of the church:—* ReveEreND Sik,—
In reply to vour esteemed application of
the 10th current, we have to say that it
gives us peenliar pleasure to put our church
at your disposal for the dicts of worship en
Sundays which you have in view. Our fa-
thers were only enubled to build this church
by their brethren iu the faith, far and near,
takinyg compassion upon their need, and
the most bountiful of the love offerings
then presented came from Scotland.  Muy
the same faithful God and Lord, who then
directed the building of this house, and ma-
pifestly shed his blessing upon i, bless that
also which is now about to be undertaken
and accomplished in this housc on the parc
of Scotland, for the building up of his king-
dom upon carth—Dreslan, 22d January
1833. (Signed) The Kirk Session of the
Hof Kirche. Falk, Gillet,” &e. &c.

4. In Pesth, while the ¢xpulsion of the
missionarics has broken up the public
preaching of the Word, the secd sown has
taken root, and the little church of ransom.-
ed Isvaclites remains “like a lily among
tliorns.™ Letters of last month,” writes
the Rev. Mr. Wingate, “ bear testiniony to
the afilictions of unhappy MHungary. It is
now a reign of terror there, and even in
those who have fled for refuge to the hope
set hefore them in the gospel, and who are
safe under the shadow of the Almighty's
wings, there is much distressof mind. It
is impossible for others to realise their pont-
tion, nor dare they communicate their sen-
timents. Things get daily worse—and théir
only consdlation is in locking to the 1444,
and secking in padence 1o poisest i
TEy nl Coatinid mdd Tty
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for priyer, reading the Word and brotherly
conterence, and attend the ministrations of
the Protestant Chudreh of Hungary. .\e-
counts from Lemburg thmough Hungary
stte that several Jews who have made pro-
gress in Cliristian knowledge, are heconming
more spivitealiy-minded. and that the loss
of Me. Edwards and his valuable instructt-
ons, is generally regretted. The whole stock
ol Bibles that belonged to the mission at
Pesth huts been sent to Prussia by command
of the Police.

In present circumstanees, inguiies into
the truth of the gospel arve of cowrse few,
but there ave cuses trom time to time, chiefs
1y through,the children at school communi-
cating knowledgze to their parents. Not
long ago, hawever, the very existence of
the school was endangered by the Jews
making a complaint at head-gnarters in
Vienni, that it wis sowiung dissension in
tamilies, and teaching disaficction to the
government.  An enquiry wits commeneed
by the authorities at Pesth, buz on the ce-
elesiastical guardian producing the goverg-
ment’s own document, creating it a public
educational institute of the Hungarian Pro-
testant Church, they saw their mistake, and
immediately sisted further proceedings. A
tortight after, an oppusition school was
apened by the Jews, supplying gratuitous
education to the poor, and attended now by
three hundred children. By this measure,
Mr. Saphir's was reduced by about forty
pupils, but is again fuller than formerly,
having now about three hundred and se-
venty scholars under four mule and as ma-
ny female teachers, and sowing the seed of
the gospel among one hundred Hebrew fa-
milies.  This is a very remarkable attend-
ance of Jewish children at an evangelical
school, sceing they have by order of gov-
ernment to bring a written certificaic of
their parcnts’ desire to have them educated
in the Christian religion.  Few imissionary
associations or churches have had such a
fact to cheer them onwards in thei- eflorts.

Cuixa Missions.—Our letters are
dated at Canton, January 26 ; Shanghai,
Januvary 3; and Ningpo, to January 3.
We learn with deep regret the death of
Mr Moses S. Coulter, at Ningpo, on the
12th of December. e was attacked
with severe sickness last summer, but had
partially recovercd, and was making ar-
rangements under the advice of physici-
aus to visits this country. His disease
returned however,and his earthly course
is ended ; he has gone without doubt to
« 3 botter even an heavenly.” The re-
moval of two such men as Mr. Byers and
Mr. Coulter is a most serious loss to the
Church and to the heathen. But the
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Lord reigns.  One of the Ningpo leltera
says, © Brother W. Martin is much en-
couraged inr his eveniny services in the
city.”

Misstox To THe CHINESE IN CALI-
¥orNLA.—We have received ietters from
the Rev. W Speer, dated to February
15. “ The schoolin the evening has
been very irregularly attended, some-
times quite a number present, . . . and
again not more than three or four” —
Preachmng to the Chinese was commenc-
et on the first Sabbatt: of their new year,
February 13 Services were held in the
Presbyterian Chureh, of” which the Rev,
. Williams is minister, and a large au-
dience of Chinese and Americans was
present  Great interest appeared to be
felt in the exercises, and a handscme col-
lection was made at the close, to which
the Chinese thewmselves contribuied very
liberally.

EXTRACTS FROM A LETTER OF THE REV.
J. 1. MORRISON : LAHOR, FEI'Y 4, 1853,
Arrival at Lahor—MMissionary Worl: by the

way—.Abundant work to be done—More Lu-
bourers Needed.

Our journcy here was attended with a
good deal of suffering, in conscquence of
the cold and rains, but by the ever-watchful
care of our Ileavenly Father, we all arrived
safely, and in our usual health. Notwith-
stunding all the disadvantages attending
moving and the unfavorable weather, the

andit and I managed to do missionary
work most of the way, so that our moving
was almost equal to a regular itineration o-
ver the same ground. The disease in my
head, although much less severe than it has
been, is by no means removed, and compels
me to avoid studying and writing as much
as possible. I, did not therefore, keep a
Jjournat on my way here.

. « « « ‘Thework in the Bazar and in
itinerating agrees withme.  Xcan slsospend
two or three hours 2 day in the schools,
hearing recitations that requires no previ-
ous study, without injury, and in this
way Iam fully occupied, but often fecl
sadly the want of that, which only study
can supply. Isuppose, however, I must be
content and do the best I can, and try to
cmploy in the best manncr, the energies and
talents God hasgivenme. . . . . .
think I have never been situated where I
could make my missionary efforts so cx-

>
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tensively felt.and where I could so fully bring

*a) my energies into so profitable exercise as
here. It is like one perpetual mela here;
we can have crowds ahout us all day. if we
could stand the lzbour of preaching to them
and discussing with opposers.

We need greatly to have our hands
strengthened. [ suppose the population
here about equal to that of Snharanpur, Am-
bala, and Lodiana. At those stations they
hnve eight men, and really need more—
what then must be our need, where we have
about the same population and only two
men. Then again, they have at not very
distant points other missionaries, and the
country all around them has been more or
less visited, the gospel preached in their
villages, cities, and melas; whereas all west
of us to Persia, all north, and all south to
the sea, is » blank. so far as missionary la-
bour is concerned, if we excent here and
there a solitary officer, who tries to do some-
thing for the good of the people. I haveal-
ways felt that this point should be strength-
cned. but never felt it so strongly as 1 have
since I came and sawit. And this I teel
withont detracting in the least from_the
wants of the older stations. ‘Then. Jalan-
dar is a large city, I shonld think fully equal
to any station of this mission, excepting,
this. There we ought by all means to have
an American missionary. . . .

EXTRACTS FROM A LETTER OF THE REV.J.
J. WALSH : FUTTERGURH, FEBRU-
ARY 4, 1853.

“ Movement” at  Yakutqunj—2Notices of @
preaching Tour.

You will be glad ¢o hear that the move-
ment in Yakutganj is giving us considerahle
agtisfaction s but I find it very difficult to
describe it, without exciting expectations
which may never be realized. It is now
two months since some of the people ex-
pressed themselves as anxious on the sub-
Ject of religion, and desirous to know more
of the religion of Christians ; and the inter-
«<st, so far from declining, scems to oe in-
creasing.  The chief Pandit, the one who
first declared himself no longer,an idolater,
bas given to us his idols and beads, and di-
vested nimself of every vestige of heathen-
ism. On this account he has sustained somo
foss, but on account of hig having been the
qury, or spiritual guide of the people, he has
not been treated harshly. His father and
wife seem 10 hear the word with much-at-
tention. We have had religious worship
conducted in the schoolhousé of the village
for the last three weeks, and have had an-
diences, composed of very atwentive hear-
ers, numbering some forty or fifty people.
They have lately attended ouv services here
on Sabbath and on Wednesday evening, and
express their dctermination to do so regu-
farly. I cannot but think there is something

more than we have hitherto bad the plea-
sure of seeing, in this movement, and trust
it is the work of God’s Spirit, blessing the
seed hitherto sown; amd i 50, we may ex-
pevt to see o glorious work all aronnd us.
And yet so deceptive ave all appuarances of
this hind, that before another month rolls
wonnd, we may see that it is only one of
the artifices of the great adversary of souls,
to strike a blow against the best und st
glorious work of salvation. “Thercare four
or five Pandits, and many others of very
respectable standing, now engaged in hear-
ing and reading the word of Ges, and as
long as they are willing to hear, we will
preach, and pray for God’s hlessing to rest
on his word, and will not the friends of Z1-
oneverywhere pray for us.  The idols, &c.,
1 have kept, to seud to the Mission House
by the first opportunity, and herewith I eu-
close yon the idol Jugatuath, (Juggernath.)
given me by the Pandit Mul Chand. and
worshipped formerly by him. Pray for us,
that God’s Spivit may be poured out on us,
and thosc about us. and that many may be
turned from idols unto the Lord.

Since my last, I have been out en a short
itineration, having taken my family, and the
airls of the Institute, for a change of air—
We have had a very pleasant time in preach-
ing to the viilagers, and I trust the trip has
heen instrumental in doing good to many.
We had great nwumbers to visit us at our
tent every day, and Dbesides preaching to
them, wehad in addition singing and pray-
er, with which every une scemed very much
pleased.  Whilst at Nanobganj, a man visit-
edl us, who seemed so much delighted with
the word, that he expressed himself willing
to give up all his worldly geods, and join
himsclf to the despised followers of Jesus.
We, however, advised him not to give up
his Zamindari, {land held on lease,| but to
consider the subject fully, and visit us at
Tuttehgurh, where he could see and know
more about us. He promised to do so, but
has not yet made his appearance. We
were told, in another place, by anaged man,
and of some considerahle standing and im-
portance, that bis brother was wavering on
the subject of religion, and was more than
haif disposed to he a Christian, and that kis
nephew was a Christien in heart, and was
always reading our Bible. We had many
such interesting occurrences to cheer us on
our trip, but as I did not keep a journal of
them, I cannot recall all. X trust the time
is near when we will sec all the villages a-
round us turning uato the Lord.
