It might
hive beeu 50 that with all the strength that could be mastered the fire
would have prevailed. e are thaukful to say no lives were lost, and so
far 35 we can’learn no worse casualitics cccurred than the falling into the
buborof one man and a dip into a tar barrel by another,

The relief to all journals of non-partizan type afforded by the ending of
the long and eventful session of parlisment just over, 1s great. 1t hae been
painful work to publish the rottennces of many Government departments,
but it had to be done, snd the only consoMtion is the hope that the
exposure will work for good in the end.  The death of Sir Joho Macdonald
is one of the notable events of the sessian, and the various exposures of
corruption in high places filled with a stormy interest the continuadon of the
session after the Government had been re-formed. Very licle attention was
therefore given to the more ordinary business of passing bills, and the chief
idea the public of Canada, the United States and of britain have of the
gession is that it was one long exposure of corruption. In Eogland the
press has been ubsparing in its denunciation of our system of politics, aud
the London Times in one instanco lays Lare the root of the trouble. The
most alarming feature in all these stories of corruption is the close alliance
between fraud and party organization.” The events of the past eession
ought to frighten politicians into being honest for a little while at least,

At various times we have suffered inconvenience ftom the loss through
the post-office of valucd exchanges, and we have come to the conclusion
that it is time for it to stop. The Herald has noticed the same thing, and
thinks there is something wrong with the newspaper department of the
post office. Our copy of St. Nichulas for September never atrived, and on
writing to the publishers to ascertain the cause, they replied that the maga-
zive had been mailed at the regular time, and if it had not reached us the
fault must be at this end. In this case the publishers kindly sent another
copy, 8s they also did a few months ago when he same thing first occurred,
but very often if a paper does not reach us we have to ** suffer and be stiil.”
We think the fault is carelesences in sorting the mmil. Pupers are put ma
box where they do not belong, and the people who get them are too busy
or too careless to sond them bark. We know that this occurs, becauge
fequently exchauges for other city papers are found in our box. W¢, how-
ever, make a point of returing them and carryiog out the golden rale. If
the Postmaster would see that the exchauges are more carefully attended to
he will deserve our thanks.

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It is stated that the highest place in the world regulatly inhabited is the
Budhist Monastery Ilalne, in Thibet, which is about 16,00c féet abové sea
level ; the next highest is Galera, arailway station in Peru, which is located
at a height of 15,635 feet, Near it, at the same levcl, a railway tunnel

of Yotosi, in Bolivia,i8 13,320 fect; Cuzco, Pery, 11 380 feet; and Lead-
ville, Colorado, 10,200 fect,

The pews that arrived a few weeks ago from Now Zealand, that the
House of Representativés had passed a bill granting residential, suffrege to
women, and aleo qualifying women for clection to Parliament, was received
without any comumotion, It is merely commented on as a sign of the
times, or some mildly sarcastic remarks are made on the duties of women
and their sphete.  Oue journal is afraid that men, liko Othello, will find
their occupation gone, but we do not think there is much danger of that.

The Provincial Xxhibition came to a successful close on Friday last,
after four duya of twoust saperb weather, such as we razely enjoy at this
season of the year. The success attending the fair can scarcely be ascribed
to the management, which was not all that .. should have been, but a success
it was, and on that account bad management may be overlooked. The
weather probably deserves the credit for much that was satisfactory through
the week, for if it had been unpleasant we feel sure tho attendance would
have been small indeed. To this, then, we may ascribe the large atten-
dance, and feel grateful accordingly. A total paid attendance of about
40,000 is a splendid showing for four days; and the fact that we went
10,000 better than St. John, with all ita puffing of * Cuanada’s International
Exhibition,” is highly gratifying. Counsidering that the St. John fair was
open twice as long a8 ours, better results might have been expected.

A boy of five years of age, a relative of the ex-Maharajah of Manipusr,
has been selected for the throne of that Province, under the title of Rajah,
which will be hereditary, descending in a2 direct line, provided each succes-
sor recognizes the British Government. During his long minority the State
will be administered by a British officer, and as tribute and other incidents
of feudatory relationship will be established, it will be impossible again to
raise the contention that the State is independent. The importance of
Manipur to Britain lies in its geographical position between the Province of
Asiam and Upper Durmoah, through which rsilway connection is desirable,
It is probable that one of the first acts of the Regancy will be 1o promote
the building of a liuo connecting Mandalay with Assam and Northern
Central Iudia, which will be a permanent witness for British authority.
Manipur has been a sad name of late, but this is the case whenever a State
is conquered. DBloodshed cannot be avoided, but it is to be hoped that it
is over in Manipur, and that the British Regency may open an era of
peace.

Olive Obnet, one of the Chicago Qrapkic’s regular and bright contribu-
tors, in referring to the philanthropy of American women, says .—* Reform-
ing the world is e pleasant business for many women in America, It brings
tbem before the public, they get their names ‘printed in the papers,’
accompanied by ¢ more or less wooden * cuts, and columu upon columa is
wrilten about their ‘disinterestedness,’ and the like. It brings many of
them too, a very neat income, social recognition and other grand things,
which they aceept with great complaisance, for ¢ is not the laborer worthy
of his hire?” It is interesting to the student of humanity to speculate
how many of these good women would devote their time to reforming
society, if instead of fame they should receive oblequy, the prison cell and
perhaps even death as their reward.  Would they have then the ¢ courage of
their convictions’ which they now so loudly proclaim 2 Wedoubt not 1hat
muny of them would coms forward regardless of the cost, for the annale of
heroisin and martyrdom abound in exsiaples of female courage and self-ab-
negation, snd we think it no discredit to the reformers of the United States
that they appreciate the swecet alung with the bitter.  Their commor-sense
indicates that they could be not only heroines should occasion arise, but are
also well-fitted for the every-day business of life—a much-to-be-desired
endowment.

A Dr. Granville has been writing 1a the London Times on ¢ The Evils
of Teetotalism,” acd if one is to accept his view, they are many. Dr. Gran-
ville belicves in the good old times when beer and wine formed integral
parts of the daily diet, and coneiders that many of the lowest types of dis
ease commoen at | resert, such as consumption, cancer, dipbtherna, the worst
forms of gout, nerve troublee, and many others, have extended their ravagos
snce the proctice of <ubstnuurg table waters for the malt, hop and grape
beveragos formerly used. It is necdless to say that these vicws are not
geseratly ¢ ncurred 1n, and that numerous replies have boen evoked from
supporters of the other side ¢f the question,
in temperance and a2 due amount of lberty of personal opinion for every-
one, but we have always beea agaiust too strict legislation in- the mntter.
We are equally against any such propagation of opinion as Dr. Granville
attempts. To tell a man that if he does not drink cnough he will be
afflicted with various diseases, is to lead him to the brink of a moral abyss,
into which he may plunge to hopeless ruin. The idea is preposterous,
the usc of hiquors is more a matter of taste in these dsys than anything else,
and we venture to say there is moro sickness caused by over indulgence
than by not taking enough : at any rate we come more in contact with cases
of the former.

Patliament does not often trouble itself with literature, or make a point
of bestowing the offices in the gilt of the Government as a reward for
literary achievement, 8o it was rather a surprise when we read a few days
ago that Mr. dcNeil had made a suggestion in Comuwmittes of Supply that
the Rev. W. V. Campbell, author of ** Lake Lyrics” und the beautiful
poem “The Mother,” which has boen receotly recognizad a gem of the
purest water, should be given ¢ place on the staff of the Parliameatary
Library. Ion Mr. Laurier endorsed th: suggestion, and spoke in the
highest terms of Mr Campbell’s work. This_recoguition of genius appeara
to indicate nn elevation ot taste which we hope may continue, Men of
genuis have generally an casier time of it now than was the cise many years
ago, but still there is much to struggle against, and uoless the stavery of
working hard for a living is removed from our finest minds we can scarcely
expect them to producs their best, Of course we d> nat wish to bs nader-
stocd as approving of an indiscriminate bestowal of offices among our
literateurs, or establishing a sort of Pantheon where these divinities may be
kept for the edification of her people, but we are glad to see merit racog-
nized when an opportunity to do so suitably accuts, We therefore hope
that Mr. Campbell may secure the position referzed to.

In our exhibition notes last week we said you could get a good m:al ia
the eating hall, but a second experience obliges us to retract. Quc fiest
meal was eaten on the first day, when things were fresh, and there was no
rush, but our second on Thursday was the worst pretence at getting some-
thing to eat for s quarter that we ever experienced. First, beefsteak, abso-
lutely raw, was set before us on s shockingly dinty table; we declioed to
eat it, and ordered some ham. The ham was brought. To judge by the
appearance it had been carved with an axe or a tomahawk, and was like
the beefsteak, raw. Visions of trichiniasis and other horrors flyated bafore
our disgusted vision, and we again declined. We finally secured acap and
saucer of teas—for a good deal of it was in the latter—and soms bread and
butter, out of which we failed to get our twenty-five conts worth of nourish-
ment. The waitrosses were unaccustomed to their wark, and had not sense
enough to carry back the dishes that had been used when they went to fill
an order. It is pot fair to blame them, however, but we do not see why the
man who undertook to cater to the visitors to the exhibition should not have
been compelled to do it in a respectable maoner. Of course many of the
people who got their meals there were of a rough clsss, and did not care
whether things were clean or not, but this is of no consequeance, the din-
ing room should have been decently conducted for the credit of the thing
and for the sake of the large number of respectable people who found it
convenient to have their meals without leaving the grouuds. Everythiog
was at sixes and sevens, showing the lack of suflicient intclligence at the
kead of affaits to manage the business. If they could not supply the
meals, thoy had po right to scll the tickets and * take in*’ the unsuspecling
who did not observe the notice * Bsware of Thiever” in the vicinity of the
door.

Critics and reviewers have always had a hard row to hoe ; they must
show exceedingly nice discrimination in what they say, or they in turn will
be pouneed upon by the criticised and reviewed and abused within an inch
of their lives. Very few people think whata very coascientious businass
criticising in the public prints is, and how hard it is to do exactly what is
just without treading on somebedy’s corns. For instance, if a reviewer
reads a book, the first production of a young writer, and fiuds therein many
faults, but also some germ of talent, or mayhap genius, of small proportians,
he will do well to be lenient and quench not the smokiog flix: In such a
case ssvere criticism would be likely to do more harm than good, and the
helping hand should be extended whenever possible to the youog climber
up the ladder of fame. It is a different thing when a woll-known hand pro-
duces a book. No such thing as allowing an author to trade on a nams
should be permitted by the conscientious reviewer. A man who has already
mado a pame nceds to ask no favors for his work, and it is in such a case
that correct, firm, truthful, and withal kindly criticiem, does the most
good. If he makes auy slips or errors, it is the reviewer's duty to point
them out ; it can do 1o harm to the author whose work has passed the ama-
teur stage, but wili assuredly put lum 1 miad of the fact that his readers
expect excellence to be like the peacock’s tsil at the show, ¢ continued in
our next.” A thin-skinned author may resent the wound to his amour
propre, aud prefer to be allowed to live in blissful ignorauce of the fact
that he was abic to err, but this is not what eritics live for or consider their
duty to the public. If reviewers give nothing but fulsome praise to all
alike, where i8 their value, and on what may the public place its reliance ?
As with books, 80 with music and art; the same rule applies, and it is
better to speak out plainly with regard to faults than “ damn with faint
praise ” when truc appreciausn cannot be expressed.  These remarks apply
only to honest criticism, for the ctitic who allows personsl malice, jsalousy
or any other untoward feeling to influence his work 1s unworthy of the
pame. When the public places reliance on a journal, it 1s the paper’s duty
not to abuse that trust by any misrepresentation of facts, but to mska ils
chiof aim the commending of the best and the discouraging of the worst in
literature and art.

A bananas peel on the pavement was the cause of the death of a Dartmouth
lady, Mrs. J. A. Fraser, a few days ago. Mrs. Fraser was in Halifsx on
Friday afternoon, and when going down George Street stepped on the peel
and fell, Beingin s delicate state of health at the time, the fall resulted
fatally, and all because of the carclessness of the person who threw that
peol on the pavement. 'We have often had occasion to call attention to the
carelessness in matters of this kind, but so long as the city imposes no
penalties o people who do the mischief so long will the nuissnce continue,

The water-front property in Halifax from Cronan’s to Cunard’s
was almost totally destroyed by the fire of last Thursday eveniog.
The fire origin=ted in Merlin’s planiog mill on Taylor's wharf and rapidly
epread to the surrounding buildings. Owing to the quantity of oil stored
in the vicinity, the danger was greatly increased, and notwithstanding the
fact that the barsels wero thrown overboard, they caught fire and throatened
to destroy the shippiog. The total loss was about 8250,000, and the
ipsurance amounted to 133,200, Local insurance companies are the
heaviest losers. The ruins have been visited by crowds of people during
the week. Wharf-builders have started to rebuild Hamilton’s soutli whasf,
and the stores on the Liverpool wharf are to be rebuilt at once.

The White Star Line steamer Toutonic, Captain Irving, from New York
September 23 for Liverpool, arrived at Qucenstown at ten minutes to two
o'clock on Septomber 29th, breaking the eastward record. The time occu-
pied on the passage, accordiog to the report given by the Teqlonic’s officers,
was 5 days, 21 bours and 22 minutes, which was 1 hour aud 28 minutes
better than any previous record. According to the ship’s log she travelled
2,79t knots. Her daily rune were as follows : 447 knots, 456, 462, 466,
450, 465 and 39.

The sudden death of Cbarles 8. Parnell, the great Irish lezder, on
Wednesday, from the effect of a chill last week, has startled the world,
Mr. Parocll passed awsy in the arms of hia wife, who is utterly pros-
trated by the shock. Coupled with this announcement comes the news
of the death of Sir John Pope Hennessey, who defeated the Pirnellite
candidate, Mr. Vincent Scully, in December last. Sir John Pope Henn-
essey’s death is said to be due to the montsl and physicil strain to
which he was subjected during the political contest,  Irishmen of all
shades of opinion express grief over Parnell’s death.

The tragic ending of General Boulanger's life on the tomb of
Mme. do Bonnemainn on September 3oth, created much excitement all
over France, and the manner of bis death has touched the hearts of the
impressible Freunchmen. The depth of his devotion to the wowman who
gave all she bad to him, and shared his exile, must have been very
great. It is thought by maoy that even had the General been able to
satisfy his highest political ambition he would have committed suicide
sooner or later after the death of Mmo, de Bonnemaine. Boulanger
prepared in the most business like manner for the deed, nnd left a po-
litical testament to be published after bhis death, He felt convinced of
the failure of the party to which he had given his name, and stated
that he could not get over the frightful misfortune which befel! hiw two
and holf months ago. 1is only regret was that he had not died on the
field of battle fighting for his country. The will of Mme. de Bonpemaine
left hitn free from debt and in the posseesion of three million francs, so
no pecuniary troubles could have hastened his end. Cn Saturday last
the funeral took place in Brussels in the presence of a great crowd.
No religious ceremonies were held, and no speeches were made.

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INDUSTIRIAL NOTES,

A Capo Dreton paper gives the following account of the Sydnoy Foundry :
¢ Farly in the year of 1886 Mr. E. Keefe, having returned from tho United
States, where ho had completed his trado at the abuve work, decided to begin
opoyations in this fown. With a very great amount of plack and busicess
ability he succeeded in erecting a small building, and iu six months aftor the
beginning of his outerprise ho had more orders fur wurk than ho could
readily fill. As the work increased bo hopt adding to his mscuinery and
number of hands. Two yoars after Mr. James T, Burcle.l, une of Sydney’s
most epergotic and active business mep, became ono of the cuacern. Sincs
theo tho developments in this foundry have been rapid. As opportunity
has afforded they have from time to time veatured out in different branches
of the work, until now Sydaey bas a foundry which can tura out as com-
plote a cesting as any in the province. Duaring the past year tho number
of employees bas been doubied. They have several fust-clase hands and
can cast as good an article in stoves as can bo fuund in any country.
Within tho past fow months they havo added to thois shop onoe of Lertram’s
planers, made in Dundas, Ont., which for porfectness of work cannot bo
excolled in those parts. This machine planes a surrace 2.6 fi. wide and 6 ft.
long, baving a lift of 2.6 ft.

Anothor addition is a Gap Lathe of tho above firmn'e make. 7This is con-
sidered & goneral purposo lathe. Swings 50 inches diametor, 18 inches
wids in gap, 16 inchos over shears, with 22 ft. bed and 1o f» buiweon cantres.
Tho saddlo is strong and lieavy and is gibbed 1ts entire leagth to the bed,
both front and back ; has both slots on the back for bolting «ylinde:s and
othor work, while using a bar in the contres. The vross feed is engaged by
a clutch under tho cruss foed scrow. All thoe gearing in the front apron is
calculated to stand tho hoaviest class of work. Tho plain tosl block cau

‘bo removed and & compound rest put on if desired. A cowplete drill

machinoe with outfit makes up a shop which can turn ou! a very minuto
picco of machinory or a job of immonso proportion, Theso three piecos of
ruachinery cost in-the vicinity of §2,000. It is to bo hopod that the pooplo
of Capo Brelon may be loyal enough to patronizs this fine and thus secuto
good value for money given, and also encourago thoss who hive put thoerwr
monoy and buisnoss ability in an onterpriso which five yoars ago was not
known in our town,
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COMMERCIAL.

No genemal changn 1n the condition of trade has transpired since our
last reviow, but most lines give promusing indicatious of an activity that 1s
to come. Sull, though business 1s faily good, pruspects aro far away abead
of actual businegs now downg. The incidental attendsnce of odd buyers
during exhibition woek revesled, to 8 ceriain oxient, tho wants ot buyers ;
snd antrcipations are, 10 consequence, hopeful, Payments aro still somewhat
unisattsfactory, but when the returns to the farmer are actualiy 1n his pocket
there ought to be, and doubtless will be, plenty of muney throughout the
sountry, from which deajors will receive thoir full share. Svme more activity
%as been shown during the week in leading grooery linos, but as a rule buyera
e &iill holding off.

In sposking of tho present fioancial position the Muntroal Trade Bulle-
#i1s alludes to tho fact that gram dealers in certiin portions of tbe United
States gro borrowing funods from Canadmn capitalists to enable them to bold
or to move tho enormous erops that have been harvested this year.—* In
view of the immenge amount of wheat and flour to be handled 1n the Ameri-
ean Northwest during the present cereal year, Duluth sapnd MAlinneapolis
werchants representing fitst rate concerus have vieited Turonto, Montreal and
Queobec, in order to secure all the Canadian funds they could find, and tho
yesult of their efforts is that they have borrowed a large amount of mouney
#om our financial institution in blocks ef 8100,000 to $250,000 at 7 per
cont. for tho purpose of buying wheat and carrying it over tiil the eprivg,
and also for manufagturing it into fluur. It is estimated by one of our leed-
ipg banks that abolt £3,000,000 has heen loaned to the parties above
referred to, shozt 31,000,000 b4 on Duluth account and £2,000,000 on
Minnespolis account. The luan$™were made upon Satisfactory collateral, and
all the borrowers arb first-q{ges ooncercs in Minneapolis and Dalutb. The
Amerjean Northwest hos tXe heaviest crop of wheat ever known before, and
in oador to move it, capital has bad to be obtained in Canada, Boston, Noew
Work snd Philadelphia, Some of our hanks refused to accommodato these
outsiders, as they anticipate heavy cails frum Manitoba and the Northwest
Torritories, It would appear that certsin Duluth wheat dealers and Min-
aeapolis millers havo great faith in the futuro of breadstuffs, and are conse-
quently buying up all the wheat they can store at presont prices.” How
far-reaching the cfiects of theso operaiions may be remains to be seon, but
in our opinion mepey thus drained from this country, although it may yield
a handsomo profit in interest, is likely to serioasly hamper the movoment of
the cereal cropa of tho western sections of Canada soaward.

Waenry Fixanciar, Rxview or Hesey Crews & Co.—New York,
Qctober 8rd, 1o¥1.—* The speculative situation shows more.uncertsiaty then
two. weeks sgo. Two ceuses are responsible for this; first, the rest and
reaction which weze necessary after a riso of 8 to 20 points within a few
short waoks ; end, Bext, the dovelopments concerning Mlssouri Pacific and
‘Union Pacific, which have brought duwn a storm of indignotion upon the
heqds of the Direesors, All this abuse was no doubt greatly intensified by
fhe fast that publie sentiment was largoly in favor of a further rise in
values; and the eheck imparted by the bresk in Missouri Pacific caused

ore irritation thar wogld bave been the case had the same event happened
in ordinary timex. Mach of this eriticism was misplaced, becauss Mr.
tuld ks copteinly taken a mueh less aetive part in specalative operations

n» the ~Streat” has suppossd. Hie condition of health, as shown by
speent apparent anthentic reports, absolutely preciudes tbat zort of vigarous
activity. Personalities aeide, fiowaver, passing Miszouri Pacific dividend, at
a time when nearly all other railroads are ateadily making largor profits, only
emphasizes the utter folly of paying dividends that are unearaed. This
road had failed to oarn its full dividend for over a year, but paid them out
of borrowed funds ; presumsbly of course for the purpose of improving the
market for the stock among those least infermed, but which oventuslly
frightered out such holders by suddenly exposing the secret when least
expected.

The method of paying dividends not earned, if not illigitimate before the
law, is certainly most reprehensible from a moral point of view ; besides
simply creating & deep distrust of properties under such cootrol, which
eventually acts most injuriously upon tho managowient itself. Nevertheless,
these tactics are not an unmixed evil. They not only have brougut out in
strong contraet the differonce in such coporate manaygemeat, as reflected 1o
the comparative fluctuations of other stucks, but they have also given the
msrket tho test it nceded in checking tho unhealthy symptoms of a bull
f. ror, which were only too plainly developing. Tho paco had become too
rapid, and only promised exhaustivn and cuilapso bLeiuto the race was ran.
As s result of the recent reaction, inexperienced operatuts, intoxicated with
success, havo bad timoe to sobor up, Tho less venturosome buyors, always
the large majomty, will sccuro an opportunity to participate in tho riso to
como ; while the leaders of speculstivn will secare time to cunuantrato forces
and gain new puwer from tho incroased folluwing whick a mude.ate decline
will attract, Recognition of these facts has alrcady 3mporarily divided the
bull forces, so that, intentionally or otherwise, recont ovents will in the end
strengthen the bull movement.

The solid facts aro moro in favor of improvement than ecver.
Tho hervest has now passed from the range of posmbilities into a cor-
tainty. Plenty and profit are already in the grasp of the farmer. Deobts
will be paid, morigages wiped out, and now enterprises started on a scale
hithorio unknown; all of wiich means expansion of business and
ingreased traffic for railroads. Nor will the effoet bo restricted to the United
States. In a measuro the impetus started here will countoract tho blight of
short craps in Xurope. The brunt of that calamity must, of course, he borne
there ; and yet the rise in American searritics has alrosdy revived drooping
#pirits on the fopeign bourses and helped restoro tho confidence destroyed by

-

Argontine and other speculations. Moreover, American prospority will
onablo larger purchasos of foroign manufactures, in spite of our higher texiff,
fear of which has boon adding to tho deprossion abroad. The war cloud
which has so lorg threatened still remains, and ssems darker than evor,
At the samo time, hostilitiea aro not likely to begin in tho winter; Russia
will not have completed her new armament for tw> years to come, and the
rolations botweon the vainus powors remain too indefinite to calculate upon
with oortainty. Ultimately, war appears inevitable, At first it may injure
American securities, becauso they will be the best on which to realizs; but
for just the samo reason they will finally be tho beat to hold ; therefore, no
serious or lasting depreciation should follow our stooks in event of u Euro-
pean strugglo.

Gold is coming this way with unexpeoted freedom. This tends to leasen
the poesibilities of very tight money, which has boon a question of doubt to
bulls of the prudent sort. Tho other view cf this gold movement is that it
causos firmor wmoney abroad, whero stocks bave been carried on American
account, and discourages speculation ; to that extent depriving this market
of important foreign support. Still, the immediato course ot the market,
howevor, seems now more promising sgain oun this side for the bull side of
spoculstion as a reaction from the recont depressivn. For the next few days
we look for an aotive warket, with good opportunities for tradera.”

_ Dry Goops.—The trade generally seoms quite satisfied with the volume
of business done during exhibition week. Miny strangers w--¢ seen who
bad not been seon previously in town, and with very few exceptions thoy
all made purchases, The tendency seems to be inclining towards the old
way of customers coming to the city to make their purchasss, instead of
buying from travellers by sample, The city retail trade has profited by the
exhibition episode, and business was quite brisk, and even now is more
lively than it was beforo. As colder woather approaches the call for the
heavier clasu of goods grows

IroN, Harbware AND MEerTALs.—Io pig iton the market does not show
any improvement, but there has been more disposition for business. Stocke
here are light, and in some brands it is expected that there will be a decided
scarcity before lopg. Tin plates show no change, but supplies are now
worked dowa pretty low. It is also reportsd that thore is some difficulty
apprehended about procuring fresh supplies from thie other side. Values
bere, therefore, rule firm. Business in terne and Canada plates remains about
the same, and there is no change to note, Copper, lead, Ruesian and zine
sheets are steady at last week’s figures

Breapsturrs,—The local flour market continues dull. The fact is that
bayers dv not appear to know cxactly the ciurae to pursus, and are content
to hold back for the time being. Values rule easy on the whole, and it ia
quite likely they would be shaded to induco business. Thore is no chanye
in oatmeal. Although the actusl supply on spot is not large, considerable
offerings are antieipated, and b \yora are, in consequence, indiTorent. Teed
of various kinda is fairly steady, but business is not oxtonsive. Beerbohm's
cable roports wheat in England rather easior, and corn a turn dearar. The
Liverpool public csble says:—‘ Wheat dull, demand poor; holders offer
freely. Cotn quist, demand poor.” IuChicago wheat was dull but advanead
}c spot.  Corn has been in demand aud commanded #c premiam.

ProvisioNs.—The demand for pork is improviog, and thers has been
already soms buying for lumber camps, but no considerable transactions ate
reported. It is said that a leading Halifax curor and dealor in this line
deJires to retire from business, having accumulated sufficiont ‘*lucra” to
satiefy bis modest ambition, and will sell out his stock and good-will on vefy
reagsonable terms. Bat, to quoto his words, ¢ poesnish hain't vat she ushed
to vas,” and his successors, whoover they miy be, will not bes likely to find
profits roll in in sucn volumo as our friend did at one time. The Liverpool
market has romained as it was. In Chicago the provision market was
strongor. Potk gained Sc. to 10c. Iugs were 5c. to 10c. lower. The
market was firm for good cattle but slow forothers. The sheap market was
firm.

Burter.—Tho local situation in butter has oxperienced no change. Some
small lots of Capo DBreton butter have beon placed on the market, and being
of fair quality, readily brough! 15¢, to 17¢. A London letter saya :—*“Not-
withstanding the hot weather this weck, the late hesvy prices for butter,
though checked in thoir onward march, have not been diminished, while on
the other hand they have baen increasel on certain selections, Diu-
ish following an official advanco of 2 kroner, having been put up during the
woek to 124s. This is simply a ridiculous price in face of heavy suppliss
from other sources on the market, and tho days must bo fow that will see
a fall, though®an official indication is givon that a rise of a further fow shill-
ings is imminent at Copenhagon. Stocks aro well cleared, and there isa
bealthy aspect about the matket.” The present would scem to be a gool
time to ship tho surplus accumulations said to have boon making in the
province to England.

Cugese.—This market shows rather sn upward tendency in cheeso, and
holders manifest great cunfidence in its future, which appeats to be justitied
by the following ropott from London :— Cheose has boen a decidedly
firmer market this woek, and the firm attitude of holders of English has been
feciprocated as far ns American and Canadian is concerned, tho rise which
hes takon placo in tho Euglish atticle being closely followed by tho Uana-
dian. Dlonty of orders have been put through, and with sollers apparently
anxious {o catch on holders have Lson able to escure a sonsible advancs,
quotations pow ranging frum 43s, up to 50s. for Augusts, a rise of 23, on
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the woek, secondary sorts at 40s. to 44s. being roadily saleable, and causing
holdexs no trouble in tho disposition,”

To day, for instance, quile a trivial event, a mere accident, has brought
back to my memory events of which I have not thought for years—that it
has been indeed the business of my life to forget as completely as possible ;
and so entirely am I, io common with the rest of my kind, a creature of
habit that with memory has come an ungovernable desire to rcopen this old
book and set down i it—i} is the only confidant I ever had—tho expericnce
of to-day.

A glanco over tho gold mining field shows that the industzy has quite
recovered frum tho doprossivn that was apparont early in the seasoa, aud
that it is now buing vigorously pruscouted with most oncouraging resulta.
If the presont retuina coutinuoe for tho balance of the season the total yield
for tho year should prove largo but hardly up to that of 1889.

‘The I’rovinco has been vieited by a number of would be invostors and
sovoral propertics aro now in lreaty for eale.

Mouey in the States is ensior under the good crop returns and tho fail-
ure of the wheat and rye crops in Lurope, and capitalists aro beginning to
look into mining schomes with a view of investing somo of thissurplus cash.
'ghis ht(l; caused a better feeling all around and good gold mines are in

omand,

Wo learn from Mr. J. L. Chesley, artist, that Mr. Geo. McFadden has
discovored a large doposit of mineral paint within soventeon miles of °
Bridgewater, and that a company is being organized to bo called tne
Bridgewater Paint Company to work and manufacturo the same. Some
twonty different shades of tho paint have now been proved to- exist and
it is reported that clay yiclding a large per centsge of aluminium is also
found on the same property and that that valuable metal will also be
manufactured. F. B. Wado, John McGuire and othor names of leading
men in Bridgowater are montioned as connected with the now enterprises

ConGLOMERATES. — Last year at this time tho Stewiacke Valloy conglom-
crates woro oxciting much attontion, and as is too often the case with new
discoveries wero rather overboomod. As a result practical men who would
have put capital into the districls to prove their value by the erection of
quartz mills to test the ores wore driven away by the high prices asked and
the wiiole territory received a set back. ]

Sinco then the work of investigation has been quietly going on and now
the areas at Burnside, Upper Stewiacko, have been purchased, and a mill
will soon be erected and running. Prospecting here has shown evident
value in the conglomeratesand coarse gold has baen discovored in quantities
to warrant the belief that thore is money in the district if it should be scien-
Adfically and economiczlly worked.

The very small mineral display at tho lato local exhibition ehould prove
tho necessity of vigorous and prompt action if this Provincoe is to be credit-
ably represented at tho World’s fair in Chicago.

It takes time to gather mineral specimens from all portions of the Pro-
vinco, and the work should be begun at once. Now is the time to appoint
a commissioner to represent the Province at Chivago, as space has to be
sccured and the specimens of minerals gathered.

The Province of Ontario is already to the front, baving applied forspace,
and our Local authoritics should not permit Ontario to gain any advantsge.

Delays aro dangerous and we trust that no further timo may bo lost in
attending to such an important matter.

Kings Couxty.—A very fino lead of high grado red homatito o has
lately been found on tie farm of Mr. T. B. Mcssenger at Tromont. The
oro is well situated for working, boing on tho mountain sids, and is ahout
half a mile cast of the Tor Brook Mine, now being so successfally worked
by tho Londonderry Steel and Iron Co., It is well situated for shipping,
being near the Windsor and Annapolis branch milway and the projected
extonsion of tho Cornwallis Valloy road. Fiom all accounts this property
bids fair to provoe the finest iron mine yet discovored in this soction of the
Province. An oro of this description, comparatively free from sulphurand
phosphorus as this is reported to be, 18 just what1s in domand for the
}ximking of soft steol, and Mr. Messonger has cvidently a largo fortune on

is farm.

Laxe Carcoa.—Woe noto with unfeigned surpriso that Sheriff’ Archibald
has attached tho Oxford Gold Mine under two claims: the Canada Rand
Drill Company, whose account is $1,500, and the Acadia Powder Company,
who claim §1,000. Weo await dovolopments with considerablo interest.

Mr. John Grant of Halifax evidontly has good grounds of complaint
against tho mansgomont of tho exhibition. Ho wis arranging an artistic
display of copper oro in a space allotted him by onc of tho officers of the
oxposition, and had it nearly completed when tho Sccretary orderod him
to romove it, and on his rcfusing to comply, tho Sccretary ordered two
policemen to carry it from tho building. This was done, and Mr. Grant
has now no idea what becamo of his specimens, and is thinking seriously of
bringing an action against tho propor partics for tho damagoe sustained.
From Mr. Grant's version of the matter wo should judge that ho was most
upjustly and arbitmrily treated,

Tho Mabou Gypsum Company Limited, had an oxcellant oxhibit of
gypsum, flour of gypsum and coal from their quarries and works at Mabou
Harbor, Inverness County, which wo noglected to mentioan in our Exhibion
notes.

All honor then to the
plucky mon who hauled heavy machinery in over this rough road, and who
subsisted on the coarsest and scantiest supplies while the district was being
opened up. Wo understand that a good rosd now leads to tho mine.

MoonT Ustacke.—The Messrs. Allen have commenced to raise ore from
the Wall proporty and will probably be ready fur crushing abuut Dec 1st.

As this proporty is noar the McCalium mice, it is fully expected by tho
Allens to give good resuts. The other works 1eported on in our last two
issues are being continued with good results.

Canipou.—The Dixon Mine in this district is still panning out as well
as usual and a8 it is evidently a true fissure voin the prespects are that it will
continue to do so.

CoLp Stream.—Operations hero continue to prove cncouraging and
1esults will soon settlo the value of the conglomerates of this district.

Orpuau.—The Concord Company are mow pushing work with very
bright prospects. Moro from here in a wook or two.

Woik is entirely suspended at Wino Harbor. In tho Sherbrooke
district there is a littlo prospecting and tributing going on. During the
summer & good deal of surfaco work was done on tho ¢ Wellington "
property and tho adjacent areas, but nothing of any consequonco has been
found. Mr. Hamilton did a great deal of prespecling in the summer at
Mitchell's Lako; ho has suspended work for tho present. Malcomno
Cameron is still prospecting out south of tho old miue, and ho is constantly
finding good drift. ‘The unproclaimed districts between Salmon River and
Goldenville have not been worked this summmer.  We balieve that a fow days’
prospecting and su:face work was dome at Fcum Secum, but without any
rosult as far as wo could learn.

Thoy are now taking the wator out of tho shaft to take out 20 or
25 tons of quartzas a teel. Should the result prove satisfnctory it is the
intontion of owners to put up a five stamp mill.—Qold Hunter.

CHINESE SILVER MINING IN MONGOLIA.
Br H. F, Dawes,
From the Engineering and Mining Journal,

Tn Chira.sll minorals are, theorotically at least, the property of the

omporor, aud the imperisl permission must be got for the privilego of
workiog them. A diiect tax is lovied on this privilege, and by simple
command the emperor csn close a mine at any time.
. Occult geomantio influences sre a large factor in determining the open-
irg or tho arbitrary closing of a mine. The location with reference to
points ¢f tha compass, graves and natural objects may be really or pro-
fegsedly considered as indicating that those influences are favorable or
unfavorable. Ths cotsequence is, of course, that for the authorizution and
encouragement of any considerable enterprise, friends at court, practical
politics, and more or loss bribery, arc required. As a result, most Chineso
mining js illicit, and is carried on in a small wayonly. Often along a siuglo
vein, or over s #mall section of mining country, a few icdividuals obtain
rights over all the openings, most probably by loaning money to the head
men of the operstors and holding the mines as security for the debt. In
such casoes, perhaps for better security, &1l the ore is reduced in the works
established by the creditors, who alto haundle all silver produced. As the
head men are for the most part improvident, and the laws and customs:for
tbe collection of debts are stringent and peculiar, the *office men” or
creditora acquire in time what is practicslly sn ownership of th mines.
Workings are often abandoned, and the title to them is pasesd back to the
office wen. They aro also transferable, with the pormission of the office
wen, and the new operstor usually assumes sll debts of the previous
holder. If be is not known he must piy the dobts on taking possession ;
but they are a home-staying people for the most psrt, and unknown men
seem to be the exception ; so the debt usually runs on for the new man
until trsnrferred again or cancellsd. .

The office men havo a large orgizized force, part at the reduction works
and part st the mines. The former part coneists of bookkeepers, store-
keepers (for the offico men supply the head men in great part with tocle
snd materiale,) and represontatives of the office to ovorses all dotails of tho
reduction of ore, and last, but by no means least, watchwmen who are present
day snd night in every section or depsrtment. The miae force usually
consists of ap inspretor snd watchmen for each opening; but when the
operiogs are isolated, or when inspectors or watchmen are increased becinss
the mipo is in borparzi, a covk spd otber farctionarios are added. Tho
inspeclor watches the interests of tho office men, seoa that the terms of the
contrsct sro fuifilled, is on band when ore is being taken out, reporis daily
oo the appearance of the headings, and keeps the office thoroughly posted
upon matters in his district, .

A promising outcrop is usually the starting point of the mining work.
As soon as the miners have ran in on it far enough to bs under cover, they
have in most cases sunk ob it, probably fullowing the ore or the most
premising indications, no advantage being tiken of opportunities for opening
by adit tunnels. Tko shafts are more or less irrgular, though some lifts of
60 ft. or more are oxceptione, following swmall ssams of spar, and in some
cases morely the clay selvago. Tho timbers aro about 3 in. in dismeter, snd
when not used for shoriog up brd ground, are placed across the ends of tho
shaft about 2 ft. spait, ard alternately from one end to the other, to serve as
ladders, In unproductive ground the shafts ara never moro than 3 ft. long.
Lo open stopes stulls are similirly placed for ¢limbing shoat on. They serve
much better for ladders than the Mexiciwu no'ched pote, can he travelled
over more quickly and with Leaviir lewds. When the vein is wore flat,
stulls aro often eet oppesite each othor, and on the fiot-wall side a atick
thrown across them sesves a3 a foot rest. When the vein is flatter yet, stepa
a10 cut directly 1 tho foot wall, and timbors arg dispoosed with entirely,
uplesa needed for bad ground.

Very fow large timbers are csed in tho mines. In bad grouud, the
gallezics being fur the moet part small, the operciors seom willing to take
their chauces of caving; but sech shoring as is used when absolutely
necossary is of the flimsiest character. Tho galleries aro about 3 ft. bigh
snd 2 ft. wide, just of the siz> that 2 man cin earily work in, seated on the
floor or 8 small block of wood, As litilo wasto dirt as possible is carzied to
tho surfsce, sbandoned workings being usually packed with it. Even
gallerics in use are grsdoally filled, g0 as ty leave only just room eaough 10
get through  No dsiiling is douo or powder used, and all work is dono by
hawmer and clizel. Tho hawmern sre: of cert irun, w ighing 6 o 8 ibe,
with Landles 6 in. long, and the chisels ate of iron, tipped with steol,
~haipened at the forge and wmpered. Tho hammer-hoads ars worn io s
skort time into cup-sheped depresrivns, which the miners seom to think
reduce the davger of n.i:sing the chisel head.

All the work s eingli-bhanded. The mino: nlwaya site-while at work,
with his lamp hanging from a twig wedgid sciosa the drift in & convenient
positicn. Maby of tLo lamps cro beaten cut of lead, filied with peavut ol
ond provided with twisted cotivn w.chs, wlich they spin themseives by
hand. The wssto that has to be taken to the surfaco is carried vp in swsll
‘sballow baskets on the shoulders of boye ; pour oro 18 slwaye taken up in
this way acd sorted on tho surfaco rear the movth of tho workivgs, while
firsl-clses oro i sacked underground and laken to the head men in small lots
s fast as extracted. Most f1equenily nich oro must be taken from tho vein
ouly in the prosence of tho inspector. When 50 1ba. or more sro collecied
it is carried to the storehouse of the offico men as provided in the contract.
