of Sootland and of the Free Church of
Scotland convened at Edinburgh on the 22nd
.of May. The United Presbyterian Syned also
met in Edinburgh and within the Assembly
Hall of the Free Church there on the 5th
May. The General Assembly of the Presby-
terian Church in Ireland met at Belfast on the
:5th June. The moderators who presided over
the deliberations of these courts respectively
were :—the Rev. Dr. Chrystal, of Auchinleck:
ths Rev. J. C. Burns, of Kirkliston : the Rev.
Dr. Jeffrey, of Glasgow, and the Rev. Dr.
Watts, of Belfast College.

In the Church of Scotland Assembly no
burning questions came up for discussion. It
was an unusualiy quict Session. There wereno
oises of discipline. The opening sermon
preached by Principal Tulloch, the retiring
Moderator, in the grand old Cathedral of St.
Giles’, was perhaps one of the most noticeable
features. It was worthy of the man and the
Joccasion—elaborate and profound. The Earl
of Rosslyn, Her Majesty’s Lord High Commis-
gloner, “was also very happy in bis openirg ad-
dress. This is now the fourth time in suc-
ossion thet he has occupied the throne.
’l‘hough not a Presbyter, His Grace has always
mamfestcda. deep interest in the proceedings
of the General Assembly. In the House, as
¥ell as at Holyrood, Lord Rosslyn is very
popular, so much so that were the question put
tohim we might expect to hear the reply,
“Almost thou persuadest me to become a Pres-
byterian.” The report of the committec on
Union with other churches created a little
breeze,” and brought & number of leading
members to their feet ; as also an overture on
the formula of subscription for Elders; but by

far the most important matters disaussed were
the reports of the various missionary agencies
of the church, and not the least interesting of
these was the report of the Colonial Committes,
in which the committee foreshadowed theu'
future policy towards Canada, namely, their
intention of restricting grants to the new
settlements and Provinces of the Dominion,

In the Free Church, the vexed question of
disestablishment received a share of atteation.
The chief debate of the session, however, had
reference to the case of Professor Robertson
Smith of Aberdeen, during the hearing of
which the House was densely crowded. When
the vote was taken it was found that 821 were
in favour o. gerving a libel on the professor,
and 320 favoured the appointment of & com-
mittee to confer with bim. The libel as
amended by the Assembly charges the learned
professor with having published views respest-
ing the books of Scriplure at variance with the
teachings of the Church, specially for the ex-
pression of doubts as to the authorship of
Deuteronomy.

The United Presbyterian Synod had its
hands full with heretical sentiments respecting
future punishment, and the Confession of Faith,
and other indescretions iterated and re-iterated
by the Rev. David McCrae of Gourock, the
painful result being that he was judicially sos-
pended from exercising the functions of the
ministry. The Irish General Assembly was
chiefly exercised on the question of
«]INSTRUMENTAL Mustc.” In the end, the
vote stood 313 sgawnst, and 278 in favour of
the organ. A large majority of the ministers
voted in favour of instiumental music, but the
clders, whether wisely or not, turned the scale
decisively against it. We hope in fature num-
bers to be able to refer more perticularly to
some of thess topics. We regret to hear that
our worthy delegate to the Irish Assembly was
sccrowded out.”” Such a thing could not under

In Aots 18 ie an account of Paul’s first preaching
at Corinth. Referring to it ho says, ! Cor. 2 3. Not
very lovg after the formation of a Christian Church
st Corinth, falso teachers disturbed it greatly, and
led some away into very erronecous views. One of
them was that there is no resurrection of bodies.
Some of tEem professed great spirituality of thought
#¥ing, * tho resurrection is past already,” 2 Tim 2,
18-that the only resurrection ig that of souls from
being dead in sin to newness of life. Corinth, as
Paul well knew, was a placo wheretheadvancement
of such views was peculiarly dangerous: for the
Greeks Sophoi—or wise men—laughed at the idea of
resurrection of hodies, Acts 19:32; and as far as
their views touched the goneral mind, they would
help the influenco of fulse teachers of the Church on
that particular point. But tho rosurrection of the
body was to Paul a doetrine of t} e utmost moment,
first, because the resurrection of the body of Christ
wasone of the great proofs of his Messinkship—of the
truth of Christiarity, and sacond, becauso personal
resurrection is & great object of Christian faith and
hope.  From v. 8 Paul deals with two questions by
which the talse teachers opposed the doctrine of the
resurrection, First “ How are the dead raised up?”
BHow can it be?”” Inanswer, ho represonts that as
2 very foolich question in view of the wonderful
changes of mnatter in other departments, v. 36-38,
The 2nd question was, * With what body do they
come ?”’ aud they argued that as the body is often
nowaclog tothe soul the resurrection of it was not
desirable, In answer, Paul set forth such views of
the body after the resurrection as are completely
opposed to the idea of any such influence, v. 50.

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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY.*

The fifth General Assembly of the Pres-
byterian Church in Canada opened in St.
Andrew's CLurch, Ottawe, Wedneeday evening,
11th June. There was a very large attendance
of Commissioners, indeed unusually large for
the opening of Assembly. The attendance of
visitors was also large. The services opened
by singing the 100th Psalm, reading the 122rd
Pealm, prayer, reading the 16th Chapter of St,
Mark, and singing the 69th Paraphrase,

The retiring Moderator, Rev, Dr. Jenkins,
of Montreal, preached the annumal sermon.
His text was ;— ’

As thou has sent Me into the world, evon so_have
T alzo sent them into the world, 8t. John, xvii., I8.

He said the twelve Apostles were gent into
world by Jesus Christ, as God had sent Him.
This apostleship, thus ordained, and ordered by
both the Father and the Son, was perpetuated
to the nineteenth century, and existed in the
Church to-day. For they to whom was com-
mitted the ministry of reconciliation were
Apostles, not in its technical and official sense
a8 used in the first age of the Christian Church,
but in a broader sense—the literal sense.
They were sent forth into the world as were
the twelve, and Jesus before them, to whom
was confided the original message from God, of
good-will towards men. St. Paul was the
true Apostolic model, on whom modern
ministers were to fashion their course. He
was & grand model, and, indeed, his examples
had never been surpassed, even if equalled, in
ihe history of the Church, excepting by Christ
Himself. The Moderator advised young min-
isters to imitate no man, no modern example,
but to take their inspiration from the book of
life itself. The rock upon which many young
minigters had split was that of selecting some
populer living preacher, or an admired profess-
or, as worthy of imitation. The result was
that they follewed their cherished model in
some ungainly gesture, unattractive elocution,
tricks of style ; but the robuster qualities, the
real solid and valuable characteristics—those
which lay at the root of popularity and power—
were either overlooked in the modelling or
found too difficult to copy. There was only
one model he would advise them to follow;
and that was He who, in a ministry of only
thres years, had lived as no men lived before,
and taught doctrines which had never been
equalled for purity, holiness, and simplicity—
he advised them to copy the Saviour Jesus

Christ himself, Devoutness distinguished his
life, and he loved to commune with his Father
in prayer. With great self-denial and zeal hs
worked the works of Him who had sent Him,
It was His gole desive to finish the task His
father nad set Him—to save mankind. The
qualities enumerated, snd all those which
contribute to the best side of hyman life, wers
those charasteristies which went to build up
the religious side of Christ’s life. He urged
them to endeavour to imitate the devot:dness,
the tenderness, the strength and endurance of
Christ’s piety. How was all this to be accom.
plished ¥ By earnest, constant, pe.sonal study
of the oracles of God ; by much private prayer;
and by a simple every day faith in Christ as »
pereondl Saviour. The ordinary services of a
minister were nothing unless guided by really
devoted Christian men, A whole hour should
be set aside every day from the toil and bustle
of life for communien with God, Such a course
would tell powerfully upon their ministry, the
discharge of their pastoral duties, and their
pulpit work. Their work should ever be
sanctified by earnest prayer. The meeknes
and earnestness of Jesus in the prosecution of
His mission were worthy of imitation by min.
isters. The concealment of personal power,
rather then display, was a characteristic of
Jesus. No true minister of Christ boasted of
great powers and claimed that they had bee
overlooked by the Church, As sure as such
men pushed themselves forward, so sure would
they fail in obtaining the preferment they
desited. The men who rise to places of
prominence were those who did not thrust
themselves forward in the streets or cry out
that they had been sct aside and overlooked.
The men who shrunk from responsibilities
these were the men who were promoted. The
weakest member of the Church should remem-
ber that by carnest prayer and work he could
merit promotion, The teaching of Christ in
substance and manner was also worthy of being
studied and followed. It nas in harmony with
that morally defective coudition of humanity
which prompted His being sent down by the
Father. The teachings of Christ could be
classified under three heads :—The fact of
human sin, the penalty of human guilt, and
the purpose of God in regard to human salvation.
He devoted a few words to the ethical teaching
by Jesus, who propounded a law of duty and 8
law of love with greater puwer and force then
the great Athenian philosopher. The Moderator
requested them to follow out the investigation
of this subject in every day’s study as s
preparation for effective pulpit ministration.
Be teachers and preachers after the supreme
model he had referred to ; insist on the law o
duty as Christ did, so as to make men think
that in obeying they were yielding to the la¥

of love. They should teach men to be trug
good, 2nd virtuous, not alens to nceept the mer

Cochrane of Brantford, the Couvener of the
General Assembly’s Home Mission Committee,
ws nominated by ten Presbyteries. For Pro.

The Revds, Dr. Proudfont, of London, and
Professor Gregg, D. D., of Toronto, und Messrs.
Renneth McLenunan, of Charlotetown, P.E.1.,,
John Fraser, and John Laing of Dundas, were
also nominated.

On motion of Dr. Bav, seconded by Hon.
AtreawDER Morris, Dr. Reid was unanimously
tlected, and having put on the robes of Office,
w83 conducted to the chair as Moderator, Dr,
Reid was_greeted with hearty applause as he
ros to address the Assembly, and was visibly
sfiected by conflicting emotions as he did so.

pointment of a general day of thanksgiving ;
the address to the Marquis of Loine and Prin-
cess Louise on their arrival ; the reply of the
former ; a letter to the Governor General and
Princess Louise on the death of Princess Alics,
expressing condolence, and the reply; also s
letter acknowledging the receipt of the petition
in favour of closing post-offices on Sundays.

Committees on Bills and Overtures, also on
Commissions were appointed, and the Assembly
then adjeurned.

Dr. Kexp, Ottanag, said he believed the ap.
pointment of judicial committees to be uncon-
stitutional and wltra vircs, because it relegated
to a committee judicial functio.s which should
alone belung to the Court. This was a consti-
tutional chauge of & most vital character, and

while he admitted the Church itself could effect)

such a change, he did not think the Assembly
itself had power to delegate its authority to a
Star Chamber Committee, The Assembly
should call and hear parties and decide itself on
the guestion;

The MODERATOR remarked that the last
speech was somewhat out of place, becanse the
Court had by vote decaded to refer ihe whole
matter to a Judicial Committee.

After further discussion as to the best pro
cedure to be adopted, the Assembly adjourned
without voting on the question.

EVENING SEDERUNT.

S8ABBATH-SCHOOL WORK.

Mr. McEweN, of Ingersoll, presented the
report of the Committee on Sabbath.schools.
The report stated that the Committee met at
Peterboro’ on the 9th of Octoher last, when a
series of questions were prepared. Owing to
the limited returns no general conclusien conld
be arrived at as to the condition of this work
among our people. After treating of the work
under the various features enumerated, two
central facts deduced from the doia glenned
were emphasizéd : (1) the work, character, and
equipment of the teachers, and (2) organizition
of the work in Sessions a1.d Presbyteries in her-
mony, the doctrine, and Church teachings. In
regard to the first, the Synod of Torouto and
Kingston recommended certain changes, among
which were the following :—

(1) That the International series of lessons be
supplemented by a portion of the shorter cate.
chism, to be committed with each day’s lessons.
(2) By adding a portion of Scripture ; especially
the Psalms, to be committed fer each Sunday.

byterian Church, embracing also our Church
polity and the Seriptural significance of the sa-
craments of Baptsm aud the Lord’s Supper;
and further, that teachers’ weekly meetings bo
held for the study of the lesson, that teachers
be members in full communion ; that changes
in offivers and schools and appointments in new
schools be subjected to ratification of sessions,
that a scheme of giving Normal class lessons be
adopted.

Mr. Strarth, of Paisley, advocated placing
Sabbath-scheols under the supervision of the
sessions, aud narrated the instance of a Sabbath-
school complainiug bicanse the pastor of the
church in counection with it sught to exercise
supervision, He did not think such a com-
plaint was well taken. Surely it was the
pastor’s duty to exercise supervision when he
was resprnsible fur his charge.

Mr. Forest, of Halifux, said that if a Little
common sense wers at times exercised there
would be no strugyle between pustor and teach-
ers as to the mastery of Sabbath-schools. It
was stated by Principal MacVicar that young
men left Sabbath-school because the teachers
were 1o better informed than themselves. He
however, was not of that opinion, but believed
the cau-c of young prople leavit g the schools
was that grown-up prople never attended Sub-
bath school. When young people reached a
certain age they desired toassociate with adults,
and therefore left the Subbath-schools because
the adults did not attend.

At this stage the discussion was adjourned,
and after a number of committees had been
a})pointed by the Mo lerator, this Sederunt was
closed with the benediction.

Mr. DaviD MoRRIOE, of Montres], presented
the report of the Presbyterian College, Mont-
Ml real, It states that the whole number of

B students on the roll last year was 64, and that of
i tho nine who have completed their course and
% a0 now applyingfor licensure, four are prepared

to enter upon the work of French Evangeliza.
tion. The whole nmount to the credit of the
Collego is $27,347, or $180 more than last year.
But the total receipts are less than last year.
There were 37 students in the Theological de-
partment, and 27 in McGill College, or in the
Erepamtory department. Forty-thres students
ave gone into the Home Mission field.

THEOLOQICAL HALL, HALIFAX,

Dr. Brrxs presented the report of che Hali.
fax College. The Board regrets to be still un.
der the necessity of reporting a shortening in
the ordinary College Fund. In 1876, the con.
gregations contributed $3,088, i. e., over and
above the interest yielded by investments., In
1877, $2,346 were reported. In 1878, 81,419,
18. The congregational collections forthe pre-
sent year have amounted to $1,698.01. The
balance against the fund, 1st May, 1878, was
$1,541.95 ; the balance against the fund, st
May, 1879, is $1,941.47. The receipts from
all sources during the year have amounted to
$7,090.18. The number of Theological Stu-
dents is 19.

MANITOBA COLLEGE.

Dr. ParTERsoN presented a report of his
mission to the Mother Country to solicit assist-
ance for the Endowment of Manitoba College.
It set forth that the failure of the Glasgow City
Bauok and other causes prevented his getting
sny assistance towards a capital fund, and he
had to content himself with obtaining assist-
ance for the erdinary revenue of the college.

Dr. CaAvEN moved seconded by Dr. Jenkins,
that the reports of the several colleges mow
read be remitted to a ccmmittee with instruct-
ions to consider them careitlly, and to report
to the General Assembly as soon as convenient,
With regard to the finances of Manitoba Coile
the committee are instructed to confer with
Committee on the Home Mission report, with
a view of agreeing, if possible, upon some plan
of support which shall approve itself to Eoth
committees. In making this motion he svated
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that there was much in the report to make
them glad, and perhaps the most satisfactory
feature was that so many young men were
offering themselves for the ministry. Hespoke
strongly in regard to the necessity of providing
ministerial education, and favoured the setting
apart of a Sabbath for the purpose of bringing

e question before the congregations.

Mr. Laixg, Dundas, moved seconded by Dr.
Cochrane, in amendment that the Assumbly
resolve itself into a Committee of the Whole
on the reports. He urged that this question
should be dealt with by the whole Assembly,
and not by small committees.

PrincipaL GRANT, moved, seconded by Dr.
Kemp, that the college reports be considered
in open Assembly. Carried.

THEULUGICAL EDECATION.

Dr. Cavex presented the re-~vt of the
Committee on Theological Educadon. It
contawned the following among other recom-
mendations.

1. Parents are earnestly and affectionately
reminded of the duty of dedicating to the Lord
for service in the Holy Ministry such of their
children as by possession of the requisite qua-
lifications seem marked out by the Head of the
Church as proper persons to receive training
for this office.

2. Sessions and Presbyteries are required to
make diligent and careful enquiry whether any
young men are to be found within their
bounds whose attention should be specially
directed to the claims of Christ upen themn
witla respect to the ministry of the church, and
*. «ii and encourage in all proper ways such
available young men as may declare their pur-
pose to cousecrate themselves to tlus sacred
vocation,

3. Presbyteries shall exercise a kind' and
feithful supervision over students and intend-
ing students resident within their bounds, and
shall always endeavour to incuicate upon them
worthy views of the exalted office to which they
aspire, and to encourage them in the arduous
course of study by which the church has wisely
determined that her ministry should be reached.

4. It is the duty of Presbyteries to examine
all persons presenting themselves as intrants
on the study of theslogy respecting cheir moral
and religious character, their motives, and their
general fitness to study for the ministry, a .4, if
satisfird, to certify them to the college or the
Board of Examiuers connected with the college
in which they propose to study.

5. It is requires of Presbyteries to preseribe
to students, whether in theology or in the pre-

ritory course, resident within their beunds

uring summer, a written exercise, and if
satisfied therewith, as 2lso with the deportment
of the students and with any mission work done
by them, to certify them accordingly to the
senate of their college.

6. Students on entering theology er on in-
timating their purpose to study for the minis.
try, must be members of the church in full
communion, aud all such students are required
during their course to be in full communion
with a congregation of the chuich in the place
where they are prsecuting theit studies.

7. Students are recommended to take a full
course in arts in some approved college, and ob-
tain their degree before entering on the study ot
theology.

8. With the view of encouraging students
to take s full university course, sessions aand
boards of examiners are enjoined to use their
best endeavours to institute scholarships which
may be annually competed for by students
taking each course.

9 Studen's who are unable to take the full
course of graduates are required after pussing a
preliminary examination to complete a two
years curriculum in some approved college aud
to pass examinations connected therewith ; but

‘| in no case shall an actual attendance on the

classes of less than six years be accepted unless
by permission of the General Assembly.

RETIRING MINISTERS.

Mr. Laixe, presented the report of Commutee
on applications to retire from the active duues
of the ministry. The recommendations of the
report were considered seriatim and adopted.
In terms thereof, leave was granted to Rev.
Dr. Fraser, of Bondhead, to retire. The As
sembly further agreed that s name be re
tained ou the roll as senior pastor of his con-
gregal:, , and his name be transmitted to the
commiitee on Agedand {nfirm Ministers’ Fund.
Leave to retire was also granted to Rev, Jumes
Dick, Rev. Wm. Forrest, aud Rev. W. Hau-
cock. The application of Rev. Duncan Mor
rison, of Owen Sound, was d clined.

CHANGES IN PRESBYTERIKS.

Mr. CampPBELL, Moutreal, presented the re
port on this subjrct, w'1ich was adoptd is
amended form.  Jater alia,—it recommended
that the petition for the crection of a new Pres:
bytery in the Western Section of the Church,
under the name of the Presbytery of Maitland,
be granted. It was further agnied that the
Rev Samuel Jones, of Brussels, be first Mo-
derator of the new Ireshytery, - which is ap-
pointed to bold its first meeting at Wingham
on the 8rd Tuesday in July. Smd Prshytery
to be uuder the jurisdiction of the Synod of
Hamilton and London.

OTTAWA LADIES' COLLEGE.

The report of the Committee recommending
the affiliation of the College 1o the Geneial As
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sembly was accepted. Dr. Burns explaining
that there were no pecuviary obligatious in-
volvel in so doing.

AGED AND INFIRM MINISTERS' FOUND.

1'r. MIppLEMIss presented the report of the
Comaittee on the Aged and Infirm Ministers’
Fund for the Western section of the Church.
The report stated that there were on the list
twenty {wo retired ministers, and that three
names appeared there this year for the first
time. Inall §4,582 vere paid as annuities,
expenses $93, the proportion of gencral ex-
penses $150, and proportivn of agents’ salaries
$200, total $5,026. This year there was a
prospect of au iwprovement in the condition of
the fund. It was, however, requested that the
Assemhly would direct the attention of minis-
ters to the necessity of their contributing re-
gularly to the fund. The report proposed to
fix the minimum annuity at $200, and recom-
mended that no anuuity shall exceed $250,
where the retired minister receives more than
8400 from other sources. It was further pro-
posed that the fund should be disassociated
from the Widows’ and Orphans’ Func.

On wotion of Mr. McMvuLLEYN, seconded by
Dr. Bukxs, the report was adopted.

Mr. Sincfair presented the report of the
same fund for the eastern section of the Church,
which shoaed the income last year to have
been $1,157 and the expenditure $1,494, show-
ing a deficit of $337.

The CoxVENER spoke warmly in favour of
maintaining the fund, and unged wpon the
Assembly the necessity of urging upon ministers
and congregations to hiberally contribute to it.

PrinciraL GRANT moved, and Dr. WaTERS
seconded, the adoption of the report, expressing
the desire that the funds of the Eastern and
Western  Section might be amalgamated as
speedily as possible.

WIDOWS' AND ORPHANS' FUNOS.

Mr. CAMPBELL, Montreal, presented the re-
port of the Fund of the Presbyterian Church of
Canada in connection with the Church of Scot-
land. Tho assets were about $93,000, an in-
crease of nearly $3,000. The number of an-
nuitanis was jforly one. It was recommend-
ed that a committee be appointed to receive
the late Dr. Spenee’s, of Ottawa, hequest.
A rsolution was adopted, suthorizing the Mo-
derator to apuoint such a committee.

Mr. T. W. TaxLor, of Toronto, presented a
similar report of the fund of the lats Canada
Presbyterian Church. The numbir of annui-
tants was 39. [ucrease of fund, $1,997. The
total fund was §93,614.

Dr. PATTERSON presented the report of the
fand in connection with the Presbyterian
Church of the Lower Provinces. The receipts
were $2,267 ; expenditure, $1,183 ; balance at

credit, $1,084. The report recommended the
union of the different funds.

Rev. Dr. McGREGOR presented the report of
the fund in the Lower Provinces in connection
with the Church of Scotland. It shewed the
receipts for the year to have been $1,024, and
the expenditure $650 ; balance $374.

It was moved by Dr. WATERs, seconded by
Hon. Alex. Mogrris, that the various commit-
tees on the Widows’ and Urphavs’ funds be
instructed to confer with a view to the amalga-
mation of the various funds, and to report a
scheme for that purpose to the next General
Assembly, together with the draft of an Act to
accomplish that end,

The committees on the Aged and Infirm
Ministery’ and Widows and Orphars’ funds
were empowered to confer together with a view
of devising a means of keeping the annual ecl-
lections of ¢ach svparate, and also that a special
wollection for the Aged and Infirm Ministers’
fund be taken up.

EVENING SEDERUNT.

Principal CAVEN presented the report of
Committee on Correspondence with other
churches. A commission had been given to
Mr. Croil to represent the Church before the
General Assembly of the Church of Scotland
which met in Edinburgh in May last. The
Rev. J. M. King had be n commis-ioned to
apprar before the General Assembly of the
Presbyterian Church in [reland.

At this stage the Rev. G. W. Sgrorr, of
North Berwick, was introduoced to the Modera-
tor as the delegate appointed by the General
Assemnbly of the Church of Scotland, and took
2 seat on the platform amid the hearty ap-
plause of the House.

HOME MISSION REPORK.

Dr. CocHraxg, Convener, snbmitted the
annual report which, as usaul, contained a vast
amount of information resp cting the Home
Missionary operatiens of the Church in the
Western Section.  After referring to the york
done within the bounds and under the.diree-
tion of the several Presbyteries, Dr. Cochrane
carried his immense audience with him in im-
agination to the Muskoka aud Parry Sound re-
gwns, to the Manitouhn Islaud, Saunit St.
Marie, Silver Islet, and the shores of the t
inland Sea, Lake Superior, in all of which places
the committee was actively prosecuttug its
work. He then went on to make special men-
tion of Manitoba and the North West Territo-
ries as by far the larg-st, most hopefuol,-and
most necessitous ficld of their operations. In
Manjt.ba they had already seventeen ordained
missionari 8 and have ninety preashing sts-
tions. There the Presbyterian element predo-
minated, and by proper effort, it would be made
a Presbyterian comntry. In connection with
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the Prince Albert Mission, it was announced
that Mr, Ross, the missionary, had collected
$1,800 in aid of the mussion. He also paid a
high tribute to the Church of Scotland, the Free
Church, and the Presbyterian Church in Ire-
land, for assistance rendered to missions on
this continent. There were in connection with
the Home Missions, 494 places where the
Gospel was preached, 28,218 worshippers, 8,684
families, and 10,604 communicanis. Detailed
explanations were given regarding the financial
position, and the efforts at reducing expenses.
The total indebtedness, notwithstanding all
cfforts, was $11,050. The increase in debt
was, owing to the increase in the field, and a
general effort was required to sustain the work,

On metion of Dr. Jenkins, it was decided
to suspend the presentation of reports and to
hear the delegate from the Church of Scotland.

DELEGATE FROM CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.

MR, SprOTT wasintroduced, and was received
with applause. He said that be thanked them
very much for the kind reception they had
,given him, which he felt was an expression of
their warm feelings towards the Church of
Scotland. It was deeply interesting to him to
come amongst friends, and to be present in
this Assembly. He assured them that he
aegretted very much that the Church of Scot
1and was not better represented. Those whom
the Assembly wished to send were unable to
-come, and he was really only here because of
the very strong desire on the part of his Church
that somebody should be sent out, and the
difficulty of getting anybody to come on so
short notice. Notwithstanding the pressure

t on him, he wonld not have come here had

not known that Canada had some claims on
him, and that any information which he might
obtain might be useful to the church which he
represented. His first duty sfter having said
85> much by way of introducing himself, was to
sssure them of the deep interest which the
Church of Scotland took in the werk and pros-
perity of the Presbyterian Church 1n Canada, (ap-

use.) Many of them knew the course which
Church of Scotland bad thought right to
) with regard to Colonial re-union since
5861. Their colonial clergy had always been
gingalarly loyel to the Church at home—much
more anxious for the guidance of the Church,
indeed, than the Church was willing to give.
He stated that the Church of Scotland had ae-
quiesced in the union of the Presbyterian
hodies in Australia and also in Ceylon, and
littesly in the union in Canada. Though they
yegrotted that the union had not embraced all
4 congregations, the Church had felt it its
duty to assume a policy henceforth of non-in-
tervention and impartisl npeutrlity. The
¢hurch recognized her clergy in both bodies ns
gqudly loyal to her, and would, if possible, ac-
RA -

- .

cording to its ability, assist both in supplying
religious ordinances to the Presbyterinns in
thege colonies. This was perhaps not very
easy for her, but at the same time the Church
could not probably have adopted any other
policy. It was not the wish, and he believed
it was not the interest of the Church of Scot-
land, to sever the bonds of connection which
united her to the great Presbyterian unions
which were growing up in the different colonies
of the Empire. He exhorted them not only to
labour for Presbyterian uilon, but for a union
of the whole Church of Christ. Having said
so much on this point, he felt it his duty to
say a few words on the course of action which
the Church of Scotland had resolved to pursue
henceforth relative to this and other colonies.
The field was so vast and their resources so
limited that they felt that it was necessary to
withdraw grants from the least necessitous
places to those where their needs were greater.
it had accordingly been resolved to gradually
withdraw the grant which had been so long
giver to Queen’s Collegc at Kingston, in
which the Church of Scotland had taken so
great an interest, and of which he was glad to
see that his friend Principal Grant was now at
the head. 1t had also been decided to with-
draw the grant in the course of 1wo years made
to the Theological Hall in Halifax, gradually
to withdraw grants from the settled, organized
congregations in older Canada, and only to give
new grants to new districts, or new Provinces,
where immigrants had to struggle with the
difficulties they had to encounter in settling
these new districts. They wou'ld see that there
was ample room in this large tract for all and
for much more than the church of Scotland
was able to do. He dared say that if they did
enough in these districts they would be pretty
well satisfied with their conduct. (Applause.)

Mr. Sprott then gave a cxmprehensive and
interesting account of the Endowment Scheme
of the Church of Scotland,and its various and
wide-spr« ad Missionary Schemes. In concluding
an address characterized by rare judgment and
good taste, Mr. Sprott expressed the great
pleasure which he felt in being present, and in
listening to the statemeuts which hed just been
made, and assured the Assembly of the great
interest which he felt in the welfare of the
Presbyterian Church in Canada. He bad
gained a great deal of useful informatior and
though he was here to msake enquiries, rather
than promises, he would bs gled to make
known te the Colenial Committee any represent-
ations made to him in regard to new districts.

Tag MODERATOR, in suitable end felicitous
terms, thanked the delegate for his presence,
hoped that cordial relatiomships would long
continue between the vemerable Church of
Scotlaud snd the Preshyterian Chureh in
Cangds, and desired Mr. Sprott to convey to
the Genersl Assembly of his Church the thanks
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of the Assembly for their material aid and
kindly sympathy.

STATUS OF RETIRED MINISTERS.

Overtures on the status of retired ministers
were read from the Presbyteries of Lunenburg
and Yarmouth, Peterboro, and Owen Sound,
asking the Assembly to reconsider its decisiow
in this matter, and to allow retired ministers
to retain their status on the rolls of the Pres-
byteries.

Mr. BEXNETT, Peterboro, seconded by Mr.
SoMERVILLE, Owen Sound, moved that the
Asgembly discern in terms,of the overtures in
asmuch 83 20 out of 29 Presbyteries had de-
clared in favour of retaining retired ministers
in full status.

Mr. CroiL, moved in amendment, seconded
by Mr. SINCLAIR, that the General Assembly re-
affirm the decision of last year. He objected to
one of the arguments upon which the overtures
seemed to be based, that years and infirmities
necessarily qualified senior members of Tres.
byteries for the efficient discharge of their
duties. He held the principle that the men
who were dving the work of the Church were
the proper men to wmake the laws of the
Church.

Mr. MivpLEMiss, moved in amendment,
seconded by PriNcirarL CAvEN, that the over-
tures be sent down to Presbyterics fur their
consideration, which was ultimatdy sgreed to
after remarks from Messrs. CanmrneeL, Mont-
real, Dr.JENKISS, Dr. Tore, MEssRs. STRAITH,
BEXNETT, Springville, Gray, Windsor, and Mr.
MacposxeLL, Torunto, who did not sympa-
“thize with the popular cutiry against retired
ministers engagirg in secular callings, if ne-
cessary to their decent maintenance. He
thought it rather to a mawv’s credit that he
should sell sewing machines, or engage in any
other homest ard honourable calling, then
allow himself to be regarded as a pauper.

NEXT MEETING OF ASSEMBLY.

It was agreed that the next General Assem-
bly shall meet in Crescent Street Church, Men-
treal, on the cvening of the Second Wednesday
in June, 1880.

GENERAL PRESBYTERIAN COUNCIL.

A communication was read regarding the
second Presbyterian Council to be held in Phil-
adeiphia in September, 1880, to which the As.
sembly was asked to appoint sixteen represcn
tatives. On motion of Mr. Matheson, (Elder),
seconded by Mr. McLeod, Stratford, it was
after discussion, agreed to elect the representa-
tives by ballot. Several membersentered their
dissent against what appeared to them to be

an innovation of doubtful expediency. At a
subsequent sederunt the ballot was takem in
open court and resulted in the following nomi-
nations which were ratified by the Assembly
nem. con., as follows :—Principals MoKxigrr,
MacVicar, GRANT and CAVEN : Doctors Re1p,
JENKINS and Burng,and Mr.D.J.MACDONKELY,
Ministers ; T. W. TAYLOR, HoN., ALEX. MOR-
ris, Jamrs Croii, Hon. Joun McMurricg,
Dr. McDonaLy, THOMAS McCrAE, Mr, FArr.
BAIRN, of Bowmanville, and Mr. Brair, of
L'ruro, Elders. .

A TRIENNIAL ASSEMBLY.

AN OVERTURE was read from the Presbytery
of London recommendirg certain e¢hangeg in
the constitution of the Church: infer atin,
that the General Assembly should ‘meet triem-
nially instead of annually: that instead of four
Synods there should be only two, with increased
powers ; and that there should be one Board of
Foreign Missions instead of two.

EVENING SEDERUNT.

FOREIGN MISSIONS,

The reports on Foreign Missions for the
Western and Eastern Sections respectively were
presented by Proressor McLAREN and Da,
McGuecor. Ample and encouraging details
were given by Professor McLaren 1espesting
the pregress of our wortk among the aborigines
in the North-West, in Chings, and in India.
The work in Formcsa was prospering greatly
under the management of Mr. Mackay and
Mr. Junor, assisted by twenty native teachers.
Fifteen chapels had been crected, and 263 com-
.nunicants were already enrolled. There weze
cleven Elders, five deacons, and 2000 hearers.
At Indore and Mhow, in Central India, Messrs.
Douglas and Campbdll, assisted by four female
missionaries hiad made o satisfactory commenee-
ment. Zcpana work had been prosecuted sue-
cessfuly. A number of schools had been
cstablished, and a printing prss had beem
utilized for the circulation ot 203,906 copies. of
portions of the Bible. The total expenditare
for the year, by the Western Sectios, was
$26,909. The receipts were $21,315, leaving a
deficit of 5,094.

Dr. McGREGOR gave a brief epitome of the
operations of the committee for the Eastern
Section in Trinidad aud the New Hebrides, in
both of which fields gratifying results had fol-
lowed the labours of our missionaries, and in
both of which there was urgent need for mose
labourcrs. The expenditure for the year had
been $18,652.

Dr. MACVICAR moved, seconded by Mr. Me.
Kinnon, P.E.I,, the adoption of the reports,—
both speakers urging upon the Assembly the
importance of supportir g these foreign missions
on their own account as well as for the reflex
influence upon all the other enterprizes of the
Church which wonld thereby be secured.
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RETURNED MISSIONARY,
After singing a few verses of the 19th Para-

ghra,se, in which "the audience joined very |,

eartily, Mr. CHRISTIE, one of our missionaries
from Trinidad, was introduced to the House,
received an enthusiastic welcome, and delivered
an address full of interest and valuable infor-
mation. He explained that he was home on a
furlough, not only to recruit his physical but
his spiritual system as well. He desired to
bring before them the main features of tl.s
missions in Trinidad. He gave some interest-
ing information regarding the situation, dis-
covery, size, and trade of the Island. The
population of the island was abomt 120,000,
consisting of about ten thousand whites, 80,
000 negroes and coloured creoles, and about 30,
000 or 35,000 Coolies. It was among the
latter that their efforts were specially directed.
About 10,000 of the Coolies were Moham-
medans, and the remainder Hindoos. After
arriving on the Island the Coolies rapidly
impreved, and now took a position decidedly
above the negro population. The Coolies were
naturally prone to be bad, but listened atten-
tively to the words of the missionaries. They
.admitted that the words were good, but usual-
‘1y put off their consideration to a more con-
-venient season. The Coolies were also liberal
in supporting the ordinences of the church,
and he mentioned one poor family which gave
326 per yeur. He gave full details regarding
the work in Trinidad, and said that at present
. -one-fourth of the coolies returned to India. If
they could send them back converted, they
would be of great assistance in converting their
fellow-conntrymen. Not only might they have
sp effect ir India, but there was an important
wotk to be done in the West Indies. If proper-
1y established at Trinidad they would be able
to pay some attention to these fields. What
was most wanted was another missionary. In
Trinidad the members of the church contri-
buted one-tenth of their earnings to the Lord,
and he hoped that the people of Canada would
follew their example.

Tae MoperaToR thanked Mr. Christie for
his address, and assured him of the great in-
terest taken in the missionaries and their work
in Trinidad by this Assembly.

Pamverran GRANT presented the report of
the Juvenile Mission Cominittee, which gave a
satisfactory exhibit. ’

Mr. W. B. MoMorriou, Taronto, presented
the report of the Committee appointed to
propnse a <cheme for the amalgamation of the
Juvenile Mission Committee with the Foreign
Missions Committee, with a view of co-operation
and yet rotairing the indtpendence of each
Committee. The report proposed a scheme
which was adopted by the Assembly.

HOME MISSIONS.

Dr. Warers presented the Home Missions
Report, Eastern section. 1t showed that the
. Committee had under its charge twelve minis.
" ters, eight probativners, 31 students, total 51,
Newfoundland is a special field for this section,
and has missions at the Bay of Islands and
Bett's Cove.  The finarcial position is described
thus :—In May, 1876, our balance was $520,60;
in 1877, $50/,65—our expenditures being thus
$12,95 in excess of income. Last year our
balance came dowr to $170,76, showing an
excess of expenditure of $336,89 ; but this
year the over-expenditure has arisen to $1,447,
80, so that the actual balance against 1s in the
accounts amounts to $1,307,04. The receipts
were $4,211, and the expenditure $5,518. The
report concluded with several propositions to
reduce the expenditure.

SUPPLEMENTS,

Dr. McGreGon presented the report of the
Committeeon Supplements, Maritime Provinces
for 1878-9.

Principal GRANT said that by baving thres
reports on the Home Missions and work of the
Church the pub‘ic was hever able to lexrn the
real extent of this work. There were altogether
130 congregations actually supplemented and
221 ordained missionaries, licentiates aund
catechists actually employed. One hundred
thousand souls, including fourteern thousand
communicants, were thus supplied with spirit-
ual food. The cost to the Chuirch was made up
thus :—The Church here gave §37,000; parent
Churches directly, $4.500 ; Church of Scotland
to British Columbig, $4000, and the grants to
Halifax and Queen’s College from British
sources. The cost of administration was $3,600,
and the debt $13,000. It was proposed to,
abolish the payment of trav.lling expenses in-
curred by representatives on the Committes,
He urged that an appeal be made to those
congregations which had been negligent in
their contributions to this fund. The complaint
that money voted from the Home Mission
Fund to Manitoba College was money mis-
appropriated, was en ohjection not well taken,
as the Collrge was eminently a missionary
effort. The Committee had done well in
Jocating a mission at Prince Albert, in the
North- West, which would be in a few years
oue of the most important centres of Canada.
: He moved, ¢ That the General Assembly re-
'cuive the reports, and exprss satisfaction ot
the large amount of mission work accompli-b-
ed during the year, and the nany new fields
that are thus supplied with the means of
grace. The General Assembly algo desires to
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express its thanks to the Colonial Committees
of the Church of Scotland, Free Church of
Scotland, and Presbyterian Church of Ireland
for their continued interest in our work and
contributions to our funds, and to the Students’
Missionary Societies of our colleges for their
valuable labours during the year. Further,
the General Assembly approve of the appoint-
meut of Rev. Donald Ross as minister of
Prince Albert, and commend him and his
field to the especial interest of the Church and
also approve of the changes suggested by the
Commiitee on Continuous Supply, and grant
leave to the Home Mission Comunittee, western
gection, to supplement the congr gations of
Balsover and Vittoria,, as asked by the Pres.

the General Assembly, while deeply regrettiug
the necessity of reducing the grants for the
past and present half years in the western
section, also sanction the proposed arrange-
ment of the Supplementary Committee, eastern
section, to meet their next payment ; sanction
the action taken, but recommend the Presby-
teries to endeavour to make good the deficits
in their ‘respective bounds, and instruct the
Home Mission Committee in the future
management of the fund to equalize the ex-
penditure and income of each year, and re-
commend that in congregations where no
gpecial effert has been made to reducs tke
present large indebtedness & collection be
taken np at an early date.”

Mr. J. K. BraIr, of Truro, N.S. seconded
the motion, and spoke briefly on the import-
ance of the work.

Mr. CAMrBELYL, Montreal, spoke in condemna-
tion of the proposal in the report to reduce
the grants to missionaries in the North-West,
and claimed that they were the men who were
doin%the real work of which the Church was
proud.,

Mr, WARDEN, of Montreal, announced that
a gentleman had promised him $500 as a
wotribution towards that branch of the work.

Mr. 2nmsTRONG, Ottawa, spoke against any
reduction of the allowance to missior aries, and
argued that there should be a levelling up
ingtead of a levelling down. It was not desir-
sble in the interests of the Church that the
members of the Committee should not be
owed travelling expenses.

_An overture from the Presbytery of Man-
itoba protesting against the proposed decrease
of allowances to ministers in the North-West
¥as presented.

Prof. Bzycr, in support of the overture,
sppealed to the Assembly to act houourably
{owards the missionaries, who had gone to the
No;th-West on certain condiions, one of
which conditions it was now proposed by the
Home Mission Commiittee to alter.

Prof. Harr also supported the overture.

| Mr, LAaiNG moved in amendment, seconded

by Dr. Jenkins,"«That in view of the great
increase in the deficiency in the funds as
reported, remit to a Committee to consider
what steps can be taken towards relieving the
heavy indebtedness by which the mission
fur ds are burdened.” !

After length ned discussion, Principal Ca-
vEN moved a motion setting forth the necessity
of keeping faith with those who had been en.
gaged on certain salaries, and instructing the
Home Missions Committves to commumcate
; with Presbvteries for the purpose of inducing
them to subscribe the delicits in their respec-
tive bow ds.

Principal GraNT moved, ¢ That the reports
be referred to a Committes to prepare a deli.
verance to be submitted at to-morrow morn.
ing's sederunt, and that the Committee be
composed of :—Revs. Dr. Grant, Caven, Coch-
rave, McGregor, Waters, R. H. Warden, C. B,
Pitblado, D. J. Macdonnell, J. Laing, and
Elders Hon. Mr. Creelman, Messrs. A. Morrig,
T, W, Taylor, Thomas McCrae, J. L. Blaikie,
R. Cassels, J. K. Blair, and A. Mutchmora.

Mr. D. J. MacpoNNELL spoke at some
Jength, as a member of the Home Mission
€ommittee, in explanation of the causes which
had led it to propose the reduction of mission-
ary allowances. He proposed several remedics
to prevent future deficits and relicve the pre.
sent He said that the elders of the Church
should be induced to act as liberally as minis.
ters had done in the western section of the
Church. The ministers bad contributed $2,000
out of the §11,000 required. In conclusion, he
urged upon the ministers the importance of
offering up prayers every Sunday for an out-
pouring of hiberality on the part of their con.
gregations, and to specially mention the im.
portance of sustaining the Howe Missions.

Mr. Wisuawr, of Madoc, suggested the es-
tablishment of a Wowan's Home Mission
anxiliary Board.

Dr. Burxs urged that the wants of the
Church should be specified by ministers to
their congregations ; next; associations should
be formed, and then unity in labour for a par.
ticular fund should be adopted on the part of
neighbouring congregations.

- ADMISSION OF NEW MINISTERS.

Dr. JENKINs presented the report of the
Commiittee appoint:d to consider the applica.
tion of miuisters from other (‘hurches for ad.
mission into the Presbyterian Church in Ca-
nada. The report recommendrd that Messrs,
.D. R. Crockett, J. A. R. Dicksos, R. A. Hos.
kin, Autonio Internoscis, J. Kay, J. W. Mc.
Clintock, and T. M. Reekie be admitted as
ministers.

The cases were dealt with seriatim, and
those of Messrs. Crockett and Dickson adopted
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without debate. Mr. Hoskin was restored to
his full status as a minister, he having pre-
viously been in the Presbyterian Church. On
the question of adwmitting Mr. Antonio Inter-
noscia, an ex-priest of the Church of Rome,
without ordination into the Presbyterian
Church, it was decided in the affirmative by &
majority vote. Several commissioners entered
their dissent. Messrs. John Kay, J. W. Mec-
Clintock, and T. M. Reekie were received as
ministers in full standing. It was further or-
dered that Mr. W, A. Chambers be admitted asa
licentiate, and Mr. G. A. Smith be admitted
as a catechist ; thet the application of J. N.
Elliott for admission be not entertained ; and
that'Mr. George Blair’s standing ss a minister be
recognized. Theapplication o§ Mr.W. L. Cun-
ningham was referred back to the Presbytery
that forwarded it, to deal with in a specified
manner. The decision on another application
was re-committed to the Committee for forther
consideration.

SABBATH OBSERVANCE.

Mr. Yarrs HIcREY, a delegate from the
International Sunday Observance Association,
next addressed the Assembly in explana-
tion of the objects of that Association. He
said it was formed for the purpose of securing
8 general observance of Sunday in the Domi-
nion of Canada and the United States, and he
desired to elicit for it the Assembly’'s interest
and support. It bad three principal objects—
(1) concerted action to secure the reduction of

_work on all railways on Sunday within the
limits of necessity and merey ; (2) to secure
the observance of Sunday by the general and
local Governments, including the same limits,
and the discontinuance of the mail service on
that day ; (38) and to secure the same obser-
vance by cammaunities. He concluded by ap-
pealing to the Assembly to give the Associa-
tion every sympathy and support to secure the
consummation of ohjects so beneficial to the
Christian Church.

A vote of thanks for the address and express-
ing sympathy with the objects of the Associa-
tion was unanimously carried.

REPORT OF DELEGATE.

Mr., James Croir, the delegate from the
General Assembly to the Church of Scotland,
gave an account of his mission, and expressed
great pleasure at the manner in which he had
beeen received by that Church and entertained.
Although he had no commission to the Free
Church, he was invited to address its Assembly.
He did so, and was well received. There was
an immense meeting. The result of his dele-
gation was, in his opinion, conclusive proof
that the Assembly shounld never miss the op-

rtunity of sending a delegate to Scotland.

Dr. Ure moved in amendment,

tosend dowa said report to Presbyteries with instrae-
tions that they report as to the principle involved
at the next Gener:) Assembly.

Ho expressed doubts ss to the advisability of
conferring degrees at all, and would be prepared
to support an overture to deprive Queen’s Col-
lege of the power in this direction now held.
He strongly urged that time should be given
for the consideration of this matter.

Mr. Moore seconded the an-endment.

Prineipal McEnicuT, of Halifax, stated that
when he went 10 college it was considered that
theological students required no stimulus, and
for that reason there were no class kopours at
all. He did not hold puritanical views in
this regard, but he considered that the import-
tance of the conferring of these degrees might
be over-rated. He did nct believe that any
competitive examinations afforded a true test
of the capabilities of a man for the work of
the Church.

Dr. Torp supported the scheme, and particu-
larly epposed the proposal to use the powers
confirred on Queen’s College as contrary to the
general uaderstanding at the time of theunion.
It would place the other Colleges in a subordi-
pate positien. His idea would be rather, if it
were found practicable, in the direction of
making Queen’s altogether an Arts University,
and dropping the Theol: gical Faculty at
Kingston. Without pressing this ides, and

in- | while desirous of maintaining the peace and

harmony of the Church, in this as in all other
questions, he supported the motion of Principal
Caven as one which commended itself to his
judgment.

Mr. K. McLENNAN, Charlottetown, said if
the preamble of the act were recognized, all the
rest was mere detail. He did not think they
were in a position to move with such rapidity
in this business.

Mr. MoLEop, Stratford, said that in justice
to the theological institutions other than Queen’s
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College, some such scheme as that proposed
was necessary. By this one all would be
placed on an equal footing. He thought the
small expenditure necessary to carry out the
scheme should not be regarded as an obstacle.

Mr. RoBeERT Munnay, Halifax, did not place
much value on degrees, and thought there was
little necessity for the scheme proposed.

Mr. Forest, Hulifax, urged that time should
be given for the discussion of this matter be
fore the General Assembly passed upon it.

Mr. McMuLLeN, Woodstock, did not think
it was the intention that none but Queen’s
College should have the power of conferring
degrees. This unfairness should be redr ssed.

Mr. BurnFIELD, Brockville, supported the
scheme principally because it would raise the
standard of theological educstion.

Dr. MacpoxaLp, of Hamilton, supported
the motion,

Mr. Cgrorr, Montreal, thought that the
scheme would not promote unity, as, unless
the powers now possessed by Queen’s College
were taken away, they would have two classes
of degrees and, possibly, unwh ilesome rivalry.

Mr. McLenxan, Q.C., hoped that Principal
Caven would not press his motion at the

reseut time. They were all desirous of
gaving a proper solution of this matter, and
the diseussion which had taken place would
tend to promote this object. He was not
prepared at the present time to vote on this
question, and he would like to see it referred
to a large committee.

Dr. MacVicar answered a number of objec-
tions made to the scheme, and strongly sup-
ported the proposition of Principal Caven.,

Mr. D. J. Macdonnell ubj: cted 10 the scheme :
1. Because it was unprecedented. 2- That it
was troublesome, as it would make more work
for their men of distinction, who already had
enough work to do. 3. That it was superflnous,
as the machinery already existed or could with
ease be adopted by the Assembly. 4. That to
a certain extent it was unfair to an institution
in connection with the Church. He suggested
that the proposal made by thé Trustees of
Queen’s College should be adopted, aud that in
corferring degrees the institution in which the
man was educated should receive the credit.

The amendment to the amendment remitting
the matter to Presbyteries was adopted by a
majority of 82 to 73.

THE HYXN BOOK.

Dr. GREGG, joint Convener with DR. Jex-
EINS, presented the report of the committee.
The collection submitted for the approval of
the Assembly contained 289 hymns in all,
chiefly selected from the Euglish Presbyterian
Hymn Book, the Scottish Hymnal, the United
Preshyterian Hymn Beok, and the Free Church
Bymn Book. The hymns had been sent to

Presbyteries to be considered by them, ang
reports upon them had been received from g}
the Presbyteries except six. Sixteen of the
Presbyteries cxpressed general approval, two
disapproved, seven recommended the mettery
be re-committed for another year, three e
pressed no opinion, simply duggesting certaig
alterations and additions. In accordance with
suggestions offered to them, the committee had
made quite a nwmber of changes, omitting
some of the hymns, adding others, and making
a few verbal alterations. The committee ask
to be re-appointed with instructions to aval
themselve s of the suggestions of Presbyteries s
as 1o make the collection as complete as possiblg
and that they be empowered to publish the
book for the use of congregatious in our Church,
They further recommended the appointment of
a committes to select music adapted to thy
Hymns.

Mr. McMuLLEN, Woodstock, and Mr. M
LEop, Stratford, supported an overture from
the Synod of Hamilton and London, recon.
mending that further time be giver for the
consideration of the proposed hymn book, and
that the committee be enlarged. Exception
was taken to some of the hymns now submittet
as not being suitable for country congregations.
Mr. Mvurray, London, also supported the
overture although he thought some of the ob
jections stated were hypercritical. Dr. JENKISs
moved the adoption of the report. He ws
prepared to stake any reputation he had fir
taste on the superiority of the "committess
selection over the English Presbyterin
book on two grounds, 1—That the Englih
book was too lerge, and 2—That it wasa
utter blunder to have mixed up the paraphrass
with the hymns, He was opposed to any fu-
ther delay, but, if the Assembly desired to r-
model or enlarge the committee, he did
thivk there would be the slightest objection,
He claimed for the committee that they b
worked assiduously, that they had a clear ids
of the solemn posiion in which they wer
placed, that they understood as well as as
member of the Assembly that one of the mes
solemn and one of the most important this
in the interest of the church was to secure
best possible book of praise to be used in the;
congregations.

Mr. Forrest seconded the motion, and,
50 d-ing, claimed that the proposed selectin
contained the cream of English hymnology,
that there was no hymn which bad won ay:
thing like general approval which was not
be found there. He hoped that there would
no delay in securing a proper hymn bock.

Some remarks followed from Messrs. M
CHELL and BENNETT, St. John, ARMSTROS
Ottaws, FRasER, Mount Forest, and McL
of Stratford, all of whom took exception, 0w
or less to the collection, and would like furt
time to be taken in a matter of 50 great impy
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tance. Messr, McMwrricn and D. J. Maoc-
DONNELL of Toronto, members of the committee,
having replied, and suggested certain amend-
ments to the motion submitted by Dr. Jenkins,

by remitting them any well considered sugges-
tions they may deem of importance.
The rol} of the Assembly was called, and the
amendment carric d.

EVENING SEDERUNT.
THE WALDENSIAN CHURCH.

A memorial from the Continental Committee
of the Church of Scotland on the Waldensian
Church was presented. It stated that efforts
were being made to increase the salaries of the
Waldensian Missionaries, and the Canadian
Assembly was asked to take the matter into
consideration and make a recommendation.

Mr. SproTT delegate from the Church of
Scotland, briefly addressed the Assembly with
reference to the Memorial He thought the Conti-

| nental Committee would be satistied with the

passing of & resolution of sympathy with the
work.

D:. Torr moved a resolution of sympathy
with th~ proposal and recowmended the object
to the favourable cousideration of the members
of the Church, which was agreed to.

THE ORGAN CASE.

Dr. Torp presented the report of the judicial
Committee on the appeal of certain elders of
Ruox Chureh, Perth, ageinst the decision of
the Presbytery of Lanark and Renfrew on the
organ matter. The report rcommended that
the appral be dismissed, aud that the matter
be referred buck to the Presbytery, with a
reommendation in any future pr ece lings to
adupt the best means to secure prace in fhe
congregation of Kuox Church- He moved the
adoption of the repiort.

Mr. Dopns, Perth, an appellant, was heaid.
He entered into exjplavations regarding the
dificulty, and stated th«t the congregation
was i a very distracted condition. Five votes
had heen taken in less than twelve mouths,

| They desired to know if the session had a right
! toexercise authority in matters of this kind.

A majority of the congregation had- conscien-
tious scruples against the use of the organ, and

the session felt that some consideration must
be shown for their feelings. They ohjected to
the decision of the Presbytery calling & meeting
of the congregation in July for the purpose of
again taking a vote.

Mr. HoLLipaY, another appellant, also ad-
dressed the Assembly, taking a similar position.

Dr. MANN was heard on behalf of tlse Pres-
bytery of Lenark and Renfrew, and explained
the action taken by tlat body.

Dr. Baix also defended the action of the
Presbytery.

Mr. W. T. McMULLEN was not opposed to
the use of organs, as he had one in his own
chureh, but he thought that the existence ofan
organ at Knox Church, Perth, was, under the
circumstanc s, unfortunate. He thought that
the conscientious opinions of ¢ven a small
minority should be considered. He moved an
amendment that the appeal be dismissed on
the ground that the refusal of the Presbytery
to re-consider their action did not furnish
sufticient reason for appealing, but at the same
time the Assembly regard the decision petition-
ed against as ill advised and fitted, however
unintentionnally, to intensify the feeling in
the congregation, and therefore find that the
appellarts have so far cause of complaint, and
further the Assembly counsel all concerned to
svek those things which make for peace.

HOME MISSION REPORTS,

Mr. R. H. Warden presented the report of
the committece on the Houe Mission 1eport.
They recommended the adoption of the re-
commendations contained in the reports, with
slight m.difications. They objected to the
proposal to reduce the salaries of Ministers in
Manitoba, and gave the following estimate of
the amounts required for carrying on the work
during the ensuing year.—

Altogether, the sum of §59,400 was required:
on the basis of the present payments.

The Committee recommended that instead
of making a special appral for the removal of
the present dificits, that there be but one
appeal for the deficits and the current year's
expenditure combined ; that congregations be
instructed to forward contributions to the
respeetive Treasurers ag early as possible, there
being due on 1st October (including the present
debt) about $32,000, so as to warrant the
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Committee’s paying in full all grants, and to
render unnecessary the reduction of 26 per
.cent, as contemplated by the Committee of the
Western Section ; the appointment of  spevial
committee to prepare an appeel to the cougre-
gations, and that every minister be enjoined to
read the appeal on or bLefore the first Sabbath
in Octobes next. Presbyteries were exhorted
to see that this injunction was complied with.
The committees were instructed to entertain no
new applications “or grants until the state of
the fund should warrant them in so doing.

THE PRINCE ALBERT MISSION.

The adjournment of the Assembly was post-
poned for half an hour m order to hear BMr.
DonaLp Ross, late of Lancaster, who had ac-
cepted an appointment to this distant sphere
of missionary labour and who wished to take
leave of the Assembly before setting out upon
his journey. Mr. Ross then addressed the
House in eloguent terms, setting forth the
claims of the great North Western Territories
for Missionary services, and giving a graphic
and interesting account of the field which he
said was destined before long to become an
important centre of industry and civilization.

A resolution in support of Mr. Ross’ mission
was adopted, and before adjourning, special
prayer in the same behalf was offered by
Principal Grant.

MISSION TO LUMBERMEN.

Mr. Moorg, Ottawa, in the absence of Mr,
Gorpox, the Convener, presented this report
which he stated had no features of special
interest other than were contained in previous
Te The work had gone on steadily and
satisfactorily, and, as they had reason to
believe with much benefit to the parties more
immediately interested.

COLLEGE REPORTS.

Dr. Cochrane presented the report of the
committee to whom the college reports were re-
forred.

With regard to Knox College, a resolution
was adopted approving of the efforts to pay off
the indebtedness on the ordinary revenue of
the College, and encouraging the Board of
Managemont to prosecute their efforts to a suc-
cesgful termination. The last Sabbath in
November was set apart for the purpose of
placing before the congregations the claims of
the canse of ministerial education.

The question of the defining of the limits of
the constituency of the Presbyterian College,
Montreal, was referred to a comimittee who sub.
ssquently reported in substance as follows. (1)
that there be no charge made in the termitory
assigned to the college. (2) That the treasurer
of the western section be instructed to pay
Montreal College $500 for the current year.
(3) That the Assembly appointia cowmittee to
consider the whole question of the support of
theological colleges in the western section, and
to report to the next Assembly. The committee
to consist of Rev. Dr. Reid, convener; Dr
Caven, Dr, MacVicar, Dr.Grant, ministers ; and
David Morrice, G. Macdonnell, J. L. Blackie
and J. McLennan, M. P., elders, with power to
fill up vacancies arising from inability to act.
The report was adopteg.

LOYAL ADDRESSES.

Dr. McGrzeor, Convenerof the Committee,
presentid and read addresses to the Queen and
the Governor General which were unanimously
aud cordially adopted.

MANITOBA COLLEGE.

Professor Buycr read the report of the Col-
lege Board, and Professor HART that of the
Sepate. On motion of Principal GRANT it was
agreed : (1) That the Assembly hereafter be
responsible only for the salaries of the profes
sors ($38,400.) (2) That for otber purposes the
means be provided from local sources. It was
further agreed that Messrs. McGregor, Ower,
and Anderson be instructed to pursue their
studies under the Presbytery of Manitoba.

ROMAN CATHOLIC ORDINATION,

Mr. LaiNc moved that the report of the
committee on ordination of Roman Catholic
priests be sent down to presbyteries for consi.
deration.

Principal CAVEN moved, in amendment, that
the report be sent down to the presbyteries
with instructions to report their views at the
next meeting of the Assembly as to the validity
of the ordination of the Church of Rome. (ar-
ried.

A SUSTENTATION FUND.

Overtures from the Preshyteriesof Stratford
and Peterboro’, also the Synods of Hamilton
and London, and Montreal and Ottaws, respect-
ing the establishment of 2 Sustentation Fund for
the church, were read.

After some discussicn regarding the advis
ability of such a schew e, it was finally decided
to appoint & committes to prepare a scheme
and report at the next meeting of the Assem-
bly. The committee consiste of Revs. D.J.

In reference to preparing an Estimate of the
requirements of all the Schemes of the Church
the following resolution was adopted :—

That the prinoigle of the overture be adopted by
the Assembly, and that the Finapoe Committees bo
appointed a joint committes to correspond with the
ohairmen of the various standing committees a~d
boards of the Church, with a view of ascertainirg
the amount annually required for thoir departments.
and also to make approximate estimates, not only of
the total amount required, but also of what may be
required for each scheme respectively, and the
average amount that should be contributed by each
member of the churoh, and to communicate the es-
timates to the Presbyterics, that all the congrega-
tions may be instructed and encouraged to bear their
share of the general expenses of the churcb, it being
understood that the estimates made by the commit-
tee shall not be considered authoritative, but meroly
a reliable guide to the congregations. :

STATE OF RELIGION.

Principal Macknight presented the report on
this subject. It was on the whole favourable;
but the committee complained of the paucity
of returns.

It w)s decided that the General Assembly receive
the repurt, thank the committee, and especially the
Convener, fur their services, and express their grati-
tude to Almighty Uod for the blessings of llis grace
vouchsafed_tv the Church during the past year. and
the many siges of apiritual progress, egpecially those
seagons of spirttual refreshing enjored in several lo-
calities. In reference to the evils complained of in
the returns, us intemperance, the influence of scep-
tical_and frivolous litorature. and especially the
worldliness reported as widely provalent and injur-
icus, the General Assembly deplore tho same. and
urge that supplication be made for a season of re-
freshing from the presence of the Lord,

ECCLESIASTICAL PROCEDURE.

The committee reported that they had com-
pleted their labours, and that the book would
be ready in a few days. The publishers had
paid §200 for the right to publish for two years.
The report was adopted and the committee cor-
dially thanked. The provisions relative to the
reception of mivisters from other churches was
spproved and ordered to be sent to Presbyteries
in terms of the barrier act.

STATISTICS.

The report showed that there are 857 pastor-
al charges in the Church. There are 637 Minis-
ters, being an increase of 19 onlastyear. The
report wes ordered to be printed.

Dr. JeNRINs gave in the RECORD report
which was received and approved.

SABBATH OBSRRVANKCE.

The report of the Committee on Sabbath
obgervance wos resd by Dr. Jenkims, It

commenced by expressing regret that the
efforts made at the I{O)At sesagion o%'rtehe Dominion
Parliament to secure the closing of the Post
Offices in the Province of Quebec had not been
successful. Even in the House of Farligment
itgelf they say that there is still room for im-
provement in Sabbath observance, seeing that
at present the Library, Post Office, and Read-
ing Room are kept open for the accommodation
of members of the House, and many of the
clerks, door-kespers and other attendants are
in this way deprived of the privilege of the
public means of grace. An improvement
on the Intercolonial railway in regard to Sabbath,
observance is reported, The Committee is
gratified to learn that the running of street
cars in the city of Kingston on the Sabbath
day has been stopped. Pleasure is expressed
at the formation of an International Sabbath
Association, and also that the canals have
remained closed 02 Sabbaths during the year.
Their report closes with the following recom-
mendations :—

1. That a deputation bo appointed to wait on the
members of Government in Ottawa with the view of
securing that all persons employed in the Parliament
Buildings be relieved from duty on_the Sabbath,
and ae opportunity afforded them of enjoying the
privileges of the public worship of Goda and the
means of grace. 2. That the committee be anthor-
ized to print and circulate as_widely a8 possible in

fly-sheet form the civil law of the Sabbath for the
information of the public.

The report and recommendations were adopt-
ed, and the Moderator and Hon. A. Morris ap-
pointed to wait upon the Government with
reference to Sabbath observance in the Parlia-
ment Buildings.

THE BIBLE IN SCHOOLS.

Mr. Laing presented an overture from the
Synod of Hamilton and London respecting the
use of the Bible in schools.

After discussion it was moved by Mr. Laing,.
seconded by Dr. Waters,

That the Assembly receive the overtu
solve thai. being deeply impressed with {ﬁzaail:;}pz:
tance of having the youth of this country embued
with the principles of cbristian morality, it carnest-
ly urge all the ministers of the church 1n their sev-
eral stations to vse their best endeavours as far as:
pr_cticable, to have the Word of God read by the
children in tho public schools.

A committee consisting of Mr, J. Laing,
convener, Mr. B. D. McLeod, Mr. Moore,
Mr. Charlton, 1}I.P., Mr. Root, Dr. Christie and
Hon, A. Morris, was appointed to look after
legislation in this regard.

PROBATIONERS.

_ The report of the committee on the distribn-
tion of prebationers, as also an overtare from:
the Presbytery of Ottawa on the same subject,
ca?g upfﬂ])f consideration.

o following resolution was passed, on
motion of Mr. H, H, McPherson. b
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That the thanks of the Assombly bo tendered to
the Committee, and espeoially to the Convener, for
their diligence, thut the recomwendutions of the
oumtnitioo be adopted, und, second. thut Prosbyter-
ies currespoud through their clerss with the com
mitteo. indigating the nnmes of thoro probatiouers
whore services are not do-ired by the vacant
congregutions within their bounds. and that the
committee be authorized to act in accordanco with
tho expressed wishes vf the Presbyteries in regard
to this matter.

An overture from the Preshytery of Ottawa
anent the clection of Moderators was received.

The Elders’ scheme with regard to expenses
of delegates was reported upon by the Finance
Cowmittee, West, and pronounced impratic-
able.

With regard to Historical Documents; a com-
mittes was appointed with the view of collect-
ing valusble records end ducuments, and
having them deposited iu safety at Toronto,
Kingstou, Montreal and Halifax.

THANKS.

On motion of Dr, Jenkins, the thanks of the
Assembly were tendered to the peopls of Ottawa
for their generous hospitality and to the.
Committes of Arrangements for the manner in
which they had discherged their onerous duties:
to the Minister and Trustees of St. Andrew's
Church for the accommodation afforded ; to the
several railway and steamboat companies in
grantisg reduced rates ; to the press for the
accurate reports of preceedings given, and to
the Postmaster of Ottawa for facilities afforded.

Dr. Jenkins declared that this was on the
whole the happiest and most useful Assembly
he ever attended. Mr. Moore, Ottawa, spoke
of the great pleasure the people of Ottawa had
in entertaining the Assembly, and cordially
welcomed them back again.

TaE MODERATOR then briefly addressed the
Assembly. He congratulated the Church on
the full and satisfactory discussien given to the
subject of Home Missions and of Colleges.
He felt assured that Ministers and Elders
would return to their homes satisfied, refreshed,
and prepered to diffuse & heslthy influence
among all our Presbyteries and congregations.
He looked forward to the prospect before eur
Church with joy and gratitude, He noted the
uniform good temper with which all the dis-
" cussions were conducted, He mado fecking
allusion to the removals by death in course of
the year—thirteen in number—and closed with
an earnest invocation of the divine blessing
upon the Assembly’s work. Dr. Jenkins uffer-
ed the closing prayer. After which the 122nd
Psalm was sung. The Moderator then pro-

TeE Rev. Huen McGrrcoRr, of Kintyre,
died at the residence of Mr. Walker, Oxford,
on the 12th of May, aged 41 years.

and winning souls to be his crowns of rejoicing.
His sufterings in his sickuess were acute, but
ke bore them with Christian patience. He died
in the full belief of that faith he had preached
to others, He leaves a widow to mourn his
loss.

The Rev. AL¥rep C. MorTtoN died at North
Gower on the 22ud of March after a linger-
ing illness borne with gieat putience and
resignation to the Divinewill  Mr. Morton was
born June 24th, 1859, in the township of King,
County of York, Ontario. He g aduatedat the
Montreal College in 1877, and was licensed to
preach July 10th of the same year, and was
orda’ned as missionary to Taylor Chuich,
Montreal. In the Spring of 1878, Mr. Morton
accepted a call to the congregation of North
Gower and Wellington. His health gave way
shortly after his induction so that he was able
to preach for but a short time. Mr. Morten
was a man of much ability, and a zealous
worker in the cause of Christ. He rests from
his labours but his works do follow him.

Mr. James Larwro, sen., of New Glasgow,
P.E.L., departed this life on the 27th Febrary
Insi, at the age of 70. For a number of years
he was an elder in the congregation of Caven-
dish and New Glasgow, under the pastorate of
Rev. Dr. Murray., He was distinguished for
his accurate and extensive knowledge of Christ-
ian doctrine; and might justly be called a
“profound theologian.,” = His intellectual
powers were of a superior ord.r, as his publish-
ed correspondence testifies.  Jis piety was
deep-toned, cheerful and consistent, and he
exerted a highly beneficial influence in the
community in which he lived about sixty years.
He took a very deep and active interest in all
thst related to the Church of Christ, and was
8 liberal supportsr of its ordinances and work.
He bequeathed $200 to the French Evangeli-
zation work, and $100 to the Foreign Missions,
both «f the Presbyterian Church in Canada,
and $100 to the British and Foreign Bible
Society.

Mr. Ault wasagood
teprest ntative of the “CUuited Empire Loyalist™
type of settlers, now rapidly passing away, a
man of sterling integrity, of few words, but
sound judgement and good common sense, He
officiated as an Elder for over fifty years. He
also served his king aud country in the war of
1812-14, and again commanded a compiny of
volunteers in 188788, and headed them at the

He came to
Cape DBreton about fifty years ago. Ile
united many years sgo, with the Prcsl{g-
terian Church in & public profession of his
faith in Christ.

Mr.THOMAS GRAY.—In the death of this Elder,
one of the few links, connecting the earlier life of
the cor.gregations of Chatham and Grenville with
the present; has been severed. Removing
from Roxburoughshire, Scotland, to this country
in 1880, Mr. Gray settled in Fast Hawkes-
bury, Ont., and connectt d himself with the con-
gregation of Chatham, Que, then being gathered
together through the exerticas of the late
Rev, William Mair. In 1864 he was appointed
to the Eldership, an office which he continued
actively to fill for fifteen years. On the 2nd
May of the present year the Master summoned
him to his reward. He lived a cheerful, un-
agsuming Christian life.

Mr. Ne1L McLEeop, ar Elder in the congre~
gation of Thamesford, Oat., died on 22nd May
Tast, in the 76th year of his age. He was &
man of sound judgment and detp piety—a
lover of his Bible and of the House of God.

IsaBELLA M. MacMILLAN, daughter of the
Rev. John McMillan, of Knox Church, Mount
Forest, died on the 30th April, aged fifteen
years and six months.

LETTER FROM REV. G. L. MACKAY.
Pang-kio.than, March 26th, 1879.

OURS came to hand in due time. Accept
my warmest thanks for remembering usso
kindly. Itis indeed very gratifying to

get a friendly letter from such as yourself whom
I never met.

Myself and*Mrs. M. are here in this town
trying to make the gospel known to the crowds
who gather around us. Peouliar interest at-
taches itself to this place, so it may not be out
of the way to state the cause to you., The
name Pang-kio-than literally means plank
idge head : in other words it is the fown
at the head or the end of the. plank
bridge. Now the richett man in North ¥or.
mosa, perhaps in the island, lives there,

Amongst the British merchants here, and in.
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deed amongst the natives, far and near, he is
-called Pang-kio-than after the town, which in
a large measure belongs to him, as he has diug
shops, stores and other establishments under
his own care. The name is given tv whatever
member of the family is representative. So
there may be a respecteble Pang-kio-than or
tlfxerlea may be a scoundrel, as with the Pharoah’s
of old.

In truth, however, the family’s surname is
Lim, one of the most powerful clans in For-
mosa. There own proverb is that “Tan and
Lim fill all under heaven.” About a dozen
years ago a bigoted tyrant was head of this
family here, and many a bloody conflict took
place between himself and those belonging to
other clans all on account of taking land from
poor people by force. I extracted many a slug
or bullet from the arms and legs of men who
fought against him in defense of their just
rights. He was a terror in North Formosa,
both tothe people and civil authoritics. He
gained an immense amount of real property, so
that to this day fields are owned half-way down
the Island. At length le died to the great
delight of thousands. His nephew then be-
came head of the fuwily and was more generous
in his disposition. Heneedcd all his generosity
however. He accused me several years ago of
putting up a chapel on his ground. I invited
the British Consul to go with me to the spot
and bring the Mandarin with him At leugth
all appeared. The rich man sent soldiers, &¢.,

-of his own. I stretched a rope from one boun-
dary stone to the other and showed all present
that instead of the chapel being on his ground,
8 house that belonged to Lim was partly on the
chapel ground. The Consul felt so indignant
at this unjust accusation that he went with me
at once to the head Yaman to demand justice,
which, after some delay, was granted. So this
tich man was greatly annoyed at being def.ated
by a ¢ barbarian” and ordered all his tenants
to cease going to the chapels. Some gave up

«their fields and followed Christ. About the end
of 1877, the well. known Lieutenant-Governor
Ting, of this Province, came Jover and com-
pelled this man to pay half a willion dollars as
-penalty for past misdeeds. It being the first

-time 2 Mandarin dared to Jictate to the family
and dared to have everything ready for the
imprisonment of the head if he refused payment.
It turned to be the deathblow to his kind of
tyrannical reign in North Formosa. Several
hundred soldiers are always at hand ready to
protect him. Bat they could not stand five
ninutes before Honam braves with English
rifles. This man died last year of a loathsome
disease, after which thousands were spent in
superstitious rites trying to get his soul out of
hell. Now his younger brother is head of the
household and is beginning to see that he must

:submit to the authorities.

Though I was here often 1 was never per.
mitted to enter their spacions dwelling place
until to-day. We were in alarge temple, when
an old wonan was sent to invite Mrs. M. in to
see, and a man sent to invite me. We went
through and through, and now what shall Isay
of it ¥ I know no private dwelling in Canada
so spacious and graud. 1n pure Oriental style,
that is, a stone wall 2ll around with barred
gates and a paved hall on the ihside several
feet wide. There are ponds with turtles aad
golden fish, pots with flowers and plants, sum.
mer houses with convolvuli and other creepers,
arches of stene and masonry. Trees of every
deseription, rooms of all sizes and positions,
with clocks from America, England,and France,
and lamps with chandeliers from the west,
Couckes and beds, chairs and tables with rich
carved work. Caparits and humming birds in
cages, peacocks perched on magnificent railings,
parrots making the place to ring with the words
¢ than-kee” (head of family). Winding stair
cases leading to the upper story, from which
through glass windows you could survey the
rich country around, the clear streams rolling
wildly along, and the mountain ranges rising
one above the other in majestic grandeur. In
a word the whole place 15 spacivus, artistic,
airy, light and clean.

‘What of the owner of this palace-like build-
ing ! Why, he is a prisoner. He has a grand
prison truly, nevertheless it is to him a prison.
Every door of entrance is lucked, every gate
barred, lest he be attacked. He dare not ap-
pear in public without armed men at his back,
He dare not waunder about and enjoy the out-
side world scot-free. He contents himself by
wandering about inside thern returning to his
room. Poor rich prisoner! the beggar who
limps from door to door to get a bowl of rice
has more liberty, more enjoyment.

I preached.the gospel to hundreds here, and
from what I know I state positively that it is
a great advance in the way of paving the way
for the gospel to be invited to visit this placs.
I longed for the day to come, knew it would,
but did not know when we entered the town
this morning that my hope would be realized.
With this man’s power gone, with his estates
still in his hands and with those around him
more friendly to us, who can tell what use God
will make of such wealth in the fature. Pray
for Pang-kio than, pray in dead eamest, be-
lieving.

I must state that a very good site for a hos-
pital has been secured at Tamsui, and now the
building will go up rapidly under Mr. Junor's
superintendence. There is running water on
three sides of the site.

This is the question which the late Assembly
felt called upon to grapple. The funds placed
at the dispesal of the Church last year were
were found to be inadequate to mect the ne-
cessary expenditure. It was wisely resolved,
therefore, to incur no fresh indebtedness, and
to lay this whole matter of finance squarely
before the people, in the hope that they will not
withhold what is needful for the Lord’s work.
Regrets were expressed in reports, and by
ministers and elders, that il the congregations
cannot be got to support all the Schemes of the
Church. It was stated that some churches had
given nothing to any missionary object during.
the year, but happily there were very few who
occupied so unenviablea position. Altogether,
the contributions of our people exceeded ihose
of any previous year.

Devout thanks to the Giver of all good are
due for progress and conmsolidation in our
Foreign Missions, in our French Missions, and
throngh our vast Home field, The Colleges
too have had a prosperous year. The reports
on the state of religion were on the whole en-
caraging. There is ground to believe that the
work of the Lord has been prospering in the
hands of those whom He has commissioned to
do it.

Daring the past year, no less than thirlcen
of our ministers have entered upon their ever-
lasting rest. Thus we who remain are admon-
ished to do with our might the work to
which our Lord and Master walls us. The old
lines of divisiun are already almost entirely
gone. Thank God for that. And the fruits of
uuion are becoming more and more apparent.
