free school books was an issue. When the ballot stared then square.
ly n the face they had no tie for reflection and usually voted for
the idea,as it appeared to be on the side of enlightenment. There were
a great many people who voted without really weighing the matter,
though they knew beforehand ihai the question would be decided at
this election. The great preponderance of interest upon the other
two matters referred to attracted seemingly ail the thinking of unbi,
assed people away froni the question of free books.

* * a

Just when they have secured tht increase in discounts that they
had struggled for years to gel, it is a disappointment and a hard-
ship that the Toronto booksellers should have to give up altogether
the trade in public school text-books. This is an important part of
their trade. In a city with a population oF close upon 2oo,o0 pCO-
ple, with so thorough a school system and so large a number of
schonis,the trade in school books -ould not but be large. It was not
only what that trade was worth in itself, but also its value as a meaPs
of keeping up connections between the homes of pupils and the
store,that must be considered toget a fair idea of what is lost to the
booksellers through the adoption of free school books. The by.law
is carried, however, and now it is for the city to provide that the loss
is not made heavier to the retailer than there is any need for it to
be. He bas no right to be left with any stock of school books on his
hands. Ail this should be taken by the city, which bas taken away
the dealer's school book trade. And st is as convenient as it is just
to take over these stocks. The city has to buy a supply of books
for the schools, and it might as well draw first upon ail retail stocks
for the purpose, placing no wholesale orde-s until ail stocks in retait
hands are exhausted. This the city will surely do. The next means
of making partial compensation to the trader is to exempt him for
two or three years from the rate that is levied for the purchase of
school books. Ic is enough that he be plundered forthe public be-
nefit without being taxed as one of the public for the benefit the
masses receive it bis expense.

* s * *

It is not likely that te muvement in belialf of fret text.books
wili end with the success renlized in ibis city. At other large centres
it is apt ta be agitated and brought to the polis. But if it is, it
ought not to be allowed to win through absence of mind on the part
of opponents. An energetic campargn should be waged against it.
The arguments are numerous and strong. While it is good public
policy to make the educatinnal system as fret as is consistent with
the self-respect of the people, it is undesirable to pauperize it. It is
well to encourage the people to think enough of an education for
their children to be willing to pay the price charged for the books
nvolved in the acquirement of one. To further cheapen education

to the m;-sses is to degrade it and expose it tu neglect. It is all well
enough to say that education uplifts a man motally and socially, but
there is danger that the degree of it sought to be made general by
the fret school-book aivocates will cause disconient and unsettle.
ment more than it will clevate. A point against the comtmmity in
use that will be introduced by free text.books, is the liability to
spread disease by their passage (rom hand to hand. This considera.
tion will be likely to keep some customers for the retailer, as there
will be people who do not care to expose their children to disease,
and will provide them with books of their own.

It is probable too that more money will be lpent over the retail. 9
ers's counter for other school lines than bas beeb n thfe past. The
fact that there are frec text-books will make a larger sclool attend-
ance than there now is. It will also leave more money to be spent
for paper, pencils, mnk, scribblers, etc. This will nake up in a !light
degret for the loss of the trade in text-books. fiut it wiI be only in
a slight degree. The most, however. will have to be made of it.
The puternal measure that bas been adopted by this city will be look-
ed upon as an experiment, and wli be imitated or not as the trial of
it here will prove satisfactory or otherwise.
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THE CHRISTMAS NUMBERS.

The Christmas numbers of Canadian
papers cannot be congratulated on their
progress. Compared with the standard
reached by them an former ycars they must
bc said to have gone back. They had a
very good run, how.ever.

The English special holiday issues were
quite up to the average. They werc de-
serving of the immense demand they met
wah, wh.ch took off a larger nuurber fromt
distributors' hands than in anty former year.
They are popalar with the trade, both be.
cause they arc good sellers and because
they yield a hiberal profit. There was more
room for their expansion this season than in
ahat of any former recent ycar. A consider.
able extra maaargmn was iCff for them by the
shtankage of the trade n expensive cards.
*lac CIhInstmnas cards that found sale this
year were for the nost part low.priced ones,
retailing at prices rangng front 25c. down.
ward, with the majcaty not above i5c. The
place ai the higher valued cards went to
the advantagc of the special Christmas
nunbers. These had the further benefit of
local canvassing on a considerable scale
tis year, Lads after school hours went
from house to hause an <ibs city for advance
orders throughout the month of December,
and they booked a considerable demand
that might not have been heard frot volun.
tarnly. Last year's practice in that respect
will afford a hant ta dealers wlo may not
have trîed it, and wal be foind useful. Two
bailves arc equal only to a whole an every.
thing but trade, where they are equal to
more sometiimes. [t as more to the interest
of the bookseller ta give half hi% profit to a
canvasser and sell twice as many papers,
than to keep ail the profit, enploy no can.
vasserand sell only once as many. Every
sale made as a connection established. One
liale newsboy in <has city worked so dtli.
gently on special numbers between hours of
business with the newspapers chat lae netted
himiself $5o. There are many such fines for
the pushing of which one outside salesmana
is worth two or thre inside ones. lits a
case of Mahomet going to the nountain,
rather chan wait for the mountan to cone to
Mohanet.

There appears ta be some danger that the
profits on these numbers wili be sacrificed
an the conmpetition that bas to be met in the
sale of them. I would nlot be surprisang
<hat they should shate the fate of sa many
other lanes of goods whch should, but have
inng ceased to, tender any remuineration to
the trader for carrying them. There were
flagrant instances of cut<ang in this scason's
trade i special nuibers, which made them
as unproductive to the cutters and their Im-
mediate competitors as the children's an-
nuais have been made by the same people.
We understand that persons wha cut the
p nc this year will not bt stocked again un-
Iess they givc s.itisfactory assurances that
the pnce walI be mamntamed. It setns that
that Is the only -ay to prevent sone people
from spoiing the tr.de 'n a good fine

Such s truly unselifsh mai
is Mr. John Hunter, Aamerican manager for
the celebraaed Scotch paper firm. Alex Prie
& Sons, Aberdeen.

Mr. Huner, who is now at.out forty.two
years of age, was born in Aberdeen, and for
soane years was a village schoolanaster, but
lias vocation couid not saur the geniail temper

anh• lent in% the man, but rather sharpened
the keen intellect and probably gave iin an
insight mto the work;ng of the human mind.
WN'hen Mr. Hunter entered the service of
Pirie & Sons, be was not long an finding the
road io promotion and success, and for
eaghteen years he har been theis agent, first
an England and now in America. He lives
at present an New York, but bas alsoa pretty
residence in his native town, where his,
American fnends alwavs Iind a welcome
when they vasit Aberdeen. Ocrasaonally
Mr. Hunter visits Toronto and Montreal,
and his countenance is weli known ta the
leading stationers and bookmen of these two
caties.

THE NEW RATES OF TORONTO
DAILI ES.

The following letter s-,aks for itsell, and
opens up the subject as ta whether the new
rates of the thrt.e Toronto dailes-the Mail,
Globe, and Empire-are as fair ta the trade
as before:-

WINDSOR, Ont., Dec. 30th,'91.
DF.AR StI,-1 would like to entera pro.

test through your valuable journal against
the new prces arranged by the Toronto
dailies. We are now charged 2c. per copy,
which amuunts ta six dollars and twenty-six
cents per year, or just twenty.six cents mare
than the yearly subscription Prace. Why
should the dealer, who takes anywhere from
ten ta one hundred copies, year in and year
out, pay more than the man who takes only
one copy ? 1 find that several of my custom.
ers are gang ta take the paper by the year,
through the mai, in preference ta paying us
tht advance, and I won't even get the com-
mission on their sub.cription, as they will
almost invariably send direct ta the paublish.
ers. I would like to sec soie action taken
by the newsdealers against this arrangement,
and would bt obliged to you if you would
give us your views in your next Issue.

The newspapers have been interviewed,
and Mr. Dyas, offthe Mail, spoke somewhat
as follows :-" The dealers had formerly the
pravalege of paying yearly subscriptions in
advance and making a tuil dollar. This re
mains ai present. Further protection has
been given to the dealer, as the half.yearly
subscraption is placed on the same basis as
the yearly, and be can now pay six months
an tdvance instead of a year in advance. If
,.ustomerswillnot pay the dealerin advance
the latter bas no rght te give them the ad.
vantage of this rate. Dealers should be just
as andependent as the publishers." Mr. Gled-
hall, of the Empire, remarked chat the papers
have great trouble in changang the number
o<copties each dealer takes, as the dealer
varies his orders according to his sales,
changing perhaps once a week, and that
this new arrangement will tend to make the
business of a more stable character.

Now Mr. Dyas points out the advantage
of the new six months rate, but that dots not
meet the point raised by Mr. Copeland. Mr.
Gledhill points out that the change is ta
benefit the publishers by making business
more stable. But, while the dealer may pay
many of his subscriptions six months in ad.
vance, there will still be the floating custom
ta be attended ta, consisting of from 2 to 20
copies per day, and this will vary, and as it
varies lce dealer will stîll write has post card
ta have his order changed to suit the de.
mand. It is scarcely to be expected that
Mr. Gledhill's hocpes will be realired.

Tht real point is that formerly the dealer,
buying by t e copy, paid $..68 per year or j
32c. less than the general subscription price,
while now he pays 26c. more, thus the price
te the retailer has been advanced 58c.
per year. The only advantage to offset this
is the six months subscription. The ten-
dency of these two changes is for subscribers
to pay six months in advance, and compel
the dealer to pay for all his subscriptions
in the same way. If be goes on according
to the old method of paying his account at
the end of each month, he is going to lose
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money. Consequently, to save himself he
must urge bis customers to pay three or six
months in advance instead of by the month
as formerly.

But just here enters the second objection
raised by Mr. Copeland, that persons paying
six or twelve months in advance prefer to
receive their paper through the mail with
their letters, and the dealer loses the advan-
tage of havmg them cal ai his piace of busi.
ness. Another objection to the deaier's
paving six months in advance is, that durng
the session of Parliament, many persons
take a paper for two or three months, ard
here the six months rate cannot be taken
advantage o by the dealer, nor even the
three months' rate. And though he charge
6ic. a month, he makes only t3c. a month
for his trouble of deliverng the paper. We
will be glati to receive comminications from
any of the dealers. giving their opinions of
the change in prices. Such communications
should be sent by 20th inst.

The dealer should insist on subscribers
payng in advance. Il the latter wish to pro.
fit by the yearly or half yearly rate, lie should
not let them run three or four months. It
will be necessary for the dealer to be very
firm in this matter.

The evening rate has been doubled and the
piofit on an evening piper at 2c. is now
as much as the dealer would make on a
one-cent paper ilie got it for nothing. Deal-
ers have long complained that there was no
money in handling one-cent papers,and now
they have an opportunity to refuse to handle
them at the nne-cent rate. They should
combine to sell all evening papers at a two-
cent rate, and thus secure for themselves a
small profit for their trouble.

In the new schedule of rates, no monthly
rate as mentionetd, this being left to the op-
tion of local dealers, who should combine to
adopt a paying rate. Sixty.five cents per
month is the price charged in'Toronto. Ano-
ther example comes from Guelph, where the
4 leading newsdealers-Messrs. Smith Day,
Peine and Nelles-have issued the fol'owing
schedule of the prices they will charge:

Daily Weekly Monthly
Morning Edition, 3 ets. 15 cts. 65 cts.
Evening " 2 cts. 1o cts. 40 cts.

Also, that prepaid yearly subscrptions to
the Morning Edition, be taken only wlien
delivered by post from Toronto, and then at
the following rates :-

One Year, Six Months, Three Months,
56.oo 53.00 -1.75

This is the plan which the dealers should
adopt in order to protect themselves.

A very nautical
album with leaves sail.shaped and a pretty
cover design composed of a mast and sail
with rope atachments as one of the most
striking of new albums. Shape albums tave
proved a f-titure on account of the weakness
of the back, but this design allows the back
to be of goca length, and strength.

There is probably more than a grain of
truth in the joke in a recent number of the
New York Life, as te the "gloraes of litera-
ture." A lean, seedy-looking individual ap-
plies te a portly, wtel.(ed publisher for a po-
sition as canvasser for a new book just com-

We
say very few. Of course, a lot are making a
living, or existing. Then ask yourself," How
nany of these same people read their trade
papers carefully and profit thereby ?" Stili
fewer. Take the most successful printer,
publisher, lithographer, electrotyper or any
other tradesman, and ynu will find that in
nine cases out of ten he reads carefully one
or ail of the trade papers that represent his
special line.

Would it not be absurd-to imagine a law-
yer not reading the leRal publications, or a
doctor ail the latest medical b>oks and
papers ? Teachers, clergymen, druggists,
architects, aIt read the publications issued in
the interests of their professions. Still, the
poor disciple of Guttenberg, the father of
the "art preservative of arts," is content to
pied along like a common blacksmith's
helper (who, by the way, an many cases has
a better social position), with no ambition or
determanation to excel-except as failures.

Years agobeforetrade papers wereknown,
there might have been an excuse for printers
and pubishers doing business at a distance
from the centre of trade, not being quite up
to the times, but to-day there is no excuse.
There are now no less than a dozen such
papers, the subscription pa ce of which dots
not exceed two dollars, published in the
United States, and a few in England, from
any one issue of which you can get more
than the subscription price-not only from
the articles, but also the advertisenents. The
latter we consider the most valuable fouitan
of information.

To those who are acquainted with the
trade literature we would reconmend the
followng :-The Bookmaker, New York;
The Engraver and Printer, Boston, Mass.;
The British Pranter, London, Eng.; and The
Inland Printer, Chicago. These are ail
without doubt the leadng typographical pa-
pers. Going into other branches of trade,
we would recommend te binders, besides the
above, The British Bookmaker, London,
Eng.; for lithographers, The British Lith-
ographer, London, Eng.

In conclusion we would strongly urge upon
those who wish, to excel to read one or ail of
the above named journals; the time readng
them wrli be well and profitably spent.
