just and impressive tribute of res-
pect was paid to the memory of
our late Diocesan ; as in the morn-
ing had been done by the Venera-

ble the Archdeacon of Calcutta.

We subjoin the greater part of
the extract referred to. It con~
tains, as the Reader will see, some
striking notices of other distin-
guished men, who opened the way
for the Bishop’s important mea-
sures in India.

Let us pass to a concludin
view of our late Bishop’s Life anﬁ
| Ministry: and thatis, to a view of
him as a Bishop AMONG GENTILES,
a MISSIONARY; or, in more digni-
fied terms, an arostoricaL Bish~
op. He has lived long enough to
afford his unequivocal testimony
to this inherent spirit of Christi-
anity; having* given to the cause
of Missions in India, that identical
stamp and sanction which it want-
ed. It was not his lot, indeed,
to commence the work among us;
nor can it well often be, under our
economy of the church, the lot
of Bishops, They must, usually,
rather ‘complete and orRGaNIzE,
than, like Apostles, be the first to

«The services of men who have
been removed from this progres-
sive work in India, with a rapid
succession, it may be allowed me
in a few words, to-distinguish.

- The parent of missions, in the
Established and English Church
of India, was the Rev. Davip
Browx; than whom, a more un-
ambitious, though at the same
time simply majestic and evangeli-
cal parent, the cause needs not to
claim.  His it was, to cherish the
infant enterprise with his prayers;
and formally to engage other in
stated prayer for the same end.
Men of miore accomplishment may
have followed him—men of less
artifice, cannot; uor have any men
been better acquainted with Chris-
tianity in its great principles.
Such a man lived long misunder- |
stuod in Calcutta. At length, af-|
ter a ministry the longest which
has been allowed to us, he died a

sort of self-sacrifice, in the cause
which he thought worthy of his |
devotion—a cause connected close-
ly with that of Missions—the
cause of the Bible Society.

¢The same joint cause appears
more certainly to have cut short,

or, as it were, burnt out the life
of Martyy; than whom, there|
has never beena more thorough |
scholar for his years, nor has any !
mun of a more simple and ingenu-
ous spirit set foot in India. %Vith |
the vivacity of youth he combined

scicnce witnout 1ts siowness and,
incumbrances. It was, in itsell
nmuch; but he made little of it
unimpeded and uninflated Ly vani-
ty. His religion, though yeared
in the Establishment, was of #
liberality quite Catholic; he sa®
the comparative insigniticance of,
modes; he loved the lover of
Christ, under whatever made sucl
a man might worship. Al man-
kind were interesting to him; an
he went forth among them—fear-
less, as having God with him—
free, by a conscious inoffensiveness
of heart—quick, by the most prac-

Diljgent
in labors which were lus delights
also, deveted under the forescent
fact that he would not live long
this unsurpassed servant of Jusus
Christ had ended his course wiih

PLL IN IRELAND.

The ninmth anuiversary of this
Society was held at the city of Lon-
don ‘Yavern, Bishopsgate-street,
on Friday, June 20. The great-
roomn begau to fill at six o’Clock
in the moming. (Breakfast was,
served in the Coffee-room.) At se-
ven o’clock the seapswere all oeen-!
pled. A few verses of'a hymn were |
sung, and the Rev. W, Shenstone |
offered up prayer. The question
_ being then put and carried.

Joseph Butterworth, Esq. M. P.
on taking the chair, stated that the
meeting was convened to hear the
Report of the Baptist Society for
~ Promoting the Gospel in Ireland,
and had never yet assembled at a
crisis so important as the present. |
The Laws and the Government of
that ill-fated country had been sct
at defiance by a large portion of
ihe population.  Human benevo-
lencehad, duringthelast year, been
most liberally exertedtosupply the
wants, and conciliate the affections
of the lower orders in Ireland. We
had, however, found, that neither
human laws, nor human benevo-
lence, could of themselves effect
the happiness of that people, and
bring them into social order, with-
out the superior influcnce of Di-
vine grace on their hearts.—We
Must, therefore, look to a higher
power thar. mere human instru-
lents for accomplishing the great
objects we had in view, ‘This soci-
ety, most happily, provided the
means which, under the blessing
- of God, might proveof incalculable
denefit, espectally to the rising ge-

i

neration. Education and the com-
munication of scriptural know-
ledge would be the best means of
promoting sociul order, and moral
and religious improvement. The
public papers had reported many
particulars of the dreadful state of
the South and West of Ireland;
but it was too true that the actual
condition of things there was much
worse than had been enerally
known in this country. The night-
1y burnings of property, destructi-
on of cattle, and horrible murders,
had now become of common oc-
currence. In certaindistricts, there
was no security in country places,
and the inhabitants had been dri-
ven into the towns for safety.—
These awful facts respecting the
conduct of the people too power-
fully proved the absence of moral
and religious prineiple.~The Bri-
tish nation had of late years made
great exertion for the salvation of
the heathen world, but surely we
ought not to neglect our own coun-
trymen, and expend all our exer-
tions on Missions in remote quar-
ters of the globe; we ought not to
confine our labours to distant vine-
yards, and neglect to sow the seeds
of Christianity at home, where
there was so large a field, SO vast
wilderness. Notwithstanding how=
ever, the awful conditionof Ireland
during the past year, he believed
that the Society would find much
encouragement inthe details of the
Report, which was about to be
read, amply sufficient to excite
their hopes, and to stimulate their
utmost exertions for the support of
this excellent Institution. He
