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THE COTTON%ORNER.

One of the most striking proofs of the injury done both to com.
merre and to industry by the operation of corners in any leading
staple is afforded by the squeeze now being worked by the
Liverpool cotton ring. A ceriain clique of Liverpool cotton
brokers, taking advaantage of the fact that in the present month
the stocks naturally run low ind cannot be replenished until the

arrival of the nuWw crop in October, have succeeded in securing . |

control of most the stock now on hand. Under the leadership of
a Duatch Jew they haveinvested nearly seven and a half millions
of dollars in buying up cotton,and consequently are in a position
to force prices up on the spinuers until they have at last pushed
them beyond the remunerative point.

Naturally the spinners had only two courses open to them,
Either to pay the prices demanded by the ring and turn out their
product at a loss, or else to manufacture only just sufficient to
{ill pressing contracts and shut down their mills on half-time
until the corner is broken by the arrival of new cotton. Those
mills who can afford to wait tave closed.down altogether; “but
there are some the nature of whose contracts will not permit

even of partial closure, and the ring relies upon squeezing suffii-

cient profit out of theqe unfortunates to mn.ke a substantlal
dividend on their capital.

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greed tlley have entailed mlsery and destltutlon on hundreds of
humble . homes. They bave practically ruined those of the
emaller spinners who had made contracts ahead and then found
the pnce of the raw materlal suddenly pushed up upon them.
These smaller manufacturers can only afford to buy their cotton
as they Bell their yarn, and in their anxiety to secure customers
had taken contracts which they are now compelled to fill at g
loss. They cannot lay in stocks as the larger mills can. They
are forced to buy from hand to mouth and cannot stand“aven
a compamtwely light loss. And yet it is out of the neceseltxes
of this struggling olass that the ring hopes to squeeze most of its
profits!

If the operation of the corner is dlsastrous to the spinner, how

. much more go it is to the mill opsrative! Thisisa class whose

wages are 80 low that only the most biting thrift can enable

them to lay anything aside for evil days. The present month’

is nsually one of their best months, and yet, in order that the
Liverpool cotton ring may have itg profit, these unfortunates
are compelled to lay entirely idle or to struggle fora chance to
worl: at most three days a week for the lowest wage that neces-
sity can forep them to accept. What this means it is'necessary
to have lived in an English cotton manufacturing district to fully
understand. . It means & degree of quiet patient suffering that
no one living in this, more favored, country can form any idea of
It means slow starvation, the sending of the f{ew articles of furni-
tureand even ot the necessary clothing to the pawnbroker, it
menns diseass and death to young children, and puny forms and
stunted growth to those of riper age. It means the sudden plung-
ing of hundreds of Btrugvlmg homes into unexpected debt and
misery. _

Aud all this that a syndicate of wealthy brokers, able to put

up seven and a half millions among them, may make a profit on

their venture. Surely this is earrying the maxims of commerce
a little too far.  The honest merchant has no share in common
with monopolists of this class. Money that is wrung out of the
weak and halpless cannot be looked upon with pride as legitimate
commercial earnings; aand yet the members of the ring are all
highly respectable men, and probably leading citizens, Their
motto is make money, and they argue that it is not their lookout if
poorer and weaker men must starva in order that they may do
80. Possibly not. - The iron laws of the survival of the fittest

make no allowance for those who are unable to keep abreast of

the leaders in the struggle. Vz Victis seems to be the ﬁnotto’ of
modern days; bat fortunately for the world at large the great
majority of business men, especially. in this country, conﬁne
themselves solely to legitimate trade and hold aloof from rings
and corners. They hold that a dollur honestly earned is worth
a hundred wruog from the necessities of their fellow men, anfl
they would no more think of engaging in a transaction whose
suceess depended upon. the misery of others than they wou]d
think of commmung & murder.

. OUR'EO_REIGN COMMERCIAL RELATIONS. .

One’short year, has marked an important change in Ameri-
can sentiment towards Canada. The same spirit which prompted
the sudden revocation of the old reciprocity treaty, caused the
President of the United States, twelve months ago, to threaten
retaliation against Canadian railways and commerce and. every
day the rupture of trade intercourse was looked for. In-both
cases our neighbors found they had serlously miscaleulated the

character and the spirit of the Canadian people. We were pre--

pared -to .stand the consequences.of these high handed, mis-

chevious. and "unneighborly acts rather- than weakly -yield to’

coercion, and now our cousing see they. have, made a mxstake
and are mclmed to try gentler methods. :

The 1nveetlgatxone of the: .committes on Canndmn relanona -
some reference to which was made by us last “eek have not i
attracted much attention in Canada, but the testimony adduced
and opinions expressed, are of importance. They show, that the
business men of the United. States cast longing eyes on Can-
adian trade, and it is evident that the wilful misrepresentations
and bluster of & year. ago, were intanded more than anything :
else to provoke trouble and dissatisfaction, and bring about that
political union which the average American thinks, would be
the simplest plan of settling all outstanding disputes bet ween the
twocountries. It, however, takes two to make a bargain and
now that Uncle Bam is reluctantly convinced of this, other plans
foP breaking down the barriers of iuternational commerce are
.under discussion. The heated discussion on the tariff question, .
during the Presidential campaign, is"still fresh in memory, and
yet the representative of the fishing interests, in whose- bebalf
all the tbreats of retalintion were uttered a year ago, appealed fo
tha committee for a free exchange of product,e with the Domm-
ion. The Sshing trouble, he said, has not only raised the price of
fish to the consumer, but has reduced by nearly one-half the
number of vessels employed in the busipess. Xe would not ad-
mit that this wag'altogether due to the tariff, but it"was at least
certain that the duty on Canadian fish had been of no advant.
age, whatever, to the American fishermen.

It .was not the fishery interesi alone, however, which ap-
proved of reciprocity Testimony was given that a removal of
the duty on ¢onl would double the American export to Canada,
and on the other hand, the representative of a Massachusetts
iron establishment assured the committee that his mills “buils -
their hopa of frture existence upon the use of coal from the Can-
adian provinces.,” At present they had to pay freight on coal
brought from long distances while it was almost at their door in
Nova Scotia and Cape Breton, Important evidence was given
favoring the introduction of Canadian iron and copper  ores, and
other minerals, a8 an aid to American industries; The copper
of Canada is pa.rtlcularly needed in Baltimore and.New York
for refining and mixing with ores from the west, Itis becommg
more and more evident that reciprocity in raw materials "would
be beneficial to the commercial interests of both countries. - It
is, however, just as evident that the manufacturers of the United
States, anxious to grasp a new market for their products, and
igaorant and indifferent about our rapid industrial development,
will be satisfied with nothing but nurestricted, or universal, reci-
procity. - Reprosentatives of the cotton mills at Mancheater, and
other places in New England, have spoken of what they could do
with the Cavadisn market open, and- 8 boot and shoe manuy-
facturer felt sure he could sell a paying quantity of goods in

"Canada undet reciprocity. A miller said that under free trade

a large share of the flour consumed in Canads would be Ameri-
can flour.

Tt is evident that the extension of trade problem isa pressmg
one in the United States and the vested interests of other count-
ries count for little or nothing in this connection. Some public
men already clamor for free trade from Hudson's Bay to Pata-
gonia, and we snall doubtless hear a great deal on the subject
during the forthcoming sessions of the International Congress at
Washington. It is difficult to see how such a jug-handled pro
position can be carried into effect, a8 most of the South Amencan
countries derive their revenues from customs taxation, and
treaties are in force with Ruropean countries which prohibit
them giving exclusive advantages to other nations. In Canada ,
only a faint interess has heen taken in the American Congreaa,v
though we believe the French Chambor of Commerce here, hag
endesavored, to as:ertain on what conditions delegates from Mont.
real would be receiv. d. The main questions to be dlscussed are
those relating to steamship subaidies and reciprocity treaues

-"Canada is in as good & position a3 the United States -to - fur-
nish South America with lumber, fish, breadstufis, prov:mons,
machmery, cotton, agricultural implements, manufactures in
wood cemént, paint, earthenware, etc, and some of our
merchants are in favor of inducing a certnin number :of -
the delegates to the congress to pay. a visit to the ‘Dominion. .
In view of the fact tbat agreements may be closed ‘at
Washinglon, disadvantageous to Canadian mterests this mat--
ter is worthy the attention of "the various commercml )
bodies, and the government. Mexico ir at present smarting '
under the imposition of a Burcharge of 10 per cent ad. valorem
and $1 a ton by. the American government on her cargoes, and.
shipping, ; and hasg retalm.ted by heavy duties on American live
stock and producm, Both Mexico and Brazil will, however, be
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represented and with these countries, at least, attempts should
be made to cultivate a larger trade. Canada imported from
Brazil last flacal year, produce to the value of $700,845; in 1887
our imports were $1,214,683 In 1888, Vemeznela sent ue goods
to the value of $10,087, but we imported nothing from her the
year before. Qur imports from Chili were valned at $8,232 last
year, while from the Central American States they were only
placed at $395, againgt $3,010 in 1887. Mexico sent us goods
valued at $8,415 in 1887, but our imports diminighed in value to
$104 iast year From the United States of Colombia we imported
a value of $1,341 in 1.87 and nothing in 1888, Our total exports
to South America last year were valued at $1,262,326, an increase
compared with the preceding year of $61,745. .

T'hese are small items but they indicate a possibility for the
future, if the trade is fostered. Our exports to Newfoundland
and Jabrador decreased last year to the extent of $104,231, ow-
ing, probably, to the high price of flour and provisions, in Can-
ada, as compared with the United States. Trade with the Brit-
ish West Indies showed an increase in imports of $183,085 and
in exports of. $308,013. There was a gratifying increase of $219,-
284 in value of exports to the D'Lmsh, I‘renph and Spanish West
Indies. XExporis to China increased I8 Value: $36,806, to Japan
$26,446, to France §56,242, to Norway and Fweden $37,706 and to
Australasia $17+,149, In other directions thers was only a slight
incro so, or an actunl decrease. Although the government re-
turns are compiled with considerable care, and a marked im-
provement has taken place in this respect, the great difference
hetween the Amertean and Canndian statistlics shows a lack of
accuracy which we expect to see remedied when the new de-
partmeat of Trade and Commerce is fully organized, We might
alsoadd, that closer working arrangements between the various
Boards of Trade, and Oltawa, and a public spirited foraign trade
poliey are urgently called for and, in fact, are essential to the
future well being and prosperity of the Dominion.

THE GROCERY BUSINESS,

1t is often remarked that no one need fail in the grocery busi-
ness. 'Tho wholesals dealer knows that many an one does fail to
hig cost; the retailer has had his ownexperience and knows how
difficult it sometimes becomes to keep his credit unimpaired, his
hend above water. The wholesalo grocery business is certainly
less subject to disaster than that of dry goods. Fashions donot
often change in sugars, teas and coflees, and, save the fluctua-
tions in values, the world over they maintain their value the year
round. A little oversupply of canned goods is the principal
danger on the way. TFailures in the wholesale grocery trade are
rare in Canadnj indeed there are bul two, perhaps three excep-.
tions Lo the general rule of prosperity among them. Ian Montreal
it would be diflienlt to fix upon a second firm which is not mak-
ing money, and Toronto is equally favored.

The lot of the rotailer is not 8o happy. He has been persuaded
to yary his stock far beyond the limit of the wholesale man, to
include & clnes of goods far more ephemeral and floeting than
aven thoe honnet and bat shapes and trimmings of the wholesale
fancy goods irm.  The green fruit trade it is not too much to say

- has been the bane of the rotail grocer and is likely to maintain
its position as such nntil some general movement be introduced’

among the trade to abandon it to those whe handle it exclu-
sively. Such astep will be diflicult to take. The demand for

frosh fruit is yonrly increasing among the people, and gradually

lmprovmb transportation facilities promote the consumption,
which in its turn becomes morp general according as the price
cheapens. The retailer knows how attractive fresh fruitisin
the early spring season, and the handsome profit which it promi-
ges is too much for his instinets to withstand. A faw successful
ventures lnll him into security, into forgetfuloess of last year's
experience. A8 warm weather approaches he can hardly keep
pace with the rapid drooping in prices, and is tempted by cheap-
noss to buy as Desdemona loved. Lverybody is eating fruit and
he forgota that alao everybody ia selling it. The stull does not
move out as quickly as it ought ; it has not perhaps been put up
as carefully as earlier in the season, and the huxter who gives it
his wholo attention, has it picked, cleanod and repacked by his
family and solicits paterfamilias ashe wends his way homeward.
with tho coutrast to that presented at his previous dinnér. The
result of it a1l is that the family grocer often finds himssif at the
height of the season overstocked with a quantity of perishable
goods, It were woll if he could stop in 1ime, but as many of hia
cuslomers continue to order the fruit he muat keep 1t—bacause
his neighbor does.

Anybody curious enough to see and judge for himself the
truth of what we say has but to visit the lumber room or yard of
almost any prominent family grocer in Montreal, Toronto and
other cities and towns, at intervals during the wmiiddle or latter
half of the season. The enormous quantities of dscayed fruit -
cast out and carted away to the dump wonld afford him some
idea of the cause which tends to render the business of the retail
grocer less prosperous than that of his wholesale brother. - And
yet he goes on repeating the'error year after year, making some
good profits at the beginning of the season only to find them all
swept away before it comes to a close.

There i probably as much if not more of busmess ability dis-
played by our wholesale grocers as by any class of dealers. That -
they occasionally fall into trifling errors is only to say that they
are human. It was natural for instance, when not long ago a
certain shrewd one among the Montreal dealers gave out that
he was going on a trip to Cuba and other West India Islands at
a time when the stock of molasses in the market had run rather
low for the trade to Buppose that he went for the purpose of buy-
ing pretty largely for the season’s business. In expectation of
the new supply, bolders in the home market were not over
tenacious of their stocks. The wholesale man did make the trip,
a3 announced ; but he bought no molasses. The stock in the home
market bad in his absence gradually been gathered into one or
two hands, and soon after his‘return the trade found themselves
a trifle handicapped the more s0 as soon as the demand for the
“ farmer's butter” began to come in. Now, this was a stroke of
genius and it is not the only one recently reported ofsome of the
able merchants who eonduct and control the wholesale grocery
business of the country,

It is to be hope that those. of our retail grocers who in the
past have suffered from their experiments in the fruit line will
not in the future be so short memoried as heretofore, and not
continue to handle the stuff after it has ceased to be useful, in
which case our word of caution will not have been tendered in
vain. ‘Other departments there are in the retail grocery trade
which contribute each their share though a lesser one to the de- .
moralization of the business, but of these anon.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

At first sight a comparison of the more important statistics
contained in the statement of the chartered banks for the month
of August, with those of its predecessor, would indicate a falling

.1' in the volume of trade that could not easily be accounted for.
A’ decrease of $1,555,874 in the deposits on demand, and of
$1,643,511 in loans and dxscounts, would be very un-
pleasant items did the figures given relate solely to the
movement of trade. But, fortunately or unfortunately, the
bank statements no longer form that accurate barometer
of the rise and fall of commerce that they once were.
In old days the bank statements might safely be relied upon as
the most accurate criterion of the condition of trade ; but now-
a-days the colossal financial movements caused by the placing of
loans and the floating of railway and other enterprises com- -
pletely awamp the Quctuations caused by commercial needs, or
else mask them so thoroughly that it is lmpossuble to trace their
influence and the sudden and heavy drop in the volime of
deposits on demand is undoubtedly due to a movement of this
description and not to any decrsase in the wealth of the country .

The funds accruing from the floating of loans in -Earope was
lodged oncall with the banks: thus swelling the total of deposits
and keeping down the value of call money. These funds have
now been partly withdrawn, and partly applied to the extinction
of existing indebtedness. Hence the falling off in deposits-
The steady decrease in the volume of discounts is also, no doubt.
due largely to the same cause. The money temporarily deposited
on call has since been transferred to take up liabilities under this
head, snd thus the same cause his conspired to reducs at one
time both the volume of discounts and the total of deposits.

The comparatively trifling increase in the volume of circula-
tion is doubtless due to the conservative feeling of the.farmers,
who are holding off in anticipation of betler prices for. their
wheat. That we shall have a heavy circulation this fall seems
to be beyond a doubt. A leading bank president; who has .
recently returned from a tour through Minnesota, Dakota and
Manitobq, states that the harvest of our Prairie Province has
been gathered in excellent condition. Manitoba's grain ia all
cut, thrashed, in the elevators, and the straw burnt; wbile across
the border hardly a field has yet been got in. It seems curious

Infact,
seldom has the wheat been of better quality., Under these
circumatances farmers feel that they should get the fancy prices
they got last year, and when at the C. P. R. stations they are
offered 30 per cent. less, they are naturally loth to sell, and prefer

. to hold on to their crop in hopes of better prices later on. This,

of course, keeps the volume of circulation down for the present
and renders it uncertain whether the expected increase will
come Lhis month or not. -

. The other changes are of a normal character, The decrease
in the amount due to the English banks shows that the balance
of trade is turning in our favor, and the growth of $1,849,951 in
the balances due from American agencies shows that our banks
are finding increased openings for their money in the United
States., At firat it seems 2 pity thatso large a sum as $17,530,462
should be withdrawn fiom this market to build up the commerce
of a foreign country ; but we must remember that the Canadian
field is too restricted to aflord opportunities for the profitable
investment of all our banking funds, and that therefore bankers
are compelled to avail themselves of the opening oftered to them
by the large commercial centres to the south of us. The time
will, no doubt, come when we c¢an absorb'all onr own fiinds, and
when there will be no more occasion for a Capadian bank to
gend its money out of the country than there .is now for an
American bank to open an agency here. But that time has not
come yet, and until it does we may expect to see a large propor-
tion of our funds seek employment in the Umted S ates.

The latest sensation is the severe “break” in the price of
beet, which has dechned to 13s 3d, the lowest figures reached for
twelve months or more. The European market has besn-
weakening for some days, and the explanation is M. Licht's
crop estimate, placmg the probable total outcome at 3,170000
tons. Earlier estimates made a deficiency in the crop of 180,000
tone, as compared with last year, whilst the present.one shows
an excess of 400,000 tons. The trade was compleiely taken by sur-
prise and there was almosta panic in the United States. In New
York, a sudden decline of e took place on refined, all: round
This shows the enormous influence of beet sngar on the markeis
of the world, as there is a great deficiency in the stocks of -cane
sugar.

Brazil sends considerable sugar to Canada, and we learn from
those in a position to speak, that the crops during the past two
years have been amall and are llkB]V to be even lighter this year
The canes were planted this year when sugar was ext.remely low
in price and the planters diverted their attention to other.crops.
When the advance took place it was too late t5 plant. There is
every prospect then, that Brazil will coms before the world with
a smaller crop than for many years. It is estimated that about
two and a quarter million dollars went to Brazil last year for
sugar from Montreal, and something besides for coffee. These

figures do not agree with the Government returns, but it must -

be remembered the fiscal year ends in June. The correctness of

the oflicial figures is also doubted, the system of compilation ot

being 8o thorough ag it might be. There being no return'trade
from Mdntreal, no exchange could be procured and hard cash hiad-
to be sent to Brazil. One city firm had 22 cargoes between this
country and the St. Lawrence last year and most of them took
return freight of lumber to England ; two, which returned direct,
went empty. : -

The Lower Provinces send fish and lumber to Brazil, and it
appears to us that Ontario and Quebec should do something in
an export way, but as the Montreal Board of Trade is paying
some attention to this important subject, we shall have an oppor-
tumty of returmng to it again. ‘The Brazillian sugar crop- i8
coming on now, bt as to the crop. in Cuba and the otheér West
Indies, nothing definite can be stated until December, and the
game may be said about the Phillipine Islands' erop. ' Two
cargoes from the latter islands are at present being unloaded in
this port, and there is one coming up the 8t.

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As far a4 information is available, it would appear that the per
capile consumption of sugar in Canada is larger than that of
almost any other country, with the exception of the United
Kingdom and the United States—a fact that speaks well for the
condition of the working clagses in Canada. In the United
Kingdom the amount was 73 1bs. per head, having increased from
15 Iba. per head in 1840; in the United States it was about 45
1bs,, not very much more than in Canada. The consumption of
tea in Canada has also very largely increased; in 1868 it was
2 1bs. per head, in 1877 it wag 3} 1bs. psr head, and is now about
4 1bs, per head. In England the consumption in 1887 was 495
tbs. per head.

The imports of sugar last year were valued at 35,784,437, on
which a duty was collecled of $3,433417. These figures are in
excoss of the preceding year, The future of the market is full
of uncertainties, to an unusual extient, and neither “bulls” or
‘‘hears” appear toshow any willinguess to back their predictions.
Owing to a reduced pack of small fruits it is probable the total
consumption, in Canada, will be below that of last year.

A VALUABLE TRADE.

The importance of the export trade in live atock has been re-
farred Lo, on moro than one occasion in these columans, and our
advantagos and grievances considered. Up to quite recent date,
pricos as a rule, have been satisfactory, but excessive supplies, &
depression in the dead meat trade and the dock strike caused a
lull of everal woeks duration. |

Canadian store cattle have continued to be well received in
Scotland, landings heing chiefly at Glasgow and Aberdeen,
Ocean freights have ruled high both from Canadian and United
States ports and nfi unusually large supply of American cattle
and dressed meat has been exported, owing to the.low prices
current at Chicago and other live stock points. Under the cir-
cumslances the British markels have been well sustained. In
1886 the value of our cattle export was $5,825,188, in 1887, $6,.
486,718 and in 1888, $5,012,713. The exports of sheep were
valued at $1,182,241 in 1886, $1,592,167 in 1827 and $1,276,046 in
1888 Swine figure to 4 small extent in the returns, the valus
for 1888 being only $5,277, which is a smaller amount than for
gome years. The wonder is that any are exported das large
quantities of American pork are imported into Canada for con-
sumption. There is almost an uulimited demand for horses
both from Ingland and the States and the figures show an
annual incrouse, reaching $2,458,231 last year.

Sinco the opening of navigation the shipments of cattle have
roached 55,524 head; sheep, 41,017. At the moment the move-
ment has slackened as the supply of fat stock in the country has
been mueh reduced and.English prices are low. The prospects
are for a eteadily improving English market as excessive sup.
plies on the other side are being worked down and the weather
ig coolor and more favorable. At the present time, States cattle
are roalizing more money in England than Canadian owing to
the superior quality of stock thai is being forwarded. Ocean
froights nre lower and 60s have beon accepted to London. Bids
have been made at 103 less and olferings of future space are in
excess of the demand.

An agitation has been started in England for the admission
of American cattle, free of disease, to the inland markets, instead
of their boing slaughterad at the porl of landing as at present
% The partivs interesied aro Manchester lraders who are envious
of the concentration of the American catile trade elsewhere, loss
in tolls, ele. It is thought oxtremely unlikely that the move-
ment will be anything but o failure. As in many other things,
Lngland is the United States' best customer for cattle. In J aly,
out of 20,883 head of cattle oxported, 25,878 were sent to Great
Britain and Iroland, or more than 96 per cent. Outl of 14,090,
205 1bs of fresh Leef exported, no less than 14,030,185 went to
Groat Britain and Ireland. Out of 13,385,164 1bs canned and
other curud beef, 10,646,005 1bs, or nearly 80 per cent, went tothe
same country. Thus out of 51 million lbs in all, reducing cattle
to beef, moro than 47 million 1bs went to Great Britain ; and if
tho exports for the other two months were of similar dlmenslons,
no loss than 135 million 1bs of beef went from the United States
in a quarter to Great Britain alone, against about 373 million 1bs
required for British consumption. In addition the British im-
ports of cattle from other countries, principally from the Con-
tinent, were quite large, though of late by no means so large as
from tho United States. Considerably more than balf of
all the cattle England imports, and nearly the whole of the
beef in othor forms reaches there from the neighboring republic.

. - - .

It is difficult to estimate the future enlargement of the trade
as, owing to the high price and rental of land, the number of
cattle in Great Britian is decreasing. In the three months end-
ing with August the value ©f the cattle exports from the United
States reached $7,347,914, and including other forms of Weef,
about $12,000,000. To accommodate the increased traffic, pas-
senger steamers have been)turned into cattle ships. While

Canadian exports have been large we are of opinion they should-

be much larger. Suflicient attention is not paid to the raising
and fattening of stock and in many rases, lean, sernbby catfle
are forwarded, especially from this Provinee, which ure a dis-
grace to any market. The fact that the United States have ex-
ported 90,399 catile in.one quarter, or 30,000 more than our aver-
age annual exports, shows that Canadian stockmen have not yet
grasped their opportunities. We trust there will be increased
enterprise and a rapid development in ranching operations
in the North-west.

TBE SAWDUST QUESTION.

Loup complnints are occasionally heard fcom mill owners in regard
to the necessity of complying with the strict regulations enforced in
order to prevent sawdust from entoring the streams. The preserv-
ation of the various kinds of fish that inhabit the waters is certainly a
necessity on the one hand, bt there is little doubt that such regula-
tions are enfirced in regard to many streams where fish areé compara-
tively unknown to exist. There is an argument again that if such
watzrs aro protected from eawdust time will restore them to productive-
ness. The latest complaints are from Paoterboro where a number of
prosecutions have recently taken place much to the discomfort of those
engaged in the milling industry along the Otonabee river. A large
delegation from the above place accompanied by Mr. Stevenson, M P,
visited Ottawa last week and presented their side of the question to
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries. The mill owners claimed
that they had only pormitted such sawdust to enter the river.as foll
from the gang saw, and urged that they should be placed upon the
same footing as the mill men in the vicinity of Ottawa. The Minister
accorded the delegation a patient hearing and said he would carefully
consider their representations. He reminded them, however, that the
millg on the Ottawa were exempt’ by proclamation, and all mills
throughout the country which were not similarly exompt were liable
to prosecution for infringing the Act for the better protection of
navigablerivers. He suggested that the deputation should embody
its views in a petition for excmption, and if a case were made out,
after investigation, he would decide upon the course {o pursue
Meanwhile the law must be enforced on the Otonabee and other
waters of the Trent Valley as on those not regularly exempted by pro-

clamation. The prosecution to by effective must be followed up until -

the mill owners ceased to violate the law.

The question i8 being from time to time raised as to whether the
sawdust cauges any real injury to the fish. Many authorities claim it
does not ; but, on the contrary, their experience has taught them that
more fish abound ‘near the mills than av any distance away, which

would seem conclusive evidence enough in favor of those industries -

which are at present being hampered through legislation which they
consider but the outgrowth of p:litical ambition. The Bridgewater,
N.S, Enterprise has ably dealt with the grievances reported from the
strict enforcement of this law on the river La Have, along whose
banks many hundreds of men have been constantly employed in the
Iumber industry ; which has, of itself, sustained and fostered many
thriving towns and villages during the past twenty years
important question of injury to the fish by sawdust has been satisfac-
torily settled, it would certainly seam but reasonable that the lumber-
ing industries of the Dominion should be encouraged to the vxtent of
allowing them the natural privilege of continuing their business and
sustaining the people and places dependent on them, and through
whose industry they live and prosper. From day to day announce-
ments nre mado of factorics or their branches being offered liberal
bonuses by the town councils to engage in business, for it is known the
towns will profit thereby ; and in the face of such liberal inducements,
brought about through enterpris: and ambition, it would seem strange
that suything tending to interfere with industries already established
and doing a prosperous business in the Dominion, and sustmmng not
only individuals but villuges and towns, should be nllowed existence

THE BELFORD FAILURE ‘AND THE BOOK TRADE,

The fallure of the Chicago pﬁblishing house of Belford, Clarke &
Co, is the sensation of the day with the book trade. The Belfords
are well known in Canada. They made a praiseworthy eflort to
establish a business in Toronto some twolve or thirteen years' ago,
and DBelford’s Monthly Magazine was "probably the best-effort of the
kind ever known in Canada. After a stiuggle of a few years they suc-

cumbed. They were next heard of in Chicago, in 1879, where, by enter- .

prise and economy and some borrowed capital, they succeeded, after
some reverses, in establishing a re:pectable business in tho same line,
But with seeming success came expensive habits, and the humble,
though comfortable, style of living, at the rate of $2,500 & year or so, on
the part of the principal, soon gave way to a fine mansion with all the
accessories of fine horses, carringes, diamouds and other family luxi-
ries, with neglect of business to display and enjoy them, the ostab-
lishment of & number of branches, some twenty.dve in all, where
economy of management was less a consideration than the amount
of business dune, and other ventures even less commendable. During
the last year or two it became known that the firm's paper was not
being promntly wet, and that they were secking extensions from their
friends in the trade. To these the crash that came on last Monday
Wag 1o kurprise. .

Their failure, is not likely to be without its ¢ffects, and it is prob.
able that had they applied to oneor two of their lmigest -creditors in
Now York, the demand of the First National Bank in Chicago for
$29,000, would have been met. The firm suffered severcly by fire a faw
years ago, and algo by the failure of a San Francisco customer with
whom they were interested to the extent of $70,000. The liabilities
are about $400,000, and it is estimated that the estate may be worth
75 cents in the dollar. They have had a due share of ups and downs
They settled in 1880 at 40 cents in the dollar, and im-
mediately resumed as a joint stock company with a capital of only
$10,000, on which they again became involved, Soon afterwards the
capital was increased to $50,000, and subscquently, as they spread out
with ever-increasitg enterprise, to $100,000. The carcer of the con-
cern reminds one of the frog in the fable, who emulated the bulk
and sizs of the bull, aud puffed and swelled himself till he burst.
The book trade has been undergoing rapid modifications of late
years, Standard works in'half calf, that formerly sold for $2 to $2,50,
now sell for $1; cloth books have dropped from 60c to 20c and 25¢,
and paper covered works from 25¢ to 10c, and even 6¢ each. These
are the prices to the trade, and they are not over-firm as yet, An-
other Toronto house is about to venture forth, we are told, with New
York as the scene of their enterprise. Certainly the public has no
1eason to complain of dear books, A prominent Montreal house ex-
cited some surprise a year or two ego in retifing in favor of a couple
of employees. Theyknew what they were doing. Surely it is high
time the book trade turned over a now leaf,
