- S1R,—In my last letter I proved that the law of
the tithe is of Divine appointment and of perpetual
obligation. If any Christian'man’denies'I proved
it, I reply that I proved it ‘to ‘be -the "universal
custom among the ancient heathen, and to some
extent araong those of our own day, and if a man
provide not for his own house (of God) “he is
worse than an infidel.”

Let us now consider where this feature of sacri-
‘fice to the gods and payment of tithes to the priests
came from. 1g9oo years previous to the birth of
Christ, Abraham sacrificed on Mount Mona,h and
gave tithes to Melchisedec. Abraham lived within
200 years of the dispersion from Babel; at-that
time there was only one language und one: rellgton
‘Nozh had been dead some 100 years, ‘and Noah
'was only Iooo years from Adam; as the average
length of life was some goo years, he must have
been contemporary with those who knew . Adam
and Eve. The laws of the Church'of Gad before
the Flood were : ‘the rest of the Seventh Day (then
as now the seventh part of time belonged to Gad),
marriage, and the typioal bloody Sacrifice. Sofari in
our Bibles. Bul the LXX Version states that the sin
of Cain was the sin of covetousness, . ¢, he did
not divide aright, he did not give the -full. propor-
tion of what was due.  St. Clement, Ireneus, Ter-
tullian and other Fathers take-this view,.and. it is
‘one point which gives such ‘interest to the forth-
coming Revised Old Testament.
